PRESIDENT”S ADDRESS.

I have never felt it wisc to take up the precious time of our
one day Annual Meeting with a long President’s address; but a
few remarks from me, may not be out of place.

To-day we meet to celebrate our eighth anniversary as a “District
Union,” composed of twelve (12) affiliated unions in our city. We
rejoice that during the year the Northern and Deer Park have
come in, and a new Union, the “ Youmans’’ has also been formed.
This ought to stimulate us to renewed efforts in our work for “God,
Home and Humanity.” It has not been a year all full of sunshine,
the financial depression telling on our funds, etc., but withal we
have much to thank our Heavenly Father for, and are looking
hopefully into the future. Our Corresponding-Secretary’s and
Treasurer’s reports will give us all information with regard to the
strength and standing of our organization. I will not anticipate
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WOMAN'S CHRISTIAN TEMPERANCE UNION. 9

the Superintendents’ Reports, who no doubt in addition to informa-
{ion on the year's work, will throw out many valuable suggestions
for the future.

In some of our Departments this year we have suffered heav-
ily by the Superintendents’ removal from the city ; notably, our
[‘ranchise Department, the efficient supzrintendent, (Mrs. Rock-
well) having removed to Picton; and our Band of Hope work has
lost the able services of Mrs. W.L. Scott, by her removal to
Ottawa. While feeling keenly these and other losses we are fully
ware that God is able to raise up equally successful workers, and
will if we do our part. At the commencement of the year it was
suggested that if each member would induce another to join our
ranks onr membership this year would be doubled ; (a very casy
way, we think), each one will answer her own conscience how she
has acted on this suggestion. Some weeks ago a lady who is
1ot connected with our W.C.T.U. said to me, “you ought to have
one thousand members in this city,” and could easily if every
member did a little, My dear sisters, let us be up and doing, not
leaving it to a few to attend to this matter, but every on¢ feeling
her responsibility in each Local Union; as it is only in Local
Unions that membership can be increased. I wish also to
refer to Honorary members. [ have yet to meet the first tem-
perance man who refuses to become an Honorary Member, or
to give the one dollar as a subscription; my heart has been
cheered by so many saying “We would not drop being an
honorary member of the W.C.T.U. on any account,” *“ Consider
it an honor to belong to your organization.” Let us see that we
take advantage of our opportunities ; if we do not others will, and
by each member taking a few names there is no doubt one thous-
and dollars could easily be raised and our District and Headquar-
ters departments placed on an easy footing. For lack of means we
have been unable to distribute literature as we should, and many
fields of usefulness are continually opening up to us which we can-
not take hold of for the same reason. A word or two about Head-
quarters. Some think and some say “Headquarters is no use to
us. My dear sisters, this is a narrow view, there is not a White
Ribboner in our Province who is not indirectly benefitted by every
Home, purchased or rented for carrying on our work, no matter
how small or humble, the influence tells, and God grant that in the
near future many such shall arise as the sacrifice of our noble wo
men. In our case (asin that of many others) it must not be left to
the twos and threes as if they and they only were responsible ; let
:ach put her shoulder to the load and how light it wili become.
God help us each to do our duty. We have unbounded cause for
thankfulness when we consider the constantly growing temperance

sentiment in our own and other lands; that the churches of the
living God (Prot-stant and Roman Catholic) are awaking to theil
responsibilitics, and so many societies will 720t admit as members
anv one who is connected with the liquor interest. In our late
Plebiscite campaign who could fail to sce the great advance made
when, as brothers and sisters, we stood shoulder to shoulder and
all our ch3'(HﬂbrchCS\VCrclost:dght of in the one all absorbing
subject. The following reprint from the press speaks for itself and
every white Ribboner will rejoice atit. “The Countess of Aber-
deen during her recent visit to Halifax endeared herself to the
White Ribboners and all friends of Prohibition. She gave an “ At
Home and Garden Party on the magnificent grounds of the Offi-
cial residence of the Admiral, commanding the British squadron in
North American waters. It was the most brilliant and successful
affair of the kind ever held there. Among the many Americans
present were General Schofield, Commander-in-chief of the United
States Army, and ladies, and United States Consul-General Ingra-
ham. The feature of the function was the entive absence of wines
and liguors. This is the first time in Canadian history that the wife
of the Governor-General has held a reception without dispensing
liquors and marks a new cra in Canadian High Social Life.” Let
us thank God and take courage.

[ would urge steady and increasing vigilance in all our de-
pariments of work but especially in all which have to do with the
rising generation, as they are the hope of our cause. Be earnest in
Rands of Hope, Loyal Legion, Mothers' meetings, Scientific Tem-
perance Instruction, Sabbath School work, interesting the Public
School teachers, Epworth Leagues, etc,, and whatever your hands
find to do, do it with your might. Aid in every possible way you
can, our Y’s who are doing a grand work, and during the coming
year may their numbers be greatly multiplied.

During the year the Angel of Death has hovered over us and
we have been reminded that *we have no continual city here,”
The honored and beloved Mrs. Fawcett, who for so many years
was a leador in the White Ribbon Army, has gone to be “forever
with the Lord ;" also our brother, Mr. W.H. Howland, whose gen-
ial smile, warm clasp of the hand with the “ God help you” we all
miss so much. May the mantle of these and other translated ones

fall on us.

REPORT OF CORRFSPONDING SECRETARY.

Toronto District consists of 12 Unions with a membership of
309—

Central, 66 members. Northern, 47 members.

Western, 50 y Deer Park, 18 =

Bathurst, 11 r Eastern, 15§

Dovercourt, 18 Gordon, 20

Parkdale, 22 Youmans, 12

Willard, 25 B Central Y’s 35

Representatives from these unions meet semi-monthly—the
first Monday in the month the services are devotional, the last
Thursday the gathering is for business. During the year 12 busi-
ness meetings have been held with an average attendance of 25:
six devotional meetings have been taken charge of by diffcrent
Unions, also six special meetings, average attendance 33, for con-
sideration of superintendent’s work. etc.

We were honored by a visit from Mrs. Williams, Dominion
President, in June, on her return from Convention in London,
when an afternoon reception was held at Headquarters, and a
public gathering the same evening in Cooke's Church.

Mrs. Thornley, Provincial President, kindly gave us a Parlia-
mentary Drill in February which was very instructive.

Delegates have attended the Provincial Convention in Chat-
ham : the Prohibition gathering in Toronto, " in February ; the
Dominion Convention in London, and the Alliance Convention in
Montreal in July. By invitation the President attended the annual
meeting of the 1.0.G.T,, in Toronto.

We desire to acknowledge the kindness of the Canadian
Temperance League, evidenced by their uniform good-will and
ready assistance whenever appealed to, and substantiated by a
donation of $25.00, which was used for the enlargement of rooms
in our building, The W.C.T.U. joined with the League in cele-
brating the birthday of Hon. Neal Dow, the veteran temperance
worker. A congratulatory telegram was sent and a reply received,
and at a large gathering in the Pavilion an address written by ou,
Honorary President, Mrs. Letitia Youmans, was read by the Corr
responding Sccretary.
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We are grateful for the harmony which prevails amongst all
our temperance organizations, and recognize " our aims, our hopes
are one ' viz: the extinction of the Liquor Traffic.

The grand majerity of the Plebiscite vote, and the reply given
by Sir Oliver Mowat to the Dcputation from the Prohibition gath-
ering in which our members took part, encourage us to hope that
Prohibition is not far distant. The W.C.T.U. members were in-
stant in season and out of season almost, in attending plebiscite
committee meetings, arranging for mass meetings of children and
canvassing voters.

The winter was a very severe and trying one to the unem-
ployed of the city and through the intervention of our President,
the W.C.T.U. shared in the City Relief Fund. $255.08 were dis-
tributed in orders for coal, wood and groceries and much distress
relieved. '

The action of the Mayor in not welcoming officially the
Licensed Victuallers association, received our hearty endorsation.

On the occasion of Lady Aberdeen’s visit to Toronto in Oc-
tOb_cr, a bouquet of flowers was presented to her by the District
which was received graciously and much appreciated by her.

[n March the Annual Tea was held at Headquarters, which was
successful in promoting the social and financial aspects of our
work. An elegant supper was partaken of and a pleasant evening
enjoyed. James L. Hughes, Esq., presided. Music and speeches
from our Honorary members and others, and a report of our work
by the Cor.-Secretary constituted the programme.

During the summer a Garden Partv was held at the residence
of Mrs. Galley. who kindly placed her grounds at our disposal.
Two excursions to Grimsby were also arranged for and carried out
all of which were successful in netting us the amount which appears
elsewhere in the Treasurer’s Report.

Fair work will be so fully reported in that Department that it
not necessary for me to more than allude to it here. The utmost
unity prevailed, there was no distinction of local unions and all
worked indefatigably for the good and prosperity of the District.
We are thankful to remember that we were able to render satisfac-
tion to those who patronized us, and we are grateful for their sup-
port.

Our President has been indefatigable in promoting the good
of the Society, and has visited faithfully the Unions under her
charge bringing encouragement and instruction to all.

How humbled we shall feel when the search light of a
dawning eternity is thrown upon the record of our poor efforts.
Yet we rejoice that it is a tribunal of love as well as of justice and
that He who said so pityingly, ‘“She hath done what she could,”
looks with favor on our work when it is done of love to Him.

The work connected with the Plebiscite engaged the attention
of our Unions soon after the beginning of the year, and after our
committee and canvassers had done their work, we held a jubilee
meeting for prayer which combined a memorial service in memory
of our dear departed friend, Mr. W.H. Howland. It was held
the weck before Christmas in the Y.M.C.A. lecture room. The
attendance was large ; impressive addresses were delivered by Mrs.
Harvie and Miss Minniec Macdonald and an carncst spirit charac-
terized the gathering.

On the 3rd of January, the day set apart for prayer, Mrs.
Youman's birthday, we held our meeting in her house.  The par-
lors were crowded. Earnest prayers were offered for our dear,
afflicted sister and for blessings on our work during the year.
The Youmans Union being the Benjamin of Toronto Unions, pre-
sented Mrs.Youmans with an exquisite bouquet of roses, the District
also gave fruit and flowers. During the year the rcgular devotional
meetings have been held as usual, the programme being carried out
by each union in turn. The work done by industrial unions in
this department is as follows:

Western has a Mothers’ Meeting which has held 30 meet-
ings with 17 names on roll, and an average attendance of q.
Two special Bible readings were given, 62 visits made, d ynations
of clothes and provisions and $20.00 expended,

Parkdale has a Mothers' Meeting, which met fortnightly from
1st January to 1st May. Since then a committee was formed
from the mothers themselves and they have continued to meect
weekly till the present time. They were supplied with patches
and picces of cloth from which they are each making a quilt. They
have also formed a blanket club and are contributing weekly pay-
ments as they can. A children’s meeting was also held on Satur-
day afternoons.

Eastern Union has held six Evangelistic meetings. The
gaol has been altogether attended to by this Union, those members
who take the Wednesday afternoon meetings being most devoted.
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While Mrs. Potter was in the city she visited the gaol weekly, fol-
lowed the women up and helped them with LI()thmq, etc. It was
with great regret we heard of her removal to Kingston but her

dlltlc has fl“CY] on her former colleague, Mrs. Bcllam\, who is
now devotedly carrying out the same work. We quote from her
report; “Since Mrs. Potter left there has been no one but Mrs
Bentley (a dear, saintly old lady of seventy) and myself for the
Wednesday meeting. We follow these women up; if they are
sent to the Mercer, we go and see them or write them if they are
ill in any of the l]os]nt s or House of Providence. During the
past 15 months, 5 women and girls have gone home to Hea wen,
others have gone, so far as we could see, ll'll)lC])(uL(l into eternity.
If any of those who are working take drink and get into the hands
of the police, the matron lets me know and I go to the court and
the magistrate gives them to me. We do all we can (which has
really been agreat deal)towar s getting them situations and clothes
to work in.”

Willard Union has had one public meeting, in the Broad-
way Tabernacle, at the Wednesday evening service, at which
members of the Union gave addresses. Two special Bible read-
ings also were given in their own Union.

In the Northern our dear and honored sister, Mrs. Fawcett,
was superintendent of this department. Her work was visiting
from house to house, holding prayer meetings regularly with the
sick and dying. We sincerely sympathize with the Northern
Union in losm‘f one so wise and good from their number.

Deer Park has held three meetings in different churches for
the purpose of instructing the young pu)plc in temperance work.

Youmans Union has a Mothers’ Mecting with a member-
ship of nine. Held sixteen meetings, visited the women in their
homes and distributed underclothing.

Your superintendent has visited and given Bible readings in
Parkdale, Dovercourt, Northern, Willard and Eastern Unions, to
the Mothers’ Meetings in the Western and Youman’s Unions, also
addressed a Mothers' Meeting in the Sackville Mission and How-
land Mission Hall.

Dovcrcourt reports one Evangelistic meeting.

Mothers’ Meetings are held every Wednesday at No. 7 Fern
Ave. The summer sessions began on April 18th, since which 23
meetings have been held, at an average attendance of 8. The
mectings are opened with praise, prayer and reading a portion of
God's Word, after which there is patchwork sewing done for quilts,
an interesting book in the meantime being read. There isa

eggs, 18 doz.; Oranges, 10 doz.; tea, 5 Ibs.; baskets provision, 50
clothing to 4o families ; Christmas dinner to 33 families, average
number of visits for week 30; average number of workers, 9. We
visit regularly General Hospital, Victoria Hospital, Home for
Incurables, Old Folks' Home, occasionally Grace Hospital and once
the Mercer Reformatory. Money received from the Y.W.CT.U.
$9.00; donations, $112.80; total $r11.70.

“Y ” money expended for books, tracts, etc, for our sick ones :
for eggs at Easter and wine, etc.; donation expenditure, $51.25, per
Mrs. Thoral; the balance in relieving distress in various ways. One
way being to hire one woman in need of work, to work for another
too ill to work for herself and home, and not able to hire it done.
In this way we have the assurance that one mnther was saved from
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being a cripple. Inanother case we lent a man $5.00 to buy tools
to mend boots and shoes at his own home. At Christmas we
were enabled by the kindness of those interested, to give dinners
or the material for them to 33 familics. In the winter, having
some cases of great need, one of our workers kindly opened her
home for an evening of reading, music and a collection.

It seems best not to give the names of those who have
supplied us with delicacies as much of it was left at the rooms
without their names.

gives as well fruit each week. It is a hopeless task to furnish any-
thing like a full report of the real work done by the Mission.

Work has been procured for those who could not leave home
situations for those who had to go out.

In some instances money was collected to pay the rent of
of some unfortunate about to be turned out on the street, clothing
and food given to the destitute. We have reason to believe that
one man was saved from suicide by timely aid. Another man and
his wife decided for Christ through what our girls did and said.
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As another result of our Mission, an old lady alone and friend-
ess, and not able to work has been kept in comfort for the past
five years.

In the public institutions where our workers go, they have
abundant proof of the brightness their visits carry to the desolate
uffering lives of the inmates

We do all in our power to brighten and clevate the lives of
those we visit from making beds and sweeping rooms to reading
and singing to them and holding prayer-meetings in their homes.
We strive always to use our influence for temperance and carry
Christ into the homes where He is not known.

Despite all this we are told that our work is largely “senti-
ment.” [ only ask those laboring under such a delusion to come
work (not sit with folded hands looking on) for one month—carry
the heavy baskets and parcels and go into the homes and hear the
sad stories and strive to relieve their needs in all possible ways
and they will be convinced that we are doing the Masters's work.
We have to confess to failure in many respects. The library we
had such hopes of making such a comfort is one thing in which we
have failed, the irregularity of the workers making it impossible to
keep track of the books.

Teaching was carried on in the children’s Hospital for about
four months, but dropped as the school in the hospital was consid-
ered sufficient. We have much to be thankful for, but realize
more and more that it is only in our Master's name and
strength that we can accomplish anything and to Him we give all
the glory,

~onfined to the holidays, with the exception of visits to private
families.

Two members of the Evangelistic Committee held several
prayer meetings at the homes of the very sick, and also distributed
delicacies.

The Pansy Band (girls) visited Victoria and Grace Hospitals,
and at the latter distributed fruit in custard cups, with texts attached,
also gave to the patients in public wards large Ximas cards.

The Refuge and Aged Women’s Home were cach visited.
The girls placed fruit with card, at each plate, and at the Refuge,
one ot the girls read an earnest call for the women to give them-
selves wholly to Christ.

The Pansy Band have carried fruit from this Mission to
a dear little invalid who had been discharged from the Children’s
Hospital, as incurable.

Fourteen members of the Union contributed canned fruit, and
four, money, and the Union Treasury supplied $1.50 for texts and
street car fare.

There has been a great amount
of work done, still there is much more but what has been done has
had excellent results, I may just state here that when the Bill for
Arbitration and Conciliation was before the Local House at the
last session, a great deal of interest was taken ; certainly in the
large Assembly there were some who were against it (but where
will you find every one in an assembly with one way of thinking ?
It would never do if it were so), The Bill carried with a large

tributed over this city, Ninty-three letters have been written, and
also good work done at the elections.

CONSTITUTION OF THE TORONTO DISTRICT W.C.T.U.
PLEDGE ;

I hereby promise, God helping me, to abstain from all distilled, fermented and
malt liquor, including wine, beer and cider, as a beverage, and to employ all prope:
means to discourage the use of and traffic in the same.

ARTICLE L

Name—This organization shall be known as the Woman's Christian Temper-

ance Union of Toronto District.
ARTICLE II.

Ohject =The object shall be to strengthen the local Unions, and assist them in
carrying out the plans of the Provincial Union, and to arouse the women of the dis
trict to organized effort for the banishment of the liquor traffic.

Officers—The officers shall be a President, Vice-President, Corresponding
Secretary, Recording Secretary, Treasurer and Auditor. These officers, (except the
Auditor), together with the Presidents of Local Unions (who shall also be ex-officio
Yice. Presidents) and Superintendents of Departments, shall constilute an Executiv¢
Committee, with full power to provide for the interests of the work. These officers,
with the exception of Local Presidents, Superintendents of Departments and Audi

tor. Il be elected at the Annual Meeting and in the following manner : Tellers
having been appointed by the President, an informal ballot shall be cast for each
officer separately, and the members of the Convention shall then proceed to vote by
ballot for the two candidates having the highest number of votes casl. Except

ere one nominee shall receive three quarters vote of the ballots cast, when on
.otion the informal may be made the formal ballot.

 Superintendents of Departments—Superintendents shall be nominated by the
officers and the Presidents of Local Unions and elected at the Annual Meeting.
Their election shall be by asclamation unless otherwise ordered.

ArTICLE IIL

Sub-Commuttee—The President, Vice-President, Recording and Corresponding
Secretaries and Treasurer shall form a Sub-Committee ot the Executive Board for the
speedy transaction of business, with power to fill vacancies which may occur during
the year ; three of whom shall form a quorum. This Committee shiall meet at such
a time and place as the President shall direct. i

ArtricLE IV,

Annual Meeting—The Annual Meeting shall be composed ot the Executive
Board, and one delegate for every five paying members of each affiliated Local
Union. This meeting shall be held not later than the 3oth September, if possible,
in such place as may be determined Dby the previous Annual Meeting, or by the
Executive.

ARTICLE V.

Committee of Arrangements—The President and the Corresponding Secretary of
District shall be a Committee of Arrangement, selecting topics for discussion, and
devising means to make the meetings interesting and profitable.

ArTICLE VL

Affiliation— Each Local Union shall contribute to the funds of the District
Union at th_e rate of five cents per paying member yearly, thus becoming auxiliary

8. All members of Local Unions in the City of Toronto, affiliated with the
District Union by the payment of five cents per member, shall be members of this
Union. Every third monthly meeting is ca'led ¢ The Quarterly,” and every
member of the W.C.T.U. is privileged to attend.

9. Funds for carrying on the District work may be raised by any means deter-

mined on by the Executive.
10. These By-Laws may be amended at any Annual meeting, by a two-thirds
vole of the members present, notice having been given at the previous Executive

meeting.

CONSTITUTION FOR LOCAL UNIONS.
ARTICLE 1.

Name—This organization shall be known as the Woman’s Christian Temperance
Union of: Auxiliary to the Ontario Provincial W.C.T.U.

Object—The object of this Union shall be to meet together for prayer and con-
ference, to educate public sentiment to the standard of total abstinence, to train the
young, save the inebriate, to secure the complete extinction of the liquor traffic and
to enter into any Christian work to which the Lord may call.

Lledge—I hereby promise, God helping me, to abstain from all distilled, fer
mented, and malt liquors (including wine, beer and cider) as a beverage, and to em
ploy all proper means to discourage the use of and traffic in the same.

ARTICLE II.

Membership—Any woman may become a member of this organization by signing
the pledge, and by the payment of sixty cents per year. Gentlemen may become
honorary members by signing the pledge and by the payment of the regular fee.
They shall be entitled to all the privileges of members, except the vote and holding
office.

ArrICLE III

Officers—The officers shall be a President, Vice-Presidents (one from each
Church when practicable)) a Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Treas-
urer and Auditor. These officers (excepting the Auditor), with the Superintendents
of different Departments, shall constitute the Executive Committee. These officers
shall be elected at the Annual Meeting, and in the following manner: Tellers having

been appointed by the President, an informal ballot shall be cast for each officer
separately, and the members shall then proceed to vote for the two candidates having
the highest number of votes cast. Except where one nominee shall receive three.
quarters vote of the I llots cast, when on motion the informal may be made the
formal ballot.

ARTICLE IV,

Auxiliaryship—FEach Union shall pay to the funds of Provincial Union through
the County or District Treasurer (in organized counties) the sum of twenty-five cents
per paying member, and to the County or District Union the sum of five cents per
paying member, yearly. This amount to be taken from the membership fee. In
unorganized counties this sum shall be sent direct to the Provincial Treasurer.

ARTICLE V,

Annual Meeting—The Annual Meeting of Local Unions shall be held early in
September, for the election of officers and Superintendents, also for delegates to
County or District Union and Provincial Annual Meetings. At this meeting reports
of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer and Superintendents of Departments shall
be read and confirmed before being sent to the County or District Corresponding
Secretary and Superintendents.

BY-LAWS,

SECTION I,

, President—It shall be the duty of the President to preside at meetings of the or-
ganization, and to supervise its general interests, and she may, through the Recording
Secretary, call special meetings, due notice being given to the members.

SEcrIoN II.

Vice- Presidents—It shall be the duty of each Vice-President to preside in her

turn, in the absence of the President, and to enlist women of her own church in the
work,
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Secrion III.

Corresponding Secretary—It shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretary to
conduct the correspondence of the Union, and to report to the Corresponding Secretary
of the County or District Union yearly on receipt of blank form (having first submitted
her report to the Local Union), giving such items of general interest as will enable
«aid Secretary to judge correctly of the condition of the Union. She, with the Re-
cording Secretary, shall also prepare the report for the Annual Meeting of the Local
Union. ~ They shall also, in unorganized counties, prepare a condensed report for the
Provincial Convention, sending to the Provincial Corresponding Secretary two weeks
before the date of Provincial Meeting. In small Unions the work of the Secretaries
may be done by the Recording Secretary, if desirable.

Secrion IV,

Recording Secretary—TIt shall be the duty of the Recording Secretary to keep a
record of the proceedings of the Union, and notify members of meetings.

SECTION V.,

Zreasurer—It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to collect all membership dues
and to devise means to increase the funds of the organization. She shall receive and
hold all money collected for the use of the Union, keeping an exact book account and
making a monthly report of the same. She shall pay no bills except on an order
signed by the President and the Recording Secretary. She shall forward regularly in
organized counties to the County or District Treasurer, the hali-yearly fees for the
Provincial and County or District Unions.

SecrtioN VI.
Departments of Work—If the demands of the work justify it, there shall be De-

partments of Work to correspond with Provincial Departments, and such others as the
needs of the locality seem to call for.

Secrion VII.

Duties of Superintendents of Departments—Fach Superintendent of a Depart-
ment shall avail herself of all opportunities for the furtherance of practical work in
her Department, and report to Superintendent of same Department in county or
District Union on or before the 17th day of September.

Where no county or district organization exists, the report should be sent to
Provincial Superintendent of that Department.

SecrioN VIII.

Meetings—The regular meeting of the Union shall be held weekly, fortnightly,
or monthly, as the Union may decide. The first meeting of the month shall be
largely a devotional meeting.  If possible, mass meetings shall be held quarterly.

The Executive and other committees shall meet as often as may be deemed ad-
visable. :

SecrioN IX,

Quorum—A quorum shall consist of such members as shall be present at a regular
or special meeting, due notice of such meeting being given to the members.

SecTION X,

Delegates to Provincial Convention--Delegates to the Provincial Union are re-
ceived on the following basis : One of each Union and one additional delegate for
every twenty paying members of each Union. The expenses of general officers and
Superintendents of Departments for postage, stationery, etc., shall be borne by the
Union. Travelling expenses of delegates to annual Convention shall, where at all
practicable, be borne by the Union sending those delegates.
