Isonzo Region — Great Quantity of 
War Material Captured by VictorsnlHcant: "The

Milan, Aug. 31—The Austrians are in full retreat at two points. One in the 
Val Sugano, where they are blowing up bridges and viaducts and destroying all 
roads and railways as they retire. The other is in the region of the upper Ison* 
where the Italian Alpini is wresting an important mountain summit from the 
Austrian grip.

The latest official reports show that the Italians are now well advancedbo. 
yond Fiasco and are attacking the summit of Monterombon 6,000 feet high* 
which overlooks the valley of the Coritensa, a tributary of the Isono, 
minds the highway that culminates in Predie Pass at a height of 3£00 feel» 
and then descends into the Zebsch Valley, where the Italians captured poettinas 
about a week ago.

The Austrians are in a precarious position at Tatvis, as wdl as at TUmfns 
and Gorits, not to mention the strong series of defences they lost in the Val 
Sugano.

By a series of successful skirmishes, and engagements, the Alpini hsvt 
push pushed their conquest along the valley of Strino, and have formed a 
union between the troops operating in the valley Verminglo and the valley of the 
Nonce. They have opened up a new passage for an invasion of Trentino, with 
Bolzano as the possible goal.

The Italian artillery in the last few days has shelled the Austrian post 
tiens at the head of the Strino Valley, obliging the Austrians to retire from one 
of their camps, leaving bag and baggage behind. The Austrians evacuated 
eight troop sheds, which the Italians occupied.

Supported by artillery and machine guns, the Italians have defeated the 
Austrians and have driven them out of trenches and strong positions and have 
captured a large quantity of ammunition and war material of every descrip-

Speaking of the impressions he receiv­
ed as to the war sentiment of the people 
in traveling through the country Mr.. 
Bealey said that he found eveiy one fill­
ed with the determination to see the war 
through to the end and absolutely con­
fident of the favorable termination of 
the campaign. This was especially mark­
ed among the officers and men back from 
the front whom he met

AUGUST BUILDING

In spite of war conditions there is still 
a fair amount of building going on 
around St John. There are no big con­
tracts being undertaken but there is 
quite a large number of moderate priced 
dwellings being erected, a dependable in­
dication of the prosperity of the average 
citizen.

London, Aug. 8L—The Times' mili­
tary correspondent makes a strong at­
tack on the higher direction of the cam­
paign from the British side» which, he 
declares, to the subject of severe criti­
cism in the fighting service.

Pointing to the “Antwerp fiasco," the 
“Dardanelles mistakes” and the failure to 
organize a munitions supply, the corres­
pondent says the cabinet has shown no 
genius for war.

“To put It brutally," he says, “we 
have not been governed in a strategic 
sense. We have merely drifted.”

Arguing that success in France still 
is all important, the Writer says this has 
been prevented and “still to jeopardized 
by errors and failures, for wMch the late 
government mainly to responsible, but 
until the sorrows and faults are repaired, 
the coalition government will be respon­
sible for them also. We are reaping the 
fruits of a harvest of inexperience.”

Bullard, a local architect, and a member 
of No. 8 Engine Company, was arrested 
by the local police, charged with arson 
in seven counts. He confessed to having 
set these fires, but the police are con­
vinced that he is responsible for many" 
other fires that have occurred in this 
city in the last few years.

One night recently there were two 
fires, the first at 1230 a. m. in the Har­
rington School and the second at 430 In 
William A. Carroll’s carriage factory.

He denied having anything to do with 
the Carroll carriage factory fire, where 
the firemen had a difficult task, as the 
structure, a three-storied frame building 
occupying an isolated block, was a rag­
ing furnace ijhen they arrived.

Atlanta, Ga, Aug. 81—As a result of 

trouble in Forsyth County and the 
neighboring territory between whites and 
blacks all negroes have been barred from 
entering the county.

This was brought out clearly today 
by the experience of Hudson Moore, one 
of the most prominent Atlantans, who 
went to Cummings on legal business and 
took along with him a negro nurse and 
negro chauffeur. While he was in the 
courthouse he heard a noise outside, and 
rushing out he found a crowd of several 
hundred gathered around the two 
negroes threatening them with dire ven­
geance if they did not leave the county 
at once. Mr. Moore intervened, and af­
ter a talk with the crowd he took the 
two negroes In his automobile and rush­
ed them out of the county a distance of 
fifteen miles and left them there, white 
he returned to complete his business 
Several other reports have come to At­
lanta of similar trouble in cases where 
negro servants have been taken into 
Forsyth.

The trouble dates back to the murder 
of a white girl and the lynching of two 
negroes and the legal hanging of another, 
white troops were on guard to prevent 
mob interference.

Bullard was trailed by the police un­
til midnight, when they lost sight of him.

Bullard is said to have 
been drinking, and the lieutenant after 
a talk wlthf him, in which McLeod ad­
vised Bullard to take his automobile and 
go home, saw him headed that way. He 
reported the facts at headquarters and 
Sergt. Sherman on a motor cycle and 
Patrolman Searelle in the police touring 
car, located him In a local hotel. They 
waited for him to leave until II p. m. 
and followed his machine about town 
for an hour, when another automobile 
got between his machine and the police 
motors and sight of him was lost.

The West End was searched for his 
automobile and Sergt. Sherman passed 
the Harrington School within twenty 
minutes of the time of the alarm, but he 
saw no machine near the building.

When the alarm for the carriage fac­
tory fire was rung, the police found 
Bullard’s machine standing in front of 
his house, with the engine still warm. 
His wife, who responded when a mes­
senger was sent to the house, said she 
tried to call her husband to respond as 
a fireman to the alarm, but that she 
could not wake him.

Confessed Setting Seven Fires

He was taken In custody by Inspector 
Sylvia, and after a long talk with the 
Inspectors he confessed to 
fires. The first, he said, was at the 
Savoy Theatre Building, which was set 
in an alleyway outside the building and 
was a trivial blase.

Another was In the Winslow building, 
which was altered when Union street 
was widened, and he was the architect 
In charge of the work.

The Union adopted resolutions favor­
ing the appointment of a provincial sup­
erintendent of neglected and dependent 
children, so necessary in connection with 
the administration of the Children's Pro­
tection Act. They have such an officer 
in Neva Scotia, and his annual report is a 
human document of absorbing interest. 
They have had such an official in On­
tario for many years, and the name of 
Mr. J. J. Kelso is known from one end 
of Canada to the other. They have also 
in Ontario a department which has the 
care of feeble-minded children. Nova 
Scotia is likely soon to have proper pro­
vision for the care of these unfortunates, 
who, if not cared for, will certainly in­
crease the burdens laid upon the com­
munity at large.

The Union also endorsed the industrial 
or prison farm fbr that class of adult 
dilinquents which crowds the jails, or 
which, evading actual arrest, should, in 
the public interest, and the interest of 
the families concerned, be compelled to 
mend its ways or go to the industrial 
farm. In connection With the treatment 
of delinquents, not guilty of serious 
crimes, the Union also expressed ap­
proval of the indeterminate sentence, 
Which holds the penalty over the head of 
the culprit and places a continuous pre­
mium on good conduct.

All these matters concern the welfare 
of the municipality, and aïe proper sub­
jects of discussion along with those re­
lating to roads, taxes, water supply, fire 
protection, sanitation and others which 
generally take up most of the time at 
such conventions as that of last week in 
Fredericton. Some members contended 
there were too many papers, but the 
truth was that the hospitable people of 
Fredericton provided too many pleasant 
excursions for the limited timer at the dis­
posal of the union.

THE WAR NEWS
Last night’s cables express the hope 

that the autumn storms will check the 
German advance in the east. Let US 
hope we shall presently arrive at a con­
dition of affairs when the weather Will 
not have to win our victories for us.

On the western front there Is no 
change. Whatever the British and 
French may have been preparing to do 
in the matter of an advance movement 
still remains undone.

The military correspondent of the 
London Times very sharply criticises the 
British conduct of the war from the 
beginning. The miners’ strike has caus­
ed much uneasiness in England. There 
is said to be a split in the cabinet on 
the question of conscription.

The most careful reading of the news 
does not lend encouragement to the hope 
for speedy success by the Allies. It is 
to be a long, hard and costly struggle, 
with another winter in the trenches. The 
winter will give the Allies time to mob­
ilize their men and materials, and pre­
pare for the campaign of next spring 
and summer. There is still-no satisfac­
tory news from the Balkans, and opera­
tions in the Dardanelles have .not yet 
produced anything like the desired re­
sult. The wearing down process must 
be depended on all along the line, and 
the assurance of final victory lies in the 
ability of the Allies to keep up the pres­
sure the longest, because of their great 
superiority in men and resources upon 
which to draw continually until the en­
emy is overmatched.

The convention of the Union of New 

Brunswick Municipalities last Week was 
notable for the attention given to sub­
jects relating to social welfare. The 
Union declared itself in favor of schools 
for industrial training, and of evening 
echools for technical workers. Prof. Sex­
ton’s address on this subject was a fit­
ting introduction to the discussion, and 
the example of Nova Scotia is an in­
spiration to New Brunswick.

Dr. Melvin’s recommendations, that the 
province be divided into a relatively 
small number of health districts, with a 
health officer for each, and a provincial 
health officer at the head, With proper 
provision for an accurate registration of 
vital statistics and a co-ordination of 
public health work In all parts of the 
province appealed so strongly to the 
Union that the matter was referred to a 
special committee, from which we may 
expect a comprehensive and valuable re- 

* port at next year’s convention, even If 
no more definite action should be taken 
in the meantime. The existing conditions 
in regard to public health matters, and 
especially the registration of vital stat­
istics, are not creditable to the province, 
which is far behind other provinces in 
this respect.

Dr. Mullin’s paper on medical inspec­
tion in the schools might well have been 
followed by a resolution of the Union 
strongly urging the universal adoption 
of the system, but there was not time 
for full discussion, and it may have been 
felt that a further campaign of educa­
tion is needed before a satisfactory re­
sponse can be hoped for. When the 
people realize how greatly even small 
physical defects, which could easily be 
remedied when taken in time, interfere 
With the mental development and train­
ing of children, they will not merely as- 
»ent to but insist upon medical inspec­
tion, which is also of the greatest value

RED CROSS NOTES

The international committee of the 
Red Cross at Geneva publishes an order 
issued from the German War Office 
with reference to the correspondence of 
prisoners of war interned In Germany. 
Prisoners are to be allowed to write two 
letters a month, not exceeding four pages 
and six pages of ordinary size in the 
case of soldiers and officers respective­
ly. In addition one post card a week is 
allowed. Exceptions to the rule are per­
mitted in the case of family affairs or 
urgent private business. Prisoners are re­
quired to Impress oh their families the 
desirability of not writing too often, of 
restricting the length of their letters, and 
of writing clearly and legibly.

Inquiries with regard to wounded or 
missing Canadian soldiers should be ad­
dressed to the information department. 
Canadian Red Cross Society, Cockspur 
street, London. This work is being done 
in connection with the Canadian Record 
Office. The importance of this depart­
ment can hardly be exaggerated. It also 
attempts as far as is possible to identi­
fy the graves of Canadians who have 
been buried in France.

An interesting “War Exhibition" is 
being conducted by the Red Cross in 
London. The tipper part of the walls of 
the hall has been edvered with scenic 
paintings by Signor Tondl, representing 
the devastation of war in Belgium. The 
floor is occupied with Stands and cases 
where many interesting objects are on 
view, including relics from the bat­
tlefield.

“No, sir. I bought him for twelve,” 
replied the witness.

“I don’t know much about a horse,” 
said Stewart.

The witness denied that the beast had 
the heaves and, asked regarding the ani­
mal’s feet, said that he had driven it 180 
miles without any difficulty.

“Wasn’t that horse a sort of a joke ip 
the town?”

“He was the best looking horse in 
town,” replied Stewart.
