"Bad weather haa seriously interfered with thé operations in the Dardan­
elles. What has been obtained so far, is that every resistance has been effec­
tively silenced from the entrance up to Kephec Bumu, and this stretch of 
water, a distance of twelve miles, is now free of danger.
GET READY FOR GREAT ATTACK

"The allied mine sweepers are engaged in clearing the waters of the Dar­
danelles up to the narrows, as a preliminary to a great attack on the forts 
there by direct fire. I anticipate this attack may be costly, but if the forts in 
the narrows are once reduced the works bryond them are not formidable and 
the way will be open to Constantinople. The serious fighting in fact, Is about 
to begin. '

"A novel effect in war paint is presented by the pitied fleet. Some of the 
vessels are daubed with irregular white patches on their gray paint, and the 
big masts and funnels are irregular masses of stripes. All this tends to make 
them less visible at a distance."

The Dardanelles operations are now in the fourth phase, according to the 
calculations of the allied admirals. The -first phase was the demolition of the 
batteries at the entrance to the Straits. The second was the clearance of the 
mines in the first teach, as far as Ope Kephec. The third was tile bombard­
ment of Chanafc Kalesal by the battleship Queen Elisabeth through a high 
angle fire over the Gallipoli peninsula, while another British ship inside the 
Straits observed the effects of the shots and notified the Queen Elisabeth by 
wireless under the protection of a French ship which circled about, firing on 
the batteries.

“The fourth phase, now begun, is tiS sweeping of the mines of Chanak 
Kalessi, which stands at the most formidable and narrowest point of the Dar­
danelles. The fifth phase will be the bombardment of Chanak. After that 
the remaining forts are not formidable and the way will soon be clear 'to Con­
stantinople.

Paris, March 18—British warships which bombarded Westende 
have been shelled by the Germans with their 16-inch guns.. It was 
these guns which bombarded the trenches of the Belgians and In­
dians at Nieuport.

Wounded French soldiers declare that the meagre official bul­
letins fail to give any idea of the fierceness of the fighting in the 
Champagne district.. Nearly a quarter of a million men have been 
engaged there in a mighty conflict on the Les Mesnil, Perthes, Beause- 
jour line between Rheims and the Argonne forest.

Thousands of big guns have been thundering night and day for 
weeks. The fields are covered with rotting corpses. The ground is 
tom with shell fire and the explosions of mines. The horror of the 
long fight, the tension of battle, and the stench of decaying flesh and 
burning gun powder, together with the fumes of poison bombe, have 
driven hundreds of soldiers into stark madness.

Fighting is again in progress near Arras and Albert, where the 
Germans are trying to win back some of the ground they had pre­
viously lost.

W. H. Berry to Be Subpoened as a

Petrograd, March 18—Battering away 
at the Austro-German lines over a bat­
tle front 600 miles long, the Russians 
are making progress in both Poland and 
Galicia. The Germans are falling back 
at many points towards the East Prus­
sian frontier.

In the Carpathians the Russians have 
forced back the Austrians, capturing 
hundreds of prisoners and some guns. 
In Bukowina the Austrians are rein­
forcing.

Although they have been unable to 
pierce the Germans^ The Russians have 
forced Von Hindenburg’s men to give 
way, especially along the Orzec River, 
where the fighting has been carried on 
with unparalleled ferocity.

It is reported that at one point in 
Northern Poland, near the Masurian 
Lakes, the Russians are on the thres­
hold of another invasion of German 
soil.

Fredericton, N. B., March 18—When W. B. Chandler, Royal Commissioner 

Investigating the government departments, opened his court this morning there 
were present Attorney-General Baxter and Hon. John Morrissy and Messrs. E- 
S. Carter and P. J. Veniot who laid certain information before him. Mr. Car­

ter touching the payment of $2,903 by the Dalhousie Lumber Company as 
stumpage in 1913 which was not accounted for in the receipts of the province 
and Mr. Veniot respecting reported irregularities upon certain roads and bridgea 
in the making up of the accounts and also concerning the purchase of certain 
farms by the Farm Settlement Board in Gloucester county.

The attitude of the' commissioner and tile attorney-general was that the gov­
ernment wanted a thorough Investigation and the request of Hon. Mr. Mor­
rissy to have this done was published some time ago. The commissioner decid­
ed to summon some witnesses by letter and to issue a subpoena for W. H.
Berry, to inquire into the complaint of E. S. Carter and hear the evidence on 
next Thursday morning, March 25.

Mr. Carter said that he had no idea that any witnesses would refuse to at­
tend with the exception of Willard H. Berry. "That is just what occurred to 
me,” replied the attorney-general amid laughter.

Commissioner Chandler, speaking with regard to the information concern­
ing the work of the Farm Settlement Board in Gloucester county said that he 
doubted if the matter came within the scope of his commission. The board 
practically was a corporation.

Mr. Manning was bom in Ipswich, 
England, in 1888. After having received 
his early education in the public schools 
there he was appointed a pupil teacher 
in St. Matthew’s school, Ipswich, at the 
early age of fifteen years. His ultimate 
aim was to become a school teacher and 
he took the necessary qualifying exam­
inations for entry into the Highbury 
College, London. Such was his ability 
in passing these examinations that 
year was dropped out of the necessary 
course. In 1885 Mr. Manning was sent 
out to this city to start a Church of 
England school. This, however, did not 
prove very much of a success and in 
1868 he joined the staff of the Grammar 
School. For the next eighteen years Mr.

It would be hard for anyone who has 

not seen the refinery from the inisde to 
realise what this big industry means for 
St, John. The construction of the plant 
to begin with left an immense amount 
of money in the city, and today they 
are giving steady employment in the 
plant to four hundred men. In addition^ 
to this they are furnishing extra em­
ployment to large numbers of other men 
Handling their inward cargoes of raw 
material, and helping with the transport­
ation of the finished product.

St. John will profit not only by the 
direct financial benefit of such an indus­
try, but also from the publicity which 
the city Will receive from their adver­
tising campaign, which is now in full
swing from Halifax to Alberta. Stand- Good ice at the Vic. tonight, 
ing at the portals of the harbor it is a 
business monument which cannot fail 
to impress every visitor to this city.

Since the plant has progressed towards 
completion, visitors have been excluded, 
not only because of the necessity of 
safeguarding valuable equipment and 
trade processes, but also to prevent 
indents to persons not acquainted with 
the premises. Lewis J. Seidensticker, 
the manager of the plant, speaking of 
this today explained the necessity of 
this step, while expressing his regret 
that the nature of their business made 
it impossible for them to throw open 
their doors to their patrons and the 
public generally. It was as the repre­
sentatives of the public that he 
wished newspaper representatives to see 
the plant that they might give their 
readers their impressions of the place.

It is the company** loss that they can­
not throw open their doors, for no one 
can pass through the plant without be­
coming an enthusiast on the subject of 
“Lantic” sugar.

The main idea of the process seems 
simple, bat the size of the plant is an 
indication not only of its capacity, but 
of the immense amount of machinery 
and apparatus required to convert the 
raw sugar into the table article, ac­
cording to the high standarcT"which the 
company has set for itself.

Starting at their own wharf, where 
the sixth cargo of sugar is now being 
discharged, the bags are delivered to the 
company at their scales inside the ware­
house doors. Here the sugar is weigh­
ed, then stacked roof-high by means of 
traveling car lifts. As it is required it 
is dumped in the capacious maw of the 
big machine which starts it on the way 
towards refining. The melt house, a 
building of four stories adjoins the 
warehouse, and in this building the 
sugar is turned into a heavy liquid.
From this building it is pumped to the 
top of the ten-story structure, one-half 
of which is devoted to the char process 
of purification.

By the way, it was the large quantity Union, 
of this char which was brought into 
the city last fall, which was mistaken 
by Some persons for gun powder, and 
the char house, which is so full of a 
black dust as to mean the ruin of any 
clothes but overalls, is the part of the 
building which other. persons have re­
garded with suspicion because they are 
not allowed to enter it.

After the char process, the syrup* 
starts at the top of the other half of the 
ten-story building and works downward 
for the refining nrocess. Tremendous 
copper boilers play an important part 
itf this part of the work. The grade 
of sugar, white or yellow, fine or med­
ium granulated, depending on the mix­
ture of the syrup and the boiling pro­
cess. From this the sugar is passed to 
other machines, where the water is ex- 
ti acted by centrifugal process, and then 
winnowed for further drying. The fine 
sugar then passes through the granulat­
ing machine, and is ready for packing.

That is, if it is un to the standard.
Th'e sugar must fie perfect, or it cannot 
leave the building. The slightest defect, 
even an occasional speck, means that the 
whole batçh has to be turned back, to 
go through the whole process again.

From the time it starts to the time it 
!is shipped, the sugar is_not touched by 
human hands. Even the weigTung and 
packing is done by automatic machin- 

The greatest precautions are taken 
to keep it absolutely clean, and the fin­
ishing touch of is found in the lin­
ing of the freight cars with paper to 
prevent any contamination during ship­
ment. —

New York, March 18.—Sir Trevor 

Dawson, managing director of Vickers, 
Limited, of London, and one of the 
British government experts on ordnance, 
arrived from Liverpool today on the 
White Star liner Adriatic on a mission 
to Washington and Canada.

In an interview with a Gazette re­
porter, Sir Trevor said that the produc­
tion of small arms and equipment for 
the new army was proceeding rapidly 
in a satisfactory manner. He did not 
believe that there was likely to be any 
trouble with the workmen in Sheffield, 
Barrow or Birmingham. It was a good 
thing, however, he said, that the gov­
ernment had now the power to take 
over any factory that could he used for 
ordnance purposes.

When asked about the new gun used 
by the British artillery at Neuve-Cha- 
pelle, Sir Trevor replied that it was a 
9 4-10 inch gun, which fired a shell 
weighing 355 pounds at a range of 12,- 
000 yards, and was most effective.

“Personally,” he said, “T believe that 
the British naval and military guns are 
superior to anything the Germans have, 
as their big 42-centimetre howitzer is 
unwieldy and cannot be transported or 
handled like our new gun or the French 
gun.”

The 15-inch guns on the Queen Eliza­
beth, now bombarding the forts of the 
Dardanelles, are the finest naval guns 
in the world. She has eight of them, 
besides the 18.5 inch guns. The for­
mer have a range of fully 20,000 yards 
with a shell weighing over 1,500 pounds, 
and the latter carry 1,200 pound shells 
over 12,500 yards. They will all give 
a good account of themselves.

When asked if he was going to see 
Charles W. Schwab while he was here, 
Sir Trevor said that he hoped to, hut 
could not discuss plans. He is vice- 
president of the Canada Steamship 
Lines and will inspect the lines during 
his stay in Canada.

3 a The biggest strides during 1914 appear 
to have been made in the west, St. 
Louis, Omaha and Nashville were 
among the larger cities to open their 
school plants to community uses. Dal­
las and Houston have put into their new 
buildings complete social-centre equip­
ment.

A school house is a natural place for 
community activities to centre. It is 
conveniently located and about it clus­
ters the best sentiment of the home; 
It is, further, a public possession sup­
ported by public funds. People asking 
for the use of a public school structure 
for social purposes are merely seeking 
permission to use their own property.

These are facts recognized by all. 
The ^ disappointing thing is that this 
common knowledge is productive of no 
larger results. Too many school houses 
are dark practically every night. At a 
time when thoughts are turning more 
than ever to the saving power of a bet­
ter social understanding this most po­
tent agency for creating a finer social 
atmosphere among the people of local 
communities is widely neglected.

Urban as well as rural districts need 
the school house for their night activ­
ities. There is too much saving of gas 
and electricity at the expense of social 
development. Admitting that the ques­
tion of finance is often an important 
element in the determination of how far 
schools can be thrown open for social 
centre activities, the fact remains there 
is too much indifference toward the 
waste represented by the school build­
ing whose windows are dark seven 
nights a week.

It would be well were wider consid­
eration given this question. Are we, in 
city and country, making the best pos­
sible use of school houses for our own 
social upbuilding?

ney as well as one at Johnstown and a 
third at a place not yet determined on-

The understanding in Steel circles 
here is that the Steel Corporation is hay­
ing a plant of its own at Sydney, but it 
is known that Mr. Plummer visited Mr.
Edison at his West Orange plant sever­
al times recently and some co-operative 
arrangement may have been made.

In the course of an interview Mr.
Edison discussed the recent activities by 
government investigators and othere in 
getting benzol, which constitutes a foun­
dation for carbolic acid and aniline dyes 
as supplies from England "and Germany 
have been cut off by the war, and also 
told of the enormous demand for Chem­
icals in America at the present time. To 
relieve the pressure he applied himself 
to the task of getting benzol from coal 
gas at steel plants and with remarkable 
success.. He said the United States- 
throws away annually 20,000,000 gallons 
of benzol in gas from coke and which 
has no value as a fuel, and this he is 
in part securing. His Johnstown plant is' 
turning out 2,()00 gallons daily and the 
Nova Scotia plant will 
gallons. He will sell sparingly to manu­
facturers, however. Mr. Edison said, as 
lie is a big user of the material himself.
He is still negotiating for the site of his 
third plant. Only five men are required 
to extract the benzol at Johnstown.

The construction of the plants he re­
ferred to as a gamble on the duration of 
the war. As soon as the war is over,
Germany will make carbolic acid much 
cheaper than I am making it,” he said.

The British, Canadians 
and Australians consume but one pound 
per capita per annum. Germany, with 
her seven pounds per head, consumes 
about five hundred million pounds of 
coffee. The world’s total annual con­
sumption of coffee amounts to sixteen 
million bags, or about two billion pounds 
per annum, so that Germany consumes 
twenty per cent.

15 cents and lard 40 cents a pound, 
which is double the price they were sell-
