London, Jan. 8—Several hundred per-
gsons have ben killed in the fighting in
Berlin, according to a Copenhagen de-
spatch to the Evening Telegraph Com-
pany, but up till two o’clock this morn-
ing no details of conditions there had
been recived. The government seems,
at least provisoinally, to be master of
the situation. ’ 2

Early Tuesday morning the Berlin

The Frankfort General Anzeiger, on
the other hand, declares that the Spar-
tacans continued today to occupy some
of the public buildings. They easily
gained control of the railways, the
newspaper adds, and the employes
céssed to fun the trains.

PROGEDURE OF The
PEACE CONFERENCE

. iln_Arrangements

Chiet Pov;'ers to Have Five Dele-
gates, Several Others Three and
Still Others Two

Paris, Jan. 8—The peace conference,
according to present arrangements, will
open with an exchange of views of the
ministers of the great powers concerning
organization and procedure. These ex-
changes are expected to tzke up the time
from January 18 to January 18.

In the event of an agreement beipg
reached on January 18, there will be a
plenary meeting at yvhich all the powers
which broke relations with the Central
Empires wiil be represented. At that
time the definite composition of the dele-
gations of each nation will be settled.

1t is virtually certain that Great Bri-
tain, France, the’ United States, Italy and
Japan will have five delegates each.
Other nations, such as Belgium, Serbia,
Greece, Roumania, and Portygal will
have three. The countries which severed
relations with the Central Powers and
did not engage directly in the war will
have two.

Paris, Jan. 8—(By the Associated
Press)—Informal conferences with En-
tente statesmen which will lay the real
ground work fof the peace congress will
begin on Thursday.

As the peace conference approaches
the stages where important formal agree-
ments, which will have an important
bearing on final settlements will be
reached, there seems to be excellent
authority for saying that plans for the
settlement of the most important ques-
tions—the league of nations, the freedom
of the seas and disarmament, are still
very indefinite. It is true that several
propositions are being put forward for
the adjustment of these matters, but
there is none having the color of official
sanction.

Washington, Jan. 8—Representatives
of the Assyrian Christians and natives
of Mesopotamia in the United tSates
have submitted to the state department
for transmission to the peace conference
a petition asking that Mesopotamia, in-
cluding the provinces of Karput and
Diarbiker, be placed under control of
England, France and the United States
until such a time as the people are able
to govern themselves independently.

THE ZIONIST CONVENTION

Toronto, Jan. 8—As the direct result
of a unfavorable report brought in by
the committee on credentials at the
Monday afternoon meeting of the six-
teenth annual convention of the Federa-
tion Zionists of Canada, which threw
doubt upon the validity of the voting
powers conferred upon many of the
delegates, the election of officers, which
had been scheduled to close the conven-
tion last night, was abandoned, and a
committee of eleven created, with the
addition of the retiring president, C. I
De Sola, as honorary chairman. This

body will hold executive power and draw
up a new plan to be presented at a con-
vention to be held within six months.

NEW ACT FRGVISIONS

Tax Payers Must Make Correct
Statement — Compulsory Under
Danger of Heavy Penaity

Within a few days taxpayers in this
city will receive from the officc of the
board of assessors blank forms which
they must fill out with details of their
income, property, etc., as a basis for
their tax bills tor this year. This is a
new feature in local assessment matters.
In the past a citizen might fill out a
statement if he wished to do so, but
in future he must, or face the prospect
of paying double assessment on the as-
sessors’ estimate of what the bill should
be, and a heavy fine in addition.

Under the new assessment act, the
board of assessurs are required to cause
to be distributed to the taxpayers, blank
forms for the return of their personal
property and income which is assessable
tor the current year.

These forms have been prepared and
arranged so as to make them as plain
and clear tothe ratepayer as possible,
and will in a few days be mailed teo
each taxpayer, who it is thought is in
receipt of at least $1,000 income. It
might be well, perhaps, for the individual
to note that failure of the assessors to
send or give one of the forms does not
excuse any person from making a re-
turn of such statement.

A special form has been adopted for
corpgrations, companies and partner-
ships, who are assessable on fifty per
cent. of their personal property and the
net profit from trade, manufacture or
business.

Under this act it is compulsory for
every taxpayer to make a return of his
personal property and income ,whether
he is the owner or recipient of any or
not, and in case no return is made after
due notification, the assessors are in-
structed to determine the personal pro-
perty and income according to their best
judgment and assess the same at double
the amount so determined. In addition,
the penalty for refusing to file a state-
ment or filing an incorrect or insufficient
return, the person is liable to a fine not
less than $100 or more than $500.

There is no poll tax for the individual
taxpayer under the new act, and he is
exempt $400, where the total income from

all sources does not cxceed $1,000, and

$200 where it exceeds $1,000 and does not

exceed $1,500. The widow and spinster |

is allowed an exemption of $500 from
the value of her real estate, where the
{otal does not exceed $2,000.

All these statements are returnable to
ihe chairman of the board of assessors,
personally, on or before Feb. 10, proper-
ly filled out and duly sworn to.

It will be noted that the statements
are returnable to the chairman, person-
ally. This is for the sake of privacy,

particularly with regard to income state- |

merits. The chairman is the only person
who will see these statements and he is
sworn to secrecy regarding their con-
tents. In order to ensure privacy an
cnvelope addressed to the chairman is
enclosed with each statement. In this it

may be returned after it has been filled |

in.

Four forms have been prepared to
meet the various requirements of the
acts. Schedule “A” deals with the per-
sonal property of merchants, manufac-
turers and traders; “B” with net income
or profits of partnerships and corpora-
tions; “C” with personal property of the
individual, and “D” with individual in-
comes.

P. O. S. liner Valdura steamed into port
few knew that on the bridge stood a
mariner who had rendered services not
only to England but to France and Italy
and as a result wore a French medal
and in his pocket bad a notification that
a similar decoration was to be conferred
on him by the Italian government.

The captain of the Valdura is Henry
Plough, who has sailed the ocean the
greater part of his life and who has an
enviable record as a capable navigator
and a courageous man.

In November, 1916, Captain Plough,
then commander of the S. S. Volnay,
sailed from a port in England for Canada
to load ammunition and foodstuffs for
the British troops. He had been sailing
for more than 200 miles and was wend-
ing his way' through the danger zoue
when the lookout saw a light flash up a

short distance away over the starboard
side of the vessel. A storm was raging
at the time and the vessel was beingi
tossed about considerably, but despite
this voices could be heard calling for|
help. The captain was on the bridges
at the time and -he telegraphed to the
engine room to slow down. Then he
distinctly heard voices in the dark a
short distance away. By manoeuvring
his ship he was able to bring the boats
on the lee of the steamer and afier a
difficult task succeeded in picking up
the captain and thirty-one members of
a French ship that had a few hours be-
fore fallen a victim of a German sub-

WHAT OF OPPOSITION
IN BRITISH COMMONS?

An il!eresﬁng Situation Arising |
Because of Labor Party Strength

London, Jan. 7—The claim of the
Labor party to be regarded as the of-
ficial opposition party in the House of
Commons, and the success of William
Adamson, the party’s leader in the elec-
tions, carries an important implication
that the Labor party considers itself as
being able to form an alternative gov-
crnment.. It is a tradition of parliament
that in the event of a defeat to the gov-
ernment in the commons the sovereign
will call on the leader of the epposition
to form a new cabinet.

The situation is interesting because the
Laber party’s action virtually side-tracks
the Asquith party, which has hitherto
been regarded as ‘the official opposition.

London, Jan. 8—Soldiers objecting to
delay in the demobilization of the Brit-
ish armies engaged in further demon-
strations yesterday. The vicinity ef the
War Office was invaded by lorries filled
with men and by marching soldiers.
They came from the Shoreham Camps
Many of them were on leave from Sa-
loniki and objected to being sent back.

On the sides of the lorries were signs
reading: “Get a Move On.” “We Won
the War Give Us Our Ticket,” “Get On
With It. Lloyd George,” and other sim-
ilar sentiments. The men were general-
ly well behaved and treated the matter
humorously, although they refused to
disperse until a deputation was seen by
officials, who assured them that Viscount
Milner, secretary of state for war, and
General Sir William Robertson were
then in conference on the grievances ad~
vanced by the soldiers.

The press is generally displaying full
sympathy with the troops, but the more
influential newspapers do not hesitate to
tell them that they are acting inadvisedly

A New Order.

The government has issued a further
explanatory stgtement comcerning
mobilization. It announced that from
a date to be fixed no officer or soldier in
France will be allowed to come to Eng-
land on leave except on the distinct un-
derstanding that he will return to France
at the expiration of his leave, and that
on no pretext whatever will he be dis-
charged during leave.

ASKS CITY 10
JOIN IN DEMAND
_FOR INDEMNITY

The common council yesterday after-
noon received a copy of a resolution
passed by the Calgary city council ask-
ing that Canada should demand $1,000,-
000,000 indemnity in view of the fact that
she had spent approximately this amount
on war purposes in addition to sending
500,000 men to fight. It pointed out that
Germany was well able to pay providing
her energies were directed in the right
direction. The amount of the indemnity,
it continued, would assist in the work of
reconstruction and re-establishment, and
it asked that one-half of the amount be
utilized to dévelop the western provinces.

The members of the council were in-
terested in the resolution, but there was
no discussion on it. It was suggsted
that it might be discussed later. 1t was
laid on the table for the time being.

,Commissioner Fisher suggested that in-
formation be sought as to what had
developed in the police strike in Toronto,
but the mayor suggested that the ‘whole
question should be left with the com-
missioner of public safety.

seen service in the field. It was referred
to Commissioner Thornton.

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AGANST THE “fLU"

The influenza situation does not appear
to be improving very rapidly in St. John: -
and vicinity. Senator Daniels, M. D,
acting chairman of the board of health,
after the monthly meeting yesterday af-
ternoon, stated that the feeling of the;
board is that it is just as necessary now
for the public to avoid contagion and
keep away from the source of infection\
as it was during the height of the first
outbreak. He pointed to the high death
rate due to influenza and pneumonia last

week. Last week’s rate was about as
high 'as. during the worst stages of the
epidemic.

The session of the board was largely
devoted to the consideration of financial
matters which will be referred to the
‘finance commission shortly.

The patients in the isolation hospital
and Parks Emergency Hospital are all
doing well. There are eleven cases of
influenza at the Parks hospital. - Three
of the patients are to be discharged to-
day.

There are four smallpox cases in.the
smallpox hospital. Two of the patients
there will be discharged today and one
the latter part of the week. The cases
at the hospital originated in Nova Scotia,
with one exception, which was traced to
the North Shore of this province.

The board has under consideration the
early closing of the:Parks Emergency
Hospital and it is hoped to effect this
before the end of the month.

The final meeling of the board to\
settle its affairs will probably be held
next week. On the 21st with the meet-‘
ing of the municipal council, the boa.rdi
will go out of existence as provided by
the new health law, and will give place
to the new district board. Under the
law the municipal council has the power
to elect three members and the provincial
government two. Under the law one uf
the five members. mdy be a woman.

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VOCATIONAL TRAINING

Vocational training was very thor-
oughly discussed at the school board
rooms last evening. Unfortunateely some
time was wasted because of a misconcep-
tion. Members of the school board have
the same right as other citizens to ex-
press individual opinions on the merits
of vocational training and as to whether
it should be introduced in this city, but
if the city council is willing to provide
the funds the board as a body can hard-
ly refuse the request to appoint a voca-
tional board. As a matter of fact, how-
ever, the board was under a misconcep-
tion which was due to the action of the
city council in asking it to réport on the

: scheme instead of appointing the veca-

: tional board. A casual reading of the
act would have made the proper course
of procedure clear to either the council
or school board.

Nor is there any relation whatever be-
tween the money the school board needs

! for its own purposes and the grant asked
{ from the city for vocational training pur-
. poses. If the school board needs more
7 money it needs it and should endeavor
* to create such ‘a public sentiment in
“ favor of higher salaries for teachers and
a larger\vote for other purposes as would
~ ensure favorable consideration of its
claims by the people’s representatives at
City Hall s
With regard to vocational = training,
“ the citizens present at last night’s meet-
' ing were of one opinion with regard to
* the impertanee~of making.a beginning
¥ without delay. ¥ was ..impossible to
" listen to Mr. Peacock’s address without
" being impressed with the need of prompt
% action.

Here is a suggestion. Let us have a
meeting in the board of trade to discuss
the educational needs of St. John. Let

; there be short addresses by Dr. Bridges
~ and one or two members of the school
. board. Then let the meeting be thrown
; open for questions and answers and a
. general discussion of the problem of fin-
.. ancing the schools as generously’ as it
 should be done. ;

But in the meantime let the vocational
board be appointed, let it prepare its pro-

. gramme and make clear to the city coun-
¢cil that the money it asks for and which
will be supplemented by a provincfal

" grant of half the salaries of teachers
employed, will be spent to the best ad-
vantage for the lasting benefit of the
city of St. John.

Such meetings as that of Monday
night at the board of trade and last
night at the school board, can be made
of immense benefit if followed up by
others shaping definite courses of pro-
gressive action.

It appears to be the view of the Stand-
. ard that St. John should begin at the
« tep instead of the bottom in building up
a system of vocational training. Appar-
ently it would do nothing until a $800,-
000 building is provided. That is the
mistake Nova Scotia made. It erected
& great technical college in Halifax in
advance of prelimipary work in the
schools. St. John does not want to make
that mistake. It would be unwise to be-
gin with a great and costly technical
high school, whic¢l could not be made of
the most service without the preparation

. of a.new curriculum for pupils entering
it, and such a change in the general cur-
riculum as would provide more prepara-
tion for graduation into the vocational
high schoal. All this will take time.

. What is wanted now is a practical be-

~ ginning and to that end the city is ask-

; €d to grant this year a sum not to' ex-

' ceed five thousand dollars. This is urged,
both by employers and the representa-

. tives of labor. Why should the city

" council hesitate? As for the school board,

. its duty in the matter begins and ends
with the appointment of o vocational
training board, except of course that it

. will heartily co-operate with the new
board in carrying out its programme. The
school board is not asked to investigate

. the matter. That is done by the city

| council, and when the funds are provided

- the system should come automatically
into effect. It is now for the citizens to
make it clear to the city council that
they want this vocational education
board and an immediate beginning in
the matter of vocational training. It was
clearly stated by members of the coun-
cil that they had agreed to vote $5,000,
but from some remarks made last even-
ing there appears to be some doubt about
it. Let that doubt be removed and the
vocational board appointed.

There is not a Sunday school in St
John that could turn out a better-be-
haved group of ninety boys than were
gathered together in the Boys’ Club last
evening. These boys can make as much
noise, perhaps more, than any group of
equal size when the occasiom demands;
but when order is requested the re-
sponse is immediate and satisfying. And
they are boys who have fewer advan-

San Francisco, Jan. 8—Reconstruction
work in California hes taken the form
of a state-wide dommunity organization
of a permanent nature that bids fair to
have radical effect upon social, industrial,
and economic contacts and relationships.
The plan is being worked out under the
}direct‘on of Charles C. Moore, president
|

of the Panama-Pacific International Ex-
position and director of the State Coun-
cil of Defense, and William V. Cowan,
commissioner of community councils of|
the State Council of Defense and state
! director of the Four-Minute Men.

i‘ Perhaps the, most notable feature of
! the undertaking is the seriousness, the
| comprehensiveness, the attention to de-
! tail, and the idea of permanence with
! which the plan is being worked out. Lit-
erally the whole state is included in the
undertaking, for every man, woman and
child, without distinction as to race, na-
tionality, color or religion, is not only
eligible to membership in the organization
but is automatically included in it and is
expected to share its burdens aand par-
ticipate in its benefits. Nor will 1he or-
ganization lose its effectiveness in its all-
|inclusiveness if the plans of its originators
|are carried out, for ita is leid out eleng
, very definite lines, and no branch orgsn-
ization will be allpwed to lapse through
,inefficiency or lack of interest on the
| part of its responsible officers.

As explained to a representative of
The Christian Science Monitor by Mr.
Cowan and as set forth in a hooklet g re-
vared by him the idea is bpieily as fol-
lows: There are in California apprexi-|
. mately 5000 communities and "n each of

i As to just what the work is that these

community councils will perform, it
may be said that their functions are so
varied and so broad that the matter can
be only briefly touched upon here.

!djtions generally. “From the standpoint
of democratic ideas” says the State
| Council of Defense, “ot is not right
that families should live for months and

Committee’s Findings Made Public; Red Cross

Some time ago the British govern-
ment took steps to collect a'll the evi-
Jence. with a yiew to the ultimate pun-
ishment of the instigators ’,of these
crimes. A strong commlttee"undyer Mr.
Justice Younger have carefully” exam-
ined the statements made by prisoners
returned from Germany and evl(}cnce
from other sources and have pl.lbllsh.ed
reports which constitute a terrible in-
dictment of Germany. .

The story of this great crime may be
divided into four parts: (1) The 'ﬂ.rst
few months of the war when British
prisoners were transported to Germany
in appalling circumstances. (2) Tl'ne
terrible conditions that developed in
some of the prison camps. (8) The em-
ployment of British prisoners behind
the firing lines.* (4) The trcatment'of
the prisoners taken during the spring
and summer of 1918. It is only possible
to refer to a few features of some of
these judicial reports.

Some Cases.

One witness at Salome stated that 250

range of the prisoners’ own guns; their
consistent semi-starvation; their unsani-
tary surroundings; the absence of every
facility for keeping themselves clean,

the continued refusal of either clothing
or warmth to men enfeebled by want
of food and weakened by excessive toil
and the denial of hospital treatment to
,those prostrated by consequential dis-
ease.”

Here is one extract from the evidence
of prisoners who were at Sailly:

“We were put in a cage, where there
were 400 of us in all. There were huts
and beds being made but we were hor-
ribly crowded and the vermin were
awful. The camp was in the middle of
a nioneer dumv and was heavily shelled,
Twice ot night we were turned out by,
SeNcr.es, Wuo xiCked wuau oe.uck US &ud
marched down the road to Etang to get
out of the shelling. Our work was load-
ing shells and digging ammunition pits.
We protested but were told the German
prisoners were being made to do the
same work at Arras. The Landstrum
Guards were very brutal and knocked
us about with sticks and rifle butts. The
food was again starvation diet. The
men are like wild animals with hunger,
and scramble for any piece of food
which may be lying about, also for cig-
arette ends. The water we had to drink
wus trom a filthy marsh near the camp.
Besides much dysentery there ‘was a lot
of dropsy, men’s legs and bodies swell-
ing horribly.” This statement is typical
of a great mass of evidence.

As to the treatment by the German
armies behind their firing line in Bel-
gium and France, of British N. C. O’s
and men earlier in the war, the com-
mittee stated that it would be hard to
find a parallel to the amount of un-
justifiable suffering caused by the treat-
ment, by the ehemy, of their prisoners.
Neutral visits to prisoners in occupied
districts has always been strictly for-
bidden by the German command and
the evidence has gradually filtered
through from other quarters.

Lost Seventy Pounds.

Contrary to the laws of warfare the
prisoners have been forced to work
within the range of the Allied guns and
many have been killed and wounded by
shells from these guns. The men were
half starved. Of two men who weighed
thirteen stone when captured, one was
sent back from the firing line too weak
to walk, and weighing eight stone only;
the other escaped to the British lines
whighing no more. Another man lost

which no .one of these men had ever
seen.”

A British general staff officer, a
major in the 1st Anzacs Corps, stated
on April 18, 1918:

“Three men escaped from behind the
German lines to us the other day. They |
had been prisoners three months, and;
were literally nearly dead with ill-treat- |
ment and starvation. One of them could
hardly walk and was just a skeleton.

“He had gone down from thirteen
stone to less than eight stone in three
months. I fetched him back from the .
line and it almost made me cry. All that!

More Details,

It is impossible to quote more than al
fraction of the evidence set forth L)yi
the committee. One witness from a|
German camp stated:—*"“In May this
year a large party of British came into
the camp who had returned from behind
the German lines. | They were ravenous |
through being starved, and half savages.!
I spoke to several of them. Men |
were shot at sight for a slight cause,'
such as dropping out to get bread from
Belgian civilians. The state in which
they returned was the worse sight I
have ever seen in my life. Their clothes
were ragged, they were half shaven,
verminous, suffering from skin diseases,
and were half savage with hunger and
bad treatment. After their arrival the
commandant of the camp issued an or-
der (which I saw) that no more of these
parties should be taken through the
main street of the town, but should go
by the bye-ways on account of the feel-
ing that had been caused among the
population. I am told that the popu-
lation showed a great deal of sympathy,
fears, ete”

The last statement about the sym-
pathy of the German population indi-
cates the change that had been gradual-
lv coming over some of the civilians as
the hour of their disillusionment drew
nearer and as their own privations in-
creased. 'I'heir demeanour in 1917 was
very different to that in those amazing
days of 1914 when men, women and
children of all classes behaved like man-
iacs towards the first British prisoners
to be captured and taken to Germany in
carriages labelled “English swine.” It
must be remembered that it was frem
the very beginning of the war, in 1914,
that the barbarities towards the British

ed, argued about, insisted on, and more
especially ‘waited for. But over and
Fabove all this there appeared one sign
after another that the help which the
British officers themselves -could give
was to be hampered and largely reject-
ed. On May 6 when the column of
prisoners was to set out on the 100-mile
march to Bagdad, these officers learned
to their consternation that they were to
be separatéd from their men; by this
time they well understood what the
consequences would be. They did what
they could by urging upon the Turkish
«commandant the men’s condition, by
stipulating that they should not be re-
fuired” to' cover more than eight miles
a day, and by setting aside the large
number who were unfit to make the
journey at all except by boat. This
number ‘was much reduced, but the
limit of the day’s march was expressly
agreed to. Thus the officers had to
leave the men with whom they had
shared -the long hardships of the siege.
They have recorded how great was the
contrast, even in the wretchedness  of
the camp at Shamran, between the
men’s disciplinéed bearing and that of
the Turkish soldiers around.

Turks Broke Promise.

It was arranged that the officers and
the abselutely unfit should be sent to
Bagdad by river, and on May 9 and
May 11 they embarked in two heavily
loaded boats. Everyone was gradually
relieved of more and more of his pos
sessions. On the day of the surrender
a generous weight of kit allowance had
been granted to each officer; this was
reduced by successive stages from 200
pounds to 100, and later again to thirty,
and at each reduction thc surplus dis-
appedred, to be seen no more. The riv-
er journey was long and crowded, par-
ticularly for one of the boats, which
was stranded for several days through
shortage of fuel.

The Turkish commandant had kept
his promise about the length of the
day’s march for one day. On the scc-
ond the men were made to march eigh-

teen miles, and afterward twelve to fif-
teen miles daily, lying at night on the
open ground. They were herded like
shep by mounted Arab troopers, who
freely used sticks and whips to flog for-
ward the stragglers. Food was very
short, the heat was intense, the clouds
of dust perpetual, and a great number
of the men had now ueither boots nor |
water bottles. Theiy escort stripped
them still further; bz the time of their

arrival at Bagdad most of the Arab
guard were dressed in odds and ends of .
British uniforms, stolen curing the
march. There was little or no control
by the Turkish officers, who usually
rode at the head of the olumn. So, af-|
ter ‘nine days’ march, the column ar- |
rived at Bagdad on May 15, and were!
-marched for three or four hours through}
crowded streets before being taken to|
the place where they were to camp.

Manwhile the first boatload of of-
ficers had already reached the city, and
bad likewise been exhibited to che
crowd, which received them in unde-
monstrative silence. They were then
lodged for a few days in the Turkish
cavalry barracks before continuing their
Journey northward. On their last even-
ing in Bagdad they attracted the sur-
prised attention of the commandant by
holding an after-dinner concert—behav-
ior most unfitting, as he pointed out, on
the part of priseners who could have
nothing to be so cheerful about. The
main question of the moment, indeed,
was to all of them one of great anxiety.
What  was to happen to the mass of
prisoners now arriving in Bagdad, all
so greviously in need of rest, food and
gare? If these men were to be left to
the chances of Oriental ignorance and
mismanagement—to put it no worse
than that, and assuming good will on
the side of the Turks—their plight was
easily foreseen.

New Brunswick is now possessed of a
workmen’s compensation act, providing
for injuries sustained while in the per-
formance ‘of one’s work at the scene of
wage-earning at the rate of 55 per cent
of wages but in none of these compen-
sation acts is it provided that work-
people be indemnified for time lost due
to government’ measures.! ¢

The Manitoba goverrfment is c¢omsid-
ering its case merely upon the work-
men’s compensation scale of wage in-
demnity and there is a prospect of the
matter going through as an equitable
settlement with those who were made
sufferers in protection of the public.

The maritime executive will probably
present to the New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia governments a memorial along the
lines of the Manitoba propesal, urging
that in the case of a complete shutdown
f theatres by the government as a meas-
ure to comservesthe public health, and

of the theatres, that at least a propor-
tion of the wages lost by theatre em-
ployes be refurned by the government.
It is felt that if it is the public whom
the wage-earners are protecting by their |
sacrifice the public might well afford to
bear half their financial distress.

In St. John alone during the “fAu” ban
of October-November more than 250
family people were affected by the shut-
down and the wages lost ran close to
$8,000 a week. As many hands as could
be kept working on repairs and renova-
tions were retained but the vast major-
ity of employes lost all their usual earn-
ings, setting them back to a serious ex-
tent. This was especially true of musi-
cians and others unsuited to pick-up em-
ployment of a temporary character.
