PANDEMONIUM
IN PARLIAMENT

Scene of June Last, When Hungarian
Speaker Was Shot at, is Almost Lived

Over Again

(Canadian Press)

Budapest, Hungary, Sept. 16—The open-
ing session of the Hungarian parliament
today was marked by a wild outburst of
factional feeling, which was prevented
from becoming a free fight only through
the intervention of party leaders. .

The uproar commenced. as soon as Count
Stephen Tisza, the president of the lower
house, entered the chamber. ‘He ‘was re-
ceived with cries of derision and abuse,
which were mingled with ' hissing and
whistling. The president took his seat
with a dignified calm, treating the opposi-
tion outburst with indifference, but all his
efforte to restore order were unavailing.

His calls for attention only caused the
disorder to break out with renewed viol-
ence. Not a word could be heard in the
chamber or in'the press gallery. The ses
sion was read without anybody hearing a
word of it, and it was followed by what
looked likely to develop into a free fight.

An opposition member tauntingly qsked
a deputy of the governmental party if he

had his revolver with him. This raised
feeling to fever heat and the members
were at the point of coming to blows,
when Count Julius Andrassy and the
other leaders intervened and separated the
deputies who had threatened each other.

The tumult, however, continued. Only
a few spectators were in the chamber and
neither police nor military appeared dur-
ing the pandemonium although disorder
had been- anticipated.

Stormy scenes alss were witnessed in ?he

Hungarian parliament during its closing
sittings in June last, which culminated in
an attempt being made to assassinate
Count’ Tisza, The president of the cham-
ber was ehot at three times by an opposi-
tion deputy, Julius: Kevacs, who then
fired- two bullets into-his body wounding
himeelf seriously. The count escaped un-
h:rq:ed. !
‘ Count Tisza was elected epeaker on May
22 last, he is an opponent of universal suff-
rage and on this issue his election was
contested with a bitterness ‘that resulted
in violence in the chamber and in blood-
shed in‘ the streets.

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS.

The record of industrial accidents main-
tained in the department of labor in Ot-
tawa, for August, showed that -eighty-
eight workmen were killed and 305 in
jured, compared with 108 fatal and 272
non-fatal accidents during July, or a de-
crease of twenty in the number of fatal
and an increase of thirty-three non-fatal
accidents. The largest number of fatali-
ties occurred in the building trades and in
the steam railway eervice, there being
eleven workmen killed in the former and
twenty-five in the latter. In the metal
trades and steam railway service, the
largest number of non-fatal accidents oc-
curred, the record being sixty-five in the
former and fifty-three in the latter.

~Who is a Bootmaker—
Aged Duke of Grafton in

The Hon. Edmund C. Pery, who has
arrived in the United States with Lord
Lyveden to recruit tourists to take part
in a cruise in the Orient, organized by a
London travel club with which they are
both connected. is the only brother of the
Earl of Limerick. and the second hein to
his peerages, and to his Dromore Castle es-
tate in the county of Limerick. The Hon,
Edmund, like the earl, is very far from
rich, largely owing to the fact that the late
earl left everything to his second wife,
now married to Major Sir Edmund Elliot.
The present earl was formerly in the
army, but distinguished himself more as
an amateur actor than as a soldier. His
most notable performance was his repre-
sentation of “the nurse,” in his burlesque
of “Romeo and Juliet,” given at the
Queen’s Theatre, Dublin, on behalf of some
local charity. He has, besides this, one
very peculiar hobby, that of boot-making,
and can boast of being the only member of
the House of Lords who is a cobbler. He
has a very beautiful. wife, daughter of Jos-
eph Burke Irwin, a Tesident magistrate of
Limerick, and ' granddaughter of J. B.
Irwin of Fenn Hall, Roscommon who, in
the early days of the nineteenth century,
was known throughout Ireland by the so-
briquet of “hard-riding Johnnie,” .

The patronymic of Lord Limerick and

'of his brother is Pery, which does not pre-

vent them from claiming descent on the
distaff side from the Plantagenet kings.
The first Pery of note was the Right Rev.
William Pery, Bishop of Limerick, who
was created Lord Glenworth in 1789. His
son, for supporting the act of union and
for inducing the corporation and county
of Limerick to do the same, was advanced
to the rank, first of viscount, and then of
Earl Limerick.
_._*—

For a soldier to have his neck traversed
by a bullet, passing out within a quarter
of an inch of the spine, after entering at
the point of the chin—in the Crimean War
in 1854—and then to survive for more than
half a century only. to fracture his thigh
by a fall in 1912, indicates an altogether
remarkable vigor of constitution, and ex-
ceptional vitality. Yet this is the most re-
cent of many accidents which have befall-

en a nonogenarian general, the Duke of

Grafton who, wonderful to relate, is, ac-
cording to the dispatches “doing well” and
on the road to recovery, thanks to the
knitting of the broken bones.

His eldest son, the late Earl of Euston,
a perfect giant, stending some six feet
five in his stockings, and broad in propor-
tion, was a familiar figure in the United
states, which he frequently visited in con-
nection with Masonic celebrations, as the
representative of the English lodges, and
of their successive grand masters, Edward
VII, when Prince of Wales, and, after his
accession to the throme, his brother the
Duke of Connaught, now governor-general
of Canada.
The Duke of Grafton is a fine specimen
of the great English noble of the old
school, stately 1n appearance, yet simple,
unaffected, and extremely kindly in his
manner. He bears the royal arms of Eng-
land, brised with a bar sinister, for he is
descended from the first Duke of Grafton,
believed by Charles II., to be his son by
his favorite, Barbara Villiers, who, after
fiourishing successively as the wife of Ro-
ger Palmer, Earl of Castlemaine,’ and of
“Beau” Fielding, died as Duchess of Cleve-
land, Countess of Southampton and Bar-
oness Nonsuch. True, it is said by gen-
ealogists and by students of history, that
research shows the father of the fair Bar-
bara’s son, Henry Fitzroy, first Duke of
Grafton, to have been Sir Charles Berke-
ley, one of the boon companions of the
“Merrie Monarch,” but the Royal College
of Heralds of England, the crown, and all
the standard “Pecrages,” admit the preten-
sions of the Dukes of Grafton to be de-
scended from Charles 11., and so their roy-
al/ ancestry may be described as official,
though open to question.

The principal home of the Dukes of
Grafton, Huston Hall in Suffolk, was bad-
ly damaged some years ago by a fire, which
fortunately spared the: Vandykes and other
valuable paintings. It has been in the pos-
gession of the family since the first duke,
who figured as lord high constable of Eng-
Jand at the coronation of his uncle James
II., and was afterwards one of the chief
commanders of the army that defeated
the insurection of his half-brother, the ill-
fated Duke of Monmouth, also a son of
Charles II., and who perished on the scaf-
fold. Later on this Duke of Grafton de-
serted the cause of King James for that of
William of Orange and, while fighting for
the latter, was mortally wounded in the
storming of Cork. \

From a historical point of view, the
most famous of the dukes of Grafton was
the third duke, great-grandfather of the
present peer, and who played so great a
role as statesman throughout the long

reign of George [II. To him many of the

and during his day Euston was the scene
of many an important political gathering,
in which Fox. Pitt, Lord North and Lord
Rockingham participated. While he un-
doubtedly laid himself open to many of
the reproaches which were hurled against
him from every side, yet much of his un-
popularity was attributable to his disap-
proval of the policy of the crown and of
the nation: with regard to the American
colonies, which resulted in their secession,
and in their transformation into the
United States.

He was the friend and patron of the
poet Bloomfield, whose praise of the duke
in “The Farmer’s Boy,” and in other vers-
es, may be set against the vitriolic de-
nunciations of Junius,

The present duke, who has been connect-
ed with the royal household as equerry-
in-chief ever since 1846 and who can boast
of having been intimately associated not
only with the Rresent king, but also with
Edward VIL., since their respective child-
hoods, and who was & particular favorite
of Queen Victoria and of her husband, has
old-fashioned ideas about the observance
of Sunday, and on his estate exacts that
each tepant and his family should “attend
some place of worship with regularity on
Sunday,” and that “no work shall be done
on the land” on the Sabbath, or even any
vegetables taken from the ground after ten
o'clock in the morning, under the penalty
of the cancellation of the lease.

Of course the duke has been a good deal
criticised for this, especially in the Liberal
papers. But after all, it is in keeping with
the excellent principles which guide the
cenduct of o many of the great nobles
and territorial magnates in Europe, and
which causes them to look upon them-
selves as responsible not only for the ma-
terial, but likewise for the moral welfare
of all the people on their estates.

Since Lord Luston’s death last spring,
his younger brother, until then known as
Colonel Lord Alfred Fitzroy, formerly of
the Coldstream Guards and a man of sixty-
two, has become next heir to the Duke-
dom of Grafton, and to the estates. The
second heir, Alfred’s own son, William
Ffitzroy, now about twenty-eight years of
age is known as Viscount Ipswich.

The
Times is convinced that the Canadian Club
and the Women’s Canadian Club would be
doing their fhembers and the city a good
gervice by inviting him to addres them, and
the Playgrounds Association would profit
greatly by having him deliver some public
addresses under their ausipces. He is a
specialist who knows his business. Amherst
knew what it wanted, and it got Mr. Brad-
ford after correspondence with the play-
grounds Association of America and en-
quiry which convinced the enquirers that
this man had the goods to deliver. He
came to them with a record of achieve-
ment and not only Amherst but Nova
Scotia generally will profit by what he has
done and is doing in that province.

In the discussion last evening reference
was made not only to the work Mr.
Bradford has done in Amherst and else-
where, but to the need of a detention home
in this city for Protestant girls who get
into the police court, a Child’s Protection
Act and Children’s Aid Society, a prison
farm for inebriates, and such a system of
town planning as will provide recreation
grounds before the land available has soar-
ed to prohibitive prices.

It would be most unfortunate if the im-
pulse given to the general movement for
social betterment given by this practical
worker should be lost through public in-
difference. The time is ripe for action.
Let us have it for St. John.

TARIFF DISCUSSION
' The high protectionist Toronto News
woke up the wrong passenger when it en-
tered into a controversy with the Grain
Growers’ Guide. The latter had replied
to a protectionist outburst on the part of
the News and challenged the latter to print
the reply in full, as well as answer a series
—of questions which the Guide submitted.
The News did not print the whole of the
Guide’s request but it did attempt to an-
swer some of the questions, and its an-
swers are dealt with in the last issue of
the Guide. The latter had asked the News
tc name any two considerable industries
that would be ruined by gradual tariff re-
duction resulting in absolute free trade in
five years. The News cited the binder
twine industry and the wool industry, de-
.claring that reduction of the duty had
closed eight ‘binder twine factories and
nearly a dozen woolen mills.

Taking up first the binder twine indus-
try the Guide replies that some of the fac-
tories which have been closed down should
have been closed long before, because their
“product was of such a quality that the
western farmers could not use it. Before
the duty was removed, the farmers paid
“from 13c. to 17c. per pound for twine and
now they pay 7c. to 10c. But, the Guide
points out, the industry was not destroyed,
for in 1906 the Plymouth Cordage Co. came
in from the United States, built a large
.factory at Welland and has been success-
fully operated ever since, even exporting
large quantities of twine every year to the
United States. There is also a binder
twine factory in Brantford paying good
dividends. ‘This appears to be a sufficient
answer to the News so far as binder twine
“is concerned.

Taking up the wool industry, the Guide
asks the News to explain the “exceeding
prosperity” of Stanfield’s Limited of Truro,
and Penman’s Limited, which has nine
factories. If it were true that a lower duty
were ruinous to the woolen industry of
Canada, it is obvious that these factories
could not flourish. With regard to the wool
industry also, therefore, the answer of the
Guide to the Toronto News appears to be
‘conclusive.

But the Guide also replies to a challenge
from the News, which asks it to show that
the manufacturers of Canada through their
mergers and unfair competition have forced
any of their small competitors out of the
field. The Guide selects figures from the
census reports of 1891 and 1906, and quotes
a number of striking examples. For in-
stance, in 1801 there were 5,398 factories
with 18,041 employes making boots and
shoes; in 1906 there were 138 factories em-
ploying 12,035 persons; in 1891 there were
1,286 furniture factories employing 7,180
persons; in 18068 there were only 181 fac-
‘tories employing 7,370 persons. These and
'similar instances are given to show that
1nany manufacturers had been throttled by
other agencies than tariff reduction, and
chief of these agencies, the Guide contends,

' has been the ruthless competition of the
big industrial organizations, who were de-
termined to kill off their small competit-
ors. This could be done by adopting
slaughter prices until the competitors were
forced out®of business, when prices could

be put up again to all the traffic would
bear.

Again, the News asked the Guide if it
could name any industrial concern that
earned more than the Grain Growers’
Grain Co. which made 20 per cent on its
capital. The Guide replies that there are
13,000 shareholders in the Grain Growers’
Grain Co. and their profit was made in
competition with the big grain and eleva-
tor interests; but, it adds, the William
Davies Co. of Toronto made an average
profit of 53 per cent for 13 years, the Lake
of the Woods Milling Co. made 80 per cent
one year, the Dominion Textile Co. in 1908
was paying 50 per cent profit on its com-
mon stock. To these instances the Guide
observes that it can add more if the News
desires them.

TAXATION OF LAND

In New Zealand the municipalities Have
the right to put all the taxes upon land
or to tax both land and improvements.
Under the act of assembly they may adopt
either method or change from one to the
other by vote of the tax payers, the only
restriction being that if one system has
been rejected another vote cannot be taken
for three years. Out of two hundred and
twenty-one municipalities one hundred and
geven have voted on the question, and
eighty-seven have voted for the land tax.
In ten of these attempts have been made
to return to the old system but only twd
were successful. The land tax system has
been adopted mnot only in rural districts
but in two of the four principal cities.
Wellington adopted it in 1901 and Christ-
church in 1902. The record shows that in
districts where only the land is taxed the
increase in population has been very much
m.ore rapid than in those where both land
and improvements are taxed. This is true
i both rural and urban districts. Not
only so, but land values have increased
where land only is taxed. The success of
the test of the principle of taxing only the
vnimproved values of land has been such
that an extension of the system is now be-
ing advocated. The experience of the
cities of Wellington and Christchurch
would appear to be a eatisfactory answer
to the argumen; that while the land tax
may be all right in 2 new country and in
a new town, it would not work out well
in an old established community. If it
works out well in old cities in New Zea-
land, it would work out equally well in old
cities in Canada.

BACKWARD CHILDREN

The attention of St. John people has
been directed to the importance of {having
some provision made for the better edu-
cation of what are termed backward chil-
dren. This subject has lately been dis-
cussed by Doctor McClure of the Michigan
State Board of Health, who says that many
children are classed as feeble-minded who
are not so but who may become so
through lack of proper treatment. He
contends that “a clean, well-ventilated
school room, health conserving surround-
irgs, a large playground and a sympathetic
teacher eliminate the backward child by
overcoming his backwardness.” Our
schools in Canada make no allowance for
the backward child. He or she must worry
along in the classes with the other chil-
dren, and fail to secure a good education
because the work of the school is mnot
shaped and suited to the child’s capacity.
The time must come when this question
will be dealt with by educational authori-
ties and provision made for the backward
as well as the clever and ambitious child.

There is also the fact that in St. John
a child may be backward because of aphy-
gical defect, which would be discovered
and remedied if we had medical inspection
and school nurses, as they have in the town
of Ambherst.

MR. BRADFORD PONTS THE WAY

Reference Made Also to Need of
Medical School Inspection, De-
tention Home for Protestant
Girls, Children’s Aid Society

and Prison Farm

John Bradford, supervisor of commun-
ity work in Amherst, who spoke here on
Sunday, was the guest of honor at a din-
ner in Bond’s last evening. About 25 in-
vited people were present. W. C. Cross,
president of the Y. M. C. A., occupied the
chair, and after the dinner had been served
Mr. Bradford gave a very interesting talk
on the good that had been accomplished
in Amherst during the last year.

Through his efforts a study of the recre-
ation situation was made and the new
$50,000 school building was thrown open
at night as a community and social centre
with gymnasium classes for employed boys,
young men, employed girls and young wom-
en, reading and story clubs, sewing classes,
social evenings, first aid and health talks,
reading and lectures.

The law relating to the sale of tobacco
to minors has been more strictly enforced.

In the schools medical inspection has
been inaugurated, story telling has become
a feature, a school nurse has been em-
ployed and domestic science is being
taught.

Through the campaign led by Mr. Brad-
ford there has been an increased attend-
ance at Bible classes, new Sunday schools
have been organized and a federation of
men’s Bible classes was formed and this
has become an aggressive force in public
affairs.

Juvenile police court cases have been

‘| handled, with the result that the number

of cases have been reduced from thirty-five
in a single month last year, to none for
the eorresponding month this year.

Mr. Bradford pointed out some of the
comnditions prevailing in 8t. John, among
others the fact that about 10,000 children
in this city had very little room to play
in and so far as he could see there was
practically no place for the children by the
street and there was a law against their
playing there. This was a dangerous state
of affairs.

He advocated a broader policy for Y. M.

C. A. workers and advocated the estab-
lishment of proper playgrounds for the
children. One of the strongest points in
his talk was the urging of medical inspec-
tion in the schools. This he pointed out
would be a great help to the growing boys
and girls as then any defect irr vision, ete.,
would be detected and proper treatment
secured.
Mr. Bradford had visited the Boys’ In-
dustrial Home yesterday, and last even-
ing Supt. Macdonald was present and at
his request gave the history of two cases,
one of which showed conclusively that fail-
ure to discover and correct a defect in a
boy at school had led him into truancy
and bad conduct, and the other showed
that failure of the educational system to
reach the parents made their boy in the
end an inmate of the reformatory. Mr.
Bradford in hie remarks said that he had
visited half a dozen institutions for delin-
quent boys, and this one at St. John was
the most home like of them all. He spoke
in high praise of it.

Hon. R. J. Ritchie expressed great pleas-
ure at having heard Mr. Bradford, and
out of his court experience cited instances
to emphasise the need of the reforms ad-
vocated. He spoke of the St. John juven-
ile court and its work, and urged very
strongly the need of a detention home for
Protestant girls, who when guilty of of-
fences must go either to the jail or the
penitentiary. He told of a number of in-
stances where he was sorely troubled to
know what to do with Protestant girls
who had come before him and whom he
felt ought not to be sent to jail, although
he could not properly eet them at lib-
erty.

Commissioner Agar expressed his great
pleasure at hearing Mr. Bradford, and re-
ferring to playgrounds observed that we
had. only made a beginning in St. John.
The department of which he was the head
would have to deal with parks and play-
grounds and no doubt have a good deal to
do with them. He recognised the import-
ance of these things of which Mr. Brad-
ford had spoken, and it was very import-

ant that the peoplé:who provide the
money for large expenditures should be
educated to' know its Wpdues - For example,
if five thousand dollaré were to be- spent
on playgrounds, the’Péople" should feel
that they were getting walue for it just as
for money epent on the streets or other
public services.

County Secretary Kelley set out in very
clear language some of the needs of the
city, and very strongly endorsed what the
police magistrate had eaid. In this con-
nection he paid a warm tribute to the Sis‘
ters of Charity and their work. Mr. Kelley
was especially strong in his plea for a
Child’s Protection Act and the organiza-
tion of a Children’s Aid Bociety in St.
John, to make it possible to take from
homes which were not homes the little
ones who were being neglected and abused.
He spoke also of the need of a prison
farm, and declared he had received a new
inspiration from the practical and helpful
address of Mr. Bradford. .

A. M. Belding expressed the hope that
the inepiration received by those present
would be communicated to the citizens in
general. St. John needed three things
and as quickly as might be. One was the|
playgrounds, social centres and community
work of which Mr. Bradford had spoken.
Another was the Child’s Protection Act of
which Mr. Kelley had spoken, and the
third was a prison farm which might prop-
erly be purchased and equipped as a cap-
ital expenditure in the interests of the
community. :
Mr. Bradford, in answer to questions,
said that the work which he organised
would carry itself along when fairly es-
tablished, for trained workers would be
constantly coming up in the churches and
local organizations. His plan was to work
himself out of a job as quickly as pos-|
sible. Referring to the St. John high}
school, he said it was almost criminal to
have no recreation ground ingconnection
with it, and he urged very strongly that
an expert enquiry indicate where play-
grounds should be placed, and then the
ground secured before prices went any
higher. .

No report can do justice to his answers
¢o questions, his illustrations taken from
experience, and the clearness with which
he impressed upon his hearers’ minds the
points he sought to impress upon them.

Lioyd George at Theatrical Dinner

After the fall of the curtain on Tues
day night; Tree suddenly organised a little
eupper party at the Carlton. Louis N.
Parker had himself invited a few friends
to the eame place and after the eatables
had been disposed of the two companies
merged into one. Tree's principal guest
was Lloyd George, the chancellor of the
exchequer, who, apart from politics, is 2ne
of the most eociable and amusing fellows
you could care to meet. Tree made a cap-
ital epeech, repeating, for the special bene-
fit of Lloyd George, the sentiments he had
expressed from the etage an hour or two
previously, to the effect that he hoped the
production of “Drake” would serve mater-
ially to etimulate the national semse of
patriotism.

In complimenting Parker upon his work
he jestingly referred to the enormous fees
reaching him by every post from hoth
sides of the Atlantic. To show his ap-
preciation of the joke Lloyd George ex-
tracted a pocket-book, scribbling therein
a reminder to call the special attention of
the income tax assessor to Parker’s bank-
ing account.

Another of Tree's guests was Arnold
White, who, under the pseudonym of
“Vanoc,” writes scathing articles on Lloyd
George and his policy every Sunday in the
“Referee.”” |He, too, made a speech in
which, in humorous vein, he called the
chancellor over the coals. As you may im-
agine dawn had broken before the mem-
bers of the party said good-night to each
other.

Charles Urban, who popularised the
kinemacolor process at the long neglected
Scala, has made such a signal success at
that theatre with his cinematograph en-
tertainment that he has determined 1o ex-
tend operations. He is at present negoti-
ating for a eeven years’ lease of the
Queen’s Theatre and there is a strong
probability that he will come to terms
with the proprietors of that hitherto un-
fortunate house. To the surprise of every-
‘body, he has so completely changed the
fortunes of the Scala, which before ne
took it, was generally looked upon as a
dead horse, that very possibly he may do
the same in the case of the Queen’s.

He is
now off to Germany, there to place himself
under the charge of a celebrated special-
ist. He assured me most solemnly that he
would not return to England until he was
absolutely cured.

There is, of course, no prospect of his
return to the stage this year, but we all
trust that by the time spring arrives he
will be able to resume work.

Emboldened by the success of ‘“‘Bunty
Pulls the Strings,” Graham Moffat has, in
partnership with Arthur Chudleigh, put
up his new play, “A Scrape of the Pen,”
at the Comedy. I fear the experiment is
going to cost him a bit of money, nor
is it likely to enhance his reputation as
a dramatist.

Real Estate Prices Given by
Banker as One of the Reasons
—Manufactures Wanted

(Vancouver Sun.)

New and surprising phases of the cest
of living problem in Vancouver were un-
earthed Saturday when a Sun reporter
interviewed leading bankers and obtained
from them their views. This city, accord-
ing to its bankers, is still in the fast-
growing stages of childhood, and has not
yet attained the working powers or produc-

ing capacity which goes with mature age. .
Growth in mere population serves only to .

make the city big, whereas it is growth

in manufacturing and in the produetion of |

commodities of merchandise which is nced-
ed to render the local supply of the neces-
sities of life equal to the demand.

- “What this town needs,” said Mr. Me- .

Arthur of the Dominion Trust company,
“is more manufacturing industries. We are
living largely upon outside capital, especial-
ly English capital, which comes here for

the purchase of real estate, coal lands, -

mining properties and other development
propositions. This is a healthy and nor-
mal condition; real estate values are ex-
panding in a gradual and sound way, but
the time is coming when the people of
this city must obtain a larger part of their
income from manufacturing and commerce,
and a smaller part from sales of land.”

_ The manager of another leading bank
in Hastings street, while in no sense de-

precating the activity of real estate busi-

ness, declared that in his opinion real es-
tate speculation is the prime reason why
the cost of iiving is higher here than in
Alberta, Saskatchewan and Manitoba. This
speculation, he said, so raises the value
of real estate as to make it quite neces-
sary for the purchasers who pay the high
prices for residence or business property
to charge high rents. Rents are higher
here than in some of the eastern Canadian
cities having a much greater population,
and ‘pyoducing much larger amounts of ac-
tual wealth such as manufactured goods.

High rents, said the banker, have made
it necessary for the laborer to demand
high wages, and wages are in fact from
15 to 25 per cent higher here than the
other side of the Rockies.

Nor is it wages alone which are raised
by high rents. The grocer, in order to
make himself whole, must charge higher
prices for groceéries, and .in like manner
the dealer in provisions must get more for
his meats, and the dry goods merchant
must ask a higher price for clothing on ae-
count of the righ rentals paid or the large
investment represented by the building in
which he does business. .

A representative of one of the largest
firms dealing in outside real estate said:
“Vancouver probably has a larger non-
producing population than any other great
city in the dominion. If you consult the
city directory, you will find about 1.050
dealers in real estate against only 135 deal-
ers in lumber, even including among the
latter the saw mills and the exporters of
lumber. Yet the lumber industry is by all

‘| odds the most important producing busi-

ness we have.

“British Columbia last year produced
1,013,000,000 feet and a largef part of this
was sawn right here in Vancouver. There
are eight times as many dealers in real
estate, a business which does not actually
and directly produce any wealth, as there
are in lumber, which is our greatest local
productive business.

“If you think .this comparison runfair,
take the fact that there are only about
325 grecers in the city against 1,059 real
festate dealers. I am not saying anything
against ‘the real estate business. Tt is a
fine business, and the city needs it but so
long as we can sell real estate to people
from the eastern provinces and the states
and Great Britain, and make profits rang-
ing from 25 to 90 per cent., the cost of
living is going to be high. Easy come,
easy go.”

Since the cabinet reassembled after
Premier Borden’s mission to London, abso-
lutely nothing has been done towards for-
mulating a naval policy or toward giving
“immediate and effective aid” to the
Mother Land.”

The “‘emergency’’ has not yet been be-
fore the council for the “further considera-
tion” deemed necessary and there is appar-
ently ‘no prospect of the: question bemng
taken up for some weeks yet.

The cabinet has not met for several days

and in the few meetings held since Prem-
ier Borden’s return only routme matters
have been ‘considered. .
‘ Hon: J. D. Hazen, minister of naval af-
fairs, i8 mow in the maritime provinces,
and will not return here for several days.
Then he and Hon. Robert Rogers will
probably go to the Pacific coast.

Hon. George E. Foster will leave for
England a fortnight hence, and will be
away two months. .

Premier Borden will be banquetted in
Montreal next Saturday and in Toronto

BI6 QUESTIONS ARE: BEFORE
CANADIAN HEALTH CONGRESS

Toronto, Sept. 16—Dr. H. P. Bryce, medi-
cal superintendent of education’ for the
dominon government, delivering the first
address before the second annual congress
of the Canadian Public Health Association
today, asked these questions:

“How shall Canada save her, people from
physical and mental degeneracy due to in-
dustrialism as seen in the great cities of
older civilization?

‘“How long can a country, essentially a
producer of raw material, by virtue of
geographical location and extent .of terri-
tory still largely undeveloped, continue to
develop normally and proper, when it has
shown a displacement of rural population
during the last. ten years to an extent
never witnessed before in the history, of
any people, and an increase of urban popu-.
lation rapid beyond the palmiest days of
the United States immigration?”’ t

Answering these queries, Dr. Bryce said
the existing conditions. demanded .a lessen-
ed cost of agricultural production, careful
preparation and conservation of farm: pro-
ducts, and the cheapening of transporta-
tion between ‘c¢ and prod . More
varied and ‘intensive farming would provide
constant and profitable employment for
farm laborers. :

Dr. Bryce condemned’ the big packers for
eliminating competition in buying by divid-
ing up the territory amongst themselves,
by freezing out the small drovers and
butchers, and by _getting control of civic
or rival cattle markets. ;

Dr. J. H. Elliott, of Toronto, dealing
with Tuberculosis, said that every large
municipality should have a sanatorium. The
death rate could be lessened if improved
social, hygienic . and housing conditions
could be sec\xrgd. !

GENERAL NOGIS WILL

Tokio, Sept. 16—The will of ' General
Count Maresuke Nogi, who with his wife,
the Countess Nogi, with the idea and pur-
pose of demonstrating ‘their devotion to
their departed ‘sovereign, Mutsuhito, com-
mitted suicide at the moment’the body of
the late emperor was started on. its- jour-
ney to the tomb, was published today.

The Japanese warrior gays that he fol-
lows the emperor because his services are
no. longer required in this world. He had
often sought to'die, he adds, and chooses
as the occasion for his departure from this
life the present great national calamity
under which the country is: laboring.

The document left by General Nogi
bears the date of the night of Sept. '12,
twenty-four hours previous $o the taking
of his life in a manner that startled the
world, and it indicates that the death of
the countess had not been decided upon
when the instrument was prepared. Gen-
eral Nogi distributes his property among
his wife and friends, and makes donations
to a number of public institutions. He
says that while his wife lives the house of
Nogi may be maintained, but- after her
death the line will be extinguished,

CTY FNANCES DEALT
WTH BY MAYOR AT
NEETIN OF COUNGL

Increase in 'Vﬂﬁﬁon Urged—No
More Pelice Vacancies to Be
Filled at Present

At the meeting of the city commission-
ers yesterday afternoon Mayor Frink intro-
duced the subject of ‘increased civic rev-
enue and advised an increase in the valua-
tion of property ‘in the city by a million
or more. This would give about $30,000
additional revenue. He also spoke of the
large expense the city was under in the
maintenance of the county home and other
county 1institutions and he advised the re-
adjustment of the burden so that the coun-
ty would have to bear a just share of the
expenses.

Commissioner McLellan introduced a
resolution by which the police force.is to
be reduced by one man every time a
vacancy occurs, until the council orders
otherwise.

The invitation of the Massachusetts State
Firemen’s Department to the commission-
er and the fire chief to attend the conven-
tion in Boston was accepted.

Payments on contracts are to paid tri-
monthy in future.

A bond issue to the amount of $60,000 is
to be made.

The city engineer was given ten days’
leave of absencé to attend a convention of
Waterworks Association in Washington
(D. C.).

Several tenders were approved for the
harbors, fisheries and public lands depart-
reent.

The I. C. R. is to give the city a new
section of land in place of that part at
present occupied by the railroad and which
properly belongs to Lombard street. The
I C. R. is to build sidewalks and fit up
the roadway.

The renewing of the sidewalks in King
and Charlotte streets is to be done at an
estimated cost of 23,900 and the cost is to
be paid out of the Street Railway street
repair account.

Those present at the meeting were:
Mayor Frink, Commissioners Agar, McLel-
lan, Wigmore, Schofield and the common
clerk. !

The report of the commissioner of finance
and public affairs was adopted ‘as follows:

Yous commissioner recommends that all
payments on contracts be made tri-month-

ly, on such days as may be agreed upon
by the commissioner of finance and the
ckamberlain.

The recommendations of the commission-
er of harbors, fisheries and public lands
were approved as followa:

That renewal lease issues to Eliza Ring
of lot No. 9 south side of Protection street,
Brooks ward, for seven years- from May
1, 1907, upon the common clerk being sat-
isfied that she is entitled to the same.

That an agreement be entered into with
James Newland allowing him to use and
to occlipy lots Nos. 5 and 6 at the end of
Sheffield street, Sidney ward, for the pur-
pose of a stoneyard, at the rate of $25 per
annum, terminable at one month's notice,
the lot to be vacated the first of the month

given. No allowance is to be made for
improvements of any kind and the agree-
ment is to be drawn up by the recorder.

That a conveyance in fee simple be made
tc Mrs. Bertha Colwell, in Lot B, Guys
ward, now under lease to her, for the sum
of $175.

That the department of public works of
Canada be asked to surrender the lease
made to them on March 1, 1911, of a lot
or piece of land near the upper end of No.
5 warehouse, St. John West, for the pur-
pose of a site for the conmstruction of a
shelter for the ship laborers, the ’long-
shoremen having declined the offer of the
dominion government to provide a rest
house there for them.

That the tender of the Union Foundry
& Machine Works, for making and placing
guide rails along the southern face of shed
No. 4, Sand Point, for the sum of $350, be
accepted.

That the tender of Frank Wade for
planking the eastern end of North Rodney
wharf for the sum of $900 be accepted.

The commissioner recommends that in-
stead of calling for tenders for renewing
the platform in front of No. 4 shed, Sand
Point, under order of the council of the
9th inst., the commissioner be authorized
to have the work done by day’s work.

.Arthur I. Raymond, who was found
.klcked to death in a Chicago hotel with-
in a few days_l, was known as ‘“Bugs” on
account of his eccentricity: He was a
comparatively young man. He was a mem-
ber of the New York Nationa]l League
pitching staff for two years, 1908 to 1910,
and was ;egard'ed as one of the greatest
and epeediest pitchers that ever lived. He
v:as ;t hma!x: of wonderful physique and
stren, ut exceedingly - errati i
to his habits. e B

He started out with Rockford, IIl/, and
Waterloo, Iowa. While a member of the
latter team he won nine straight games,
and attracted the attention of Ed. Bar-
rows, then the Detroit manager. Barrows
thought better of his bargain after he had
purchased Raymond, and sold the eccentric
pitcher to the Atlanta Southern League

club: Raymond was diegruntled at his fail- |

ure to get at least a ome-game try-out
with “Detroéit; and sulked in ‘his new
southern surroundings. The manager mis-
took the sulkiness for inefficiency and
traded Raymond to another club in the
same league.

At Savanah Raymond made a wonder-
ful record, pitching sixty-five games and
losing but five of them. He was penniless
at the end of the season, and accepted a
position as bartender at Atlanta. It was
at this time that he included the spitball
in his pitching repertoire, and started out
in this line with the Jackeon, Miss., team,
and from there he went to Charleston, N.
C., where he was discovered by Manager
McCloskey of the Cardinals.

Raymond was a member of the St. Louis
team until 1908, when a big deal was ar-
ranged by St. Louis, New York and Cin-
cinnati, the Giants getting Raymond and
Murray from St. Louis, and Schlei from
Cincinnati. St. Louis receiving Roger
Bresnghan, the New York star ‘catcher,
for a manager, and giving Karger and

McFarland Ring Wizard.

Packey McFarland, of Chicago, known
throughout the pugilistic world as the
«Stock Yards Champion,” because of his
being the idol of that section of the
Western city, is rated by boxing experts
as the “Wizard of the Ring.” McFarland
is a fistic marvel. Now at the age of 24
eare he is accumulating a fortune rapidly
and has set his plans to make $100,000 in
the next year. This is to be done by a
combination of his brains and hands.

McFarland has gone about his ring con-
tests the same as a contractor assures a
contract. If the task can be completed in
three days the brainy contractor realizes
that it is folly to waste six and ‘submit
his machinery to unnecessary wear. It is
the same with McFarland. If he sees that
a bout can be ended in three rounds he
rarely fights ten, but, if in trying to end
the bout quickly and decisively he feels
he is endangering his tools, which are his
bands, why he simply wins by the scien-
tific route. It is that element of uncer-
tainty which has made McFarland the
magnet to attract ring-goers. His science
at times is bewildering and ardent follow-
ers of the game are oft-times at a loss to
follow his plan of attack and defence,
says a writer in the Philadelphia Ledger.

McFarland hasibeen boxing eight years,
has fought more than one hundred bat-
tles ranging from one round to twenty-five
and in that time has never taken the count.
He started out his career by knocking
his opponents out in short order, winning
his firet six contests in that decisive fash-
ion, all being won inside of six rounds. He
continued his knockout record in the sec-
ond, third and fourth years of his ring
career, winning twenty-seven out of thirty-
seven contests in that decisive fashion. It
then began to dawn on McFarland that a
skilled mechanic would be at a loss with-
out his tools, and he realized that he
must nurse his hands, not slug and try
to knock a man’s head off with each
punch, but deliver his blows scientifically,
blocking those of the slugger and avoid
punishment. Like all men who have stud-
ied real boxing, he soon discovered that it
was far more pleasant to give than re-

Invisible Airship Invented

Baron Adam Roenne. a well-known air-
ship and naval engineer, has taken out
a patent in England for an invisible air-
ship. Invisibility is to be achieved by
making the outer case or envelope of
chronium, a metal possessing a highly pol-
ished surface, which will be permanently
maintained by means of a covering of
transparent varnish,

The outer cover will thus to all intents
be converted into a mirror, and invisibil-
ity will be achieved by reflection. The
baron says that there will be no recurring
shade down at the bottom of the keel, a8
it is proposed that the latter shall taper
to a point. The airship will then always
take the color of the surrounding elements
and, though larger than the biggest liner,
will be invisible at any height above 2,560
feet. Special silencing devices will also be
used for the engines.

Beloved Anglican Clergyman Was
Almost Oldest in Prevince—

Funeral on Thursday

The death of Rev. LeBaron W. Mec-
Keil, for many years the beloved pastor
of the Church of the Good Shepherd,
TFairville, and one of the oldest Anglican

priests in New Brunswick, occurred this
morning. ‘His illness had been a lingering
one and it was known for some days that
the end was near. With loved and loving
ones around him he passed away at half
past six o’clock.

Rev. Mr. McKeil was born in Kings
County, N. B,, in 1841, and was therefore
seventy-one years old. He received his
college education in Kings College, Wind-
sor, N. 8., and was graduated from there
in,1864. In the next year he was ordain-
ed by the late Bishop Medley in Fred-
ericton. He had labored faithfully in the
forty-sevem years that have followed, in
Bathurst, Douglas and Bright, St. Mar-
tins and Fredericton, coming to Lancast-
er eighteen years ago and there remaining
as rector of the Church of the Good Shep-
herd until a few weeks ago, when he re-
tired and was eucceeded by Rev. Walter
P. Dunham. On the occasion of his re-
tirement his congregation paid him a
marked tribute of love and respect. He
had endeared himself to them all by his
noble qualities, as he had won the esteem
of the whole community.

Rev. Mr. McKeil married Annie Eliza
Rudolf of Lunenburg, N. 8., who died
seven years ago. There survive three sons
—Cecil, Medley, and Rudolph, and one
daughter, Dora, at home, and {wo mar
ried daughters, Mrs. M. Zwicker and Mrs.

fathers of confederation, and Mr. McCul-
lough has done much to promote this plan.

Mr. McCullough, who has seen some-
thing of St. John, expresses himself as
most favorably impressed by the appear-
ance and energy of the city, the spirit dis-
played here and 'the prospects for extens-
ive development.  He ie delighted with the
maritime provinces as a summer country
and believes that many thousands of up-
per province people would come here to
spend their vacations if they really knew
more about our attractions.
