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REGULATIONS

a DOTTED AT THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF TME SOCIETY 
IN 1826 AND 1827.

L That the fundamental law of the Society, which limits its 
operations to the circulation of the Holy Scriptures, be fully end dis­
tinctly recognized as excluding the circulation of the Apocryphe.

II. That in conformity to the preceding resolution, no pecuniary 
aid can be grunted to any Society circulating the Apocryphe; 
except for the purpose of being applied in conformity to the sud 
resolution, to sfty individual whatever.

III. That in all cases in which grants, whether gratuitous or 
otherwise, of the Holy Scriptures, either in whole or In part, shall be

toany Society, the books be issued bound, and on the expren 
condition that they shall be distributed without alteration or additioi.

IV. That all grants of the Scriptures 
Apocrypha, be made under the express condition that they

be sold nr distributed without alteration or addition ;Aand that the 
proceeds of the sales of any such copies of the Scriptures be held st 
the disposal of the British aati Foreign Bible Society.

A large portion of the purchases made have been of com­

plete Bibles, and M. de Preesinsé, the agent, finds great cause 
of encouragement in this fact.

seventy-nine copies.
Passing over much interesting matter in the Report relative 

to Home work, we dwell for a moment on the agency of Bible 
Women, which is now known hy the designation of “ the 
Missing Link.” In the help extended to this agency, that 
portion of labor only is paid for by the Society which relates 
exclusively to the circulation of the Scriptures. It may be 
truly affirmed, that the Bible has been placed in thousands of 
families for the first time, by the help of the " Missing Link,” 
and it was a sourge of gratification to the ^Parent Committee, 
that last year 9,844 copies of the Scriptures were drawn from 
the Auxiliary Dépôts to supply the demands of humble sub­
scribers, through the agency of the Bible Women, two han-j 
dred of whom are now laboring in the very worst distriota of 
London. The Committee further mention the gratifying fact 
that within seven years 50,000 Bibles and Testaments have 
been sold through this instrumentality among the poor working 
classes, and that not less than £4,000 have been oheerfully| 

paid for this great boon.

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The Committee, before closing this report, would advert to 
the loss which they have sustained by the death of one of their 
oldest and beet tried friends, the Rev. Joim Martin, whose 
advocacy of the cause of the Bible, and whoso attachment to 
its precious truths, were conspicuous daring bis long minis­
terial career in this city.

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selves, yet important as showing tho necessity-of carrying on 
the work in which wejire engaged. A few months ago in a 
house which I happened to visit, a poor looking woman who 
lived miles distant, and had heard of my work, fearing I might 
not visit the place where she lived, sought me out, and intro­
duced herself as Mrs. B • —. Slowly unrolling a small piece 
of paper, she began by saying she “ had been trained always 
to give something to the Bible Society.” She “ had no money, 
but if I would accept it, here was a broken gold ring. It 
was,” she added, “ all she had, but it was from love to Christ 
she gave it, and she hoped I would accept it. ’ I took the 
ring, and in answer to my inquiries as to whether she was well 
supplied with the Scriptures, she said she had a Bible, bat 
some of the leaves were gone. I immediately gave hor one, 
which she gratefully received, and also a Bible for her two 
children. These, however, she was reluctant to accept, for 
fear I might think she had given the broken ring to get them. 
I satisfied her on this point, add with many thanks she re­
ceived the books.

During the past year a considerable number of copies of 
the Scriptures have been purchased by Roman Catholic fami­
lies. In every instance when there was no money ,in the 
house, and when an anxiety was manifested to obtain the Word 
of God, I gave a copy. But I never have pressed the Word 
of God on destitute Roman Catholic families, as I do #n 
nominally Protestant ones. Not unfrequently, however, is 
the result of conversations held, the book is given. Let me 
relate one circumstance. Entering a Roman Catholic family 
one day, and exhibiting my books, the mistress of the house 
took a Now Testament, and looking at tho title page, observed, 
“ This Testament is not the same as ours.” “ No,” said I, 
“ it is not exactly tho same, and yet, after all, there is not 
much difference ; all the books are in tho one that are in the 
other ; but,” added I, " you may judge for yourself as to the 
difference,” and turning over to the Lord’s prayer as given in 
St. Matthew’s gospel, I handed her the book, which she bid 
returned. She read the words, said, “ no, there was not much 
difference,” but, handing back the Testament, added, in in 
indifferent tone, “ Ive got no money ” I thought nothing 
could be made of her, but offered, as I generally do, a few 
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There is, however, one new feature in the Report, viz : the 
employment of two pious and useful women, as Bible Women, 
from the months of February to November, 1864. Since the 
latter date, the elder of the two, a most faithful and zealous 
laborer has, owing to illness, been laid aside from active work. 
She has, notwithstanding, been useful in conducting, with the 
assistance of her friend and fellow-worker, various meetings 
for the instruction of the poor, morally and spiritually, where 
the Bible has been read and explained, leading in some mea­
sure to its sale to those who before “ oared for none of these 
things.” The B. W. have furnished their superintending 

>v ladies with a monthly Report of their proceedings, extracts 
from which are now published. Some accounts of their first 
labours were published in the N. S. Society’s Report last 
October, and aa they were received with much favor, this 
Committee trust that a continuation of them will prove accept 
able. Miss Swan commenced her work February 15, 1864, 
under the direction and guidance of Mr. Morton, city mission­
ary, to whom your Committee are much indebted for further­
ing the work, by giving bis advice and assistance at the outset. 
To human observation it seems unfortunate that Miss S. was 
very soon attacked by a slight illness, which obliged her cousin, 
Miss Mary Swap, to occupy her position, which she has done 
so faithfully and assiduously, whether working alone or with 
her companion, as to have given perfect satisfaction. Indeed, 
it is feared that since Miss S. has been entirely laid by, she 
has been overworked, and thus injured her own health. It 
seems, however, inseparable from the circumstances ; and sub­
mission to the will of God, who has doubtless afflicted in wis­
dom and love, is the only wise course. They were both, from 
the first, warmly welcomed, and requested to repeat their 
visits.

I had the opportu­
nity, in the Temperance Hall, of bringing before ». small 
audience the claims of God’s Word. Here I obtained $13 of 
subscriptions, and arrangements were made to have a Dépôt 
opened. Next day walked to Kennetcook, where a very thin 
meeting was held. Next day taken by Rev. Mr. Tweedie to 
Brooklyn, Newport. I purposed addressing a meeting in the 
evening) bat the attendance at the hour appointed, owing to 
the very busy season of the year, was so small that, at the 
suggestion of the friends there, it was deemed better to post­
pone the meeting for a few weeks. Next day walked to Avon­
dale. In the evening addressed a good meeting in the vestry 
of the Wesleyan chnrch. Efforts are to be made to increase 
and collect the subscriptions signed that evening.

Next day, taking 
tbs coach to Mahon, held a meeting the following day in I 
Hillsburg. Although I had written nearly a fortnight be-1
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placHeard when I reached^ Little Glace Bay, that the vessel had 
not cordé round, but was still at Cow Bay. Next day walked 
roubd1 through Big Glace Bay, &c., to ,Çow Bay, where 4 
found the vessel and procured the books. Spent several days 

in Cow Bay going Vouûd, chiefly among the miners, with the 
Word of God. The success was very encouraging. Here, 
and at Mira Bay (which I afterwards visited), disposed' of 
the whole, and had I more I could have sold them. I much 
regretted that I could not return to Little and Big Qlace Bay, 
(where, as at Cow Bay, there are a large number of miners,) 
with copies of the Scriptures; but resolving, if the Lord will, 
to visit Cape Breton next season. I made arrangements in 
the meantime to forward from Halifax a box of Bibles and 
Testaments to Glace Bay to one who will take charge of, and 
sell them. Both at Cow Bay and Mira Bay held meetings 

and formed Branch Societies. At Cow Bay the Rev. John 
Winterbotljàm was elected President, John McDonald Secre- 
tary, and Thomas P. Jones, Treasurer. At Mira Bay, the 
Rev. J. F. Kempton was appointed President, Ronald Mc- 
Auley, Secretary and Treasurer. In both places arrange­

ments were made to procure and forward subscriptions, and to 
have Dépôts opened.

Returning to Sydney, a small meeting was held in the 
Bethel, North Sydney. Rev. Wm, Meek, President of the 
Branch, presiding."
