Two boats
were manned and put chase to the prey.

In a short time one of the boats was
near enough to enable the harpooner to
send a spear into the whale which prov-
ed to Pe an exceedingly largeone. With
the shaft in his side the animal sound-
ed and then sped away, dragging the
boat after him with terrible speed. He
swam straight away about five miles,
when he turned and came back almost
directly toward the spot where he had
been harpooned. The second boat wait~
ed for him, and when but a short distance
away from it he arose to the surface. As
soon as his back showed above the sur-
face of the water the harpooner in the
second boat drove another spear into him.
The pain apparently crazed the whale,
for it threshed about fearfully, and it was
feared that the boats would be swamped
and the crews drowned. Finally the
whale swam away draggingthe two boate
after him. He went about three miles
and sounded or sank, and his where-
abouts could not be exactly told. The
lines attached to the harpoons were Slack
and the harpooners began to slowly draw
them in and coil them in the tubs. As
soon as they were tautened the whale
arose to the surface and beat about with
his tail in the maddest fashion. The

The
whale was dead and in & few hours the
great body was lying by the ship’s side
and the men were busy with axes and
spades cutting through the ftesh to secure
the fat. They worked all day and a
part of the night. They resumed opera-
tions the next forenoon, and were soon
down to the stomach, which was to be
hoisted to the deck. The workmen were
startled while laboring to clear it and to
fasten the chain about it to discover

 something doubled up in it that gave

spasmodic signs of life.

The vast pouch was hoisted on the
deck, and inside was found the missing
sailor doubled up and unconscious. He
was laid out on the deck and treated to
a bath of sea water, which soon revived
him, but his mind was not clear and he
was placed in the captain’s quarters,
where he remained two weeks, a raving
lunatic. He was carefully treated by
the captain and officers of the ship and
he finally began to get possession of his
senses. At the end of the third week he
had entirely recovered from the shock
and resumed his duties.

During his brief sojourn in the whale’s
belly Bartley’s skin, where it was ex-
posed to the action of the gastric juices,
underwent a striking change. His face
and hands were bleached to a deathly
v{hitan:lha and tt!l:le skin was wrinkled,
giving the man the appearance of hav-
ing been parboiled. "

artley affirms that he would probab-
ly have lived inside his house of flesh
until he starved, for he lost his senses
through fright and not through lack of
air. Hesays that he remembers the
sensation of being lifted into the air by
the nose of the whale and of falling into
the water, then there was a fearful rush-
ing sound, which he believed to be the
beating of the water by the whale’s tail,
then he was encom by a fearful
darkness, and he felt himself slipping
along a smooth age of some sort
that seemed to move and carry him for-
ward. 'This sensation lasted but an in-
stant, then he felt that he had more
room. He felt about him,and his hands
came in contact with a yielding, slimy
substance that seemed to shrink from
his touch. It finally dawned upon him
that he had had been swallowed
by the whale, and he
was _overcome with horror at
the situation. He could breathe easily,
but the heat was terrible. It was not of
a scorching stifling nature, but it seem-
ed to open the pores of the skin and to
draw out his vitality. He became ver
weak and grew sick at his stomach. He
knew that there was no hope of escape
from his strange prison. ath stared
him in the face, and he tried to look at
it bravely, but the awful quiet, the fear-
ful darkness, the horrible knowledge of
his environment and the terrible heat
finally overcame him and he must have
fainted, for he next remembered being
in the captain’s cabin.

Bartley is not a manofa timid nat-
ure, but he says that it was many weeks
before he could pass a night without
having his sleep disturbed with harrow-
ing dreams of angry whales and the hor-
rors of his fearful prison,

The skin on the hands and face of
Bartley has never recovered its natural
appearance. It is yellow and wrinkled

looks like old parchment. The
health of the man does not seem to have
been affected by his terrible experience ;
he is in splendid spirits and apparently
fully enjoys all the blessings of life that
come his way.

The whaling captains who sail from
this port say that they never knew a
parallel caseto this before. They say
that it frequently occurs that men are
swallowed by w{ales who become in-
furiated by the pain of the harpoon and
attack the boats,but they have never

known a man to go through the ordeal
that Bartley did and come out alive.

The Nepisiquit Rich in the More Preci-
ous Metals
Fredericton Gleaner.

Mr. Ed. Jack, C. E., returned on Satur-
day from a visit to the Nepisiquit mill
stream, & river emptying into Bay
Chaleur 10 miles north of Bathurst.
There is a remarkable display of mineral
veins on that river, especially on the
small branch which is called Rocky
Brook. There is an exposure on one
place on this brook of & mineral vein.
This exposure i8 about 25 feet, and is
perhaps the largest metaliferous vein in
New Brunswick. The oreis a compact
galena. Different analyses have given
from forty to sixty ounces of
silver to the ton. Some of this
vein carried more or less gold. Mr. Jack,
has brought home with him & piece of
copper ore, yellow sulphide,which weighs
about twenty pounds.

make $2896.60 for the water taxes on
those properties for a year.

1t is true that by an arrangement Mr.
Parks has been allowed to pay only one-
half of the water supply for the N. B.
mill which would reduce the amount by
$878,00 leaving the amount to be paid
$2020,60 which would be equal to inter-
est on a capital of $32,000 at 6 per cent.,
and when it is borne in mind that such
mills in other cities are either entirely
free from taxation on account of the in-
direct benefit they do such cities it cer
tainly becomes a very important ques-
tion to be considered by the city author-
ities whether it may not be for the inter-
est of the city to relieve those mills of a
portion of this enormous taxation.

The Halifax cotton mill has I believe
entire exemption from taxation of all
kinds for 20 years. The Windsor cotton
mill has the same, The Moncton mill
pays $200 a year both for taxes and
water. The Gibson and 8t. Croix mills
have abundant water supply from the
rivers on which they are placed and all
sensible men must see the great disad-
vantage cotton mills have in this city,
in operating and competing with mills
in those places, which must I think re-
sult in their being ultimately removed
from here unless they can be placed on
a footing so that they can compete
on equal terms. Knowing as I do from
having to operate these mills for the last
year the immense benefit it has been to
the city and believing the revenue paid
by the operatiyes and other persons who
are supported by those mills to the water
supply would be cut off and lost to the
city as well as to those of the mills
themselves and thinking that it would
be for the benefit of the city not to put
too heavy a burden upon their operation,
I take the liberty of earnestly drawing
the attention of the city authorities to
the subject hoping they will investigate
the matter and find out what is right
and best for all concerned when
I have no douht - that they
will apply the remedy that it is their
duty to do. I think it would be improp-
er,and I have no wish to interfere further
than merely let my voice be heard in
what I conceive a very important mat-
ter. For I know thata continuation of
the operation of these mills in the future
must depend upon capitalists being in-
duced to put their money in them,in
the hope of getting a proper return and
I fear that they will be deterred from
doing 8o unless upon the same footing
with regard to taxes as other similar
mills with which they have to compete.
