THE DAIRY.

It has l>een long known that the quantity 
of milk yielded by each of the four teats of 
same cow may vary considerably, and later it 
has been discovered that there may be quite 
a difference in quality. This being the fact, 
a contemporary thinks it “o[iens up vast pos­
sibilities for dairying,” iu the way of culti­
vating ami developing the milk yield of the 
defective quarters, and suggests that there 
will follow bottles with highly concentrated 
foods for internal application labelled, “Forc- 
nigh-teat cream producer,” etc., and the re­
sults will be that each teat will be made to 
produce as much rich milk as the other 1 
This looks like a joke, but appears to be put 
forth seriously. We would suggest, however, 
that greater improvement might be made by 
proper selection and breeding from cows with 
evenly developed udders, rejected for breed­
ing purposes all cows with deformed and im­
perfect or unevenly developed udders. It is 
easier to grow a perfect udder than to tinker 
and doctor an imperfect one into perfect 
balance.

Not only is there a difference in the amount 
of butter fat produced by different milkers, 
but by the same milker when he milks in dif­
ferent ways. Dr. Babcock says he has 
found that milking one teat at a time, finish­
ing each teat before commencing the next, 
has always resulted in much poorer milk than 
where two teats were milked at a time in the 
ordinary way. A peculiarity shown in all of 
these tests is that the order in which the teat 
are milked has a decided influence upon the 
quality of milk from that teat. As a rule the 
first teat milked, no matter which teat it is. 
yields milk of about the same average com­
position at that obtained from the cow when 
two teats are milked at a time. The second 
teat gives richer milk thau the first, the third 
much poorer, and the last teat the poorest of 
all. The difference in the yield of fat in 
milk from the same teat when milked 
second and when milked last, has in 
cases been as much as 4 per cent.

The great variations in the per cent, of fat 
in milk caused by different milkers and differ­
ent modes of milking, are not promising for 
the introduction of milking machines, should 
a really successful machine ever be produced. 
Dr. Babcock says he has noticed that 
“where milking tubes were used, thus avoid­
ing all manipulation of the teats, the average 
amount of fat obtained in the milk was only 
about one half as large per day as when the 
cow s were milked by hand. In one case the 
fat was reduced to one-third the usual amount. 
All this was accomplished without materially 
reducing the amount of milk given. In some 
eases more milk was obtained with the tubes 
than by baud milking. In all of these trials 
the greatest difference in the quality of the 
milk was found in the first milking after 
making a change. After this the cows seem­
ed to partially adjust themselves to the new 
method, but in no case did they reach the 
standard obtained by hand, nor was there 
any indication that they would have done so 
had the test continued indefinitely. Nor did 
the cows make up the loss when milking by 
hand was resumed. From the result of these 
trials,,’ he adds, “I am led to believe that the 
introduction of machine methods for milking, 
as has from time to time been proposed, 
would not only result in a poorer quality of 
milk, but in a shortened period of lactation 
and in general in lowering the standard of 
dairy animals."

iCANADIAN PACIFIC R’Y, CDPyLR&l^’ The Hr, I Forged Bank Note.
Sixty-four years after the establishment of 

the Bank of England, the first forged 
was presented for payment, and to Richard 
William Vaughn, a Stafford linen-draper, 
belongs the melancholy celebrity of having 
led the van in this new phase of crime in the 
year 1758. The records of his life do not 
show want, beggary, or starvation urging him 
but a simple desire to seem greater than he 
was. By one of the artists employed (and 
there were several engaged on different parts 
o( the notes) the discovery was made. The 
criminal had placed a number of these forged 
notes in the hands of a lady to whom he 
attached, as a proof of his wealth. There is 
no telling how much longer bank notes might 
have been free from imitation had this 
not shown with what ease they could bo 
counterfeited. From this period forged notes 
became common. Vaughn was executed, and 
many another lost his neck for the 
crime, before capitil punishment for forging 
was abolished.

The Llcuicnnul Governorship 
Urmt.HWit k.

The Montreal Star says that Mr. Mills, just 
before the closing of parliament on Saturday 
last, brought to the notice of the government 
the fact that the lieutenant governorship of 
the province of New Brunswick has been held 
by Sir Leonard ;Tilley for a considerable 
period over and above the usual term of five 
years, and asked the government’s intention 
on the subject. Sir John Thompson replied 
that the matter would be taken into consid­
eration immediately after the [session rose. 
We do not know what the intention of the 
government may be in relation to this matter, 
but do not believe it to be in the interesr of the 
public to establish a precedent of second terms 
lor that office, much less third terms, as the 
appointment of Sir Leonard Tilley would be. 
The Toronto Mail supports the claims of 
Hon. Peter Mitchell, remarking :—

The press of various sections of the province 
from time to time gives evidence of this feel­
ing, and not infrequently—more frequently in 
fact than any or than all others—the name 
of Hon. Peter Mitchell is mentioned as a 
desirable successor to the present incumbent. 
It is uudeistood that lie is not an applicant 
for this or any other position, but many 
friends in various parts of the dominion av, 
keeping his name to the front, and urging his 
appointment.

Mitchell to that position in his native pro­
vince would give genuine satisfaction, if w 
are to judge by the almost universal expies 
sion of the press of all shades of polities upon 
the subject and the public utterances which 
the suggestion has elicited.

Mysterlon* Death of 
Che*

A despatch from Portsmouth says : The 
country authorities are at work investi­
gating the death of Jonathan C. Glass, of 
Chester, who disappeared on Thursday 
of last week, and was found hanging to a 
tree on Saturday. By some it is thought 
a case of suicide, and although there are 
no marks on the body, there are some 
circumstances that give the officers to 
think that a murder has been committed. 
During the past winter, a son-in-law of 
Glass has been confined in jail for steal­
ing. During that time be sent a letter 
threatening Glass’ life, which is in the 
possession of Sheriff Coffin.

The story told by Hoyt, the son-in-law, 
is this: Glass arose as usual on Wednes­
day morning at 4.30, milked the cows, 
built the fire in the kitchen stove, and 
then left the house. That night Glass 
returned, secured a bottle of liniment, a 
razor and a pocketful of doughnuts and 
igain disappeared. The next morning 
he girls asked Hoyt to go up into their 
ather’s room and see if his razor was 
nissing. That he did, and the box in 
vhich it was usually kept was empty.

On a further examination it was found 
that Glass, who kept a strict account of 
all money which passed through his 
hands, had posted up his books and left 
them on the top of his desk, an unusual 
proceeding for him.

He believed that the old man had com­
mitted suicide, but made no attempt to 
find the body. His wife and the unmar­
ried daughter, however, became worried 
and notified the officers Among others 
notified were Deputy Sheriff Towle and 
two members of the board of selectmen.
