It is not possible to quote from the
elaborate and concisely arranged sta-
tistics given in the report, but, as
strikingly illustrating the marvellous
develop:nent of the British Columbia
salmon mdustry, it may be noted that
on the Fraser river in 1880, 61,849 cases
wer: packed, and in 1881 177,276, where-
as 20 years later (in 1901) the pack was
no less tnan 1,236,156 cases.

Certain Victoria firms are named as
belng pioneers in the salmon busineds
which has meant so much as a commer-
cial enterprise to British Columbia, and
indeed, as a reliable food supply has
meant so much for the whole Empire.

DEVELOPMENT AT

COPPER COMPANY T0
EXPLOIT THE ORE

Wharf and Aerial Tramway for
Shipping Purposes Are Now
Under Construction

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
Considerable activity is being evi-

denced at present at the copper claims
held by the Hon. E. Dewdney at Sid-
ney Inlet, on the West Coast of Van-
couver Island. Construction work of
an extensive character is now being
carried on and there is every indication
that a permanent copper industry will
be established at this point.

Some time ago the Vancouver Island
Copper Company bonded the six claims
held by ex-Governor Dewdney at Sid-
ney Inlet, near Clayoquot. It was
known that there was some rich copper
ore there, but of its extent an average
grade, no one could.give more than a
guess. Since bonding the property the
company have been spending a lot of
money in development work, and the
results have proved better than the
most optimistic expected. Last week
Mr. Dewdney visited the property and
offered the new company a good sum
to throw up their bond, but the offer
was refused.

Some of the ores brought down have
assayed as high as forty to sixty per
cent., and the whole body is of a very
high grade and will average from five
to ten per cent. The ore can be smelt-
ed very cheaply, not requiring any. flux-
ing agent, and will in all probability be
reduced at one of the smelters on the
east coast, either at Ladysmith or Crof-
ton. X

Just now the company has from
thirty to forty men working, chiefly on
construction work. They are building
a wharf, and an aerial tramway 83,600
feet in length. This latter work is be-
ing done by the Riblett Company of
Nelson, who are experts at tramway
building. Bunkers are also in course of
construction both at the mine and at
the wharf. All those works will be
completed within three months and
after that time regular shipments of
one hundred tons a day will be, made.

Several hundred thousand tons of ore
are already in sight and men are still
at work uncovering the main body. The
mining of this ore will cost compara-
tively little, as the mine is simply a
large quarry where the whole of the
rock is ore. The opening of such a
mine as this it is plainly to be seen,
means & god deal to Vancouver Island.
A few good shipping mines inspire con-
fidence and show what can .be done
when the necessary brains and capital
are set to work in conjunction with each
other.

NARROW ESCAPES.

Several Children Nearly Drowned
‘When Water Main Burst in
Chicago.

Chicago, Aug. 18.—With a roar that
brought frightened sleepers from their
beds for blocks around, a 36-inch water
main burst on’ Chicago avenue, near
Kingsbury avenue, early to-day, shoot-
ing a column of water sixty feet high
into the air, imperilling several lives
and damaging thousands of dollars’
worth of property. The main broke
through the brick pavement of the
thoroughfare directly in front of the
Stockholm hotel, causing a panic
among the five hundred guests there.
The water quickly flooded the base-
ments for two blocks and a number of
families had to be rescued from drown-
ing by the police.

Five children of Henry Knudson, 51
Superior street, had narrow escapes,
and were rescued by a policeman, who
carried them out on his shoulders
through water almost up to his chin.

PLENTY OF COAL.

Superior, Wis., Aug. 16.—There is no
danger of a coal shortage in the ter-
ritory tributary to the head of the
Lakes if the roads entering. here are
able to handle the business the com-
ing winter. Coal receipts up to the
present time have broken all records
and there is actually on the docks at
the present time about 2,000,000 tons.

Lethbridge, Alb.,, Aug. 18.—Winter
wheat cutting is in full swing in the
Magrath district. It is nearly two
weeks since the first was cut. The
acreage has increased about 10 per
cent. over last year, but owing to the
late spring and the scarcity of labor,
a _considerable amount of volunteer
crop has been allowed to grow. This
has increased the acreage but lowered
the average yield. The yield will aver-
age about 25 or 30 bushels to the acre
or about the same as last year. This
spring ‘cufting will begin in ten dafs.
The average is about three-fourths of
last year. The yield will be about the
same as last year.

FROM HONOLULU

to Leave Hawaii.

Vancéuver, Aug. 19.—All but six of
the three hundred and five Japanese
who arrived on the Indiana passed the
examination - last night and  went
ashore. They are in charge of a Hono-
lulu lawyer named Gear, sent by Mi-
kado, the charterer of the Indiana, who
was sent specially to make a report on
labor conditions here.

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STORING COAL
FOR THE WINTER

—

LARGE: SUPPLIES ARE
BEING ACCUMULATED

One Million Tons Will Be Stored at
Lake Ports Before Close
of Navigation.

b

Winnipeg, Aug. 18.—There are now
100,000 tohs of commercial coal in store
west of Winnipeg. Theée figures were
given out 'yesterday by ong of thg of-
ficers of the C.P.R., togetheg with the
statement that if users of fuel would

put their stocks in now there would },

be absolutely no possibility of a repe-
tition of the conditions which caused
so much suffering last winter, At
every possible point the coal companies
are putting in heavy stocks of fuel in
preparation for another heavy winter.
It will be possible for the farmer to
take coal back with him as he brings
his grain to\the elevator or loading
platform, b o

Then, too, the fuel companies will be
able to get a better idea of the need of
the different points and ship accord-
ingly. At the Galt, Tabor and other
commercial mines of the Crow’s Nest
Pass and other districts of the west,
the greatest possible activity is evi-
denced in the getting out of coal. Last
week alone 13,000 tons were shipped,
and it-is expected that the fifures for
the present week will exceed them.

The only difficulty at present is in
getting miners. . The majority of "the
men who work 'in the Galt mines also
own homesteads in the vicinity. Dur-
Ing the summer.they work on the land
and in the late fall and winter in the
mine. These men have not yet harvest-
ed their erops and consequently the
force at the mines is not up to'what it
should be, but it is rapidly improving.
The latest report states that there are
400,000 tons of commercial \coal at Fort
Willilam and”that by the close of navi-
gation there will be a total of 1,000,000
tons of commerecial coal in store at the
lake ports. The coal dealers have
stocked up in Winnipeg and have big
stocks at lakes, but orders are coming
in slowly from the conSumers and the
dealers are not ordering heavily from
the miners. If the consumers were
sufficiently interested in the fuel situa-
tion they would still place their orders
now for immediate delivery, and ghe
dealers would still ‘have time to Ye-
plenish their stocks befare the close
of navigation. 3

At no time during the present sum-
mer has there been any shortage of
cars for the handling of coal, either
east or west from Winnipeg, for with
the lesson of last winter so close at
hand, the railway companies have put
forth every effort to prevent a repeti-
tion of theé conditions which existed at
that time.. They have received little or
no assistance from the cénsumers, but
despite the lack of assistance are do-
ing all in their power to protect the
settlers of the west,

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WAGE EARNERS AND

CHANGES DURING SECOND
QUARTER OF YEAR

Over Fourty-Four Thousand Em-
ployees Received Increases--Labor
Department Prepare Statistics

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—The department of
labor has prepared a valuable statisti-
cal volume of changes of the rates of
wages and hours of labor reported
throughout Canadala.s having gone into
effect during the second quarter of the
present year, including the months of
April, May and June. The upward ten-
dency in wages as shown by the table
has been more. pronounced during the
present spring season than during the
corresponding period of any previous
year of which a statislical record has
been kept in Canada, /with the single
cxception of 1903, wheh the nmumber of
increases was greater -although - the
number of employees affected was not
80 large as in the spring quarter of
19807,

The changes reportcd during April,
May and June last wose 117 in num-
bar. Of these 104 were in the nature of
increases in wages, and two were in
the nature of decreases. In the' re-
maining eleven cases the charges in-
volved both increase in wages and de-
crease in hours. The increases granted
to the maintenance of way employees
of the C. P. R.,, G. T. R. and C. N. R,
systems alone affected 14,000, men. In
textile establishments approximately
9,000 employees, and in the building
trades approximately 7,200 employees
received increases. In the mining “in-
dustry increases granted to the coal
miners 'in Alberta and British Colums~
bia affected 4,000 men, while in the
lumber industry in Ontario and the
eagtern provinces over 10,000 river driv-
ers and mill ‘'men obtained advances.

ANOTHER BIG MERGER.,

International Paper Company Will
Control Market of United States.
—Buying Plants.

St. Paul, Aug. 17.—A special to the
Pioneer Press from Appleton says:
“The International Paper Company

is behind the print paper merger which !

is now being brought to a successful
close, according to a manufacturer who
has mills which will become part of
the merger.

“This manufacturer further states
that every print paper, Manila fibre,
sulphite and ground plant in Wiscon-
fin, Minnesota and Michigan will be
taken into this gigantic company. Op-
tions are said to be held on practi-
cally all of the mills and within twelve
maonths it is asserted the International
Paper Company, which was incorpor-
ated under .the laws of the state of
New York in February, 1898, with an
authorized capital stock of $118,000,000,
will control the print paper market of
the United States. In order to effect
this control the merger company will
expend from $30,000,000. to $50,000,000 in
buying up the plants in the Middle
West.

“Jno. ,G. Hanrahan, of New York,
who also engineered the merger of the
twenty mills in the American Writing
Company, and the thirty-two mills in
the International Paper Company, is
the moving spirit in this latest move,

TARIFF REUNION.

Manufacturers in the United States
Favor Immediate Appointment
of a Commission,

(Associated  Press).

New York, Aug. 16.—The National
Association of Manufacturers, an or-
ganization of some 2,700 manufacturers,
publishes in the current isswe of its of-
ficial organ, American Industries, a
tariff creed emphasizing the resolution
in favor of immediate tariff revision
unanimously passed at a recent con-
vention. The association holds that the
present tariff schedules are unequal,
and demands the immediate appoint-
ment by congress and the executive of
a non-partisan, non-political commis-
sion, cemposed of men thoroughly com-

REALTY THAT IS
CHANGING HANDS

NUMBER OF SALES
ARE REPORTED

Agents State Rise in Rents Is Not
Commensurate With Enhance-
ment in Values.

Nearly all the realty that is chang-
ing hands to-day in Victoria is being
sold for investment purposes, or to
people who will build on the proper-
ties. Houses are being bought because
it is difficult to get a house to rent.
There is a continual movement in these
lines and although few of the ‘realty
agents in town are overwhelmed with
work, all are doing business, and look-
ing forward to the influx of people
from the prairies this fall.

In order to understand the situation
it is necessary to explain that every
person in Manitoba that is anybody
has a farm. He raises wheat for the
market either in large or small quan-
tities. Even the city merchant often
has a half section, or perhaps twice
that much either cultivated under his
own supervision or rented out in
ghares. Naturally these men are at
home just at this time of year 'and
they willi stay there until the crop is
safe.

Just as soon as this occurs many of
them will com& west and. Victoria is
to-day the centre of attraction. Every-
one who can afford it will come to the
codst and even those who do: not stay,
like to own a lot or a few @cres in,the
place which they some day expect to
make their home.

Among the sales reported during the
last few days is a group of houses on
View street for $15,000 a house and: five
acres on Oak Bay avenue the property
of Major Grisbach for $11,000, a -house
and lot on Caiboro Bay Road the prop-
erty of Mr. Allen, the price being about
$8,000, and an acre lot on Burnside
Road for $1,000. These were -all made
by E. White of Government street, as
well as a few minor sales which he
does not care to specify.

Another agent has sold a house and
lot on View Street for $6,250.

Reports have come ‘from '] various
quarters that the rents throughout the
city have increased inordinately. So
high it is said in some cases are they
that they are altcgether odut of reach
of the person who is earning only a
small salary. Inquiry from some- of
the largest owners ,and.agents in the
city show that the general advance has
in few cases averaged more than twen-
ty to twenty-five per cent. Compared
with the advance in realty this is
very small. It seems a good deal to
the small salary man, but to the in-
vestor who has paid a large sum for
the property it seems a very small in-
terest on his money.

While this is true in the majority of
cases it is further stated by those who
complain that there are some quarters
in which advantage is being taken of
the scarcity of houses to extort very
large rents from those who must have
a house, yet who cannot find one to
suit them. TFifty per cent has come
to their notice in several instances and
this entails a great hardship on the
tenant who is forced to pay it.

F. B. Pemberton on being asked re-
garding this, said that they had not
advanced their rents more than
twenly-five per cent. Before the ad-
vance the rents were altogether too
low and even yet they are: not high.
This was corroborated by the B. C.
Land and Investment Company and by
a number of other agents.

IMMIGRANTS.

Steamship Companies  Are Exercising
Greayr Care—Better Class Now
Arriving.

Ottawa, Aug. 15.—The conditions of
the immigrants now arriving in Can-
ada is far better than ever before.
This is due to the rigii immigration
act passed a few years ago, and to
the thorough manner in which it is
enforced. The steamship companies
knowing that they will have to bear
the cost of deporting or treating dis-
eased immigrants, are exercising the
greatest care at English and contin-
ental ports, and are refusing to carry
any person likely to be rejected on
errival in Canada. While the Quebec
quarantine hospital a few years ago

kad several hundred immigrants under V

tregtment, at present, with a very
much larger volume of immigration,
there are only sixty persons in the
hospital. Dr. Bryce says that the ma-
jority of cases detained for treatment
or deportation come from the continent.
The principal cause for refusa! of Eng-
lish immigrants come . from the cities,
where there is likely to be poor nutri-
tion and imperfect development among
the poorer classes. The best average
physical types coming to Canada are
the Gallcians. Out of 201 persons de-
ported last year 168 were of English
origin. Ouat of 1,600 Italians only one
person was sent back as physically or
mentally unfit.

to craw cheques or to institute policies.

Beyond 'this, the case has progressed
far enough to get the legal preliminaries
out of the way and to have former Super-
visors Thomas F. Lonergan, Charles Box-
ton and Michael Coffey tell the tale of
how Halsey took them up into a high
place and gave them envelopes full of
soundless money, and-how some of them,
nevertheless, went back on him when
Abe Ruef, through Jim Gallagher, sent
them other envelopes filled with more
soundless money from the bribe-givers of
the Home Telephone Company.

The session yesterday morning was a
bit enlivened by the punishment of David
Salfield, a defaulting juror, who was call-
ed up by Judge Lawler and fined $100 be-
cause he did not appear in court as he
had been ordered to do on Monday and
Tuesday.

Salfield tried to make excuses that
business had called him to Stockton, but
the stern judge slapped on the stiff fine
and saw that it was collected as a warn-
ing to other jurors that they are not to
trifle with the mandates of the court.

WILL MAINTAIN
LUMBER PRICES

Delegates From Mountain Associatiou
Confer With Lumber Manufac-
turers at Vancouver

Vancouver, Aug. 16.—A delegation of
lumbermen from the Mountain Lum-
bermen’s Association of Nelson arrived
here on Wednesday, and in the after-
noon held a conference with the lum-
ker manufacturers of Vancouver. It
was decided to maintain prices abso-
lutely. The coast millmen declired to
curtail the output of the logging camps
operated by the mills as suggested by
the interior manufacturers.

The most important question discuss-
ed was In connection with payments
for lumbear by dealers in the Northwest
provinces. The Mountain Association
asked the coast people to join them in
giving- practically unlimited time for
payment of accounts in Alberta, Sas-
katchewan and other Northwest sec-
tions. The banks are making no ad-
vances on the wheat crop, and pay-
ments in the Northwest cannot be met.
This proposal was agreed to by the
coast lumbermen.

All points re-
port heavy rain, but there are no re-
ports of damage. Rains have occurred
caily in many localities, with- cpol
weather, Considered generally, the
conditions have been most fayvorable
for the maturing of grain. The hum
of the binder has started. Several
farmers in Stonewall district: have
started cutting barley.

Cutting Wheat.

Rosthern, Aug. 15.—Harvest com-
menced in the Rosthern district «yes-
terday, when T. D. Smith started, cut-
ting his wheat, H. W. Weatherby
also cut barley yesterday afternoon,
and several fields of wheat will be
ready for cutting in a few days. Two
weeks' sunshine will ripen a lot of
the grain, and by September 1st cutting
should ‘be general. The crops look well,
and there will be many fields going 40
bushels to the acre. The general aver-
age will be between 20 and 25 bushels
for wheat.

Estimate of Crop.

Winnipeg, Aug. 15.—“Western Can-
ada will produce this year from ninety
to ninety-five million bushels  of
wheat,”

This statement was made by .Oscar
McBean of the grain exchange. ‘““The
reports which I have had from prac-
tically all points say that present con-
ditions could not be better. Points in
Manitoba, which thirty days ago were
not likely to yield over seven bushels,
are now reported as likely to thresh
fifteen bushels an Bcre. From Alberta
the news to hand is that the yield will
average from 22 to 23 bushels, while
a reliable man just in from & nearby
city says the average will be 25 bushels
per acre.

‘“There will be more No. 1 hard
wheat than No. 1 northern in the west,
as the nights have been cold and the
maturing process has not been forced.

Miss Ida Tarbell, who has
undertaken to prové much that is evil
against the house of the Rockefellers,
avers that the old gentleman’s exist-
ence hés been purposely concealed from
public, ken for reasons which seem
good to John D., but which cannot be
80 regarded by the masses of the Am-
erican people. This implacable bio-
grapher proves that Mr. Rockefeller,
senior, ig virtually a prisoner in some
remote, secluded portion of the repub-
lic, and insinuates that the cause. of

his immurement is to be found in the |

parsimony of the most ‘distinguished
of his sons. In a word, that John D,
is of too miserly a spirit to maintain
his parent in-consonance with the posi-
tion to which Providence, with the as-
sistance of the American tariff, has
been kind enough' to raisé the great
John D. It is not necessary to say we
do not believe the story of Miss Ida
Tarbell., We do accept the explana-
tion of Mr, Rockefeller, Miss Tarbell

'invents stories about the Rockefellers

which will make her stuff acceptable
to the magazines. It is she who . is
stirred up and actuated by a mercen-
ary spirit into pursuit of the Rocke-
fellers. The head of the Standard Oil
Company has given away millions of
dollars for the advancement of the wel-
fare of the race, white'and colored, Am-
erican and Asiatic. His record is spread
before the world, and we hesitate to
think more hardly of him than we
ought. Miss Tarbell has forced him
and some of his kin to tell the truth
about his projenitor, which is that Mr.
Rockefeller, senior, is not in such a
mental condition as to justify his ap-
pearance in public. In a word, he is
in his dotage, and for his own sake he
is maintained in obscurity. Conse-
quently, we deprecate this disposition,
for the sake of the price of a maga-
zine article, to persecute Mr. Rocke-
feller, who has been promised long life
if permitted to pursue his golf in peace
and tranquility of spirit. We say let
the old . gentleman alone. If that
twenty-nine million dollar fine be not
sufficient to chasten his spirit and force
him-to think of the things that are
of real consequence, is he not threat-
ened with suits for damages in almost
every state in which the Standard Qil
operates? That penalty of millions of
dollars may be multiplied by the num-
ber of states in the union yet. Mr.
Rockefeller may even be forced to fol-
low the example of Mr. William Wal-
dorf Astor, Mr, Boss Croker, and the
great company of American million-
aires generally. He may be compelled
to shake the dust of the free air of
the republic from his golfing shoes and
stockings and take up his residence in
Great Britain. There he will be judged
by what he is, not by the methods by
which he made his millions. He may
purchase a whole county, have his own
parish church, his pack of hounds, his
private links; he may be free from pry-
ing reporters and lying magazine
writers, in short, he may be able to
command everything that is really
worth while in this world in which
spite and envy appear to be the most
prominent characteristics of the hu-
man race. And this is what may come to
pass, to be followed by press ' revil-
ings at the lack of patriotism of the
man in voluntarily surrendering the
priceless privilege of American citizen~
ship for the sake of avoiding the in-
herent right of a republican press to
make republicans acquainted with-the
private affairs of all the most con-
spicuous of their fellow-republicans.

The New York Post says: The effect
of automobile riding upon the skin, the
eirculation, the nerves, and the breath-
ing apparatus has for a long time been
interestlng‘ Paris physicians, Dr.

week, increasing the speed of the car
and the length of the ride every day
until further orders.”

PRODUCING HONEY
IS NEW INDUSTRY

Many Residents in Comox Have De-
cided to Keep Bees--A Profit-
able Employment.

——

Comox, Aug. 16.—The sweet honey
from the wonderful bee-hive is another
article of commerce which is beginning
_to be produced in Comox. Heretofore
there were only a very few peopie here
who kept bees, but this year quite a
number have resolved to give some at-
tention to them. It might seem that
beés are- too insignificant to bring any
profit to their'owners, but if one is suc-
cessful in- reaping a rich harvest of
honey, this occupation may .easily re-
alize & hundred dollars besides furnish-
ing a real delicacy for the table of ithe
bee-keeper, One. tiwo-story hive may
conigin one hundrsd and seventy
pounds of honey at twenly-five cents
a pound, so that.it is easy to calculate
what ten or fifteen such hives may
rroduce in one season.

This industry requires some know-
ledge and experience so as to engage
in it with advantage, but this may be
acquired during leisure hours, and the
work involved may easily be done by
way of recreation. The vast areas un-
der cultivation, the large hay fields, the
nuMmber of blackberry bushes in the
newly-burned tracts of woodland, afford
a practically iimitless source of wealth
for whoever can turn it to advantage.
As soun as the first flowers make iheir
appearance and the tiny clover by the
wayside begins to send forth its hcn-
eyed perfume, so soon also does tne
busy bee gather malerial for the hives.

Apart from the profit attached to this
industry the labor is repaid by the ‘in-
teresting features observed about the
bees and their home, for the wonder-
ful: secretls of nature are hardly any-
where 1a00re manifest than in the bee-
kiugdon.

The bees in this country are not able
to take the homey from the red clover
which here blossoms so plentifully after
the hay is harvested and a new depar-
ture has been ventured by which the
honey of those blossoms may also be
secured. - It was found that the Italian
queen hee might be sent here and thus
introduce a new breed which can also
utilize tiie immense flelds of red clover
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everywhere in evidence here and very !

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DERELICTS PILED
UP AT POINT GREY

Wrecked Fraser River Fishing Boats
Indicate That Many Lives
May Be Lost.

i

Four fishing boats with nets, sailp
and gear attached, but completely
wrecked, have been foundq piled up on
the beach at Point Grey. They are the
boats which were recently reported in
the Times as having been sighted by
the Princess Beatrice during her ex-
cursion trip between Vancouver and
Bellingham.

When the Beatrice sighted the dere-
licts they were keel upwards, being
swept along by a heavy gale.- The fish-
fhg tackle was attached, and ihere was
every indication to show that the boats
were suddenly swamped by!the heavy
storm which raged in the Straits of
Georgia on Tuesday night. Up to noon
yesterday fifteen boats which had put
out on Tuesday from the Fraser River

ang it Is
feared that the wreck of the four craft
now lying piled up at Point Grey is a
mute evidence that the last has not
beefi heard of possible fatalities during
Tuesday night,

A number of these boats were operat-
ed by Japanese, and from two to four
persons might be in each. On this estic
mate some dozen fishermen may have
lost their lives from the four wrecks
already discovered, although it will be
a difficult matter to ascertain until
their bodies are washed up‘on the
beach. As yet no definite fatality has
been reported at the Fraser River can-
neries, although the fate of the four
boats first sighted by the Princess Bea-
trice anq afterwards found thrown up
on the beach would suggest that a
similar catastrophe has overtaken the
others, and that in each case the occu-
pants were drowned. Vessels plying
in the straits are keeping a keen look
out for derelicts, and it is anticipated
that something definite will be ascer-
tained in a few days.

THE MISSING LAUNCH.

ABRAST OF TIMES

Alderman Fell ‘Who Returns From
. the Tast Makes Some In-
teres‘tmg Deduuwns

“If there is one thing above others
that my trip has impressed upon me it
is the fact that Victoria Q\ right up-to-
date,” said Ald. Thornton' Fell, who re-
cently returned from a three months’
trip to the east. “I make that state-
ment after visiting the majority of the
larger Canadian cities and manx.of the
American cities, including New York.

“The local car system, telephone ser-
vice, street paving and other utilities
compare somewhat more than favor-
ably with those of the larger cities. As
far as streets go I have seen far worse
streets in the big cities than we have
in Victoria.” Mr. Fell, alluding to the
recent conflagration, said that he
thought ‘that, while the immediate ef-
fect of the fire was far from pleasant
for those affected, its ultimate effect
would not be a bad one. It had al-
ready awakened the citizens to | the
need of improving and increasing the
fire departrpent and, again, the burnt
area would be covered with more sub-
stantial buildings when rebuilding com-
menced.

Mr. Fell was particulariy “impressed
with the remarkable growth of -the
country between Calgary and Moose
Jaw. In places where, a year of two
ago, the virgin prairie extended as far
as the eye could see from the railway.

Where there were only settlements 'a
few years ago were now thriving com-
munities, posseseing hotels, livery
barns, stores and immense agricyitural
implement stores: On every siding car
loads of implements could be seen.

“while the, frack right across the coun-
try is in splendid shape.. Ninety-pound
rails had Been laigd over the greater
part of jt, and the ballastlng is very
good.”

Professor Carpenter Will Study Problem
on Mainland, Accompanied by Hon,
F. J. Fuifon.

Professor L. G. Carpenter, irrigation ex-
pert, who arrived in Vietoria Saturday
night left again this afternoon on the
Charmer. Accompanied by the chief
commissioner of lands and works, Hon.
F. J. Fulton, he will tour through the dry
belt of the province looking into the con-
dition of affairs with the purpose of ad-
vising the government in reference to the
establishment of * provincial - irrigation
works.

INFLUX OF IMMIGRANTS.

Numbers Arriving As Result of Pro-
vincial* Government’s Arrange-
ment With Sdlvation Army,

(From Monday’'s Daily.)

Up to the present, 600 of the Salva-
tion Army immigrants, whom the pro-
vincial government is bringing to this
province in the-hope of  solving -tne
fabor problem, have arrived and ~are
located in different parts of BritishCo-
lumbia. A number of theése have ar-
rived in this city and have been draft-
ed to Nanaimo. Not many ef, them
have remained here.

At the annual meéting of the bonrd
of trade held some time ago, the Hon.
R. G. Tatlow, provincial finance minis-
ter, announced that the government
had made arrangements, after consid-
erable negotiations with the Salvation
Army, for bringing to British Columbia
1,000 immigrants from the Old Country.
It was thought at the time that these
would be agricultural laborers.  Their
arrival in part has showm that they
are engaging in all kinds of work. The
balance.of the 1,000 are continually ar-
riving and before the end of next month
the *arrangement will be fulfilled.

It is understood that this measure on
the part of the provincial government
is not merely a temporary expedient,
but that it will be repeated on even
a larger scale next year.

—John Tolmie, M. P. for Wast
Bruce, is in the city on a visit to his
brother-in-law T. W. Patterson, of
Fort street. Mr. Tolmie is one of the
veteran public men of western Ontario
and his hold on the solid Scotch along
the concession and side lines of the his-
toric county, is such that he has the
representation of his riding as long as
he wishes to hold it.

T0 ROYAL OAK

TRAMWAY COMPANY'S
EXTENSIVE POLICY

Said to Have Come to Aﬁangemcnt
With South Saanich
Council

(From Monday’'s Daily.)

A subject which is of greatest possi-
ble interest to Victorians to-day, and
which is now being brought very near
to consummation, is the connection of
the city with the suburban districts by
means of tramway communication.
Qne of these connections is new prac-
tically assured. The tramway com-
pany has a scheme in hand for extend-
ing it's line as far as Royal Oak, a
distance of four miles from the l?oug-
las street terminus.

For some time communications have
been passing between the Saanich
council and the tramway council on
the subject, and now those who are
in a position to knew say that an un-
derstanding has been arrived at be-
tween the members of the council and
the B. C. Electric Company. The tram-
way company already has running
rights as far as Royal Oak, so that it is
in a position to commence work at
onee.

This move is only the first in a gen-
eral scheme for opening up the suburb-
an distsicts by car lines. A line has
for some time been planned to connect
the cement works at Tod Creek with
the city, and a loop ine passing
around from \Royal Oak to Mount
Douglas, where the city park is situ-
ated, and back through the Gordon
Head fruit district.

Those who do not know the districts
through which this line will pass, and
who have not watched the remarkable
development going on there during the
past year or two, and more particular-
ly within the last few months, are
quité unable to understand the import-
ance of this, new move, It means that
business people who hitherto have been
obliged to live in town, unless  they

keep a horse or motor car, will now
have an opportunity tp enjoy the pleas-
ures of a country life and at the same
time carry on their work in the city.

BISHOP’S PALACE
NEARLY COMPLETED

New Residerice for Archbishop Orth
on View Street Is of Spacious
Character.

The new Bishop’s Palace, adjoining
the St. Andrew’s Roman Catholic Ca-
thedral, and facing View street, is
nearing completion, some of the rooms
being now ready for occupation. In
order to expedite the work of moving,
the books have already been carried
over and they fill the shelves which line
the walls of the library on every side
from floor to ceiling. The furniture
for the bedrooms and study is also
moved into place, and His Grace, Ar-
chbishop Orth will take up his resi-
dence there before the end of the
month. ;

Adjoin-
ing this is a reading room, supervisor’'s
Tbom, janitor's room and sisters’ dormi-
tory, as well ag three more bedrooms,
This completes the list of twenty-two
rooms, besides the smaller bathrooms
and offices.

Baneath the house proper in the bage-
ment will be the furnace room, laundry,
jan'tor’s work room, store rooms, etc.

As before intimated, the new palace
is buiit for convenience rather than for
ornament, but when completed it will
have a geod substantial appearance,
the red brick work matching well with
the fine cathedral which it adjoins.

WOMEN'S COUNCIL
AND FALL FAIR

Gives Reason for Refusing Support
---Stngng Objections to /
Sale of Liquor. @

(From Monday’'s Daily.)

As predicted in the Times some
weeks ago, the Victoria Wemen's
Council has issued a statement of its
position in the matter -of the liquor
selling at the coming fall fair.. This
is a question upon which the city is
pretty well divided, mosf of the strict
church people upholding the, action of
the council, while in other circles there
has been a good deal of sevre criticism
of the action ‘of the Women’s Council
in withdrawing itd support. The fol-
iowing is the statement:

“To the Ladies of Victoria—We, the
executive of the Local Council of
Women of Victoria and Vancouver Isl-
and, feel that some explanation is due
to the membérs of our eouncil, the la-

dies of Victoria and the public gener- |

ally, as to the action taken by us in
regard to our refusal to undertake the
charge of the women’s department at
the agricultural fair this year.

“At our annual meeting din last De-
cember, a strong resolution was con-
sidered and unanimously passed, con-
demning the saie of intoxicating li-
guors on the fair grounds, as practiced
at the recent exhibition for the first
time; whereas in former years”it had
been confined exclusively to the race
track.

“We feel that the indiscriminate
sale of liquor- at the restaurants and
other place€s on the fair grounds was
a retrograde movement and most det-
rimental and demoralizing in its effect
upon the young ptople of our homes
and city, who attend the fair in large
numbers, and who we strive to protéct
as farm as we can from all that tends
to degrade in thought or aect.

“For this and other reasens,the sale
of liquor has not been permitted at
fairs held in other cities of our Do-
minion, and in our decision we felt we
would have the support of those men
and women of our own city who are
as desirous of maintaining as high a
standard as those living in the large
eastern centres.

“We were most anxious, as a coun-
cil, to do all in our power to make the
fair an unprecedented suecess, angd
before arriving at this decision, which
we did most reluctantly, we wrote tc
the executive’of the Agricultural Asso-
ciation, interviewed. the Mayor and
members of the Oak Bay municipality,
who had the power of granting the li-
cense, and earnestly requested them
not to permit the sale of liquor on the
fair grounds, and thus allow city
property to be used for saloon pur-
poses, but to grant the license, if ab-
solutely necessary, to the race tfack
only, as heretofore. Our request was
refu§ed. the reason given being that ‘i’
liquor was not seld, the executive wil’
be called upon to face a deficit of some

thousands of dollars!’

“On this, the lowest ground, was the
best interest of the community sacri-
ficed and, therefore we felt obliged to
declifie to assist or support the fair in
any way, nor give our time, our best
efforts and energies to make the
women's department one of the most
attractive features, ag we hoped to do.

“To avoid misunderstanidng, we have
thought it wise to lay these facts be-
fore the publie, leaving it to those men
and women who stand, as our couneil
does, for the promotion of the best en-
vironment for our younger, growing
generation, and for thé develSpment of
ali influences that are elevating’ and
refining, to decide whether our jaction
is: deserving of their hearty cemmen-
dation and worthy of their &upport.

The first to seriously embark in the
canning business included Messrs. J. H.
Tecdd & Sons, R. P. Ritchet, Messrs.

«mat kable of the world's fishing indus-
gles.

1 he commissioners refer to the ncces-
gity of maintaining the high repute of
British Columbia salmon, and deal In
detail with propositions for an official
brand or stamp as a guarantee in dis-
tant markets that the product is the
genuine British Columbia article, 2nd
not an inferior foreign product. They
lay _strcss upon the widely recgoniz2d
superioity of the salmon of this pro-
vince, and point out that this is due
o condiiions which cannot be equalled,
viz: the freshness of the fish when
packed, the care taken in the packing
processes, the abundance of pure
water and the cleanliness and sanitary
condition of the canneries. Closely al-
led to the suggested branding of pack-
ed salmon is the proposal to institute a
herring brand for British Columbla
cured herring. The great Scottish her-
ring _industry owes- much of its pros-
perity and profitableness to the govern-
ment system, and the commission sum-
marize iheir recommendations in the
vroposal, and favor a stamp or brand.

Canadgian Halibut Best.

The belibut industry, which has as-
sumed enormous proportions, is review-
ed in an interesting manner, and stress
is laid on the  fact that the halibut
banks of the northern waters, once lit-
eraliy “paved with fine fish,”’ show un-
Geniable signs of depletion, and that
the firghing boats encroach constantly
on the area close inshore in order to
keep up their high catches. The hali-
but on‘the CGape Flattery banks and
waters south of British Columbia are
neither so abundant nor so prime in
quaifty as those of this coast, and evi-
dence given by practical men showed
that the halibut in Alaska are flabby
and cof inferior market quality as com-
rared with the Canadian fish. The vast
caiches of so-called American halibut
are taken almost without exception on
well-known banks in British Columbig,
#nd the commissioners call attention to
the gravity of this 'matter, and the
necessity of a wise poliey of fish pro-
tection.

Herring Resources.

Public attention has been attracted to
the herring resources of the province
which surpass those of any other coun-
try, and the necessity for insisting upon
the best methods of curing and barrel-
ling pickled herring is emphasized by
the commissioners. Professor® Prince,
as is well known, urged upon the Do-
minion government’s attention ¢his
scheme for providing object lessons In
curing and packing herring, and the
government wisely acted upon his re-
comuiendation and brought out from
Scotland a staff of curers, coopers, and
‘icher lassies.” By Professor Prince’s
scheme it has been proved beyond ques-
tion that Pacific herring are equal in
market qualities to any other herring,
and the adoption of proper curing
methods, and the usc of the best bar-
rels, wiil ensure a demand, and the high
rrices commanded by Scotch pickled
herring.

Miscellaneous Kinds.

The sturgeon, for which there was no
regular fishery even so recently as 1890,
though seven years later bringing up-
wards of $50,000 to the Fraser river fish-
ermen, cowgges in for attention, and a
striet protective policy, similar to that
adopted in the case of the depleted stur-
geon fishery of New Brunswick, ap-
pears Lo be the only method of restora-
+ion. Artificial hatching has not appar-
ently been successful hitherto. and reli-
ance must be placed on the natural
spawning beds of this valuable fish,
which yields caviar, isinglass, oil, apart
from the flesh and other products.

Swelt, pilchard, anchovy, true  cod,
black cod or skil, oolachan, red cod,
cultus cod, ete., are also included in the
review, and the remunerative shell-fish
ir.dustries, still in their infancy, Such as
the oyster, clam, abalone or ear-shells,
and other kinds, are referred to, more
or less in detail.

Numerous Shell-Fish.

It wili be a surprisesto most British
Columbians to learn from the commis-
sioners’ report that there are over
thirty aifferent kinds of edible shell-
fish on .he prolific Pacific shores of this
provinee, omitting such moliuscs as the
octopus and various cuttlefish, which
are highly estéemed as table delicacies
in many countries. In Italy and most
Mediterranean lands these shell-fishes
are sald to surpass the oyster in flavor
and.delcacy. g

This part of the report
is of exceptional interest and import-
ance, Many minor fishery questions are
treated in pages which are here re-
viewed, but cannot be noticed now. It
is not too much to say that the report of
this inportant' fishery commission, Part
I. of which is completed and has been
submitted to the Dominion government,
and Part II. of which is now in progress
marks an epoch in the great fishing in-
dustries of the province. The report
canrot fail to attract wide attention
and wili awaken the public mind to the
value ¢f our fishery resources, many of
which are still neglected if not actual-
ly wasted.

The Dominion government did a wise
thing ir. appointing a commission cap-
able of gathering together so much val-
uable information. The field to be cov-
ered by the commissioner’'s investiga~«
tions would take many years to com-
plctely report on, but the present re-
port which on many pages recommends
immediate investigations by qualified
authorilies, is of great value and is full
of interest. One important outcome will
be the founding of a biological school of
fishery research by the federal govern-
ment, and another will be the forma-
tion of a new and more satisfactory set
of fishery laws and regulations.

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FULL JUDGMENT IN

THE WATER APPEAL

Text to Privy Council’s Decision That City Has
No Right to a Record of the
Esquimalt Watershed.

The full text of the judgment deliv-
ered by the Judicial Committee of tae
Privy Council on July 31st in the ap-
peal brought by the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company against toe
judgment of the Full court, which re-
versed the decision of Mr. Justice Duff
that the city had no legal right to a
record of the Esquimalt watershed,
came to hand to-day. The city solici-
tors are now in receipt of both the
trapscript of the argument and the
judgment and will probably present -a
lengthy report to the council on Mon-
day next. Thé& judgment in full is as
follows: . 3
Judgment of the Lords of the Judicial

Cominittee of the Privy Council on

the . Appeal of The Esquimalt

Waterworks Company vs. The Cor-

poration of the City of Victoria,

from the Supreme Court of British

Columbia; delivered the 3lst July,

1907.

Present at the hearing: Lord Rob-
ertson, Lord Collins, Sir Arthur Wil-
son, Sir Alfred Wills.

[Delivered by Sir Alfred Wills.]

This action was brought to restrain
the respondents from entering upon
certain lands of the appellants and
from posting thereon notices under the
Act of British Columbia, intituled “The
Water Clauses Consolidation Act,
1897, and the substantial question is
whether the respondents can appro-
priate for the purposes of the munici-
pality certain waters flowing from two
different sources, Goldstream river and
Niagara creek, which waterg the ap-
pellants claim to be theirs under the
Esquimalt Waterworks Act, 1885, and
the Esquimalt Waterworks Extension
Act, 1892.

At the trial before Duff, J., judg-
ment was given for the appellants.

This judgment was reversed upon
appeal to the Full court, by Irving and:
Morrison, JJ., Hunter, C. J., dissenting.
From that judgment tpe present ap-
peal is brought.

By the’Esquimalt Waterworks Act,
1885, the appéllants were incorporated
and empowered to comstruct water-
works and all appliances connected
therewith in the town of Esqulmaltl
and the adjacent peninsula lying to
the east of Esquimalt harbor. By see-
tion 9 they were empowered to “divert
and appropriate the waters of Thetis
1aké and Deadman’s river and its trib-
utaries, , ., . and to contract with
the owners and occupiers of lands”
taken for the waterworks, “and those
having an interest or right in the said
waters for the purchase of the same
respectively,” with provisions of an or-
dinary character for compensation.

By section 10 “the lands privileges
and waters which shall be ascertained,
set out or appropriated by the company
for the purposes thereof as aforesaid
shall thereupon and for ever after-
wards be vested in the company.” It
is then provided that it shall be “law-
ful for the company to construct, erect
and maintain . . all such reservoirs”
and "works ‘requisite for the said un-
dertaking and to convey the water
thereto and therefrom, in, upon and
through” any land “intermediate be-
tween the said reservoirs and water-
works and the springs, streams, rivers,
bodies of waters or lakes from which
the same are supplied and the town of
Esquimalt and the said peninsula ...
by one or more lines of pipessas may
from time to time be found necessary.”
Powers are further given to execute
any works and oecupy any land tha
may be necessary for distributing
water to the inhabitants of the town
of Esquimalt and the peninsula.

Esquimalt Waterworks Exten-

sion Act, 1892, further provided by sec-
tion 10 that the Corporation of Vic-
toria might at any time require the
appellants to deliver into the water
mains of the City of Victoria at a
stated pressure and at prices fixed by
the act any quantity of water mnot
being less than 500,000 and not more
than 5,000,000 gallons per diem, to-
gether with water for fire protectiorr
at a fixed price, and water for flush-
ing and washing sutters and for fill-
ing tanks for fire protection free ~of
charge.

On ihe same day that this act re-
ceived the royal assent it was given
also to the Water Privileges Act, 1892,
by section 2 of which it is enacted that
“the right to the use of all water at
any time in any river, watercourse,
lake, or stream, not being a navigable
rives or otherwise under the exclusive
jurisdiction of the parliament of Can-
ada is hereby declared to be vested in
the crown in the right of the province,
and save in the exercise of any legal
right existing at the time of such di-
version or appropriation no person
shall divert or appropriate any water
from any river, etc. excepting under
the provisions of this act, or of some
other *act already or hereafter to be
passed,” and with some other excep-
tions not material to the present ques-
tion.

This act, however, was repealed by
section 154 of the Water Clauses Ceon-
solidation Act, 1897, by section 4 of
which the right to the use of all “un-
recorded water’—a term to be ex-
plained presently—=at any time in any
river, lake, or stream is declared to be
vested in the crown ‘“in the right of the
province.” The rest of the section is
a re-enactment in the same words of
the portion of section 2 of the Water
Privileges Act, 1892 beginning ‘“and
save '—already set out, with similar ex-
ceptions with which this case is not
concerned.

Under this act, persons desirous of
using water in excess of ordinary ripar-
ian rights, may by a procedure which
it is unnecessary to detail, obtain from
the commissioner appointed under the
act a ‘“record,” or entry in an official
book kept for the purpose, of the water
which he seeks to appropriate—of its
sources, extent and other necessary
particulars, and upon obtaining such
record may divert and appropriate the
water described in the record. By sec-
tion 40 “any municipality may from

'S | time- te time obtain-one or more records

of the unrecorded water in any streams
or lakes as a soyrce or sources of sup-
ply for a projected waterworks sys-
tem.”

It is under this provisiog that the re-
spondents are seeking to proceed, treat-
ing the waters of Goldstream river be-
low a certain point and the waters of
Niagara ecreek as ‘‘unrecorded water”
within the meaning of the cat. - But be-
fore discussing the interpretation of
“unrecorded water” given by the in-
terpretation section of the act, it will
be convenient to state the facts relat-
ing to the waters in question, .and to
what the appellants have done under
their statutory powers.

Goldstream river took its origin in
1885, and before any works were execut-
ed by the appellants, in a series of
swamps rather than lakes. In winter
it was a stream, apparently of eon-
siderable dimensions. In summer it
dwindled to a thread, or died out alto-
gether. Ifs origin lay to the west or
northwest of Esquimalt -and Victoria,
but as it approached Esquimalt har-
bor (though at a considerable distance
from it) near to a point where it was
joined by one of its tributaries, called
Waugh creek, it took a turn to the
north and finally /fentered an arm or
inlet of the sea called Finlayson arm
or Saanich inlet. Near its embouchure
it was joined by a tributary called Ni-
agara creek, ‘which:has its origin in a
small lake to the west of Saanich inlet
called Niagara lake.

The appellants have constructed
dams and other works upon the upper
waters of the Goldstream river, the
effect of which is to add several hun-
dreds acres to the natural storage ca-
pacity. They have also bought the
land on both sides of the river forming
the watershed, have constructed an
artificial channel more than a mile
long, and laid down a pipe about half a
mile long to carry the waters to a
reservoir they have made., From this
reservoir they have laid down another
pipe about a mile long, and have ex-
pended upon these works several hun-
dred thousand dollars,

These works would appear to have
been necessary  in some considerable
measure in consequence of the obliga-
tion imposed upon them by section 10
of their act of 1892 to supply within
15 months after notice, if required,
5,000,000 gallons per day to the city of
Victoria. No doubt the appellants
hoped also to have an increasing de-
mand for water in Esquimalt itself
and the peninsula, but these expecta-
tions, if they existed, have not been
realized, and at present the only use
that has_been made of the water and
of the artificial works for its collection
and distribution has been to supply a
large quantity to the power-house of
the British Columbia Blectric Rallway
Company, Limited, situbted on the
Goldstream river about a mile ang a
half before it turns to the north and
some miles from the city of Victoria.
From the power-house it is discharged
into the Goldstream river, and if the
city of Victoria required a supply¥ under
section 10 of the act of 1892, it would
be necessary to construct at the point
of discharge another reservoir and to
lay down far larger pipes than would
be wanted for Esquimalt, at a cost of
about 3$300,000. No demand for any
supply has been made by the respond-
ents, and as the supply from Thetis
lake and Deadman’s river is at pres-
ent adequate to the demands of Esqui-
malt and the peninsula, the appellants
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have not. yet made this reservoir' or
laid down any pipe, and the discharged
water simply runs-down. into the old
bed of the river and is so carried away
to thet sea.

In respect of the water from Niagara
creek, the appellants have made sur-
veys to ascertain the nature and ex-
tent of the supply and have had plans
prepared to carry the water—storage
in Niagara creek being impossible—in
a ditch to ‘the Goldstream river, and

would fall into and become part of the
general supply. They have also canal-
ized Waugn creek for about a mile.

The respondents claim that the wa-
ters from the Goldstream reservoirs
and river after its discharge below the.
power house, and also the whole of the
waters oZ Niagara creek are “unrecord-
ed water” and can be ‘‘recorded” in
their favor under the act of 1897.

The first question is whether that act
has any application to the appellants.
In their Lordships’ opinion, it has none.

The Esquimalt Waterworks Act of
1892 has imposed upon the appellants a
perpetual obligation of very serious ex-
tent, and it would seem natural that
the means granted them to comply
with that obligation should be corres-
pondingly perpetual. It is clear from
section 3 of their Extension Act of 1892
that their rights are exactly the same,
provided the conditions of section 10 be
observed, as if they had been confer-
red by the act of 1885. We have there-
fore,  from the passing of the act of
1892, a private act dating back to 1886
by which the appellants are placed
under obligations as to which the na-
tural inference from the acts' them-
| selves and from the history of the case
is that they could not be certain of be-
ing able to perform them without the
two sources of supply in question.

One of the Teasons for executing the
extensive works on the Goldstream
river must have been that it was neces-
sary for them at once to be in a posi-
tion, with the help of such minor works
as could be constructed at any time
within 15 months, to supply the maxi-
mum quantity of water which the re-
spondents could demand. The neces-
sary works in connection with Niagara
creek were very much simpler, and
when the necessary surveys and plans
hagd been made there was no reason
why the appellants should not wait, as
to them, till the need actually arose.

It is true that by section 10 of the
appellants’ act of 1885, in order to vest
in them the waters they were entitled
to appropriate, it was necessary that
these waters should be ‘ascertained,
set out, or appropriated.” In the case
of the Goldstream river every act was
done by which not only one but each
of the three of these conditions was
fulfilled, and it is difficult to see wha}
more they could have done to vest these
waters in the company “for ever,” ac-
cording to the terms of section 10.

As to the waters of Niagara creek,
there is in their Lordships’ -opinion
abundant evidence to show .that the
‘“privileges and waters’ now in ques-
tion were ascertained and sét out by
the appellants which is quite sufficient
to satisfy the section. - The vesting is
not made subject to ascertainment or
payment of compensation, and as in
respect of Niagara creek no person’s
enjoyment, whether rightful or not; has
at present.- been -interfered with, it'is
not surpriging that the' provisions for
compensation have not been resortad to
by any one.

Nor can their Lordships agree that be-
cause the water below the power works
on the Goldstream river is not yet used
by the appellants that it has ceased to
be theirs. - The act of 188 is not ambigu-
ous. It vests in them -such waters as
ha%e been ascertained, set out or appro-
priated, and their Lordships fail to see
how the waters which have been collect-
ed by the appellants cease to be their
waters at any point within the limits of
ascertainment. The deeds put in evidence
show that the lands on each side of thke
whole course of the Goldstream rilver
were bought by the appellants, and there
can be no doubt that the waters of Gold-
stream river from their source to the dis-
charge into Saanich Inlet are compre-
hended under the vesting enactment.

It is equally clear that the waters of
Niagara creek became under the same
enactment vested in the appellants and
they must remain so unless they can be
dealt with by the respondents under the
act of 1897.

It is a sufficient answer to any such
contention to say that the appellants’
acts of 1885 and 1892 are private acts, in
the sense that they confer special rights
an§ impose special obligations upon a
particular company for special purposes;
and. to hold that a subsequent general
statute, the application of which might
seriously interfere with the rights grant-
ed by special legislation to the appellants
and might prevent them from fulfilling
statutory obligations, can have been in-
tended to override the special legislation
would be contrary to sound and well
established principles; and if ever there
was a case in which these principles
ought to be observed, the present,is such
an instance, for the result of the re-
spondents’ contention might be that the
appellants could not perform the obliga-
tions of sebtion 10, and In that case, the
condition, being violated, the rights and
privileges which had involved the costly
outlay above mentioned would be gone.

Their Lordships are further of opinion
that the waters in question ‘do not fall
within the definition of unrecorded water
in section 2 of the general act of 1897.

The definition runs as follows: “Unre-
corded water shall mean all water which
for the time being is not held under and
used in accordance with a record under
this act, or under the acts repealed here-
by, or under special grant by public or
private act, and shall include all water
for the time being unappropriated or un-
occupied or not used for a beneficial pur-
pose.”

The term ‘‘record’” was not new. It ap-
pears first in the Land Act, 1888 (repealed
by the act of 1897), and the procedure by
which it was obtained and the nature of
the rights secured thereby were practical-
ly the same in three of the acts repealed
by sectian 154 of the act of 1897 as under
that act.

The first part of this definition is clear
enough. It can have no other meaning
than—‘“unrecorded water” shall mean all
water which is not held under and used
in accordance with a record under this
act, or (with a record) under the acts re-
pealed hereby, or (is not held) under a
special grant by public or private act;
for the words ‘““‘under special grant,” ete.,
if supposed to be attached to ‘“a record”
would be hardly intelligible and they
must therefore be read as connected with
the earlier words ‘is not held.”

Such water as that now in question is
held under special grant by what is call-
ed in the clause a ‘“‘private” act, and is
therefore not within the meaning of ‘‘un-
recorded water’” at all, and the subse-
quent expression “and shall include all
water . . . Unappropriated or unoccu-
pied or mot used for any beneficial pur-
pose,” whatever its application may be,
cannot, in their Lordships’ oplnion, be
intended to refer to water already de-
clared to be outside the definition of
“unrecorded water.” This view is borne
out by section 4 of the same act. which

across it to Waugh creek, whence it}

is clearly meant to preserve any right of
diversion or appropgiation existing under
the provisions of any act already pazsed.

The respondents raised yet another
point, which was but feebly pressed in
argument—that under the act of 1897 all
such questions as the present were in-
tended to be decided, subject to certain
rights of appeal, by the commissioner to
be appointed under the act. Their Lord-
ships, however, can see in the act no
ground for 'saying that the appellants,
who contend that they are outside the
act altogether, should not be entitled to
apply to a .eourt having jurisdiction to
give effect to that contention, in limine,
if well founded.

Their Lordships will therefore humbly
advise His Majesty that this appeal
should be allowed and the judgment of
the Full court reversed with costs, and
the judgment of the trial judge restored.
The respondents must pay the costs of
this appeal. 3

COTTON OPERATORS
ARE ON STRIKE

More Than Two Theusand, Idie---
The Company’s Ultimatim to
the Employees.

Montreal, Aug. 15.—Some 2,500 oper-
ators at the Montreal Cotton Com-
pany’s mills at Valleyfield are on strike
demanding an increase of ten per cent
in wages. The trouble started sore
months ago with the demand of a few
spinners for an increase. They could
not get what they wanted, and after
fruitless negotiations, the spinners de-
cided to quit.

Most of the 2,500 operators are mem-
bers of the Federation of Textile Work-
ers, and at a mecting of that body it
was decided to demand an increase of
ten per cent. all round, apd mnot to
return to work to-day, and the mills
are idle. So tar there has been no
disorder.. The operators wili draw
strike pay from the union as long as

| they are idle.

The " officials of the company state
that they have already given an in-
crease of 15 per cent. to the men, and
that sooner than grant the latest de-
mand they will close the mill,

No Signs of Settlement.

Valleyfield, Aug. 15.—The prospects
of settlement of the eotton mills strike
in which 2,600 workers were involved,
are exceedingly remote, to-day’s devel-
opments- intensifxing the trouble.

A meeting of strikers was held to-
night, at -which President. Pauvette, of
the Union, reported that he had gone
to Montreal and seen President Ewing,
of the cotton company, but had not
secured a settfement. In fact, he came
back with an ultimatum from the com-
pany, declaring'' that the men had
broken the agreement made last year,
when an inerease of 10 per cent, was
given. In conseduence the _company
gave notice that “thé mill would open
for -such as desiréd to work, but any
one returning to 'work would have to
come back at the rate of _wages in
force prior to the increase granted last
May. President Ewing had told him,
Pauvette said, that if the employees
did not return to work the company
would close down thé& mills indefinitely.

Mr. Pauvette is very bitter against
Manager Simpson. Seven years ago
Simpson had gone to Ottawa to get the
militia, now he went there to get con-
ciliation. He went after a whale and
landed a sprat, a statement that was
received with laughter. What had the
cotton workers of Valleyfield to do with
the labor department or Mr. Acland?
The question brotuight “forth cheers.
The seniment of the strikers to-night

+ SWIFT DEATH SENTENCE.

Arraigned, Tried and Condemned in
Five Minutes’ Time.

A record has probably been created
by the dispatch with which a man was
charged with murder and sentenced to
death at the Liverpool assizes. The
appearance of the prisoner in the dock
and the passing of the dread sentence
only occupied five minutes.

Charles ' Patterson, a colored seaman,
when charged with the wilful murder
of Mrs. Lilian Jane Charlton, at Moss
Side, Manchester, immediately admit-
ted his guilt.

Interrogation of medical witnesses
did not tend to show any traces ofin-
sanity in the prisoner, and Mr. Justice
Channell, assuming the black cap, at
once pronounced sentence of death. For
several months Patterson had lodged
with Mrs. Charlton in Meoss Side, Man-
chester, and when eventually she told
him that she would prefer him to go
elsewhére, he followed her into the
bathroom of the house and ' cut her
throat.

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GIVES REASONS
 FOR DECISION

CHIEF JUSTICE ON
THE HANSEN CASE

Written Judgment Explains His At-
titude in Dissenting in Recent
Appeal Case.

Yesterday Chief Justice Hunter
handed down a written judgment con-
taining his reasons for allowirig the ap-
peal made by J. A. Aikmar in the Su-
preme court recently, for an order to
reverse a magistrate’s decision refus-
ing to reserve the case of Rex versus
Hansen upon a point raised by the
prisoner’s counsel. It will be remem-
bered that Mr. Aikman’s appeal was
refused by Mr, Justice Irving and Mr.
Justice Clement, with the chief jus-
tice dissenting. So far the following
judgment is the only written one
handed down from the court.

The judgment reads as follows:

“In my opinion this motion should be
allowed on the.ground that there was
no evidence on*which a conviction can
be supported.

“The evidence of the only material
witness for the prosecution, except the
constable, was that of the employee in
charge of the restaurant, and he states
that he had left it between 12 and 1
o’'clock at night; that on his return
after about ten minutes he found that
some money had disappeared out of
the till; that the back door, which he
had left’locked, had been forced; and
that finding the prisoner, it is not clear
whether in the hallway or in the
kitchen, he charged him with the theft,
and that the prisoner after threatening
him went away, but on being followed
came back.

“He says in his cross-examination in
chief that the money consisted of two
silver dollars, dimes, notes ¢gic) and
some quarters. Of course, there could
only have been one $1 note, but I do
not lay any stress on that, as it may
be a mistake on the part of the steno-
grapher, but in rebuttal, he says that
the drawer was left with two dollars
for small change and he just guessed
what amount he sold that night, and
the prisoner had no chance -of spend-
ing any of the money alleged to have
been taken, as he was always under
the eye of the'Chinaman until arrest-
ed. The witness did not pretend ‘to
identify any of the money, and the cir-
cumstaneces that the prisoner had ‘two
silver dollars 'and ‘6ne $17bill''takén?by
itself amounts to nothing. It might as
well be said that if -the winess had
missed two plugs of tobacco;, and two
plugs not identified were found on the
prisoner, that that was proof of guilt;
but the present case is stronger, as
thers are more -persons who carry
money than there are who carry to-
bacco.. The case was not, as in the
Pepper case, a case where the prisoner
had no biuisiness on the premises as he
was there, according to his statement,
for the purpose of getting .something
to :eat, where he had been for the
Same purpose about 6 o’clock p. m. the
sage day. The owner of the restau-
rant was not called and there is noth-
ing to negative the possibility that he
had not come through the front door,
of the restaurant during thé absence
of the witness, and taken the money
out of the till himself, or for that mat-
ter there was nothing to negatjve the
possibility that the employee had taken
the money himself and falsely charged
the prisoner with the theft. While the
prisoner -himself swore that he did not
steal the money, and that he had just
put his foot inside the door and had
shouted ‘“John’” for the purpose of
getting a sandwich, when he was
charged with the theft, nor was he
asked whether he made any threats as
alleged. !

“As to any threat, assuming such
was made, such conduct of itself is
ambiguous; it may either be the result
of wrath at being charged with the of-
fence, or at being discovered and of a
desire to escape.

“Now, I have always understood it
to be a fundamental principle in the
trial of criminal cases that there must
be something more than probability
of guilt to warrant a conviction, and
that there must be a certainty beyond
reasonable doubt. You may have a
score of facts or circumstances that
are consistent with guilt, but in order
that there may be no mistake. you
should have at least one fact or cir-
cumstance proved by ereditable testi-
mony that on any reasonable hypothe-
sis is inconsistent with innocence.
Here I find no such fact, and it is quite
consistent with all the facts proved
that the prisoner may be innocent, and
to my mind it is quite startling to
learn that a prisoner may be lawfully
convicted on facts which do not carry
the matter beyond the region of sus-
picion into that of reasonable proof.
The case-is all the more unsatisfactory
ag ihe evidence of the Chinaman was
filtered through an interpréter and was
given in large part in answer to lead-
ing questions by a police officer, while
the prisoner is, I understand, a foreign-
er with small knowledge of English,
and was undefended by counsel.”

BANK ROBBED.

Safe Blown Open and $2,200 Stolen—No
Clue to Robbers.

Crookston, Minn., Aug. 15.—The Farm-
ers’ and Merchants% Bank at New Holden
was this morning robbed of $2,200 by
burglars, who dynamited the safe. There
is no clue, but they are supposed to be
the men who robbed the Bank of Hum-
boldt last week.

Store Wrecked,

Stillwater, Minn., Aug. 15.—Cracksmen
made a fearful wreck of the new store
owned by C. A. Anderson and Edward G.
Koeger, general merchants, at South Still-
water. The front windows and deors were
wrecked by the explosion, whilé rear win-
dows were broken and other damage done.
An excessive charge of nitro-glycerine
was used. The burglars missed a roll of
$600, which was blown out of the gafe into
the floor. They got a very small amount
for their trouble.

BIGAMIST'S CHOICE.

Allowed to Decide With Which Wife
He Would Live—Promised to
Support Both Women.

New York, Aug. 15.—Juetice Warren
Foster, of the general session, has
just disposed of a bigamy case in an
unusual fashion, suspending sentence
on the bigamist and allowing him to
choose with which wife he would live,
after the prisoner had promised Lo
support both women. The man in-the
case was Shermaa Kuhn, a hat maker.
It was brought out at the trial that
he lived with-a woman in Austria and
tRey had three children. Then he came
to this country and married Sadie Ros-
enberg.

His lawyer argued that there was no
proof of the first marriage and there
was doubt -in Judge Foster's mind of
the sufficiency of the evidence, but the
jury convicted him just the same. The
two women did not want Kuhn to go
to jail. The older one said that if he
did she and her three children would
have to go to the poor house. When
Judge Foster suggested that if he would
support both women and the children,
sentence would be suspended. Kuhn
promised, “and I can keep them both,”
he said. Judge Foster replied that he
could not do that and Kuhn wanted a
decision as to which was his legal wife.
“You will have to decide,”” said the
judge. Kuhn did it. With a jump he
grabbed the young 'woman he had mar-
ried here and kissed her. The other,
when she was told in Yiddish what
had happened, said she did not want
it that way.

SECRET_SERVICE AGENTS.

Number of Them Reported to Be Care-
fully Watching Moves by Rail-
ways and Combines.

Chicago, Iil., Aug. 15.—The Record-
Herald to-day says:

“Secret service agents of the United
States départment of justice, wopking
through the bureau of corporations, are
said to be on the pay rolls of all the
big railway corporations and combines
in the country,

“In Chicago alene it is said there are
at least 150 special men who are work-
ing for railroads and packing house
companies, and are watching eveiy
move that is made with a view of as-
certaining whether the corporation laws
are observed in letter and spirit. While
no proof is obtainable as to the presence
of these syping employees, in several
instances men have been removed from
their positions on the ground that they
wdre in the employ of the government
as secret spies.

“One of the officials of this end of the
department of justice, when asked if
such an army was at work for the gov-
ernment, said: ‘If it. were so I could
not tell. I know of cases where agents
have lost their position unjustly from
falling under suspicion. I have heard
thai statement made before but I shall
netther affirm or deny it. If such work
is' done, agents of the bureau of corpor-
ations are those most likely to be en-
gaged in it

“The-rumor that the government has
placed all of the big railways and cor-
porations under. surveillance was re-
vived by the alleged rebate case which
the government is investigating against
the Swarszchild & Sulzbérger Co. The
information where disclosing a case of
rebate or simply a clerjcal error was
given to the department here by an
employee of the packing company. Of-
ficials of the government refuse to
deny that he was an agent of the se-
cret service. Railway officers decla:
he was a government agent and that
two of them are employed by the pack-
ing firms. The story is told that-the
spies were obliged to draw their revolv-
ers in order to. make their egcape with
the evidence. ?

“It is thought the government has
grown tired of prying evidence out of
corporations and in return giving a con-
tract of immunity. In every wrong act
th#® has been uncovered thus far by
departments of the government, the
evidence has been given by one of the
parties guilty of the alleged crime.

“All railway officials interviewed yes-
terday-seemed to be convinced that se-
cret service agents were in their em-
ploy, one official stating that he under-
stood the espionage extended to sta-
tion work on the line of his road. ‘If the
government is looking for old offences,’
said one official, ‘they may be found,
but I don’t believe the strictest system
of espoinage will disclose anything wil-
fully wrong on the part of railroads
now.'”’

OPPOSED TO ORIENTALS.

Winnipeg Trades and Labor Council
Will Fight Introduction of
Yellow Labor.

Winnipeg, Aug. 15.—“A White Can-
ada,” is to be the cry of the Winnipeg
trades unions ‘on the question of
Asiatic labor for the Dominion. This
was demonstrated at the meeting of
the Trades and Labor council at Win-
nipeg last night. A letter of appeal
was read from- the Trades and Labor
council of Vancouver, and this will be
re-forwarded to the home government,
but Chairman McKinnon said there
was no question as to what the action
of the responsible committee wouid be.
There -was complete unanimity among
union men on this matter. They were
determined to fight the' introduction of
yvellow labor, tooth and nail. They
wanted Canada to be a white man’s
country, a white Canada.

Steps are being taken, said the letter,
for the formation of an Asiatic exclu-
¢ipn league, which, when properly or-
ganized will take this matter out of
the hands of the Trades and Labor
council and make, it a people’s move-
ment, irrespective of party, politics or
creed. ““Something certainly must be
done at once, as events here are as-
suming an alarming aspect in regard
to Oriental arrivals,” was one of the
passages in the letter.

A paper, known as the Trades Union,
has been secured and will be used to
awaken the public to the serious state
of affairs.

KILLED FOR A PENNY.

Joseph Robbins, who was indicted at
the Birmingham assizes for the murder of
Albert Harrison, was found guilty of
manslaughter, and was sentenced to
twelve months’ hard labor. The two
youths had been playing at pitch and
toss, and quarrelled over a penny.

Up to Belle Isle, the Britain had
beaten the record made a fortnight
ago by the Empress of Ireland by six
hours, and it was expected the big liner
would reach here by 4 o’clock this af-
terncon, but she was unlucky enough
to run into fog just after passing
threcugh Belle Isle and in consequence
lost 12 hours. Had it not been for
this detention her mails would have
been delivered in Toronto to-day, ar-
riving 24 hours earlier than they were
ever before delivered.

All the blood of the body passes through
the heart in 32 beats.
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The length of Vancouver Island from
Victoria city to Cape Scott is 300 miles,
the direction being a little north of
northwest. The width of the Island
from Chatham Point to Bago Point is
75 miles, but the average is about 60
miles.

The water route along the West
Coast from Victoria lies for 60 miles
through the straits of Juan de Fuca,
12 miles in width. Here, all winds,
except northwesters, are fended off by
the State of Washington; but when
Cape Flattery and Tatoosh Island—
with its lighthouse and wireless tcle-
graphy poles, and finally Duntze Rocks
—pass astern, one observes that he has
seen the extreme northwest corner of
the United States, and from this on is
to have over the port rail no land
nearer than the shore of Asia, and is
to be prepared to roll upon billows that
have gathered headway along a march
of 6,000 miles.

To starboard is the coast of Vancou-
ver Island, straight and rather low, and
clothed down to high water mark with
dense and somber fir.

“The graveyard of ships,” say the
landsmen. “How many ships?’ “Oh,
three or four that I know of, ‘and prob-
ably a great many others, of which
cnly the pieces have been found:.”

Doubtless the West Coast has taken
its toll of shipping, and it will continue
to do so until there is no more sea, but
the same is true of all coasts towards
which ocean highways converge. Liv-
erpool, New York, Halifax and Que-
bec have their reccrds of maritime woe
in comparison with which anything
Vancouver Island can show is a mere
preface.

The coasting vessels make their regu-
lar trips from Victoria to Cape Scott,
calling at all the Sounds in winter and
summer, and except when held by fog,
rarely lose a day. The traveller who
remembers the furious gales and
whooping billows of the North Atlantic
will marvel that waters so placid as
those of the ‘North Pacific have ever
been maligned.

Indented Coast.

With harbors the West Coast is re-
markably well supplied. Besides a
multitudc of miror coves and inlets,
the map shows a succession of breaks
in the shore line, which are more than
mere ports or harbors, and are digni-
fied with the title of “Sounds.”

Sounds ave generally thought of as
those channels where the mariner may,
and frequently must, use the sound-
ing line, but those of the West Coast,
as they appear on the chart, may be,
defined as bodies of water into which
much land has been obtruded, or as
bodies of land much intersected by
water.

Some of them have several entrances
from the ocean, and all havé numerous
arms extending far inland towards the
mountainous backbone of the island,
with a maultitude of channels making
short cuts from arm to arm; a mul-
titude .of little islands, some of them,
as Nootka and Flower for instance, 20
miles long, breaking the roll. of the
waves from seaward; and a myriad of
cunning little bays and coves tucked
¢way in the shadow of mountainous
bluffs, or at the base of bold .penin-
sulas, where a friendly island blending
with shore line shuts them off from all
but the closest search—such places as
were sought by Bluebeard and Captain
Kidd, when they were wearied with
the importunate attentions of men-of-
war.

Notice the names of the Sounds. Any
one of these would have been worth a
dividend to the Grand Trunk Pacific:
Barclay, Clayoquot, Nootka, Kyuquot,
Quatsino.

First Discovered.

In 1520 Magellan rounded Cape Horn;
in 1578 Francis Drake coasted far
north in the Pacific, and, it is conjec-
tured, saw the coast of “what is now
British Columbia.

In 1592 Juan De Fuca, a Greek pilot,
is supposed to have discovered the
straits which bear his name. Then
these adventurers, and their successors
in office,. appear to have rested for
nearly 200 years, and at the expiration
of that time, Captain Barklay and his
wife came along and re-discovered the
Greek pilot’s strait. In the meantime,
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in 1774, Juan Perez discovered the
Queen Charlotte Islands, and in 1778
James Cook, in the Resolution, on his
third trip around the world, sailed into
Nootka Sound, and from amongst a
multitude of snug havens easily avail-
able, chose an insignificant cove on the
southeast end of Bligh Island, afford-
ing but slight protection against the
roll of the.ocean, and there tied up the
Resolution for rest and, refreshment.
Sailing northward when spring came,
Cook reached the base of Mount St.
Elias. From there getting into friend-
ly communication with Russian mili-
tary men and traders, he informed them
that they were living upon the conti-
Aent of America, he having, according
to his instructions from the Admiralty,
demonstrated this by examining every
creek and every bight, and even fresh
water rivers, which might possibly open
through into Hudson’s Bay. Cook's in-
formation, it is said, led the Russians
to cruise and establish posts far-to the
southward, gaining thereby a title to
the extended coast line, the loss of
which Canadians now so profoundly de-
plore. After this Cook sailed away to
the Sandwich Islands, and there, in an
attempt to cover the refreat of a boat’s
crew of sailors who had picked a quar-
rel on shore with the natives, he was
stabbed in the back, and fell with his
face in the water.
First Keel Laid.

In January, 1788, ten years later,
there arrived at Nootka two vessels, the
Felice and the Iphigenia. These ves-
sels belonged to John Cavallo, a Por-
tuguese merchant of Macao. The first
was commanded by John Meares, a half
pay lieutenant of the British navy; the
second by William Douglas, also a Brit-
ish subject.

These vessels flew the Portuguese fiag
and Mears carried orders, written in
Portuguese, instructing him “to oppose
with force any interference by Russian,
Spanish, or English vessels, and, if pos-
sible, to capture any such that he might
find on the coast of North America,
and bring them to Chind, that they
might be condemned by the Portuguese
authorities at Macao, and their crews
punished as pirates.”

The Felice, after a cruise on the
coast, arrived at Nootka on the 13th of
May., and Meares began- building a
small vessel, with which he julged he
could more safely and economically
than with his seagoing craft, carry on
a coasting trade.

The little nook between precipitous
bluffs, where now stands the Catholic
church and mission house at Friendly
Cove on Nootka Island, was Meares’
shipyard” In addition to the long shelv-
ing beach’ in front, about an acre of
ground, approximately level, was avail-
able, and here the cedars and alders
and sal-lal bushes were cleared away,
and the first keel of the home-built
?&Zy of the North Pacific coast, was
aid.

Local reports intimate that Meares
obtained his iron from the wreck of
one of his other vessels, but the printed
records do not confirm this. Better
evidence exists in another local tradi-
tion, which~is to the effect that his
ship-carpenters were Chinamen, and in
fact that the descendants of Chinamen
were recognizable in recent years
amongst she inhabitants of the Nootka
and Muchalet villages.

While the vessel was being = built
Meares went south, entered the Straits
of Juan de Fuca, and searched for the
mouth of the Columbia, which he did
not find. He bestowed the names of
Deception Bay and Cape Disappoint-
ment upon points on the coast of Ore-
8049, and noted in his log, “We can now
assert that no such river, as laid down
on Spanisn charts, exists.”

In September Meares was at Nootka
and witnessed the launching of the new’
vessel, which he named the Northwest
America.

01:1 the 24th of that month the Iphi-
genia arrived with a valuable collection
of furs, which Medres transferred to
bis own vessel, and, much elated,
sailed for Macao.

In October the Iphigenia and North-
west America sailed for the Sandwich
Islands. In the meantime two Ameri-
can vessels, a sloop commanded by
Captain Gray, and the Columbia of

In December Meares arrived in Macao
to find his employer, Cavello, bankrupt.

These vessels were commanded by
James Colnett, a half-pay British of-
ficer. ¥

At the suggestion of Meares a con-
solidation of interests was effected, ar}d

submitted a sort of compromise which
enabled Spain “to saye her face.”

A treaty dated 28th October, 1790,

two vessels, the Princess Royal and the
Argonaut, under Colnett, were
patched to Nootka, Meares remaining
as agent at Macao.

International Difficulties.

In the meantime Spain had addressed
to England and to Russia, strong re-
monstrances in regard to their occu-
pation of the northern coast, and the
viceroy of Mexico, in the interests of
his monarch, had dispatched a squad-
ron under Don_ Estevan Jose Martinez,
which had anchored at Nbotka.

The Iphigenia and Northwest had ar-
rived from the Sandwjch Islands in for-
lora. condition nine days before the ar-
rival of the Spanish squadron. On the
th of May, 1789, Martinez formally de-
clared the country to belong to Spain,
landed artillery and began the erection
of forts. For the first week, interna-
tional peace prevailed, the Spanish
choosing to regard the Macao vessels
as coasting vessels of a friendly power;
driven into one of his harbors by stress
of weather; and; he liberally furnished
stores ta, outfit’ the -Iphigenia.

Then Martinez found out about the
written instructions from Portugal,
which the Iphigenia had carried the
yvear before. He seized her, and put
officers and crew under arrest. Upon
the intercession of the American, Cap-
tain Hendrick, a truce was brought
about, the prisoners were liberatel, the
ship released, and -the officers of the
Iphigenia signed a statement to the
effect that they had not been interrupt-
ed and had received kin@ treatment
from the Spaniards.

In order to get to sea, however,
Douglas and Viana, the'captain and su-
percargo, were compelled by Martinez
to enter into a bond in which they en-
gaged themselves, and for Cavello, to
pay to the order of the viceroy -of Mex-
ico, the full value of the ship, in case
her capture should be pronounced legal.

The Princess Royal of the Associated
Company, arrived from Macao at Noot-
ka on June 16th, and brought news of
the failure of John Cavello. Upon hear-
ing this news, Martinez seized the
Northwest as security for the bills he
held. The crew of the Princess Royal
was well treated and in July she sailed
for a cruise. As she was leaving, ihe
Argcnaut came in, and Colnett -an-
nounced that he had come to take po-
session of Nootka for Great Britain,
and to erect a fort. The next day, in
the cabin of the Spanish flagship, In
the course of an animated dispute, Col-
nett drew his sword upon the Spanish
admiral. Martinez then seized the Ar-
gonaut and later the Princess Royal,
and sent the former with the crew of
both, to San Blas, Mexico. In Novem-
ber the crew of the Northwest was sent
to Macao, and shortly after Martinez
sailed for Mexico, leaving the American
Captain Kendrick alone on the coast.
In due course, the news of these events
reached Macao, and Meares, taking de-
positions from some seaman, posted
them to London, and asserted that in
1788 he had purchased from King Ma-
quinna, the monarch of Nootka, a vast
territory; that he had erected a fort,
cleared land, and built ships, all by
way of taking formal possession for
the British crown. He prayed for $653,-
000 indemnity from Spain.

War Averted.

In 1790 George III. sent a message to
the British parliament, detailing the
high-handed proceedings of the Spanish

warships, and announcing that
his Mujesty had directed bis
minister at Madrid to claim full
and adequate satisfaction. The

King “hoped that the tffair might ter-
minate in a manner to prevent grounds
of misunderstanding in the future, and
to continue and confirm that harmony
and friendship which happily subsisted
beiween the two courts.” Spain, in re-
ply, said she had ordered the wvessels
to be released, but asked Great Britain
to order that “the undoubted rights of
Spain” be respected in future. At this
critical moment France notified Great
Britain that she would support the
claim of Spain to all the west coast of
North America as far north as the
61st degree. Preparations for war were
made. But Spain had neither money
nor credit to carry on a conflict with
any hope of success, and the British

thing appears in this treaty whereby
Spain waived any pretentions to terri-
torial rights, or engaged to cede any
to Great Britain. The case of the gov-
ernment as against Spain, and the
value of the concessions covered by the
treaty, were strongly assailed in par-
liament by the then Jeader of the op-
position, Mr. Fox.

Tale of John Jewett. © |

Of the picturesque narratives' that
one hears at Nootka of incidents that
have occur(ed since its acquisition,
none is equal to the story of John Jew-

shire, England, in 1783, and who ship-
ped on the Boston, Captain John Salter,
as armorer, at $30 per month, in 1802.
In March, 1803 the Boston was in Noot-
ka Sound and anchored five miles feom
Friendly Cove at Marvina'’s harbor.
Here the captain 'was complimentéd
by 8 call from Chief Macquinna, WwWho
is described by Jewett, or perhaps by
Dr. Brown, his biographer (see the vol-
ume in the Provipcial Library) as six
feet high and straight as a willow. The
captain presented to the chief a zun,
which a few days later was brouzght
back by the chief, broken, with an ex-
planation of the damage which did not
commend itself to the captain’s belief.
Forgetting the dignity of his guest, and
perhaps depending too much upon the
chief’s ignorance of his language, the
captain pronounced him a liar, at the
same time, in petulant tones, directing
Jewett to repair the gun. In expiana-
tion of what followed, it may be men-
tioned here that later the chief allcged
an additional grievance against white
men in the shape of a blow he had
once received from a Spaniard.

On the 22nd of March some of the
Indians came on board the vessel and
reported that the salmon were biting
at Friendly Cove. With the captaia’s
permission, the mate and nine men i<ft
the wvessel in a boat to catch saimon.
Of the rest of the crew, about one-half
Janded at the mouth of a creek and
were engaged in “"ashing their clotass.
A few canoes gathered around the ship
and the Indian occupants suddenly
boarded hér and killed every man they
could find. Immediately landing, they
pursued the unarmed sallors who were
on the shore, into the thicket, and in
a few minutes killed them all. Then
they sent a few canoes in the direction
of Friendly Cove to meet the absent
boat’s crew, all of whom they-slaught-
ered. John Jewett received & slash on
the head amd fell down a hatchway,
from which he was later dragged to the
deck, where he was confronted - hy
‘Macquinna who had, lined up on deck,
the heads of 25 of his shipmates. The
chief who is represented as speaking
in broken English, said, “John, I speak;
you no say no, you say no, daggers
come.” The chief’s proposition was
that if John would swear to be his slave
for life he would be spared. He was
shown the 25 heads as proof that all his
shipmates had perished, and that he
had no help. to expect from any of
them.

Articles of capitulation having been
duly signed, Jewett found himself im-

at Nootka, via Fitzhugh Sound, on Lhe
28th August, 1792. Here he was met by
Senor Don-Juan Franeisco de lay Bo-
dega Quadra, who, on ‘behalf of Spain,
Wwas prepared to carryr out the treaty,
namely, to hand over g1l lands’ belong-
ing to Captain Meares; and to pay for
any property of his that had been de-
stroyed.

Meares' story of ill-treatment was
described by Quadra as a ¢himera; he
had never erected anything but'a
shack, the wood of which he had taken
away with him before Martinez ar-
rived; the Iphigenia w2s not an Eng-
lish vessel; Captains Colnett and Hud-
son had been resisted only when tiey
sought as representatives of Great Brit-
ain, to erect forts and factories; they
had not been treated with unnecessary
harshness. Moreover, Quadra invited
Vancouver to accompany him to the
royal residence of Macquinna at Tah-
shis, seven leagues up the sound, which
visit was duly paid on Tuesday, the
4th of September, 1792, when that mon-
arch positively declared that he had
never sold to Meares a foot of land,
and that Meares had never occupied
any of the country except the small
piece upon which the Northwest was
built. Upon this showing Quadra con-
sidered that Spain had no retribution
to make, nor damages to pay, and Van-
couver seems to have substantially ac-
cepted that view of the situation.
Quadra at the same time announced
that he was withdrawing his force from
Nootka to Fuca, and that “without
prejudice tothe 'legitimate rights of
Spain,” the English might occupy Noot-
ka. He agreed that Nootka was to be
the northerly limit of Spanish posses-
sions, and the territory beyond should
be considered neutral.

Satisfied with technical possession,
Vancouver immediately sailed away to
look for the mouth of the Columbia, a
quest in which he did not succeed. The
Spaniards never returned to‘ Nootka.
The~failure of their fortune=. in the

beach. Jewett-was soon informed that
his escape had not been accidenta’;
Macquinna having had opportunities of
observing his mechanical proficiency,
had spared him with an eye to his fu+
ture usefulness. The guns of the Bos-
ton were dragged out to the headlands
and Jewett was instructed to mount
them and see that they were in copdi-
tion to be served against invaders; he
was also required inmmediately to set
up his forge and work-bench, and be-
gin the manufacture of harpoons and
spear-heads for Macquinna, and, as
the king waxed luxurious through pros-
perity, he began to ‘place orders for
rings and bracelets, and these were
given precedence over the articles of
mera utility.

The Boston appears to have carried
a valuable cargo of merchandise, and
invitations having been sent qut to the
neighboring villages, a grand potlatch
was convened, attended, it is said, by
500 warriors, in which Macquinna gave
away 100 muskets, 100 mirrors, 400 yards
of cloth, and 20 casks of powder. On
the second night after the beaching of
the vessel word 'was brought to the
chief that ithe Boston was on fire. The
Indians had carried candles into the
hold of the vessel and left them where
they ignited the cargo. The chief hur-
rizd to the scene, but too late. The lo-
cal fire derartment was inefficient, or
the water pressure failed, and’ ‘the
Boston burned. One of the outcomes of
the fire was the discovery of another
survivor of the crew, one Thompson,
the sail-maker of the ship, who was
found in the hold rolled up in sail cloth.
The chief was about to order his cze-
cution when Jewett interposed. Dur-
ing the last eventful two days the
chief’s son, a bright 1ad, had been con-
tinually at Jewett’s elbow, and the two
had become fast friends. Jewett teld
the chief that the man found on the
ship .was his faher, and appealed to
the chief on the ground of the affec-
tion the chief had for his own son, to
spare him from the horror of seeing
his fathor killed. The chief regarded

Spanish Traces.

Traces of the Spanish occupation at
Nootka are still to be found; small
spaces levelled off on the rocky head-
lands which guard the entrance to
Friendly Cove, where once the artillery
stood; fragments of bricks three-quar-
ters of an inch in thickness, of which

DRIVING WHITE
LABOR FROM NORTH

William Sloan, M. P., Says Steps
Must Be Taken to Prevent
Japanese Immigration

“Unqualifiedly I am against the use of
Japanese or any other Oriental labor in
British Columbia. In my district the en-
croachments of the Japanese and the
gradual forcing out of white labor are o
be seen from the north to the south.
Gradually this change is being brought
about, and the pioneers are being elimin-
ated. TUnless the immigration of Japan-
ese is prevented—and steps must be taken
to that end—the men of that race would
soon control the labor market.”

This statement was made at Vancouver
on Wednesday by William Sloan, M. P.
for Comox-Atlin, following a conference
he had with Hon. Frank Oliver, minister
of the interior, and Messrs. R. G. Mac-
pherson, M. P. for Vancouver, and Ralph
Smith, M. P. for Nanaimo. The members
and Mr. Oliver had a lengthy discussion
relative to the influx of Japanese during
the past few months.

“The thin edge of the wedge of Ori-
ental labor in the placer mines of the

| North has been driven in the Atlin camp,

where the Japanese were introduced this
season,” continued Mr. Sloan. “The only
result of this must be the driving out of
the whites who pioneered that country
and made it what it is to-day.

“The coastline of my constituency,
which extends from Howe Sound north-
ward as far as the British Columbia
coast runs, is also flooded with Japanese
labor engaged in the fisheries, ""here, too,
the whites are gradually being driven out,
their places being taken by the Japanese.
The seriousness of the situation I thor-
oughly realize, and everything in my
power I will do to put a stop to the Jap-
anese invasion. The urgency of action is
now being impressed on the authorities
as never before, and I look for som= sat-
isfactory solution of the problem.

‘“We. British Columbians have for years
been boasting to the world of our natural
resourcés, and the potentialities of our
undeveloped wealth in mineral, timber
and fish; and if those natural resources
are not capable of- producing sufficient
wealth to support white labor, it is time
we ceased talking about them. However,
I know, and so does every white man in
this country, that we can support white
labor and that there is no necessity for
the introduction of'the Japanese coolie.
British Columbia has been pioneered by
the white men, and by them its develop-
ment must be continued.”

Fur Trader Who Arrives in Victoria
. Says Big Nuggets Have
Been Found There

Among the 750 passengers arriving
at Seattle from the north on the Vie-
torian on Sunday morning was ..
Klimesch, a fur boyer from Fort Scl-
kirk, at the mouth of the Peily river,
He has just completed a journey
through Alaska and the Yukon, going
as far north as Nome. He reports that
when he wag at Fairbanks there was a
strike on, and most of the people had
left-for the.Inocko river, where somes
big ‘nuggets had lately been found. The
scene of the find is five hundred miles
up the Inocko, and only two hundred
and fifty of this could be traversed by
steamers. The river was fairly alive
with craft of all descriptions, and
everyone wno could get away was
trushing in there.

Mr. Klimesch did met think there was
much to be made at Inocko, as the dirt
is only about three feet deep before
bedrock is struck. Very little work
can be done there before winter, and
he thinks most of the people who have
gone in will come out just as fast. The
Inocko river flows into the Yukon, near
the Holy Crosz mission.

This, according to Mr. Klimesch, has
been a poor year for furs, and the
prices are high accordingly. The small
furred animals of the north are being
killed off by men who set poison for
wolves. This is done so carelessly that
the smaller animals get it, and are
thus killed in large numbers. Trappers
do not often go out for bear in that
country,”as the fur is very short. The
black and brown varieties . are not
worth carrying five hundred miles over
the snow on a4 hand or dog sledge. The
Indians are afrald to kill the grizzlies,
the fear being largely a matter of su-
perstition that they will have il luck
if they kill the king of the north.

Mr. Klimesch came over from Seat-
tle this morning and intends spending
a few days in Victoria.

BQMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Domin-
fon Lands in Manitoba or the Northwest
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserv-
ed, may be homesteaded by any person
the sole head of a, family, or male over 18
years of age, to the extent of one-quarter
section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry must
be made in person by the applicant at the
office of the local Agent or Sub-Agent.
Entry by proxy may, however. be made
on certain conditions by the father,
mother, son, daughter, brother, or sister
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspection
made personally at any Sub-Agent's dffice
may be wired to the local agen:t by ihe
Sub-Agent. at the expense of the appli-
cant, and if the land applied for i{s vacant
on receipt of the telegram such applica-
tion is to have priority and the land will
be held until the necessary papers to com-
plete the transaction are received by mail

In case of ‘‘personation” thé entry will
be summarily cancelled and the applicant
will forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for inspectlon must be
made in person. The applicant must be
eligible for homestead entry, and only one
application for inspection will be received
from an individual until that application
has been disposed of,

A homesteader whose entry is in good
standing and not liable to cancellation,
may, subject to approval of Department,
relinquish it In favor of father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister, - if eligi~
ble, but to no one else, on-filing- declara-
tion of abandonment, b

Where an entry is summarily cancelled,
or voluntarily abandenéd, - subsequent to
institution. - of . caneellation, ;progeedings,
the applicant for' Inspection will be en-
titled to prior ri%ht of entry. °

Applicants for Ingpection must state In
what particulars the homesteader is in
default, and if subsequéntly the state-
ment is found to be imcorreet in material
particulars, the applicant will lose any
prior right of re-entry, should the land
become vacant, or-if entry has been
granted it may be summarily cancelled:”
DUTIES.—A. settler is required to per-
form the conditions under one of the fol-
lowing plans:— -

(1) At least six months* residenee upon
and cultivation of the land in each year
during the term of three years, -

(2) It the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader re-
sides upon a farm ‘In the vicinity of the
land entered for by such bomesteader the
requirement as to residence may be satis-
fled by such person residing with the
father or mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
him In the vicinity of his homestead, the
requirement may be satisfied by residence
upon such ;land.

Before making application for patent
the settler must give six months’ notice
in writing to the Commissioner of Domin-
fon Lands at Ottawa, of his intention to

BEYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
COAL.—Coal mining rights may be
leased for a period of twenty-one years at
an annual rental of $1 per acre. Not
more than 2,560 acres shall be leased to
one individual or company. A royalty
at the rate of five cents per ton shall be
collected on the merchantable coal mined.
QUARTZ.—A. person eighteen years of
age, or over, having dlscovered mineral in
place, may locate a .claim 1,500 x- 1,500

feet.

The fee for recording 2 claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on the
claim each year or paid to the mining
recorder in lieu thereof. When $500 has
been expended or paid, the locator may,
upén having a survey made, and upon
complying with other requirements, pur-
chage the land at $1 per acre.

The patent provides for the payment of
a royalty of 2% per cent. on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100
feet square; entry fee $5, renewable

vearlv.

An applicant may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at -the
discretion of the Minister of the Interior.

FIRST HEARING IN
THE POLICE COURT

Three Hours Spentiiﬁ Futile Argu-
ment Among Counsel--Ad-
journed Untii Monday.

Personalities and heated argument
were ‘the chief characteristics of the
opening hearing ‘in ‘the test cases
brought by the city against George
Gosnell and Charles Tulk, the respec-
tive owners of the Western and Hall
saloons, charging them with selling
liquor without a license. Nearly three
hours were spent by the opposing coun-
sel in arguing about the admission of
evidence by the prosecution on the
grounds of relevancy, the defence
claiming that the prosecution .should
first justify its admission before having
it ‘set on record, while the prosecution
claimed that the-testimony in question
was absolutely necessary to open the
case. Magistrate Hall finally ruled that
the evidence was admissable, the de-
fence entering a formal objection and,
upon the taking of the evidence, the
case was adjourned until Monday.

During the argument personalities
were very frequent between counsel.

Mr. Mann represented the city, while
the defence was in the hands of Frank
Higgins and G. H. Barnard. In open-
ing, Mr. Mann said that the prosecu-
tion was a curious one inasmuch as the
defendant was charged with selling
without a license whilst he had been is-
sued a license, or at least a document
purporting to be a license, by the city
treasurer. The ecity treasurer had is-
sued the license under the direction of
the board of licensing commissioners, to
whose instructions he was subservient.
The facts of the case, as-he would
show by evidence, were that, in the
case of Mr. Tulk, whose case he would
take first, the defendant had been noti-
filed to comply with the civic liquor li-
cense by-law by making his premises
conform to the provisions of that meas-
ure. The chief of police had made an
examination of the saloon and had re-
ported that it did not comply with the
by-law inasmuch as it was impossible
to have a clear view of the bar from
the outside. He would read the chief’s
report.

Mr. Higgins objected, claiming that
Mr. Mann was endeavoring to put 4n
evidence before the case was com-

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menced. Mr. Higgins proceeded to clte
law to the magistrate upon this point,
when the latter pointed out that Mr.
Higgins’ remarks were not in order.

‘“Yes, you are out of order,” interpo-
lated Mr. Mann, ‘“sit down, please.”

Mr. Higgins proceeded to argue that
the introduction of the report would be
irrelevant, when Mr. Mann again asked
him to sit down. “I wonder that the
court allows you to carry on so, Mr.
Higgins. You ought to be ashamed of
yourself,” was the city solicitor’s com-
ment. d {

Magistrate Hall over-ruled the objec-
tion. Mr. Mann then read the report,
which showed that the saloon had three
entrances, instead of one, and that it
did not comply with the regulations In
a number of other particulars. In con-
sequence of this fallure to comply, he
said, a notice was served on Mr. Tulk
to apply at the meeting of the license
commissioners, held in July, and theé
!icensee appeared. The license commlis-
sioners did not hear the complaint
against the saloon, but granted all the
renewals without inquiry. Mr. Mann
claimed that the license was therefore
illegally renewed, and was, by virtue of
the municipal clauses act, null and
void. He announced that the council
intended te take the matter to the up-
per court and would ask the magistrate
to state a case when the hearing was
concluded. He had only flve witnesses
to call.

Mr. Mann then called G. W. Fox, a
Vancouver police constable, to the wit-
ness stand. He sald that he would ex-
.amine the witness in regard to the In-
ternal arrangements of the HAall sa-
fon when the witness last visited it,

The defence objected strenuously to
this being done. Mr. Barnard said the
whole fight, as far as the present case
was concerned, was on this point, He
claimed that the introduction of such
evidence was not doing justice to the
defence*as it would go on record and
be sent to the upper court when the
casé was stated. He cited, in support
of his contention, the clause of the
Municipal Clauses Act dealing with
this point. He claimed that there was
nothing in the city’s by-law which
provided that a license should not be
granted because the licensee hHad not
complied with the by-law. The licens-
ing court alone had jurisdiction in re-
spect to adjudicating on the Ilicenses
and it must be proved that the by-law
has been infracted before the commis-
sioners can refuse a renewal. Before
Mr. Mann could introduce this evidence
he must first prove that it was reve-
lent.

For over an hour counsel argued
upon this pojnt, Mr. “Higgins also tak-
ing up the cudgels. He claimed that
the board’'s functions could not be
usurped by the magistrate,

Magistrate Hall said that he over-
ruled the objection. Jt was premature
for him to 'say whether the evidence
which Mr. Mann offered to produce
was relevent or not.

Mr. Mann said that the board of li-
censing commissioners had committed
a-breach of its duty in neglecting, or
even worse, refusing to inquire into
the liquor cases brought before them
at the last meeting.

Mr. Barnard—If the council would
spend more money on water and less
on whiskey’—

Mr. Mann—That comes very badly
from you, Mr. Barnard.

Magistrate Hall—-This is not a discus-
sion of the council merits and de-
merits Mr. Barnard. :

-Mr. Higgins continued to spgak on
the point, altheugh the ruling had
been given. “We request you, Your
Honor,” he said, ‘“to observe the or-
dinary rules of evidence’—

“Which are,” interpolated the magis-
trate, “that I do not decide a case until
I have heard the evidence.”

“Then I say, if you admit this evi-
dence,” replied Mr. Higgins, ‘“that you
are improperly usurping the functions
of the licensing board.”

“Don’t threaten the court,’” remarked
Mr. Mann to Mr. Higgins.

After a considerable amount of dis-
cussion the defence entered a .formal
objection to the magistrate’s ruling on
the ground that the evidence to be
taken was irrelevant.

Constable Fox then deposed to going
into the saloon with Constable McDon-
ald and purchasing drink. There were
several other men drinking in the bar
at 'the time.

Mr. Barnard asked for an adjourn-
ment until two weeks from Monday,
but Mr. Mann stated that he had in-
structions from the council to oppose
this adjournment. Finally, after a
considerable amount of acrimonious
argument had taker nlace. the case
was laid over until Monday arternoen.

DEATHS FROM
BUBONIC PLAGUE

OUTBREAK .REPORTED
IN SAN FRANCISCO

Steps Are Being Taken to Stamp
Out Disease--Campaign
Against Rats.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 17.—Bubonic
plague has broken out in San Fran-
cisco, and already deaths: have result-
ed from it. The first intimation of the
plague was received on Thursday from
San Francisco by the marine hospital
service. The telegram read:

“Three cases and death from plagne
in San Francisco. Diagnosis made
clinically and by stained smears from
epleen . and glands. No reasonable
doubt "as ‘to certainty of diganosis of
cases seen and verified by Long, in
conjunction with health officials., Cases
were found within two blocks of old
Chinatown.”

On receipt of this information in-
structions were sent to Surgeon’ Austin
to confer with the state and local au-
thorities and make a full report on the
measures adopted for the eradiation of
the plague. Surgeon Austin telegraph-
ed that two forei had been discovered,
that the local board had disinfected the
building and proposed a campaign
against rats. He said that the deaths
in the city had been verified, and that
a general disinfection of suspected dis-
tricts would begin. He asked for the
assistance of two officers as medical in-
spectors and one as a bacteriologist in
the state laboratory.
