Houston,
due :to an accident which happened to
kim while coupling some cars-at Welling-
ton, was well-timed, and legislative meas-
ures should be promptly introduced deal-
ing with the automatic railway-coupling
system, putting: in ‘operation ‘protective
enactments ;' whetebi @ghe .liyves: of em-
ployees may_beDetter safgguarded." In
England this automatic doupling ques-
tion has, from one éend of/the Kingdom
to the other, been presented through the
press mainly from the standpoint of the
wagon owner, and newspaper editors, an-
imated, no doubt; by the desire for:ex-
pert information to present to their read-
ers, have freely admitted such matter to
their columns. - 2 .

The railway companies in 1872 were
supposed to supply to the Board of Trade
information of all the accidents occurring
to ‘their servants. ' They gave totals,
which the Board of Trade more.than sus-
pected to be untrue, and took certain
measureés to prove them so. The Board
of Trade thereupon threatemed the Lan-
cashire & Yorkshire Railway that it
would be fined £100 for every case of
death which was found unrecorded, and
four cases to- start with  were notified.
The following year this railway actualy
returned 1,000 accidents-to its servants for
100 the year before, and at a bound near-
ly every other railway more or-less in-
creased their own.returns. By. 1882 :the
1ailways acknowledged to 1,677 shunting
accidents alorie, out of :a body: of 12,000
men, and the rallway Servants and the
press took it up and until 1887 the ques-
tion was a publi¢ one, more particularly
in: coupling ‘and uncoupling.. .’ -

In 1887 that blessed appliance the shunt-
ing pole became the accepted saftey ap-
pliance for shunting, and for a time pub-
lic denunciation of railways ceased. A
wonderful reduction in shunting acci-
dents was of course certain, but in five
years the annual returns had gone wup
to 45 per cent., and no less- that 2,086
shunters who reasonably might have ex-
pected immunity suffered accidents.

To fully understand. this serious state
‘of things it should be known that this
increase had occurred during a period of
constant and increasing care by railway
management and rallway offielals of all
grades, who had striven.to minimize the
danger by better reégulations, by leoser
chains, by better constructed wagons,
and, not least, with fuller and more gen-
eral Board of Trade supervision, justined
by the increasing use of this far-famed
shunting pole. ' In 1857 the ™ Board ' of.

“Trade,” cohivinced: that the rallways ‘werve;
1ot making a full discloshre, ghve a twist'

of the official screw. -At.once the 1568
shunting accidents of 1895 were found ‘to
be understated by nearly TV per cent., for
in 1896 they recorded no less than 2,684.

There has thus been completed evidence
that for a quarter of a century the truth
has been deliberately suppressed. The
recorded deaths by railways ‘from shunt-
ing are simply deaths acknowledged to.
Delegates from the Midland Railway.
Great Northern Railway, Great Western
Railway and Great Eastern Railway
were recently despatched to the.United
States to make inquiries regarding the
automatic coupling of railway wagons,
and upon their return (by the Cunard
steamer Lucania) stated that the Ameri-
can system of automatic coupling was no
better. than the method in use in Eng-
land. The accidents were still propor-
tionate to one-fifth of those arising from
shunting operations. The delegates, how-
ever, would not express themselves as to
whather they were in favor of automatic
Their report would be sub-
mitted to the TUnited States Railway
Companies Association.

Mr. Bell, general secretary of the Rail-
way ' Servants Union, “who also went to
the States on behalf‘of the men, returned
by the same vessel, and said that by au-
tomatic couplings there wWould be a’great
saving of life and limb, and c.e work-
ing expenses in’ favor of rallway com-
panies were reduced by its use, and at a
mass meeting of railway men held recént-

Fire Wipes Out a Japanese Vil-
lage--Uncensored' News
From Manila.

Advices brought by the steamer Kinshiu
Maru tell of an immense conflagration at
.Yamogata, Japan, which completely swep‘t
the village out of existence. Six hundred
buildings and eleven Buddh’'stic temples
und shrines were desiroyed. Numbers of
natives lost their lives. The conflagration
was caused by sparks from fireworks fail-
ing on the thatched. roofs of the bamboo
cottages.

According to news from Hongkong by the
steamer the. recent attack upon the British
flag and its defenders at Taipohu in the
Kowloon extension, has lorng heen premedi-
tated and pre-arranged. It is sald that
as early as last autumn leaders of the
Tried Soclety solicited subscriptions, and,
in order to coerce the natives, used threats:

‘““The proposal herewith submitted takes
its form as a resolution looking to action
outside the conference. The proposals
show ‘the earnest desire of the president
of tha United States for a permanent in-
ternational . tribunal:- for the: 'conduet of
arbitration between nations, and the wils
lingness of the president to aid in .ae
establishment of stch a tribunal ‘upon
the general lines indicated. The commis-
siofisrs from the United States are ready,
withouit insisting upon the form of their
own resolutions to try and ‘develop the
proposals hereafter submitted to the con-
ference, so that they shall embody what
is essential in this plan. It seems to the
United States commissioners  that it
oughi not be difficult to associate by spe-
cial arrangement, a plan for a perman-
ent.tribunal of arbitration embodying es-
sentials in the American resolution, with
the seyveral proposals as they may even-
tually be developed for mediation in var-
ious forms, international inquiry and ar-
bitration.

Company Ask for a'Fifty Years
Lease and Exemption
‘From Taxes.

The details of the proposal which Mr.
Henry Croft makes to the city, looking
to the reclamation of  the James Bay
flats and the construction of a bridge
across that bay 'in return for a lease,
wene disclosed at an.informal meeting
of the council this morning.

The Mayor presided, aud there were
also present Ald. Cameron, Humphrey,
Hayward, Beckwith, Brydon, Kinsman,
Williams, MacGregor, and Mr. Brad-
burn, city solicitor..”

Upon being asked to state the details
of his scheme, Mr. Croft commenced by
dwelling upon the unsavory and unsatis-
factory condition of the land which it is
contemplated o’ Jimprove: dn- thie scheme
under consideration.  He added that he
had just returned from California, and
the result of his observationsled him to
entertain the opinion ‘that ‘there was no
city on the Pacific Coast which offered
the same inducements as a residential
centre as Victoria, a statement which
was received with loud applause. He did
not hold the view of some that it woula
be the site of great smelters and similar
industries, because the conditions, in the
form of coal deposits, water power, etc.,
were not present. But he did believe
that in the years to come it would be-
come a meiropolitan and residential cen-
tre  to which the miners of the upper
country would come to live when their
fortunes were secured in the mines.
From - the number of inguiries ‘which
were now being received for mining pro-
perties he believed that the city and the
province was on the eve of a great boom
which would facilitate the conditions he
had outlined,

Mr. Croft then stated that on behalf
of clients in England he had a proposal
to make, and a number of improvements
to. suggest, in connection with the James
Bay flats, in return for which his com-

It made for them* it
was within twenty feet of one of them
when they shot it. ' That saved their
lives.. They ate it and it did them till
they came to my shanty. I gave them
somefthing to eat and started them up

vince of, British Columbia communicated to,
I!is Excellency the Governor-General. by’
the lLieut.-Goveruor on fhe 28th of April,
1897, stating thatithézIndians had become |
greatly disaffected - in consequénce .of :the
prohibition of the Potlatch, ard that the
ecforcement of the law was likely to caus2!
serious trouble, and ask'ng that the Domin-
fon govunment make a full enjuiry, with a
view, in the event of the grievance com-
plained of proving well-founded, t{o. the
immediate repeal of so much of the logls-
lation referred to as prohibited the custom.
An enquiry was accordingly made, but If
wds found Inadvisable to make any change.

I may add that reports frem our agents
g0 to show that the policy of patience In
ilie’ education of the Indian has been suc-
cessful, and the’ festivals, when heid, are
gradually assuming a character of hirmless
social gatherings from which the most ob-
jectionable featurés have disappeared, and
the giving away of articles has been, 'in
the main, confined to the relief of the aged
and destitute. -

There may, of course, have been some-
thing <o’ objectionable at the potlatches
referred to by the petitioners’ as to call
for interference, or the time may bave ar-
rived ‘it their district when public opin‘on
would justify the strict enforcement of the
law.

As soon, howewr. as. Mr. Vowell’s report
bas -been. received I shall be in a position
to determine as to the action which should
be taken.

He says
the people above Cape: Nome on the
Sinook river, who went in from Port
Clarence last fall, have never left there,
but have been -engaged in getting out
logs and whipsawing lumber for cahbins,
sluice boxes, ete. The party numbers
twenty-two,  and. in lesters written to
friends at- St. Michael the membeérs ex-
press the opinion that the country *‘is
good enough” for them, They say four
districts have been laid out;, - twenty
miles square, commencing from the
military reservation fronting along the
sea. . ; .
According to a latter received yester~
day a request was sent to- Capt. Walk-
er, stationed at St. Michael, January 15,
to send a force to preserve order in the
Cape Nome district, it having been re-
ported that there was. considerable claim
jumping, and that as a result bloodshed
was liable, Capt. .

The Sorby
Gommittee

The Government Will Be Asked
to Defray the Cost of
Harbor Borings.

'Mr. Sorby Authorized to Pro-

ceed "to Ottawa
at Once.

The committee to which has been dele-
gated the duty of investigating the Sor-
by scheme held a meeting yesterday at
which sufficient business to detain the
committee about half an hour was trans-
acted. Treble that time, however, was
consumed, most of it being taken up in
drafting a resolution asking the govern-
ment to defray the cost of the boreings.

His Worship the Mayor presided, and
there were also present Ald. MacGregor,
Biydon and Hayward, Capt. J. G. Cox,
Messrs. B. W. Pearse, T. B. Hall, C. A.
 Holland, Gavin H. Burns and C. F.

The first business to come before the
meeting was introduced by the reading
of several telegrams which had passed
between the committee and = Senator
Templeman. These were as follows:

Ottgwa, May, 25th; 1899.
Mayor Redfern, Victoria:

“Sir Louis Davies says deputation can
have interview either with Mr. Tarte or
himself or other ministers of govern-
ment at any time after arrival bere.
Consult your own convenience.”

Wm. Templeman.

To this the Mayor replied:

“If city sends Mr, Sorby to Ottawa
now. can ministers give him sufficient
time to lay scheme fully before them
and explain all details?”

Senator Templeman replied:

“Certainly Sorby. will get the time ne-
cessary. He may have to wait few days
to get ministers disengaged but there is
no doubt he will be fully heard.”

Mr. B. W. Pearse, for the engineer-
ing committee, said that while his com-
mittee had no formal report to submit
he might give. the result of their labor.

A letter
was then read from Mr, Gore in which
the writer said he would be unabie to
proceed until he had secured the -tools
from Mr. Roy.
five scetions of forty feet each.

This brought up the question of the
smallness of the appropriation recom-
mended by Mr. Roy and ask for by the
committtee for borings, several of the
members expressing the : opinion that
$400 was altogether inadequate for the
punpose. Mr. Pearse observed that the
whole success of the scheme depended
on the result of the borings, and-that
such result would be the first thing
asked for by Mr. Tarte when they went
before him.

Ald. MaeGregor: failed to see why; in
face of the telegrams, the committee
should delay in sending Mr. Sorby to Ot-
tawa. Ald. Hayward said it would be
money well spent. C. A. Holland and
G. Burps expressed the same view. In
the ~discassion, Ald. Hayward said it
was evident the preliminary inquiry was
going to cost much more than was an-'
ticipated. Mz, Burns said that perhaps
the government might be induced to
bear the expense of the preliminary in-
quiry, and T. B. Hall suggested asking
them to do so out of the unexpended ap-
gropriation of $10,000 for Victoria har-
or.

Mr. B. W. Pearse moved, seconded
by Capt. Cox, “this preliminary investi-
gating committee .of the Sorby scheme
for the improvement of the Victoria har-
borfi urge upon the Dominion govern-
ment through our representatives at
Ottawa the desirability of making the
borings which may be necessary to en-
able thHe resident engineer or other of-
ficer to make proper calculations, based
on reliable data, of the cost of the work
proposed in said scheme, and that the
cost of this work of boring and other
calculations involved be charged to the
appropriation made by the Dominion
government for the improvement of Vie-
toria harbor.”

The resolution was carried without
dissent and was crdered to be sent to
Senators Templeman, Reed and Me-
Donald, and to Messrs. Prior, Earle,
MclInnes, Bostock,. Maxwell, Morrison
and Sir Chas. Hibbert Tupper.

It was then moved by Ald. Brydon
and seconded by Mr. G. H. Burns that
Mr, Sosby be despatched to Ottawa te lay
his scheme before the ministers and that
$600 be placed at his disposal.

Mr. Pearse wanted the appropriation
amended to $500 for two reasons. In
the first place he considered that amount
sufficient and secondly a considerable
sum had slready been expended out of the
$600 appropriated. This view did not
meet with the approval of the commit-
