The election in Newfoundland brought
to a close one of the keenest and bitter-
est campaigns in recent years. The so-
called Liberal Government, led by Sir
Robert Bond, has been in power for two
terms, eight years. At last election, four
years ago, they carried the country by
a sweeping majority, winning 30 seats out
of 36. A year ago, Sir Edward Morris,
admittedly a man with a large personal
following, who was regarded as Sir Robert
Bond’s lieutenant and held the portfolio
‘of Minister of Justice, resigned and threw
in his lot with the Opposition. This led
to the formation of the old Conservative,
or Tory, party, and some of the Liberals.
' “The Liberal leader, Sir, Robert Bond,

has simply confined himself to trying to
win his own constituency, Twillingate. Sir
Pdward Morris, who leads the People’s
Party, has gone all over the Island, ad-
dressing meetings in nearly every constiu-
ency. It is conceded that Mr. Bond will
carry his seat, and Mr. Morris has car-
ried his, St. John’s West.

The issues are purely local, and not
very clearly defined. There are people
who favor what one party advocates, and
yet will vote for the other. The People’s
Party have issued a platform, but the

to it, or to the policy of progress laid
down in it. In fact, some of the planks
in the Opposition platform : are openly
advocated by Government supporters.

The ballot is practically the same as
that used in Canada. There is universal
suffrage. Every British subject who has
resided in the colony for two years, and
is 21 years of age, can vote. The metnou
of carrying on elections is just about the
same as in Canada, with one important
exception—the way of‘\counting. The poll
is open from 8 in the morning until 8 at
night. When the close comes the ballot
box is not opened, but is sent to the chief
returning officer. When all the polls of
a district have sent in their ballot boxes,
the returning officer opens them and
turns out all the ballots. Then they are
counted en masse. Thus it is impossible
to tell how any particular poll stood. As
none of the boxes of a constituency are
opened until all are received, it will like-
or five days before the result of  today's
of toda’s election will be known.

_This is the most important thing 'de-
cided by the people at the ballot box
yesterday as the culmination of one of
the most remarkable political campaigns
in the history of the Republic.

William Jennings Bryan of Nebraska,
the Democratic candidate, went down be-
fore the storm of ballots, in the ‘third
defeat of his life’s ambition to occupy
the White House. With him in his ill-
fortune went down John W. Kern of
Indiana, candidate for the Vice-Presi-
dency. e
. Returns received up to 8 a.m. today
indicate that Mr. Taft would have at
least 208 electoral votes and as the de-
tails came in increasing fullness from the
west, it began to look as if he might
have considerably more than that, might
reach the 325 claimed as assured to him
in the ante-election forecasts of Chair-
man Hitcheock of the Republican Nation-
al Committee, or possibly even approxi-
mate the 336 achieved in 1904 by Mr.
Roosevelt, The number necessary  to &
choice is 242.

WESTERN TOWNS
" CRYING FOR
COAL

There is’ a Decided Fue!
Shortage in Many Western
Centres—Scarcity of Cars
Makes Relief Impossible.

Winnipeg, Man., Nov. 4 (Special).—Still the
cry of a coal shortage comes from Western
towns with an appeal for cars which it is
impossible to supply. Coal stocks at Fort
William and Port Arthur are ample for all
the requirements and if Western centres are
short it is claimed that they alone are to
blame, as they were repeatedly warned to
stock up before the rush of fall began.

Now the loading facilities at Fort William
are entirely inadequate to meet the demands
and wholesale dealers are over four hundred
cars behind in their orders as a result. It
may be weeke before some of the outside
deliveries will be able to have their orders
filled, under the conditions' as at present. If
there is any suffering, which is improbable,
the people will have only their local dealers

to blame; so the railways claim. Anthracite
prices are unchanged at $10.00 per ton, a fig-
ure which has prevailed for several years
past.

The action was preferred by Mrs. Wills,
widow of William Wills, against her step-
son, Harvey C. Wills, for the amount of
$334.59 alleged to be due the plaintiff for
washing, knitting and mending defend-
ant’s clothes for nine years. :

J. M. Price represented the plaintiff
and J. B. M. Baxter the defendant,

The plaintiff in her testimony, declar-
ed that the defendant repeatedly inform-
ed her that he weuld not keep her in
the house bequeathed him by his father
unless she would eject her invalid daugh-
ter, and this she characterized as an in-
sult on her honor to throw her daughter
on the mercy of the world. Her uau_gh-
ter, who has since died, was suffering
from a mental affliction.

Mr. Baxter objected to Mr. Price ques-
tioning his client relative to the nature
of the washing, but the objection-was dis-
allowed. She said the washing was ex-
tremely arduous, as the clothes were not
changed, and were Vvery unclean. Hf: was
engaged in driving, and therefore his ap-
parel was thick.

The witness married her late husband
He owned the house
and on his death 18 months ago willed
the dwelling to the defendant, making
provision for the plaintiff, who was to
be maintained by the som and have a
room. Last September she went to Bos-
ton on a visit and in response to a tele-
gram from her daughter, she returned to
discover a padlock on the door, and
before she could gain possession of her
property inside she was compelled to re-
linquish the key she carried. She has so-
journed with friends since. The defend-
ant has rented the lower flat, and now
occupies the upper story, and the tenants
are using a kitchen range which her hus-
band presented her with three years ago
as a Christmds token.

In reply to a query from His Honor,
the witness said she meditated entering
suit against her stepson prior to the quar-
rel concerning her daughter. “I don’t
know why my late husband deceived me
so in giving her nothing” said the wit-
ness. His Honor remarked that it was
strange she did not press her claim for
fifty cents per week before this.

Her husband frequently told her that
she was certain of a home, but after his
death, the son bluntly told hee.  “Oh,
that’s only word of mouth, that’s no

over nine years ago.

good.” Her husband borrowed %539 from
the witness, and never repaid the loan.

The evidence of the plaintiff concluded
her case, and in his own behalf the de-
fendant testified. He said he is. a son of
the late William Wills and conducts a
trucking business under the name of
Wills' Express, with headquarters in
West Ind.

When hix father wedded for the second
time, he was 20 years old. His father
was 71 years old when he died. The wit-
ness denied telling the plaintiff he was
paid wages by his father, as all he re-
ceived was pocket money, board and
clothes for his work.

He made the emphatic statement that
the plaintifi never mended or darned his
clothes as he attended to that himself and
neither did she knit wollen hose for him
as he wore readymade light stockings. He
never asked Mrs. Wills to do this in di-
rect contradiction of testimony given by
the plaintifi. He did mot know she had
entered a claim for $334.59 until he receiv-
ed a bill from Mr. Price.

Mr. Baxter at this point walked over to
Mr. Price’s section of the barrister’s table
in the court room and after showing a
paper to the latter read it into evidence.

Mr. Price protested vainly against this
action but the opposing council had com-
plied with the requirements of the court
etiquette which demand that the docu-
ment be seen by the opposing attorney be-
fore being legally entitled to being placed
in evidence. :

The witness continuing stated that he
thought he had no right to care for the
daughter. He eaid he was and is yet will-
ing to abide by the provisions of his fath-
er’s will. He considered that did not pro-
fit as greatly as he should.

Mr. Price said the defence was seek-
ing to create the impression that the de-
fendant did not get anything and design-
ated Mr. Baxter’s attempt to object to
the witness etating the amount of rent he
receives now from his tenants “as a bluff.”

In rebuttal the plaintiff swore that the
defendant did wear woollen socks.

Judge Forbes after the counsel had con-
sented to eliminate the usual addresses
rendered a verdict for the defendant. He
suggested that the kitchen range be sold
to the defendant for $15 and the latter
ascented. Price and.Baxter again clashed
over this point. The latter defied the for-
mer to institute proceedings to regain the
stove but on condition that an equity
suit, which is pending be dropped the set-
tlement was agreed upon. Court ad-
journed until this afternoon.

White River Jct., Vt.—A reduction in
the Republican vote and a substantial
gain in the Democratic poll over that of
four years ago is shown in the returns
from the presidential election in Vermont
received up to 9.45 p.m.

EDMUNDSTON MAN.
FALLS INTO
GuULCH
William Delaney While Chasingl

Moese Piuriged Over Bank
and was Insensible for Hours

Moxie, Me., Nov. 3.—William Delaney,
of Edmundston (N. B.), is in the ‘Davis
sporting camp over in Kingsbury planta-
tion, suffering from injuries from which it
is believed that he cannot recover. De-
laney was out Saturday in the woods be-
tween Moxie and Shirley bog, and while
after a moose walked over the edge of &
gulch which is heavily shrouded in alder
growth, tumbling to the bottom, a dis-
tance of 50 feet. He was insensible sever-
al hours.

Snow fell during the afternoon and De-
laney was revived by its coolness when
it had nearly enveloped him. As his rifle
lay near him, he loaded and discharged it
at intervals until his ammunition was
gone. Soon after the discharge of the last
cartridge, Delaney heard a shoub- from
above, and he had strength enough left to
answer. : ;
Forrest Williams and Daniel Somers were
on the edge of the cliff and they could
easily discern the path made by Delaney.
when he fell through’ the alders. Williams

injured man and then traveled more than
a mile before finding a place where they
could safely descend to the bottom of the
gulch.

Delaney’s right leg is broken above the
knee, two ribs on the left side and one rib
on the right side are fractured, the left
shoulder blade is broken, the left arm
fractured above the elbow, a deep wound
appears on the right cheek and there are
two bad scalp wounds. Williams and Som-
ers rigged a stretcher out of rifles and
boughs and removed the injured man to
the Davis camp, nearly three miles dis-
tant.

IMPERIAL DEFENCE

Lord Milner’s visit to Canada has de-
veloped a new interest in the subject
of imperial defence. The great pro-con-
sul recognises that a scheme involving
contributions from the overeea states, to
be controlled and expended by the im-
perial authorities is not practicable. On
this point the Montreal Star says:

«Tt would undoubetedly be better strat-
egically for instance, as Lord Milner ad-
mits, if the Empire could have only a
single big navy. But Lord Milner said
in Toronto that he ‘felt the political ob-
jections 'to thie policy strongly.” He
knows that if you were to say, for ex-
ample, to the people of Australia today:
‘Pass as big a vote as you can to be eent
overseas to the British Admirality to be
there used to etrengthen the Imperial
fleet,’ you would only get a fraction of
the money which Australia is now voting
gladly to build a navy of her own, which
js to cruise in her home waters and pro-
tect her shores against possible Asiatic
land hunger. :

“Tord Milner saye that ‘it is not a
question of shifting burdens, but of de-
veloping fresh centres of strength.” That
is the role which the Colonies will aspire
to play. They will like best to add to
the power of the Empire and not mere-
ly to lift a few pounds from the presum-
ably tired shoulders of a ‘weary Titan.’
It is not that we would not come to the
help of the Motherland if she needed it;
but we prefer to think that she does not
ask to be relieved of any share of her
task, but merely suggests that, if we all
lifted together, we ceuld lift far more.
Then this way of looking at it makes it
possible for us to waste a few ounces of
our strength in taking the non-strategic
method of separate establishments—a
method which will eventually be of great-
er value to the Empire as a whole. All
this, however, implies the working out
of our co-operative machinery as we go
along.  That is, it implies that the Em-
pire is to be in the future what it has
been in the past—a growth.”

In this connection the Vancouver World
of recent date takes note of a bill in-
troduced by the Australian governmlent to
enforce military training upon all citizens
capable of bearing arms. We quote:

“The Defence Bill establishes a First
National Guard consisting of compulsory
trained men and such existing militia as
the Minister chooses to retain, and a
Second Reserve Force consisting of the
members of the rifle clubs and all other
resident male British subjects under 60
years of age” The bill ‘ordains compul-
sory training as follows: For cadets, from
12 to 18 years of age, one hour a week
and four clear days yearly in addition;
for youths from 18 to 25, during the first
three years 18 clear days a year, and dur-
ing the next five years seven clear days,
but recruits for the navy, artillery, and
the engineers serve 28 days for the first
five years and seven days for the next
three years, Sundays not being counted.
At the end of each year’s training those
not efficient, either because of non-attend-
ance or want of proficiency, become liable
to additional training for a similar length
of time. Employers hindering or penaliz-
ing employes liable to eerve are fined

£100. Persons evading service are dis-
qualified from voting and receiving pen-

persons convicted of infamous crimes are
not allowed to serve. The Governor-Gen-
eral is empowered to prescribe the dis-
tricts within which training is to be en-
forced. Thus, residents in sparcely set-
tled districts, though liable, need not be
called up for training’ It is understood
that ‘in allotting recruits to the services
the navy’s requirements will be satisfied
fist.” The Bill takes power to prescribe
that Australians serving outside Australia

Mr. Bryan has failed for the third time,
but his defeat was not a rout.

But the
people are not yet satisfied that he would
not, if they made him president, prove still
too radical for the good of the country.
Moreover there was a degree of indefini-
teness in his declarations of policy which
did not commend them to an eminently
practical nation. Mr. Bryan may yet be
president, for he is still a young man, but
times must change and he must change
with them. .

All friends of good government will re-
joice in the re-election of Governor Hughes
of New York, a fearless and an upright
man, whose uncompromising hostility to
vice has made him a national figure. The
most determined and unscrupulous efforts
were made to bring about his defeat, but
the sober thought of the great mass of
the people stamped him as etill the man
of the hour.

One of the odd features of the presiden-
tial fight was that the Republicans lost
grounh in the middle west, but made some
gains in the south. Their great victory
in Massachusetts, coming within 387 votes
of carrying even the city of Boston for
Taft, was also unexpected.

The senate and house of representatives
remain Republican, with apparently little
change between the parties.

A despatch this morning states that Mr.
Taft has exceeded Mr. Roosevelt’s plural-
ity in New Jersey and Massachusetts as
well as in New York. In Minnesota Taft
received a majority, although the Demo-
eratic governor, John A. Johnson, was re-
elected for a third term. Several states in
the- middle west appear to have elected
Democratic governors, though giving their
presidential votes to Taft.

The vote polled by the Hearst Indepen-
dent, Prohibition, Socialist and Labor can-
didates for the. presidency cut so small a
figure that they are scarcely noted at all
in the general despatches. It was a fight
between the old parties and the party of
constructive and progressive policy won
with ease.

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NEWFOUNDLAND ELECTIONS

The returns so far received from New-
foundland seem to indicate the defeat of
the government, although that result is
not assured. It is clear that the opposi-
tion have made great gains. In the last
general clections they carried only six seats
out of thirtysix, while of eleven con-
stituences heard from up to last might
they had carried eight.” As a change of
one thousand votes in 1904 would have de-
feated the government, despite its greal
majority in the house, it is quite possible
that the opposition will win. Of the is-
sues in the campaign, and the affairs of
the island generally a writer in the Tor-
onto News says:

“The party in power is led by Sir Rob-
ert Bond, who relies for re-election large-
ly upon his success in dealing with the
fisheries question as it affects Newfound-
land in relation to Great Britain and Ca|
nada afd the United States.

Opposed to Sir
Robert Bond in the People’s Party led by
Sir Edward Morris.

The de-
velopment of the island, it is claimed, is
much below what it should be. Both par-
\ties are opposed to confederation with
Canada. The population of the island
proper is about 230,000, or. considerably
less than that of the city of Toronto,
while there are possibly 10,000 more scat-
tered along the ene thousand miles of
Labrador coast and in the back country
adjacent thereto. There are about 600
miles of railway in Newfoundland, and of
late years there has been comsiderable de-
velopment of mining and pulpwood inter-
ests. Doubltless confederation with Ca-
nada will come but it will only come when
the people of Newfoundland are themselves
thoroughly satisfied that that is the best
course.” "

We went and
were surprised to find every one that was

My uncle said that when he told Ruth
that the next day he was going to ask her
father’s permission to marry her, she
said, “Look up to my window at ten
o'clock tomorrow, and then, if you still
wish to do so, go to my father; if not,
go away and my best wishes will go with
you.” I looked up at her window, as she
told me to do, and there stood Ruth with-
out her wig, and in five minutes I had
her father’s consent to our marriage. He
eaid, “Have you seen Ruth this morn-
ing?” I said, “Yes.” He said, “It’s all
right then! God bless you both.”

The incident drew us close together. Af-
ter that we were better friends than if
my Aunt Ruth had had the wealth of
Stephen Girard and the hair of all the
Sutherland Sisters. I never saw a frown
on her face—never heard her speak a
petulant or angry word,

My grandmother and my Aunt Ruth
and my uncle and two of their children
“went home” many a year ago. Aside
from myself, few live who remember
them.. The little grove where my grand-
father was buried is sacred to them all.
The places where the dead rest are holy,
even to those who knew them not.
