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The Salvation Army Noisos.

Action has been taken against a
member of the Salvation Army in
Chatham with a view ot having the
by-law against street-noises “calcul-
ated to disturb and the in-
habitants” enforced. The evidence
and other proceedings at the Police

annoy

Court are given in another column.
Judging from the remarks of Mr
Thomson Q. C., who occupies, to say
the least, a peculiar position in the
matter and of Mr. Adawms, both of
whom appeared for the defence, there
seems to be an idea prevailing, to
some extent, at least, that the DBy-
laws do not apply to those who claim
to be acting in the name of religion.

That there is a false and unhealthy
of sympathy abroad
in reference to the Army’s noises and

sentiment

doings, generally, is evident from the
fact that one local paper undertook to
pre-judge the case while it was pend-
ing before the court, and also mani-
fest in the influences by which per-
sons who had been outspoken in con-

demnation of the noises referred to,

were induced to absent themselves
when wanted as witnesses.  How-
ever, the evidence is now under
consideration of the Police DMagis-
trate, and his decisior i3 awaited
with interest. While it would be
highly improper for us, at this time,
to pronounce on the merits of this
particular case, we think the tollow-
ing from the Advocate in reference to
the subject of the Army’s noises gen-
erally will be approved:—

But there is one undesirable though
important, consideration forced upon
the public in connection with the work
of the Army, and that is, how much
do the religious practices of these
people interfere with the rights of
others and with the peace of the com-
munity? In this connection much can
be said against the Army. Though the
good they do will be pretty freely ad-
mitted, yet the noise, the inconveni-
ence and danger to the public that are
occasioned by their methods of work
‘become justly a matter of serious con-
sideration by the community, ani one
which the salvationists would be wise
to recognise. Enough has occurred to
show that the danger of serious acci-
dents happening through horses becom-
ing frightened by the noise of the
drum is very great. It is also rightly
important to consider how far the ser-
vices of other religious bodies can be
disturbed by these parades, and how
much a person prostrated by sickness
can be forced to bear from the daily
uproars of the drum. These are mat-
ters which sooner or Jater will press
themselves for consideration on every
community where a branch of the
Army is established, and regarding
which the Army will probably have to
effect a settlement by a considerable
compromise. It would therefore show
much wisdom on the part of the Army
oflicers if they would pare down the
sharp edges of those practices which
clash with the rights of individuals
and the public safety. Their zeal for
doing good could take a milder form
and still lose none of its effectiveness.
Our advice to them is, and we believe
it to'be in the best interest of Salva
tion Army work, to throw away the
big drum and go- milder on the tam-
bourine. The cause would receive a
greater impetus and be backed by a
broader public sanction than heretofore.
The Army’s victories would be greater.
Asit isnow, the often times ruthless,
reckless, - indiscriminative use of the
drum is only putting serious obstacles
in tho way of the Salvationists’ success.
We would like to see the Army get its
proper amount of sympathy from the
public and the public 1ts proper amount
of consideration from the Army.

The above is exactly on the line
pursued by the Police Committee of
Chatham. The committee, after the
child was run over, placed that event
and the general effect of the drum-
beating before the person in charge
of the Army here and, in a personal
interview, reasoned the matter with
her. She was told that it was not
intended to interfere with the
Army’s marching, tambourines, sing-
ing or even the torches, because, so
far no complaint had bcen
against them, but because

to stop it. The result was the bold-
est defiance, followed by the com-
plaint now pending for judgment.

Singular Exparionco.

On Saturday 24th Sept. Mr T. V,
Woolrich undertook to walk from Mount
Uuniacke Halifax Co., N. 8. through the
woods to a farm, known as Lakelands,
which he proposed purchasing.

was lost, and, although tired and hungry,
he pushed forward untll night fall, when
he reluctantly prepared to sleep in the
open air. For the seven succeeding days
he wandered about, endeavoring to reach
the railway, having heard the whistle of
tle engine. On Sunday he gained the
track, but being weak and exhausted from
his long fast and fruitless march, he lay
helplessly on the embankment until Tues-
day, when he succeeded in attracting the
attention of the hands on a passing freight
train.  Mr. Woolrich’s experiences in the
wilds of Nova Scotia are scarcely to be
credited, seeing that at no time during
the ten days could he have been more
than two miles from the public road or
railway track.

A Boy-Regimont.

One of the most interesting features of
the autumn manceuvres of the French
armny was the march of the school boy
scldiers, 1000 strong, from Amiens in to
Paris, a distance of 80 miles. The ‘‘bold
soger boys,” did the jonrney in eight days,
and looked the picture of vigorous health
and happiness, after finishing their last ten
miles, from Montmorency to Paris, on
Sunday morning The lads vary in
age from 11 to 16, and are equipped and
officered like a real regimeat. They re-
turned by train to the capital of Picardy.
At each halt in the route they were
treated as a branch of the line; on enter.
ing a town they announced their approach
by bugles and beat of drums, An advance
guard had secured board and lodgings for
the heroes, and on the arrival of the rank
and file their billets were in applepie order,
and also their letters from home and the
girls they left behind them. Wherever
any members of the regular army encoun-
tered their juvenile comrades military
salutes were gravely exchanged. The
greatest dangers the warriors in passe ran
consisted in being stuffed to death by pre.
sents from the inhabitants of the villages
through which they marched. Their offi.
cers must have had to frequently tarn a
blind eye to uniforms
cake crumbs, instead of dust. On the
matter of drink, the regulation was as
strictly observed as any blue ribbonist
could wish, When the lads arrived in a
village for the night there was a perfect
rash on the part of the inhabitants to the
mayor’s office to lLiave a soldier billeted on
them, and the little stranger was in every
case not only a welcome, but an honored
guest. Young girls could be seen carry.

Gzowalki Shifting Ordnauce
Competition.

The Canadian Militic Gazette of 29th
ult., contains the official returns of the
above competition, which show that the
Newcastle Field Battery stood fourth on
the list of the thirteen compsting Bat-
teries. It will be remembered that the
test was not by one sub-division from each
battery, but by the average time of four
sub-divisions. The Ottawa, Durham and
Hamilton batteries stood first, in the
order given, their average time being
2 min. 22.75 sec., 2 min. 22.95 sec. and
2 min. 31 sec., respectively. Newecastle
Battery’s average time was 2 min. 42 sec.,
followed by the other Batteries of the
Dominion, excepting Winunipeg, Rich-
inond, Shefford and Woodstock, which
did not compete. Singularly enough,
Kingston Battery was at the foot of the
list, its average time being 3 min. 49 35
sec. The result is very creditable to the
Newcastle men, as they went into the

The Drum-Beating Case.

The case of the Queen on the complaint
of D. G. Smith, councillor for the Parish
of Chatham, acting in behalf of the police
committes of the town, vs Volpi Luigi,
was begun before Police Magistrate
Murray at the Police court, Chatbam, on
Friday last. The complaint was for a
violation of the 2nd section of the Muni-
cipal By-law entitled ‘Perservation of
rder,” which reads as follows:—

“That whoever shall shout or make any
unusual noise in, or upon any of the
streets, -highways, lanes, squares or
wharves of the County calculated to dis-
turb or annoy the inhabitants, shall be lia-
ble to apenalty of $4 for each offence, and
should such shouting or noise occur in the
night time, the person offending shall be
liabla to a penalty of $8 for each offence.”

L. J. Tweedie, Esq., appeared for the
prosecution, Sam’l Thomson, Esq., Q. C.,
clerk of the Peace, and M. Adams, Esq..
appearing for the defence.

The charge, in brief, was that the de-
fendant, by the beating of a drum on the
public street, caused annoyance and dis-
turbance as contemplated by the by-law,
by frightening horses, etc.

The defendant after the charge had besn
read over to him, pleaded not guilty.

The first witoess called was Bartho-
lemew Stapledon who deposed that he
saw defendant on the night of 10th Sep-
tember last. Saw him ftirst on Water
treet, near the weigh Scales. He was
p his kinees and witness supposed he was
raying; saw him after that beating the
alvation Army drum on Water Street.
Defendant’s counsel claimed that as the !
complaint was for beating a drum on
Duke Strest, the prosecution must confine
itself to that street, evidence to prove
drum-beating on any other street not be-
ing admissible.

He said that if
the Ruman Catholics of Chatham were
to turn out to march in procession with
a band of music the prosecutor in this
case would not dare to interfere with
them, and he appealed to his good
sense and judgment to withdraw this
sutt and not haveit said that religious
freedom was attacked by the authorities
of the town.

Mr Thomson also addressed the
Court arguing that the section of the
by-laws under which the proceedings
was taken was an old one made before
the Army was organised and not in-
tended to apply to them or to present
conditions in the county. He said the
church of England and Methodists
were introducing drums in their work,
in imitation of the Salvation Army and
no one thought of interfering with
them. (There was no evidence of the
noise made by the Army being an un-
usual one, but it had been proved that
the Army had been making it for two
years. There was nothing in the in.
tention or letter of the law to prevent

| the Army or any other religious body

from marching or beating their drums,
and it was an attack of their rights and
the rights of the subject under the
constitution to institute proceedings
such as these.

Mr. Tweedie congratulated Messrs.
Adams and Thompson on the length of
their speechos and said that they might
sound well as appeals to sentiment and
to catch the ear of the unthinking
crowd, but, judgedin the light of the
law, they were worse than weak. It
was just such speeches from men in
their position that encouraged such
people as the Army to defy the law
under the belief that they had the
right to do what was illegal in others,
simply because they claimed to act in
the name of religion. He was not pre-
psred, nor would this or any other
court be prepared, to accept the New
York Herald as law, though Mr.
Adams might read it av even greater
length than he had done,nor was what
might be done by any religious body in

ondon or elsewhere any guide in this
case. It was especially absurd to com-
pare the people of the slums of Lon-
don, who were of the lowest types of
humanity and many of whom had
never heard of God or religion, with
the people of this free and enlightened
country, or to claim that the methods
which were necessary to reach them
were properly employed among Cana-
diaus. He was also astonished to hear
Mr. Adams compare the Roman Cath-
olic Church with the Salvation Army.
When he considered what the Roman
Catholic church was and what it had
done for the world and found the Sal-
vation Army placed on a footing with
it by Counsel for the defence, he
thought they must realise the weakness
of their case. In reply to Mr Adams
he would say that neither the Cathollcs
of Cratham nor any other body of
Christians had yet gone aboutthe town
with drums and such noises as the
Army, as he believed they had more
regard for public rights and the law
than to do so. When the defence
quoted what other religious bodies did,
it would not avail, unless it could be
shown that the circumstances were
similar. Tf it could be shown that
there had been cases in which com-
plaint had bacn made under a by-law
Jike this and in which the evidence was
similar, and that any competent court
had failed to sustain the prosecution,
it ought to have effect as ugainst this
complaint, but readings from news-
papers and absurd claims about religi-
ous privileges, etc. could not be taken
as setting aside laws made in the pub-
lic interest and for public protection.
