The governor was -met at the door 
by the sergeant-at-arms and escorted 
to the chamber, where the blinds were 
draw* and the gas Lighted. Speaker 
RoblBEon escorted Governor Snowball 
to the chair, and the speech was then 
read, Premier Tweed le moved the ad­
journment of the house until to­
morrow.

While the house awaited the coming 
of the governor the speaker called the 
house to order and announced the 
election returns from St. John and 
КІпве counties. Dr. Ruddock was then 
Introduced by Hon. Dr. Pugsley and 
Hon. Mr. Dunn, and Mr. King by 
Premier Tweedlo and George G. Scovll, 
M. P. P. Dr. Ruddock will move the 
reply and Mr. King will second it.

The governor and Mrs. Snowball hold 
a reception this afternoon, from 4 till 
6 o’clock.

Rev. J. D. Freeman was the chap­
lain of the house, but he having re­
moved to St. John, it will be neces­
sary to appoint another chaplain. The 
appointment will be for only the pre­
sent session, as the house will dis­
solve before another session.

The only changes in the seats to be 
occupied by the members are that Mr. 
Allen removes to the seat vacated by 
Senator Thompson, Mr. King will take 
Mr. Allen’s former seat and Dr. Rud- 
dlck will have the swat of the gentle- 
man he succeeds, Mr. McLeod.

A pleasing Incident was the presen­
tation of a photo of the monument of 
Kaiser Wilhelm I., Prince Henry’s 
grandfather, erected In Berlin, Ont., 
by German residents, which the Prince 
graciously accepted and acknowledged 
In felicitous terms.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., March 5.— 
Prince Henry saw Nlagra Falls to­
day from every available point of view, 
and declared the view magnificent. 
When hie train arrived In this city 
fully 20,000 people were out to welcom<B 
him. At Syracuse, in the evening, he 
was again greeted by a great throng 
and presented with an address.

WORCESTER. Mass., March 6,— 
Prince Henry’s train passed through 
here at 8.16 a. m. It was the only train 
that ever passed through the Union 
station here in the memory of anybody 
without stopping. A delegation of the 
city government was on hand with a 
present for the prince, but could not 
get near enough to the train to throw 
It aboard as the train sped through.

HOSPITAL AFFAIRS.
To the Editor of Star,

Sir,—In Its crusade against the Gen­
eral Public Hospital the Telegraph does 
not tell all the facts. Many of the 
stories concerning the conditions pre­
vailing In the hospital, which were 
formerly well known, have been told In 
a on*.-nided tyaimer with the evident 
Intention of showing the worst possible 
side of the matter to the public. Stor­
ies of patients who say they were 
cruelly used have been publlshel, shock­
ing descriptions of filth have been told, 
and recently the alleged abuse of the 
dead has been made the excuse for sen­
sations

A few facts as to the other side of 
these stories may not be out of place. 
The building Itself Is an old one, and, 
like most old buildings, is simply in­
fested with rats and mice. Traps have 
been In continual use and other mé­
thode have been employed for the ex­
tinction of the rodents, but in spite of 
the numbers caught every day, they 
continue to Increase and flourish, which 
Is a habit that rats and mice are known 
to have. Under these circumstances It 
is not surpr.slng that they may some­
times be found in the wards as well as 
in other parts of the building, where 
during the night, quietness prevails. 
None of the hospital staff deny that 
mice and rats are plentiful in the 
building, and all agree that they 
should be exterminated, but the ques­
tion out there Is who Is to do It? Every 
member of the staff has his or her own 
duties to perform and in the past no 
one of them has felt like turning rat- 
< atcher for the commissioners. Bed­
bugs, too, are known and always have 
been known to be no strangers in the 
building. The evidence so far adduced 
before the royal commission has shown 
that a certain amount of carelessness 
may exist, but on the other hand with 
the entirely Insufficient staff In the 
hospital many things may have been 
overlooked1. All kinds of patients are 
received in the institution. It Is no un­
common thing for a patient to be taken 
there whose clothes have to be burned 
at once, and who must be given a bath 
before he or she Is fit to occupy a bed 
in what is supposed to be a clean ward; 
Vermin are brought into the hospital 
every day in the week, and in spite of 
all precautions, they cannot be exterm­
inated. One of the hardest duties 
which falls to the lot of the matron Is 
keeping the wards free from these crea­
tures. In spite of all that can be done, 
they are sometimes found on the beds. 
Nothing is more natural when perspns 
of almost all conditions of life are 
found together in one room. But 
whenever one of these creatures is seen 
steps are at once taken to cleanse the 
bed or other article on which It may be 
found. It Is not to be expected that 
in the public wards to which all classes 
of persons are admitted, vermin could 
be kept out. Immigrants are frequent­
ly sent to the hospital, people who carry 
on their backs the only clothing they 
possess. They have been herded to­
gether like sheep on the steamer and 
on reaching the hospital are fit sub­
jects for disinfection. But many of 
these are suffering only from eyt^ or 
scaly trouble and there is no suffirent 

a son for them being put to bed.

cause they have nothing else to wear, 
and under the présent system of man­
agement no extra clothing Is supplied. 
They wander about the building shed­
ding vermin at almost every step, and 
no matter what precautions are taken 
by the matron and staff, perfect clean­
liness cannot be maintained.

Among the patients are some who 
have never enjoyed any of the com­
forts of a hospital even under such 
management ns t h<- General Public 
Hospital is now. and these patients are 
loudest In their complaints. A man 
may be hurt and removed at once to 
the hospital. He may have been ac­
customed all his life to having only the 
bare necessities. He is taken to the 
hospital, washed, put in what is sup­
posed to be a clean bed, and Immediate­
ly asks for something which he never 
enjoyed In his life, but which may be 
had In a hospital. When the over­
worked nurse does not Jump immedi­
ately to attend to his wants, he com­
plains of cruel treatment. The nurses 
at the hospital have too much to do 
and nursing is an Irritating occupation. 
It can scarcely be expected that the 
nurses are always pleasant and good 
natured, but in this an Improvement 
might be made If their hours were 
shorter and their work lighter.

The food supplied is chiefly by con­
tract, and all goods not procured In 
this way are purchased by order of the 
commissioner for the month. Patients 
sometimes request little dainties in 
place of the regular food supplied. Un­
der the present system of manage­
ment these cannot be furnished, for the 
hospital staff are not permitted to buy 
as much as a seldlitz powder or a sand­
wich without an order from the com­
missioner. The contract food is said to 
have been bad. The bread was sour, 
the butter strong, and other articles 
unpalatable. This is all explained by 
the statement that the supplies are 
procured by contract, and the fault is 
again in the system of management— 
not In the nurses.

The most recent attack developed by 
the Telegraph is In regard to the me­
thod of disposing of the dead. The 
statement has been blade that bodies 
are placed In the morgue wrapped In 
a sheet. What else would be done with 
them? The clothing of the patients Is 
often destroyed, In other cases It Is 
looked after by their friends. When a 
P«<TOnt dies, hie friends are at once 
notified and requested to arrange for 
the burial. This Is sometimes done, 
but In the majority of cases the body 
is left to be disposed of by the hospital 
authorities. The undertaker is allowed 
three dollars for conducting the funer­
al, and out of this he could hardly be 
expected to furnish clothing. No ap­
propriation has been made by the com­
missioners for the furnishing of cloth­
ing, and bedclothes used in the hos­
pital are not supposed to be sent away.

A new morgue has been built in the 
building and has been kept clean up 
till the present, although, on the staff 
of the hospital there Is no one whose 
duty It Is to clean It. The old morgue, 
since the smallpox epidemic, has been 
allowed to fall into disrepair.

In the house at Ottawa yesterday 
Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick Introduced a bill 
respecting telegraph and telephone 
companies. The bill makes applicable 
several provisions of the railway act 
to telephone and telegraph companies, 
and It also makes applicable to tele­
phone companies certain provisions of 
the existing telegraph bill. The new 
features of the bill are control by the 
governor general In council of rates to 
be charged both by telegraph and tele­
phone companies, and also regulations 
for the exchange of business between 
different companies.
