WAS A GOOD SHIP.

Danish Naval Officer Speaks Well of
Wrecked Steamer Norge.

COPENHAGEN, July 6.—Captain
Lamb, one of the highest officers of the
Danish navy, sald to the, Associated
Press correspondent today that the
Danish steamship Norge, which was
wrecked off Rookall reef, 290 miles
from the. Scottish mainland on June
28, was an excellent and strongly buflt
ship and that Captain Gundell was one
of the mpst capable navigators on the
transatlantic route.

Captain Lamb asserted that no fault
could be found either with the c¢aptain
or the crew. He said he believed-that,
the Norge gave way with the current,
and added:

“I have made 300 trips to the United
States and my ship often gave way
owing to the stream and the variation
of the compass. These conditions are
known to all navigators.”

Officers of the United Steamship Co.,
which owned the Norge, deny the
statements made by the survivors of
the wreck tiat $§~ #rtags of the life-
belts weré rotten: or that the supply
of life-belts was insufficlent, They say
that oniy recently theiNorge was sup-
plied with 300 new life-belts and that
the stock on board exceeded the num-
ber of passengers carried by the ship
on her last voyage.

Trouble - Among the Troops Due to
Jealousy—Very Poor Arrange-
ment For Their Comfort.

HAUIFAX, July 7.—The strikers’
plan of campaign at Bydney now is to
give no opportunity to the authorities
to read the riot act, and thus by inac-
tivity to drive out the militia. As a
Tesult of this, perfeot quiet reigns at
Sydney, and: about one hundred men
ment unmolestéd to work, but the P.
"W. A. leaders claim that all of these
had been at work before and that the
ptrikers’ ‘'ranks are unbroken.. The
blooming mlllﬁls in operation and the
Jod and wire mills may be tomorrow.

But there is serious trouble in ' the
military camp. The 94th Argyle High-
landers, the local force, are deeply
grieved, and the Halifax regiments
are not altogether satisfied. The
trouble is partly jealousy between the
different forces on duty. The Halifax
forces were, it is alleged, given the
preference in almost everything, the
Highlanders being made to vacate
their quarters to make room for them,
This did not please the Cape Bretoners
and trouble began, with the result
that they were ordered in. Major Gil-
lis, who commands the battalion, is in
communication with the militia de-
partment. There is some indignation
at the treatment accorded the High-
landers. The troops are kicking at the
rations. provided. The Halifax militia
were given canned meat, most of which
had to ®e thrown away as unfit to eat.
The Sydney troops had only bread and
milk for supper yesterday, and for
breakfast and dinner today. At the
dinner-meal they were given rotten
cheese. No blankets were given until
today and no pillows at all.

*The Halifax men fare better as to
sleeping arangements but not as, re-
gards provisions. It is claimed (’ the
Halifax men. wete ordered here illegal-
ly. The militia act provides that local
forces are to be called out first, and
only when these are exhausted can
outside assistanze be demanded; In
this case the Halifax troops were or-
dered here six hours after the loeal
militia were calied out, giving the Mth
Argyle - Highlanders practically no
time to mobilize fully.

The movement by the P, W. A. this
morning is considered by good gen-
eralship ih making the reading of the
riot act imposi\ble so far.  Grand Sec-
retary Moffatt says that the action of
the authorities has made no difference
in the ‘strike sityation. The union men
are intact, the only employes at work
-being those who-have been on the
plant since the strike began. Your
correspondent learns that the defence
fund is being daily replenished, though
the demand upon it is great. Five
thousand doliars was paid out last
week. County ledges are continuing
their levies. The negotiations looking
for an adjustment of the difficulty
have made little if any progress. The
company will attempt to start the rod
and wire mills tomorrow. They turn-
ed out a considerable quantity of
bleoms today.

ALL ARRESTED.

The Four Men Who Assaulted Mrs.
Biddle Are in Danger of
Lynching.

PHILADELPHIA, July 7.—Through
the good work of the New Jersey and
Pennsylvania authorities, coupled with
fortunate circumstances, all the ne-
groes implicated in the assault on Mrs.
Charles Biddle at’ her home near ‘Bur-
lington, N. J., on Tuesday, are under
‘arrest. Aaron Timbers, the leader of
the attacking party, and Jonas Sims
are in the Lancaster county, Pennsyl-
vania, jail, having been captured in
Colombia, near Lancaster; William
Austen is in Moyamensing prison here,
and Thomas Jones is in the Burlington
county jail at Mount Holly. The ma-
chinery of the law for the transfer of
the three men in Pennsylvania jails to
New Jersey has already been set in
motion. For fear that the citizens of
Burlington county might take the law
into their own hands the authofties of
that county have promised a speedy
trial for the accused men.

Public elamor for vengeance was in-
creased today when it became known
that Mrs. Biddle had collapsed under
the strain. She lapsed into semi-con-
sciousness, coming to her senses only
to go into a series of spasms. The
family physician was in attemdante
most of the day. At one time her
condition was so serious that it was
Adeemed best to send for all the rela-
tives of the family. She is somewhat
improved tormight. &

| lage of Nan Tay, driving out two com-

panies of Russian infantry gnd two
companies of Cossacks who were en-
trenched there! The Japamese arrived
within five miles of Kai Chou. Tt was
then nightfall. General Samsanoff
made a heroic attempt to check the
Japanese, galloping out with guns to
shell the Japanese left and inflicting
great loss on them. But fearing his
retreat would be cut off, he fell back,
and is now holding Kat Chow. (eneral
Chirikoft’s force is stationed southeast
of Kai Chou. -

The plans of the Japanese are still a
mystery to the Russian commanders.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 7, 5.03 p.
m.—The war office denies that 4 battle
is in progress, as reported by the Liao
/Yang correspondent of the London
Daily Telegraph. The officials of the
Wwar office repeat thé substance.of the
explanailon® contained in these des-
patches today, saying that the corres-
pondent of the Daily Telegraph prob-
ably referred to the reconnaissance in
force made by Lieut. Gen. Count Kel-
ler, July 4, in the direction of the
Motien Pass, east of Liao Yang,

ST. PETERSBURG, July 7.—There
are a dozen versions of Lieut. General
Count Keller's 1econnaissance in force
which resulted in two fights July 4
one at Ekhdvuan and the other at
Mahomizza, west of the line between
Motien and Fen Shul, The despatch
of the London Daily Telegraph from
Liao Yang announcing that a battle
was procceding twenty-five miles from
there probably refers to this fighting.
According to officlal information re-
ceived by the war office the Japanese
began their advance toward Liao
Yang: June 29, one column moving
along the main and the other over the
direct road, the former reaching Ou
Fang Kou, ten miles beyond Fen Shui
Pass, and the latter reaching Lia
Khan.-Pass, twelve miles northwest of
Motien Pass. They halted at these
p¥ints till July 3, the Russiansg fall-
ing back to Lang Tse  Pass, thirty
miles from Liao Yang. The Japanese
advance guard, consisting of:1,500 men,
was only two miles éast of the Russign
posijtion. The next day occurred
Keller's reconnaissance in force, when
the Japanese were discovered to be
trying a flank movement in the Girec-
tion of Lian Dian Shian. This is the
last fight reported to the northward,
but stfll furthér north a Japanese
columuity cdzsinning to hold Fen Shui
Pass, twelve miles northwest of Sain-
atsze, on the road leading to Lia Yang
and Mukden, and 85 miles east of the
latter place.

At. this time the Japanese main
forces are on Siou Yen Hai Cheng and
Kai. Chou Ta Tche Kiao roads, at
Viendiapudze and Shi+Ka Houya re-
spectively, 27 miles from Hai Cheng
and 50 miles from Ta Tche Kiao and
Kai Chou.

TWO MEN DROWNED.

Body of Frank King Found on the
River—Lewis Mitchell Drowned

at Macnaquac.

FREDERICTON, July 7.—The body
of Frank King was found floating in
the river today by John‘Paisley, C. E.
railway section man, who, while
crossing the railway bridge, observed
the dead body in the water. Coroner
Alfred Rowley was notified and after
viewing the body and deciding that
an inquest was advisable,’ passed the
case over to Gee. A. McKeown, who
in the meantime had taken out his
coroner’s’ commission. King was the
man who was seen going down Regent
stret towards the Star Line wharf
about 11 o’'clock on Saturday night in
a drunken condition, shortly before
Mr. Matheson, who occupies a dwell-
ing over the Star Line <Co.’s office,
heard a splagh of water as of some
one jumping into the river. A flask
of whiskey was found in -one of his
pockets.

Lewis Mitchell, a well known resid-
ent of Macnaquac, was drowned in
the Macnaquac stream yeésterday. Mr.
Mitchell started from his home about
10 o’clock to walk to a stream which
crosses the rear of his farm. Not
having returned to - dinner, Mrs. Mit-
chell became alarmed and search was
soon begun. His hat was found float-
ing in the stream and a few minutes
later his dead- boly was Trecovered.
Deceased used a plate of artificial
teeth, which was found clinched in
one of his hands. From this fact, to-
gether with the tracks “which were
found on the slippery bank of clay, it
is assumed that the deceased was
stooping over the bank washing his
teeth in the stream, when he slipped
and fell into the water. Deceased,
who was over seventy, leaves one
daughter “and two sons.« Both sons,
Moses and Alexander, are living in
Fredericton.

FREDERICTON, ~ July 8. = The
Church of England Synod opened here
this morning in annual session at the
Church Hall. His Lordship Bishep
Eingdoh presided, and the attendance

BISHOP'S ADDRESS,

His Tordship then delivered his an-

nual address to his clergy and diocese.
‘He referred in his opening remarks to
the departure of Rev. H. A. Cody and
his good work in the new fleld he has
‘taken up.

In 1908 there is to be a grand meet-
Ing of the Anglican Communion in St.
Paul's, London, for the purpose of dis-
cussing. and solidifying the faith
throughout the world, and the Bishop
hominated a committee to carry on
correspondence with London,

" The Cathedral had been repaired, all
expenses are paid and. the edifice is
now in a good state.

His Lordehip next dealt with the in-
vestment and sale of glebe and church
imoneys and lands, and emphasized the
Ifact thet no corporation could act
,Without the consent of the Bishop, and
lny corporation acting otherwise could
be proceede against for breach of
trust. The law on the question was
discussed and  pointed out at some
length, and examples were given where
the Bishop could not sanction certain
investments.

The provincial government was com-
plimented in making mental arithme-
tic part of the educational system of
our schools, and in this the province
had followed the good example set by
our secular schools.

His Lordship spoke of the Madras
schools and the one especially in Fred-
ericton, and .urged strongly the build-
¥ng of a much better school in this
city, and one in every way first class
pnd of ‘high standard.

Dr. Smith’s visit to the province was

f great benefit to all in the matter of

nday schools and his ideas most
valuable.

In the past fifty years the cost of
Mving has increased ten pér cent¢ The
gold dollar does not go as far now as
4t did, and he would urge upon the
‘Bynod the question of paying clergy-
ntén ' bhetter salaries. It is unjust to
give the clergymen of the west more
than our own, and the clergy stipend
here should be raised to $800 per year.

Mr. Scovil stat-
ed that as the section regarding the
purchage of literature was so much
complained of he reconmimended that
the section be changed so as to read
‘that since some of the books supplied
did not meet the requirements the com-
mittee may be able to purchase in
other fields than from S, P, C. K. This
would remove the objection that the
society books S. P. C. K. were con-
demned.

He would therefore
move that further consideration of the
motion be postponed three months,

Dean Partridge said that he propos-
ed the change, and he did not think
that Judge Hanington wa$ correct at
all in his remarks about lack of spirit-

Canon Richardson read the report of
the Diocesan Mission and also the re-
port of the sub-committee of Diocesan
Mission on transportation. The latter
report says that the missionary fund
will now allow the payment of travel-
ling expenses of those travelling in the
Synod's interest, and the committee
recomme‘ds the appointment of a com-
mittee ,to meet other religious bodies
with the aim of getting the C. P. R. to
establish the old rates.

Both reports were received.

L. A. Hoyt presented the report on
statistics. The whole provision “for
divinity scholarships has increased
from $800 in 1871 to $8,007.95 this year.
The report describes the building and
enlarging of churches. The incapaci-
tated clergy fund has increased to
$37,725.02, The widow and orphah fund,
capital in 1871 of $5,000, has increased
to $43,700. To this may be added the
Jas. F. Robertson special fund, am-
ounting to $6,757.09; Sunday school
work had been successful. In 1872, 269
persons were engaged in teaching and
2,153 scholars. Last year there were
523 teachers and 4,658 scholars. By a
canon of the Synod a board of educa-
tion has been'’ incorporated with a
kapital of §22,829.24 at its disposal,
with an annual rental from real estate
wof $2,226. The report speaks of the
board of church literature and the
work established by the store estab-
lished under its supervision,

Hon. Judge Hanington moved that

AFTERNOON SHESSION.

Canon Forsyth presented the repcrt
of the committee appointed vy the
bishop to consgider the question of tak-
ing part in the great thank offering to
be held in 1908 at,.St. Paul’s, London.
The committee by their report recom-
mend the co-operation and support of
this diocese dn the scheme, and on mo-
tion the report was adopted.

The recommendation mad by the
committee for the appointing of a
committee to co-operate with other
religious bodies to interview the C. P.
R. for the purpose of having the rail-
way fares reduced to members of the
synod travelling in the synod’s interest
was discussed. Some of the members
were of the opinion that the railway
had no power in the matter, but was
under government control, and . .that
‘the C. P. R. had no option that the
company under the dominion law
could not issue reduced rates. .The re-
commendation was adopted.

Canon Richardson read the report of

ings had been held. The church school
at Fredericton had 67 pupils during
the year, an increase of 16 over the
previous year. The board asks that
it may seek legislation granting more
power in the investment of its fund,
as under the present legislation the
power is limited.

Dean Partridge presented the re-
port on the bishop’s address. This re-
'port approves of the recommendations
made by his lordship and the appoint-
ment . of select committees to report
next  session. The report does not
think it an opportune time to start a
fund for the erection of a see house,
but a committee may be appointed to
consult with the bishop on the matter,
The procuring of fireproof storage for
protection of church property is high-
ly recommended, as also the charge,
referring. to the investment of church
moneys. The committee recommend
the formation .of an augmentation
fund by which the present stipend of
the clergy may be increased in pro-
portion to length of service. It is a
matter of thankfulness that there is
a lkelihood of a bequest forming the
nucleus of a fund for assisting in the
building of churches.

The report of the committee on the
dlocesan mission fund was taken up
and discussed section by section. The
section recommending the establish-
ment of a fund to be raised by an as-
sessment in self supporting parishes
in aid of non-supporting ones brought
forth. addresses from many of the
clergy and laity.

The report was finally adopted.

The order in council cancelling the
concessions ' was laid before parlia-
ment yesterday. It bears date of June
22nd last past, and read as follows:

"Onai. report dated 5th June, 1904,
from the minister of interior, submit-
ting that by an order in couhcil of
91st April, 1902, certain rights, powers
and privileges were granted to Mal-
colm H. Orr Ewing, A. N C. Tread-
gold amd Walter Barwick.

“The minister states that by instru-
ment under his hand and seal and fil-
ed in the department of interior, the
said Walter Barwick has released to
the other grantees in the said order in
council all his interests therein, and in
the  rights, powers and privileges
granted thereby. The minister further
states that he 1s now in receipt of a
letter, of which a copy is attached,
from the Messrs Orr Ewing and Tread-
gold in which they ask to be relieved
of the obligations of the sald order in
counefl and to be permitted to with-
draw- from the enterprise contemplat-
ed thereby.

“The ministér thererore recommends
that the said order in council of 2ist
April, 1902, be rescinded, subject to the
proviso that any &nd all rights, privi-
legés, powers and exemptions conferr-
ed by the said order in council shall
‘be held to have been possessed, exer-
cised and enjoyed by the grantees in
the said order in council until the date
thereof.”

The letter of Messrs. Orr, Ewing and
Treadgold, above referred to, was ad-
dressed to Hon. Mr. Sifton, and bears
date - Ottawa, June 2nd, 1904. It
Yeada:

“Dear Sir—The reason for the grant-
ing of the charter which we received
in Jane, 1901, was, as you are aware,
#he belef that we could supply
the wants ‘of the Klondyke district by
the installation. of a water system
which would develop in extent and
usefulness as the neeessity of an arti-
ficial water supply became more press-
ing. ‘

“The modifications which were made
at the instance of the delegates who
came from Dawson imn the spring of
1902 impaired the usefuiness of the
scheme, in our judgment, to some ex-
tent, but if we had been permitted to
proceed without further embarrass-
ment, we should have successfully en-
gaged the necessary capital and made
the enterprise very beneficial to the
claim holders of the district covered by
the charter. ;

‘“When our enterprise was attacked
fn parliament in May, 1903, we had
completed our financial arrangements
for the large sum of money required
for our work, and no doubt existed as
to the successful carrying out of our
obligations. This attack, however,
combined with the attitude assumed
Yy the government, which at once
threw doubt upon the validity of our
charter and imposed upon us the com-
plete suspension of operations until the
report of the commission appointed by
the government should be received, has
completely paralyzed our efforts, un-
dermined the confidence of our finan-
clal backers, and made it impossible
for us to proceed.

“We therefore feel compelled to noti-
fy you that we withdraw from the en-
terprise as chartered by the dominion
government.

“In so doing we desire to reiterate
to’ you our conviction that the installa-
tion of an artificial water supply is
essential for the successful treatment
on a permanent basis of the vast allu-

fals of the Klondyke district, and we

onsider it regrettable that the domin-

don government should have been in-
fuenced by the agitation worked up
against our charter by a certain sec-
fion of they Klondyke public, and
should have made it impossible for us
to proceed with the enterprise on a
basls commehsurate with the needs of
fhis important district.

‘“‘Regretting that after having secur-
ed sound financial support for this en-
terprise, and having spent a large
amount of money upon if, we have
been prevented by the attitude of the.
government from carrying it tor a suc-
cessful termination in the

Last
vear the 43rd regiment of Ottawa vis-
ited Malone, July 4th, and were most
hospitably entertained, The town was
theirs and they were not allowed to
spend a cent for, anything. The Ot-
tawa boys returned the compliment
yesterday in royal fashion and during
the afternoon and evening Sparks
street was patrolled' by "Yankee and
Canadians soldiers arm in darm, while
American and Canadian officers pair-
ed off in the hotel lobbies and clubs as
well as on the main thoroughfares.
The Malone maidens, who made the
Russell House their headquarters,
were overwhelmed with attentions
and put in a jolly time. Never before
were the stars and stripes seen in such
profusion on stores, hotels and private
residences. The extent of the military
display rather staggered the Ameri-
cans, who had mo notion that a town
of some 60,000 inhabitants could turn
out such a large, efficient and well
arilled force. In the grand massing of
thg troops on Parliament Square at
high noon, the American guards were
given the post of honor and the only
flag unfurled on the field was the
stars and stripes. An immense, throng,
largely ladies and children, witnessed
the proceedings that would have last-
ed a little longer had not a thunder-
storm sent the crowd pell-mell for
shelter.

The vast assembly had time while
waiting the arrival of the troops to
drink in the beauties of Parliament
Hill and to scan from the eminence the
diversified scenery on all sides; near
by swift flowing rivers, in the middle
distance the picturesque <Chaudlere
falls, the town of Hull, the level of
older Ottawa, peaceful villagestand in
the background the sweeps and sum-
mits of Gatineau Hills and the Laur-
entian mountaing, Money has been
paid eut of the public chest by hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars to add
to the natural beauties of the hill;
walks, lawns, hedges, flower beds,
pagodas, etc., being provided for the
most part in good taste and with a
lavish hand. The landscape garden-
er has not yet entirely destroyed ‘what
nature’s hand had taken,ages in carv-
ing. But he is steadily getting in his
work on the thirteen acres.

There is another and more practical
point of view from which the work
of succesgive governments towards
making Parliament Hill a popular re-
sort for residents and visitors might
be criticized. Yesterday there were
thousands - of women and children on
the hill, and yet in no part of the
grounds and in only one place on the
upper flat of the commons building
was there a retiring room to which
they could flee in case of emergency.
A public park of this extent, some-
what remote from hotels and private
residences, should be provided with
lavatories for men and women, With
careful and regular patrol of the Do-
minion police these necessary places
could be easily guarded against the of-
fences that make such institutions in
private parks at times objectionable.
There is -a health side to this matter
that should attract the immediate at-
tention of the Women’s Christian Tem-
perance Union ~ and kindred societies
throughout the dominion, and more
particularly the ladies of Ottawa.

OTTAWA, July 4-~No man on th
liberal side of the house has come to
the front as rapidly this session as the
Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick, minister of
justice, and M. P. for Quebec county.
Mr.Fitzpatrick possesses more than av-
erage ability and cohsiderable know-
ledge of the law and the statutes. He
is a good debater and is steadily
learning to put the check rein on a
somewhat peppery temper. Time was
when he occasionally lost his head and
thereby prolonged debates that would
otherwise have run short careers. Now
he uniformly treats his opponents with
marked courtesy, and if he makes an
occasional break he rapidly pulls him-
self togsther. The rank and file of the
government supporters have confidence
in his judgment, and he is a growing
ferce in the*cabinet, If current reports
around the lobbles are correct, the
minister of justice was the man who
turned down Sifton’s. bill to capture
Manitoba by electoral lists to be pre-
pared by creaturss of his own selec-
tion. So enraged with the minister of
interior at Sir Wilfrid for taking sides
with Fitzpatrick, that the story goes
he literally seized the premier by the
throat. This alleged incident can be
taken with a bushel or two of salt,
but there is every reason to believe
that that particular cabinet meeting
was a stormy one, To brave Hon, Clif-
ford Sifton in the council chamber
takes nerve, of which element there
is a good deal in Fitzpatrick's make-
up, although it is largely concealed
beneath a courteous exterior. $So rap-
idly has the member for Quebec county
advanced in the esteem of his party
in the house that he is regarded by
many as the legitimate successor of
Sir Wilfrid in the premiership, provid-
ed the liberals succeed in carrying the
country at the coming general elec-
tions. It is understood by every lib-
eral that to hold Quebec in line, the
premiership must remain in that pro-
vince.

One of the cabinet matters that is
much discussed these days is the re-
lative position of Hon. James Suther-
land, minister of public works, and
Hon. Charles S. Hyman
Ontario, a cabinet member without
portfolio, and at present acting minis-
ter of public works during Suther-
lend’s absence through ill health. That
Sutherland will be able to take his
seat again this sessipn is sald to be
extremely doubtful. While there is a
strong desire, the liberals say that the
member for North Oxford should re-
tain his portfolio, it is an open secret
that Sir Wilfrid is anxious to give Mr.
Hyman charge of a department. But
here another difficulty comes in. Hy-
man is a rich man, conducting a large
business and while willing to do all

possible to assist his leader in the pre~

sent emergency is not disposed to de-
vote all his time to public life at Ot-
tawa to the entire neglect of his own
financial interests. He is quite popu-
lar on his own side of the house, but
his success as a minister of responsi-
bility remains to be' seen,
—ip

Since some recent happenings little
has been heard about Sir Wilfrid’s
trip to the Yukon as Hon. Mr. Sifton’s
particular guest and it now looks as if
the jaunt is off. Laurier’s health is
much better than for some years past
and he is holding up well, physically,
against the strain and arduous session.
A brief rest after prorogation will find
the first minister again {n harness,
ready for the fray. Then again, sur-
rounded as he is by several incompet-
ents and some risky colleagues it might
not be judicious to be so remote from
Ottawa that he could not rapidly turn
up in the event of an instant emer-
gency. Jealousy of each other is the
worm that is eating into the heart of
the cabinet.

The grave and dignified members of
the upper house, which has once more
taken a vacation, this time till the 11th
inst., are rather nettled over the fail-
ure of the Canadian press to give that
space .to reports of their proceedings
to which they assert, and believe, en-
title them. The senate now contains
some good debaters and some men well
informed on public affairs, and the
body as constituted can do good work
for the dominion, but it falls, appar-
ently,: to recognize the fact that it is
not in close touch with the great mass
of the electorate. The voters of Can-
ada look rather to the actions and
speeches of the men they send to Ot-
tawa to do their bidding and over
whom they hold the whip hand. With
the senators they have nothing in com-
mon. It is the government of the day
pnd not the common people who fill
“Wacancies in the upper house. While
the senators are enjoying repeated va-
‘cations the members of the commons
are at their post of duty conducting
the country’s business with more or
less wisdom, but generally to the best
of their collective ability, The sSenate
has its place under our form of con-
stitutional government, but it is not
lone of its privileges to shine in ‘the
public eye. An elective senate like
that across the border would have rea-
son to complain were its proceedings
ignored by the TUnited States press.

BALFOUR’S POLICY

Reciprocity Platform.

LONDON, July 4.—Liberal indigna-
tion with the government reached boil-
ing pitch in the house of commons on
Friday.

“Never in my life time,” said a lib-
eral ex-minister, ‘“have I known a
minigtry so discredited, even by its
own supporters. Meanwhile Mr., Bal-
four smiles. In fact, this liberal indig-
nation suits his purpose, in so far as
it stirs up his laggard followers to at-
tend parliament. It is only their ab-
stentiomr that can defeat his purposes,
which now ‘are as clear as daylight.
He means to retain cffice until next

Thirdly, a tariff
below everything probably free entry
for colonial products and manufac-
tures, provided the colonies will agree
to grant fair equivalents in their tar-
iffs.

The court were
hearing a very important case in which
Mr. Choate was on one side and Mr.
Curtis on the other. The bar and the
court-room were croyded with listen-
ers. As Mr. Curtis was in the midst
of his argument the eye of the chief
justice caught sight of the young ur-
chin, 10 or 11 years old, with yellow
trousers stuffed in his boots and with
his cap on one side of his head, gazing
intently up at him,

He said: “Stop a moment,
Curtis.”

Mr. Curtis stopped and there was a
profound silence a sthe audienee saw
the audacious little fellow standing en-
tirely unconcernei.

“What do you want, my boy?” said
the - chief justice.

“Mr. P. told me to come over here
and see what in hell you was up to,”
was the reply.

There was a dive at the unhappy
youth by three or four of the’ de-
puttes in attendance and a roar of
laughter from the audience. The boy
waa ejected. But the gravity of the
old chief justice was not disturbed.—

Judge Winchester continued his in-
vestigation into employment of alien
engineers on the G. T. P. railway to-
day, the effect of testimony heard be-
ing to' demonstrate that all engineers
required could have been secured In
Canada. Witnesses examined at the
morning sessiogn were J. M. Shanley,
chief engineer of the Intercolonial
raflway of New Brunswick, and Pro-
fessor McLeod of McGill University,
who is also secretary of the Canadian
Society of Civil Engineers. Their evi-
dence consisted of passing judgment
upon the capabilities of several en-
gineers whose names were submitte/
to them.

Winanipeg Merchant Tells Boston Peo-
ple Something About the Country,

(Boston Globeé.)

Fifty-four years have elapsed since
Joseph Stovel first visited Boston. In
1850 he was here in the service of the
U. S. government as a sailor on board
the receiving ship Ohio. Yesterday he
came on a business and pleasure trip,
‘for now he is a leading merchant of
Winnipeg, Manitoba.

While here Mr. Stovel will call upon
some friends, including Hon. Thomas
J. Gargan. He has commercial inter-
ests here, too, to which he will give
his attention.

In speaking of conditions of the Can-«
adian Northwest, Mr. Stovel sohwed
himself a close student of affairs, gil-
though, as he protested, he was never
in politics and never cared to be. In
an interview he talked freely on the
subject of reciprocity, annexation and
Ymmigration.

“We want reciprocity,” said Mr. Sto-
vel, “fcr we know it would prove of
great advantage to us. Perhaps, how-
ever, it would be a little one-sided, for
6,000,000 or so of people will get the
same advantages as the many moré
millions of this country. We don't
want annexation. We are’ getting
along first rate as we are, and we
‘can’t see what benefit would come
from annexation.

“We can see what reciprocity would
Yo for us, and that is why we want it.
For instance, we can give you woollen
goods, and in return get the advantage
‘of your cotton goods. This is only one
exchange of the many that would
prove for the best interests of both
‘countries.

“Immigration? No better place in
the world for immigrants. I have trav-
elled all over thé United States and
Europe, and when I say that I know
what I am talking about. Look ‘at
Winnipeg, for instance. Right in the
&£ity the population is between 78,000
and 80,000. In the past year there was
wan increase of 36,000 d

“In Manitoba and the Northwest the
‘population is about 375,000, and that
includes all men, women, children and
Indians. Before the end of the present
year there will be another 100,000 added
to the present population. %

“What is there for the immigrants?
Opportunities for the greatest wheat-
raising fields of the world; elegant soil,
with a top of rich, dark loam of from
three to four feet deep. It doesn’t
have to be cleared; it is only necessary
to turn it over and plant it. Let a
man go out there with $500 and he can
become independent of every living
soul if he is a worker. He can get
1and for almost nothing, and in some
places for nothing. The influx of im-
migrants is great, and if you were out
there you would see just why they
come. i

“A great many immigrants come
from across the water and a great
‘many from Montana, the Dakotas and
also from New England. Your people
mre driving out there in their teams.
They can do it, too, because they un-
erstand the conditions.

“Think of it! A man can get 180
‘acres for $10 and raise from 20 to 25
bushels of wheat from a single acre
®ach year. As for oats, he can get 90
to 100°bushels. These flgures are con-
servative. They tell of getting morse
per acre, but I want to give the right
idea.

“No, we kaven’t any boom on. There
was a boom in 1881 and the bottom fell
out of it after a while. The growth
since then has been solid. Why, we
are the richest people on God’s earth
per capita. Right in Winnipeg there
have been issued from 3,000 to 4,000
permits for building, and each one of
these houses has been engaged before
it was put up.

“How do we feel about your elec-
tion? Well, I can’t tell you. I am not
a politician, as I have said, and I don’t
know anything about politics, but I
don’t believe we care a rap whom you
alact for president in this countrw.”

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FALSE AND MISCHIEVOUS.

La Presse of Montreal has become
furiously fanatical over the Dundonald
Incident. It has got away altogether
from the question a.tslssue in that case,
and falsely represents that the whole
trouble arose over the refusal of the
government to endorse some gigantic
scheme of military imperialism which
Lord Dundonald was seeking to intro-
duce. As a matter of fact we know
that this larger question did not arise
at all. Lord Dundonald has expressly
declared, and no_minister has contra-
dicted him, that so far from interfer-
ing in questions of policy he has al-
ways sought loyally to carry out the
policy of the ministers. All that he
claimed was that he should be allowed
to .deal with' the technical detalls
which were placed by the government
undér his control as a trained profes-
sfonal man. The dispute arose over
the vicious interference of a minister
for a political purpose with the organ-
ization of a military corps.

But La Presse ignores the facts and
proceeds to invent all soyts of charges
against Lord Dundenald, following
them with a mischievous and almost
criminal series of appeals. But let La
Presse speak for itself:

* Here is militarism appearing in lts

“frid renews the campaign of two
' Myears ago against the enemy, who
“ still lives, the opposition takes that
“ enemy under its shield and builds it
“a pedestal. . . The opposition
*“ which has made a god of the imperial
* monster takes the risk of cutting its
#%own throat. . . . Evidently Mr,
“ Chamberlain, who was then very
“gtrong in the English government,
“gent his wolf among our sheep-folds,
*“ and he has found among us souls so
“tender as to lament over the blows
“ which the shepherds have inflicted
*“wupon him. In truth, what a campaign
“of stupidity, to say nothing of na-
“tional treason, do we not witness at
“this moment. . . . To claim that
“under these circumstances the civil
‘“ government of Canada ought to sub-

“mit to the will of an imperial envoy
“1s simply an abasement that nothing
“'could justify.”

There is much more of the same sort
al]l representing Sir Wilfrid as the de-
fender of the Canadian people against
foul conspiracies by Mr, Chamberlain,
Lord Dundonald and other imperial-
Ists, Nothing has happened to give
the slightest excuse for these appeals.
They are simply attempts to stir up
the people of Quebec and to make
them think that the empire has some
{®sign against them, and that the

Canadian conservatives are in the
plot. We had the same thing when
the first contingent was sent out. We
shall have more and more whenever
It 1s thought that the party led by Sir
‘Wilfrid Laurier can get any political
benefit out of 1it. The editor of La
Presse is Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s most
intimate friend among the newspaper
men and one of his chief peolitical ad-
visers.

The Canada Atlantic system is a
little over 400 miles in length, extend-
ing from Cotedu Landing, not far from
Montreal, through Ottawa to Depot
Harbor, on Parry Sound. The price
proposed is about $50,000 per .mile.
About $2,250,000 has already been paid
to the promoters or owners of the rail-
way in subsidies. 4

It is not clear why the railway
should be purchased by the govern-
‘ment for Mackenzie afi@-Mann. If it
is proposed to do a through _ export
business by the Intercolonial the only
way it can be done is by extending the
government line to the lakes. That
was"Mr, Blair's policy, and it Is under-

stood that if he had been supported by
his colleagues he would have bought
the railway at a lower price than it is
now proposed to pay. .

Replying to questions of Mr. Bell of
Pictou concerning the political activ-
ity in Guysboro and Shelburne of In-
tercolonial employes, Mr. Emmerson is
reported to have said that afier the
elose of the session he proposed to
make an impartial investigation of
such cases of interference whether
they occurred at St. John, Guysboro
or elsewhere. ¥ the minister of rail-
ways makes such a promise there is no
doubt that he does so with the delib-
erate intention of breaking it. He
knows perfectly well that no such
fair and impartial investigation will
be held by him or by anyone else
with his knowledge or consent. Mr.
Emmerson hag already dismissed cer-
tain St. Joon government employes
since the St. John by-election, and the
only known reason is that they were,
not supposed to have voted for.--Mr.
McKeown. He has® himself been in
direct personal contact with officials
who openly worked for the gov-
ernment dandidate, and there is every
reason for suppo8ing that they did so
under his own direction. Does anyone
who knows Mr, Emmarson suppose
that he will git in judgment upon these
men ? They will be rewarded with
increased salary, though as a rule
they are the most useless men on
the railway. Mr, Emmerson knows

what Mr. A. E. Killam said at a poli-

tical meeting in Moncton, and though
he also knows that Mr. Killam will be
a tory when the tories get back 'to
power, he will not rebuke Mr. Killam’s
effusive partisanship now, There may
be an investigation in St. John at the
close of the session. But it will not be
an impartial, fair or honest investiga-
tion.

FOREIGN ENTERPRISE.

It has been shown that when the
Grand Trunk management declared
that Canadians had been employed
where it was possible on the Grand
\Trunk Pacific survey the real fact was
that Canadians had been refus-
ed employment wherever foreign-
\ ers could be got. The- chief
of the surveying staff, who has
a salary of §7,500, was bhrought
from the States, and the evidence
shows that at least four Canadians
equally competent were available. Of
the five or six chiefs of districts who
get $4,000 a year only one was a Can-
adian. Other speclal officers, three or
four in number, receiving some $4,000,
were all imported. It turns out that
no attempt was made to find , Cana-
dians for these positions, and that
Canadians who had applied for
work received no attention. Their
letters were not answered. No
enquiry , was made of the offi-
cers of the Canadian Society of En-
gineers, or of the professors of engin-
eering, or of men who were in a way
to know where the best Canadians
could be found. From Manager Hays
down to the lowest boss there was a
tacit or expressed conspiracy to ex-
clude Canadians from all of the re-
wards that this great work offers. And
this is the organization which is “ex-
pected to take a patriotic interest in
the development of Canadian routes
and Canadian ports.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND TELE-
GRAPH SERVICE.

It is sometimes thought that the peo-
ple of Prince Edward Island are a
little importunate in their demands for
better treatment by the Dominion, The
truth is that they are exceedingly
patient under many abuses. 'What
other people in Canada would have
endured for so long and with so little
protest the telegraph service which
Prince Edward Island receives ? The

The com-
pany has an absolute monopoly and’

does exactly as it likes, and charges
what it pleases. Courtesies © and
amenities which customers of ‘the line
are accustomed to receivé in St. John
and other places where there is tele-
graph competition, are unknown in
Prince Edward Island. Yet the com-
pany which provides this poor. ser-
vice has a Dominion subsidy of some
two thousand dollars a year. The
amount paig in 1903 seems,to have
besn $1,946.66.

Some grievances and inconveniences
suffered by Prince Edward Island are
difficult to remedy. When appeal 1is

ade to the Dominion the government
regrets that the natural difficulties
are so hard to overcome. But this
telegraph trouble could be settled at
once and at a trifling expense. It
might not cost anything to give the
people of the little-province the same
service that the mainland people have
at the same price. But if it should
cost a little more than the present an-
nual grant, no one would ol_)ject. Even
then the government of Canada would
be doing far 1less for the people of
Prince Edward Island than is done for
other somewhat isolated places.

If the Dominion government should
lay a cable to Prince Edward Island
the cost would only be a few thousand
dollars. Already the.service through-
out the province is mostly done by
government employes. The lines fol-
low the government railway, and rail-
way officers are the operators except
at one or two points. There would be
no new departure in the establishment
of such a government service.. The
government has ' established and is
operating telegraph lines around the
Cape Breton coast. There is a gov-
ernment telegraph service in' the lower
St. Lawrence, in the Northwest, in
British Columbia, and the Yukon. The
government has laid cables to islands
in the Ba® of Fundy, to the Magdalen
Islands, to Belleisle Island, and to
Anticosti. Services public and pri-
vate are maintained on these routes
by the government.

These services do not pay their way.
In 1903 the Yukon lines seern to have
earned $127,136, while the maintenance
cost $281,391, with much additional out-
lay charggd to capital. It is not sug-
gested that the people of the Yukon
should be made to pay enough to main-
tain the service. The Northwest. and
British Columbia services seem to
have cost $13,000 more than they
earned. More than $99,416 was ex-
pended in 1903 on the St. Lawrence and
maritime province telegraphs, which
earned about $4,000. A large part of
the outlay of last year was the cost of
a new cable to the Magdalen Islands.
A cable to Prince Edward Island would
cost a mere fraction of the outlay for
the Magdalen Islands cable, while it
would earn’ twenty times as much.

‘When one considers what is done by
the government elsewhere, reflects
upon the condition of affairs in Prince
Edward Island, and learns how small
would be the cost of removing this one
of the many serious grievances of that
province, it is hard to understand why
the government has not taken action.
The matter has been brought up in the
house in the last three or four ses-
sions. Ministers have expressed sym-
pathy. But they have gone on paying
the subsidy in the face of the unani-
mous protest of the people of the pro-
vince. It ig hinted that the company
which has 80 much to answer for has
asked for a larger subsidy, promising
if it is granted to keep the Charlotte-
town office open a little later in the
evening, and to give a newspaper ser-
vice at a cheaper rate. Some suppose
that the‘ government is listening to
these proposals. :

People who think that they can ac-
count for most phenomena in admin-
istration are mystified over the extra-
ordinary power of this Anglo-Ameri-
can Company to maintain its monopoly
and to preilent the government from
intervening for the benefit of the Island
people. The directors of the company
and most of the shareholders are in
England. No one knows how much the
company earns or what dividends are
paid. But everybody can see that the
capital outlay required to duplicate the
plant would be small, and that the ser-
vice is maintained at the lowest pos-
sible cost. One cannot see how the
company can have any possible claim
in law or equity to prevent the estab-
lishment of a government service. But
there would be no objection on the
part of the country if the government
should buy out the company, paying
‘what it would cost to duplicate the
plant. N

Evidently Mr. Emmerson has not yet
forgiven St. John for what happened
last winter.

The High Court of Independent Or-
der of Foresters met in twenty-first
annual convention last Tuesday at
Edmundston, when the yearly reports,
as below, were presented.

HIGH CHIEF RANGER. «

The High Chief Ranger, Dr. B. M.
Mullin, of Fredericton, in his report
said

It is my pleasant duty on this oocca-
alon both on my own behalf and as
representing you, to extend a most
hearty welcome to the distinguished
visitors we have here today represent-
ing the Supreme Court and the High
Court of Quebec. We have all heard
of our honored supreme physician,
Bro. Dr. Millman, but probably this
is the first time that the most of you
have had the opportunity to meet him.
I am sure you will join with me in
extending to ‘him a hearty welcome.
The Hon. Dr. Montague and the Hon.
Judge Choquette are well known to
us by the reputations they bear as be-
ing among the great orators of the
Dominion.

The past year was a marvelous one:
The membership of the whole order
increased more than in any previous
year with exception of one, while the
surplus never before in any one year
increased as much. The surplus,which
on May 1st, 1903, was $6,504,316.64, had
grown to $7.616,944,98 on May 3ist,
1904, heing an increase of $1,112,628.34
during the year. Another pleasing
feature is the fact that our deathtate
during the year 1903 decreased .14 in a
thousand .

I am pleased to report that the pro-
gress in our province has kept pace
with the increase elsewhere, although
the increase in our membership the
past year has not been as great as the
year before.

The membership on May 3l1st was:
New Brunswick, 7,644;. Novya Scotia,
4,019; P. E. Island, 1,881; Qntario,
45,905; Quebec, 19,471.

Some of those taken from our midst
during the past year have been accus-
tomed to meet with us in our annual
gatherings. Among such I must men-
tion Bro. J. 8. Fleming, who was one
of our representatives to the Supreme
Court in 1898. His death leaves-only
two of the five representatives elected
that year, namely, Bro. G. G. Scovil
and myself, a fact which brings the
thought of death very near to me. It
is with sadness that I have learned
of the death of Bro. H. H. Horsman,
who for several years assisted our
high secretary in” his office. Brother
Horsman was sick for some time, and
would not, according to the statement
of his attending physician, probably
have survived more than a month or
so. He became despondent and took
his own life. Under the constitution
the Supreme “Court could pay his
widow only one-fifth of the endowment
certificate held by the late brother. I
trust ‘that some effort will be made to
assist his widow and littlte children.

On looking over the mortuary list
appended to the high .secretary’s re-
port, you will see that msany of the
brothers had their total and perman-
ent *disability benefit paid them in their
lifetime. This is certainly a grand
feature of our order.

The work of organization under the
superintendency of Bro. Emmerson
has continued during the past year.
Bro, A. P. Sherwood is still one of our
efficient deputies. Besides organizing
several courts he has been helpful to
more than one existing court, Com-
panion Bessie E. Scott devoted most
of her time from July to December
last in the work of our order, as did
also Bro. W. J. Southern.

In October last the H, S. C. were
enabled to offer a cash prize of one
dollar for each new member proposed
and initiated during the months of
October, November and December of
#903. This had, we believe, a most
beneficial effect on the number of ini-
tiates.

Heavy ﬂnes'lmposfed in Uquot Cases
—Defaulting Jurors Fined—
County Gourt -Adjourned—
Changes in Equity Court.

The charges of violation of the lic-
ense act laid against Messrs, Hard-
ing, James Ryan and the proprietor
of the Park Hotel by W. W. Howe and
his associates, M. J. Morrison, Arthur
Parlee and Walter Saunders, were
again taken up in the police court
(Tuesday and were proved to the
satisfaction -of the magistrate, who
thereupon imposed fines of $100 each

upon Harding and the Park. Ryan|

was fined $150, there being two cases
proved against him,

8. E. Morrell as counsel for James
Ryan, contended that the form of lic-
ense did not prohibit his client frem
selling liquor at any particular hours,
0s he was a wholesale dealer.
Morrell also contended that Mr. Howe
and his friends were not connected with
the police and were themselves liable
to a fine for being on the premises
during prohibited hours.

At this point Mr. Currey and his
clierit, M. A. Harding, entered the
court, an@ Mr. Morrell did not finish
his address.

Mr. Currey claimed that Mr. Hard-
ing was not at his premises when
Morrison ewore he - purchased the
liquor, and thdat Mr. Harding’'s clerks
had no recollection of Morrison being
in. He contended that the transaction
Morrison told of did not. constitute a
sale.

Mr. Henderson claimed that Morri-
son purchased liquor without much
solicitation.
had been offered by Mr. Harding or
his clerks that they did not violate the
law.

Scott E. Morrell then continued his
argument, and quoted cases in Am-
herst and Toronto where just such evi-
dence had been brought forward in
these cases had been thrown out by
the magistrate.

His honer said as there wag no evi-
dence in contradiction of Mr, Morri-
son’s evidence he would ﬂne Mr.
Harding $100. Mr. Currey asked for
a copy of the proceedings.

Patrick Ryan then swore that Wal-
ter Saunders was not in his (Ryan’s)
store at the time he swore he pur-
chased liquor from him. Mr, Ryan
declined to answer several questiong as
to whether he did make any sales of
liquor after hours.

The magistrate imposed a fine of 875
for each offence. Charles = Damery,
who did not make any defence, was
also fined $100.

EQUITY COURT.

Under the new consolidaied statutes
which came into force July 1st, there
will be a sitting of the-equity court
in St. Jehn on the second Tuesday in
July. Hitherto there had been no sit-
ting in July.

The case of Carman v. Smith was
to have come up for hearing in the
equity court Tuesday morning, but
in consequence of the absence of -in-
terested lawyers, it was postponed un-
tii Monday next. Judge Barker sev-
erely criticized’ the lawyers, who are
to blame for the delay of the case. A.
A. Stockton, K. C., appeared for the
plaintiff and Weldon & McLean for
the defendant.

COUNTY COURT.

In the circuit court Tuesday morn-
ing the case of Parsons v. The Barnes
Canstruction Co. came up for hearing,
but was adjourned until the September
circuit on the application of the de-
fendant company. The ground taken
for the adjournment was the absence
of Attorney General Pugsley, who is a
material witness.

The action is being brought for
breach of contract. The plaintiff, who
resides in' Boston, entered into an
agreement with the defendant com-
pany to supply the latter with two
hundred workmen to be engaged in
the construction of the extenfsion to
the Central railway between Minto
and Gibson. The workmen were to be
supplied in lots. The first lot of work-
men, numl;erlng forty, were sent on
from Boston, but after working for a
while were discharged., The defendant
company refused to employ other
workmen from the plaintiff, and hence
the present action.

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THE GAME of WAR
AS PLAYED AT SUSSEX.

g ]

Attack on the-Gamp Will be Made This Fore-
noon by a Force Which
at 8t. Martins.

b o

CAMP SUSSEX, July 7.—The daily
routine proceedings at Camp Sussex
were somewhat altered today, and ex-
tensive preparations were made for
the final operations tomorrow. Field
day, while not especially attractive to
the outsider, owing to the fact that
nearly the entire force is absent from
the grounds during the greater part of
the day, is looked upon with more than
usual interest by  the men in camp.
It is the test, to a certain extent at
least, of the knowledge they have ac-
quired during their two weeks’ drill,
for then every phase of military tac-
tics is brought into operation, one of
the most interesting of which is the
work done by the Engineers. Physi-
cally the men have been wonderfully
benefitted by their two weeks’ outing,
and they will hear home with them
sunburned faces, necks and arms, as
evidences of their fun at Sussex. For
in spite of the burns and hard work at
times, the men call it fun, and are
unanimous in pronouncing the camp
this year one of the most pleasant and
successful that has yet been held.

The officers of the 8th Hussars gave
an ‘“‘at home’ yesterday afternoon from
four to six, which was largely attend-
ed. A large number of ladies from the
village 'were up, and dancing was in-
dulged in by many, music belng fur-
nished by one.of the bands. An inter-
esting feature of the social was the
sports given by the men, including dif-
ferent performances by men on horse-
back.

On Tuesday the Brighton Engineers
built a bridge in the country some
distance across the railway track from
the camp grounds. Going into"the
woods they cut down trees, hewed
them into shape, and conveyed the
heavy timbers to the place where the
bridge was to be constructed, Holes
were dug and the whole structure wgs
fastened together with wooden pins
driven in with heavy mauls. On top
of the longitudinals were placed sev-
eral lays of spruce boughsg covered over
with a thick coating of grawvel, while
on one side was erected a substantial
railing.

In building the hridge the engineers
used only the material and tools that
would likely be procured if they were
in some place many miles from civil-
ization, and the whole work did not
occupy more than eight hours.

Just before leaving for home Tues-
day evening Col. Weatherbee of Otta-
wa, the bridge inspector, examined
the bridge and was greatly pleased
with the work. He complimented the
Engineers on their ability and ex-
pressed regret that he was unable to
procure a picture of the structure to
take away with him. It is the inten-
tion of the men to have a picture
taken and sent to Colonel Weatherbee,
who is a favorite with all.

Today tlie Engineers were put to
work digging safety trenches at the
lower end of the camp grounds, and
their operations were witnessed by a
large number of apectators.

This afternoon the cavalry were out
for squadron drill and presented a fine
sight. The Bearer Corps were also up
for inspection and drill in field hospital
work.

Tomorrow an attack will be madeon
the camp and a8 sham fight will prob-
ably take place when the two parties
meet. The attacking force, consisting
of the 67th, 73rd and 74th regiments,
half of the Engineers, and the Bearer
Corps, will start out for Apo af, five
miles below Sussex, where they will
turn and bagin their march on the
camp. Some time later the defending
army will march out to meet them gnd
endeavor to prevent them from break-
ing through their lines. The result is’
awaited with interest

The Bearer Corps bave had their
hands full this week taking care of
those on the sick list, which has been
unusually heavy. About thirty-eight '

patients have been confined to the With Major Wedderburn as C. 8. O
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hospital at different times gince camp
opened, most of them suffering from
broken fingers, sickness resulting from
heat, and headache. In no case has
their condition been seripus. A few
days ago g report was circulated to the
effect that one of the patients had
smallpox, and for a short time a feel-
ing of fear spread over the camp. This
was, however, entirely unfounded.

General Lord Aylmer, the acting
commander-in-chief of the Canadian
forces, arrived from Ottawa this morn-
ing, and will probably remain until
‘camp breaks up.

Major Tompkins of the Brighton
Engineers has for the past few days
been attached tg the official staff, and
Capt. Melville {s at present in com=-
mand.

It is thought that some of the men,
especially those from the northern part
of the province, will get away tomor-
row evening, but the majority will be
unable to leave before Saturday morn-
ing, and -if the weather should be wet
it is quite possible that a number will
remain over Sunday ir order to dry
the tents befere packing up. The wea-
ther, however, gives promise of re-
maining fine, as it has been during
nearly the whole time since camp
beogan., -

SEED GROWERS.

> >

Organizations Which Wil
Have a Wide Effect.

The Benefits of Seed Selection—Im-

prevement in Farm Crops.

<

Branch, Ot-

ises to have a far- -reaching effect on
the production of farm crops in Can-
ada was held in Ottawa on the 15th
and 16th of June. This was the organ-
lzation meeting of the Canadian Seed
Growers’ Association, the chief aim of
which Is to encourage the production
and general use of seed of superior
quality for farm crops. Experience
has shown that in all kinds of farm
crops the yield per acre may be mater-
ially increased and the quality sub-
stantially improved by the use of seed
which has been graded up by careful
growing and systematic, intelligent se-
lection, continued from year to year.
Vigor of growth and productiveness in
individual plants are transmitted
through their seeds to the succeeding
crop quite as surely as any desirable
ckaracteristics are transmitted to ani-
mals from their ancestors.

Pedigreed Seed.—With the above fact
in view the newly formed association
drafted a constitution to regulate the
growing, selecting and improving of
farm seeds by its members, and pro-
viding for keeping records of the his-
tory of seeds, fixing standards, and is-
sulng certificates of registration for
hand-selected seell. For the present
the operations of the association will
be confined to wheat, oats,' barley,
naize, peas, beans, flax, millet and
potatoes. Each operating member will
be required to conduct annually a
hand-selected seed plot of not less
than one-quarter acre, and must keep
a record in writing of each year’s op-
erations. District superintendents will
supervise and aid the work of the
members,

Some Results of Seed Selection.—In
France and in Germany sugar beets
now produce twice as many pounds
of sugar per acre — twice as many
pounds of refined sugar per acre — as
they did before .the improvement of
the sugar beet was undertaken in a
systematic manner; that is with the
same soil, the same climate and the
same kind-of fertilizer. That work
was begun by Vilmorin of Paris, three
generations ago; his grandson is at
the head of the business now,

Some seven years ago the Illinois ex-
periment station undertook to improve
the quality of Indian corn in this way.
They had analyses made of the very
best corn they could find for a high
percentage of protein. They found the
good corn contained about 9 per cent.
of protein. Then they planted rows
from the ears having the highest per-
centage of protein, and after six years’
careful selection they had some corn
that showed an average of over 15
per cent. protein, or 2 per cent. higher
than that of wheat. This is an amaz-
ing achievement for this continent; for
if we have Ihdiun corn richer in pro-
tein than wheat, it will be an immense
benefit and advantage in the feeding
of cattle, the production of bacon,
and even in the nourishment of human
beings from the cereal district.

The Minnesota experiment station
has had a similar experience with flax,
for in six years’ selection they have
effected an increase of 20 per cent. in
the length of fibre and in the yisd of
seed of the flax plant.

Canadian Resgults and' Possibilitles.—
As it is generally known the Macdon-
ald-Robertson Beed Growers’' Associa-
tion, which is superseded by the new
organization ,was an outgrowth of a
competition for prizes aggregating $10,-
000 that were given by Sir Wm. Mac-
donald to school boys and girls oper-
ating seed plots and selecting the best
heads of wheat and oats during the
years 1800, 1901 and 1802. This compet-
itlon was conducted under the super-
vision of Prof. Robertson, hence the
name of the orikinal association. In
the case of the crops grown by the
boys and girls the increase was 18 per
cent. in the number of grains in the
100 selected heads of spring wbeat, and
28 per cent. In the weight of grains in
the 100 heads. Similar increases fwere
obtained with oats. Ninety-two per
cent. of the reports said that the
quarter-acre plots carried crops de-
cidedly more vigorous“and heavy than
crops from the same varieties of grain
shown on the same farm In the same
season from unselected seed.

An increase of even 20 per cent. In
the total yield of Canadian farm
crops would mean the addition of mil-
lions of dollars to the wealth of the
country. Another great possibility is
found in connection with the improve-
ment which may be made in quality.
Take wheat for instance. From Sept.
1st, 19083, to March 8ist, 1904, the gov-
ernment inspection of wheat in West-
ern Canada showed 497,000 bushels of
No. 1 hard; 6,108,000 Bushels of No. 1
northern, and 7,639,000 bushels of 'No. 2
northern. A very large proportion of
the two latter grades would grade No.
1 hard, were it not for the admixture
of othe grains and other varteties of
wheat. Here is afi urimited fleld for
the application of the principle of seed
selecticn.

United States—have turned him over
and over, viewing him in this light
and that, until—for years to come at
least—the last word has been. spoken
wpon Samuel de Champlain. It is re-
corded of the president of the New
Brunswick Historical Society that in
five days he has listened to no less
than fifty-five addresses.

ST. JOHN EN FETE.

8t. John is the city of cities for fes-
yHvities. Not that it is beautiful with
| the beauty of brick and mortar, nor
| yet with the beauty of fine old trees.
There are plenty of dignified and im-
Pressive public buildings, mostly-1n
‘massive gray stone; but they are not
B0 grouped as to be cumulatively im-
Posing. Yet a city set like St. John, |
upon a hilly peninsula, cannot escape |
icturesqueness. Ask the oldest in-!

abitant how many hills there are in
the city, and he promptly begins to
tount the flat places. Practically: all
the streats are set at an angle, and
othe vista at each end is closed by the
green of wooded heights, the blue of |
the sea, or, when these astonishing
waters run out, by ithe rosy hue of |
tidal mud. Here and there some fine
church is raised to a commanding em-
Inence above the town, and there is
even, in places, a suggestion of Edin-~
burgh’s castle hill, so boldly do the
heights tower above the valleys.

Just now these precipitous. streets
‘&re ablaze with color. Flags bristle
thickly upon the faces of\commercial
bulldings—the flags of Great Britain,
of France and of Ireland, with here
and there the flash of the Stars and
Stripes. No one who has not seen the
British flag used with prodigality, can
realjize the amazing effectiveness of its
startling blood-red. Looking down
King street, where it drops _steeply
from the be-fountained King square
to the harbor, you get in profile the
pulsing, moving masg of gorgeous red.
It makes ome almost jealous,

Decoration does net end with the
dufldings, net yet with the banwprs
outlined against the sky. Every dray-
horse wears his flag blanket, his ro-
bettes, his gay paper fans. Hvery bi-
oycle = and there are bicycles in this
up-and-down town — is twisted with
¥8d, white and blue, The very express

carts of the children fly each
brace of blood-red flags.

The fog, which enveloped St. John
when first it met my eye, happily re-
‘tired before the enthusiasm of the ter-
eentenary crowds, and Thursday morn-
ing dawned brilliantly fair. By half-
past eight, as a guest of the members
of the Royal Society of Canada, I was
afloat upon a launch bound for a tour
of the harbor. : The people of St. John
cast slurs upon' their beautiful harbor,
intimating that when the tide is out
the harbor is to be found in the Bay
of Fundy, and when the tide is in it is
up the river, and that at low tide St.
John’s name is Mud.

THE HARBOR IN GALA ARRAY.

Xo one cast any slurs upon St.
John’s harbor on the morning of the
23rd, however. Four great battleships
and two dominion cruisers lay at an-
chor, fluttering streamers from stem
to stern, while round them cireéted an
officious fleet of water small-fry —
tugs, launches and canoes. There
were the French ship Troude, the U.
S. training ship Topeka, the U, S.
cruiser Detroit — these three all glit-
tering . white — and lower down the
huge bulk of the four funneled Brit-

{ ish battleship Ariadne, grim and gray

in her uncompromising war paint. The
presence of two American vessels was
due to an anxiety lest the Detroit,
which steamed north all the way from
Cuba, should not arrive in time.

IN ST. ANDREW’S CHURCH.

As an American I was vitally inter-
ested in the representation from the
States and the reception they met
with. The first American speaker fol-
lowed hard upon the heels of the
French consul general, M. Keeczkow-
ski, a big, brown-bearded man, gorge-
ously bemedalled and embroidered, as
aforesaid. His brief address in French
and English was a miracle of graceful,
artful, diplomatic suavity, and called
forth - overwhelming applause. He sat
down and out stepped the representa-
tive of the United States government,
Captain Dillingham of the Detroit. It
was impossible not to notice the per-
functoriness of the applause which
&reeted him, In a high, nasal voice
he said hig little say—such a speech as
might be expected of a maval officer —
businesslike, a bit boastful, absolutely
without grace. Canadians said they
liked his brevity. But one cannot help
wishing that the authorities at Wash-
ington had chosen a diplomat, or at
least a trained speaker to throw into
comparison with the polished - repre-
sentatives of European capitals, Mr.
‘Adams of course corrected the bad im-
pression, but he was not the official
representative of the United States. !

Transcript says: Austin Cary, the
forestry expert, said in an ‘interview
here today that, as a member of the
faculty of the Yale School of Forostry,
he recently made an extended tour of

| inspection through the forests of Can-

ada, and that he was surprised to find
the extent of the woodland wealth of
the Dominion far less than it has been
represented by Canadian writers. Said
he: “It has long been the poast of
the Canadians that their country had
a practically jnexhaustible supply of
timber, and many times they have pre-
dicted that in the near future Canada
would be called upon to supply the

{ United States with wood of all kinds,

after the forests of this country had
become depleted. I find, however,
that the extent of the Canadian for-
ests has been greatly over-estimated,
and that the growth of timber there,
even in the Northwest, is nothing like
what it has been represented by Cana-
dian authorities.” Mr. Cary, de-
clares that the Canadian forests are
very disappointing, both in extent and
in the character of the growth. Asked
about the reliability of the estimates
stand, Mr, Cary
said: “Maine’s timber growth has
never been overestimated—in fact, all
of the figures thus far given have been
very conservative.”

The market for spruce lumber here
is somewhat easier, several of the big
dealers cutting prices to secure busi-
ness. It is said there ig nothing in the
situation to warrant this course, and
some of the mill owners say they will
shut down rather than sell at a loss.
For frame the demand is fair, ZLaths
are selling slowly and are easier under
an increased supply. Cedar shingles
are also easler, with low grades offer-
ing more freely.

Life, then, may be de-
fined as the science of learning to
know, and the art of telling what we
know. ;

»First, then, man is the scholar. The
child’s knowledge beings at zero. He

to read. He has to learn the sight,
osund, names and natures of every
every thing and creature in te world.
His task is infinite, and life will prove
too short for its accomplishment. If
he live out the allotted three score and
ten at its end he will still be learning.
Born with a question ‘“whence” on his
lips he dies with the question ‘whither”
upon his tongue, Man is the learner.
Our children grow up, and, crying,
*School it out,” rush into adult life.
The man becomes a hunter; he is learn-

comes a herdsman and he is learning
the laws of domestic animals. He be-
comes a farmer; he'is finding out the
law of seed time and harvest, and how
every plant brings forth fruit after its
kind. He becomes a sailor; he is find-
fng out the hidden paths of people and
the might and mysteries of the great
deep. The maid becomes wife and
mother; she is learning the helghts
and depths of love and finds out that
gervice and suffering have healing in
their wings. All the world’s a school
and men and women are the schoélars.
one half of life is learning to read.

The chemist is the man who can
read the story of atoms. The astrono-
mer is the man who has found out
about the stars. The geologist can read
the rocks. The inventor has learned
about the ‘'secret of iron and wood and
wind and light and steam. The physi-
cian knows the body and its ailments
and aiso nature’s medicine chest. The
prophet is the man who is wise in the
world of spirit and out of the book of
the unseen, the story of «God’s on-
goings and the epic of man’s soul
He is the seer. He sees where the rest
of us blindly grope. The great man
{s the man who can read. “Life,”
Browning says, “is the chance of
learning love.” Life is learning.

Second—Man is more than a scholar.
He is an artist. He is not only a
learner, but he is a teacher, He is
creative—he must utter himself.
Science is cider than art; but art lives
longer than science. Knowledge 18
mother of expression, but expression is
more ithan knowledge. Art is nobler
than science. Animals can know; bees,
beavers and birds have science. But
animals have an art.

When God expresses himself, we call
it revelation -and nature. When man
expresses himself we call it an ‘art.
There is the everlasting difference be-
tween nature and art. Nature is the
utterance of God and art is the utter-
ance of man. Man expresses himself in
many ways. Hzance, there are many
arts. He expresses himself in color—it
is painting. He expresses himself in
souad—it is music or oratory. He ex-
presses himself in writing—it is litera-
ture. Art, then, is anything in which
man has expressed his thought and:
spirit. That definition on the one hand |,
differentiates art from nature, which
is the expres=10n of God, and also from
the manufacture of things. Many
things man has made out of stone and
color which are not art. Much music
and much speaking and much writing
is not art. . The handwork of man
never becomes the art of man until itl
expresses not some utility or value of
commerce, but expresses something of
the mind and heart of man himself.
It his hand only has wrought, it is a
handicraft; if his whim only has
wrought, it is listory or plaything; if
his heart and hand have made it it is
art. Art is always the message of a
man as well as the handicraft of man.
Art is always an incarnation.

I think I can make this clear by illu-
stration. What is the abiding signifi-
eance of the great cathedrals? = It is
this: Bach one is a gospel in itself.
St, Peter’'s at Rome is the -mightiest
temple in Christendom. It is more—it
is the best story of Roman Catholi-
cism ever read. One visits St. Paul's
in London because it is the greatest
Protestant church in the world. But,
once there he sees anew all the strug-
gles and aspirations of a free faith.
8t. Sophia is the Eastern church in
stone. St. Mark's of Venice, is, I sup-
pose the most beautiful church in the
world. It is also the most perfect. It

was built as a tomb over the dust of :

8t. Mark, whose bones were brought
from Alexandria in §20. But St. Mark
weas an evangelist and one of the four
men who wrote the life of Christ. He
was a maker of the Scriptures. So St.
Mark’s church is the gospel in stone.
It is called “The Bible of St. Mark’s.”
‘And it really is a Bible. The text is
exceeding precjous for it is from manu-
scripts far back of the Vulgate and
brings us almost to Apostolic days.
The types are letters chiseled in stone;
the illustrations are paintings of the
Roman’ masters; the leaves are marble
prought from the ruins of the Roman
cities. And this Rible in stone was
more than four hundred years in the
making. On.' the facade we find the
title page and here are the subjects of
the book-—Christ, St. . Mark and the
Venetians. Of Christ we at once fread
wChrist is the keystone of every arch
or every door into the cathedral.” It
{s thorugh Christ we enter the church.
.Everywhere he is a creator, redeemer
and master. In every archivolt, every
bas-relief, every Mosaic is Christ,
“cheifest and fairest among ten thou-
eand, the one altogether lovely.” On
that title page we find that the type
of St. Mark is a lion. By this we are
told of his gospel and his final cour-
age.. When it speaks of Venetians
who made the book it shows us their
trades and the months of the year, and
over each is Christ. In the Atrium we
find Old Testament scenes and words

e ]
_and Abel, Abraham and Joseph.

'

In
the interior we see represented the New
Testament scenes such as the Birth
and Infancy, the Miracles, the Pas-
‘sion, the Ascension and'scenes ih the
Acts and Revelations.

S0 we see that his cathedral ichurch
is truly “The Bible of Bt. Mark’s.” And
this shows us what a church always
ought to be. ~“Whatever its plainness
or ornament, whatever its cheapness
or costliness, a’' church ought to be so
b1t that it itself will publish the gos-
pel. Whenever men see it they should
know ‘it as a church and be re{nlnded
and taught of God.

Now, this opens my way to say-to
you two very deep things that Mr.
Ruskin was never weary of repeating
to men—“All art is teaching” and “all
art is praise.” Remembering that this
church of St. Mark’s is so built that
every stone and pillar and arch tells
out a part of the gospel, until the whole
is really a Biblé in stone, you see what
Ruskin meant with “All art is teach-
ing.” Build a church like a barn—it
will keep out tha storm but you have
no art there. Bufid it not mergly so
as to keep out the storm, but sg*at the
same time At will tell a story of what
you are trying to do, so that every
part is a symbol and will teach, and
you have art there. Building for
weather’s sake is merely a piling up of
stones. Building for truth’'s sake is
art. “All art 1s teaching.”

Then “all art is praise.” By which
fhe means all art not only teaphes us
but with its beauty but pralses some-
thing or some one. It e¢ries on the
housetop. St. Mark's is very beautiful,
the lovelest building on earth, and
every leaf and flower and every arch
and pillar and tower and fesco and
window, bathed in perfect beauty, of-
fers pratse to the beauty of God. If
it did not praise something or some one
it would have no art. - Wherever there
is art there is praise and there is
teaching. From this view point we at

‘ence -think of our architecture and see

how bad it is. Our books make for
teaching. Our plctures make for
praise. But our buildings often make
for nothing but jobbery, if they are
public buildings, or ugfiness if they are
our homes. For where is there any
praise in many of the dwellings of our
city? We call them beautiful, and by’
beauty we mean noveity or the un-
usual. Many people, as they build their
houses,
own pocketbooks, but where do they~
praise God or sacrifice or love or beau-
ty? There is little art because there
is scant praise .in American house
building. Our buildings should be ob- |
jeet lessons in economy, industry, faith,
simplicity, love. Our public buildings
should stand in the heart of our cities,
perpetual teachers of justice and ser-
vice and brotherhood and peace. Wher-
ever a church flings its spires against.‘
the sky it should be so made as to be |
read of all men.” It should be as
beautiful as an angel's face—every
stone or beam or window robed in
praise of God. It need not be costly,
but it must be beautiful. But it
should be more—it should be one per-
fect object lesson. It should mean
something in itself. It should teach
men of God and Christ. Our churches
should be so built that were every Bi-
ble in the land destroyed, we could still
reproduce the Bibie from our churches.
Then the old Scripture would, indeed,
be fulfilled, ‘“Let the beauty of the
Lord, our God, be mpon us.”

| like dumb,” driven cattle, with never a

sgyllable of our heart secret told in all’
our work. The joy of life comes when
we can make our vocation, whatever it
may be, publish to all the world the
truth God has given us. An old black-

down by drudgery of his hard task.
SHubbard showed him how. He bade
| him hammer out andirons not for a

fdollar a day, but for what andirons

might tell. He asked him to make
them not as quickly as he might, but
as well as he could. When the old
‘man had spent a happy month over
the irons they were done and were
strikingly beautiful because they ex-
pressed the old man’s heart. In the
‘market they brought $100.

Herein lies the joy and culture of the
old time trades. Men put their indivi-
duality into the shoes they made or
the coats they sewed. Here is the des-
pair of today’s toilers. Each is a ma-
chine making with‘a machine only a
part. No one makes a whole. It is
drudgery. The workman must find
some way to express himself in his
work or he will go toward the brute
or madhouse. Here is why men must
follow different vocations. Almost any ;
man car learn the technical part of:
any task from carpentry to a poem.
But it takes a Wordsworth to express
his thoughts in metre. He could nev-
er do it with a saw or surgeon’s knife.

That was the call of Jesus—a day
came when He could no longer utter
His nature with hammer and plane. He
must have utterance in an itinerant
ministry.

If I have been clear in my statements
thus far and if you will agree with me
that we should make our work our art
—that is our message and ministry—
then I can command your assent to
the truth I want to emphasize this
morning, viz.: Life itself is an art—the
highest and noblest of arts. If a man
with brush and carvas can make a pic-
ture that will teach and ennoble all
who look upon it; if & man by piling
up stones can make a church that will
make all who see it aware of God and
His love; if a man out of {iron can
make andirons that will teach some
fine noble truth to every passerby; if
men out of dead material 'things can
make a sessage, by how much more
should they so live and buil their
characters that all who know them
will be taught and inspired and uplift-
ed and filled with joy and praise.

Isn’t that just what Jesus did? Oth-
er men dreamed; He did. Others prea-
ched; He practiced. Others theorized;
He acted. All of us have precepts; He
was example. Others wrought in wood
and stone; He wrought in flesh and
blood.

The scientist shows us man, gives us
his genealogy and beginnings—cousins
of the brutes we are, only weaker than
they, and almost ‘as ignorant. Then
Christ comes and says: “Let the human
heart be a whispering zallery where
there shall be heard the whispers of
God and every' cry of the human dis-
tress. Let the censcious . become as
sensitive to the voice of duty and the

‘Let intuition be clarified unto. the eye
of faith until it shall penetrate all
mysteries. Let the higher instincts be
caught up into touch and tune with
the Infinite until man, the higher ani-
mal,  shall become the Son of God. In
all the world there is no other such
beauty, there is no other such expres-
sion of truth, there is no other such
manifestation of divinity as the human
soul. With Jesus living as the finest
-of arts. His life was a revelation and
a ministry. #He was the life, the truth
and the way. y

The Christian man is the soul artist.
Character is the art of arts. How hard
it has been to get religion in terms of
character. The religions of the world
have generally been ceremonies  or
creeds. The Jew first taught men that
religion was morality and spirituality.
Jesus offended the orthodoxy of His
day with His teaching that religion was
chara.ctelr. Two thousand years after
those named after Him  believ-
ed it only in spots, Most of us
even yet, as the old hymn puts it, “live
at a poor dying rate,” and emphasizing
Christianity as a therapeutic for our
moral infirmities really expect full
JSpiritual vigor and' perfection only in
some other world. How many men,

a holy and beautiful life as they strive
X0 paint a picture or write a poem or
build a house?

I am persuaded that few of strive
to overcome our little faults as much
as we strive to correct faults in our
children. I do not find that people a*e
as strenupus in the pursuit of meek-
ness and purity of heart and gentle-
ness and loving kindness and tranquil-
lity of soul and spiritual vizion as they
are strenuous in the pursuit of know-
ledge and wealth. I do not believe that
even Christian men and women are
deeply In earnest about the fine art of
living. And yet who would not a thou-
send-fold rather be a saint than paint
one? Is it not infinitely greater to live
poetry than to write a poem? David
wrote a Psalm and we remember him
forever. But how much greater than
David is the man or woman whose dai-
ly life is both Psalm and benediction.
Jesus never wrote -any books—He had
not time. He had more important
work. He lived a life. Hig life will
outlast all books. There is no other
art so great as the art of life. It is
both a career and an immortality.

As soon as we begin to talk about
character as a fine art, we begin to
think about it as something to be ac-
hieved. “That is the teaching of the Bi-
ble. If some of you have been stud-
ents of some of the arts—building, or
writing, or painting, or music — you
remember how your teacher went about
teaching it. Almost first of all they
begin to point out to you the great
masters in your art. There never came
a time, however skillful you may have
become in your art, when you were not
always standing before the great mas-
ters and studying the great models.
That is why the Bible is so much a
book of biography. Abraham and
Moses and Isaiah and, far above all,
Jesus, are the great models of charac-
ter. Before: them each generation
stands with with uncovered head and
has revealed to it thc heights and
depths of nobleness and achievement
and spiritual power,

Then, as you went on, your teacher
began to give you rules. Rules in art
of composition are rhetoric. Rules in
the art of music are called the study
of harmony. In painting, they are
ithe rules of perspective. So in the Bi-
ble, which is the great hand book on
tharacter building, we find everywhere
rules for conduct. The rules Moses
gave us are called the Decalogue, Paul
in his letters gives us a great deal of
time in laying down rules of living
for bishops and deacons and preachers
and husbands and wives and children.

But as you go on in the study of your
art, very soon you find out that the
Master is always putting emphasis up-
& what He calls the laws of your art.
The principles of your art are more
than the rules of your art. That is
one reason why He keeps you always
studying the great models and masters.
His hope is that you will find directly
Yevealed in these great basic principles
on which your art rests,

Character building is a fine art and
it must obey the laws of the other arts.
I.If you and I were to set about it to
! make our lives what they were intend-
ed to be—things of beauty and art—I
do not believe we could better express
the great 'laws which we must fulfil
than to say: Every man must be a sin-
cere man. Every man must be serene.
Every man must be guileless.. And ev-
ery man must be spiritual. Four great
words are these. Words that are in-
spired, and like the clouds and the sea,
not to be compassed in the small mea-
sure of man. And yet we will do well
to keep these great words shining be-
fore us,

The first law of the beautiful life,
then, is sincerity.

: words, ‘“sine,” without, and ‘cera,’

i wax. Therefore, to be sincere is to be

without wax. He tells us that the
word originated in.this way: In the
great age of Roman architecture the
people were possessed by a building
mania, just as all Europe was in the
middle ages. In those days, as in the
present, contractors were in haste to
get rich and sometimes they would
slight their work. They would build a
palace or a temple and, instead of put-
ting in true workmanship, would some-
times throw the buildings together in
a hit and miss fashion, and then with
wax would fix up the imperfect joints
and paint it over. The work would
look all right and get accepted. But
in a few years the wax would- begin to
crumblé and there would stand the na-
ked joint and the horrid imperfection
of work. Directly the people when
they wanted to build would draw up
contracts with the builders, and in the
contract they would put the words,
‘““sine cera,” without wax, sincere.. So
the man who is a sincere man is a man
without sham or fraud or pretense;
‘“without wax.”

Lyman Abbott, in his lectures to the
theologue of Yale the other month, put
a great deal of emphasis upon this.
He tells us that he believes the beset-
ting of sin of the young minister is
professional insincerity. By this he
does not mean they are two faced, or
hypocritical, or dishonest. But he does
mean that it {s hard for a man,who is
called upon to be constantly speaking,
not to say any more than there is ac-
tually in his heart. It is such an easy
thing for a man to use words when
there is no spirit behind them. A
minister’s’ danger is that his speech
shall become conventionalized. The
occasion demands sympathy. The
temptation is to utter it—even thotigh
the heart is not deeply stirred by sym-

call of right as the needle to the star| pathy. The occasien demands Flousy

®tven in the church, are striving to lead [

sentences and the temptation is to
speak them -when there 1is no deep
brooding sense of God behind them.
The sin is induced by over-production.
There are too many addresses to make
and there is too little time for brood-
ing. Such speech is what Paul' means
when ‘he talks of “sounding brass and
tinkling ecymbal.”” Such preaching we
call cant in our time. It is not dis-
hohesty. It is lack of heart. It means
to be true, but it is hurriedly done and
the crevices are filled with wax. It is
only a step from conventionality to in-
sincerity. To utter great words there
must be great thoughts. A real ser-
mon is a mood. The greatest men al-
way speak without wax. The dews
of sympathy or insight which they
sprinkle upon parched land come dir-
ectly from off the great sea of spiritual
power. : Insincerity is profundity. It
is deep calling unto deep. A little man
cannot be sincere. If we are ever go-
ing to be what we dream of being, with
a message and a ministry for all whom
we may meet day by day, we must
prune our speech of platitude, our man-
ner of conventionality, our work of ev-
ery slight, and our thoughts of every
silly and unworthy and time-serving
word.

The second law of art and character
is serenity. Serenity is more than pla-
cidity. The lake we call Lake Placid.
The ovean is serene. The placid dis-
position is quiet because it is yntouch-
ed by tempest. The serene disposition
is quiet because it has outfought the
storm. Placidity is negative and an-
other name for inertia. Serenity is
positive and another name for power.
Serenity is-not ease and peace. It is
poise, certainty, patience, trust;
nity is self mastery and self surrerider
to the plan and purpose of God. Cal-
vinism is serenity in religion. Serenity
comes of the sense of election.” Sereni-
ty is the abeunding sense of the pre-
sense and confidence in the care of
God.

The - third law of art and life is
guilelessness. This Ruskin defines as
‘‘the absence of vice.” It is the ab-
sence of vice because you are impervi-
ous to vice. The Quck’s back is im-
pervious to rain—the water rung off
because it finds no entrance. The lit-
tle child is ¥mpervious te certain vices
because it does not see them. The
worst sins are acquired tastes. Most
of us had to learn to be bad. It takes
a long time for an innocent boy to be-
come a libertine. It is only after oft
repeated efforts a young man becomes
a drunkard of a thief. Vivian with all
her arts of fascination had no power
over Sir Galahad—his heart was pure.
Foul thoughts always come .before
foul deeds. Guilelessness is innocence
continued; childlikeness made perpet-
ual; purity undefiled; truth unsullied;
the soul unstained, Jesus calls Nathan-
iel “An Israelite in whom there is no
guile.” The infinite charm of the
daughters of our firesides is their
sweet purity as white as a 1lily’s throat.
I know young men and old men, too,
iike that. Their presence exhales
purity as violets breathe perfume.
When Campbell, the London preacher,
was here a year ago, we bowed less to
his words than to his soul of sweetness
and light. The greatest living Ameri-
can preacher is famed for his words.
But to those who know him he is far
more than anything he says. He has
the heart of a child. His soul is as
white as an angel’s. There is no fleck
ot selﬁshness or spot or wrinkle of un-
truth on hfm. It is no wonder when
he speaks of heaven it seems not far
off, and life seems grand and men kind.
His sermons are the aroma of a guile-
less man. Guilelessness is not only the
quest of man; it is the gift of God.

And now let we name the last law
of art and character—spirituality. The
picture, if it be true art, must reveal
soul and not sense. The cathedral, if
it be real art, must praise God and
not the builder. The oration, if tt be
true oration, must be remembered for
its eloquence and not its rehetoric. The
sermon, if it be a true life, will be soul
and God and not the preacher. Life,
if it be true will be soul and not
the body and itg ssessions. The rich
man will be more th his wealth., A
rich country is God’s country. Every
dollar earned and saved benefits us all.
But the prophet of socialism and dis-
content gets his oprortunity when gain
is ill gotten and more ill used. The
palaces of the rich are full of men and
women who are prisoners of their
wealth. -It binds them hand and foot.
It dries up their hearts and quenches
the fires of their faith. Kingship has
spoiled a good many otherwise useful
citizens. Royalty often emasculates.
It destroyed Napoleon. So men who

are less than their fortunes, are often
made cruel and heartless and frivolous |

and selfish and material by them.
They feed their bodies and starve their
souls. The rich man has not too much
wealth; he has too little soul.
