Far
from wishing to divide the government of Nova
Seotia, and so increass the patronags of the Impe-
rial Adminisiration to the axelasion of colonists, we
would rather bave it mare éxtensive ; and as 8 umion
is now effected between the two Canadas, we can
see no sufficient reason why the Lower Provinces,
viz. Nova Scatia, New Branswick, and P. E. Is-
