The Course of Study for the Freshman and Sophomore 
years includes the subjects required for the first B. A. 
Examination of the University of Halifax, which exami­
nation, according to the regulation of the Senate, cannot, 
in the case of any candidate, take place within one acade­
mical year of the time of his passing the Matriculation 
Examination. The course prescribed for the Junior and 
Senior years contains a similar relation to the second B. 
A. Examination of the University. It should be observed 
that the University regulations prescribe that the Mathe­
matics, Physics, and Classics of these years 
pulsory, save that Spherical Trigonometry and Analyti­
cal Geometry may be omitted by students who pass in 
Classics, and that one subject in Greek and Latin may 
be omitted by candidates who pass in Mathematics and 
Physics ; also, that of the three subjects, French, or 
German or Hebrew, Mental and Moral Philosophy, (Con­
stitutional History or Political Economy, two only 
compulsory.

The Members of the Senior Class are required to 
prepare and deliver two original orations each term.

Preliminary Course of Study.
This course of study is designed to meet the wants of 

young men preparing to offer themselves to be received 
on trial for the ministry. It embraces all the subjects 
prescribed for the preliminary and first year's examina- 
tions of the Methodist Conference, and may extend over 
one, two, or three years, according to theprevious.attain- 
ments and circumstances of the student.

The Theological parts of this course may be pursued 
in connection with preparation for Matriculation in Arts.

The English and Classical parts of this course are pre­
pared in the Academy and College.

Students presenting themselves for admission

f
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course should bring with1 them letters of introduction from 
the superintendent ministers of the circuits on which they 
reside. If they expect to offer themselves for the ministry 
at the close of the year they must be recommended from 
the quarterly meetings of their own circuits, and not 
from the SaCkville quarterly meeting. Students bringing 
with them certificates of such recommendation will be 
exempted from fees for theological tuition. License as 
exhorters or local preachers should also in all cases issue 
from the superintendent and quarterly meeting of the 
circuit in which the student resides, and where his church 
membership and standing should be continued.

After examination at the close of the college year, all 
students in the preliminary course will return home in 
time to be presented at their own district meetings in 
they wish to be received on trial by Conference.
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In Elocution, a prize of twenty-five dollars was offered 

for competition, to the Conference students of last year 
by John Macdonald, Esq, M. P, of Toronto ; and another 
of fifteen dollars by Josiah Wood, Esq, of Sackvillei 
The former was gained by Mr. Geo. O. Robinson, of the 
N. S Conference ; and the latter by Mr. T. L. Williams, of 
the N. B. and P. E. I. Conference.

Efforts have been made during the past year to increase 

the value of this important aid to the professors and 
students of this department. Very generous assistance 
has been rendered by contributions of money, or of 
valuable books from the Revs. A. W. Nicolson, W. H. 
Heartz, D. Chapman, T. Rogers, M. A., R. Brecken, 
M. A., J. S. Phinney, and the Hon. Judge Marshall. It 
is earnestly desired that further contributions be made to 
the Ltbrary Fund, so that the latest and best results 
of Theological Science may be placed within reach of 
our Students.
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Towards the close of the past year, steps were taken 
to establish two Societies, having a relation to the depart­
ment. The one was designed for the benefit of the 
Theological Students in the College; and the other to 
serve as a connecting link between them and the Minis­
ters labouring in the three Conferences of the Maritime 
Provinces, as well as to promote among the latter a spirit 
of Theological and Ministerial culture.

Among the Students it is proposed by means of Essays 
Exegetical papers, and oral discussions to stimulate 
enquiry as to the best methods of Ministerial efficiency 
and so to assist in preparing each other for the great 
work of preaching the Gospel, and feeding the flock of 
Christ.
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The Ministers’ Theological Union will meet at the dose 
of each Collegiate year, and, in addition to the considera­
tion of topics of interest belonging to their work, will 
have an annual Sermon preached, and a Theological 
lecture dehvered. The Rev. W. C. Brown, of Liverpool, 
N. S., has consented to preach the Anniversary Sermon 
m 1879, and the Lecture will be delivered by the Rev C 
Stewart, D. D.

Students both regular and special are expected to 
conduct themselves with propriety, and to observe all 
the regulations of the Faculty as announced from time to 
time. Students whose conduct or progress in study shall 
continue, after suitable admonition, to be unsatisfactory, 
will not be allowed to remain in the Institution.

Regular aifl punctual attendance at their classes shall 
be imperative on all Students Professors will mark the 
presence or absence of Students immediately before com­
mencing the work of the class, and will note as absent 
those who enter thereafter, unless satisfactory reasons for 
tardiness be assigned.

) No Student shall be absent from the College after io 
o’clock at night, without special permission of the Presi­
dent.
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AH Students are expected to attend Divine Service on 
Sunday, and to be punctud'in attendance at daily prayers 
in the College Chapel.

No Student shall resort to any tavern or place where 
intoxicating liquors are sold, without special permission 
of the President ; and no Student who is known to 
intoxicating drinks will be allowed to retain his 
tion with the College.

The use of tobacco on the College premises is not 
permitted.

Undergraduates are expected to provide themselves 
with College caps and gowns, and to wear them at 
classes and lectures, at church, and at all public Collegiate 
exercises and anniversaries.
