United States Secretary

Copies of Proposed Agreement to British and
French Ambassadors in Washington = Provis-
ion for Arbitration in All Disputes.

Washington, May 17.—The principle
of arbitration of practically all dis
putes between nations, including even
glrestions of vital interest and nation-
al honor, assumed vitality today, when
Secretary of State Knox submitted,to

* the British and French ambassadors
at Washington the draft of a conven-
tion to serve as & basis of negotia-
tioms. The fact that this world move-
ment. would - be inaugurated with
France as well as Great Britain came
a8 a great surprise as it was gener-
ally understood that only the United
States and England were concerned
in the fnitial steps. When President
Taft enunciated the doctrine of com-
prehensive arbitration, he received a
quick response from Ambassadors
Bryce and Jusserande that Great
Britain and France were willing to
begin negotiations with this country
for the peaceful settlement of practic-
ally all differences that may arise.
Secretary Knox has evolved a docy-
ment, which has received the appro-
val of the president and the other
members of his cabinet, providing that
all differences which are internation-
ally justifiably shall be submitted to
arbitration. It expands the scope of
the existing arbitration treaties by
eliminating the exceptions referring
to “Questions of vital interest and
national honor.” This elimination is
the real accomplishment of the pro-
posed treaty

The exceptions mentioned are found
in arbitration treaties the world over
and have constitutéd the chief ob-
stacle of the arbitration principle,
for it is hard to concelve of a pro-
blem which in its essence cannot be
regarded as having a controlling bear-
ing upon ‘‘national "honer” or “vital
interests.”

Washington, D. C., May 17.—Presi-
dent Taft sent to the senate the tariff
board’s full report of its investiga-
tion on the pulp and newspaper print
dnventory in the United States and
Canada, Summarized, the report says
that a ton of news print paper Is
made in Canada for $5.35 less than it
is made In the United States. The av-
erage Canadlan cost is given at $27.-
23 and the average cost in the Unit,
ed states at $32.88. The duty upon a
ton of news print paper under the
present tariff is $3.75.

Several factors entering Into the in-
creased cost of manufacture in the
United States are taken up exhaustive-
ly in the report. The principal in
creases are said to be due to the fact
that a ton of pulpwood costs nearly
twice as much in the United States
as it does In Canada, and that many
of the American mills have much
older and much less efficlent equip-
ment than the Canadian mills, which
is sald to be responsible for a large
increased manufacturing cost. The
feature of the report shows that the
cost of manufacturing news print
paper in the United States varies
widely. The lowest cost recorded is
$245 o ton, the highest is $43, From
this the tariff board strikes an aver-
age of $32.88, At the Canadian mills
the lowest price recorded for produc-
ing a ton of news print paper, is $24.-
97 and the highest is $30.18, Average,
$27.63,

To the question of how far Ameri-
can mills are on an equal basis for
competition with the Canadtan mills
in the matter of equipment the report
represents the answer that the total
average of equipment and efficiency
is slightly better for Canada than for
the United States. It is declared that
in 44 per cent. of the American mills
investigated a condition exists as to
machinery and equipment, which
would force them, If obliged to mect
really extensive _competition firo
Canada, gréatly to vurtall other ex-

brink of war, but which no people
would be willing to arbitrate, the
tentative draft of the treaty provides
that differences that either party con-
sider within this category shall be re-
ferred to a commission of inquiry
empowered to make recommendations
for thelr settlement. In this connec-
tion the treaty will take another ad-
vanced step by binding the dispub
ants to arbitration in case the com.
mission of inquiry declares that the
controversy shall be arbitrated. Ar-
bitration in all cases will be a last
resort. After the two countries have
concluded that it is impossible tol
gottle a dispute through diplomatic
interchange, the question will be sub-
mitted to a commission of inquiry
charged with the duty of suggesting
a way to avoid arbitration it possible.

The United States Senate will not
be agked to relinguish its right to pass
upon the guestion of arblirating each
dispute. All agreement to arbitrate
will be entered into with “the adyice
and consent of the Senate” as under
existing conventions, It is the desire
of the administration to complete
negotiations, if possible, u time for
submission to the Senate before the
adjournment of the present session of
Congress, The vast importance of
the proposed arbitration treaty has
been the subject of discussion in dip-
lomatic circles here ever since the
fdea was suggested. Now that this
government's proposal has been reduc-
ed to concrete form, the state depart-
ment assumes a receptive role, will-
ing to enter into negotistions on the
same basis with all countries, signify-
ing a desive to do so. It has . been
rumored recently that Japan was anx-
fons to join in the negotiations, but
g0 far mo formal discussion of the
subject between the two countries has
ogcurred.

CANADA WL
THERT DIREGT
WITH JAPA

Treaty Between Great Britain
And Mikado’s Kingdom Not
Suitable To Canadian Needs
And Conditions.

Ottawa, May 17.—That the terms
of the new trade treaty between Great
Britain and Japan are not suitable
to Canadian conditions and circum-
stances, Is the chief reason why Can-
ada declined to adhere to the treaty,
is made clear in a return tabled in
the Commons tonight, setting forth
the reasons why Canada proposes to
continue the existing treaty with Ja-
pan in effect for a couple of years in
order that Canada may have an op-
portunity to make a treaty of.her own
With the Mikado's kingdom.

The return shows that siuce the an-
nouncement of the new pact between
Great Britain and Japan, T. Nakamu-
rg, Japanese consul general at Otta-
wa, took up with Sir Wilfrid Laurler
and his colleagues, the question of
the advisability of Candda adhering
to the new treaty. Canada’s reasons
for declining to take this step are
get forth in a letter addressed by Hon.
W. 8. Fielding under date of May
10, 1911, to the Japanese consul gen-
eral, in which the Canadian minister
says he had observed that the terms
and conditions of the treaty do not
seem 10 be in their entirety, satisfac-
tory to the circumstances of Clanada,
and that in consequence the Chnadi-
an minigters had some hesitation in
sdvising ‘thit ‘adherence to its terms
which’ the Japanese government de-
alres,

In view of the clrcumstances Mr.
Flelding intimates: “If a commercial
agreement is to be made to suit these
conditions it will probably have to be
by means of a separate treaty.” Mr.
Fielding then states that Canada pro-
poses to avall itself of the clause in
the new. agreement between Great
Britain’and -Japan which provides that
in the event of Canada not desiring to
adhere to the new treaty, a tempor-
ary agreement can be made pending
the framing of a new treaty.

Mr. Fielding says: “The question
of immigration has been discussed
belween us on several occasions. |
do not deem it necessary that this
shall be more than mentioned here,
fnasmuch as the assurances received
from you of the willingness of Japan
to continue the friendly understanding
on the matter at present existing is

LONDON LETTER

Some Complaint as to How
Sir Edward Grey Manages
His Affairs — Influence of
King and Queen.

—

London, May b.—While the entire
tendency of British government 18
toward democracy, and if the Con-
gervatives are to be listened to the
country is rushing into socialism, one
exception to this rule is charged
against the Asquith government. In
the field of foreign affairs Sir Edward
Grey manages to stem the tide angd
even to push back the hands of the
clock. Complaint is raised in parlia-
ment that the foreign office takes
legislators and the public into its
confidence in an increasingly smaller
measure. Even members of his own
party are Jjoining the insurgents
against the Grey regime.

The basis of complaint is that the
Foreign Minister, with the cabinet,
of course, commits the country to
the most momentous policies, which
may even involve war, without con-
sulting the representatives of the
people. The Anglo-Japanese alliance
is cited as an example. The com-
plaint is made also that Sir Edward
Grey does not appear in parliament a3
often as his predecessors did to dis-
cuss foreign affairs, and Is more
gecretive in his attitude toward ques-
tions. Suggestions are heard for some
sort of legislative group corresponding
to the foreign relations’' committee
in the American house of Congress,
which shall practically share with
the cabinet the knowledge, if not the
shaping of foreign policies.

In paving the way for the Anglo-
American arbitration treaty Sir Ed-
ward Grey took an opposite course,
He not only explained the situation
to the country, but invited expres
glons of opinion. There is no doubt

the reasonableness of this claim. In
future it proposes not ouly (o reveal
gome of the secréts of International
affairs, and of diplomacy to the gov
ernors of self-governing colonies, but
even to comsult them in muking of
treaties and framing lines of dction
and policy. The approaching imper-
lal conference furnishes the first op
portunity. There will be 1 mutual
searching of heart on imperial inter
ests as they rub elbows with each
other nations, heretofore denied to
colonial statesmen.

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THE FAVORED NATIONS AND RECIPROCITY,
e—

In the discussion on the proposed Reciproeity
Agreement with the United States, frequent references
have been made to “the favored nations,” but compara-
tivly little light has "been thrown upon'the relationship
which exists between the favored nations and Canada
at the present moment. The following
has been compiled to show the historical setting of the
gavored nation treaties and how the present proposed
revision of the Canadian tariff will apply to countries
other than the United States. The situation which
will develop on this issne alone should the Taft-Field-
fng pact become operative, is well worth careful cone

The most anxlous reformer could scarcely
wish for greater expedition than is manifested in this
new and remarkable cycle of Cathay.

The abolltion of the oplum traffic, and consequently
of the opium habit, is necessarily being effected by co-
operation between China and British Indla. For while
the great bulk of oplum consumed in China has been of
native origin the imports from India have been con
siderable, and have been susceptible of increase to
counter-balance any reduction in the Chinese product.
It was therefore necessary for the two governments io
co-operate, as they have been doing loyally for the last
three years China is steadily reducing her production
of oplum and India is at the same time reducing
her shipmenis of the drug. The terms of the com-
pact provided for a 10 per cent. reduction of the original
volume each year for ten years, at the end of which
period total aboliffon would beé attained. The annual
Indian shipments had been about 51,000 cheats, wor
piculs, of 133 1.8 pounds each. In these last three
years the (lovernment hag compelled a reduction in the
quantity of 5,100 chests a year, so that by this time
the total amount has been decreascd by threetenths,

In every province of the Chinese empire there has
been at least a partial abatement of the culture, and con-
sequently of the traffie, and the habit, The pecunlary
loss to China is probably as much as $125,000,000 a
Year.

New York, May 17.—The advance
in stocks which completely changed
the character of the securities market
yesterday, was continued today. The
volume of business was almost as
large as yesterday, and gains were as
general, although smaller. Trading
proceeded on the same confident bas-

is, with a strong demand which came

in no small degree from outside sour-

ces. Urgent short coverings also was

a source of strength to the mgrket.
The feeling was quite general among

the professional speculative interests
early in the day, that yesterday’'s ad-
vauce had been so rapid that a reac-
tion might be expected. These trad-
¢rs sold heavily at the opening, but
the manner in which their offerings
were absorbed proved that they had
under-estimated the strength of the
market. Pricéd advanced anew after
halting for a time, and bear traders
were compelled to cover at losses.

While the forces of speculation

were responsible In large part for to-
day's advance, the underlying cause
apparently was confidence in the out-
look, due primarily to the manner in
which the market received the Stand-
ard Oil decision. Predictions of lead-
ing men of industry and finance that
a trade revival might be expected to
follow the rendition of the decision
helped to improve sentiment. The
ease of money facilitated expansion of

purely speculative operations, and,
with the present disposition to view

only the encouraging features, the ex-

cellent crop prospects and the appar-
ent approach of peace in Mexico, were
cited as future factors which Justify
optimism. It was pointed out, how-
ever, that the Standard oil decision
removeg only one of the unfavorable
features of the situation, that the re.
sult of attempts at tariff legislation
is still to be determined, and that it
cahnot be known for some time whe-
ther the predictions of better trade
conditions are to be borne out,

United States Steel was again the
most active stock in the list and
touched 80%, its highest price since
early in the year. Standard oil show.
ed turther strength on the curb today,
the prospective dissolution of the cor-
poration opening up the possibility of
allotment of assets to shareholders
greater than the present value of the
stock. American Tobacco was con-
spicuously strong. The common stock
advanced 26 points on the curb to 500,
the highest price since 1906.
