250,000 BARRELS APPLES SHIPPED

The steamship firm of Pickford and
Black have a ship in view which they
except to have chartered to arrive at
Halifax towards the latter part of the
week from New York to be freighted
with apples for a European port. These
are the special saflings as they stand
scheduled, but in the ensuing week
gseveral other deals will have been put
through that will tend to make the
present month the busiest yet in the
matter of apple export for 1912, The
total quantity shipped to date stands
approximately at 4 quarter of a mil
llon barrels, congervatively speaking,
and by the close of October it should
be close to the half million mark. Fur-
ness liner Rappabamnock took 33,000
birrels as a record cargo for 1912.—

At the meeting of the City Council
yesterday afternoon, the position of
the sugar refinery was again discuss-
ed, and the Mayor suggested that the
city should try to induce the Domin-
ion government to grant or sell the
land now used by the Exhibition As-
sociation to the city to be devoted to
industrial purposes. The commission-
erg were of the opinion that the city
had wasted enough time for the sugar
refinery proposition to materialize,
and that something should be done to
provide a site for the McAvity Com-
pany, but after discussing the situa-
tion for a long time they decided to
give further consideration to the
questions today.

The Mayor called attention to the
present conditions regarding the sale
and storage of small arms and ammu-
nition in the city., and Com. McLellan
said he would have a byelaw dealing
with the matter prepared in a short
time, 5

Finance and Affairs.

The Commissioner of Finance and
Public Affairs recommended that $25
being the fines imposed and collected
by the police magistrate, and paid over
to the chamberlain, be refunded to the
Factory Inspector, under provisions of
the act, and this was adopted.

The Commissioner of Public Affairs
also recommended that Albert Peters
and and CGeorge F. Feltham be ap-
pointed constables of the City -of St
John, upon their furnishing the neces-
sary bonds. This was adopted.

Public Works.

The Commissioner of Public Works
recommended that the city engineer
be instructed to have a survey made
and a plan prepared showing the

There is a grave, danger
that some comparatively irresponsible
person may drop & spark ‘into some
tinder and then the “fun” will begin.
Lurid war has already reared its hor-
rid front in the Balkans in ite of
Christian teachings, peace conferences
jand the unanimous protests of the
chancellories of all the great powers.
Whether the fire already kindled will
be checked and confined within pre-
gent limits, or escaping, be fanned
into.a blaze that will become a world
conflagration, is the absorbing ques-
tion of the hour.

England Cannot Falter,

*“In the terrible suspense that awaits
coming events, England cannot falter
in the race. Sea =upremacy for her
is a life and death struggle. She at
last realizes the duty of the hour. Her
statesmen, her naval and military
leaders have spoken with no uncer
| tain’ sound. The Empire is approach-
|ing a erisis fraught with consequences
so far-reaching as to cause the most
{Berious congideration on the part of
| the leaders of public thought, as also
lo! those charged with the control of
state aaffirs,

“Our fate is so linked with those of
the parent state, that self-preserva-
tion would be a sufficient motive to
call for the greatest vigilance on our
part and a readiness to undergo any
sacrifice, however great and the im-
position of any burden, however heavy
to prevent such a catastrophe ag the
passing of the sceptre of sovereignty
of the seas into the grasp of any oth-
er power.

Canada’s Position,

“The position of Canada is one that
commands the earnest thought and
action of its people. She cannot es-
cape the common duty or ignore the
common danger and fail to share in
the common responsibility. Canada
must assert her manhood and arise
to the proud position she occuples as
the premier dependency in England’s
far flung Colonial Empire.

“The status of Canada g doubly
critical from the fact it looks out upen
an ocean, which may in the future
become the battle ground of  the
world. More than haif of the world's
population is within the sweep of the
Pacific’s territorial gurroundings, Can-
ada faces on the Pacific, two mighty
nations fast rising into great world
powers—Japan, whose rapid rise both
naval and military challenges the ad-
miration of all countries, and China,
arousing from the torpor. of ages,
transformed into a republic. If the
Orient and Occident should hereafter
clash, Canada’s position might be-
come a critical, if not a perilous one.

“With Canada alive to the serious-
ness of her position, and both parties
