ous. Baddeck, N. 8., July 28.—This after­
noon's race for the Coronation Cup 
was simply a walk over for the Gem, 
of the Royal Naval Yacht Squadron, 
Halifax. Getting away with a poor 
start, which left her much to lee of 
other boats, she caught up and passed 
them like a seabird, skimming 
the surface of the lake with the ease 
and grace of a gull.

Gem with a free sheet simply leaving 
no chance for any competitors, and 
standing up nobly while the other 
boats careened until they stood almost 
on their beam. It was a spinnacle run 
down to the western buoy and a free 
sheet home.

Ottawa, Ont., July 28.—Canadian to­

tal trade so far is about 10 per cent, 
ahead of its record of last year. Dur­
ing the month of June last the aggre­
gate trade of Canada, including coin, 
bullion and foreign merchandise hand­
led was $93,800,852, as against $86,- 
757,585 in June, 1912. The increase Is 
$7,043,267, or 8 per cent For the 
three months ending June 30 the total 
trade of all sorts was $258,130,854, as 
against $237,212,779 in the first quar­
ter of 1912-13, the increase being $20,- 
918,076, or 8.8 per cent.

Deducting coin, bullion and foreign 
goods, the aggregate trade in imports 
entered for consumption in Canada and 
domestic goods exported was $91,576,- 
431 for June and $250,479,846 for the 
three months, as against $82,934,080 
and $229,242,321 respectively in 1912. 
The Increases are $8,737,361, or 10 V4 
per cent, for June, and $21,237,626, or 
rather over nine per cent, for the 
three months period.

The most noteworthy Increase Is in 
exports. Domestic goods exported in 
June amounted to $33,619,426, as 
against $29,246,770 in Jutie, 1912. The 
Increase is $4,372,655 or 11 per cent. 
For the three months exports of this 
Class were $83.520.276, as against $76,- 
566,776 in April, May and June, 1912, 
the Increase being $7,363,600, or about

A FUTILE ATTEMPT.
Attempting the conquest of Canada 

was one of the principal diversions 
or the New Englanders of the seven­
teenth and eighteenth centuries, and, 
on this date in 1711, all Boston gather 
ed at the waterfront to witness the 
final preparations for the sailing oi 

expedition which. It was hoped 
and believed, would wrest the northern 
country from the •■papists.” The fleet 
presented a brave array, and the Eng­
lish flag flaunted over flfteen shirs- Ot 
war and forty transports. Under the 
command of Sir Hovenden Walker 
were seven regiments of veterans 
from Marlborough's army and a bat­
talion of marines, besides the colonial 
troops. The embarkation of troops 
was completed on July 29,1711. and on 
the following morning the fleet pro 
needed' out to sea. The middle of 
August found the expedition In the St 
Lawrence, and success seemed certain 
wlien, on the 22nd of that month a 
storm wrecked eight of the vessels. 
The remainder returned to Boston, 
having accomplished nothing.

TRACY'S EXPEDITION.
Tracy's expedition akalnst the Iro­

quois bore fruit on this date, July 
29. in 1667, when the chiefs of the 
Mohawks appeared in Quebec to su 
for peace. The other four nations of 
the league had already taken similar
action. The Indians left »o«M of their 
number as hostages, and hogged that 
Jesuit priests, surgeons and black 
smiths should be sent to 1 ve amongst 
them. This was agreed to. and the 
peace won by force of arms and 
riveted by religion continued without 
serious rupture for twenty years. In 
the long history of Canadian Indian 
warfare. Tracy's expedition was the 
most productive of good results, and in 
(he resultant period of peace many 
industries -including Canadas first 
brewery—were established.

LOCAL CREDITORS 
MUCH INTERESTED >

New Turn Given Mystery 
Surrounding Disappear­
ance of Plant-Will Prob­
ably be Fought in Courts

Mow About You?A new turn was given the mystery 
surrounding the disappearance of the 
tug Muscallonge and the dredge Mc- 
Martln yesterday when it was announc­
ed that the Norton Griffiths Company, 
Ltd., the principal contractors for the 
Courtenay Bay harbor works, has tak­
en legal proceedings in Montreal to 
prevent the subsidiary dredging com­
pany removing their plant from St. 
John, and that Fred R. Taylor, acting 
for the Norton Griffiths Company, 
Ltd., had secured from the chief Jus­
tice of the province an injunction, re­
straining the dredging company from 
removing the remainder of their plant 
from St. John.

Other complications were introduc­
ed when J. B. M. Baxter, K. C., filed 
a caveat against the release of the 
tug Betty D. on behalf of Messrs. 
William Thomson and Co., and L. A. 
Conlon, acting for Messrs. O’Neil 
Brothers, who are said to be heavy 
creditors of the dredging company, 
also filed a caveat against the release 
of the same boat, which was already 
under arrest in the suit of Harry N. 
Stetson and George Me A. Blizzard vs. 
the Betty D.

In applying for an Injunction in 
Montreal the Norton Griffiths Com­
pany, Limited, represented that being 
entrusted with the harbor Improve­
ment work they' gave out a sub-con­
tract for the dredging to the Norton 
Griffiths Dredging Company, Limited, 
another concern.

In the sub-contract it was, accord­
ing to the petitioners’ contention, spe­
cified that during the rushing of the 
work the sub-contractor undertook not 
to remove tugs and other equipment, 
it being understood that these were 
to remain on the scene as a species of 
guarantee of the performance of the 
sub-contractors' obligations.

The petitioners represent that the* 
were dissatisfied with the manner in 
which the sub-contr»çtors carried out 
their portion of the work, and they 
objected to the alleged fact that the 
sub-contractors were removing certain 
of their tugs and other equipment 
fro mthe scene of the work.

Hence the petition asking that the 
sub-contractors be ordered by the 
court to refrain from such removal.

Mr. Dlneen, manager of the dredging 
company, would only say there was a 
dispute between Norton Griffiths and 
the Norton Griffiths Dredging Com­
pany, which was being taken up at 
Montreal and with the Government at 
Ottawa. The nature of this he did 
not care to give to the public. When 
his attention was called to the rumor 
they had taken the contract too low 
and could not work it out, Mr. Dlneen 
replied, "Nobody could,” adding “there 
was misrepresentation as to the condi­
tions."

Asked if this meant as to the na­
ture of the spoil, he answered, "yes."

Beyond this Mr. Dlneen declined to 
give any information.

When asked why the company left 
here under conditions that placed 
their plant In Jeopardy and perhaps 
endangered the status of the officers, 
Mr. Dlneen said they were able to 
pay the necessary fines and as for the 
officers, if they were in any danger 
they would protect and care for them.

On the street the tie up is causing 
much comment and there is a gen­
eral opinion that the dispute between 
the two parties will lead to an inter­
esting legal battle and perhaps to 
court explanations that will have a 
political as well as a legal and com­
mercial significance.

For the present the whole dredging 
plant is idle. One half is In Eastport, 
the other half In the harbor here. Cre­
ditors are wondering how their claims 
will be settled, and the public is won­
dering what will happen next.

Council Signed by Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, Deputy 
to Governor General—A Public Spirited Citizen.

Saw company and the Wire Fence 
Manufacturihg Company of St. John. 
He is president of the Thorne Wharf 
ft Warehousing Company, and also 
president of the Union Club Company, 
which owns the premises occupied by 
the Union Club.

An Enterprising Citizen.
Mr. Thorne has always taken a 

lively Interest In the business affairs 
of the city and province, and has 
always been ready to lend a helping 
hand to any

His Early Life,
William Henry Thorne was born in

FINANCES ARE 
ALRIGHT, SAYS 

CITY COUNCIL

BLACK FOX 
PRICES ARE

Civic Authorities of Moose- 
jawIndignantOver News­
paper Articles—Inability 
to SeH Debentures.

Industry in Good Shape- 
Local Men Interested in 
Recent Company— Indi­
cations Very Favorable.

Moosejaw, July 28.—The city coun­
cil has passed a resolution unanimous­
ly condemning a local paper for its 
front page editorial on the financial 
conditions of the city. In part, the 
resolution reads as follows:

"That this council desires to place 
its strong disapproval on the article 
published recently, owing to Its gross 
mis-statements of local conditions 
wherein the credit of the city and Its 
business men is impugned, and that 
a copy of this resolution be forwarded 
to the Board of Trade, with the re­
quest that support be given this mo­
tion with a view to restoring confi­
dence in the city which has been seri­
ously impaired by the 
aforesaid."

Mayor Pasce emphatically denies 
the report published in a local paper 
announcing that the city’s bankers had 
refused to accept cheques drawn by 
the city. “Any inconvenience that 
has been experienced in connection 
with the city's financial arrangements 
has been caused by our Inability to dis­
pose of the city's debentures," said 
the mayor. l

That the Silver Black Fox Industry 
is arousing a great deal of attention 
all over the Dominion is evidenced by 
the articles which appear from time 
to time In the newspapers of Upper 
Canada. The general trend of these 
seems to be to the effect that the In­
dustry at last has assumed the im­
portance of a recognized business and 
one that is a suitable medium for in­

From every indica­
tion It would certainly appear that 
these prices will continue to increase, 
and it has been confidently stated by 
more than one fox breeder that the 
price may be expected to advance 
118,000 by the fall of this year.

A few of the companies are so cer­
tain that their shareholders will re­
ceive a large dividend in 1914 that they 
are under a guarantee to pay a certain 
dividend. Mr. Taylor’s Silver Black 
Fox Co., Ltd., of Montague, P. B. I„ 
wh^ch was recently formed, Is under 
guarantee to have delivered by Sep­
tember, 1914, an increase of not less 
than ten young foxes.
