Atlants, Ga.,, Feb. 25.-~The south
and southzast tonight is in the grip
of a general enowstorm, which blank-
eted the Atlantic seaboard as far
south as Southern Georgia and reach-
ed to the Gulf states, Weather
hureau records for from eight to
twenty years were broken. Falling
temperatures accompanied the storm
in many sections, the snow turning
to sleet.

While no serious interrupticns of
traffic were reported early tonight,
many trains were behind their sched-
ules in localities where the snow fall
was heaviest.

The heaviest snow fall was reported
in Georgia, Louisiana and Mississippi,
North and South Carolina, At Ma-
con, Ga., the fall reached a depth of
six inches, while an almost equal
amount was reported at Augusta
and Savannah. In Louisiana and
Mississippi the snow began falling
abcut noon and at night it had re-
corded from a trace in the extreme
south to six inches in the northern
sections.

APPOINTMENT
OF MARSHALS

Fire Underwriters Want
Government to Create
Force to InvestigateFires
—Do Good Work.

The committee of Fire Underwriters
which have been at work on the mat-
ter of drafting an act providing for
the appointment of fire marshals to
investigate fires, and enforce fire
preventive measures have their report
about ready. It will be submitted to
the New Brunswick Board of Fire
Underwriters, and if that body ap-
proves the report, an effort will be
made to have the legislature adopt
the proposed act at the session open-
ing this week.

Speaking of the number of fires
in St. John, which have been attribut-
ed to fire bugs, a local insurance
agent said one of the duties of a fire
marshall was to get after fire bugs,
and that In other cities the fire
fire marshalls had materially reduced
the number of fires of incendiary
origin.

“In Indfana, for instance,” he said,
“the life of the fire-bug is no longer an
undisturbed existence, surrounded by
almost certain immunity from punish-
ment, but it has become as precari-
ous as that of the San Jose scale
bug and other well recognized pests.
State Fire Marshal William E. Long-
ley has his alert deputies at work in
all parts of the state, and he is cap-
turing incendiariés almost every
week. Last Monday night one Tay-
lor Roberts was apprehended at
Alexandria, Ind.,, while trying to set
fire to a house. The fire marshal's
office has suspected Roberts for some
time and has been on his trail since
Jast April when he was believed
gullty of burning a house at Laurel,
Ind. The diligence of the office is

Heaviness in Bond Market
Noticeable — Losses of ja

New York, Feb. 25—A sharp break
in quotations which begarn iu the low
priced railroad stocks, extended throu-
gh the market today, until losses of
one to threc points had been inflict-
ed well through the list. In the early
hours, trading was light and there
were no indications that the market
would break away frcm the monoto-
nous level of the last few days. But
pressure increased in velume as the
session progressed, and in the latter
part of the day there was active sell-
ing for both accounts.

The decline in the low priced rail
road stocks was influenced largely by
foreign selling, muck of which came
from Amsterdam. 'The decline of these
stocks recently and pending financial
readjustment of the Rock Island and
Wabash companies, induced foreign
holders of these shares to throw thiem
over for what they would bring. Sell-
ing from Amsterdam, where large
amounts of these stocks have been
held, continued here until long after
the close of the European markets.
The Rock Island issues again made
new low records. Denver and Rio
Grande preferred fell to the lowest
price on record, and the common to
the bottcm figure since 1908. Miss-
ouri Pacific and Missouri, Kansas and
Texas also felt the effect of this sell-
ing, but the Wabash shares made a
better showing than on recent days.
The slump of the stardard shares,
influenced by the weakness of the mi-
nor issues, was coincident with the
circulation of a reposrt that decisive
develcpments would occur in the Mex-
ican situation before the close of the
week.
