Since the last report of the proceedings of the Society, several grants of mo-
ney have been made by the Committee, in furtherance of the diflerent objects
contemplated by the Society, and though, what has been done, is of a silent and
unpretondinﬁ nature, yet it is a pleasing duty to réport to those, who take an
interest in the progress of the Society, the quiet and peaceful working of its
principles, and that it trusts, it will be humbly instrumental by the blessing of
God, 1n whose service it is engaged, in making some small portion of the wil-
derness to rejoice and blossom as the rose, by spreading the knowledge of that
word, which maketh wise unto salvation, and by giving to those who huve hither-

so well adapted to the improvement and comfort of those who partuke in them.
In some places destitute of the more regular, and efficient miuistrations, of the-
duly ordained servant of God, recourse has heen had, to the humble but useful
services of respectable Lay Readers, or Catechists, who have Leen licensed for

In the dppropriation of their Funds, the Committee have granted towards the
erection of Churches, in places where much poverty prevails, the following sums,

On an application of the Revd. J. C. Cochran made by him in April last, the
sum of £25 was voted, in aid of the erection ofa Church at New Germany ; in
his letter applying for this grant, the Revd, Gentleman stated that “ This Edi-
fice, if God shou]ﬁ bless their-endeavours, so far as to permit its erection, would
well deserve from its situation, the name of & ‘ Chureh in the wilderness,”
¢ s An application was also made by the Reyd. Mr, Elder.in Octaber last, for aid
in the erection of a New Church at"the Sydney Mines ; in his application, le
mentioned, that the people there had mise({ among themselves and their friends
the sum of £166 198, and that the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
had promised them the further sum of £50 sterling, and should the funds of the
Diocesan Society allow of their assisting them, it would be received with gre-
titude, and would contribute, he trusted, to the great object which they had in
view, the advancement of the cause of “pure and undefiled Religion” The
sum of £20, was granted on this application, r}

Toa New Church at Marshall Town, in the Pafish of Digby, the Committee .
have granted the sum of £25, on an application made for tﬁat purpose, by the-
Revd. Wm. Bulloch: The exterior of the building with its tower und steeple has
heen completed. It is sitvated four and a-half miles fiom the Parish Church
of Digby, and Mr. Bulloch states, that in a circuit of five miles, there is a popu-
lation exceeding a thousand persons, not including the Town of Dighy ; the
sittings in this Church are to be free;, and will accommodate from two to three
hundred persons.

The sum of £25 has been voted to the Revd, T, C, White, on an eainest ap-
lication made by him, for aid in the erection of a New Church in his Parish,

following statement forwarded by Mr, White, for the information of the.
Committee, is of a very interesting natare, “The Church is situated on the.
west side of Shelburne Harbour, 8 miles by land from the Parish Church, in.
the midst of  setulement six miles in extent, containing a population of 4§v ite

20 colored families, who, poor creatures, are in 3 most destitute ¢  well
in ternporal, as in spiritual things, and who w'gll gladly avail themealves of they
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opportunily which will be afforded them, of hearing those things that make for
their eterpal peace. The Building will kecommodate ffom 250 to 300 people.
It is completed externally—the floors arg nearly finished, and temporary seats
crected ; a garden also for the interment of the dead, has been neatly enclosed,
und was copsecrated by his Lordship the Bisho, during his visit to this place
last summer. The amourit of contributions on the spot in money, has been but
litte ; they had it not to give, what they had, their time and Jabour, they have
contributed cheerfully, and largely, as the progress already made abundantly
proves, and they are anxious to continue their exertions, until tht:y shall “bring
forth the héad stone with shoutings crying grace, grace, unto it.

“The patpral difficnlties surmounted in our progress, thus far, have not I be-
lieve been surpassed, if equalled, in this Province, The materials could only
he procured gt a great distance from the spot; the sills were brought by Jand
and water 16tmiles, and lumber, pails, shingles, and every thing, bul the frame
and eyen some ol?:‘mt, after having Yeen landed upon the beach, was conveyed
to the intended site, upwards of a quarter of a mile, on the shoulders of the people.
‘These things speak for themselvgs, and need pnly to be made known, to excite
the sympathies of their fellow Churchmen.” %

In adverting to the expenditure for Lay Renders, the Committee deem it pro-
per to mention, that the Society have. expressed an opinion, against the expe-
diency of establishing Lay Readers with salaries, but at the same time have
consented to continue theallowance that had been granted, before the expression
of that opinion, and that they are still willing to assist, in Aefraying the actual
expenses incurred hy licensed Catechists, and Lay Readers, in visiting distant
places, ppder the superintendance and direction of the neighbouring Clergymen,

The Committee have expended, on the applications of the Revd. T. C, Lea-
ver, the Royd. R, J. Uniacke, and other Clergi’men, in continuation of former

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While on the subject of the Books, your Committee would take this opporta-
nity of stating, that, at the suggestion of his Lordship the President of the Soci-
ety, the sum of £28, has been expended, for fitting up & Room on the
floor of the National School House, as & Depository, and place of sale, for the
B‘ookn imported by the Society, thereby affording & more easy sccess for pur-
chasers.

The sum of £15, placed in the hands of the Venerable Archdeacon Willis, to
pay the necessary expenses of Missionary visits to destitute places, having been

expended by him, a further sum of £20, for the like was entrusted to
him by the Eomm ittee, at their quarterly Meeting in Nov: last.  The ac-

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A very iweresting R whilch was road by the Revd, Mr. Ingles, before
the 8t. George's Local Committee, st Caps Breton, hes been received by your
Cominittee, u few extracts of which they hiere submit.

“ It is & abject of congratalation, that look where we will, Cl reh principles
sre making steady nm; rapid progress, but especially encotraging is the '{:r!,
that Churehihen arp leaming their true position, neither leaning ih one direction
1o Rome, s 1o a centre of Catholicity, nor tending on the other to Dissent, but
preserving unshaken, the middle way of the reformed Catholic Puith, the old
undestroyed and Holy Apostolie Church of the Empire. In our own Diccese,
we trust also, much has been done; we are mot without our records of New
Churches built, of an enlarged number of Missionsries, of increasing Congre-
gations, and of more candidates for confinmation coming forward, with greater
seriousness aoll preparation of heart. The number of Books distributed, cir-
cumstances preventan accurate returm being made, but the following is proba-
bly neak the truth :—13 Bibles, 30 Testaments, 30 Prayer Brooks and 600 T'racts.
The Chapel at the Mines is rapidly approsching completion. It is erected un-
der the active and zealons saperintendance of the Agent of the Mining Assc-
ciation. At the North West Arm, the little Chapel bins been repaired, t:ﬁwr’
neatly fitted up, and painted, at the expense of the mﬂﬂ#mem,mcf:d by agiint of

£920 sterling, from the Society for the Propegntion of the Gospel. At Louisburg,
notwithstanding the pressare of the times, they hope to finish their Church ex-
ternaily, from their own fesourdés, during the approaching mmmer. At Cowe
Bay, & Meeting wis to be held u short time ago, prefimingry to the gttempt at
erecting a Charch, of which we have not yet heard the reenlt. Tnomany ine
stances, it is but just to state, that proofs have been given of trve Christisn mu-
nificence.. The mount of our Funds, when they are stated t6 bo less thew
those of the former year, no obe sequainted with the difficulties of the season

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STANDING RULES

For the Constitution and Government
OF THE
DIOCKSAN CHURCH SOCIETY OF NOVA S8COTIA.

L. His Excellency Tae LizuTexant Goverxor or Nova Scotia for the
tiine being, and THE SocIETIES ¥OR THE PROPAGATION OF THE GospEL, and
vor Proyoring Crristian KnowLepek, shall be respectfully requested to
be the Patrons of this Society.

11. The Bishop of the Diocese shall be the President of the Society, with a
control over all their proceedings. His approval shall be necessary for the
completion of all important acts of the Society, and especially for the revoca-
tion or alteration of any of the standing rules, and forPmaking any addition to

hem. .

TiT. There shall be two or more Vice Presidents, of whom' ‘the  Archdeacon
of Nova-Scotia shall be the first ; a Secretary, an Assistant Secretary when
necessary, and a T'reasurer. ‘o

1V. There shall be a Standing Committee, consisting of the Officers, all the
Clergy, and as many Laymen as it shall be thought convenient to choose at the
Annual Meeting of the Society. The Lay Members shall continue in the Com-
mittee for a year, or until other Lay Members be chosen in their place; and any
or all of them may be re-elected. Seven®f the Committee shall be a quorum,
provided four of them be Laymen.

V. The Society shall be open to all the Members of the Church, all of whom

shall be invited to unite with it. Ten pounds paid at any one time shall quali-
fy a person to be a Member during his life, and the payment in advance of any
sum, however small, shall qualify o person to be a Member for a year.
VI The members of the Church in every part of the Province shall be in-
vited to co-operate with the Diocesan Society, by joining Committees of it which
ghall be formed, under the direction of their respective Clergymen, either in
each mission or parish, or in more than one mission or parish united, as shall be
deemed most convenient, and in strict accordance with the design and rules of
the Diocesan Society ; and it is recommended to the Committees to forward
their funds, as they may be collected, to the General Committee, who will faith-
fully apply them to the general. objects, of the Society.; but. when the Local
Committees desire it, they shall receive books at cost and charges to the amount
of one fourth of their remittances. .

VIL There shall be one General Meeting of the whole Society, includin,
any members of the Local Committees who can conveniently attend, on such
day and at such place as the President may name, of which due notice will be
given, with an invitation to every Committee to send at least one Cle
and two Laymen to represent such Committee, and with a recommenaation
that each Committee shall meet at some convenient time immediately before
the General Meeting of the Society, that any necessary suggestions may be of-
fered to the representatives of the Committees for their guidance at the Gene-
ral Meeting. And a Special General Meeting may be called at an time and:
in any place, when the President, or, in his absense, two or more ice-Presi-
dents, shall consider it desirable to appoint such special General Meeting.

T'6 these objects, generally, the getieral contributions will be applied ; while
contributors who desire it may have their individual contributions sctupulously
corfifiéd to atiy one or more of these objects. And as some membeérs of the
Church, who aré not unmindfiil of the great spiritiial wants in their own neigh-
borliood, still féel constrained, in pious gratitude, for the blessings they enjoy,
to allot somethirig, however small, from the means with which a gracious Pro-
vidérice has blessed them, towards the spread of the glorious Gospel among the

¢ The Chairman of the Sub-Committee to whom the concerns of the Deposi-
tory were entrusted, reported several resolutions which had been agreed to by
the Sub-Committee, and are as follows :—

#I. Resolved,—That whereas the Diocesan Church Society can receive no
books from the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge except to the amount
of the sum remitted with the order, no books can be supplied l!:nm the Deposi-
tory of the Diocesan Church Society, unless the orders be accompanied with a
remittance to the full amount.

«II.. That all outstanding debts due the Depository be immediately called
for, and until they be satisfactorily arranged, ho further supply of books shall be
issued to those who are in arrears. ¥

“1II. That Mr. Maxwell be requested to forward their accounts without de-
lay, to the several persons indebted to the Depository, together with a copy of
these resolutions. > ‘

¢ Whereupon it was resolved— .

¢t That whereas the importation of books to the Depository must, by the present
arrangement of the Book Fund, depend entirei‘y upon the returns made for books
supplied from the Depoditory, the Committee feel bound to approve of and adopt
the resolutions of the Sub-Committee.”’
