Weather - conditions = during Augnst

hay. Barley, flax and rice seem to have
escaped damaging weather. The pros-
pects during August having remained
unchanged.

Little relief from the heat and drought
is held out by the weather bureau, which
reported today that the week since the
crop report: was taken was very gener-
ally one of the warmest ever known in
the corn growing states, that little bene-
ficlal rain had fallen, and that the severe
drought. continued verv generally.

The arguments against \suffrage are
not reasonable, but aré born of preju-
dice and 'the great opponents are the
vice trust, white slave traffic, and liquor
traffic, .and some manufacturers. 'In all
‘the United States elections liquor deal-
ers spent large sums of money to pre-
vent women from getting the ballot.

‘Mrs, Livingstone  wondered: how wo-
men in this country could sit still; while
the laws did not allow them the guard-
ianship of their own children. Woman
suffrage was coming and she warned the
women to get ready by studying the
laws of the country with respect to wo-
nien and children.  In cases where both
men and’ women have the vote, a great-
‘er per cent. of women use it than 'men
do. Women''should’ be on ‘every school
board because nihety "per cent. of the
teachers are women,  goindergarten
work, manual training and teaching of
the temperancée science” In' the schools,
were established since women wére put
on the school boards.

Mrs. Livingstone addressed a meetld;
‘here tonight under the auspites’ bf tHe
local W, C. T. U, on Modern Réforms,
dealing with suppmssion of the white
slave “traffic, social purity, immigration,
child labor, but mainly with the liquor
traffic, whi¢h she contended was closely
associated with all conditions calling for
reform..
