A CHINESE VIEW.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 5. — HCw-ang 
Clang, an attache of the Chinese le­
gation here, in a formal interview, 
EA-d: “It is futile for Field Marshal 
Von Waldersee to send into the inter­
ior expeditions, the presence of which 
only irritates the natives and increases 
their animosity towards the Euro­
peans. The emperor will not return to 
Pekin as long as the foreign troops, 
other than the legation guards, are 
the. e. I believe the powers will soon 
reach an agreemeent. China is anxi­
ous to conclude peace, as this condi­
tion of affairs means the ruin of the 
commerce, the giuuual annihilation of 
public welfare, and the devastation of 
Pekin and other towns and villages.”

ANTI-FOREIGN OUTBREAKS.
Placards are again being posted, 

says the Tien Tsin correspondent of 
the London Standard, announcing a 
renewal of the anti-foreign outbreaks 
as imminent.

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Morning Post says the Hankow vice­
roy told Admiral Seymour, during the 
latter’s recent visit, that the court 
would never go to Pekin, but as the 
correspondent learns the Nankin vice­
roy holds just the contrary opinion.

A recrudescence of the southern re­
bellion is reported. The “Triads” are 
said to be getting fresh supplies of 
ammunition and to toe preparing out­
breaks in the provinces of Kwang 
Tung and Kwang Su.

It is reported in Tien Tsin that the 
Germans lost 20 killed and many 
wounded west of Pao Ting Fu, where 
they were attacked toy 2,500 Boxers.

A dispatch from Field Marshal 
Count Von Waldersee, dated Pekin, 
Monday, Dec. 3, says a considerable 
force of Chinese regulars has taken 
up a position at Kang Chou, 95 kilo­
meters southward of Tien Tsin, and 
that two detachments of troops from 
Tien Tsin, commanded toy Col. Lohr- 
iheidt and Major Falkenham, are pro­
ceeding against these Chinese.

Gen. Von Gossier announced in the 
German Reichstag that Count Von 
Waldersee had wired that Chinese 
troops who surrendered were disarmed 
and dispersed.

“Native papers report,” says the 
Shanghai correspondent of the Times, 
“that the court has decided to issue 
an edict ordering the decapitation of 
Prince Tuan and Gen. Tung Fu 
Hsiang.”

An Experiment in Socialism That 
Failed.

The Winnipeg Free Press thus edi­
torially summarizes the a ind-up of an 
experiment. in Georgia;

"The colony was founded in Febru­
ary, 1898, its founders ceing men and 
women of more titan ordinary Intel­
ligence and with every indix-ation of 
the strongest faith in the success of 
their enterprise. They had enough 
money to pay $7,500 towards the pu: - 
chase of the land on w touch they set­
tled, which is described as some of 
the best farming rands in Georgia, 
and to invest as much more in build­
ings, mach.nei-y. Implements, and 
stock. The original number of men, 
Women and chi.uren in the colony was 
40. Tlhe houses were built in tne 
plainest style. The most expensive 
structure was the common mess-hall, 
iwhere all the cotiomsts took their 
mess and where their religious ser­
vices were also held. This long wood­
en building was surrounded by the 
wot Pages, or cabins, in which the col­
onists lived. On a stream oi cons.d- 
erable power near by they located a 
combined saw mill and grist xml!, and 
they established also a broom factory. 
"While agriculture was to -be the main 
dependence of the colony, the saw 
mill turned out a Large quantity of 
lumber, the grist mill made famously 
good commeal, the broom factory’s 
product found a ready markfet, and 
the dairy had a surplus of both mi-.k 
and butter, which brought good prices.

“The first year’s experience of the 
colony was very encouraging. The 
csh.ef crops were cotton, hay, corn, 
oatB, and potatoes. The seasons were 
excellent and there was a profila ole 
yield of every crop. At .the end of the 
yeir’s work the commonwea 1 tti had 
a snug balance, and lived well on the 
fruits of its labor. A knjtti ng mid was 
established with the profits of the 
year’s work, the dairy was enlarged, 
and hog raising was undertaken. The 
colony had met all its obligations 
promptly, end its credit was good. 
The news of its prosperity brought 
about forty more members and tri­

I"But with Its growth in numbers ' 
the troubles of the commonwealth be­
gan. Early in the second year of Its 
existence it was found that about one- j 
fifth of the members failed to do their 
proper share of the work. A major- I 
lty of the colonists voted to expeil I 
them. The drones resisted, and em­
ployed counsel to plead their alleged 
rights In the courts. This was met 
toy a counter-action against them for 
trespass, which was sustained. But 
the bickerings thus begun continued. 
Bind there was no more peace In the 
commonwealth.

“Its second year’s operations were 
conducted at a loss g:eater than its 
first year’s profits; ne.v mortgages 
were gliven on the property and pay­
ments of the balance of the purchase 
money fo-r the land were not made.

The foregoing is an interesting study. 
It Is not clearly shown whether the 
collapse came from bad management 
or bad seasons, or from the division 
of feeling between the workers and 
the drones. Probably the latter had 
much to do with It When tho Utopian 
plan was outlined on paper, it doubt­
less looked very pleasing; but account 
had not been taken of the workings 
of human nature. The Industrious, it 
seems, became discontented that the 
lazy had an equal share in the division 
of results. And here comes in the dif­
ficulty of working any scheme of 
Utopia. If you are to have arrange­
ment of perfect equality of condition, 
and perfectly Just division, many things 
have to be taken into account. It does 
not look fair that the lazy should have 
the same share as the Industrious, but 
how are you to arrive at that abso­
lutely fair distribution in proportion 
to the laziness or industry of each? 
And how would you enfoice your views 
as against the Indolent? And suppose 
these iazy kickers had been merely 
lacking In physical or mental force, 
and were not lazy with intent, what 
■hare sk mid they In equity receive, as 
compared with the constitutionally 
energetic and willing?

It is many years since the question 
of cedar block pavements was first 
discussed. When first laid, and new, 
they were regarded as good; but as 
time went on the blocks became worn, 
and heaved, and now they resemble 
the old corduroy road». Before London 
laid any down, they had been tried end 
discarded in Chicago, 'being found ut­
terly unfit for any heavy traffic. Not 
long after, in parts of Toronto, they 
began to take them up; it was claimed 
that the blocks held moisture, and, on 
being taken up, were the cause of dif­
ferent diseases spreading In that city. I 
We believe the claim has gone further, 
and it has been held that in the im­
perfect and worn condition in which 
those still existing in London are, they 
hold moisture, which, evaporating, is 
liable also to spread disease.

One thing Is certain, as a pavement 
they are a failure. They did not last 
the time that those who introduced 
them expected; otherwise people who 
•had them laid opposite their doors 
would not 'be paying special frontage 
taxes on them long after they had 
become a nuisance. The epeciai tax, 
we think, runs for thirty years, and 
the pavement, to any useful extent, 
not a third of that time. They should 
be taken up and asphalt put down in­
stead and the taxes still to be paid on 
account of the block pavement allowed 
on account of the new ones. x 

We believe asphalt preferable to any 
other pavement for a,city; preferable 
even to macadam, which is a splendid 
road, but on account of Its dustiness, 
or muddiness, whichever it may hap­
pen to be, is not so desirable.

The road claimed by many experte to 
be the best is that used in Indianapolis, 
which, like London, Is a clean inland 
city. It is brick near the sidewalk, 
where the drains are, then asphalt 
over to the street car Vacks, bricks 
between the car tracks, then asphalt 
again, and near the sidewalks bricks 
again. This obviates the difficulty of 
repairs to drain and car tracks, the 
bricks being more readily taken up 
and laid down again than asphalt. In 
addition to this it is a pretty street. It 
looks well.

The macadam roads ore more suit­
able for country roads. Of course 
Canada could not afford many such, 
except, perhaps, in the vicinity of 
large cities, or through parks. We re­
gard them as too dusty for a city; 
and if the dust is properly kept down, 
then they are too muddy.

Of course, either macadam or as­
phalt is many times to be preferred 
to the old cedar blocks, which no one 
will defend. Let some one move that 
they .be taken up, and at a time when 
as little harm as possible is likely to 
result from the change, and let those 
attending to the change think, not 
act haphazard without regard to the 
health of the district that has been 
burdened with -cedar blocks and i* en­
titled to be rid of the nuisance. And

and sorrow to thousands of innocent 
families who trusted him as their chief 
end friend.

It Is to be feared that this remark­
able exuberance of feeling on the part 
of the French nation was not so much 
an expression of sympathy with Kru­
ger as it was of hatred to England— 
indeed, there has been no attempt 
made to disguise that fact. But what 
is the effect upon the government and 

.people of Great Britain? Did they fol­
low the example of Sir Charles Tapper 
end his imitators and go into hyster­
ics? Did they shout for tolood, and 
declare, with all appropriate heroics, 
that nothing would satisfy them but 
gore? Apparently not, for the caJble 
declares that the proceedings are “re­
garded .with curious indifference in 
Great Britain. Every detail of the 
remarkable ovations has been read 
with Interest, tout the underlying feel­
ing here is more one of amusement 
than irritation. The nation that boiled 
over with fury when Queen Victoria

WHAT IS IMPERIALISM?
Now that the turmoil and the strife 

Is over and a normal condition of 
sanity has taken the place of the irre­
sponsible state of mind which appears 
to be inseparable from an election fight,

In every de­
partment Canada has made a show­
ing which has not only reflected im­
mense credit upon the country, but 
has proved a tremendous revelation to 
the empire and the world. Collectively 
and lndividuaUy she has carried off 
the highest prizes In every department, 
and it is a significant fact that while 
all tuas been excellent, special atten­
tion has been attracted to the remark- 
able success of the cold storage system 
which Sir Chômes Tapper thought fit 
to particularly criticise in his anti- 
election utterances. Possibly nothing 
in the whole campaign Indicated more 
clearly how thoroughly the Late Con­
servative leader was out of touch with 
the rapid development the country has 
experienced under Liberal Government, 
than his attitude upon thevcold storage 
question.

A NEW FUEL.
Experiments are being made in Rus­

sia with a new fuel, “petrolszed peat.” 
Ordinary peat Is impregnated toy spec­
ial methods with crude petroleum 
residue. The product is said to be 
impermeable to moisture and does not 
absorb it even after being left in water; 
it does not dry to a powder tike com­
mon peat and its heat-giving value 
is almost equal to that of coal. This 
process, says L’Echo des Mines (Par­
ks), which reports it, may give new 
value to French peat deposits. Ber­
lin has gone back to peat for fuel, and 
nowadays we must neglect nothing.

Johannesburg, Dec. 4.—Gov. McKen­

zie made an important speech at a 
banquet given toy the Caledonia So­
ciety last night in honor of St. An­
drew's Day. There was a brilliant 
gathering, including -representatives of 
the army and administration. Gov. 
McKenzie said that he would follow 
the custom observed in many of the 
colonies of the ministers making a 
forecast of the government’s policy at 
the banquets given on St. Andrew's 
Day. He declared that the decision 
h"d been taken that all British sub­
jects of suitable age should in the 
future bear arms. He expected that 
the citizens of Johannesburg, on re­
turning to the district, jwould make a 
force of 20,000 men, which would toe 
named the Rand Rifles. This force 
would toe able to defend the district 
against any possible hostile force in 
South Africa. This was in the inter­
ests of the people, who would thus toe 
enabled to resume industry without 
fear of interruption. A probable re­
sult of the war would be that the prin­
ciple of a nation in arms as against a 
great standing army, would be accept­
ed throughout the empire. He .believed 
that the 'beneficial training, physical 
development and independence of the 
race would not Interfere with its com- 

j mercial and industrial progress. Ger- 
I many, with conscription, was making 
| a great industrial advance. The plan j 

he mentioned was not conscription, but \ 
voluntary training.
