Three 
quarters of an hour later they reached 
the Storstad. The Empress was stand­
ing still, he could discern that from 
the objects on the water.

Some 340 candidates are busy writ­
ing the entrance examinations for the 
high schools at the Collegiate Insti­
tute. While the new regulations adop­
ted by the high school entrance | 
board are being given a trial in other 
centres just now, Mr. E. C. Kilmer. 
Inspector of public schools, stated 
this morning that the methods which 
governed the examination in past 
years world obtain locally until the 

of thte new method is assur-success
cd.

The new method, which was adop­
ted by the Department of Education j 
at the close of the last session of the j 
legislature is to do away entirely with 
the written examination and pass 
students on the recommendation of 
the principal of the school, as to their 
daily work throughout the year. This 
is. being tried for the first time in 
Toronto and Ottawa but Hamilton 
and Brantford di not adopt the new 
measure this year.

In regard to Brantford's case. Mr. 
Kilmer stated that certain prepara­
tions had already been made here for 
the holding of the written examina­
tion and perhaps next year the new 
method might be tried, although 
many teachers think that the method 
in force here to-day, that of a written 
annual examination with special re­
ference to the daily work and stand­
ing of the students is the best.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

A NY PERSON wno is tne sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 

may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by bis father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
83.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
m each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per

A new section prevented licenses 
being used in cases wherein liquor 
laws are quashed, without the written 
consent of the minister.

What wa# aone in 1909?
The fines on unlicensed persons for 

selling liquor were doubled, and by 
subsequent legislation a fine of $500 
may now be imposed upon such per­
sons for a first offence, 
greatly assisted in the enforcement 
of the law.

Minors who are shown to have pro­
cured liquor can be compelled to dis­
close the name of the , person from 
whom it was procured under penalty 
of being sent to prison.

A constable or inspector can seize 
liquor in transit ’without a warrant, 
where he believes it is intended for 
sale in contravention of the act. This 
has been of immense service in the 
enforcement of the law.

What was done in 1910?
It was ordained that all licensed 

places should be closed on Christmas 
Day, thus making Christmas as quiet 
a day as New Year's.

What was done in I0li?
Five per cent was levied on daily 

bar receipts of over $5° outside of 
Toronto, and! over $60 in Toronto.

Municipal councils were compelled 
to submit to the electors a by-law to 
reduce the number of licenses on the 
presentation of a petition ^containing 
the names of 10 per cent of the 
icipal electors.

What was done in 1912
Several amendments were made to 

the act, alt in the interest of temper­
ance, and tending to the better en­
forcement of the law.

Keeping liquor for sale without a 
license was made as serious an 
fence as for selling without a license 
and the maximum fine was raised 
from $200 to $500.

Storing liquor by brewers or other 
persons for future delivery in muni­
cipalities wherein no tavern or shop 
license is in force, was made an of­
fence against the act.

Persons not bona fide owners of the 
liquor who allow liquor to be stored 
on their premises were made guilty 
of an offence against the act.

Holders of tavern and shop licenses 
were forbidden to cash pay checks 
or orders issued in payment of wages.

It was ordained that no tavern 
keeper should be compellable to sup­
ply liquor except on a doctor’s order.

The provincial inspector was given 
authority to inspect any unlicensed 
hotel, and report to the (Minister for 
his information.

Poker was taken by me govern­
ment to prohibit by proclamation the 
sale of liquor in the vicîriïty of public 
works under construction.

It was made an offence for per­
sons to be in an intoxicated condi­
tion owing to the drinking of liquor 
in a public place in a municipality 
wherein a local option law was in 
force.

What was done in 1913?
Holders of tavern licenses were re­

stricted to sales for consumption on 
the premises, so that no liquor 
bought in a tavern can lawfully be 
removed from the licensed premises.

The consumption of liquor was 
prohibited in any livery stable or 
other building to which the public 
are in the habit of resorting.

The hours of selling were reduced, 
so that liquor cannot be said until 
eight o’clock in the morning, instead 
of six.

be treated as a first offence. This 
was a serious evil. The license in­
spectors are now required to prose­
cute for a second or third offence, ac­
cording to the facts, and in default 
are subject to a penality of $20 to 
$50.
