PASTORAL ADDRESS OF THE CA-
THOLIC ARCHBISIIOPS AND BI-
SHOPS TO THE CATHOLIC CLER-
GY AND PEOPLE OF IRELAND.

VENERABLE AXD DEARLY-BELOVED BRETHREN,

The education of the Catholic youth of Ire-
land holds a foremost place among the questions
affecting the present and futnre well-being of our
country. It comes next m importance after the
possession of the true faith, the mast precious of
all God’s gifts; nay, it is ultunately connected
with the interests of our holy faith itself. What-
ever be the form of public education, whatever
its aim—whether, being simply godless ia its na-
ture, it but teaches man to fulfil his part in tiis
passing world without taking thought of his eter-
nal destiny in the next, or whether it 15 based
upon the belief that the instruction of Chyistian
youth ought to begin and end with the fear of
the Lord, as the beginming of all wisdom (Ps.
ex. 8); whether again, including religion with
its views, it adopls the singular modern device of
a common Christianity, as it is called, or con-
templates the instruction of all religious drnomi-
nations, each by itself, each in its own proper
tenets, and each by its own recognised ministers
—in any supposition, it is not possible for haman
ingenuity so to construct and work out a systein
of public education in these countries but tlnt it
will bear somehiow, tavorably or adversely, upim
the interest of rehgion. o every such scluic
of education, with its origisators, the words of
our blessed Liord apply with literal exactaes-—-
‘ he that is not with e is agmnst me)—Matt. |
xii, 30. ‘ '

Since then every conceivable system of public
education in this couniry wmust oveeds operate {or
or against the mterests of religioa—tnust needs
exert a decided influence on the faith of the
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evil with the extent of the system itself, and as-
suming a corresponding magnitude when that
assumes the proportion of a National system, and
passing from the present to generations yet un-
born—siace this 1s so, it at ouce becownes the
right and the duty of the Catholic bishops of this
country to watch over every such system, by
whomsoever devised for their people, or with
whatsoever intention. It is theirs to examine
every such system with minute care; theirs to
observe its workings with the utmost vigilance ;
theirs to look nairowly into its methods and
course of lastruction, the character of its books,
the spirit of its teachers; theirs to scrufinise its
every detail, that so they way be able pro-
nounce, and to pronounce with authority, how
far the teachings of secular knowledge way or
may not be in coufornuty with the unerrivg, ne-
ver-changing standard of Catholic faith.

Al this it is the right and the duty of the
Catholic Bishops of Irefand to de. They are
the guardians of the faith of their flocks; them
bas the IHoly Ghost placed over those {locks, as
well Lo lead them to wholesome as Lo warn them
away {rom noxious pastures; to them, through
the Apos:les, hay Christ said : ¢ Ceo, teach all na-
tions” (Matt. xxviii. 10); and if for want of
care on thewr part any of the little ones redeem-
ed with His precious blood shail have beea lost
through the perniciovs influence of bad systems
of education, He will on the great accounting
day make them answer for the loss at the peril of
their own souls.

It they were at all inchned to sleep at. their
posts while there was danger to their flocks,
there is one who would wake them up to the
duty of pastoral vigilance, the pastor of pastors,
the successor of Peter, who from the watch-
towers of Sion looks ahroad over the universal
Churck, even to the ends of the earth, with an
eye that never sleeps, and at the same time,
amidst the multitudinous cares eatailed upon him
by the sclicitude of all the Churches, views with
an ioterest deep and paternal everything that
concerns the spritual welfare of his children n
faitbful Catholic Ireland. The all-important ques-
tion of education has engaged, and engages, the
especial attention of the Holy Father. Not
long ago the Archbishops of the four ecclesiasti-
cal provinces of Ireland received a letter from
the Cardinat Prefect of the Sacred Congrega-
tion, charged by the Holy Father with the spe-
cial care of the Irish Church, in which bis Emi-
nence required that the National System of Edu-
cation, and the projected system of intermediate
public schools for Ireland, should be thoroughly
examined, and a faithful report thereon transmit-
ted to the Holy See. Remindiog the Archbi-
shops that the Queen’s Colleges liad been already
solemnly condemned by the Holy Father, and
that the great duty in reference to them, was, to
% keep Catholic youth far away from them, and
to provide otherwise for their liberal education
by founding and maintaining Catholic Colleges
and the Catholie University, the illustriouz Car-
dinal Prefect earnestly recomtnended these most
important subjects to the consideration and zeal
of the Irish Bishops. For the purpose of car-
rying into effect these weighty recommendations,
his Grace the Archbishop of Dublin in due course
received instructions to convene a meeting of the
Irvish Bishops, and to preside over its delibera-
tions in quality of Apostolic delegate. Ve have
accordinely wet together to counfer upon the
questions submitted to our consideration, witk a
full sense of the important issues involved in
these questions. We have not been without
knowing that in a country such as curs, where
the educated man, from the lowest to the highest
is sure to leave all others far behind hun on™ the
road to wealth or distinction ; where the son of
tiie humblest man in the conmunity may, by his
intellectual superiority, rise to the highest office
attainable by a subject : and where the artisan,
with only the haods and the head that God gave
hn, may realize a fortune and win fame—we
have not been without knowing that in such a
cointry the people must be educated; and we
may appeal to our Catholic schools, colleges, and
university, erceted out of very scanty resources,
as evidence of the sincerity of our desire for the
difiusion of sound and uselui education. Neither
on the other band have we been without lnow-
ing that a system of education, useful and attrac-
live in some respects, and withal proffered as a
boou, may yet be no boon at all but a very dan-
gerous thing, nay, all the more dangerous for its
useful wnd atiractive character; nor huve we
forgotten how wisely it has been saig, “ Better s
an humble rustic whao serves God than a proud
philosopher who neglacts Hun while be considers
the course of the beavens;” ner again bave wa
forgotten that religion Ia n necessary supplewent
£ the laws of "the land, avd that for want of 1,
miohly but badly edueated pecple might overtaca
—aus they have overturned~the alwr and the
throne.  We bave felt the arcossity of aceept-

We have forwarded to Bawe a ful} arconnt of
our proceedings, and we bave asked for thein the
blessing of the Sovereign Pontiff.  Having done
so, we now deem it our duly to inform you,
dearly beloved brethren, of the unammous result
of our deliberations, assured that you will ac-
cept not only with docility but with joy the de-
cisions of your assembled Bishiops, and that hy
your cordial, active, united support of them you
will speedily obtain for the Cathalic yeuth of our
country, of all classes, a system of education
purely and entirely Catholic, whilst our Protest-
ant fellow-subjects will be perfecily free to edu-
cale the Irotestant youth ef the country after
their own inanner.

The following resalutioas unequivocally ex-
press the judgment which, as Catbolic Bishops,
we have felt it our duty to pronocumce on miged
education, whether as such, or as w actual ope-
ration, or as contemplated, in referesce to the
Catholics of Ireland. With equal clewrness do
they set forth the claim of our flocks to an ade-
quate share of the public funds apprepriated to
education, together with the terms on which, as
Catholics and citizens, they can freely accept it.
We publish these resolutions in the body ot our
pastoral address to you, beloved bretbren, that
they may be read from every altar and every
pulpit in every one of our dioceses, thal so no
Catholic in Ireland may remain ignorast either
of what we teach or what we demand in this all-
wportant matter of education.

RESOLUTIONS.

% That schools tor Catholic youth should be sach
as to insure for them ike benefit of & esfe sccular
education, and adequate religious instruction in the
faith and practices of the Catholic Church. They
should be, therefore, so subordinated to lushopa in
their respective dioceses, as thai no books may be
used for them in secular instruetion to which the or-
dinary shall object; and that the teackers both as
to appointment and removal, and the selection of all
books for religious inatruction, and the arrange-
meuts for it, be under thn control of the same ordi-
DRTY.

Y That the priaciples enanciated can bu adeguately
cmbodied and zcted upon in this country only o= a
system of education exclugively for Catholics.

‘“That the Catholics of Irelnnd hsve a right 1o
obtain 8uch s preporticn of the sid annually allo-
cated by parlinment for education, as, regard being
bad to their pumbers and the cocodition of tke Ca-
tholic population, will euffice for the establishment
and maiastenance of schoola to be conducted on tho-
reughly Catholic principles.

“ That the concession of grants for exclusively
Catholic schools in Great Britaio and ia the British
colonies i3 conclusive evidepce of the fairness of the
claim to & grant being made for Catholic achools iz
Ireland, and thoet the Ostholic people of ireland
should, therelore, jnsist through their repreaentatives
in parliameat, and by dircct application to the go-
vernmeat, on obtaining such a graat.

“ That the National zystem of education, though
tolersted on acconnt of the particular ciccumatances
of the country, must be, from ita very mature, in se-
veral reapaeis, objecticuable to Qatholics; and that
tke changes made in ita rules from tims to tiine, hay-
ing been adverse to Catholic intersats, have increased
the distrust of the Catholic episcopacy.

“ That weo signslise, as cspecially objectiouabie,
the non-recognition of the eontrol over educativy
which the Catholic Clinrch holdy ¢o bavs been con-
ferred on Bishops by bur Loid and Savicrr Jasus
Chriss, when He gaid to his Apostles, ' Qo, t2ach all
nutions’ (Matt. xxviii.

T carry these resolutions into effect your cor-
dial co-operation; dearly beloved brethren, is ne-
cessary 5 and upon that co-operation we reckon
with conlidence. Obedience to the pastors of
your Church is with you hereditary. You thirst,
as in the olden times, to drink at the fountains of
pure kaowledge, even * as the hart panteth after
tbe fountaios of water.” (Ps. xli. 2). You
prize your religiou as the pearl above price, and
you prize a pure and frec education as the gold
i which it may fitly be set. You will therefore
be with us beart and soul in the efforts we are
determined unceasingly to make, until we shall
bave obtained a thoroughly Catholic education ia
all its departments for the Catholic youth of Tre-
laad. Nor do we anticipate any long delay to
our wishes. An enlightened Goveroment must
see how just and right aad proper it is that Ca-
tholics should receive a Catholic education, as
well ag Protestants a Protestant education ; and
that, nioreover, the State should, in a spirit of
generous diberality, give us its aid as some com-
pemsatian for the loss of our funds for Catholic
«ducation, which have oot only been confiscated,
but turned to hostile uses.

And now that we have delivered to you, vener-
able and dearly beloved brethren, our solemn de-
cizions with regard to primary and secondary, or
intermediate education, we pass naturally to an
institution which we hope ere fong to see a great
ceatre of Catholic education in Ireland—ihe Ca-
tholic University. A few short years ago, ours
was the only Catholic country in Europe which
tad not its own Clatholic University. Our Ca-
tholic youth,second to no other in the love of
science, had either to forego the advantages of a
Uuniversity education or to seek it at the risk of
losing therr souls. Now, thank God, it is not
50. - Our illustrious Pontiff, Pio Nono, called
upon the Bishops of Ireland to erecta Catholic
University after the model of that which the

{71ileges, and

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v The.condition of humbly-ciréumstanced fand-
“holders, wlho form so . large and important a part
.of the ‘commuanity, 15 also a;subject,of the very
last importance, ‘affecting:as it'does the peace
and the happioess and the,prospenty of the coun-
try. Io alluding to this momentous question. we
by no weans step out of our own province. We
are ministers of charity, and charity  commands
us to relieve t he corporal necessities, to alleviate
the temporal misery of. all our fellow-creatures
without any exception, especially of those who
are bound to us by the closest relation. We and
our clergy derive a large portion of our temporal
support, and that, if not extravagant, certainly
neitber scanty nor grudgingly given, from the
voluntary benevolence of the bumble Catholic
landholders of Ireland ; and strange it were, ia-
deed, if, with our temporal wants generously sup-
plied by thewn, we should be ndilfersut to thew
temporu! condition, or should, out of a fulse deli-
cacy, shrink from helpiog to ameliorate it in any
way within our reach, and on suitable occasions
vindicating before the world the just rights of our
| generous, devoted, beloved people. No. We
should be unworthy of them, unworthy of the
place wa hold in their affections, unworthy of our
ministry of charity and mercy, could we so far
forget them and the duty we owe thwemn on so
many titles. We feel called upon, then, by a
strong sense of duty to say that, whilst there are
tmany exccllent landiords in Treland who do not
forget that “ property has its duties as well as its
rights.” but too many, vamindful of the duties,
enforce the rights under the operation of one-
sided law—so one-sided and unjust, that the
judge sitting on the bench of justice has had
wruag from him  the admission that he was com-
pelled in the name of law to administer injustice.
This law, asit stands, gives the landlord the
most formidable power to evict the improving
tenan! without giving bim any compensation
whatever ; and this power has been too often ex-
ercised with circumstances of the utmost cruelty.
A man may, by the application of lus little capi-

tal, with his own and his children’s Iabour, con-
verl a barren waste into a smiling pasture, or
improve wferior land to maoy times its former

value. But not for him or his shall the pasture

smile, nor shall he gather the well-earned harvest
of Ins labour from those teersing fields which the

sweat of bis brow has fertiiised. The laudlord,

wishiog Lo consolidate farins, or choosing to plant

them with Scotch sattlers, or preferring cattle to

Chiristrans, especially of the tenant's religion, or

dizpleased for his baving presumed to votc at the

¢er the dispensation of Catholic cbarity, they
were cared for with Ui utmost tenderness 1—
Need we say, that the admioistration of a poor
tew for the rehief of our Cathelic people in Ire-
land by a board exclusively Protestant and Ing-
lish, surh as we lave, is 0o less a yrievance in
Jreland thaa the admipistration of the poor law
in DProtestant England, by an exclusively Catho-
lic and Irish board, would be considered in Yng-
land. And whar shall we say of the pawer as-
sumed by the Commissioners to appoint and dis-
tniss Catholic chaplaias, as if they were mvested
with spiritual authority,and to utterly ignore and
even defy episcopal authority, ia these and other
respects 1—a power which 1o their 1gnoraunce or
disregard of Catholic discipline, they bave ex-
ercised so unwisely es to bave involved them-
sejves in disputes with biskops, priests, and
boards of guardians, m every part of the king-
¢om, therehy ot Umes Jeaving the Catholic poor
of our workhouses, as far asin them lay,ina
state of utter spiritual destitution, without a chap-
lzin to minister to them for whole months to-
gether 1 Again, what shali we say of the want
of decent places, means, and furniture, for the
celebration of the divine inysteries of our religion
of the common. dining-hall, of the paupers beng
ihe only chapel, and the table, at one end of it,
tae only alrar for the Holy Sacrifice? of the
want, so deeyly felt, of acy place w most of our
workhouses 1o which 8 devout inmate could re-
tire for private prayer? TFinally, how could we
pass by unnoticed the dunger to the faith of Ca-
tholic chiléren in workhouse sehools under Pro-
testant.tea:bers, and the atterpts 1o Protestant-
ise, by force of pretended law having no real ex-
istence, the poor desertzd children of Cathelic
parenils? :

Nor can we pass by 1be coadition of Roman
Cathoiic sailors in the nasy, for whom it way be
truly said that there s as yet an Catholic Binan-
crpation.

election of 2 member of parliament or poor-law
guard:an otherwise than he had wished, or from
whatever motive it may be, comes srmed with
the powears of the law, seizes to bimself the
fruits of the poor tenants’ capital labor, industry,
aud casts himsel{ aod bhis helpless young famiy
upon the world to eke out the remnant of s
days ia the workhouse, or to find a watery grave
n the ocean, or to perish in the swamps of
America.  Is not this literally the history of
many a poor Irish tenant? DMay God inspire
our rulers to put an end to this crying mjustice.
The natural and divine law, humanity and justice,
the peace and good order of society—ull demand
the application of a speedy remedy to this too
long olerated evil. We hail with pleasure the
announsement that the government intends to
apply the remedy without delay by adjusting the
relations between landlord and tenant; and we
look forward with hope to the day when, with
the Divine biessing, both parties will feel that
their interssts are inseparable — when the land-
loré will not abuse bis power by cruel evictions,
nor the tenant seek redress in * the wild justice
of revenge®—whea the one will consider it the
noblest exercise as well as'the truest enjoyment
of the rights of property to make his tenants hap-
py under him, and the other will look up to his

landlord as his good friend and protecter.
Addressing you on various subjects concerning
your spiritual and temporu] welfure, we should, ve-
nerable and dearly beloved brethren, be wanting to
you, to ourselves, to our common spiritual Father,
did we no» call upon you to otfer up fervent prayers
to heaven for our Holy Father the Pope, that God
may dedver him up from all his enemies at home and
abread, may shorten the days of his affliction, and
may give bim, what alone he sighs for, “glory to
God ua high, and on earth peuce to men of good
wiil.” The Holy Father is profoundly afllicted by
the troubles excited in Italy through the machina-
tions of wicked men, at once the cnemies of the
Holy See and the disturberd of all order, who, cast-
ing off aliegiance to their lawful sovereign, as they
bad alresdy cast off the restraints of religion, are
seeking 1o disturb thie peace of the Poatifical States.
Nor, a3 it ghould seem, have these lawless men want-
ed the sympathy, if even the direct eacouragement,
of those who from their position should be the friend
of order. Catholic Europe, the Gatholic world, has
been shocked to see that unscrupulous statesmen,
contrary to the principles of justice and internationsl
Inw, which they themselves are the loudest 1o invoke
#t other times, and from no assignable motive save
that of u deadly animosity to the Holy See, would
fain dezpoil the Roman Pountiff of those dominions
whicli ke has held and holds by a title the cldest a3
well a5 the most sacred of any in Europe, Yez—the
oldest aod most sicred of any in Europe. Long
ages before any of the present dynasties of Europe
were thought of, Central Italy, from sea to sea, cn-
joyed a high civilization under the mild sway of the
Roman Pontifls; and the princes and people of
Christendom, 5o {ar from srudging them the patri-
mony of Peter, protected their persons and defended
their pussessions as well, that the Head of the Church,
beiny the vagsal of no one,the enemy of no one (which
it were not meet the common Father of all should
be,) nud &0 being placed far above all local or per-
sonal considerations that else could fetter his free-
dom of action, might be perfectly independent in ad-
minigtering the affairs of the Uamiversal Church.—
And why 13 it now songht to distarb the Holy Fa-
ther? Docauae, forsooth, he does not keep up with
the progressivo spirit of the limes. 1sit, then, s0
sooa forgotten, that Pip Nono bezan his reign asu
Reformer ? Not to speak of the paternal wisdom
which, whatever oay be 8aid to the contrary, has
murked his reign thronghout its whole course to the
great happiness of his people, is it 80 soon forgotten,
that scarcely was our illustrious Fontifl seatod in
the Chair of Petor when ho made large concessions
to his people, sdapting, 28 much as might be, the
new ideas of progress to the forras of ancient wis-
dom, and bent hia liboral and enlightoned mind te
the conaideration of messures hrving for object the
social and physical amelioration of his fair country ?
Has it 30 soon pagsed away from menmory how the
praise of his onlightened policy was on every
topgue ? how the eyes of all Burope wers fixed upon

the Thamos, and-how, in thoir' admiration of Pio
Nono, Eaglishmen fora while forgot his religioa ?—
Ta all this no longer remembered 7 and will the for-
mer culogists of Pio Nono chdrge him now with want
of progress? and will shey even make common caunse
with the aparchists, who rewarded bis potriotic ef-
forts by the assassination of his minister and the ex-
ile of himself? . ’

The Holy Father has, venerable and dearly be-
loved brethren, but too much reasoz to be afllicted.
But it will be no small congolation to his paternal
beart to know that he has the prayers and the sym-
pathies of his fuithful children all over the world,
amoug whom, rumbering two hundred willlons, none
turn towards him with more filial allection—none
more strongly éondemn the uaworthy attncks made
upon him, the bitter invectives poured out ugainst
him—none feel more intensely tho wrongs committed
against him and the sorrows that have most unde-
servedly fullea upon him—than his devoted children
i Irelund, no less true to the spiritual allegiance
they owe to the Sovereign Poatill than to the tem-
poral allegiance due to the Sovercigu who wiclds the
seeptre of these realms. The children canoet but
share in his sorrows when the heart of the best of
futhers is plunged in grief. And, if others could be
inditferent to his grief, you at leasy, venerable and
dearly baloved brethren, could not be indifferent—
you, wito cannot forget how in the days of vur afflic-
tion when famine visited the land his paternal heary
bled for the sufferings of tho people, and bis band
was stretched out to reliove their distress, though
scanty the revenues at bis disposal. Aund oow that
our loly Father is himself stricken, we pray God,
nnd we call wpon you to unite with us in praying,
that God nay strengthen him; nor have we & doubt
but that, with the divine nssistance, onr illustrious
Pontiff will under this trinl comport himself ia a
manner beficting his bigh dignity, nnd prove himself
a5 eminent in christian virtue as he is in position.—
In bis person God has set at the Lelmn of Peter's bark
one who will guide it through tlood and storm with
a watchful eye and a steady hand, until even they
who may wish to see it dashed to picces will be
forced to acknowledge that tlie vessel and the hand
that 'g{licé&?& are under the protection of Heaven.—
If, seeiag¥the perils that encompass himi, ke should
for-a moment give way to fear, nt once, not sn much
to chide as to assure, tho voice of the Lord witl como
to bim over the waters, as it did to Peter, saying,
“ why fearcst thon?” and the hand once stretched
out to the Gsherman of Galilee will be stretched out
to his successor, and that successor will, like him,
wall upon the angry waters gaping beneath him.

But it is not merely the temporal puwer of the
Pope which the enemies of the oly See would assail
With it they hope his spiritual supremacy rlso would
cease nnd come to an end. You, bvethren, have no
fear that it ever will 20 happen. You believe that
the spiritua) supremacy of Peter and Deter's succes-
sor3, being %he rock oa which Clicist built his church,
against which the gates of hell shall not prevail, will
last as long a3 the church itself—to the end of time.
Full eighteen hundred yeurs ond more Las that
church stood the shock of time, and it nlone survives
the wreck and ruin of ages. Many a storm has as-
sailed it, but sssniled it only to tesy and prove its
ever-during stability. What with the incursions of
barbarians, and the fierce contentions of Christinn
princes and nations, and the plotiings of ucrafty
statesmen, and the turbulent outbreaks of popular
passion—wars npon wars, and revolution after revo-
lution, have spect all their fury upon the rock of
ages. The powers of earth and hell combirved to
tear it up from its foundation. And, could the pow-
ers of earth and hell prevail they would have done
50. Butnn. The revolutions of ages sweeping all
else before them in their onward course, have broken
upon the rock-built church only to display their own
utter importance. There it standsjas firm as ever,
and will stand, for its foundutions were laid deep by
the hand of the Almighty, and that same hand bas
at once ¢nsured and recorded its indestructibility for
all time to come in the title-deed written over its
portals, * Thou art Peter (or rock), and on this rock
I will build my Church, and the gates of hell shall
not prevail against it."—Matt. xvi. 1.

And now we call upon you, brethreen, both clergy
and lnity, to do your pert. First of all, put up your
prayers 1o Heaven, that the Most High, who holds
the hearts of kings and statesmen in his hand, may
inspire our rulers with righteous counsels, and may
incline them to listen to our just demands in favor of
our people. There is nothing that we may not ob-
tain by fervent prayer. Then rtest not content with
o mere scquiescence, cordial though it be, in the de-
cisions of our bishops. Hold meetings, send forward
petitions to parliamens, call upon your representa-
tives to press yonr ¢luims upon the attention of Go-
vernment, and, if need be, even to make the conces-
sion of them tle condition of their support, use all
legitimate means to put before the empire the justice
of your cause, and to sustain by your united strength
the demands of your bishops in your behalf. So will
they be not only just but irresistible. So will you
the Catholic lnity, prove true to the memory of your
forefathers, who in weal and in woe have ever clung
to their pastors. And so will you best consult for
the eternul, withont overlooking the temporal inte<
rests of your children and your children's childrer,
“The Grace of our Lord Jesns Christ, and the
charity of God, and the communion of the Hely
Ghost be with you all.” Amen. (2 Gor., xiii. 13.)

portunity of doiog sv. The commissioners are of
opinion that, in accosting within the walls of the in-
stitution, & boy whom he knew not te belong tu his
flock, and those obtaining from him information
which ezabled Lim to enter intv conversation with
him on the subject of his religious belief in the public
street, the Rev. Ar. Prentice has departed fram that
understanding upon which alone the counnissioners

The Commissioners, however, sre unwilling to ex-
clude the Rev. Mr. Prentice from the school, test his
exclusion might be inconvenient to the younger mem-
bers of his own creed who sttexd theve; but they
bave informed him that they trustin futuve he will
most careflully abstuin from doing anytling which can
afford grounds of a similar complaint against bim,

Tue Parspvrena¥ Kinvaprsi.—The saze of Ellen
Magee eame on again be‘ore the Lord Chicf Justice
of the Queen’s Bench on Friday the 12th August.—
Mr. Joln Adye Curran, instructed by Mr. Rourke,
golieitor, appeared for the motber of the child, and
Mr. Richard Dowse, with Mr. J. H. Thowupson, so-
Ycitor, for ibe Rev. Hugh Hana, in whose charge the
child was brought to the Chief Justice's bonse. Mr,
Gurran gaid that oo reading over the case of Alicia
Race (reported in 7th Blackburn and Ellis) it ap-
peared quile clear to him that the mother was the
ruardion by nucture of the infant up to ils attain-
ing the age of fourteen years. In the present case
the mother of the girt ascertained that she hnd made
a mistake of a year, for it appeared that the child
was baptized en the 313t August, 1845, being at that
time eight days old; she would not, therefore, be
fourteen uatil the 23d of the present month. The
Chief Justice remarked that, upon locking into the
authorities, he bad made op his mind to give the
child into the custody of her moibker. \r. Dowse
said that, although he agreed with Mr. Curran, as
to the law of the case, yet, still he conceived that
the mother was not the proper person to give the
¢hild to, innsmuch as he thought sbe wss unworthy
of credit on her oath, she hariag stated in her former
afidavit that ber daughter was born about the be-
ginuning of Sevtember, 1846, He submitied, there-
fore, that his Jordship, not having apy evidence of
the age of the child, but that of a person who had,
in his (counsel's) opinion, been guilty of a deliberate
misstatement, should not give any evidence to her
present statement, which was so much at varinnce
with the one in her original affidavit, or act upon it
in any way, and that the child should be allowed to
go at large.  Affidavits had been filed to which it
was not necassary torefer. The learned counsel
then proceeided to arguc at considerable length upon
the facts of the crse, and cited several authorities.—
He dwslt at some length on the statement that the
girl had been refused a Bible, und complained of
what he designated the interference of a Catholic
clergyman (ihe Rev. John M‘Auley) with the child.
He stated that the fact of the woman having sworn
sccurately to the period of the interment of her hus-
band, demonstrated that she knew at the time she
made the first aflidavit, in which she Bxed the bicth
of hier child in 1846, that she was swearing a delibe-
rate falsehood.

The iirst clause
enaetd it no gilt for o chavitable purpose shall be
forfeited or avoilded by reason of any trust or coudi-
tion foe proenring prayers for the soul of the donor
ov for the sonl of any other person. The second
clause statcs that no proceedings at law or equiry
shall ba instituted as to the application of asy Ca-
tholic trust prior to the passing of the Act 2& 3
Wm. IV, ¢. 1135, unless the gift or foundation has
been apylicd to such trast since the passing of that
Act. The third clause deals with the qoesiion of
non-carolment.  The fourth elause is identical with
the present Jome Seeretary's Bill, owtting, of course
the ward @ superatitious.”  The fifth clause provides
that the Act shall not prejudice past or pending pro-
ceedings or adserse possession. The sixth clause
confinez the operstion of the Actto England and
Wales.

The deploruble dissensions between employers and
employed 1a the building trades still continue, 2ad
the hopes are fuinter than last week of any immedinte
accomumodativn. The “ United Building Trades” and
the * Central Association of Master Boilders” have
issued their manifesto on cither side, and these have
been followed hy replies, rejoinders, and replications,
all tending to assect and rebut the charges of tyranny
over the rights of Iabour by the Masters on the one
hand, and undue interference with the freedom of
workmen by the Trades organisations on the other.

ported by our correspondent, are corroborateil
by the Belleville Inatelligencer. Of the minor
details, of what transpired in Patrick Dlartin’s
house, neither our correspondent, nor our Protes-
taut cotemporary, can have any personal and po-
sitive knowledge ; and we nust be conteat, there-
fore, to derive our information—the Trux Wir-
NESS, from its correspondent—the Delleville
Intelligencer, from the Protestant child.—
This, however, is clear; that the latter posi-
tively refused to obey ber parents’ injunctions—
replying that she would attend the Methodist
chapel, when ordered by the former not to do so
any longer ; and that the father was, therefore, per-
fectly justified, according to the laws of God and
man, in inflicting chastisement upon his refrac-
tory child.

W=z have already, on several occasions, spoken of
the * Salles d'Asyle,” an institution hitherto unknown
in Cznada. About this time last year, when it was
proposed to establish one of these asylums in Mont-
real, many persons stil! entertained doubts of its suc-
cess; but to-day, thanks to Divine Providence, the
institution is in fuil and excellent working order.—
Already upwards of one bundred children of the
City attend the * Salle d'/syle” of the St. Auntoine
and Bt. Joseph suburbs.

Te what bas already been published on the objects
and the advantages of this work of Charity, we need
only #dd the following - reflections.

The * Salles o'.idsyle” are at once charitable and
cducational inatitutions ; and whilst effectually vro-
moting the well-being and tke education of the
children, they sfford facilities to their poor parents 1o
gain for themselves an honest livelihood. More ai-
tention is therein givea to develop the alfectionms,
than to stimulate the intellectual fuculties, of the ijt-
tle ones : to iastil into {hem from their infaney, good
principles, good habits, and to inspire them with a
love for work. Itis sought to develop their iutel-
tectual fuculties, whilst paying thal atiention o
their physical wants which their tender years reqire ;
and which many of them could not receive at home
in consequence of the absence of their parents at
their daily work.

This work of Charity is in Europe so highly es-
teemed, that it has attracted the attention of several
States. The government of France, in particuiar,
applies to it annaally large sums of money; and the
Empress, the ornament of her country and the pride
of ler sex, deems it an Lonor to bave the Salle -
JIsyle placed under her special patronage. DLut upon
this, point we will requeat attention to the words of o
man well entitled to w respectful hearing. This is
how M. Fortoul, Minister of Public [nstruction in
France, expresses himself in o Report to the Empress,
on the 22nd March, 1855 :—

“In condescending to give your protection to the
s Salles ' 4syle,” Your Majesty has proved in an af-
fecting manner thoe interest that you take in ome of
the most useful works that Christianity has given to
civilisation, . . . Spite of the tenderest mater-
nal solicitudes, no hour passes but what childread’
tears attest the presence of moral evils. Well! these
vains, hitherto deemed inseparable from infancy,
have disappeared from our Asylums. Cheerful and
tranquil is the aspect presented in these happy plngea
of refuge. From one hundred, to s hundred and fifty

i children gathered around one woman, ge, and come,

—ascend, descend, — talk, count, or sing, at the
slightest sign ; and receive, not oply with iaterest,
but gratefully, their first lessons, and the germs of
those moral and religious sentiments, whence one
day shall spring a generation of honest and profitable
citizens. When we witness all these movements,
which commence and end with each day, gone
through with withont the least disorder, without cost-
ing the shedding of a single tear, snd by the author-
ity of word of mouth, and example only—it is im-
possible not to recognise the admirable means em-
ployed in these ¢ Salles ' Asyle. Should we not then
endeavor to preserve and perpetuate, even to its
smallest details, so admirable a systera.”

This is certainly high praise—yet it copveys buta
faint ides of the merits of these asylvms. Could our
readers visit the institution in Bonaventure Street,
opposite the Lachine Rail Road Depat, they would
be spon convinced of this. Those who love litle
children (and who does not love them ?) would there
seo one of the most touching sights ireaginable. In-
terrogate those who have made this visit, as to their
improssions ; and there will be but one uniform an-
swer. All ace invited to muke themselves acquaict-
ed with & work of charity which it is to be hoped
may soon be established in every important place in
the Provinee.

A Sister of Charity presides over the Asylam. In
the morniag, as the little ones arrive, she examines
them to sec if their clothes and bodics are clean ; she
inspects the little baskets wherein they bring their
provisions for the day, to see that they have cuough
to eat; and, if necessary, she gives lier advice to the
parents. But cow the door of the hsll opens—and
see what a splendid room! how well aired, and how
lofty ! Thus the childron are always assured of a
whalesaome atmosphere. The boys are separated {rom
the girls ; aud yetin such a mauner that one Sister
can keep an eye on them all. Around are seats for
the children, and places whereon to hang their hats,
cloaks and baskets, The little bell rings ; the classes
are commenced ; and the day's exercizes are proceed-
ed with, [n order, and singing, the children advance
to their sents, and take their places. A moment's
silonce ; and now on their koees, bands, eyes, and
hearts uplifted zowards heaven, they invoke the
Moly Name of Jesus—of Him Who for our sakes was
once o littie child. _

¢ Jesus t—tius they address Him—* Who didst so
love little children, Who for love of us beccamest
Thyself & little child, bleas our parents, ouar relatives,
our mistress, and the benefactors of our asylum.~
Give us grace o preserve our baptismal innocence,
and to grow m wisdom g we grow in years.”

Acceptable i3 thiz prayer, no doubt. in the ears of
the Saviony. But now the classes commence. One
Sister can instruet—30 excellent are all the arrange-
meits—a class of one hundred and eighty children,
or one even of two hundred and fifty cbildren, of
from two to seven years of age, The most admir-
able order prevails ; disturbed orviy for a moment,
perhaps, as the presiding Sister tenderly 1ifts in ber
arms one of ‘the youogest children, wlho has fallen
asleop in hia seal ; and whom she carries to the lit-
tie gofas provided for such emergencics, and whence,
his slumbera finished, the lictle one will return re-
freshed, and with renewed courage, to his place in
the class. School concluded, the children retura to
the large gulleries, where, in joy, and with good ap-
petiles, they take their ropasts.

Were it not for fear of being tedious, we should
dwell at tength upon the games, and sports of the
children ; on the time allotted, to sleep for the
youngest, aud ncedle work for the elder. At 4 v.m.
there is another hour of school; and thus the entire
day is varied, instruction, rest, and amuserient suc-
ceeding one anotheratregular intervals. And when
darkness begios to gather in the sky, the parents re-
turn from his or her day’s toil, to claim their child-
ren, aod thunk God for themselves and for their lit-
tle ones, for the benefits conferred upon them by the
« Sulle d'Asyle”” We may mention that the institu-
tion in Bonaventuré Street is always open toall ; but
we would invite those who wish to visit it, to pre-
sent themgelves at the Class-hours: thbatis at 9.30

A, and 4 p.z. Sundays and Thursdays excepted.

No alms could be better bestowed than on this
most useful agylum. Those for whom it is founded
are the poorest of cur cowmunity—the children of
parents unable to superintend the education of their
offapring ; who neglected, often grow up to avenge
upon society the neglect of which, in their youth,
they have been the victims. The expense of found-
ing the Asylum has been very heavy; and we are
awsare that the Rev. M. Rousselot, to whose generous
exertions we arc all so deeply indebted, still owes a
sum of £1,200, contracted in building the bouse.

REGIOPOLIS COLLEGE.

We have much pleasure in publishing the {ol-

Men have been
educated within its walls, who now grace various
professions in Canada, sud of whom auy tnstitution
in the country might be proud ; and [ aut bappy to
be able to sdd, that, through the untiring care and
attention of the present gified Prelate, the RNt Rev.
Dr. Horan, under whose distinguished patronage the
College i3 now placed, and the unceasing activity of
its energetic President, Regiopolis ig still improv-
ing, and hids fair before many years to rival the first
institutions in the Province. Theology, Philosophy,
the Classics, in short, everything that constitutes a
solid education is nuw taught in the establishment
by the firat masters.

Dear Sin—Qn Wednesday, 31st Aagust, che Right
Rev. E. J. Horan, the excellent Bishop of Kingston,
accompanied by his two Viears General, the Very
Tevds. Angus M'Donald, of Kingstou, and T. 11,
M‘Donagh, of Pertlh ; assisted by the Rev. Johu V.
Foley, the amiable pastor of Bedport and Norti
Crosty, proceeded to lny the corner-stone of a new
church in the village of Weskport, where nlarge con-
course of people had usseinbled. On this great and
important oceasion his Lordship, the Bishop, made
some observations, which, aithough very much to the
point, were nceessarily shorty in vonsequeace of the
inclemency of the weather, ag it roined during al-
most the entire ceremony. At he conclusion, a hand-
some collection was taken up,and the people vied with
each other in their zeal for the advancerment of this
great work. The building will be of heautiful sand-
stone; ninety feet long, by thirty-two feet broad,
with a gronud tower, flanked by two lesser ones ; the
side walls having buttresses bevween the windows.
Its situation, overluoking the benutiful Ridean lake,
and surrounded by majestic mountains, is axiremely
well chosen; and the traveller, sailing up and down
the lake, cinnot but be struck with its romantic
beauty.

ed to men who can prove they are indispensable
for the support of their families. »

On account of the fete of the 15th instant the
Emperor has pardoned 1,127 persons, sentenced
for various crimes, offences, and infringements of
the law, or veduced the terms of their imprison-
ment. The Lmperor having decided upon re-
taming for the present (momentanenient) an
army of 50,000 men in Lombardy—several corps,
which had much distinguished themselves in the
late campaiga—such as the 3rd Regt. of Zouaves,
and the 1st Regiment of the Toreign Legton,
will not be represented at the entry of the
troops. '

The Moniteur of Thursday publishes the fol-
lowing :—* All warnings which bave been given
to the newspapers n France and the Colomes
are to be considered as nou-issued. The DMinis-
ter of the Interior, in coucert with his colleagues,
the Ministers for Foreign Affuirs, and Algiers
and the Colonies, has ordered the necessary
ineasures to be taken to ensure the immediate
execution of the full and entire amnesty granted
by ibe Emperor. Their Imperial Majesties left
yesterday for St. Sauveur, where they will so-
journ till the 5th of September, when they will
proceed to Biarritz,  Niae hundred and twenty-
two soldiers, sentenced for vanous oflences, have
been either pardoued, or the ter:m of theirimpris-
onment has been commuted.

The following is the letter of the Zimes’ Paris
correspondent, dated 18th ultmo :—

No doubt seeius to be entertained that yester-
day’s anmesty is complete and unlimited in all
respects, that it passes the sponge over every
past offence, and relieves all persons from the ac-
von of the law of public safety so long as they
shall not have incurred fresh condemnation from
the tribunals.  The satisfaction it gives is great
and general, not only here, but, according to a
telegraplic correspondence, among the majority
of the exiles in London and Brussels, who are par-
ticularly pleased with the absence of all condi-
tions, and many of the principal of whom, it is
said, propose immeduately returmng to France.—
The measure, it appears, extends not only (o re-
fugees but to persons suffering banishment 1 the
French penal settiements, and two steamers have
started, or are on the point of starting, for
Algeria and Guiana, in order to bear the good
news speedily to the unfortunate men who have
at various times been transported thither en ac-
count of real or alleged political offences. Sur-
prise was, as | yesterday told you, the first emo-
tion excited by this important decree ; there was,
perhaps, a little want of confidence; but when
people had time to reflect on the measure, and to
recognize that it was not only one of clemency
but in fact the wisest thing the Emperor could
do, any lingering mistrust melted away and was
replaced by satisfaction and gratitude.
~ The attention excited by the proposed fortili-

cation of Antwerp is upon the increase. Some
people here had thought that the Belgian Gov-
ernment would have consented to the adjourn-
ment of the project ; but the recent vote of the
Chamber, against an amendment to that eflect,
has updeceived them, A letter from Brussels,
from a French scource, says that the feeling of
the great majority of the Belgian people is aganst
the project, but that there can be no doubt that
the Government will, as 1t has already expressed
stself conlident of doing, carry the measure in the
Chamber, shouid it think proper to persistin it.
Althougls the amnesty is for the moment the
chief topic of conversation, the Antwerp project
15 also much talked abont. Some of the troops
at the camp of St. Maur are under orders to
proceed to the north, swhere an army of 60,000
men will be collecled, under command of Mar-
shal Niel, at Hazebrouck, Aire, Lille, &c., hav-
ing the last named place for its head quarters.—
1 am assured that the decree for the forination of
this Army of the North, or of Observation, or
whatever it may be termed, will appear in the
Monitewr immediately after the Yortification
Bill shall have passed the Belgian Chambers.

The arrival of M. Thouvene! has long been
looked forward to with somne degree of curiosity ;
a general notion prevailing, that so soon as the
Lmperer of the French shall have the ltalian
business off his bands, the purest good will to
Turkey will mmduce him to take some steps to-
wards relieving the Sultan, as he has already re-
lieved the Emperor of Austria, of some highly
undesirable portion of his dominions. In these
benevolent intentions the Cazar is supposed to
participate. . Nor woild Austria probably stand
in the way. Notwithstanding the sipecerity of
her recent conversion to the doctrine of the ex-
pediency of lopping off an ill-governed and of-
fending member, she would prefer appearing at
the next LEuropean amputation as one of the
operators to figuring ance more in her claracter
of patient. These are impressions deeply rooted
in many persons miads, on which I offer no opi-
niop; but I have reason to believe that the
French Government will insist on the early exe-
cution of the Hatti Houmayoun.

The following anecdote connected with the camp
of St. Maur is not without interest. A priest at-
tached to & parish near Paris, who began life as a
soldier, distinguished himself in Africa among the
“ounves. - After he quitted the service and received
holy orders be obtained permission o accompany
the French army to the Crimea as Chaplain, where
he was known ag the Zouave priest.

There is & wisdom about this
last act which vught not to pass without apprecia-
tion. The greatest proof the Emperor can give to
Europe that his power i3 consolidicted and bis throne
secure would be to wipe away the past, and erase all
records of ¢very danger he has surmounted.-— Times.

Avstria.--A letter from Vieuna says:—

“Some of the regiments of the army in lialy,
which were to have returned, have received counier-
urder, and will remaic in Venetia. This las been
construed Ly some as an intention on the part of
Austria to make an armed intervention shertly in
the Duchies; but information derived from a good
gonrce refites any such intention on the part of the
[mperinl Government. The [mperial family of Aus-
tria shows the greatest sympathy fur the deposed
sovereigns, and is making every diplomatic exertion
to procure their restoration. A second councillor
attached to the Foreign-office has left for Zurich, to
stimulate the zeal of the Austrian Plenipotectiaries;
and new despatches have been forwarded to Count
Colloredo on the subject of the measures to be adopt-
ed for effecting as soon as possible the much-desired
restoration of the Archdukes.”

Mesicx, Ava. 14, 1859.—There isnp country in the
world where the art of looking through a millstone
is cultivated with such assiduity as in Germany.—
What have not the Germans achieved in this respect
in metaphysics alone? In politics they are equally
acute. Look at the way, for instance, in which at
present they sift and discuss the Peace of Villa-
franca! We havebere in Bavaria & widely circulat-
ed newspaper, call the Landshuler Merkur, which
has just informed its readers, in a leading article,
that the reason why Prince Napoleon has bad no
Italian sovercignty conferred upon him under the
terms of the above-named Pesce is, that his cousin,
the Emperor, intends, when in due time he conquers
England, to make the Prince King of Ireland ! Shade
of O'Connell! Only think of his Majesty Plon Plon,
the first king of [reland! Surely the bare imagina-
tion of such a romaatic fuit accompli ought to in-
spire cur military and naval authorities with fanati-
cal vigilance! Soberly specking, though we may
laugh at the political speculations of the Landshuter
Merkur, they are none the less a significant indica-
tion of the tone which now pervades nearly the whole
of the newspaper press in this country on the subject
of the relaticns between Fronce and England. The
invasion of Engiand sooner or Jater by Louis Napo-
leon, backed, too, Ly the Emperors of Austria and
Russia, appears to be quite an article of political
faith with all parties. Bis late war in Italy they de-
scribe a3 having only been & part of his plan. By
means of this war lie has formally subverted the pub-
lic law of Europe, set up in its stead the laws of bis
own sword, made Austrix his fast ally, reduced the
King of Sardinia, morally sperking, to be & mere
vassal of France, and established the supremacy of
French infinonce over all Italy. He has put the effi-
ciency of bis army to the severest test, found it proof,
and by leading it himself to victory won those mili-
tary laurels which alone were wanting to complete
tho entliasiasin of the troops for his person. A sin-
gle energetic word from England wund Prossia, at
first, would have prevented ail this ominous increase
of power — destined, it is said, to be used ageicat
both nations in turn, as their just reward for the
neutrality by which they helped Louis Napoleon to
acquire it, contrary to every principle of pablic
morality and political prudence; so that their nou-
trality and his war, while both were simply prompt-
ed by the same spirit of unprincipled egotism, only
differ in revealing in them the last degree of short-
gighted infatvation, and in him of astute audacity.—
Asg to Prussia, she clearly thought that Austria and
France would mutuslly exhaust each other before
fighting out the war between them to & decisive termi-
nation. In this manoer she calculated that she had
only got coolly to look on and wait, in order to he
relieved at last of all fears of French ambition
from without and Austrian rivalship from within.—
Both empires being prostrated by their deadly strug-
gle, the Rhine would be safe, the hegemony of the
House of Brandenburg in Germany undisputed, and
Prussia’s position as & Great Power more brilliant
than ever. 1t was neither ber duty nor her inclina-
tion, ghe said, to draw the sword for & remote and
misgoverned Iilian province ef Austria, not incor-
porated ic the German Confederation!

The Jews erucitied cur Saviour, and are
the great mooey dealers of the day; consequently
the 1ypify what this party has most at heart—name-
1y, hatred of Clhristiauity, and the worship of worldly
goods aud enjoyment as the great end of human ex-
istence on earth. After all, Bavaria and the rest of
the minor German States did not give vent to S0
much just indignation at Louis Nopoleon’s violation
of public faith, except us it made them tremble too
for their own immediate safety ; lest, perchance, the
nephew should reduce them again to what the uncle
originally raised them from, or even worse. At any
rate, their imanifestation of feeling and opicion
would bave beea very different had England for ex-
anmple, been deemed politically ripe enough to become
the sceae of the late violation of the faith of treaties
instead of Austrin, This may be clearly juferred
from the satisfaction with wiich their politieal
writers prophesy, with hardly an exception, the ac-
tual invusion of our island eventually. Indeed it is
doubtful if there is at present & single country in
Kurope where such au invasion would not be popu-
Iar with the mnjority of the inhabitants, so altered i3
the reputation which England enjoys abroad in this
second half of the ninetcenth century to what she
did in the first half. Think only of our Burkes and
Pitis ihen, nod our Palmerstons and Russells now!
Even in his day Napoleon 1. Aung at England that
sbe was a nation of shopkeepers. What must Napolcon
L, who doubtless shares in the same hearty con-
tempt for the mere commercial vocation as was se
characteristic of his warlike uncle, huve thought on
the subject, when Mr. Bright the other day publicly
declared kis conviction that the military ardour of
the Zouaves against Englund would certsinly be
allayed by taking off the Quties on French iwiies,
and Mr, Cobden gravely recommended, in hi3 place
in Parlisment, thut, a3 a check against any hostile
attempt against our shores, Ier Majesty’'s Govern-
ment should propose to the conqueror of Magenta
acd Solterino, in the very pride ot victory, to put his
ficet on such n footing that where we had three ships
he should only have two'—Quos Deus vult perdere
prius dementat ! 1f Epgland is to assert her old
prestize i the new crisis which would seem to be
impending over her—if she is not to saccumb to the
coalition of the three Emperors which rumour says
is silently forming for carrying out a plan of parti-
tioning Turkey and establishing by means of her
humiliation the ascendancy of their absolute Gov-
ernments in Europe—then she cannot too speedily
resolve on utterly rencuncing the principles of a
neuirel policy simply inspired by the cowardice of
commercial egotiam.
BELGIUAL

The discussion relative to the fortifications of
Antwerp is now going on the Belgian Chantber of
Representatives. Inthe sitting of the 17th instant,
(General Chazsl, Minister of War, pointed out the
advantages offered by Antwerp as the bagis of the
system of the national defence of Belgium, and gave
them the many reasons whicl: determined the nilita-
ry Commission to pronounce itself in favor of the
great enceinle a5 proposed by the Government. Af-
ter making & warmm appeal to the patriotic sentiments
of the chamber, the General stnted that as yet ooly
two-thirds of the grant voted for the works had
been expended, and that the strictest economy should
be observed. Three Opposition members opposed
the project. The discusaion was then adjourned.

RUSSIA.

Tae Russiax Frerr.—The Times publishes the
following interesting letter:—‘ There are few sub-
jects more interesting to the English public than the
paval power and strength of Russis. The interest
is inerensed by the mystery in which the question is
shrouded, and by the exaggerations which that mys-
tery has induced. One party at home—forgetting
that ¢security i3 moctel's chiofest enemy’'~—judge of
the Russian fcet by its performmances, or rather non-
pecformances, during the late war. They talk of
ships skulking behind the ramparts of Cronstadt or
sunk in the harbor of Sebastopol.

The National Assembly of Modena, on the 20th,
by a unanimous vote, decreed the furfeiture of Fraucis

day, when the ampexation of Modena to Piedinont
was unanimously decreed by ballot, and Sigunor
Furina confirmed Dictator.

The National Assembly of Tuscany unanimonsly
voted the annexation of Tuscany to Piednront, amidst
acclamations of ' viva il re.”

The Conference at Zurich sita daily, withou:, of
course, any positive information being given of its
proceedings, except that since Wednesday week it
lias heen conlined to pleaipotentiaries of France and
Austrin, the Sardiniun envoy being absent.  The pro-
ceedings are diversified by diplomatic banquets in
the evening, and the arrival of a fureign messenger
is matier for a telegeiun.  No doubt the question of
the Duchies and of the Confederation are knotty
points for specuiators to be wise upon ; bat not to ba
solved by the Jonference in a day. The fete-day of
Napoleon was celebrated by solemnn mass and e
Dewm, bath at Zavich and Turin, At the latter city
8 fefe de nuil which touk place was magnificent. The
Place d’Armes was splendidly illuminated., A great
platform was erected for the performance of military
musie, where the soldiers danced. The crowd was
immense. The public buildings were illaminated.—
Many inscriptions were to be seen—* Loug live Na-
poleon I At Milan the statue of Napoleon L. by
Cuuova, {n the Palais Beern, was inangurated in the
presence of Marshnl Vaillant, the Sardinian autbori-
ties, and a large concourse of the people. The King
of Sardinis, who huas been visiting Bergamo and
Brescia, was received with enthusiaaric cheers by
the population of Lombardy. At Milan, on Monduy,
n dejeuner was given by the king to Mazshal Vaillant
and 100 superior officers of the French army, at the
Royal Palace. His Majesty proposed the health of
his Imperial Majesty Napoleon Ill., Prince Carigoan
that of the Empress and the Imperinl Prince, General
de la Marmora that of the Freneh nrmy, and Marshal
Yaillant proposed the health of the King of Sardinia,
concluding lis speech with these words:—*To the
chief of thiz fine and powerful army, the stapdards of
which were uniied on the Black Sea and ova the
pluing of the Po with the I'rench eagle, and which
on every oceusion showed itself us a nobie rival of
our armsy. To the heroic king who holds the ancient
and noble sword of the house of Saroy, who made it
shine with great lustre in the sun of Palestro and
Solferino.” After dinuer a grand spectacle took place
in the arena, the expenses of which were defrayed by
the municipality, and the reccipts destined for the
wounded. The King, Prince Carignan, Marshal Vail-
lant, and ubont 40,000 people were present. The
name of Napoleon was received everywhere with
acclamations. General Garibaldi, who has accepted
the chiet command of all the forces of Central [taly,
hus arrived ot Leghorn. The Post’s Paris correspou-
dent says he hears that the French Government have
nddressed a despatch to the cabinets of the great
powers, declarieg that France will not assist the self-
exiled priaces of Italy in returning to their duminions
by force, nor will they permit Austria or any other
power to aitord them military for that purpose. The
Mayor of Parnin bas contradicted the repori of & re-
publican movemeat in Parma, order has not for u
single moment ceased to prevail both in the town and
the duecby. Ou Tuesday the newly elected Tuscan
Assembly met at Florence, laring first visited the
cathedral to implore the heavenly benediction, it
elected Signor Coppi asits President. Commissionera
of the Governments of France, Eagland, Prussia, and
Russia have orrived, and will be present at the dis-
cussions of the Assembly.

Frorexce, Ave.16.—The Assembiy declared to-
day, by an unanimous vote, that the dyaasty of Lor-
raine could be acither recalled nor aceepted to reign
in Tuscamy.

The followiug is the text of Deputy Givori's mo-
tion just adopted by the Assembly i —

“ The Assembly declares that the dynasty of Lor-
raine, which on the 27th of April, 1859, voluuturily
abandoned Tuszciny without leaving there auy form
of govermmment, to join the enemy’s camp, has ren-
dercd itself nbsolutely inconpatible with the order
and welfure of Tuzeany ; declares that it does not
know any mauner in which that dynuaty can be re-
esteblished and wainteined withous hurting 1he sen-
timents of the population, without a constant and
inevitable danger of seeing the public peace inces-
santly disturbed, to the detriment of Italy; for
which reasons it formally proclaims that the dynasty
of Loreaine cannot be recalled or received to reigo
again over Tnscany.”

Monexy, Ave. 16.—After a solemn service had
been performed ot the Cathedral, at which all the
bodies of the Stute were present, Signor Farini open-
ed the National Assequbly in the grand salle of the
Patace amid enthusiasiic plandits. After having
spoken a few eloquent words on the history of Mode-
na during the preseat century, oo that of the Sardi-
ninn Guvernment, that of the different provinees, and
on the last Dictatorship, be deposited the powers
given him as Dictator in the hands of the Deputics.
He urged them to express freely, aand with that calm-
ness which is the result of right, their wishes tor the
definivive settlement of the Coustitution of the coun-
try; and in addressing bimself to Europe he said, ¢ We
are ready 10 give the civilised world all the guaran-
tees of order und peace, on the condition that liberty
is assured to us, and that Italy ahall belong to the
Italirns.” The Assembly voted also an address of
thanks to Napoleon I11. ~ At the close of the assem-
bly tie Modenese troops fired a salute from the ram-
paris of the town,"

ITALIAN DUCHIES,

In approsching the important question of the fu-
wuee government of the entire Nalian Peninsule, oze
may dizsembearrass the subject very much by Jdiscussing
a distinct review the individual Kingdoms and Doke-
doms of which the country is composed. [nthe first
place, then, Lombardy being now an integral part
of Sardinia may be considered as fixed in andisturb-
ed permanent peace and order. The miidest revs-
lutionist, the most discontented eitizen of that pro-
vince, call never, in our times at least, think of over-
turning the present dynasty, since the very risk of
relurning to Austrina rule, ot again feeling the re-
sentment or the vengeance of their old masters,
would be the very last terror for the whole populs.
tion. Mence the Lombards, wlhether from love of
Victor Emmanuel or fear of Francis Joseph, will for
many years to come be the most obedient faithful
subjecis in the South of Europe. The war of 1843
too, which deluged their country with blood, and re-
duced it to beggnry by taxes, has left belind an in-
delibie impression of national woe : which impression
Leing made still deeper and deeper by the expendi-
ture of their blood and treasure in the late fieree con-
flict just concluded, bas cooled the fervid constitu-
tion of Lombardy, for military glory, for ut least =
century to come. These feelings, too, will very soon
kave the effect of lowering the popularity, and re-
ducing the influence of such men as the revolution-
ary Infide! Cavour: thus again, by degrees restoring
the fyrmer virtuous character of that fise people w
its originil Catholic eminence, and repincing toe
present generation in the ancient orthodox obedient
traek of their fathers. On all accounts, therefore,
Lombardy may be considered as a braad suatched
from the fire never again to be ignited in any futuce
work of Italino conflugration. )

Sccondly, Venlee being now disjointed and sapa-
rated from Lombardy, can never canceive the ia-
sane delusion of a pure I'talian constitution. What-
cver may be its governmental perfection as u aew
member of a new Itnlian confederation, it cun never
be wholly free from Austrien fusion, s0 a3 to render
the Ltnlinn element perfectly unobstructed, On the
contrary, however complete may be the programme
of the Federation, Austrian influcnce will always cz-
seatinlly predominate in this wmember of the new
[talizn family of Kingdoms. Thiv idea, too, secures
the permanent good behaviour of the Queen of the
Seas : and presents a second dynasty in this troubled
Peninsula, pledged and guaranteed trom internal cir-
cumstances to Lhe maintenance of naticnal peace,
and to the extinction of chrounic revolution. In the
final construction of this Venetian member of tae
Iederation, Napoleon has showed an amouut of di-
plomatic tact, which has surpriséd the eurrcunding
Cabinets even more than his military skill has con-
tounded their Generals. In fenming the new fede-
rated kingdom of Venice, he has made a firm ally of
Austrin, by leeving in ker possession the formidable
Quadrilatere, by which she keeps Lombarly in per-
maaeat awe aad guictwle ; and by the self-same act
e has placed Vittor Bmmanuel in perpetuel sabmis-
sion to the power of Feance, since he could mnot, in
the face of these fortresses, maintain the possession
of Milan one month without the support of Nupoleon.
By one master-siroke, therefore, of policy, the Em-
peror of France bas changed Francis Joseph into a
sworn friend: and he has made the Court of Taurin
the chained vassal of the Tuilleries! These positions
then, settle the whole case of North Italy, and thus
enable us to ges with greater precision the remaining
part of the solution of the present Italinn difficulty.

Thirdly, there can be no doubt that Napoleon will
fulil his pledged word in reference to the Papal
States. In written and oral declarations from him-
self personally, from his ambnssadors and generals,
his. Prefects, his-Ministers' of the Interior, the French
Emperor has given avery guarantee which the com-
mon principles of truth and honor between man and
man kold as inviolable all over the world, namely,
that the siates of the Charch shall be held ag neutrul -
in this Italian coatention: that the patrimony of
the Pope shall'be strictly-inviolaée ;' and that his Ita-:

ter ¢he wmap of Europe. It mustbe ulways remembered
that in the present part of this discussion England
has no right, or cannot interfere in any way in the
settlement of these Italian questions. This is now a
fixed position ; and in all our future calculations we
must regard England as a robber or & filibusterer,
if she attempt any interference in the future affuirs
of Naples. This is now the sole duty of France and
Austria; the sole proviace of these two empires, as
skelehed and asserted in the framing and consolidat-
ing the present Confederation—England being to-
tally exciuded. If Naples, therefore, in the prescnt
aspect of aifairs, so conduct ber legislation and go-
vernment, go perfectly as to combine ail the good,
and to overthrow the revolutionists, then the whole
case is settled according to the intentions of the
Confederation. But if the rebels prevail, snd co-
donger Burope from their combination, a trial will
be given, ns already deseribed ; and if this trial fail,
& stranger, the descendant of a Murat, may be placed
on the throne, and the crown of Ferdivaud placed
on another brow. In such a consummation (which

i, indeed, very distant) the danger lies at the very |

door of England. 1f such an event shonld necur as
the erection of a new namo to the throne of Naples,
by the election of the people ; and if England should
dispute that election, it would be the same a3 o dis-
pute the election of Napoleon himself. It would be
the signal for nan aszault on England, the word of
command for French invasion, and for the fiercest
conflict in our united national bistories. No coubt,
there is much mystery in the present policy; and if
much prudence and tact be not observed in Italy, the
issue may be as fearful as it may be sudden and un-
expected. .

The bad notoriety of Baliimzre and Philadelphin
for rowdyism and disordoer Las not yet died’away,—
The rowdies of those cities arce determived to sustain
their reputation. The exeecution 2% Laliintorz of
three of their number, five montits ngo, appears o
have been already forgotten by the surviving demouvs
in that city. A few daysago a gang of them touk
nossession of & stenmbont, vn an excursion wip, as-
sailing indiscriminately every white man on board,
pulting out the lights, and robbing all the pussengers,
and committing an atrocious outruge on & negly wo-
man in tbe presence of her husband, whum they stab-
bed. Onthe very heels of this intelligence, another
band of ruffians from Philadelphin, created o disturh-
ance with the Franklin Rifle Company, from that
city, who wercon a target excursion at Tacony.—
About twenty persons were stabbed and oiherwise
wounded.

1t does not appear that the military bad either
bayonets or ball cartridge with ibem, on which, no
doubt, the rowdies presumed, being themselves well
armed with knives, daggers and other deadly wea-
pons. The militury ought never to place themselves in
the power of & wob af that kind. They ought to
lLiave had their bayonets, if not ball cartridge, some
fifey or & huadred had beean killed on the spot a great
gain would have been accomplished for society.

Wt ia the cause of rowdyism ussuwing so bold
and so defiant an attitvude?  We angwer that party
politics, and the corrupt practices connected with
them, arc the fruitful source of the amarchy which is
a foul diszrace 10 our free institutions and a cause of
prejudice against democracy throughout the civilised
world. The manngers of elections have for many
years subsidised » class of men whohave cheated the
State prizon and the gallows of their due, to do their
dirty work, and to commit every sort of violence.—
This villany has been connived at by the leading
men 0¢ each of fhe successful parties in turn, on the
principte that the end juslifics the means. And al-
most every attempt to bring the ruflians to justice
has been frustrated.  But the evil does not siop here,
The rowdies, finding that they possessed immuuity
for violeuce at elections, have * bettered the instruc-
tion” of their masters, and made general rowdyism
an institution of the country, supplaating nnd 3super-
seding the suthorities of the laws, and driving us
back 10 barbarism. The politicians who have ob-
tained effice through this instramentality of the row-
dies are under obligations to protect them aguinst
the operation of the law. 1f they sit on the bonch of
justice they throw the shield of their own iguorant
or corrupt interpretation of the statutes over the cul-
prit, or, if tbey cannot do that, they administer the
mildest punishment it is in their vower to ioflict.—
If the rascal is sent to the ponitentiary or the State
prison the politicizns will soon get him out. If ooe
of these bullies is indicted for murder, he enjoys the

certain that rowdyism is so well organised, and i3 so
well identitisd with the politieal partics, that he can
never suffer the pennlty of his erime. ither by ho-
cuspocus the jury do not sgree, or & new trial is ob-
taiged on » trivolous puint of law—iu some way or
other justice is robbed of ils sacrifice.

The result of this system, on the whole, will be
that the rvowdies will virtnally rule the country.
And to such ap nlarming extent has this anowmuly
grown that the penceable and orderly portion of the
citizeus are beginning to consider whether the com-
munity would not fare betier —whether ibere would
not be more gecurity for property, and life and limb
—uader & Governmont like that of France or Russia,
than under the best and freest government ever de-
vized by the wisdom of man, The place 10 strike a
mortsl blow at rowdyism is the primary electious.
If that is not doue, it secms to ua there is no alterna-
tive than Vigilance Committees.
