An Act for the Relief of the Representatives of the late
Thomas Ewart.

"V'ﬁ ITEREAS, Catharine Seaton Ewart, of the City of Toronto,
widow of the late Thowmas Ewart, of the same place, Esquire,
hath presented her Petition to the Le"xal.mm, of this Province, setting
forth, amongst other things—that by the Will of the late John Ewart, of
the City of Tovonto, anuuc he devised one-fifth of his 10\1(1u.11‘

Estate fo the family of his deccased son, the said Thomas Ewart, and
direeted that the said Catharine Ewart should have the benefit of the
annual produece of the said fifth for hex life, or so long as she remained
the widow of the said Thomas, for her own use, aumwt only to the
maintenance and cducation of their childr en, who arc minors of tender
years; that the said residuary Estate comprises, amongst other pro-
perty. some very valuable vacant Lots in the City of Toronto and

elsewhere; that a partition of a portion of the sail wmlu‘n',' ‘Estase.

having been m: wle amongst the devisees, that part of the said Estate
\\hl(.h on such partition, fell to the lot of the said family, comprises,
.Lmonrr’t other property, certain portions of the said uuoccuplcd land
in the City of Toronto, of greut value, hut yielling little or no income,
and which eannot be made do 50 10 any extent commenswrate with the
value of the property. withont expending a large amount of moncy
thereon, or giving building leases or other long leases thereof; that the
sail Will gives ample powc,h to the Tl'{l:tC‘Cj. with the concurrence of
the said (mth\mne, dwring her life. and of the legal guardian of the
said children after her death, to lease for any pemod ot periods, ov to
make sale of any part of thesaid Estate before partition, and to resell
and lease Real Estate which after partition might he purchased by way
of investments of any part of the shave of the saii family, hut it is
considered that such powers do not extend to leases ox shles of the
devised property after partition; that the omission of such powers was
(as the said Petitioner subnnttcdI manifestly an oversight and ervor,
and that it would be for the interest of the family to alfow leases and
sales to be made in sueh cases as well as others; and the said Catharine
Seaton Ewavt having prayed for relief in the premises, it is just and
expedient to grant the same: Therefore, Her Majesty, &e., enacts as
follows :
1. The said Trustees for the time being, with the concurrence of the
said widow, or, after her death. of the leﬂ'.ll guardian or, guardians of
the minor children, shall have the sume power to make s ale of and to
lease any property which, on the said partition, has fallen to, or which
on any future partitions may full to the said family of the said Thomas 1
Ewart, in the same manner and to the sume extent, and subject to the
sume powers and conditions as like sales and ]ca%a might have heen

‘made before partition under the said Wlll, and " the monies payable on

such sales and leases shall be disposed of in the same manner, and
subject to the same powers, trusts and conditions, as the share of the
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said family, in and of monies which would have been produced by like
sales and leases before partition, under the said Will; and further sales
of any of the said Real Estate, whenever partitioned or purchased. ;nay
be made while so leased or otherwise: and if any tuilding leases are
made of any property partitioned or pu"cha&cd the same may conuain
lm any of the provisions usual in such leases, and may also contain
ﬂmh provisions in regzard to renewals, removing the buildings, compen-
satien therefor by such persons as may be ¢wners of the Estate wher
the same is payable, or otherwize, as may be deemed fiz.

IT. This Act chall be deemed a public Act.
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
