Moreover, lie sprinkled with
blood both the talx-rnacleaiid all the vessels of
the ministry. Aiid-alm«»st all tliinys are by the
law imryed with blood; and without sluMldiny
of blood is no remission. It was therefore
ne<'essiiry that the patterns of thinys in the
heavens should be ])urilied with these; but the
heavenly thinys themselves with better sacri-
fices than these. F<»r Christ is not entc-'d
into the lioly places made with hands, wliich
are the tiuiires of the true, l)ui into heaven
itself, now to appear in tin- presence of (io<l for
