The Forty-seventh Session of the University, being the Twenty-seveafii
under the aniended charter, wvil1 commence iii the Autumn of 1879.

By Virtue of the Royal Charter, grantedl in i821 and amendcd in IS52, the

Governors, Principal and Fellows of MoGili College, constitute the Corporation
of the University ; and, under the statutes framned by the B3oard of Governors,
withi approval of the Visitor, have the power of granting Degrees in ail the Arts
and Faculties in McGill Colleg-e and Collegyes affiliated thereto.

The Statutes and IRegulations of the University have been fraincd on thc
most liberal principles, wvith the view of affording to ail classes of persons the
grea test possible facilities for the attaininent of mental culture and professional
trainiiig. In its religious character the University is Protestant, but not de-
nominati'.nal : and wvhile ail possible attention -will be given to the character and
conduot'of the students, no interference with their peculiar religious viewvs wvi1l bc
sanctioned.

The educational work of tixe University is carried on in McGill College,
i\Iontreal, and in the several .Affiliated Colleges and Schiools.

I. McGILL COLLEGE.

Ti-LE. FACULTY 0F- AwRs.-The complet.c course of study extends over four
Sessions, of eiglit months eachi and includes Classics and Matheniatics,
Experimnental Physics, Englisi Literature, Logic, Mental and Moral Science,
Natural Science, and one Modern Language, or l-ebrew ; ail whIich subjects
are iniperative in the first two years of the Course ; but in the thiird and
fourth years options are allowed in favour of the Honour Courses ini Classics
Mathematics, Mental and Moral Science, Natural Science andl Eiiglishi
Literature. Certain exemptions are also allowed to Professional Students.
The course of study leads to the Degrees of B.A., M;A., and LL.D.

Ti-iE, FACULTY oie APPLIED SCIENCE providcs professional instruction in
Civil Engineering, Mechaniical Enigincering,, ïMining Engineering and Assay-
irig, and Practical Chemnistry, leading to the Degrees of Bachelor of Applied
Science, Master of Engineering and Master of Applied Science.

T LIE FACULTX r- MEDICINE.-The complete course of study in Medicine
exteilds over four Sessions, of six months cach, and leads to the Degree of
M.-D.,5 C.M

Sessions, of six months each, and leads to the degrees of B. C. and D. C.L.

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The forty-seventh Session of the MedicaI Faculty of MeGili
University ivili be opened on Wednesday, October ist, 1879, with a
general. Introductory Lecture at x i a. mn. The regular lectures ivill
begin on Thursday the 2nd Oct., at the hours specified in the time-
table, and wili be continued during the six months following.

The Medical College, a large and substantial, building situated
within the University Grounds,. contains two spaciaus class rooms,
Students' wvaiting-room, Library, Museum, Laboratories, together
with a large and wiel1 furnished Dissecting-room.

The Faculty has much pleasure in announcing that they have con-
verted one of the three lecture rooms into a Physiological, Laboratory
and fully equipped it with the necessary apparatus for Dernonstrations.

The class tickets for the various courses are accepted as quali-
fying candidates for exarrnnation beýfore the varicus Colleges and
licensing bodies of Great Britain and ITreland, and the College of
Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario.

To meet the circurnstances of the General Practitioners in
l3ritislh North America, wvhere there is no division of the profession
into Physicians and Surgeons exclusively, the degree awarded upon
graduation is that of IlDoctcr of Medicine and Master of Surgery,»
in accordance with the general nature and character of the curricu-
lum, as fully specified hereafter. The degree is received by the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of the P-rovince of Quebec.

The examination is lield in Toronto and in Kingston on the
first Tuesday and Wednesday after Good Friday, and the third
Tuesday and Wednesday in August of each year. It is compulsory
upon ail Students of the Province of Ontario. Graduates in Arts
are exempted.

ENlyREGISTiATO0N.

The following are the UTniversity Regrulations
Ail Students desirous of attending the Medical Lectures shall,

at the commencement of eachi Session, enrol their names and resi-
dences in tlie Register of the Medical Fa-culty, anid procure from the
Registrar a tir-lht of Enregistration, for which each Student shali



pay a fee Of $4 ; excepting in the Clinical Classes, in which enre-
gristration for Students of'ailier Schools shall flot be compulsory.

The said Register shall be closed on the ]ast day of November,
in eachi year, and no tickets obtained from -any of the Professors
shahl be received writhout previous enregistration.

Enrcgistration in the Summer Session is compulsory upon al
-Students whether attending one or more of the Classes.

COURSES 0F LECTURZES.

1 Anatomy.-[Prof. Scott]-The importance of Anatomy, both
descriptive and in its relation to Medicine and Surgery, is duly con-
sidered by the 1'rofessor, wvho en-ploys chiefly the fresh subj ect in
the illustration of the lectures, aided however, by uried preparations,
wax models, plaster casts of dissections, plates, &c., the full size of
life.

2 Practical Anatomy.-[Drs. Shepherd and MacDonnell.]-Spe-
cial attention is devoted to this important branchi,the teaching being
similar to that of the best European schools. The Dissectingc-Raorn
is open frori 8 a. in. to io p. m.; the Demonstrators' hours are from,
ia to 12 a. m., and 8 ta io p. m. Special Demonstrations an the
Brain, Thorax, Abdomen, Bones, etc., are frequently giveni. Every
Student miust be examined at least three tîmes on each part dissected,
and if the excainations are satisfactory a certificate is given. Prizes
are awarded at the end af the Session for the best examination an
the fresh subject. Material rDrovided undcr cos,.

à" Chemistry.-[Prof. .]-Inorganic Chemistry is fully
treated: a large portion of the course is devoted ta, Organic
Chemnistry and its relations to Physioiogy. The branches of Physics
bearing upon or connecte(! -with Chernistry also engage the attention
ai the Class. For experimental illustration, abundant apparatus
is possessed by the Professar, among which may be enurnerated, a
powerful. Air Purnp-Oxy-Hydrogren Microscope-Palariscpe-
ex tensive series of Madels of Crystals,Blectrica-l and Galvanic appa-
ratus, Stearn engrine, &c., &c.

4 Practical Chemistry.-[Prof. Girdwood.]-Thiorough instruc.
tian is griven in the different departuients of Practical Chemistry in
the Laboratory of the Faculty, under the personal supervision of



the Professor. The course includes blow-pipe manipulations, qua-
littiv an quantitative analysis, tox-,icologsical investigcati ons, &c,

&c. This class may be taken in -9hIe Summer Session.
5 Institutes of Mediine.-[Prof. Osier and Assistant. ]-Em nbr--ced

in this course are the followring classes
(a) Physiology, comprising,
(î) A full course of didactic lectures upon the structure and

functions of the various organs of the body in. health. Th-. lectures
are illustrated by fresh preparations, diagrams, plates an1 models,
and, when practicable, by experiments.

(2*) Practical dernonstrations, held every Saturday fromn 2 to 4
p. m. In this class a complete series of histological -preparations is
exhibited and explained. Specimens illustrative of physiological
anatomy and practical physiology are also sho-wn, and the Students
invited to propound and discuss any questions whichi may not have
appeared clear to, them.

(3) Practical Histology-normal and pathological. A course
Of 25 lessons-Microscopes, re-agents and material provided. This
course is generaliy held during the Sumnmer Session, buL' will also bc
conducted during the Winter if a class of io Students be formed.
It comprises thoroughi instruction in the use of the M\icroscope and
the preparation of the tissues, each Student preparing for himself
during the course a cabinet of ioo or miore specimens.

(b) Pathology, comprising,
(i) A limited number of lectures on General Pathology, which

are included in the sy-J.ematic course on the Institutes.
(2) Pathological Demonstrations-wveekly--Saturday, i i a. mn.

This course is based upon, and conducted, as fat as possible, in th%-
same way as that of Prof. Virchow, at the Berlin Pathological Insti-
tute. Specimens of ail kinds are coilected throughout the week,
kept fresh until Saturday and then broughlt before the class, when
practical comments are mnade upon them. An idea of the amount
of material at commnand may be gathered from the fact that over i So
fresh pathologîical specirnens, illustrative of almost ail the common
forms of disease, were laid before the class during the past session.

(3) Instruction in Post-mortems-The Autopsy Roomi of thie
General Hospital is in charge: of the Professoranld thle post-mortenis
are performed by the Students in rotation, undor bis supervision.



System and thoroughness in inspection are însisted upon, the
method foilowed bei-ng that of Virchow. As far as possible, atten
tion is drawrn to the Medica-,l A'natorny of the thoracie and abdominal
organs. In connection with this class, aided by the Professor of
Medical Jurisprudence, two Coroner's Inquests will be conducted
during the S.-ssion before the class, and the Medico-legal.1 aspects of
post-mortems dwelt upon.

6 Nlaterla rdnica.-[Prof. Wright.]-In this co~ursu the ordînary
Medicines officinal in the British Pharmacopoeia. are taken up inl
classes according to their chief actions, and described under the
varlous heads peculiar to Pharmacology. The Therapeutics of
each are fufly detailed, und.--r the effects that follow frorn different
doses. Those from toxic or over-doses are added, together with
the mode of treatment, etc. The course is illustrated from a cabinet
of the various drugys and their preparations, andi the plates of
Wagner, Roque, Stevenson and Churchill are also shewn. Analy-
tical experiments with the ordinary re-agents are exhibited.

7 Theory and Practice of Mediine.-[Prof. Howvard.1-While the
lectures on this subject are inainly devoted to Special Paithology
atnd Therapeutics, the depart-ment of General Patholog in this
IJniversiiy being included in the Institutes of Medicine, no0 oppor-
tunity is lost of illustrating and explaîning the generatllaws of disease.
With the exception of certain affections seldom or neyer observed
in this country, ail the important diseases of the body, flot
described frorn tle chairs of Surgery and Obstetries, are discussed,
and their Pathological Anatomy illustrated by the large collection
of morbid Ureparations in the University Museum, and by fresh
specimens contributed by the Demonstrator of Morbid Anatormy.

The College possess an extensive series of Anatomnical plates
illustrative of the histological and anatomnical appearances of dise«-se,
and the wards of the General Hlospital afford thie lecturer ample
opportunities to ref'er to living examples of very many of the
maladies he describes and to give the -resuits of treatament.

8Clinical Mediine.-[Prof. Rossj-Attend ance is given in the
Medical Wards of the Montreal General H-ospitfal on three days of
every week. Accurate reports of all cases are kept by duly appoint-
ed clinical clerks, and are systema,,ticaily read before the class. In-
struction is given by the bedsîde and special inducenuents are



offered to cvery pupil to take part in the physical examination of
patients. The mode of conducting investigations, the use of thie
microscope., the value of th- thermometer and ophthalrnoscope,etc.,
in Medical Diagnosis, are ail explained and illustrated. Senior
Students are called upon i rotation to, examine neiv cases before
the class, and to be examined thiereon as to their general knowledge.
In addition, one weekly Clinical Lecture is delivered bearing upon
some case or cases of importance wrhich may happen to be under
observation at the time. Special attention is directed to Medical
Anatomy, and candidates for the degree will be examined thereon.

9 Surgery.-[Prof. Fenwick.]-Divided into Principles and
Practice, including Surgical Anatomny and Operative Surgery exhibit-
ed on the subject. The various Surgicai instruments and apparatus
are exhibited, and their uses and applications expliained and prac-
tically illustrated.

10 Clinical Surgery.-[Prof. Roddick.]-This .Course is eminently
practical, consisting of bedside instruction and lectures deiive:red
weekly, illustrative of Surgical cases actually present in the wvards cf
the General Hospital. The class is take-i charge of by the Teacher
on alt.erna-te days, whlen the reports of the Clinical clerks are read
and criticized, and fresh cases examinedl by the senior Students.
The Surgical dressings are, as much as possible, reserved for thnese
occasions, so as to, give all present an opportunity of participating
in the application of splin ts to fractures, dressing of wounds, minor
operations, etc. Major operations are performed in the spacious
theatre attached to the Hospital, which is so adrnirably constructed
that the most distant can generally obtain a fair view of the
operation. This is also usedi as a Lecture Room by -the Clinical
Professors. Ahi of the recentiy invented apphiances for the treat-
ment of Surgical disease have been introduced into the Hospital,
prominent among which is a compk.-e outfit of Lister's Antiseptic
Apparatus, Go thati. this ,xcellent method of treating wounds is now
almost universahly adopted.

il Midwifery.-[Prof. McCalhun.]-Includingy diseases of womnei
and children, illustrated by a series of drawvings on a large scahe,
by humid preparations, by models in wax, by the use of the artificial
Pelvis, and by caeses in the wards of tlic Lying-in Hospital.



12 reaical J urisprudoâne. -[Prof£ Gardner.]-This course 1*i-
cludes Znisaiiy, to wvhich a grood deal of attention is devoted, the
subject being treated of in its Medih ýl as well as Medico-legal
aspects. One or two lectures are devoted to the treatment of in-
sanity. Speciai attention is devoted to the subject of blood stains,
the Clinicai, Mýicrosc.-opica,,l, and Spectroscopical tests for which are
fully described and show'xn to the class. The va-,rious spectra,, of
blood in its différent conditions are shown by the Sorby-Browvningr
Micro-spectroscope, so well ada,-pted for showing the reactions withi
exceedingly minute quantities of suspected material. Recent re
searches in th.e diagnosis of human frorn animal blood are alluded
to. I add;tion to the other subjects usually included in a course
of this kind, Toxicology, is taken up. The modes of action of
poisons, general evidence of poisoningf and classification of poisons,
are first treated o, after which the more common poisons are de-
scribed, with reference to symptoms, post mortemn appearances, and
chemical tests. The post mortemn appearances are illustrated, by
plates and the tests are shown to the Class.

13 ilygiene and Publie Heath.-[Prof. Godfrey.-At% three months
course of Lectures will be delivered on this subjeet, thie attendance
upon which is now compulsory.

14 Opthamalogy and Otooy.-[Dr. Buller.]-WVil include a course
of lectures on diseases of the Eye and the Ear, both Didactic and
Clinical. In the former the greneral principles of diagnosis and treat
mient wili be deait with; in the latter, cases illustrative of the
typical forms of ordinary diseases of these organs will be exhibited
and explained to the class, and afterwvards placed under the special
care of gentlemen who may show themnselves competent: to take
charge of them. A Course of Operations on the Cadaver iiI be
open to such Students as may wish to avail themselves of the samne.

15 Botany and Zooogy.-[Prof. Dawson.]-The Course in Botany
is illustrated by specimens, diagrrarns, miodels, and the microscope,
Students have access without any additional fee to the lectures in
Zoology in the Faculty of Arts, and to the Natural History Museum
of the University and the Museum of the Naturaxl History Society of
Montreal.

16~ Helminthology.-A course of six lectures on the Parasitic
Diseases of Man and the Domel.-tic Animnais. (Prof. Osier). The



life history and development of the Entozoa, togecther with the
diseases caused by theii, are fu]ly considcred. The lectures are
i]Iustrated by a series of bezautifful diagrarns, and by fresh and pre-
pared specimens.

The following are extracts frorn the Un1iversity Regulations with
respect to the courses of Lectures :

ist. each Frofessor shahl deliver at least five Lectures duriing the w'eek,

except in the classes of Clinical Medicine and Clinical Surgery, in which three
bedside demonstrations and one Clinical Lecture shall be given ; and in that of

Medical jurisprudence, if extended, throughi six rnonths, in w'hich case thre
Lectures a week wvil1 suffice.

2nd. E very Lecture shahl te of one hour's duration.

3d. Every Professor shahl occasionaliy examine bis class upon the subjects

treated of in bis preceding Lectures, and every sucli examination shahl te con-
sidlered a Lecture.

'4th A roll of the names of the Students attcnding each class shall he

called from time to time.

HOSPITALS.

MONTREAL GENFRAL HOSPITAL.

The Montreal General Hospital affords ample means for the
instruction of Students in Clinical Medicine and Surgery. The
daily number of beds occupied by patients averagres fromi3o to
140, and during epidemie visitations lias reached a much higher
number. The Governors have also erected a Hospital for Clîdren,
contiguous to the Reid Wing of the present building. The
Students have thus an opportunity of becorning familiar wvith nearly
ail the diseases of suffering humanity, and with the peculiarities im-
parted to them by infancy, adolescence, rnaturity and declining age-

The large number of out-door patients that are treated in the
Hospital, averaging frorn sixty to seventy daily-supply illustrations
of most of the diseases of infants and chuldren, of very many of the
eye and skin, and of thos%- chronic and îll-defined ailments which,
as they do flot require admission to the wvards of a hospital, would
not otherwise corne under the observation of the Student, althoughe
on account of their variety and frequency, they are of great impor-
tance to the Physician.

The large numiber of patients affected with diseases of the eye and
car, now attending the out-door department, will, afford Students
ample opportunity to becorne famailiar iv.ith ail the ordinary affections
of those organs, and to ma0ke thernselves proficient: in the use of
the oplithalmoscope, and it is hoped that every Student will thus
seek to gain a practical, knowledgre of this important brandi. of
Medicine and Surgery. Operations are performed on the eye, by
Dr. Buller, after the out-door patients hiave been seen, and Students
are invited to attend the sanie,and as far as practicable to keep such
cases under observation so longr as they rcmain in tie Hospital.

The shipping contributes niany examples of accidents and surgfical
cases.

CLINICAL CLERKS to bothii me-dical anuJ surirical, wards are appoint-
ed every three rnonths, and ecd one during his tern of service
conducts, under the imimedia-te direction of the Clinical Professors,
the reporting of aIl cases in the ward allotted hirn. The holding of
one of these offices is found to be of the rrrc,-tst possible advantage

to Students, as affording the most real bractical training for his
future professional life. They will be awarded on application at
the end of each Session to past primary Students of that year, in
order of their standing in the primary examination.

DRESSERS are also appointed to the Surgical wards and to the
Out-door Departmnent. For these appointments application is to be
made to the Professor of Clinical Surgery, and to the Out-door
attending Physicians.

The Operating Room (used also for a lecture room) is so con-
structed as to enable the Students to obtain a good view of the
operations.

MONTREAL DISPENSARY,
ST. ANTOINE STREET.

About ioooo patients yearly are treated at this Institution. The
cases are of great variety, comprising a large number of pulmonary
affections and childrens' diseases. Minor operations are of daily
occurrence, and excellent practice is afforded in the application of
splints and bandages. The attending Physicians furnish Students
with all possible facilities. The hours of attendance are from r2-2
daily.

UNIVERSITY LYING-IN HOSPITAL.
This is under the direction of the Professor of Midwifery.

Students who have already attended one course of his lectures, are
furnished with cases in rotation ; they are advised to attend this
Institution as much as possible during the Summer, when, since
there are as many patients and not so many pupils as in Winter, a
larger proportion of cases falls to the share of each. Moreover, in
this way more attention can be given to their duties during the
winter.

The Assistant to the Professor of Midwifery attends each case,
and gives instruction to the students in the methods of examination
and the diagnosis of presentations.

UNIVERSITY DISPENSARY FOR DISEASES OF WOMEN.
Clinical instruction to Senior Students will be given thrice

weekly at this Institution, 107 St. Urbain Street.

SUMMER SESSION.

The Classes are chiefly practical and demonstrative, and are
designed to supplement and extend the teaching of the regular
winter Session.

The experience of the past sessions has been very encouraging,
both in regard to the numbers in attendance, and the diligence with
which the classes have been followed; and the Faculty hopes that all
students will endeavour to take one or two of these extra Sessions,
the fees for which have purposely been placed so low as to be
almost nominal.

The special advantages of attendance upon a Summer Session
are :-

(i) The benefit derived from the practical and demonstrative
classes.

(2) Dresserships and Clinical Clerkships are more easily obtained
at the Hospitals, and the student has more time at his disposal
to follow up the cases.

(3) Cases of Midwifery are obtained in greater numbers at the
Lying-in-Hospital.

(4) Systematic study can be carried out more effectively than at
home.

As is only natural, the advantages offered by the city of Montreal
for the practical study of Medicine and Surgery are unequalled in
the Dominion. In the wards of the General Hospital there is
always-and more particularly in the summer months when naviga-
tion is open-a large collection of interesting medical and surgical
cases. In the out-door department there is a daily attendance of
between 75 and 100 patients, which affords excellent instruction in
minor surgery, routine medical practice, and diseases of children.
The Eye and Ear Department, will afford to the student an oppor-
tunity of studying practically, under skilled direction, these important
branches.
