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GRAND DEMONSTRATION
CATHOLIC ORDER OF FORESTERS

Silver Jubilee Celebrated—Large Audi» 
ence and Many Visitors at Massey 
Hall—Fine Programme and Enthusi­
astic Audience.

At Massey Hall on Friday evening, 
June 12th, the Catholic Order of For­
esters of Toronto and many of the 
brethren throughout Canada and from \ 

different parts of the States, com­
memorated the twenty-five years •;! 
their existence as a society, by an 
evening of musical and literary en­
joyment. The members paraded and 
marched to Massey Hall, preceded en 
route by the band of the ttith High­
landers, the procession making a fine 
showing and speaking well for the 
strength of the Order. During the ' 
evening an excellent programme was 1 
given, Miss Annie Foley, Mr. Frark 
Gaitan and Mr. Lallanmie being the 
vocalists and the fine band inter.pers- ! 
ing the speeches and songs with its f 
selections, vocal and instrumental, 
magnificently given. Miss Foley, 
charmed all with her beautiful voice, 
the Last Rose of Summer, especially 
being sung with exceptional feeling. 
Mr F. Cartan was never in better 
voice and Miss P. Cartan proved a 1 
most acceptable accompanist. Mr. I.a- ! 
flamme diverted and pleased the audi­
ence with his comic songs and the [ 
speakers were without exception, in-* 
teresting, and their subject of vital 
importance not alone to the audience, 
but to Catholics everywhere. The 
demonstration on the whole was one 
of the finest seen in Toronto and the 
strength of the organization, as 
shown during the course of the oven-J 
ing was probably a revelation and, 
surprise to many.

Mr L V. McRrady, K.C., Provin- ! 
cial Chief Ranger, was chairman id 
the evening, and the grace and elo­
quence of his welcome may be judged 
from his address, which was as fol- 
lows:

Ladies and gentlemen, I am sure 
the expectation of the Foresters of 
Toronto or elsewhere ha.-> been ('drill­
ed indeed to-night You will ». .ice 
look mg at your programme that some 
wont-, welcome are to be delivered 
by my1' On behalf Ipf the Provin­
cial Û i'd ! of Ontario, knd represent­
ing t! Committee jn charge of the 
arrangements for this evening's en­
tertainment, I bid >uu welcome. Your 
appearance here to-night in such 
large numbers is deserved by the Ca­
tholic Order of Foresters, under 
whose auspices we are to-night as­
sembled. Twenty-five years ago and 
our splendid Order saw first the light 
of day. We have lived that long 
honorably and well, we have horns 
the heat and burden of the day, and 
to-night, as you will hear from the 
representatives of our High Court 
and other representatives of our Or­
der, we stand to-day, the Catholic j 
Order of Foresters, foremost In Um 
ranks ol fraternity on the Continent 
of America. (Applause )

It is meet and proper for me to say 1 
that our Order is deserving of this : 
splendid gathering in this splendid 
hall to-night I welcome you on be­
half of the Provincial Court and on, 
behalf of the Foresters of the City 
of Toronto; and let me thank the 
gentlemen who have undertaken to 
bring about this splendid celebration 
of the Silver .Jubilee of our Order. 
Twenty-five years more and where 
not will our Order stand amongst 
fraternal societies. We are nearly 
first to-day; we shall in less than 
that period climb to the top of the 
ladder, to the ciedit of the Catholic 
people of Canada and the Catholic 
people of America. (Applause.)

We have with us to-night the repre­
sentatives of the High Court, gentle­
men worthy, every one of them, of 
the high office each particular one 
holds; gentlemen who have performed 
their part ably ami well. The. have 
come here at the bidding of the Pro­
vincial Court of Ontario and the bid­
ding of the Foresters to he one 
amongst us to-night, and to tell you 
from their own lips the splendid tale 
and the splendid record of our splen­
did Order. (Applause). Though 
theie is a little boundary existing be­
tween Canada and the United States, 
for the purposes of fraternalism, we 
know no boundary; we can stand on 
either side and stretch our hands 
across and, in the spirit of our Or­
der, we can welcome each other as 
Catholics, as brothers, and as mem­
bers worthy of membership in the 
Catholic Order of Foresters. (Ap­
plause). It may be that in our 
time or in the years that are to come, 
as someone else has well said, the 
Golden Rod and the Maple Leaf may 
never be twined together politically, 
and the Stars and Stripes and the 
Union Jack may never fly from the 
one flag staff as one, but it is other­
wise when we stand together united 
in the spirit of fraternity, we are one 
in deed and in fact, and, as the poet 
has well said at one time, “We are 
a union of lakes, a union of lands, a 
union that none ran sever, a union of 
hearts, a union of hands, and the flag 
of that union forever.’’ (Applause.)

As Canadian Catholic Foresters, 
therefore, we welcome the High Chief 
Ranger, the High Secretary, the High 
Treasurer, and the High Trustees of 
our Catholic Order of Foresters (Ap­
plause.) We welcome then to our 
shores, and the Catholics of this City 
of Toronto, and the Catholic Forest-1 
ers of Toronto, arc indeed proud to­
night that you have turned out inj 
such splendid numbers to give them 
the welcome they so well deserve. ; 
(Applause.) And now, ladies and gen-1 
tlemen, I have done. We have with , 
us to-night a gentleman who, 
fortunately for the cause of 
the Catholic Order of Foresters, is 
the Acting Mayor of the City of

Toionto. (Prolonged applause). You 
are justly proud ot our Acting May­
or, and now I will ask him to give 
the city welcome to our visiting For­
esters from the city of Chicago, (Pro­
longed applause).

Acting Mayor, Controller Ward, 
then extended the welcome of the 
city of Toronto in the words follow­
ing

Brother Chairman, worthy High 
Chief Ranger, Brother High Chief 
Officers, Ladies and Gentlemen: I re­
gret exceedingly that His Worship 
the Mayor, who had several engage­
ments, was not able to be present 
with us this evening; I am sure that 
he would have been delighted to have 
met this large audience, and to have, 
in person, welcomed the Chief Officers 
of the High Court of the Catholic Or­
der of Foresters. However, in his 
absent», 1 assure you it is a pleasant 
duty indeed that I have been asked 
to perform; a pleasant duty because 
I am one of yourso.es; a pleasant 
duty because I have the horor to be 
v member of the Catholic Order of 
Foi esters. (Applause.) Vorthy High 
Chief Ranger, and you, Brother Offi­
cers, on behalf of the Mayor and Cor­
poration of the City of Toronto, I 
extend to you a hearty welcome to 
our city. I hope that during your 
stay with us you will he able to see 
ono of the finest cities I am si rc, on 
this continent (applause); a city that 
is noted from one end of the contin­
ent to the other as “the convention 
city,” a city that is noied for its 
friendship and hospitality; and I can 
assure you thu* 1 can say both on 
behalf of the citizens of Toronto and 
your fellow members of the Catholic 
Order of Foresters, that I hope your 
deliberations while you are here will 
be of material benefit to that grand 
organization that the Provincial Chief 
Ranger spoke so highly of a few min­
utes ago.

My addri'ss of welcome is going to 
be very short indeed, because I know 
that you are all anxious to hear tho 
High Court Officers; the evening has 
been '-el apart for them; and 1 will 
simply confine myself to these few 
words of welcome and say to the 
High Court Officers and their friends 
who have come here, that during 
their stay in the city they have the 
pel feet and full freedom of the city, 
because' the last act. I performed be­
fore 1 left the city ball was to muz­
zle the police (Laughter). 1 can 
tell my Brother Foresters here to­
night, take the High Court Officers 
out, do as you like and nobody will 
interfere with you (laughter), if they 
do I will be at the hall at ten o'clock 
in the morning and see that every­
thing is all right, and that they are 
well taken care of. (Laughter.)

Now, i hope that the different 
courts of Foresters will see to it 
that Brother Cannon and his fellow 
Officers are well looked after while 
they are in the city. I have guaran­
teed the city part of it, it is up to 
you to look after the nst of it.(Ap­
plause.)

Once more now I extend on behalf

of the world, not only in Canada or 
in the United States, but throughout 
the world, so that in (he days that 
are to come there will be one splen­
did chain within the four walls of 
the Church," over which he reigns so 
well and so i« werful to-day. (Ap­
plause.)

In his remarks he said, the Society 
I have in mind should be a regular 
beehive, every man should work, ev­
ery one should perform his part; and 
that is, or ought to be, the very se­
cret of success of the Catholic Order 
of Foresters. (Applause). We are 
no corporation or no institution that 
pays for services rendered, not at all, 
but every man is supposed to bear 
his part, to do his part and to do it 
cheerfully and well, in order that 
those around and about him may de­
rive bene'.t. We have s»ch men in 
the Hign Court to-day, beginning 
with our High Chief Ranger, Brother 
Cannon, a lawyer practising in the 
City of Chicago; a gentleman esteem­
ed, highly esteemed, by the Catholic 
people and the citizens of Chicago 
generally. (Applause.) He gives 
of his time, he gives of his labor and 
of his efforts in behalf of our splen­
did cause, the grand unity that does 
exist within the ranks of the Catho­
lic Order of Foresters. (Applause). 
He deserves well of you; he deserves 
well of the Order, the Order owes

Brethren of the Order, we feel we are 
doing the highest patriotic duty that 
men can lay their efforts to; and so 
duiiug 25 years the Catholic Order 
of Foresters iras been protecting the 
Catholic homes ot America, of an- 
ada, and of the United States, and 
the record of those years discloses 
that 10,000 Catholic homes have been 
taken care of in a financial way. 
That is to say, 10,000 of the members 
ol this Society have passed to a bet­
ter und, leaving behind them a wi­
dow or orphans, whom this Society 
have made their charge and their caru 
and whom this Society have enabled 
to battle again with life alter the fa- 

‘i'd protector has b« 
away. We point to Mr ivivid of 
twenty-five years and to an expendi­
ture of ten millions of dollars for tho 
support and maintenance of the Ca­
tholic widows and orphans, the bene­
ficiaries of the deceased members of 
the Catholic Order of Foresters (ap­
plause); and besides that 19,000 
homes there are the other 130,090 Ca- 
th"lic homes safely to-day nestling 
und<< tho protecting wing of the Ca­
tholic Order of Foresters. 130,000 
homes—the homes of 130,000 patriot­
ic Catholic men who have engaged 
with this Society for the purpose ol 
protecting those homes. (Applause). 
Will have we done during these 25 
years. Our Society, as you know,

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of the Mayor and Corporation a hear­
ty welcome to our city, and I hope 
the visiting brethren will go away 
with pleasant recollections of their 
visit and speak ol Toronto in the 
highest terms, as I am sure they 
will. (Applause).

Vocal selections were then given 
by Mr. Frank A. Cartan, Miss Annie 
Foley, Mr. W. LaFlamme, and the 
choir of the Band of the 48th High 
land» rs, which were received with 
rounds of applause.

The Chairman—We have now reach­
ed that portion of our programme 
when we will hear something good of 
our Order. This is an age of unions; 
it is an age of unity. Ix>»>k to the 
left or to the right "or in any direc­
tion,and you find peoples becoming 
more united That is one reason for 
the existence of the Catholic Order of 
Foiesters. It is a splendid unity 
Aiongst our Catholic young men In 
September of this vear the I niversal 
Church is celebrating the golden 
Priesting of the present Holy Father 
When he was asked by these in au­
thority or by those throughout the 
world, how best he would like to 
have his Golden Jubilee marked, he 
made this statement, “Form associa­
tions of our young men in all parts

much to him. For years has he held 
that very high position, lie deserves 
well, therefore, of the Catholic pro-' 
pie of Ontario and Canada and of the 
United States, and of thi' whole 
membership of the Catholic Order of 
Foresters. Give him, then, ladies 
and gentleman, the reception to which 
he is entitled as Grand High ( liiei 
of the griytest fraternal association 
on the Continent o' America.

The audience rose and responded 
with prolonged pplausc and the clap­
ping of hands.

Mr Thomas H. Cannon, High Chief 
Ranger, on rising to speak, was 
greeted with applause. He said: My 
Brother Foresters a.id lauics and gen­
tlemen, 1 do not take for myself this 
oration which you Under, but ratliei 
in the jubilee spirit as an example of 
the feeling you have for the Catholic 
Order of Foresters in celebrating its 
Silver Jubilee. (Applause.)

I wish to preface what I may have 
to say to you by retiming my own 
and the thanks of my associates for 
the very generous welcome that has 
been accorded to us, not only by oui 
Brethren of the Order in the City ol 
Toronto, but by the representative of 
the Corporation of the Cily of Toron­
to itself. (Applause). 1 take that, 
too, ladies and gentlemen, as an ex­
pression of the esteem in which this 
Society is held by the good Catholic 
people and by the good citizens of the 
city of Toronto, and 1 am more than 
delighted on this occasion to find in 
your metropolitan citx of Canada the 
welcome extended to a Catholic So­
ciety and its officers by a Catholic 
public official and brother member of 
our order. (Applause.)

As you know, in this year of 1908 
this great Society of ours is celebrat­
ing its Silver Jubilee. As you have 
heard, twenty-five years ago it was 
born in the City of Chicago; and its 
reci rd of 25 years entitles the So­
ciety and its members to rise up in 
jubilee on this occasion to recount 
the great deeds of the Society during 
this past quarter of a century and to 
pledge new fealty and devotion to the 
high and hofy purposes of that So­
ciety for another twenty-five, jes, for 
another fifty years to come.

I heard, ladies and gentlemen, in 
the beautiful selections rendered by 
your splendid band, those songs and 
anthems of many countries. 1 heard 
“Rory O’Moore’’ and “The Last Rose 
of Summer,” and 1 heard “The Bon­
nie Briar Bush," and I heard “Dixie" 
and “The Swanee River,” and “ The 
Star Spangled Banner’’ and “Yankee 

i Doodle,"’ and I heard “The Maple 
Leaf" (applause)— I heard all these 
songs, and while each one of those 
patriotic songs eqjpked from you a 
share of generous enthusiasm and ap­
plause, when finally that sweet and 
tender melody “Home, Sweet Home,” 
was plaved by the hand, then maybe 
your applause was not so demonstra­
tive, but in every mind and in even 
heart in this audience went out that 
feeling for home, sweet home, and 
no matter where we be, no matter 
where we come from, whether froni 
across the border where we ma> 
stretch the friendly hand across, or 
here upon your native soil, home, 
sweet home after all is the place and 
is the purpose in which we have th«- 
hight it and most direct intcri'st 
(appL’.se); and this Catholic Order 
of Foresters is a home Society (hear, 
hear'); it is a Society of men who 

; are interested in their homes; it is a 
society of men who believe that as 
the home is so will be the city, and 
so will he the State, and so will be 
tin Nation. It is a Catholic So­
ciety endeavoring io take care of the 
Catholic home, and i«i doing that, m\

my brethren of the Order, and you, 
ladies and gentlemen, who are not of 
the Order, Mad its very humble be­
ginning in the City of Chicago. It 

the outgrowth of a belief on the 
flttt <>* some of our earnest Catholic 
men that there was a place in our 
community for a Society like this. 
Oilier societies there were composed 
of men of all shades of beliefs, reli­
gious, political, and otherwise, but 
none there were that might make 
claim to membership among the Ca­
tholic people only; and so this So­
ciety was launched upon thi- sea of 
fraternities, and began its career of 
practical Catholic benevolence, and 
day by day and year by year, ev»Tjr 
step in its career marking an advance 
and an improvement, that Society 
has gone on, and on until to-day it 
numbers this 130,900 Catholic men or­
ganized in all the Provinces of Can­
ada and in nearly all the States of 
the United States; and is, as your 
Chairman has said, the strongest, the 
safest, the best, and the most secure 
Catholic insurance fraternity upon tho 
American Continent. (Applause). It 
has men of ail shades of color; it 
has men of every tongue; it has men 
of every nation, and, as your Chair­
man has so well said, it knows no 
border line, it knows no north or 
south, or east or west ; its require­
ments are the standard of practical 
Catholicity, and under that banner 
all Catholic men in Canada and the 
United States or where not may join 
the Catholic Order of Foresters. (Ap­
plause.)

Now, I know not whether your Un­
ion Jack is to be entwined with our 
Star Spangled Banner; that happy 
day might come some day in the dim 
distant inline, but in the me. ntinie, 
my Brethren, when we come from 
Chicago, anil when you will conic, as 
we hope you will, to meet with us 
occasional,y in our fair city of Chi­
cago, none of these lines will be 
drawn, but the great open heart of 
welcome will be extended to you as 
you have extended it to us; and we 
will try to prove the value of unit) 
and fraternity as exemplified by the 
Catholic Order of Foresters. (Ap­
plause) .

For our membership in Canada, 
speaking a personal word to the 
Brethren of the Order who are here 
to-night in such splendid numbers to 
give us welcome and to join with us 
in our jubilee celebration—I say for 
our splendid membership in Canada, 
in the Province of Quebec and Ontario 
and British Columbia, and i»i the 
Great new Northwest Provinces now 
opening up so rapidly, the High 
Court has always had the utmost 
consideration, and deservedly so, be­
cause the membership of these Pro­
vinces is nearly one-third of the en­
tire membership of the Catholic Or­
der of Foiesters (applause); and 
working together in our cause of fra­
ternity we shall some day perhaps 
realize that desire of the Holy Pon­
tiff when he said ne desired that these 
associations ol men might he spread 
throughout the land, east, and west, 
and north, and south, and everywhere 
in one great unbroken bond of Ca­
tholic fratei ity. (Applause).

My Brethren, these things are with­
in our power. In this Society we 
have the men to make these accom­
plishments possible, we have the men, 
the leaders of public thought and 
opinion, in every city where our So­
ciety is organized. I need not be­
come personal by referring to what 
you know better than I do about the 
personnel and character of the mem­
bership of our Oder in the City of 
Toionto As I said a moment ago. 
it is a ark, an exceptional mark of

the standing of our Order when we 
see the Acting Mayor of youi city re­
presenting His Worship the Mayor of 
this Municipality in welcoming us 
here to-night. These are the kind 
of men who belong to our Society; 
and while we are not all the big 
w igs, while we are not all ol'thc high 
arid mighty ones of the errth, having 
every good ar.d earnest and consist­
ant man. no matter what his posi­
tion or sphere in the world, we still 
have these men who are leaders and 
who have learned to know this So­
ciety, to value its principles, to en­
gage in and to support its cause, and 
by their leadership and by their ef­
forts we hope as the years roll by to 
make our Golden Jubilee a most sig­
nal success, not with 139,999, but 
with 530,999 Catholic Foresters of 
Canada and America (applause), and 
with a record of accomplishments 
that shall exceed in beneficence the 
accomplishments of any other body 
of men that may have ever been or­
ganized upon the American Continent.

Ladies and gentlemen, I thank you 
very much for your attention. 1 am 
indeed glad as a representative of the 
Executive of this Society to have 
come here to join with ray Brethren 
of Toronto and of Ontario generally, 
in celebrating your Silver Jubilee. 
I hope that success will be tIm­
port ion of this Jurisdiction in the 
years that are to come; and that by 
united, patient and pci severing effort 
we shall make our Society stronger 
and better in every link of its chain, 
and more capable of carrying out to 
a gieater and better exte it its mis­
sion of practical Catholic benevolence. 
(Applause.)

The Chairman,—Ladies and gentle­
men: It is my privilege and my
honor to announce another Executive 
Officer of the Catholic Older of For­
esters, one, who, like the distinguish­
ed High Chief Ranger of our Older, 
gives up his time, the whole of his 
time in your interests and in the in­
terests of the membership of our Or­
der generally. He performs his work 
well; he gives the whole of his atten­
tion to his work. He has been suc­
cessful in his office as we Catholic 
Foresters know here in Toronto and 
in the ProvinceWot Ontario, he de­
sen es well of the Order, and the Or­
der owes him much because of the 
manner in which he has performed his 
work. Give him the reception, too, 
that he deserves. I refer to our 
splendid High Secretary, Mr. Thos. 
F. McDonald. (Applause).

Mr. Thomas F. McDonald,—Brother 
Provincial Chief Ranger, ladies and 
gentlemen: Let me say, as our High 
Chief Ranger has said, that we do 
not accept your cordial expression of 
good will entirely in a personal sense. 
We conic as emissaries of the High 
Court to join with you to-night to 
felicitate with you on the occasion of 
the celebration of the Silver Jubilee 
of out Older. You, who are mem­
bers of the Order, will recall that in 
the city of Chicago, on May 24th, 
which was the natal day of our Or­
der, we celebrated its Silver Jubilee, 
and you will pardon me as a Chica­
goan if 1 say that the'gathering par­
ticipating on that occasion was the 
greatest gathering of Catholic laymen 
numerically, and I might say in a re­
presentative way, of the Catholic 
people, that has gathered on the 
North American Continent in the past 
twenty-five years, or possibly in all 
lime in the history -of our Church. 
We, of c»»urse, gathered as represen­
tatives of a fraternal insurance or­
ganization.

We of Chicago, if you will permit 
us, feel a particular pride in the or­
ge ization because of the fact that it

had its inception in the Holy Name 
Parish of that city. A comparative­
ly small body of men twenty-five 
years ago realized the necessity of a 
distinctively Catholic fraternal insur­
ance organization. Conditions were 
such that th° man cf comparatively 
small means could not arrange to 
provide for his family from his fam­
ily wage other than by joining an or­
ganization such as ours. An organ­
ization, non-sectarian in character, 
was formed in 18*»8, consequently fra­
ternal insurance organizations are on­
ly 40 years in existence. During that 
time, however, they have been a tre­
mendous force, socially, morally and 
educationally. You will realize this 

I fact when I recall to your minds that 
in that past 40 years fiatcnial insur­
ance organizations throughout the 
Dominion of Canada and the United 

1 States have disbursed in'the payment 
l of death claims tl ,200,000,000 (ap­
plause); and. as we have pointed out 
to our membership on frequent occa­
sions, the Catholic Order of Foresters 
has taken a very significant part in 
this work, inasmuch as we have dis­
bursed approximately 11 milliohs of 
dollars in the pavmcnt of death 
claims exclusively, and $2,500.000 ii> 
sick and funeral benefits. Our Order 
is called “The Catholic Order of For­
esters," and Catholic it is truly 
in its various aspects, it is Catholic

in the leligious sense because it re­
quires that the members shall yearly 
give practical evidence of their Ca­
tholicity. It is Catholic in the Na­
tional sense, as already has been sug­
gested to you, because we embrace 
within our fold men of all nationali­
ties who are eligible. It is Catholic,
I may say, in the social scale or in 
the business scale inasmuch as we 
embrace within our fold the Most 
Rev. Bishops, several bundled of Rev. 
Clergy, professional men of high tank, 
business men, and mechanics, and men 
engaged in r 11 the vocations of man. 
We are a practical insurance organ­
ization, anil to more fuily carry out 
our purposes ol paying policies on the 
death of members we have provided 
a reserve fund which a* the present 
time has attained the substantial 
sum if almost two millions of dol­
lars. (Applause).

Our honorable Brother Ward has 
paid us the courtesy to-night of wel­
coming us to your great city of To­
ronto; and certainly it is a great 
city; it stands as ». peer with any of 
the other cities of the United States 
or Canaild, with a well ordered sys­
tem of Government as I have observ­
ed it; it has beautiful residences, 
powerful and substantial business 
houses; and l think that I can con­
vince you that these are not mere 
empty compliments, but you will re­
alize that we have an appreciation of 
the greatness and the force and the 
significance of Toronto as a city and 
as a community when I tell you that 
the High Court of the Catholic Order 
o. Foresters has invested in the Mu­
nicipal Bonds of the City of Toronto 
in the amount of $75,000. (Ap­
plause).

As I stated a few moments ago, the 
Order h*d its binb in the City of 
Chicago; it first was evidently in­
tend'd as a local organization, as its 
name would imply; it was then term­
ed “The Illinois Catholic Order of 
Foresters.” However, it discharged 
its good work in such a prompt 
manner that it was advertised; it ex­
tended through the adjoining cities, 
finally came into your Dominion of 
Canada, and has developed continu­
ously from its birth to the present 
Unie, so that it now extends from 
Nova Scotia and Maine on the east­
ern shore to Vancouver in British 
Columbia anh Los Angeles, Califor­
nia, on the west (applause), compos­
ing, as already lias been alluded to, 
a membership of almost 140,900, dis­
tributed in 1,590 subordinate courts. 
It stands numerically as the first 
of Catholic Fraternal Insurance Or­
ganizations in existence in the United 
States and Canada. (Applause).

I am delighted as a representative 
of the High Court to have met you 
this evening, I am proud of the Bro­
th»'» s of Toronto and to realize that 
they fullv appreciate the significance 
of the 25 years of the great work of 
our Order, and I am confident that 
these meetings, this meeting paiticu- 
larly, in the City of Toronto and the 
several meetings throughout the Do­
minion of Canada and the United 
States, will prove an inspiration to 
go forward and continue the great 
work in which we are engaged.

Homestead Régulations

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan and Aiberta, excepting 8 and 
26, not reserved, may be homestead­
ed by any person who «s the sole head 
ol a family, or any male over 18 

i years of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section of 160 acres, more or 
less.

Application for entry must be made 
in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the di- *ict in which the land is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, me'li­
er, son, daught-r, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

PRESBYTKRIANISM AND MOD­
ERNISM.

In last week’s issue of the Catholic 
Register, treating of the address of 
the retiring Moderator, I)r. Robert 
Campbell, of the Canadian Presbyter­
ian General Assembly, delivered at 
Winnipeg on June 3rd, we showed 
that this gentleman’s mode of Scrip­
tural interpretation on the- lines of 
what is called nowadays “higher cri­
ticism,” leads to the nationalizing of 
the Christian religion, inasmuch as it 
authorizes men by the application of 
human science to sit in judgment on 
divine revelation. This Rev. gentle­
man declared, however, that creeds 
arc* lawfully issued by the Church of 
God as an expression of the conclu­
sions arrived at by the members of a ; 
community as a whole. X'et he as­
sures us:

“ Not that any position is neces­
sarily beyond criticism, let-cause it is 
an old one, and held by the many, al­
though there should always he a pre­
sumption in its favor.”

Assuming that there is any dogma­
tic teaching whatsoever in the New 
Testament, this subjects it to the 
criticism of men by whom cm scien­
tific grounds it may be rejected, 
whereas if there be no such teaching, 
the Redeemer of mankind lias no mes­
sage for men from His Heavenly 
Father, and the mission which He 
gave His apostles to preach His Gos­
pel, is nothing more than an halluci­
nation: "Peace be to you; as the Fa­
ther hath sent Me, 1 also send you.
. . . Receive ye the Holy Ghost; go 
ye, therefore, and teach all nations, 
teaching them to observe all things 
whatsoever I have commanded you; 
and behold I am with you all days, 
even to the consummation of the 
world.” (St. John xx., 21. St. 
Matt., xxviii., 18-20). If all this be 
so, there is no miraculous conception 
and nativity of our Divine Saviour, 
the miracles of Jesus are ti fraud, 
His Resurrection from the dead and 
Ascension into Heaven, our Redemp­
tion through the shedding of His 
blood on the cross, the final resurrec­
tion of mankind from tlie dead that 
the just may enter into the everlast­
ing joys of God’s kingdom, and the 
wicked be punished for the- crimes 
they have committed on earth, all be | 
come mere fables.

All this resolves itself into the er­
rors of Modernism whic h were recent­
ly condemned by Pope Pius X., so | 
vigorously and so deservedly, that j 
even the Rev. Dr. Campbell admits ] 
that “the larger portion of the Pope | 
of Rome’s charges against Modernism | 
is tiue, and we should not hesitate to ! 
say so, though we do not concede j 
either his infallibility or right to 
speak in the name of the whole Chris I 
tian community."

Modernism, stated briefly, is the er­
ror which, instead of teaching that j 
man is God's creator and that reli­
gion is a revelation from a really ex­
isting God, which must he accepted 
without appeal, maintains that reli­
gion has been invented by man, even 
to that extent that God Himself is 
an imaginary Being Whom man has 
invented for the purpose of bettering 
the social and moral conduct of the 
human rate. According to the Mod­
ernist views, religion wnk invented 
chiefly to restrain men’s conduct to­
ward each other in order to make 
man’s life on earth tolerable*. It was 
a wise invention, because man needs 
to yield obedience to a higher power 
that he may live upon earth in peace 
and comfort, but it is founded upon 
this nc-ed and not upon its inherent 
and immutable truth. This being 
the- case, it is clear what the- Holy- 
Father means ir. his Encyclical letter 
condemning the whole system of Mod­
ernism in these terms:

“Blind men and leaders of the blind 
who, swollen with the pride of proud 
science, have compassed the folic of 
perverting the eternal notion of the 
truth, and at the same time the in­
trinsic nature of the religious senti­
ment; inventors of a system in which 
we see them under the influence of a 
blind ai.d unrestrained love of novel- 

s ty, careless, wholly, ol looking for a 
solid foundation for truth, but con­
taining saintlv and apostolic tradi­
tions, embracing other vain, uncer­
tain, and futile doctrines condemned 
by the Church, yet upon which, vain 
man, they pretend to build and con­
solidate the truth."

The Holy Father continues:
“The (Modernist) philosopher ad­

mits the divine reality as the object 
of faith; but this reality for him ex­
ists nowhere else- hut in the soul it­
self of the believer, that is to s. y, 
as the object of his sentiment and of 
his affirmations; something which 
does not, after all, leave the world 
of phenomena. If God exists in one 
independently of sentiment and af­
firmations, the philosopher, neverthe­
less, considers Him as a total ab­
straction.”

“For the believer, however, God ex­
ists in one independently of the be­
liever; he is certain of this, and in 
so far he is to he distinguished from 
the philosopher.”

It will be readily seen by our read­
ers that there is no real difference be­
tween the Rev. Dr. Campbell’s the- 

1 ory of religion, and that held by the

Modernists, for like these, the Rev. 
ex-Moderator subjects all creeds, that 
is to say all profession of religious 
belief, to human scientific investiga­
tion, which is made the supreme ar­
biter of revelation, judging the most 
saeted and solemn revelations of the 
Eternal God.

In condemning the Modernists, Dr. 
Campbell, therefore, unwittingly of 
c-ouise, condemns himself; and yet his 
views were practically unanimously 
endorsed by the General Assembly to 
which they were unfolded as confi­
dently as if they were a revelation 
from heaven; for not a voice was 
raised in protest against the danger­
ous error or rather agglomeration of 
errors which lay concealed therein.

Ale we to infer that Canadian Pres­
byterianism has developed itself so 
that it is now a school of Deism. 
Pantheism, and Atheism combined in­
to one system?

The Rev. Doctor lias some remarks 
mi Catholic Traditions which are de­
serving of some notice before we con­
clude this article. it has been the 
custom of Protestant controversial­
ists to decry Catholic Traditions as ' 
being totally inconsistent with Scrip­
ture ami all revealed religion, and the 
Westminster Confession has always 
hitherto been regarded as condemning 
such traditions unreservedly:

“The whole counsel of God concern-1 
ing all thinrs necessary for His own 1 
glory, man’s salvation, faith and life 
is either expressly set down in Scrip­
ture, or by good and necessary const--1 
qucnce may be deduced from Scrip­
ture, unto which nothing at any time 
is to be added whether by new revtl- 
alions of the Spirit or traditions of 
men.”

But Dr. Campbell acknowledges “that 
the message of Christ to mankind 
continued to be spoken during the 
life-time of the Apostles scums at­
tested by the literary form which it 
assumed when it was embraced after­
wards in the written Word. It will 
not do, therefore, to decry tradition 
altogether, to deny its undoubted in­
fluence, or even its right to consider-, 
at ion in framing our creed. . . . and 
if the Church of Rome could really 
prove that a deposit of truth which 
had never been written lies in its 
keeping, there would he no help for 
us but to accept it.”

He adds that there,is a satisfactory 
answer to the claim of the Church of 
Rome “that we should not have to­
day the Bible by which we lay so 
much store, had it not been for the , 
good «dices of that Church in deter­
mining the canon of Scripture.”

His answer is: “We claim a share 
in the Council of Chalccdon as well 
as they,” ami besides, "individual 
scholarly Christian students had long 
before established what Scriptures 
were to be regarded as authentic and 
genuine, so that all the Council did 
was to register the judgment which 
had already been passed by those who 
had made the matter the subject of 
earnest inquiry."

How the Canadian or any other 
Presbyterian General Assembly .-an 
claim to have had a share in the 
Council of Chalccdon, held eleven ven­
tures before Presbyterianism had its 
birth, it is ditlieult to understand. 
But it is true that scholars Ik fore 
the holding of that Council had ex­
amined critically the quo tien «f the 
canon of Scripture, but that canon 
could not he settled by any individual 
scholars, but only Ly the supreme au­
thority of the Church, ,.n t until this 
decision of the Church was given, the 
traditions of the Church were the on­
ly sure guide to “the faith unie de­
livered to the Saints.”

Was there ever heard within the 

sacred walls of St. Michael's music 
more worthy of the end *atid object 
of the sacred edifice, or music 'hat j 
would have sooner brought a look 
of content to the face of the Holy 
Father? I.et the powers that In- in 
ecclesiastical music and competent 
critics alone answer.

That was music! On this point 
everybody capable of musical criti- 

1 cisni at last Wednesday’s cere­
monies seems unanimous. Would it 
be a surprise to any advocate of ’he 
schools of the past to know that this 
same music was real church music?

We hear too much nowadays about 
the severity of the ruusio-as an out­
come of the Motu Proprio. The re­
sults in such matters must ever de­
pend upon our capabilities and our 
docility in earning out the wishes of 
those who have only our interests 
at heart, and who know far better 
than we are ever likely to know, the 
best ways of advancing Christ's king­
dom on earth.

The capabilities of St. Michael’s 
choir were tested on Wednesdav 
morning last and many critical eyes 
were turned in its direction, for it 
was a momentous occasion that 
tomes very seldom. The choir rose 
to the occasion as few expected it to 
rise. Everybody knows the result.
It was described in more quarters 
than one, as a revelation in Church 
music.

One- remark passed suggested that 
Dr Dickinson was inspired on this 
occasion. To my personal knowledge 
ihc organist and choirmaster was 
quite in his normal strain, hut every 
hoy and man worked with him anil 
made what has been recorded in print 
as a perfectly balanced choir render­
ing some of the cream of Church mu­
sic (The polyhonic being of Turton’s 
‘.Missa in honorem, Ss. Cordis Jesu, 
and by Hohnerlein’s Mass for three 
voices, and rendering this in such a 
manner as to be described as “Finish­
ed Oratorio” (to quote from the To­
ronto World of Thursday, June 18.)

Gainsay it as we will we must, if 
we are candid, own that in our^ own 
day (and I suppose we are not all 
perfect models o* what ought to have 
been to those who have had opinions 
before us and what ought to be to 
those who are to come after us), we 
are inclined, while talking of the 
church’s ceremonial, to foiget fur 
the moment that the music is mere­
ly a setting for some jewel. To a 
pneious worldly treasure we are 
wise enough in our own generation 
v> give an appropriate setting, and 
it is hardly to be wondered at if the 
Church acts in a like manner with 
His greatest jewel, the Sacrifice of 
the Slass.

As an introduction to tins setting 
we were made acquainted with Reyl’s 
Processional (in four parts) "Ecce 
Xaccrdos Magnus, an antiphon of 
greeting to His Grace, which in spite 
of its joyful strain, seems to take 
one hack (in spirit) to the Master 
who before the tribunal of Pilate was 
s.iiuti-d with "Ecce Homo

Following this we had the whole 
of the Proper of the Mass rendered 
from the Chant approved b> Rome 
from the Roman Gradual.

As regards the Common of the Mass 
it may he mentioned that the inter­
im tatioe --I the "Gloria and "Cn 
do” seems to have taken premier 
place in the popular fancy, although 
the “Kyrie” and “Agnus Dei” by the 
same author, were rendered equally 
well, in more solemn vein.

It has been generally noted by mu­
sicians that Dr. Dickinson made the 
master stroke of the whole service 
towards the finale of '.he “Gloria." 
Just as all the confuted parts were 
reaching the climax at “In gloria Dei 
Patris,” he shut off the whole organ 
leaving the voices to sustain a chord 
that the composer would have been 
delighted to hear. A similar effect 
was obtained at the end of the “Ag­
nus Dei,” but as the passages were 
changed here to pianissimo, the re­
sult was not so noticeable.

Just a word for the Responses. The 
plain chant in itself is good, but the 
beautiful chant harmonized has a pc-. 
euliar charm of enforcing devotion. 
The faithful are often unconscious 
guarantees of the excellence of a per­
formance. The grave-like stillness, 
lor instance, that followed the har­
monized response “Sed libera nos a 
mato," told its own tale.

| Nothing further need be added than 
to say that Mr. Arthur I.eitheuser 
was in his very best voice for his of­
fertory solo “Salve Regnia" (Buck), 
and the swing and precision of the 
“Te Deum” was as good to the 
faithful as a translation. The rendi­
tion spoke in the vernacular.

I hope that this organization under 
the direction of Brother Me Brady, in 
the next year will increase its mem­
bership; that you will go along the 
same as you have in the past, and 
undoubtedly you will; and we only 
hope that we will all live to see and 
to celebrate our Golden Jubilee.

I want to express my appreciation 
of having the pleasure as a represen­
tative of the High Court of visiting 
your City. This is my second trip 
to Toronto, and I may say I have 
always been loyally entertained here 
1 thank you. ( Applause )

The Chairman: We have still some 
more representatives from the Execu­
tive of the High Court, and all those 
who have ever visited Chicago,or met 
the distinguished members of the 
High Court would lie distinctly dis­
pleased to-night did they not hear 
from the most popular member, per­
haps, of the High Executive, Brother 
Thomas Flynn, one of our High 
Trustees. (Applause.)

Mr. Thomas P. Flynn: Mr. Chair­
man, ladies and gentlemen,—Brother 
McBrady in his opening talk welcom­
ed the Foresters and their lady 
friends here to-night, and stated that 
this organization ought to be a bee­
hive. I come from the beehive of 
Foresters—the Jurisdiction of Illi­
nois. During the last six months the 
State of Illinois has initiated, over 
5,000 members in their ranks. (Ap­
plause). It was grand work; it was 
good work, but in the 25th year of 
the Catholic Order of Foresters or 
ganization the State Court of Illinois 
promised that when they came to the 
Holders of Canada a yeiy from eext 
August to attend the annual Conten­
tion, they will come representing 50,- 
000 members. (Applause.)

The Coliseum of the City of Chica­
go, where we held our demonstration 
a week ago last Sunday, will lie oc­
cupied during the next week for the 
purpose of nominating the Kepubbc.in 
Candidate for President of the l nit- 
ed States, it is the largest building 
we have, with a seating capacity of 
from 13,000 to 1 1,000 people. You 
can take my word for it, ladies and 
gentlemen, that that building was 
not able to take care of the Catholic- 
Foresters and their lady friends who 
attended the demonstration a week 
ago last Sunday. (Applause.) We 
have renewed life in Illinois, and we 
are going on and working, and we 
hope that the Provincial Court of 
Ontario will come along with us, and 
that their membership will be at 
least doubled by the time we come 
to Canada a year from next month

I am not going to detain you with 
a talk to-night, but the presence of 
the gentleman here in this audience 
who was instrumental in bringing me 
into the Foresters reminds me of a 
story that I told when he and I both 
were bidding for minstrel shows for 
the benefit of the Foresters in Hyde

Park, Chicago. I was going home one 
night, from a meeting of the Forest­
ers, of course, rather late, and going 
down my street I saw the house all 
lit up. I was sut prised at that 
hour—we do stay late at Forester 
meetings someViues—and when I got 
to the door I opened it and w alked in, 
and every light in my house was lit 
up; my wife was sitting there all 
dressed in black. I says, Kate, what 
is the matter? She says, I am sit­
ting up mourning for my late hus- 

. band. (Laughter).
The Chairman: I sincerely hope, la­

dies and gentlemen, that for the good 
name of the Catholic Order of For­
esters, that does not very often hap­
pen even in CTiicago. (Laughter.)

We have still another member of 
our Executive, one of our High Trus­
tees, who, like the other gentlemen I 
have described, has given of his time 
to the interests of our Order. Those 
of you who are more familiar with 
the real working of the High Court 
will know him, and know him real 
well. He is a member of the Fin­
ance Committee of the High Court; 
he has to superintend every little bill 
that has to he paid, and he knows 
where every dollar goes, and why, 
and he asks a thousand and one ques­
tions about it before he will allow it 
to pass. I refer to Brother John E. 
Stephan of Chicago.

Mr. John E. Stephan: Worthy Pro­
vincial Chief Ranger, Brother Forest­
ers, ladies end - gentlemen,—! am not 
going to entertain you with a talk 
this evening, nor am I going to bur­
den you with any lengthy remarks. 
If I began to tell you of the work 
that w> do when we handle the bills 
of the Organization it would take me 
a long time, and 1 am sure it would 
be a burden to you. I will simply 
say we handle them in the way we 
handle our regular business, and that 
1 believe has been to the satisfaction 
of the Order in the past. (Applause.)

What has been said by your Chair­
man this evening about members of 
the High Court with reference to 
making sacrifices of their time and so 
forth must also be said about the 
members of the Catholic Order of 
Foresters, especially of this jurisdic­
tion. Everyone of you have come 
out this evening and made a sacrifice 
of your time, of an evening at home, 
and of money possibly, in handling 
this affair, and that is one of the 
duties that we owe to our Organiza­
tion; it is one of the acts of charity 
that is expected of us, and that we 
are constantly performing every day 
for cne another.

Now, my friends, I am very much 
pleased to be with you here this even­
ing. I am sure that my pleasure in 
being with you and witnessing this 
great demonstration and in celebrat­
ing the Silver Jubilee of our Order, 
is greater than yours. It is my first 
trip to your city, and I have enjoyed 
the day very pleasantly, and more so 
this evening. I hope to be with you 
again a year from to-day, and I must 
thank you very much for your atten­
tion this evening. (Applause.)

The Chairman: Now, ladles and 
gentlemen, we shall have a few words 
from our own Father Minehan. (Ap­
plause).

Rev. Father Minehan: Brother 
Members of the Catholic Order of For­
esters, ladies and gentlemen,—You 
will have very few words from me 
this evening. My specialty is fight­
ing for weak folks, and the Catholic 
Order of Foresters is very strong ; 
there is no weak point in that Order 
at all; city councils or any organiza­
tions of that kind are not able to 
upset it (Laughter). Therefore, as 
it is so well able to take care of it­
self, it will be unnecessary for me to 
say anything in recommendation of 
it, beyond the fact that I am a mem­
ber (applause), and that 1 have had 
ample reason to appreciate what the 
Catholic Order of Foresters is doing 
for its members financially and reli­
giously as well.

The President of the Order lias told 
you that they draw no lilies at all. 
1 think they draw one very good line; 
they know what live wires and tele­
graph lines, and lines of that particu­
lar kind are, and they are very care­
ful when dealing with men who deal 
with lilies of that particular kind to 
exact a larger payment from them. 
Some other Catholic- Organizations 
are not so wise in that particular 
and tlitft have been suffering from it. 
From the very first moment 1 joined 
the Catholic Order of Foie.stefs 1 ad­
mired very much the excellence of its 
financial system, and 1 also admired 
on various occasions the ability and 
the honesty with which the question 
of rates was discussed in the Forest­
er Journal, the organ of the Order. 
The oltivers were not afraid to take 
a stand. In some other ca'es the of­
ficers were afraid of taking up an un­
popular subject. I find our High 
Chief Ranger is not afraid to give his 
opinion on matters of that particular 
kind, and whether we agree with him 
or not we are glad t< welcome cour­
age, we like to see a man having the 
courage of his convictions

Now, as you have a "Cannon” on 
the platform this evening, you don't 
want any more of a squib daughter); 
and without any more adieu I want 
to move a very hearty vote of thanks 
to the High Chief Ranger and his 
Brother Officers who come with us 
this evening to celebrate the Silver 
Jubilee1 of the Catholic Older of For­
esters. (Applause).

Mr. W. T. J. Lee, in rising to se­
cond the vote of thanks, said: Rev. 
Father, ladies and gentlemen, I am 
sure 1 feel delighted to lie present 
with the Catholic Order of Foresters 
to-night; and I feel more than de­
lighted when 1 Iot a around this vast 
assemblage and see sv many of our old 
friends assisting us t»y coming here 
and helping on the grand work which 
we have been trying to do in this 
Province for the past fifteen years.

I joined this Association sixteen 
vears ago because I saw in it a splen­
did Catholic organization; it was 
built up upon business principles and 
business lines; and au> -fraternal or­
ganization which is to succeed must 
be built upon business principles and 
upon business lines, and because the 
Catholic Order of Foresters appea'ed 
to me m that way 1 joined the first 
Court of the Catholic Order of For­
esters in the City of Toronto some 
sixteen years ago (Applause.)

For a number of years I had the 
pleasure of travelling over this pro­
vince trying to do my little best to

induce gentlemen JUi come into the Or­
ganization and help us along. Six­
teen years ago we numbered in this 
Province upwards of six hundred 
members, and, thank God, to-day we 
number m this Province cl«^>e upon 
ten thousand members (applause); 
and with the sterling manhood and 
sterling stud that the Organization is 
composed of in this Province, as our 
woithy High Chief Ranger has said 
to-night, 1 hope and trust when we 
celebrate our Golden Jubilee of this 
Organization that all who are not 
now members of it will be members 
then, and that our Organization in 
the Province of Ontario, instead of 
numbering ten thousand, will number 
twenty-five thousand good sterling 
men. (Applause.)

1 am delighted to be present, as I 
said before, to join with you, and to 
join with our Brother Officers from 
Chicago in celebrating the Silver Ju­
bilee of this Organization in this city. 
I am sure I can say this to the mem­
bers, that watching to some extent 
a little from afar at the present time 
the Provincial Court of this Province, 
that we have the sterling manhood, 
the sterling stud in the Provincial 
Court; we have the business integrity 
and the business honesty which will 
make this Organization succeed to a 
greater extent in the future than it 
even has done in the past; and guided 
by our olficers, guided by our High 
Court officers, a few of whom you 
have heard from this evening, I am 
sure this organization will go on >md 
prosper in the future; and, as 1 have 
said before, when we celebrate our 
Gulden Jubilee twenty-fixe years from 
now, the organization, instead of 
numbering ten thousand, will numoer 
twenty-five thousand in this Pro­
vince.

Mr. Provincial Chief Tanger, I have 
great pleasure in seconding the mo­
tion of thank > so ably moved by the 
Rev. Fathei Minehan this evening, 
and I trust the da) Is Bot (ai dis­
tant when these Brother Officers from 
Chicago whom we have with us to­
night will pay the city of Toronto 
another visit, and that we will have 
increased our membership at least 
two or three or four thousand. (Ap­
plause.)

The Chairman: Mr. High Chief 
Ranger, and Gentlemen of the High 
Court and of the Provincial Court, 
let me say we have a representative 
of the Provincial Court here, and also 
representatives of the Provincial 
Court of the Province of Quebec, and 
I have much pleasure in extending to 
you, gentlemen, and to them, the vote 
of thanks so well moved and seconded 
a few minutes ago.

1 would ask you, ladies and gentle­
men, to signify your appreciation of 
that vote of thanks by rising and 
honoring these distinguished gentle­
men.

In response to this request the au­
dience rose and responded with ap­
plause.

The Chairman: Mr. High Chief 
Ranger, and Brother Provincial Offi­
cers, I have much pleasure on behalf 
of the Ontario Provincial Court in 
extending to you this very hearty 
vote of thanks. (Applause.)

“Philokaloumcn aneu malakias" 
was the boast of the Greeks—“We 
love the beautiful without effemin­
acy”; so, too, we can look at human 
nature and admire the sublimity and 
loftiness of it, without descending to 
themes in which exaggerated passion 
and unnatural emotion hold sway. 
Books should be our teacher in this 
respect.
“This books can do, not this alone; 

they give
New views to life and teach us how 

to live;
They soothe the grieved, the stubborn 

they chastise,
Fools they admonish and confirm the

wise;
Their aid they yield to all—they ne­

ver shun

The man of sorrow or the wretch un­
done;

Vulikc the hard, the selfish and the 
proud,

They fly not sullen from the suppli­
ant crowd;

Nor tell to various people various

But show to subjects what they show 
to kings.”

But there is another harmful class 
of book, in fact a whole literature— 
that of rationalism and socialism. 
Where faith is weak and morals loose, 
the fanciful doctrines taught by its 
leaders take easy root. Fortunately 
the Catholic Truth Society of Eng­
land (69 Southwark Bridge Road, 
London, S.E.) has commenced an ac­
tive campaign against the spread of 
this •pernicious propaganda, and in its 
admirable penny booklets examines 
Socialism (by w hich - we do not mean 
mere social reform) in and out. So­
cialism cannot stand a practical 
test; it is too Utopian, too imagina­
tive; it puts human nature at a dis­
count and with it the prime necessity 
of human nature—religion.

In connection with this subject, 
which oi recent years has become of 
such vita! interest, wc commend to 
the notice of those of our readers who 
are anxious for real enlightenment 
on the subject, the following penny 
publications issued by the Society: 
“The Socialist Movement,” by A. J. 
O’Connor; “Plain Words on Social­
ism,” by the late C. S. Bevas, M.A.; 
“Some Ethical Criticisms of Social­
ism” and “Some Economic Criticisms 
of Socialism” both by Ar-P. Mooney, 
M I). These little books regard So­
cialism Lorn every standpoint, in the 
light of its propositions and promises 
and the means it proposes to employ 
to compass its ends. To the numer­
ous difficulties that confront its sys­
tem—and supreme of all, that of its 
impractibility—Socialism can give no 
adequate solution. Economically and 
ethically it is proved wholly insuffi­
cient.

• • •
If competition has been keen a .«long 

publishers to produce works at the 
cheapest possible price, this virtue 
has not generally thrived at the ex­
pense of the appearance of the vol­
umes in print and binding. This is 
the happy characteristic of the pub­
lications of Messrs. Burns and Oates 
(28 Orchard street, London), who com­
bine these two qualities in a com­
mendable degree.

We have received from them three 
shilling publications of rather a novel 
nature, calculated to interest both 
old and young, grave and gay. “An 
Alphabet of Saint=,” by Father Bee­
son, R. Balfour and S. Ritchie, 
takes us through our A BC., giving 
a Saint's name for each letter and a 
rhv me on some aspect of his life.

There is in London at the present
day an Anglican Society, “The Guild 
of St. Thomas of Canterbury,” whose 
aim it is “to examine those doctrines 
and practices of the Catholic Church, 
which may appear to form impedi­
ments in the way of “re-union." 
Every year a prominent Catholic is 
chosen to speak on some révélant sub­
ject. In May last year Father R. H. 
Benson read a paper on -Infallibility 
and Tradition,” and the Catholic 
Truth Society has sioee published it 
in its penny series. The argument is 
clear and well reasoned, aqd should 
he a powerful help to those of our 
separated brethren, to whom this doc­
trine has been (as we know it has 
been to some) an insurmountable bar­
rier.

The following quotation serves to 
show the line of argument which the 
writer pursues: “Infallibility in its 
barest sense means no more than this 
—that the divine consciousness of the 
Church is related in such manner to 
the human consciousness that it safe­
guarded it from formulating a state­
ment in contradition to truth. There 
is, it is claimed, such a channel open 
between the mind of Christ and the 
aggregate of the minds that compose 
this mystical consciousness, that the 
former controls and checks the latter. 
It is not inspiration that is claimed 

1 —not the miraculous flooding of the 
human mind with knowledge beyond 
that originally deposited in them, 
but a steady restraint exercised upon 

.them to such a degree that they will 
never formulate what is actually un­
true.”

The Jesuit 
Church .it Faim Street is packed ev­
ery Sunday, to hear the popular mo­
dern preacher, but it is not very edi­
fying to see a large proportion of the 
congregation jump up from their 
seats immediately on the conclusion 
of the sermon, and with much Mut­
tering of silk skirts and mountainous 
feathery headgear, make their rust­
ling way ont of the sacred building.

London is particularly cosmopoli­
tan just now, even for it, and among 
the Canadians and Americans who 
throng fits streets one notices a good 
many visiting priests. It is curious 
how easy it is to recognize those 
who are marked with the unction of 
the priesthood even in a time like the 
present when the streets are filled 
with black-coated, clean-shaven, Ro­
man.collared clergymen, who have ar­
rived from all parts of the world for 
the Pan-Anglican Congress which is 
being he'd by the Church of England 
this month. These gentlemen are, 
many of th<<m, correctly garbed and 
peculiarly High Church in their as­
pect, and yet it is as impossible to 
mistake one of them for a Catholic 
priest as it is to mistake a priest for 
one of them.

Among the other nationalities re­
presented, the visit of the German ; 
pastors of every denomination of 
Christian Church in the Fatherland 
has brought its contigent of German 
priests, and seems to be proving a 
great success, peace and good fellow­
ship reigning within the amalgamat­
ed camps. At the luncheon recently 
given to these visitors by the Lord 
Mayor at the Guildhall, his Grace 
the Archbishop of Westminster, who 
sat next to the Protestant Arch­
bishop of Canterbury, made a speech 
in welcoming the Catholic members 
on behalf of his co-reiigionist* which 
was received with applause.
