The home of Col. Haoley stands on Tre-
mont street, half a dozen blocks or so
from the Redemptorist, or *“Misslon
Charch,” as it is better known, Hand-
some grounds surround the residence,
while within there s luxury and refine-
ment from hallway to roof.

Col. Hanley, after leading back from
Viigiula’s eoll the remnant of the death-
less “Irfsh 9ch Massachusetts,” had baflt
him this as an abiding place for his grow-
fpy femily, and gathered around it cvery-
thiog that would tend to its comfort and
improvement, “My husband and L,” seid
Mrs. Hanley to the writer, “planned the
house and arranged it for cur own use

But one day a dark ebadow clouded the
heppiness of this home Its sunshine—
the eldeet davghter, a bright, sweet-dis-
positioned girl of four years, was
stricken down in an unfortunate
moment by an accldent, and maimed for

many yesrs of her life—in prayer and
tears—could not repress a cshudder at the
very thought of having to suffer such a
fate. “This room,” said Col. Hanley,
“{s just as it was When Gracie was here.”
Paluted in blue end gold, meat
to the extreme, it could Dbe
seen that the pareuts bad spared nothing
to make things pleasant for thelr stricken
darling. “That,” eald the Colonel, point.
ing to a corner of the room, “is an altar,
made by Gracie herself. We keep the
lamp burping before the statue of the
Blessed Virgin just as she did when here,
and shall always do s0.”
Though never 8 murmur rose from the
invalld, and cheerful as ber surroundinge
were made by those who loved her, like
the bird in the golden cage, her gllded
alace was but a prison after all, avd ehe
onged for that liberty of iimb and action
of which she had been so untimely de
prived. Time grew on apace. Years
passed by and brought no charge in the
condition of Gracie Hanley. If anything,

Abgut this time the Misslon Church began
to be heard of in connection with worder-
ful “falth curee,” as they were called.

NEW CHURCH IN TORONTO,

The new French church, on King street
east, Toronto, Known as that of the Sacred
Heart, was consccrated yesterday after
noon with imposlng ceremonies, and in
the presence of a Iarge aseemblage, T'he
altar has been tastefully arranged, and was
set cff to the beet advantage by a well-
devised distributfon of floral wreaths,
The walls were partially covered
with eymbolical and allegorical pictures,
and with shields and banuers of cloth,
on each of which was wrought a Latin
ingeription, while the ceiling was fes.
tooned with immense strips of cloth in
red, white, and blue, The preliminary
ceremonizl commenced shortly after
three o'clock, at the close of which Very
Rev. J. M. Laurent, administrator of the
Archdiocese, solemnly dedicated the
sacred edifice,

Rev. Fatber Nolin, O. M [, of Ottawa,
felicituted the French congregation in a
few appropriate worde, after which he
delivered a sermon in Engligh, epeaking
from the words “Behold thy Mother,”
He taid that the occasion was an impos
ing and auspicious one, The church
which had vow been dedicated had
changed its destination, Therefore they
had all reagon to be thankful that they
enjoyed the advantages of and belonged
to the one true Courch of Christ, The
Scripturee, the writings of the Fathers,
and tradition, all pointed to the Catholic
Cburch as being the one true represen
tative of Christ and His Apostles. It
was necessary, in order to perpetuate
the religion of Jesus Christ, that there
should be a visible Church on earth, and
the distinguishing marks of the
Catholie Cburch, Catholicity, Apostolic
ity and unity, were the essential qualifi
cations of the Church. The Catholic
Church, in order to maintain that posi
tion, must be able to trace its origin
back to the Apostles, and the fathers
and ministers of the Courch must be

Western People, Mr. P. Smith, & redhot

The vitits of the police to my sister’s
house while I remained, while appar-
ently friendly, were noticeable for thewr
frequency,  Numbers of young men
from the neighborhood were constantly
celling to see me and this was a cause
of unegsiness to the police, One inci-
dent will illustrate the ludicrous posi
tion in which these minions of the law
sometimes find themselves, Two car
loads of young men called &t cur house
one day erd I drove oft with them
[mmediately a posse of police marched
to a neghboring station, and, finding
which way I bad gone, followed in that
direction to find that 1t was only a wed.

priest’s niece, was permitted to be
married in her father’s house, This had
& sedative effect on the official nerves
and I was not conscious of much police
supervision afterward,

When [ left home for America by way
of Belfast, I was again “spotted,” At
last I stepped on board of the Nebraska
at Larne and breathed a gigh of relief,

MISSIONS.”

PERE BYACINTHE'S ADMISSIONS THAT PRO®
TESTANTISM I8 NOT A BUCCESS IN
FRANCE,

To the Editor of the Clatholic Review ;

Allow me to covfirm the testimony of
the Tribune, a8 quoied in the Cathole
Review of 8:h inet, to the “Failure of
Protestant Mission Work,” by the recent
admission on that subject of Pere Hyu-
cinthe, 80 far as France is conceined,
He certeinly bss bad opporwunity to
know what he is talking about,

The proceedings of “‘largely attended
Congress of Anglican Cleigy trom difter.
ent parts of the Continent,” held at
Monteux, (Switzerland ), on 2d May lust,
were reported in Gallignani's Messenger of
the 5:h, same month, Right Rev. Bishop
Wilkinson presided and opened the sub-
ject of “Tne Old Catholic Movement,”
speaking in strong terms of sympathy
with it

Two exhaustive papers were read by
the Rev. C D Blometield, of Munich,
and the Rev, T. Archibald 8. White of
Baden-Baden, on its history and present
condition, Mr. White showed the great
points upon which Anglicans and Old
Catholics were agreed, and said their
maxims should ever be, “In neressariis
unitas in dubiis libertas in omniis caritas,”

But “the chief nterest ot the day
centered in an crtempore oration by the
Pere Hyzcinthe in toe afternoon.” After
conceding that “France is in the pecu.
liar position of being unable to do. without
Cathol'cism,” and taking upon himself to
ussert in the face of facts, “that she is
now able to conform to it as presented
to her by the Old Catholics,” he then
admits in the following worde that :
“PROTESTANTISM I8 A FAILURE IN FRANCE,

“Auother and more decisive faet ue
showing the adherence of the French to
Catkolic traditions is the failure of Pro-
testantism, The word Protestant has
many meanings, In one sense you are
Protestants, and so am I, inasmuch as
we protest. But Protestant churches—
and I render homage to them for their
men of learning, eloquence, honesty,
virtue, and personal zeal—have mnot
done much, notwithstanding the elite of
their forces, for they have many of their
members in high offices of Siate, and
notwithstanding their commaund of
wealth, us of intellect, They have been
carrying on a vast propsganda in France,
aud all that they have managed to do is
to keep together the descendants of
thoss Huguenote who made gome of the
best and noblest history of the country,
They have received a very insignific.nt
number of converts absolutely disgusted
with the name of Catholic. As to reach-
ing the masses, they themselves confess
their utter powerlespuees, My friend
Pastor Pressense has on several occa.
eions written that Protestantism of itself
is powerless to reform France, or to win
over the messes, and that unless there
eprings up a reform in the hosom of the
Catholic Church the cause of Christisnity
15 lost 8o far as the Latin races are con.
cerned, The same admission hus been
made by an eminent Presbyterian
clergyman who called upon me sfter
visiting Spain, Poesibly Frarce might
bave been Protestantized in the six-
teenth century under Francis I, and
under a Lutheran form of worship, I
have pot, however, sutliciently studied
tkat peried of our history to affirm the
proposition. What I say I say in regard
to the actual state of France ”

What a wet blanket on the hopes and

generosity of the supporters of the
McCall mission, which bas undertaken
the idiotic task of converting the French
people from Catholiciem to Protestant.

The above figures show
that Protesiantism in France has not
even held its own, and it bas decreased
from what it was twenty five or thirty
years ego, when its adherents numbered
over & millon, True, there has been an
increase over the figures for 1872, which
were ouly 584 757, but this can no doubt
be rightly sccounted for by the emigrs
tion from Alsace of Protestants who
would not give up their French nation
ality, Lutherans were pretly numerous
in that part of France,

[he stalist'cs of the Old Catholics
given at the meeticg above meutioned
were far from being encouraging ;

‘1t was shown that, according to the
officiel statistics of the Old Catholic
Courceh, its adherents had declined from
21,700 in 1877 to 15000 in 1856 in
Prussia ; that in Baden they had fallen
from 18 000 to 14,000, and that the same
was true of their co religionists in
Bavaria, Bishop Wilkinson suggested
that the reason was doubtless to be
found in the suppression of the Govern.
ment grant, for as long as the movement
was supported by a Government it would
have the adhesion of many persons for
purely political reasons, Once withdraw
the grant, however, and these rats would
desert what they believed to be a sinking
ship.”

Bishop Hay at this time was oppressed
with labor and anxiety, He ardently
desired the assistance of his able friend,
Mr, Geddes, the Principal at Valladolid,
and had some correspondence with him
on the subject. His cares were increased
by the impending suppression of the
Society of Jesus, The members of the
Order, although only ten in number,
formed a considerable and important
portion of the diminished clergy of Scot-
land, The mission could ill afford to
lose their services, which, hitherto, had
been &0 eflicient, The Scotch College at
Rome was under their able direction,
It could be 8o no longer. Abate Grant,
£0 long ageut for the mission at Rome,
offered himself for the rectorship, and
was accepted by the Bishops, The col
l-ge, meanwhile, was otherwise provided
for by the authorities at Rome,
A digcussion on usury having arisen
Bishop Hay took up his pen, and in
seven masterly letters succeesfully
showed that usury must be condemned,
whilst & reasonable rate of interest on
loans is perfectly lawful. In trading
nations, particularly, such as Great
Britain, tue practice of lending money
at interest may be considered #n almost
esscntial element of commercial succoes
The eeven letters were pubhshed in
Loudou by Mr, Coghlan, under the title :
“Letters on wsury and inferest; showing the
advantage of Loans for the support of [rade
and Commerce "’
The Scoich College of Douai sppears
tc have been, at this time, 1774, in &
iolerably prosperous condition, There
were within its walls, besides Me, Robert
t, the principal, and bis assistant,
twenty two individusls, Three ex
Jepuits, slill young men, one of whom
wes Mr, Jobn Chishoim, afterwards
Biehop of tne Highlend district, went
this yenr from Dinant to Douai, in order
to prepare ‘or serving on the Scotch
miesion, Jdseas  Chisholm, John's
brother, who slso beesme a Bishop, was
reeeived a student at the Scolch College
of Valladolid,
The missions were now suffering from
want of sufficient spiritual superintend.
nce, Age ana infirmity had incapaci.
tated ro many of the clergy that only
five or six priests in the Lowland dis.
tiict were fit for duty. Bishop Grant
bimself, now almost seventy years of age,
was very infirm, In addition, potwith
standiog, to his duties as Chief Bishop,
he mansaged also to discharge those of a
Perish Priest, Bishop Hay was younger,
but of a weak constitution, He, never
theless, did double duty, attending, as
coadjutor Bishop, to the aftaire of the
whole mission &nd ministering to &
numerous congregation,
The Bishops for somo time experi
epced wany of the difficulties that arise
from the want of money, This unpleae.
ant state of things was so far modified
by the liberal bequest of Bishop Hey’s
wealthy and most pious friend, Mr.
Craw, who paseed, 1775, to the future
life, at the advarced aged of 91,
Io June, 1775, Biskop Hay's {amous
Treatise on Miraclee was piaced in the
printer's hands, This work originated
1 & controversy which arose between
the auther and a non juriug Episcopalian
winister who wag afterwards known as
the celebrated Bishop Abernethy Drum.
wond, At ths end of the second volume,
there is en appendix on the eubject of
[rensubstantiation, This shorter essoy
was occasioned by the following circur
stance. A master baker and a master
shoemaker thought of enquiring into the
iruth of the Catholic religion, They
were both Episcopalians and members of
Mr.  Aberuethy’s congregation. For
better information they sought the
acquaintance of Bishop Hay, who gave
thew all necessary explanations, The
winigter was now had recource to; and
he promptly made out in writing answers
to the Bishop's remarks. The point
chicfly discussed was Transubstautiation,
Mr, Aberuetby wrote at great lengta on
the Catholic Docirine, urging the usual
weak objections agaiost 1t. The young
man laid kis writing before the bishop,
who made & suitable reply, This was
not all, ''he non juring minister called
on Bishop Hay and challenged him to
publish in print all he bad to say on
the Catho'ic Doctrine, promising (o pre-
pare and publish a reply. This led to
Bishop Hay's “Appendix,” in which he
explains the doctrine itself and exposes
the weakness of Mr. Abernethy’s argu-
ments against it. This writing caused
our enquirers to come to a decision
They left the non jurors, and became
‘“sincere ard promizing couverts to the
Catholic Church.,” Tae Protestant pas
tor was enraged at this conclusion, and,
very little to the credit of a
protessed minister of the goepel,
threatened the good man with ruin and
misery before the end of the year. He
then turned to his theology, such as it
was, and got ready his reply, The non
juring Bishop easily favored it with his
approval, Another friend of the author,
wao was more familiar with philosophical
discussions, pronounced it indefensible,
Accordingly it was remodeled ; but failed
to ba made unauswerable, In January,
1776, Bishop Hay issued a suitable reply
under the title “Explanatory Remarks
eic,” 'There 18 a copy of this able paper
at 8t Mary’s College Blaire, 12mo, pp
96, It was followad by an anonymous
reply, which was g0 weak and devoid of
auything like argument, conwining only
the usual oft.reluted stories, thai the
Bishop took no notice of it and allowed
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“Seripture Doctrine of Miracles” muet
be regarded as Bishop Hay’s greatest
work, It may justly be said to exhaust
the subject, with & depth and a closeness
of reasoning, and a familiar acquaintance
with the written Woid of God uunsur-
passed by any other Catholic writer

in the Enghsh language, It may,
perhsps, be permitted us to
regret that the style is wanling

in thoee attractive graces which recom-
mend even abstruse subjects to the
attention of ordinary readers, a want
which Dr, Hay with gingular modesty
acknowledges in his preface.  In conse.
quence of this deficiency his work on
Miracles has never attained the popular.
ity of eomo of his other wrilinge; ite cir-
culation for the most part, haviog been
coufined to the use of students in theo.
logy. All this notwitbstanding new
editions of the able work are, in our day,
published from time to time,
Protestants, whilst ackn:wledging its
contumate ability, prooounce it “a
dangerous book in which (Scot’s Mag.)
truth is artfully mixed up with false-
hood, and sophistry with argument,” The
same writer admits, however, that “ihe
plan is happily conducted, the topics
judiciously and arttully dieposed, and
the reasoning throughout invincibie,
specious and dangerous,” (Scot's Mag,,

have compelled it to be specific and to
bring forward the documents on which it
relles to substantiate its allegations, Mr,
Graham has admirably fulfilled the duties
of & prisoner’s counsel. He has endeavor-
ed to confuse the fwsue, and to keep
back the evidence, but the Jjudges did not

A PRETTY SCHEME FOILED.

An srusing eplsode has arlsen out of
the Boston echool trouble, or rather ou
of the attempt of the parsone to ostracize
Catholice by r¢j cting them from ecats on
the School Board, st the next election,
aud with them all Protestants who are
liberal and fair enough to sgree that
Catholics shall not be insulted by the
teachers, and that the text-books to be
used in the schools shall be free from mis-
representation of Catbolic doctrine,

1t will be remembered that a text-book,
yclept a history, by Swinton, was ex-
cluded from the schools, mainly becsuse
it gave & false account of Catholic teach
iug on the subject of Indulgences, dfin-
ivg an Iudulgence *‘a license to commit
sin.” Oa this the parsons, chiefly tke
Baptists, and the viragos of the Mis,
Samlvel Veller stamp, held two meetings,
one in Tremont Temple, the other in
Faneuil Hsll, whereat it was resolved that
in fature no Catholic should be elected to
the Bostcn School Board, nor any Pro.
testant who would bs disposed to grant tc
Catholice a volce in the management of
schools. It was also resolved that no
Catholic teacher should be appointed to
any echool. The resolutionsdid not state
that Cathollcs were to be exempted from
payivg rates for the support of the
echoole, from the management of which
they were to be so rigorously excluded.
This d1d not suit the views of these friends
of clviland religious liberty and ¢ quality,

But juet herea difficulty arose. The
members of the School Board are elected
by the people, and the laws of Maseachu.
setts glve votes to Catholics as well as to
the parsons; and It wasnot to be expected
that Catholic voters would stay quietly
at home on election day, while the
Downes and the Fultous were carryiog
out metters accordisg to thelr own views;
and as Catholics are almost as numerous
28 Protestants in Boston, scmething must

BELFAST BOYS IN GLASGOW,

The people of Glasgow have had a
glorious opportunity of judging the truth
of Lord Hartington’s boast about the
superiority of the upholders of Coercion
in Ireland in intelligence and the other
concomitants of a high state of culture
and civilization, About the middle of
September a large number of laborers
from Belfast took up their quarters near
the shipyards, to replace the ship labor-
ers who have gone on strike. As soon as
they had established themselves they
proceeded to vindicate the character
given to them by beginning a bideous
row which was so ferocious that the
police suppressed it with very great
difficulty, Twenty batons were broken
in the melee, and the noise of the row
could be planly heard acroes the Clyde,
and the whole city was in commotion
while it was going on, Fifty one of the
rioters were placed at the bar of the
court together, many of them having
sticking plaster on their heads and faces.
Captain Boyd eaid that “a more disgrace-
ful row had not taken place in Glasgow
for a long time past than what had been
caused by this body of men imported
from Belfast, They not only created a
great row amongst themselves, but had
inflicted great injury on the police, five
of whom were rendered unfit for duty, It
was & most serious disturbance, and the
damage done to property was coneider-
able, while the whole neighborhood was
disturbed for hours.”

About two hundred men were engaged
in the disturbance, The fifty.one prison
ers above mentioned were sentenced to
forty days imprisonment each, as conclu-
sive evidence was brought agsinst them
all. Fiveother priconers were remanded,
All are eaid to be Orangemen, and while
they were fighting the police mzny cried
out “We are all Belfast boys, and will
give the Glasgow police a proper flogg.
ing.”

The local quay laborers have issued a
placard asking the co-operation of all
laberers employed at the harbor to “root
out this bud of discord and disunion,”
and they further state that “they will
not rest until this fraction of the worst
section of humanity is sent bag and
baggage back to where they have come
from,”

BALFOUR AS A WIT.

Mr, Balfour was presented with an
address at Glasgow on the 1st inst. In
reply be sald “he regretted that Messrs,
Forster and Fawcett were gone at a time
when their services wounld be so valuable
to the country. Regarding the demand
for Home Rule he eald that if Ireland
obtalned a Local Parllament she would
have to be re conquered, Agltation s
the Irish Commoners’ bread.”

In a epeech delivered on the esme day
Mr. Balfour repudlated all responsibility
on the part of the Government for John
Mandeville's death, and stated that he has
good reasons for believing that Dr, Rid.
ley’s eulcide was due to the Nationalists
and to Mr. Gladstone. He accused Mr,
Gladstone of unwittingly hastening the
end of Dr. Ridley by bis unjustifiable
comments,

Surely if there were no Nationalists it
would have been impossible for Mr, Bal.
four to order Dr. Ridley to torture them,
and there wotild not have been any reeson
for him to commlt sulclde, We presume
Mr. Balfour by some such reasoning as
this infers the guilt of the Nationaliets,
for certainly such a concluslon could nct

While the relatives and friends of
Thomas Scmers were defending  his
houee agalnst the crowbar brigade,
Mr. Redmond arrived at the scene
of actlon. He had nothing whateoever
to do with inciting the defenders of
their home to reslct eviction, inasmuch as
the contest had already lasted sn hour
and a half when Mr, Redmond made his
appearance, Here he noticed the brave
defence which,was made sgalnet the evict.
Ing party,aud in ble enthuslasm cried out
“Bravo, boys! Bravo, Wexfordmen,”
The charge_was brought against him of
Inciting to reslstance, and a special Crimes
Act Court was held by Magistrates Bodkin
and McLood, who, occupying the positions
of both judge and jury, and being amen-
able dlrectly to the Castle ‘authorities for
thelr] z:al in finding ;victims, convicted
Mr, Redmond and sentenced him to three
months’ imprisonment without hard labor.

Mr. R:dmond did not think it wortk
while to appeal against the luiquitous sen-
tence, as the county judges seem to be of
no other use thau to coxficm the sentences
issued under the Coercion Act by the
R::ldent Magistrates, and he was accord
Ingly taken to jail.

If it be a crime to sympathize with the
evicted tenautry, almost the whole popu
lation of Ireland, and we may add milllons
of honorable persons in England, Scotland
a1d Amerlea, are equaliy guilty with Mr.
R:dmond, who was not found guilty cf
any crime but this,

While the British Government are
assuring the public that their pollcy cf
Cuerclon hae been en eminent success, and
that their efforts to euppress Natlonaliem
in Jreland have effectusally crushed the
patriote, and driven the Lind Lesgue Into
obscurlty, if not quite into a state of non-
existence, it will be of interest to our
resders to learn that the League is as
vigorous as ever, holding its meetings
openly all over Irelard, in defiance of the
law which declares it to be “suppressed.”
The full report of branch meetings is
published every week in all the Nation-
aliet papers, though the editors and pro.

Our belligerent contemporary the
Toronto Mail has at last given its
wltimatum to the French Oanadians, We
may therefore suppose that this Captain
Boabdil is on the point of declaring “war
1o the knife,” A late leading article of
that journal concludes thus ;

“Our own view of the matter, if it be
worth anything, is that the time is at
hend for a re-adjustment of the position
of the two races, If the French will not
egree to this they must talke the consequences,
be they what they may, Mr. Sulte must
be eware that his dream of ten or twelve
French Cevedian members holding the
balapce of power in tke Ontario Legisla.
ture, whilst a French.Canadian column
rulee at Ottawa, could not be realizsd
without risk and danger to the numeri-
cally wenker race,”

It does not appear that Mr., Sulte had
any euch dream as the Mail has evoked,
but if ke bad, 1t were ecarcely a eufli-
cient cause why Ontario ehculd be called
upon to make wer upon the Province of
Quebec, The Mail must have some
other casus lelis than Mr, Sulte’s dreams,
What, then, sre the causes of so much
wrath poured forth ! The Mail’s leader
will teil us, They are the following :

1st, The English farmers of the border
counties of Ontario, not finding farming

3rdly, The French Canadians are “a
fecund race” and they are lucreasing so
fast that they are in a falr way to out
pumber the Dugllsh lu some counties of
Ountario,

4.bly. The counties of Quebae, which
were formerly Koglieh, have now by a
conslderable majorlty a French popula.
tion,

The Mail acknowledges that all these
things bave occurred, not through any
violence, or wrong dealing on the part of
the French, but “sclely by the force of
their own expanslon,” And what is the
remedy ! The Mall does not tell us this
In fte witimatum. We suppose the French
must enter into bonds to kill ¢ff their
babice, It may be, however, that Instead
of edopting this mode of solving the difi
culty, they will “take the consequences”
g0 direfully threatened on them by the
War Editor,

Apropes of this subject, Monday’s

Sach act of generority In this cold,
selfich nineteenth century of curs reminds
us of the eges of faith, when the church
and chapel were the dearest spota on
earth, ard men and women vied with
each other Jn erecting and beautifying
the House of God.

It is to be hoped that the example of
Mr, Coakly will be followed by many

otbers througkout the province, that our
churches, In design snd finish, may be in
keeping with the progress and prosperity
of cur country, The following deserip-
tlon of St, Bacil's bigh sltar is taken from
the Brantford Courler :

Any one who remembers St, Basil's
Church in the old dsye, with the bare
brick walls and rueh bottom chalre,
would scarcely be able to recognize the
structure in its present chape, with ite
handeomely decorated interior and gen-
eral appearance of almost Cathedral like
excellence. Auother vast improvement,too,
is now belng inaugurated in the erec
tion of & new altar, which it is expected
will be in complete readiness by to mor-
row week, when the Bishop will be
present and epecial services are to be
held. The structure is of eolid oak, and
the carving and the ornsmentations are
exceedingly handsome, There are three
towers, the main one, S8 feet high, to be
surmounted by a gold cross of 2 feet ¢
inches and those at the side 24 feet ¢
inches, In addition to these there are
in all eight turrets, which will be graced
by cherubims, In the centre of the
main tower there will be a statue of the
Sacred Heart, eight feet in height, and
there are to be four others gix feet in
beight of the Bleesed Virgin Mary, St,
Patrick, 8t, Basil and St. Peter, Between
the side towers the space is occupied
by two handeome ten feet lus
reliefs of the Aecension and Annuncia-
tion, and at the base there are
three others representing the Lord’s
Supper, the Lsmb and the Pelican. The
tabernecle, which also contains an inner
tabernacle, is an exceedingly notable
piece of work. Tbe colorings will be of
blue, red and gold, and the design and
workmansbip are throughout of such a
nature as to call for unstinted admira
tion, Bennet & Co., of London, filled
the contract, and the total cost will reach
somewhere in the neighborhood of §1,700
Its solldity can very well be estimated
from the fact that the weight reaches
about seven tons, It 1s hoped ere long to
also put up two new side altars, and in
the meantime the people of St. Baell’s can
congratulate themselves upon the posses-
sion of one of the handsomest picces of
work of the kind in the Province,

SACRED HEART ACADEMY, LONDON.

DEDICATION OF THE NEW CHAPEL,

Very Important additions have been
lately erected in conmection with the
Convent of the Sacred Heart in this clty,
cbief among which, and the erowniug of
all, is the beautiful chapel which was
dedicated October 2ad, by his Lordship
Biskop Waleh and several attendant
clergymen from the neighboring parishes,
The eacred edifice is erected after the
Romane:que style of architectnre, with
dimensions seventy.five by thirty.two
feet, The celling is gralned aud covered
with a preparatlon giving & soft becoming
tinge of water color. The walls are aiso
chaded with a correspording hue, From
foundation to floor the building is con.
eiructed of stone, the remainder of the
walls being bulit of clear colored brick,
The chapel {8 especlnily desigued for the
accommodation of students and of the
ladies who have charge of the Academy,
and will be to a cextain extert regarded
as a private place of worship. It will
comfortably seat 300 persons; while
epeclal provislon is made for the nuus in
clolsters runuing along the sides the whole
extent of the chapel. The furnishings
have an elaborate appearance, made of
regulaxly grained osk, and the floor is
inlaid with cherry and maple in vazious
designa,

Students or nune, who, from sickness
or otherwise, are unzble to enter the
chapel, can hear mass aud patticipate at
vespers and benediction from a tiibane
erected at the ecuth west corner, a storey
higher, whick commucicates with the
chapel by meane of large opening win.
dows, With the exception of those lat-
ter all the windows are of stained glass

most elegantly designed, The most prom-

fvent of those 1s one placed at the north-
enet corner on the gospel side by 1115 L ord.

Sacred Heart and St. Jobn the Evangel.

There is also a beautiful stalned glass
window crected by the Coildren of Mary
with fizares of the Dlersed Virgln and 81,
Joseph Privaete iodividuals have also
contributed windows in memoriam, each
bearing suitable Inecriptions. The light
over the main entrance is designed ina
fac simile of the Sacred Heart, two hearts
between branches of lilice, with the iu-
eer!ption : “Sslvation of those that hope
in Thee, hav | ercy on us.” The organ
loft fs situaicd directly above the en-
tracce end will in course of time be pro-
vided with a pipe Instrument.

Precisely et nine o’clock on Tuesday
morning the solemn ceremonies of dedi
cation commenced, Right Rev. Bishop
Walsh entered the eanctuary, preceded
by acolytes and several priests, among
whom were the clergymen of the Cathe
dral, besides Rev, Fatbers Flanvery of St,
Thomes, Molphy of Ingersoll, Brady of
Wocdstock, Brennan of St. Mary's, Ayl
ward of 8t. Thomes, Costelloe of St.
Augustine, Mugan of London, and
Noouau of Windsor, His Lordship, fac-
ing the large congregation, many of whom
were Protestants, explained in a few
words in what coneisted the cercm ny of
@edication, viz, the Word of God, the
pealms of holy David and the prayers of
the Church, The larguage used i+ the
Latin, which s the languege, not of any
one country, or natlonalty, but of the
universe, The Caurch,not being national,
but universal cr Catho'ie, must employ a
tovgue that 1s studled avd understood in
all parts of the world.

In
fervid and eloquent language the vener
able prelate depicted the besuty of God’s
House snd its sacredness—sncred by the
mysterious dispensation of Cariet’s love
manifested in the Holy Sacrifice of the
ell-precious Vietim oflered each morning
on that aliar—snd dear to every Chris
i t by its cherizhed associations,
child, tainted by the sin of our
first parents, was cleansed aud purified in
the healing waters of baptiem—here the
soul, stajued by eln, was freed from its
bondege, and once more restored to hea-
verly pesea and reconciliation with its
Creator. The food of augels was admin
fetered here to men in the Bucharfstic
barquet of love, and the youthful Chiis
tiap athlete was strengthened and for
tifisd to go forth auvd do battle in God’s
service by the sacrament of covfirmation;

THE PRIEST AND THE PUBLIC.

AN INTERESTING COMPARISON BY REV,
DR M'SWEENY IN THE ‘'CATHOLIC

I went with a priest once to call on
the former Archbishop of an American
See. As we approached his house, I
saw a group of poor men and women,
evidently of the needy class, standing
about on the sidewalk, and apparently
awaiting their turn to enter the hall
door, which stood wide cpen. “There
they are |” said my guide. “Every Mon-
day morning he gives audience to any
poor people that want it, and the door is
left open and ro porter in eight, g0 that
they won’t be timid about entering”
We went in, and for my part, to use the
strong simile of a French writer, I felt
a9 if  were sbout to call on Jesus Christ.”
What the priest thought and felt I will
say later on, but I never before realiz=d
the character of the successor of the
apostles 80 much #8 on that occasion
He is the same Prelate who was found
mending his cassock while stopping in
Baltimore in attendance on the Plensry
Council, just as the apostle of Alacka,
Archbishop Seghers, lately ceceased, hnd
to do and did, as we read in his letters,
far up on th= backs of the Youkon,

I might recall other instances in the
lives of laymen and clergymen which
have left an indelible and & most cdify
ing impression on myself, precisely on
account of their plain, unaffected ways,
What an appalling thought it is, indeed,
thic—‘hat our every slightest act msy
be noted and treacured up, and produce
an everlasting e flect on thote who observe
it! My object, however, iz {o inquire
whether and how far the democratic
simplicity of Sts. Peter and Paul, of
Archbishop N and Father D
and Pishop Baley are expedient for the
propagation of the faith of Christ
amonget the general public, and its pre-
servation in the children of the fold. 1
leave Dr, Brownson and Horace Greeley
and Peter Cooper, as well as Socrates
and Plato, out of the question, It
shocks one to have & person that hears
of their wisdom, patriotsm and philsn
thropy ask how much their income was
or how they dressed, as if suspending
his verdict on their characters till he
weighed their wealth. So much for phil.
osophers of whom, indeed, it may be said
that, unless their suvgularity givee us
reason to euspect their ganity, their
titles, abodes and apparel mske no
difference in their acceptability as
teachers of wisdom,

But teachers ot the faith: Does it
meke & difterence whether they are
entitled eminence, grace, lordehip, right
reverend, and such ? whether they nde
in & carriage or in & street car, or g£o
afoot carryiog their own carpet bags?
whether they wear a dress hat or s Kos.
suth, a cessock or a pair of troueers §  Ii
appenrs that it does to a greater or lees
extent, and smong peoples of diflerent
character and condition,

For instance, | am aseured, and ex
perience has taught me, that in Ireland

they know the deference pald to drees
and appearsnce generally, but also they
feel that the ma:s of themselves are so
oor sud suffer e0o much from the
Pnonnce which results from poverty,
that they will fail to recognize the priest
as thelr superlor unlees he aseumes a head
gear similar to that of the essy and
better Informed classes, So much, too, is
the imegination bourd up with the reaton-
iog faculty, that the beight of the hat by
which he excels his brethren belps them to
remember the euperior station he fills and
to reverence him accordingly, Thus you
see there 1s deep philosophy and profound
knowledge of buman nature even in the
cholce of a coverlng for the head, If we
were all perfect, and ein bad not brought
shame on us, doubtless we would get on
very well in the majestic nakedness of
Adem, who was clothed only with the
royal mantle of “original justice,” and in
the “beauty unadornmed” of the mother
and queen of bumanity. But I fear me
that there would be ead disorders if we
attempted & sudden reversion to that
beautiful fashion of tte body, Weare a
fallen race, snd are not strong enough to
do without the otherwise absurd, ugly and
dfstortrg encumbrence of clothing.

Now as to the dwelling of the pries',
There is no doubt that the Jrish like
to have their priests live in a ‘‘decent”
house, and for the same reasons which
make them ineist on the tall hat. In
deed, | was respectfully but firmly inter.
pellated once, because I did not buy a
dwelling for myself that far outshone in
appearsnce snd actually exceeded in
value the adjoining church edifice, in
which the pioneers of a certain parish
modestly cflered worsh’p to the Hidden
God, And this while I was pinching
snd govaping to form the nucleus of a
fund for the erection of a new &nd
larger church, which the common voice
demanded.

their private affairs with God, ah ! then,
¢“'send tor Friar Thomas,”

In Ireland end in Canada they call the
bicbup’s houee a pslace, and truly it
s amuslog sometimes to see the unpre-
tending bullding to which this appellative
is applied, and it is sad, too, at lesst to
somwe, to notice the appalilvg wretchcd-
ness of the dwellings of those whose con
tributions went to erect the rometimes
magnificent mansion that bears the regal
title. Is there philosophy in this, too?
There {s, It is found here also in the
weakness of hnman nature.

And this just about the time of
thoee historic events, the creation of the
first American Cardinal and the opening

Do we need monsignors—that is merely
titulsr dignitaries-—eo soon in the Amer
fican Church?

But there are those who think that
the American people will still liaten more
willingly to tbe one that fs sddressed
bimeself and addresses them like St Pavl,
as ““Men, brethren” (Acts I, 29). “Talk

CHRISTIAN,

Here is & man who hates Popery much
more than he hates sin, He hates a
Roman Catholic far more than he hates
the devil, Holy water is far more dis-
tasteful to him than bad whiskey, His
highest and most spiritual aspiration is
expressed by the phrase, “To hell with
the Pope.”

This
man is more Episcopalian than Christian.

Look at this brawny, pugilistic fellow
who is always anxious to do battle for
his Church, I a Scotchman, he is ready
for argument. He can quote from the
good Book with considerable readiness
and gkill, and he has at his finger ends
the stock arguments against Methodism,
Druck or sober he can argue, If an
Irisbman, he is ready to “lick” at a
moment’s notice any man in the town.
ship who dares to say one word agsinst
the Confeesion of Faitb, the Catechizm,
or against any person or thing distine.
tively Presbyterian, This man is more
Dreabylerwan than Chiristiaa,

Wuo is this smooth-tongued, oily.
looking little man who moves about in a
sneaking sort of a way, with a swirk on
his counterace, and pious phrases on his
lips? Heis very civil in a quiet time,
When there is vo “boom” on he is eoft
and sweet, But let a special effort get
well under way, and begin to draw, or a
camp meeting raise a commotion in the
neighborbood, and that sweet little
brother in one hour turns bitter and
abusive, His brotherly love he used to
speak about at Union meelings vanishes
into thin air, and he denounces all the
other denominations, especially the
Presbyterians, He seys Calvinicm sends
thousands of men to the bad place,
That little brother 18 more Methodist than
Caristiau,

Sce this grim, ill natured looking wan
who goes arouud the other demoviva
tions and coaxes the people to leave,
If he bears that snybody in some other
Church bas a d'fliculty of any kind, he
immediately goes to him, and gives him
atract on Baptiem, If the discontented
man iz a Presbyterian, he generaily
gives him some garbled extracts from
Chalmers, Barnes, or the proceedings of
the Westminister Assembly, This grim,
apgry man goes into shops aud
oftices, and rinps the changes
on “into and out of.” He eneaks into
kitchens and back-yards, and tells
the servant girl something about bap-
tidzo sud the lexicons, If foreman ina
shop, or any position that gives him
power, the power is certain to be used
in favor of the tank. It is not necessary
to say that this man is more Baptist than
Christian, Rowland Hill said that he
would not cross the street to make a
man a Baptist, though he would travel a
loog distance to make him a Curistian,
This grim proselytizer would not croes
the street to make a man a Ohristian,
but he would travel around the globe
to make him a Baptist.

Watch this man with the furtive
glance, the slouched bat, and the limp
Bible. He begine his meetings by
solemnly declaring a great many times
that he has no object in view but to
save souls, Were he an honest man, and
had no other object in view, he would
not meke the statement sooften, A
man who knows he is telling the truth
generally says a thing but once,  After
getting the ear of the people this man
with the furtive glance begins to make
attacks on the Churches and ministers
in the neighborhood, The next step is
to form san orgunization of his own,
though he declared a dez:n times he
had no euch intention. Then follows a
system of proselytizing that would make
the cheek of the toughest ward politician
crimson with shame. Whatever mis-
representations, trickery and deceit of
the vilest kind can doto break down the
Churches is done—and downe under a
thin veneeriog of hypoorisy, Lying is
never &0 olious as when done in the
name of the Lord, Mistepresentation
is naver eo vile a8 when uttered with o
pious snival, Hypocrisy is never en
loathsowe as when the bypoerite lays
one haod on the horns of the altar, and
tries to stab hisveighbor with the other,
This men with the furtive glance is more
Plymouth then Chyistian, In fact he is

A PERUVIAN MARTYR,

A DEVOTED PRIEST WHO DIED RATHER
THAN BETRAY THE SECRETS OF THE
CONFESSIONAL,

About a year ago, measures were taken
at Roma terding toward the canoniza.
tion of Fray Martin de Andres Rerez, &
Spanish friar of the order of St, Camilo,
better known ae that of the Beuna
Muerte, or Good Death, At the same
time s like honor was proposed for a
Peruvian priecet, Pedro Maruliz, who was
& member of the same confraternity, Of
the latter but littie was known, except
the mere fact of his martyrdom on
account of his refusal to diaclose the
secrets of the confessional, However,
the discovery at Rome, of an old oil
painting representing a priest dressed
in the habit of the order of the Buena
Muerte, lying on a cotlin, and four
musketeers drawp up before it in the
position of firing, has caused a more
strenuous search for authentic data in
regard to the death of Fray Pedro, Don
Ricardo Palms, director of the National
Library at Lima, bhas searched the
archives of that institution, and from his
investigations is gleaned the following
history of the Peruvian martyr ;

Fray Pedro Maruliz was born of noble
parents at Farma, in the year 1780, and
was admitted to holy orders 1a 1807,
Peru, at that time, was torn asunder by
poiitical dixsensions and everything was
tending towards a separation ‘rom Spain,
It was the fushion to be a patriot, but
Father Maruliz was too conservalive to
join the ranks, In his opinion, the
patriots were promoters of heresy, and,
for that reason, under the ban of excom-
munication. The good father wea, if
possible, a greater royalist than the King
bimself. When Vieeroy La Serna aban-
doped Lima, in 1521, leaving General
San Martin, the patriot leader, at liberty
to enter the city, Fray Pedro refused to
submit to the new order of things and
cuet his lot with the armies of Syam. La
Serna apponted him cheplsain of one of
his divisions, aud he tock part ia all the
eeparate combats of the campaign,
When the Spanish General, Don Ramon
Rodil, seized the Castle of Callao, Father
Maruliz accompanied him, Thae battle
of Ayancho broke the military power of
Spam in Peru, but Rodil end Maruliz,
beseiged in the Castle Callao, held out
for viue months, till September, 1525,
egaipst bombardment, scurvy and hun-
ger,

At last the poldiers began to revolt,
and on the 23rd of September, on the eve
of the festival of cur Lady of Mercy, it
was anpounced to the brigadier that at
9 o'clock a formidable revolt led by Cap
tain Montero de las Rosas, the ablest of
bis officers, and others in whom Rodil
bad placed the greatest confidence, was
to be made, Without a moment’s hesi
tation he ordered all of the couspirators
to be placed in irons, but, altbough he
submifted them to the greatest tortures,
they steadfastly refused to reveal their
plans, and denied the existence of any
revoiutionary plot. To relieve himself
from of any further worry, the brigadicr
determived to shoot all the prisoners,
whether guilty or inuocent, at precizely
the ssme hour fixed by them for their
uprising,

“Chaplain,” he suid to Father Maruliz,
it is now 6 o'clock, and in three bour
your reverence will have confessed these
rebels,” and left the dungeon, At 9 the
thirteen prisoners were io the presence
of God,

But in epite of this wholesale racrifice,
the mind of the general weas still dis
turbed. “Who knows,” he soliloquiz=d,
“if there be not others here yet alive
harboring the same p'ans as those dis
patchea ?

THE OBLATE MISSLONS,

Letter from Fev. Father H I ccomte, 0. M,
L.,to Bev Father P, Boisrame O M. 1,
Superior and Novice Master of the Oblates
of Mary Immacvlate at Lachine Locls,
Canada :

Mission of St. Psul, Fort Nelson,
June 11th, 1858,

RevEREND AND DEAR Faruer—I do
pot remember whether 1 wrote to you
last autumn. I was very busy and all eum-
mer was in such a state of sutltering that 1
fear to have neglected tbis duty, To
tell you at once the cause of wy trouble,
we were burnt out,

On the 11th of July, 1587, fire broke
out in the miseion, and our new building,
which was nearly completed, and of
which 1 was perhaps too proud, was
entirely consumed, I still ask myself
how this sad accident oceurred. In less
than two hours the work that had caused
such labor and fatigue was entirely
destroyed,

God’s hand is heavy at times, is it not ?
For a while I teared thatour little chapal
would share the same fate, but God had
pity on us, and 8t, Raphael was there
watehing over the dwelling of which he
is the blessed patron. This all took
place in the sbsence of Rev, Father de
Rerangue,

A litile orphan whom we are educating
was with myeelf in role charge of the
mission. Besides our new house we lost
all our tools, These 1 regret all the
more that in this northern district it is
80 aiflficult to procure others,

Happily on his return from the mis

sion at Fort Bimpson, Father de
Rerangue brought a lay brother
with him, Never had we more

necd of help. As our old dwelling
threatened to fall, we thought best to
pullitdown, and with the sams material
construct & habitation that would shel-
ter us for the winter. It is very small,
but one day we hope to cxtend its di
mensions

1 left St Raphael on the 1Gth of
September to bury myeelf for nine long
months in the solitude at St, Paul’s,
The journey Jasted ten days,

Qur Indians errived very late in the
fall, and in small numbers, Famine
reigning in the camp, The women and
children could not come, My mission
therefore was of small extent and con.
sisted of only a few confessions,

The Indians having but a small stock
of provisions, it seemed imprudent to
winter at 8t. Paul’e, but 1 elected to re-
main with them. Since the days when
L strayed from the road and wandered
for nineteen days in the wond:s and was
on the point of starving, 1 have not
much inclination to underteke the jour
ney from Nelson to Liards on snowshoes.
So remaiced,

Three months passed tolerably enough
Foreseeiog a forced fast, I deprived my-
self of much, and imitated the ant of the
fable, 188 1ed, and as & New Year
greoling, the wating chiel of tbe Hud.
son Bay Compeny told us that we had
provisions for only about fifteen days,
and that if the Iodiaps delayed much
longer in gending us food, we would
starve to death, We faced the battle
like heroes. The farmer, his employees
and your humble servant, all of us
delermined to make war upon the
rabbits and partridges, Like Lot and
Abrsham  we  chose our land,
one going to the right, the
o:her to the left, Laich day, and that
al & tiwe when the cold of winter was
mosl inteuse, we went in queet of our
game, The best hunters ate little and
gave of their game a rhare to the less
fortunate. We lived thus for two months,
Rabbits became rare and we jound
scarcely enough to keep life in us, The
[ndians came into the Fort, emaciated
and looking like walking skeletons,
Instead of helping us they stole the little
we had. My livtle stock soon gave out,
I could not resign myself to see these
poor savages starve when I had come so
far to help them, Each day they came
in procession to extend their hand which
Lfilled with pulverizead meat, This is
meat cut in strips, then dried in the sun
or by smoke, 1t is then powdered by
means of vigorous pounding on a stone,
At the Fort not a mouthful could be had,
To those who begged, the agent gave
bear and beaver gkins, and this, let me
tell you, is what the Eoglish would ecall
“poor stufl” in the way of food, Qur
dogs, which are also our horses, suc.
cumbed and I feared much for our-
selves,

Finding rabbits scarce, we made large
snowshoes and tried to shoot elks, Kach
one thought himself able for this, but I
had little hope in the matter. These
animals are s0 keen of heering that the
cracking of a twig suflices fo frighten
them off, Yet we tried and after many
useless endeavors gave it up, Reduced
to the utmost extremity some tried to
appease their hunger by eating piaces of
bear ekin. Otbers boiled the paws of
rabbits, and I, unable to stomach this
food, waited until the good God ehould
take pity on us, Iprayed and made the
little children pray,and God wae touched,
He o loves the innocent heart,

Oune of our servante killed an elk near
the Fort, Joy beamed on every face,
Each one took a bag and repairved to the
spot where the animal fell, You would
neve laughed to see us slash up this
meat that we could hardly wait to have
cooked, If I never before eat raw meat,
I did then and gladly, From this time
out, the Indians began to kill game and
supplied us with food,

The above, my dear Father, will suffice
to give you an idea of what we have
suffered this winter. I would have been
glad to escape to Fort de Liards, but on
the other hand I could not abandon my
post. My Catholics here could not
bear to hear of my departure, If God
had not taken pity on us we would all
have died together. This would have
been fine, would it not ? The country is
daily becoming more impoverished and
soon the Indians will not be able to feed
the white men who inhabit the coun.
try.

Having recruited my strength some.
what I set about manual labor, In my
free time I made about 6,500 shingles to
cover our chapel of 8t. Raphael, Besides
this I have finished the wainscotting of
our house, You see, Reverend Father,
that I am something of a “Jack of all
trades.”

Our Indians arrived on the 24ch of May
with a quantity of drled meat, but very
few ekins,  They bad eaten the groater
part during the famine !

Will you be good enovgh to eend me
your w , “Meditations for every day in
the year,” and a canon law, We bave

I canvot tell you that my Indians are
ferveut (‘sthollcs, Far from it, the greater
number are fnfidels.  Yet my mision in

To morrow I quit St, Paul’s, for St,
Raphacl's, to keep house in the absence of
Father de Rerangue, who goes to the
Sacred Heart mirssion at Fort Slmypson
snd at Fort Wrigley. I close, dear Father,
soliciting your prayers aud a memento in
the holy sacrifize, and begglog you to offer
wy respectful greeting to all our fathers
and brothers at “Oar Lady of Angels.”
Tell your good novices to be sure aud
not forget me,

11, There are meana of preventing
this famine, I will briefly indicate some
of these means,

Let alms be multiplied if possible that
Ve may purchase in greater quantity
fish hooks and nets, If we were able to
procure more of these than our limited
means have uutil now permitted us to
purchase, the lives of our missionaries,
of our Histers of Charity and of our
orplans  would be assured, Besides
we wmizht distribute more to our poor
Indisns, For these, for want of bLooks
and of nets, often die of hunger near the
lukes snd rivers filled with beautiful
fish. More abundant alms would belp
us to procure flour, bacon and other
provicione, Ouar allowance is too
restricled, and the poor missionaries,
whether they will or not, are obliged to
greal economy, I trust then that the
kind readers of this will hear the cries
of distress from the poor missionaries of
McKenzie, and that they will promptly
come to their aid,

N. Y, who asslst the brave priests above
named in caring for the lepers are not lees
worthy of everlasting remembrance,
When application was first made to the
convent In Syracuse for a few reliplons
who would be willing to go to Molokal,
every mewmber of the community volun-
teered on the epot, aud lots had to be
drawn for the privilege of forsaking home
and friends avd native Jand to become
servants of thelepers for Christ’s sake,

Con-
sequently Ridley afterwards maintained
sllence, and the unfortunate prisoner of
Tullamore was done to death by the orders
of the chief secretary.

REV. FATHER O'SULLIVAN CARRIED OFF BY
YELLOW FEVER,

Rev. Father O'Suliivan, who left New
York, for Tamps, Fla, on September 12,
died at that place of yellow fever on Mog-
dav last,

Father O'Sullivan was born in the town
of Clonakilty, county Cork, in the year
1850, At the age of rixteen he entered
the College of Maynooth end was ordained
when tweuty threo years of sge.

After a brief etay in the Diocese of
Ross Father O'Sullivan was ordered to the
Island of St, Heleoa for duty, and subse.
quently, through the Irfluence of Mr,
Justin McCarthy aud Count Moore, he re-
celved an appolntment as chaplatn to the
Britieh army In South Africa.

Father O'Sullivan was not an orna-
mental chaplain, Eadowed with a magni.
ficent phyeiqne, he fought throughout the
Zulu csmpaign, and ai the close of hos
tilitles he received three medals, one being
for bravery and distinguished service in
the field, He was also with Gordon duz-

Ing the slege of Khartoum, and was the

last person who saw the ill-fated general
alive,

In consequence of his valor the authorl.
ties at the Eogllsh War Office promised
bim an appointment at home, but after
waiting until patience ceaced to be a
virtue, Fatber O'Sallivan salled for thie
country two years ego, He was attached
for ashort time to the Newark Dlocese,
from which ho was trausferred to New
York, aad did duty at St. Stephen’s
Caurch,

O’Sulllven a few weeks ago, saying, “If
you are brave enough come aloug.” At
the same tlme the biehop reminded the
young priest that tbree clergymen bad
already succumbed to the plague, With.

CHURCH AT BELLEVILLE.

corner-stone, and bas now deufcated th
almost completed structure to the sublim
worship of the only true God, under th
patronage of the glorlous Archungel, S
Michael

The vew church is eituated a litile t
the south of the old one. The stvle
pure Gothic, 140 feet long sand 65 fe:
wide. The centre of the nave rises 7
feet above the floor. The spire, which :
placed at the south-esst corner, will nc
be ficished ot present. It s to be ¢
ornamentsl stone work to the very croe
whkich, 200 feet above the street, sha
poiut to heaven.  High over the mal
entrance is a large rose window, wit
carved stone mullions of moet beautif:
design, which, receiving the light of tl
morning sun, theds & glory throughot
the whole interior. Above the altar an

0ld St. Michael’s, which is at once to t
removed, was bullt In the early days c
the settlement of Canada, when church
were few and Catholics ecattered, whe
the ploreer priest of Belleville district, w
the only priest in four counties, when tk
diocese of Kingston included all Ontari
It wes long looked upon as one of th
finest churches in the country, Many ol
reslde: ‘s felt ead, indeed, when they b
held the dismantling of ite graceful spir:
80 long the pride of Belleville. Tt
memory of what the cld Church had bee
to them gave it a new sacredness In the
eyes. It was built in the days cf the
fathers and gravdfathers ; there they ha
been baptized ; there they had recelve
their First Communion and were Cor
firmed ; there they had brought their tale
of woe and #ln and obiained consolatic
and pardon ; there, too, the Libera ha
been sung over thelrdear departed friend
The memory of the past had cast a vell

sadness over thelr sounls, as now for th
firet time in thelr lives tbe good ol
Catholic people of Bellerille passed by i
dcor on the way to Mass,

When they had entered the new 8
Michael’s, aud while waiting for the com
mencement of the ceremonles, they feaste
their eyes on the many beauties that eu
rounded them, the sorrowful memories c
the past became hushed. They felt ths
Belleville had, at last, a becoming Houe
for the Incarnate God, whase delight ft :
to dwell with the children of men, and
Church worthy of themeelves and thei
Holy Faith, How lovely are Thy tabe
nacles, O Lord !

A little before twelve o’clock the pre
cession of altar boys and visiting clerg
approached the main entrance. His Lord
ship the Blshop of Kingston, robed in fu
Pontificals, aseisred by Rev. Father Kell
Secretary, and the Rev, Father O’Gormar
of Belleville, proceeded to bless the ne
Church,  After reciting the prayer accor
Ing to the ritual he eprinkied with hol
water the outer walls, making the circu
of the buildirg. Returning, the processio
entered and proceeded up the nave to th
Sanctuary, while the Litanies were bein
chanted. Afterwarde the Bishop eang tt
special prayers appointed for the Blessin
of Churches, e sprinkled the june
walls, and on his return to the altar cor
cluded the ceremony with the beaut!fy
closing prayer, of which the following is
tranclation :

Y0 God, who dost sanctify places to b
dedicated to Thy name, pour out upo
this house of prayer Thy grace, that th
aesistance of Thy mercy may be felt by a
who here invoke Thy name. Throug
Our Lord, &c”
