Last spring Mr. W. H. Orr, who has
charge of the Government spraying
outfit, conducted a series of spraying
experiments on an orchard.in Ontario
County, in whieh some ofthe trees wore
sprayed and some left unsprayed.
Recently Mr, Orr visited the same farm
and found that the fruit on tifs sprayed
trees gave from 70 to 80 per cent. of
sound, ¢lean frait, while the unsprayed
trees gave from none up to from 4 to 16
per cent. The scab and colding mot:h
played havoe with the unsprayed trees.
Mr. Orr reports that mosprayed orchards
this year contain a very small percent-
age of sound, clean frnit.

Great Britain imports annually abon t
six hundred million dollars' worth of
the twelve main food products which
Canada.is able to supply.

BERLIN’S DRUG STORES.
urious Names Restowed by Apothecaries
on Thelr Shops,

The German drug store is always a
mysiery to the traveller when he first
becomes one of its customers. The
apothecary’s department, which is only
one feature of our drug store, is' an
independent establishment in Ger-
many and is devoted to the filling
of prescriptions and the duties of the
apothecary. The “droguerie,” quite a
separate place; provides half the arti-
cles customarily found here in the
drug store. It is to the droguerie
that one must go for soip, toothbrushes,
drugs in the pure, and all of the arti-
cles not dealt in by the apothecary.
The division may be a convenient one
after the mysteries have been master-

ed, but it is confusing at first.

Another peculiarity of the apothecar-
ies is that most of them have names
displayed. That custom dates from
the earliest days of their history. One
of the most famous in Berlin closed its
doors the other day, and the incident
The
old names of the shops have survived
to some extent, although the purely
fantastic names have givén place to
others befter suited to the commercial
exigencies of modern times. The city
to-day possesses 164 shops of apothe-
caries, and many have adopted names
taken from the street, square or re-
gion in which they are situated. There
are fifty-six of these, and nineteen are
known only by the names of their pro-
prietors. Nineteen are named after
birds, the eagle having ten named in
its honor. There are all soris of eagles
among these ten, black, red and white.
Other names include wild animals, my-
thological names such as Minerva and
Flora, and royal titles ke Friedrich
and Augusta Victoria. Most curious are
those called after famous historical
personages, such as Arminius, Roland
and Siegfried. One difference he-
tween the early days in Berlin and the
present is the practical disappearance
of the French apothecaries. In 1780
when the first count was taken three
out of twenty-one were French. Twelve
of these original places are known to
day by the names they bore theen.

BUCCESSFUL DAIRYING.

Whatever is worth doing at all in
dairying 1s worth doing well. The com-
petition is so great that only the best
methods pay. for the outlay in time
and work. Modern dairying, says Mr.
Bennett, in Practical ‘Dairyman, is a
matter of machinery. The old way of
using a finger for a thermometer, of
setting the milk in a tin pan for the
cream to rise, expused to the effects
of air and weather, is very uncertain
snd can not be depended upon for giv-
ing uniform results. Cows should be
milked in the barn all the year round.
They can then be ymilked at the right
time regardless of summer showers and
winter storms. They should be milked
at regular hours and by the same per-
son each time. As soon as milkéd the
milk should be run through a separa-
tor. No one can afford the waste of
butter fat which results from the at-
tempt to get it by setting for the
oream to rise. The separator will take
the fat all out, and take it out in the
best possible condition, while setting

ed right in the churn in six minutes
and only needs to be taken out in its
tinished condition.

SEEDING DOWN PASTURES.

The seeding of pastures is too diffi-
cult a subject to be treated properly
in a short article, says a writer. If
pasture is wanted at once plow and har-
row the ground smooth, and then sow
rye and Timothy, crossing with clover
in the spring, The rye will furnish a
great deal of pasture in a very short
time, and besides it has a tendency to
keep down the weeds. If rye is pas-
tured close, until it begins to run up
seed stems, it will grow very fine and
the cattle will eat it down, so that

the milk for the cream to rise exposes
it until the milk is stale and the cream
is often in poor condition. The separa-
tor gives enough more butter to pay
for itself, and besides it enables one
to make better butter. It will add
about one cow in five under good con-
ditions for raising oream by setting,
and one in four where the conditions
are not so good. Then one should have
& power churn, either a combined churn
and worker, or a box churn and sep-
arate worker. A tread power run by
@& horse is an excellent power to run
the separator and churn, and the same
power will pump all water needed tor
stock and all other purposes, and it
will pump, separate and churn all at
once or any one or two of these things
at a time. It needs no attention ; sim-
ply lead in a horse, colt, bull or oth-
er animai, loosen the brake and the
machine will start and run with a uni-
form motion, as all modern powers have
speed egulators. Churning should be
done as often as twice a week, and the
cream fhould be kept sweet until there
is enough on hand for the churning ;
then it should be well mixed and all
ripened together. The best place 1
have found for holding oream.on the
farm is in a tank of water. Have {his
tank in a small building by a good well
and let all the water for stock pur-
poses run through this tank. The wa-
ter in the tank will be cool in summer
and will not freeze in winter. This is
beqause the water from a deep well is
uniform in temperature all the year,
and tends to equalize the temperature
in the tank. If the water is too warm

very few stems will mature seed. My
own plan is to plow’ the ground in the
fall, as deeply as the nature of the
soil will permit, say about five or six
inches, and then in the spring work
it until it is in good condition. I would
first raise two or three crops of corn.
Some sced a orop of small grain with
the corn but I prefer to plow up the
stubble and then sow winter wheat or
rye. In sowing Timothy do not sow
too early as there often comes a show-
er that will start the seed and, being
followed by warm, dry weather, it will
dry out and die. Follow this rotation
with clover in the spring ; cut off your
crop of grain, and you should then
have a good pasture. If it is desired
to make the rotation shorter, omit one
crop of corn and one of small grain,
and sow the rye and pasture it at once.
This will furnish a good crop of feed,
but should the season be wet, the cat-
tle will likely tramp up the ground
before it has had time to form a sod.

COVERING ENSILAGE. *

Prof. Robertson, in his annual report
says: “In filling a silo particular pains
should be taken to spread the ensilage
evenly over the surface; otherwise the
leaves and lighter parts may lie 1n
one place, and the stalks and ears in
another. The ensilage at the sidés
and corners of the silo should be trod-
den down as compactly as possible.
Then immediately after the silo is fill-
ed it should be covered with a layer of
four or six inches of cut straw, and
that by about eighteen inches or two

Bains. It may be said by some that
it will not pay to provide a separator,
power churn and other conveniences
.for a dairy of three or four cows. This
is doubtless true. And if is equally
true that it does mot pay to hother
with a dairy large or small that is
not provided with these modern con-
veniences. It is as much work to tend
to a three-cow dairy in the old way
as to tend to a fifteen-cow dairy in
the new way, leaving the milking out
of account. In other wards, it is as
much work to set the milk in small
pans, skim it, wash the pans, care for
the cream, churn it, work the butter,
etc., as to do the same for fifteen or
twenty cows with the help of machin-
ery. This is a very conservative state-
ment, and short of the truth if any-
thing, for it -takes as long, generally
longer, to churn six pounds of huf{er
in a dash churn or any other small
dairy churn as to churn sixty or seven-
ty pounds in a power churn, and it is
surely harder work to pound away
with a dash or turn a erank than it
is to let it revolve by power. The
working of a small mess in a  butter
bowl tales as long and is harder and
more disagreeable work than fto work
a large amount with a worker; or, if
a combined churn is used all that is
necessary is to pull the lever and the

These sometimes contaminate the sta-
ble and spread the belief that the feed-
Ing of ensilage imparts a flavor to the
milk. Such flavors get into the milk
through the atmosphere, and not
through the feeding of the cow.”

- THE LONDON STRIKE.

The negotations betweer the striking
émployes of the London Street Railway
and the company are now atan epd,
und President Everett and Vice-Presi-
dent Moore have returned to Cleveland.
The company agreed to all the demands
of the men, except that of higher wages.
The strikers asked 15 cents per hour.
The company offered 13 cenés per hour
for the first year, 14 for the second and
15 for the third. Updh that basis 67
men could go back at 15 cents, 7 at 14
cgnts, and the remainder at 18 cents.
The wages, Manager Carr affirms, are
higher than in any other Canadian city
of London’s size. The men, he says,
are asking the same rate of wé,g.es as
paid- in Torouto, where the earnings
are 60 per cent more per car mile than
in London. The company was willing
to agree that in case motorman and
conductors were dismissed, and it
should be found that they were not at
fault, they were to be restored to their
position with fu!l back pay. The union
clause as ratified by both parties, reads:
“That all future employes of the com-
pany shall have full liberty to affiliate
with any association or club, and shall
not be required to sign any document
to abridge this agreement.” The men
held out for higher wages and the
strike goes on.

The Police Magistrate and Justice of
the Peace at Goderich have given joint
judgement in the Cox shooting case,
holding that Cox was justified in shoot-
ing Beatty., The constable who pre-
ferred the charge refused to be bound
over tn prosecute at the Assizes, and
Mr. Cox is now free.

[tle gift sometimes, and rest assured
| that your thoughtfulness will be great-
. ly appreciated.
’ 5. ‘Keep together the ties of home
as long as you possibly can, because
death will sever them, quite soon en-
ough, and once broken, they can never
be united again. Let home be your
haven when entering the worid's busy
'arena, and you will never want a saf-
er or more welcome place of rest.

6. You cannot have more sincere
friends or better counsellors than
your parents. Their friendsh}p will
never desert you, and advice given by
them will always be disinterested, so
lay all your difficulties and troubles
before them. Many a person who has
chosen the downward path would have
been restrained by a mother’s sympa-
thetic advice, or by a father's timely
warning. :

7. If the ways of the old folks are
not quite up-to-date, and what you
would wish them to be, do not miake
any fuss, but bear with them. Reu.wgn-
ber that your parents have the habitd
and recollections of thirty or forty
| years ago, and, as a matter of fact,

Listen
to oconscience immediately, and fly
from the temptation to your haven of
safety—home.




SPATH IN THE PHILIPPINES,

"YER EXTORTIONS AND CRUELTIES
DESCRIBED BY A SPANIARD.
8rurces of Weyler’s Fortune—The Tax-Bur-
« deneil Natives—Blanco's Punishment of

A Whelesale Murderer -Tragedy of Br.

Rizal--Ducks’ Eggs Matched by Natives.

Dr. Pinto de Guimares, a Spaniard
and resident of Manila, prints in .the
Revue des Revues of Paris an nrtw‘le
on “The Spanish Reign of Terror in
the Philippines.” In it he says:

“No stranger can form any idea of
vexations, formalities and regulations
8¢ ruinous to private and public in-
terests as those which the Spanish of-
ficials have invented and put in force
/in the Philippines. These gentlemen
have but one object in life, to make
‘a8 large a-fortune as possible during
their terms of three or six years in
the archipelago and them return to
|Spain to escape the curses of the un-
,happy natives. The notorious Gen.
|Weyler was Governor-General of the
'Philippines for three years and was a
‘shining model of well-regulated econ-
omy. His annual pay was $40,000.
‘Out of this custom compelled -him to
/disburse large sums for his personal
expenses and to subscribe generou.sly
to various public works and charities.
Notwithstanding all these demands
upoa his purse this prudent Gengml
contrived to economize and deposited
in bank, at London and Paris, an
amount which his own compatriots es-
timated at from $2,500,000, to $3,000,-
000. The conduct of his successor, Des-
|pajol, gives a clue to the mystery of
‘the General’s economics. On the-day
of the arrival of this new Governor-
General at Manila one of the richest
Chinese merchants of the city offered
him a present of

$10,000 AS A TRIBUTE
of respect and esteem and was struck
in the face for his pains.

“The officers composing the central
Government at Manila are many .and
well paid. The islands are divided
into military, civil and mixed provin-
cial Governments. FEach is composed
of a Governor and a numerous
staff, all paid, from the revenue::x of
their Governorships. This system gives
mmple opportunity for fiscal malver-

# gion and oppression which fall upon
the unhappy natives. TUnder Sp'lms.h
law every inhabitant of the colony is
compelled to ocarry a personal card
which answers the purpose of a pass-
port. No one can travel without one.
Its cost varies from $2.50 to $25 and
/it must be renewed annually. Those
{who pay less than $3.50 are compelled
Ito give their personal labor to the
Government for fifteen days or pay an
additional tax of $7.50. As the daily
wages of workers ranges from 5 to 50
cents, the severity with which this
tax weighs upon the masses oan be
imagined.

“Throughout all the islands the tax-
€8 are uniform and innumerable.
Every native who keeps and fastensan
'animal for food is taxed; if he has a
‘horse or some cocounut trees he is
taxed for each. If he wishes to make
cocounut oil he is again taxed for the
privilege. 'There are taxes on weights
and measures, on stores and shops; a
tux on land, on all kinds of manufac-
lures and on alcoholic spirits. Native
tux collectors are made responsible for
the eolletcion of the total taxes in
their disiricts. At Siquijor forty-‘our
of these mnative functionaries were
exiled to Bohol after their houses,
lund and catile had been confiscated,
because they had not been able to
muke good the arrears due by their
fellow countrymen.

THIS IS THE PRICE
which the natives of the Philippines
pay for their Government on ‘Chrisy
tian principles.’

“And yet, owing to the marvellous
fertility of their soil, the oppressed,
tortured, ruined islanders manage to
exist. A primitive system of cultiva-
tion has produced, in one year, eight
millions of dollars’ worth of hemp, six
of sugar and four eof tobaccol Gold,
iron, copper and coal are found on the
islinds. The exaclions of Spanish
functionaries and the vexations of the
fiscal agents so hamper all foreign
merchants and those who come {0 en-
gage in business that they finally give
up the attempt to do any profitable
trading and leave the country.

“Such was the state of the colony
when as kuddenly asa flash of lightn-
ing, the insurrection of 1896 came. It
was the result of speeches made by
Spanish officers at an army reunion
and banquet, who then and there pro-
posed to ‘exterminate the savage na-
tives in their lairs,’ and declared that
‘they would give no qguarter,” but
slaughter these rascals to the last
man.” At first the insurgents were
checked by want of arms and supplies,
but the first detachment of Spanish
troops which opposed them were so few
and behaved in so cowardly a fashion
that they were easily cut to pieces,
ind the rebels secured several hund-
red rifles and thoucands of cartridges.

“The memory of the Death Hole at
Manila will never be effaced while the
present generation of natives and
their children live. The Death Hole
was a noisesome dungeon, built
in the foundations of the rampart, on
the River Pasig side of Manila, This
prison had been unused for more than
;100 years. It was half full of foul
water, the home of rats, snakes and
all kinds of vermin. One hundred
natives were shut in it. During the

night they were heard shrieking and
begging to be knocked on the head or
taken out. The Spanish Lieutenant in
charge, annoyed by their groans and
complaints, stopped up the only open-
ing by which fresh air could reach
them. {
ALL WERE FOUND DEAD
in the morning. Gen. Blanco, was
then Governor-General of the Philip-
pines. When he heard of this atrocity
he summoned the butcher Lieutenant
before him, and, after upbraiding him
for his cruelty, kicked him downstairs!
The General knew that if he had
court-martialled this officer the latter
would have been-acquitted.

‘“As shocking was the fate of Dr.
Rizal. This enthusiastic patriot was
an intelligent, learned man, who had
been educated in Spain and France.
For writing a book against Spanish op-
pression he was exiled to the island of
Dapitan. There he met a young wo-

man of Irish parentage, with whom
he fell in love. They were engag-
ed to be married when, on some pre-
text, the doctor was brought back to
Manila, sent to Madrid to be tried, and
from Madrid sent back to Manila. The
uhnappy girl to whom he was betroth-
ed tells the rest of the story: 7
"“‘Every one knew that Dr.  Rizal
was innocent. All that could be
brought against him was the publica-
tion of his book, and the Spanish of-
ficials who tried him had never even
read it. Nevertheless, he was con-
lemned to death. I then asked per-
mission to be married to him, and
they granted my request, thinking to
add to the horror of his martyrdom.
The marriage was celebrated by a
friar the same day on which he was
sentenced. I passed that whole night

on my knees in prayer before the pri-
son door which shut my husband from
me. When morning dawned the doc-
tor came ou surrounded by soldiers,
his hands und behind his back.
They took .1 in to the Luneta, the
fashionable jromenade of the city,
where all umilitary executions take
plice. The Lieutenant in command of
the firing pirty asked my husband
where he woulil prefer to be shot. He
[replied. “Through the heart.” “Im-
|possible.” gaid the Lieutenant. “Such a
fivor is granted only to men of rank.
(You will be shot in the back.” A mo-
ment after my husband was dead. The
soldiers shouted

“HURRAH FOR SPAIN,”

and I. “Hurrah for the Philippines
and death to Spain.” I asked for the
boly. It was refused me. Then 1
SBwore to avenge his death. I secured
a revolver and dagger and joined the
rebels. They gave me a Mauser rifle,
and the Philippines will be free.”

“An execution at the Luneta was
considered in the light of a spectacle.
[ It usually took place in the cool of the
fearly morning. . Hundreds of women
of the upper classes were present.
The spectators stood up in their car-
riages and drank champagne while
waiting for the appointed hour. When
the officer in command of the firing
party lowered his sword and the shois
rang out the women waved their
handkerchiefs and sunshades joyously.
The firing squads for these barbarons
executions were each made up of five
men placed about ten paces from the
condemned and were at first com-
posed of native troops. It was found,
however, that their sympathies were
with the insurgents: not wishing to
inflict mortal wounds on their fellow
countrymen they aimed at the arms or
legs of the victims, thus adding to the
hprror of these scenes. On one occa-
ston .thirteen men were led out to be
shot at the same time, all members of
4 secret revolutionary society called
the Catapanan. Not one of these un-
fortunates was killed at the first fire.
Most of them did not die until the
third or fourth round. When all was
over a military band played lively
airs.

‘After learning these facts no one
will be surprised at the manner in
which the natives have welcomed t{he
Success of the Americans. For  cen-
turies Spain has treated the natives of
these unfortunate islands with such
ferocity that she can never make
adequate atonement. The United
States may not annex Cuba, but she
will find ample compensation in tak-
Ing possession of the Philippines.”

In Dr. Guimares’s description of the
city of Munila one of its industries is
worth nothing.

“Ducks are very industrious in all
the islands, especially in that of Lu-
zon, where thousands of them are to
hbe seen disporting themselves in the
river Pasig. The eggs of these ducks
are not hatched by female ducks, but
by Tagal Indians, many of the males
making it their sole occupation. The
eggs are placed in large nests of wood
ashes and the Tagals sit on them for
hours. The banks of the river are
lined with these queer human incuba-
tors, who eat, drink, smoke and play
cards, but always hatoh out their set-
tings successfully without breaking an
egg. During the.last few years, arti-
ficial incubators have been introduced
'nd are now rivalling the picturesque
Indians in “ut in the interior
of the islan agils are preferred
because they (¢ t less.”

PEEPS INTO THE FUTURE.

Forecasts of Noted Men and What Became
of Them.

Just previous to the assassination of
the Fmpress of Austria the emperor
was heard repeatedly to remark, *I
fear something awful is about to trans-
pire. I wish the jubilee year were safe-
ly over.” This brings to mind other
insatnces of forecasts fulfilled, says
the London Mail. 2

Just over thirty years ago a visitor
to Edinburgh was being shown over
the High Court of Justiciary. He
made some remark concerning the dock
and its duties, and in reply the official
Jokingly said the visitor might one
day be sentenced to be hanged in that
very room. The sightseer was the no-
torious Dr. Pritchard; two years had
barely passed when in the dock he had
so closely inspected he was doomed to
death for poisoning his wife and moth-
er-in-law.

To many watchers of the political
weathercock the rapid rise of Mr.
Asquith to renown as a statesman was
little short of miraculous; to the late
home secretary himself, however, it
was but the natural outcome of his
own resolve. When a youth at the
city of London school he informed all
and sundry that he meant to take high
honors at Oxford, enter the house of
commons, and become an influential
member of the cabinet.

The Earl of Rosebery, go it is histor-
ically recorded, while passing his boy-
ish yearsat Eton, foretold that in the
coming years he would win the Der-
by, and more important still, be prime
minister. Both Lord Rosebery and
Mr. Asquith prophesied the things
whereof they knew.

A gentleman conceived the idea that
he would only live acertain time, so
he made a nice calculation of his for-
tune, which he so apportioned as to
last just the same period as he guessed
his life would extend to.

Strangely enough his calculations
came correct (o the letter, for he died
punctually at the time he had prev-
lously reckoned; ‘he had so far ex-
hausted his estate that, after his
debts had been discharged, a solitary
pair of slippers represented the entire
property he left.

His relatives buried him, and a re-
presentation of the slippers was carved
on the tomb; to-day in a churchyard at
Amsl_erdum his grave may be seen, the
only inscription on the stone being two
Flemmish words: *“Effen nyt,” i.e.,
“Exactly.”

The late George Moore came to Lon-
don from Cumberland a poor, friend-
lqss boy. He entered a great commer-
cial house, and from the beginning de-
clared he would eventually marry his
employer’s daughter and become his
employer’s partner. He accomplish-
ed both ambitions, became very weal-
thy and a man of whom his genera-
tion might well be proud.

When Warren Hastings was a lad his
great grief was that his family had lost
their paternal estate at Daylesford,
and he was constantly heard to say:
“I will buy it back.” ' He grew up to
make both history and a famous name,
and he died at Daylesford.

Among the many records of Harrow
school {s that of a boy, the son of a
poor looal tradesman in a very small
way of business. His schoolfellows of-
ten taunted him about his family pov-
erty; their thoughtless jeers, although
hurting his feelings, drew from the
lad the retort: “I intend before 1 die
to ride in a coach and four.”

The years slid by and lo and behold !
the - poverty-stricken youngster of
Harrow had developed into Dr. Parr,
the greatest scholar of his time, whose
customary and favorite means of lo-
comotion was a coach and four.

The seventh child of the German
emperor and empress is a daughter,
their six being sons. The house of
Hohenzollern has a tradition that in

one year three emperors of that house
will reign in Germany the third will
have seven sons and will bring ruin to
the nation as well as the empire to an
end.

This direful prophecy has seen the
fulfillment of its first part; whether
the arrival of a seventh son will bring
the calamities predicted the future will
