Interest in Possible Dev-
elopment of New
Methods.

Shipment Is Somewhat
Hindered by the Fall
of Snow,

The past week has been eventful in
Rossland by reason of the interest at-
taching to the possible solution of the'
problem of handling the low grade |
heavy iron ores of the camp proﬂtably.'
Investigation along these lines has|
been under way for some time, but lt]
is only recently that a solution seems
in sight, just as concentration was a
vexed question for several years until
two processes were adapted to local’
requirements, It is probable
something definite will mature shortly|
in connection with the treatment of
low grade iron ores, and this will be
another extremely important factor in,
promoting the future prosperity of the
camp. : i

The output is somewhat lighter than
for several wéeks past. The advent of
snow has had some effect in this di-
rection, various mines being compelled
to reduce their output pending the set-|
tling of the wagon roads. During the
latter end of the week, however, there
has just been sufficient frost to settle'
the roads nicely, and the present week
will see the Kootenay and Jumbo,|
both of which haul their products to|
the railroad, shipping again at normal.'
The snowfall has put an end to ship-
ping from the Le Roi dump for the)
present at least, and this will have'
the effect of cutting down the Le Rol
tonnage, although the production of
mine run ore is likely to be enhanced
somewhat.

At the concentrators matters are
progressing smoothly. The Le Rol
works have operated steadily through-"
out the week with most satisfactory
results, and the experience gained from |
day to day in concentration with the
reduction of costs is being turned to
practical use. The matter of a reduc-!
tion in the duty on oil for use in oil.
concentration is a vital problem, how-!
ever, and milling will not come to full
fruition  in the Rossland camp until
this economy in operating is effected.
When the importance of the question
is brought home to the Federal gov-
ernment it is reasonably safe to pre-
dict that the govermment will not op-
pose any barrier to the extension of a
branch of the mining industry that has/
great potentialities in the direction of
buiding up the industry and the coun-
try as a whole, The matter of placing
concentrating machinery on the free
list is on all fours with the ofl duty.!
The erection of mills would certa.lnly;
be stimulated substantially if mining
companies were relieved of the heavy !
burden of customs duties imposed by
the tariff regulations, although it is
well known in the mining industry
that the required machinery is not|
available from Canadian manutactor-"
fes,

No concentrates have as yet been
shipped from the Le Roi Two mill, the
product of the plant being stored for
the present in the bin constructed for
the purpose of the railroad. It is un-
derstood that the cencentrates milled
to date will be distributed at an early
date among the smelters of the dis-
trict to enable metallurgists to obtain |
an idea of the nature of the product|
from a metallurgical standpoint.

The next mine to join the shipping
list in the Rossland camp will probably
be the White Bear. The construction
of the spur from the railway to the ore
bins is proceeding steadily, and one
of the first uses to which the siding
will be put will be that of delivering
the new hoist and compressor plant
at the headworks now practically
completed. The mine will then be in
a position to ship ore, and it may be
expected that some steps will be taken
in this direction immediately upon the
completion of the enterprises now
Pending,

ped was a consignment of 100 tons. This
1ot netted the company $21 per ton after
paying $13 freight and treatment rates.
“The statement is further made that on
the strength of these results the mineé
mwas sold to the present owners, and that
+the mining operations were transferred
#o another portion of the property,
where considerable funds were expend-
«d. The company is said to have reached
the end of its tether before payable ore
/wvas encountered. In the new workings,
however, a considerable body of low
‘grade heavy iron ore was opened up,
and a process that would enable the
company to realize on this showing
would place the Iron Horse on an en-
tirely new basis, as it would the other
mines on the iron belt.

ROSSLAND’'S FIRE PROTECTION
SYSTEM MERITS LOWER
’ RATES.

FINAL APPEAL FOR RECOGNI-
TION FROM FIRE INSURANCE
UNDERWRITERS,

(From Saturday’s Dally.)

Mayor Dean is making a strenuous
effort to secure practical recognition
from the fire insurance companies of
the city’s improvements in respect to
fire protection. In this he will have
the support of the entire community,
the sentiment that insurance rates are
excessive being widespread. The hope
that something may be accomplished
is founded in part upon a statement
from Charles R. Gilbert, secretary of
the Mainland Fire Underwriters’ as-
sociation, as follows: “Will rest final
action in this matter until your engi-
neer’s report upon the connection with
the Le Rol system has been sent me,
and after a full understanding of the!
work which has been done will write
you fully on the same.”

The report referred to by Mr. Gil-
bert is: now in his hands, together with
complete plans of the entire water
system and the new Le Rol connec-
tion. In addition his worship has
summed up the entire situation in
Rossland and enumerated all the ad-
vantages which the Golden City pos-
sesses in the way of improving the
local fire risk. When compiled the list
is formidable, and it is really surpris-
ing to figure out all that has been
done here in the direction of providing
against destructive conflagrations.
Part of Mayor Dean’s list is as fol-
lows:

A fire chief hard to beat; a brigade
of six fully paid men; a waterworks
department man quartered in fire hall
to turn in reserves; one 80-gallon chem-
ical engine carrying 500 feet of hose;
one hose wagon carrying 1000 feet of
hose; one hook and ladder truck with
reaching capacity of 65 feet and extra
ladders ranging from 12 to 35 feet;
two extinguishers, five gallon Bab-
cock; two hand hose reels and houses
for same; 4700 feet of hose.

One of the best fire halls on the Pa-
cific coast, -finely situated, having re-
gard to centrality and topography;
59-10 miles of water mains from 10
inches to 4 inches diameter; 4 miles of
water mains less than 4 inches in dia-
meter; 37 hydrants; 23 alarm boxes.

Three reservoirs (exclusive of one at
dam), two always reserved for fire with
a capacity of 360,000 gallons, one in
use for current supply 140,000 gallons;
total capacity half a million gallons;
also the duplicate water supply from
the flumes of the Le Roi and Le Roi
No. 2.

Emergency auxiliary facilities in ad-
dition to above, consisting of volun-
teered assistance of three mining
companies with their equipments of
one well drilled fire brigade; one Un-
derwriters’ pump, capaecity 1000 gal-
fons a minute, with a combined hose
length of 2760 feet, all standard and
interchangeable with our own; 73 new
chimneys have been built this *year
in premises formerly using stovepipes,
replacing them. The city is well sup-
plied with electric lights, which are
used almost exclusively. Amongst
our citizens we have a number of for-
mer firemen, who are ready and will-
ing to assist, and whom the council
willingly pay, in addition to zealous
citizens.

Touching on the betterments during
the present year Mayor Dean points
out that tanks have been recalked,
4422 feet of mains, large and small, laid
new hydrants, alarm boxes and fire
hall apparatus of minor importance.

The prime feature of the year's work,
however, was the Le Roi connection,
the importance of which has already
been detailed in The Miner.

In concluding his appeal, Mayor
Dean makes the following climax:

HE POSSIBILITIES OF RADIUM.

The marvelous properties of radium
are now being investigated by scien-
tists in all countries. Their expectation
seems to be that experiments with the
mew chemical element will develop more
startling results than any yet reached.

M. Curie, who, led by his wife’s en-
thusiasm, first discovered radium and
succeeded in separating it from pitch-
blende, states in an interview in Me-
Clure’s magagine for November many
interesting facts developed by his later
experiments. He tells us that the mere
presence of a minute quantity of radium
in close proximity to animals will cause
gheir death. A number of caged mice
all died within fifteen days after a few
grains of radium were suspended in a
tlnyglautubeabovethemxetor.three
days. The result of similar experiments
with plants was the same; they all
died.

M. Danyez is quoted as saying that
all forms of life would be destroyed if
<xposed to the influence of radium in
sufficient quantities, He has no doubt
what “a kilogramme of radium would
ba sufficient to destroy the population

its influence.” In view of its lethal
power it is perhaps as well that the
one-eigth of a gramme of radium used
in’ experiments by the scientist George
F. Kunz at the American Museum of
Natural History is stated to have cost
$274, which is at the rate of $64,800 per
troy ounce.

Extremely interesting is M. Curie's
further discovery that a solution of
radium gives a violet or brownish tint
to a glass vessel containing it, this
tint being permanent unles the glass be
Leated red-hot—a  fact likely to prove
of importance in the eoloring of glass
and crystals and possibly gems. By
rodium also genuine diamonds may be

causes real stones to burst into a bril-
liant phosphorescence when it is brought
near to them in a dark room, while
false stones make no such response.
Frederick Soddy, a Canadian investi-
gator, is convinced that from radium a
gas can be devéloped of great efficiency
in the treatment of consumption. Prof.
Crookes, of England, declares that a
very minute quéntity of bromide of ra-
dium will kill the most malignant dis-
ease garms. And these are but a few
of the hinted possibilities which the
erperimentation with radiom, still in
its infancy, has furnished.

WESTERN CANADA AND
CHAMBERLAIN'S PLAN.
There can be no question that West-
ern Canada stands to benefit if Mr.
Chamberiain’s proposals are put into
effect. Fuller reports of Rhis several
speeches on the subject show that he
proposes to impose a duty, not ex-
ceeding two shillings per quarter, on
foreign corn, (wheat, oats and bar-
ley); a corresponding tax on flour; no
duty at all on Indian corn, and a duty
of about five per cent on foreign
meats (excluding bacon) and dairy
produce. From these duties colonial
products would be exempt and colo-
nial fruits and wines would alsc be
given a substantial preference.

An advantage over foreign competi-
tors of five per cent in meat products
(except baecon) would mean to our
ranchers What the preference on grain
would mean to our grain farmers, and
every farmer with stock to sell would
benefit also and there would be great
encouragement to sell more stock. The
benefits to Western Canada would be
immense, and these benefits would be
secured, according to Mr. Chamber-
lain’s plan, at no sacrifice to the Brit-
ish consumer. It can be shown how
it is the wisest policy for Britain to
| encourage increased production in the
colonies, from the standpoint of lower
prices alone. But Mr. Chamberlain
would lessen the present duty on tea,
coffee, cocoa and sugar, to an amount
equal to the new duties ke would im-
pose, so that the British consumer
could not even suffer any immediate
and temporary burden.

THE POSTOFFICE AS A COLLECT-
‘IN'G AGENCY.

An effort is being made to induce
postal authorities, to adopt a scheme
for utilizing the machinery of the post-
offices as agencies for delivering par-
cels and collecting the account there-
for, when marked C. O. D. The British
postmaster-general has been inter-
viewed on this subject, but he appears
to see insuperable objections to the
plan. It appears to be in use in Egypt
and some -other places. The idea is
for storekeepers to hand over to post-
masters parcels marked C. O. D, with
the amount to be paid for them mark-
ed thereon. Such parcels would be
registered at the receiving postoffice,
and the postman, on delivering them,
would collect this amount, receipt of
which would then be advised to the re-
celving office, and handed over to the
sender, on his paying & commission
for the service. It was suggested that
the insurance compenies might also
send renewal receipts, to be collected
by the postoffice.

With the ex-
pansion of the business, demand is
greater for those poesessing talent, and
no class of business offers as rare oppor
tunity for advancement as does that of
mining, as mining no longer is a ro-
mantic dream.
Hxaggeration is not needed in min-
ing, for if a prospector has a property
that is developed and shows value and
possesses virtue, the truth about ‘his
ledge is sufficient. Capital will find
the commercial worth, as talent of a
high order is employed to make exam-
fnations. A prospector may delude him-
self into thinking that his riches run
into billions, but the cold mathematical
problem of & trained expert whemn ap-
plied to the property will bring the
real conditions into prominence. Hence
it becomes necessary for owners to dev-
elop to a greater depth, as this is what
the intelligent investor demands.

Labor cost may
change, freight and smelter charges
may alter, copper, silver and lead prices
vary, supplies fluctuate in price, floods
and fires and cares may come. All
these are risks.

Geographically one may say that the
chances are an ore body will continue.
But no one can accurately say what its
value will be. In mining there is a
profit of 300 per cent, with 35 per cent
failures; while manufacturing ranges
from 10 to 25 per cent profit, with fail-
ures of 85 per cent.

Low grade properties are the best
money makers. They necessitate large
capital for operating, but they are sure.
Investors are looking for properties »i
this kind and not for mines carrying
narrow seams of high grade ore. Low
grade mines, as a rule, are more satis-
factory and yield, in the aggregate,
much larger returns.

As a
result he was convinced that the
Chinaman is probably the best com-
mercial business men in’the world, and
that there existed on the other side »f
the Paeific a market for the necessi-
ties of life. The Chinese are a nation
who do business on remarkably small
margins and who have reduced living
on small wages to a science. At ths
same time, the Chinaman spends &
larger proportion of his wages for food
than is the case with the average wage
earner of other nationalities.

These are reasons which prompted
Mr. Hill to order bhis two 28,000-ton
freighters, the first of which will 3o
icto eommission for the Pacific trade
next February. Other nations are al-
resdy in the Orient market and are
jealous of the encroachments. of others:

PROSPECTS

Different Schemes For
Serving the South-
west District.

The Present Status of
the Coast-Kootenay
Project.

.

The present status of the Coast-
Kootenay railway sll:nationv is  inter-
esting and not entirely unsatisfactory.
There is a growing impression among
the well informed that the Southern
Okanagan and West Yale districts will
see considerable railway construction
accomplished within the next twelve
months.

There is a crying need for a through
line from Midway to the Coast, and
thete are several different outfits an-
xious to undertake the work of con-
struction, but considerable double-
dealing is being attempted behind the
Scenes, and desperate attempts are be-
ing made to gouge out of the Domin-
fon as well as the provincial govern-
ment the fattest kind of fat subsidies.

MIDWAY-VERNON ROAD.

The Midway and Vernon company,
which is generally supposed to be an
offshoot of the C. P, R., has secured
a Dominion grant of more than $6000
per mile, and there is no doubt that
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy has already
arranged for the financing of the road
sufficent to complete it ready for op-
eration. The road will follow the cast
shore of Okanagan lake from Vernon
to Kelowna and then cross the divide
and proceed to Midway along the west
fork of the Kettle river. ' An effort
will probably be made to get an ad-
ditional subsidy for this line from ‘the
B. C. legislature at its forthcoming
session, and it is said that Premier
McBride is only too willing to do the
bidding of the C. P. R. and grant sev-
eral thousand dollars per mile, but as
he cannot trust some of his supporters
who have qualms about granting un-
necessary subsidies, he may be expect-
ed to balk. The road, however, will
be built in any event and with as lit-
tle delay as possible.

COAST TO KOOTENAY.

The Vernon-Midway line is far frem
being a Coast-Kootenay road, and it
will be found very inadequate for the
needs of Southern and Southwestern
Yale; in fact, it will be of no benefit
to any point west of Okanagan lake.
Then there is the lower Fraser valley
to be considered. Chilliwack and the
broad, fertile strétches along the south
shore of the Fraser are without any
transportation facilities worth men-
tioning. Nothing short of a railway
through this district from the coast
to the southern interior will be of any
use to the farmers and lumbermen
thereabouts. A Coast-Kootenay rail-
way extending as far eastward as
Midway would traverse the richest
country in Southwestern British Co-
lumbia, and, in a comparatively short
time, become the most profitable line
in Western Canada.

V., V. & E. AND THE McLEANS.

At present there are two separate
concerns that talk of building a Coast-
Kootenay railway. One is the Van-
couver, Victoria & Kastern company,
and the other is an outfit nominally
known as the McLean Brothers. Each
Is supposed to be a bitter rival of the
other, and both are supposed to have
their origin in Vancouver. The V., V.

COMING TO THE

PIONEER OF COUNTRY TELLS OF

Everything points to marked activity
mplaeetminm‘mthePendD'Oteﬂk
river next spring. Last summer wit-
ressed greater advances than had been
wade for many years previously, but it
temains for the approaching year te
demonstrate the merit of the larger un-
dertakings now under way. Interesting
iformation anent the section is given
by A. E. Churches, a pioneer mining
man and rancher of Pend D’Oreille,

who is in the city for a couple of davs
on business.

The principal venture in the placer
flelds is owned by an American syn-
.dicate under the direction of A. P. Rose,
The concern owns two leases commenc-
ing about a mile above the junction of
the Salmon with the Pend D’Oreille.
The leases were acquired last summar
and considerable time was devoted to
a thorough inspection of the claims.
Mr. Rose’s plan is to divert the river
into an old channel and work the gravel
in the present bed. This will entail an
cxpenditure of $5,000, but it is expected
that the outlay will be reimbursed out
of the proceeds of the gravel removed
in the course of the work. Thereafter
‘extensive work will be done, accomma-
dation- being already provided for a
sirong force of men.

An Oregon company owns ground on
both sides of the international bound-
ary line, and will operate extensively
in the spring. In August last their hy-
draulic was started and the run lasted
for several months. The amount of
the clean-up is not divulged, but it is
runderstood in the section that the re-
sults were satisfactory. One difficulty
the company encountered was that the
colors proved to be exceedingly fine and
difficult to save in the sluice boxes. An
effort will be made to overcome this
difficulty when operations are resumed
br passing the tailings over plates,
which are now being manufactured at
the coast.

Just at the forks of the Salmon and
Pend D'Oreille James White and asso-
ciates are operating several claims. One
of these was originally the property of
Mr. Churches, and in one run of 31 days
he cleaned up $400, so that the ground is
rich. Since he disposed of his. interests
the present owners have discovered even
richer ground than that on which Mr.
CLurches made his clean-up.

The Pend D’Oreille was originally
‘worked by the California “forty-niners”
headed for Cariboo, and in the fifteen
miles between the mouth of the Salmon
and the junction of the Pend D’Oreflle
there are acres of ground worked over
by the pioneers. Since that time the
gravel dejosits along the river have been
worked almost eontinuously in a small
way by “snipers.” All of the men made
a living easily, and now that operations
on a larger scale are to be inaugurated
it is expected that the section will come
to the front prominently.

After abandoning mining Mr. Church-
e3 turned his attention to ranching and
now has a small herd of cattle ranging

for agriculture on any scale, but the
oren winter makes stock-raising prof-
Jjtable. 'The snowfall is rarely sufficient
to prevent the cattle ranging throughout
the winter, and the succulent 'grasses
or. the hillsides make admirable feed.

Mr. Churches has a coungar story for
which he vouches. It relates the ex-
periences of Maurice Charboneaux, a
well known rancher, who ran across a
bunch of six cougar kittens on the wagon
road one afternoon and promptly lasoo-
ed one of the youngsters. The impris-
oned cougar promptly started a row
that brought the mother and then the
male cougar to. the spot. Charboneaux
had no rifle and was afraid to run. 1In
the pinch he resorted to rocks, and his
first missle struck the female cougar
behind the ear, stunning it. With other
stonés he drove the balance of the ani-
mals off the road, and returned home
with the kitten which he first slew.
The scalp netted him $7.50 bounty at
the Nelson government office.

PREY OF T
FLAMES

Empey Block and Adja-
cent Buildings Gut-
ted by Fire.

Considerable Loss Caused
to the Stocks of
Five Firms.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Rossland was visited by a disastrous
fire at an early hour this morning. The
flames were barely subdued as The
Miner went to press, and it {s difficult
to estimate the loss. It is probable
that 315,000 to $20,000 will hardly re-
pair the damage. The buildings dam-
aged were those occupted by Thomas
Embleton, grocer; Empey Bros., cloth-
ing and furnishings; Petch & Schwar-
tzenhauer, bakers; Daniel & Arthur,
painters and paper-hangers, and T. R.
Morrow, druggist.

Empey Bros. will be the heaviest
losers. Their stock is perishable and
was valued at $15,000 to $18,000, with
about $6,000 insurance. Tons of wa-
ter was poured through the ceiling of
the store, heavily damaging the con-
tents. In addition the firm owned the
west half of the damaged block, which
increases their loss.

The first alarm was turned in about

at the rear of Daniel & Arthur's prem-
ises, and after a short but stiff fight
it was subdued. Daniel & Arthur's
stock of paints and paper was valued
at $3500, with $2000 insurance. The
goods were badly damaged by fire and
water, and in the fire that followed a
complete loss was suffered.

In company with the proprieors of
the store the chief of the department
made a careful survey of the premises,
deciding that the blaze was completaly
extinguished. Twenty minutes or half
an hour was spent on the scene after
the water was turned off, and it was
about 1 o’clock when the last firemsn
left the scene. Apparently the fire
had not been completely subdued, as
the sequel demonstrated.

About 2:45 o’clock a main came out
of the Clifton saloon and saw flames
bursting from the rear of Petch £
Schwartzenhauer’s bakeshop, adjoin-
ing Daniel & Arthurs premises.  An
dlarm was turned in, and the brigaide
replied smartly. J

The buildings were of light wood,
however, and the fire seemed to have
secured a good hold, for the flames
swept through the upper story of the
block over Empey Bros.” and Emble-
ton’s stores in five minutes. No breeze
was blowing, but the flames speedily
created their own draft, and spread
with incredible fierceness. Three lines
of hose were Iald, and all the streams
were applied where most effective work
could be done.

The nature of the structures was
such that the fire had excellent play,
and it was some moments before the
heavy streams of water seemed to be
doing their work. As the blaze was
subdued in one quarter it broke out in
another, and for a time it seemed as
if the entire block was doomed. Hun-
dreds of volunteers rushed to the as-
sistance of the firemen and rendered
exceedingly useful service.

Finally the fire died down before the
efforts of the fire-fighters, and at 3:45,
approximately an hour after the fire
was discovered for the second time, it
was entirely over.

THE DAMAGE.

As stated, Messrs. Empey Bros. will
be ‘the heaviest logers. The firm had
stocked heavily for the winter trade,
and its insurance was less than half
the value of the goods. Inasmuch as
the principal damage to the stock was
by water it is probable that a consid-
erable portion of the goods in many
dines represent an asset, although con-
sidetably less than the original value.

Thomas Embleton’s stock of grocer-
ies was thoroughly soaked from end to
end of the premises, and the damage
here will be considerable. It is believ-
ed at the time of writing that $2900
will not cover Mr. Embleton’s loss.

Petch & Schwartzenhauer will 1ot be
heavy losers. Most of the goods in
the store were taken out before the
water had hopelessly damaged them.
A hundred dollars should cover this,

T. R. Morrow’s stock was damaged
more or less by water.

Empey Bros.’ lose heavily through the
.practical destruction of the block in
which their store is situated. The own-
ers of the adjoining block, occupied by
Daniel & Arthur and the Home Bakery,
will lose heavily, inasmuch as the prem-
ises eannot possibly be repaired. The
loss will not be less than $2,000. It is
understood that W. M. Newton, of Lon-
don, owns this building.

The total insurance carried is probably
less than $10,000. The block was rated

The foregoing is a summary of Sat-
urday morning’s fire on Columbia ave-
nue, the second really serious conflag-
ration in Rossland in a decade. An
examination of the devastated prem-
ises and a knowledge of the trying
weather conditions existing at the time
of the fire make it appear remarkable
that the damage was not greater; in
fact, that the whole section west of
the Windsor hotel as far as Spokane
street did not go up in smoke. In esti-
mating the loss the figures as to Em-
pey Bros.’ loss may be somewhat ex-
cessive, The firm carried from $15,000
to $18,000 worth of goods and the en-
tire contents of the premises were
soaked through and through in the de-
luge of water used in extinguishing
the flames. A few: doliars’ - worth of
8oods was carried out of the building,
but these were already damaged by
water, and the snow falling heavily
completed their ruin, so that the sal-
vage amounted to nothing. Until the
appraisers have gone through the
stock thoroughly it will be possible to
glve the damage only approximately.

Alderman Embleton was open : for
business early yesterday morning. The
perishable portion of his stock, which
included practically everything not
enclosed in cans, was soaked, and the
total damage may aggregate $1000 by
the timeé’'the appraisers are completely
through” the stock. Meantime the firm
is doing business, and work will be
started tomorrow on a new roof for the
premises.

Empey Bros.’ plans ‘as to resuming
business will not be determined until
the appraisers have completed their
work.
