London, Aug. 18.—The Daily News 
has received from Aneurin Williams, 
M.P., a copy of a letter from Con­
stantinople dated July 13, further des­
cribing the terrible plight of Armen­
ians in Turkey.

“We now kn6w with certainty from 
a reliable source that Armenians have 
been deported in a body from' all 
towns and villages to the desert reg­
ions south of Alop. Refugees will 
have to traverse on foot a distance re­
quiring marches of from one to two 

more months. We learn be­
sides that the roads and Euphrates 
River are strewn with corpses oi 
exiles, and those who survive are 
doomed to certain death, since they’ll 
find neither house, work nor food in 
the desert. It is a plan to extermin­
ate the whole Armenian nation.

countries of obligatory arbitration, the 
suppression of secret diplomacy and 
of the burdens of armament may 
arise the possibility of a federation of 
nations, assuring to all peoples the 
right to dispose freely of themselves 
and safeguarding the independence of 
all nationalities.”

With the object of affirming the 
above point of view, the conference 
urgently invited all organized work­
men to accept the proposal of Ameri­
can labor organizations to hold an 
international congress at the time and 
place fixed upon by international dip­
lomats for the establishment of peace 
terms.
