Commentaiy —L Elijah’s sacrifice pre-
pared (ve. 30-35). 30. Come near—He
will have them eye-witnesses of all he
does, and witnesses to what God will do.
Jbsus did nothing in a corner, so neither
the servants of God need do anything in
secret.—Pentecost. Repaired the altar—

. Built in Israel’s carlier and happier days,
but thrown down by Jezebel. This Eli-
joh restored and consecrated anew. “A
hint to builders of sanctuaries. A type
of the certain restoration of the true
and the downfall of the false.”—Gray.
31. Twelve stones—This was an act show-
ing that the twelve tribes were really
one people and had one God in common.
8o God’s true church is one. Israel....
thy name—ILsrael signifies a prince who
prevails with God. There are two ve-
cords of the bestowal of this mmme on
Jacob. See Gen, xxxii. 28; xxxv. 2-10.

32. In the name, etc.—"By the author-
ity and for the glory.of Jehovah” A
trench—To catch the water poured over
the sacrifice, and intensify the effect of
this solemn object-lesson. — Hurlbut.
Measures of seed — Literally, “as the
space of two seahs of seed.” The seah is
estimated as containing from one and a
half to three gallons. There is a differ-
ence of opinion as to the size of the
trench. Terry is probably nearer correct
in supposing the wilole trench held three
gallans.

33. Wood in order—He obeyed all the
injunctions of the law with respect to
the offering of a burnt sacrifice (Lev. i.
6-8). He thus publicly taught that the
ordinances of the law were binding upon
the kingdom of Israel.—Hom. Com. Bar-
rels—Common jars still used in the east
for carrying water, containing from
three to five gallons apiece.—\Whedon.

- PRACTICAL SURVEY.

The judgments of God are resting
heavily upon the erring nation, and be-
fore there can be any relief the people
must be taught to repent and reform.
“Deserters must not look for God’s favor
until they return to their allegiance.”

A ringing call to decision is given;
halting, or limping, between two oppo-
site faiths must cease. If the Lord be
God, then His reasonable requirement is
to follow Him; if, on the other hand, the
world, or Baal, or the flesh, or the devil
is to be God, then follow them. No
really satisfactory religious experience
can be reached until onc comes to the
end of their wavering. A settled pur-
pose is mecessary to satisfaction and
success even in following Satan. Divi-
sion of attention, service and allegiance
between two masters is ever fruitful of
trouble to one who.attempts it.

A fair test is given. In fact, advan-
tage is given the prophets of Baal, for
the Lord can give His enemies all the
advantages and then easilv defeat them.
Ahab seems ready to obey the prophet’s
orders to gather Isruel together at
Mount Carmel for the test, but, per-
haps, not so much expecting to be
obliged to acknowledge God as to see
if Elijah will not produce the much-
desired rain. As for the phophet, he
seems far less intent on proving who
is the real woubler of Israel than he is
to show that Jehovauw, and not Baal, is
truly God. “Three years and a half
of famine would mot bring them back
to God. Elijah will convince their judg-
ment, and, no doubt, by special warrant
and direction, he put the controversy
between God and Baal upon a public
trial.”

The prayer of Elijah, after the pro-
phets of DBaal had done all the ycould
and failed, is simple and brief. Two
things in particular are asked for, that
God would let be known that He is God,
and that it also be made clear that
Elijah is God’s servant, and is, and has
been, acting under divine directions. He
desires that the people be fully con-
vinced of Baal’s false claims and of
God’s authority and power. One may be
. perfectly sincere and yet mot right. If
men wish to have their own way with
the elements, or to make God’s power
further their own private ends, is it
strange if he declines to hear them?”

“The God that answereth by fire.”
“It i3 observable that no mention is
made of rain. \We might have expect-
ed that after the long drouth that this
would be the test. DBut that could not
be promised until the Lord had first been
recognized as Gcd;” “he that can give
fire, can give rain.” Elijah’s repairing
and building the altar would teach us
that there must be a proper recogni-
tion and observance of the law. The
people are asked to draw near, every-
thing is in readiness. the soaking pile
awaits the falling fire, and promptly at
the close of the prophet’s prayer it
comes, so completely consuming sacri-
fice, wood, stones, dust and even the
water, that the astonished multitude is
convinced, and falling on their faces ex-
claim, ““The Lord he is the God, the
Lord he is the God.

“The king had gone down with the
crowd to Kishon. ~ Curiosity had per-
haps impelled him to witness the slaugh-
ter which he was powerless to prevent.”
Elijah tells him to get up, eat and
drink, for there is a sound of abundance
of rain, while he hastens back to Mount
Carmel, the scene of his recent victory,
and, flinging himself upon the ground
in an attitude of deep abstraction, he
sends his servant as a lookout to watch
while he prays. Seven times the ser-
vant makes the short journey to his
master, when the announcement of the
appearance of the little cloud is made
to him. . The secret of Elijah's great
power was in the fact that “the hand
of the Lord was on him.”—Lanson H.
Mulholand.

BIG FIRE AT VICTORIA,

Albion Iron Works and Forty Houses
Burned, With a Loss of $200,000.
Victoria, B. C.. Aug. 15—The most

destructive fire in the history of the

city broke out at the Albion iron works
this afternoon shortiy after 4 o’clock,
and swept over a considerable part of
the morthwest portion, wiping out  a
whole block of Tesidences, and causing

damage nggr(‘g:ﬂ'ing between  $150,000
and $200,000. The fire started in the
pattern room of the Albion iron works,
and, fanned by the heavy wind, de-
stroyved the storeroom and other build-
ings of the establishment. It then dart-
ed a~ross. the street and caught the
vards of the Shawinican Lake Lumber
Company, which, however, was quickly
extinguished. Sparks set fire to the re-
sidences farther up town, and a large
number were soon burning simuliane-
ously. While the fire in the Aibion
iron works continued to burn furiously
on one side, not far away a row of three
houses was ablaze, while several hun-
dred yards distant more rows of resi-
dences were being rapidly destroyed.

Fortunately the progress of the fire
was arrested by large fields directly in
its path, and, taking advantage of this,
the firemen gradually got it under con-
trol.

Outside of the buildings on the Allim
iron works and Shawinigan Lgke Lum-
ber Company’s properties, it is estimated
that about 1orty structures were de-
stroyed. The heaviest individual loser
is the Albion iron works. which suffered
{he loss of a number of engines and
other machinery. ‘Li.eve was po loss of
life.

“MANIFESTO IN CZAR'S DESK.

Revelutionary | Socialists  Threaten to
Remove All Obstacles.

Tondon, Aug. 15.—A despatch to the
AMorning Post from Berlin says an ap-
parently trustworthy authority reports
that after the Czar returned to the pal-
ace at Peterhof, after the funeral of M.
von Plehve, Minister of the Interior, he
found in his writing desk a manifesto
of the revolutionary Socialist party, set-
ting forth the reasons for the assassin-
ation of M. von Plehve. It declared that
the party, in accordance with a resolu-
tion of its Executive Committee, wonld
continue to remove all obstacles and
persons opposed to the liberation of the
Russian people.

The Czar handed the mamf:sto o M,

Muravieff, Minister of Justice, instruct-
ing him to discover how 1t was deposited
lin the palace. The incident led to the

dismissal of Gen. Messe, the police com-
mandant.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 12, 215 p. m.—A
son and heir to the Russian throne has
been born. The Empress and the child
are doing well.

IN THIBET'S CAPITAL.
British Troops Parade Lhassa’s Streets
for First Time in History.

Lhassa, Aug. ..—Yesterday for the
first time in history, British troops
marched through the streets of Lhassa,
the occaston being a ceremonial visit
of Col. Younghusband, the civil commis-
sioner accompanying the British expedi-
tion, to the Chinese Amban. The troops,
when en route to the city, passed at the
foot of the Dalai Lama’s great palace on
Mount Potala, three miles west of
Lhassa ,and through the fields to the
outskirts of the city. Then they passed
through the Chinese quarter, which was
swarming with pigs, and entered the
city proper. The Amban’s smart guard
of honor received Col. Younghusband,
who had an hour’s interview with the
Chinese representative. The Amban la-
mented the clannish ignorance and low
cunning displayed by the Thibetans in
their foreign dealings.

On jts return to the camp the mission
passed the great cathedral, or “The
Palace of the Gods.” The streets were
filthy. Reports still vary as to the
whereabouts of the Dalai Lama and M.
Dorjeieff, his Russian adviser.

The people displayed the greatest
curiosity to see the British, swarming
the side streets and climbing on roofs
to get a better view. To-day there were
400 Lhassaites outside the camp, and
they did an enormous trade, selling vege-
tables, sweets and sugar.

The chiefs to-day objected to a pro-
posal that the British occupy the Sum-
mer palace, alleging that it is the same
as @ temple. This statement, however,
is not believed to be true. The ques-
tion is in abeyance. The chiefs promise
that the national assembly will ap-
point delegates to megotiate with the
British, and that their acts will be fully
binding upon the Dalai Lama and the
people.  They say that the Dalai Lama
went into seclusion a year ago for
three years, fearing - disturbances, and
that he has now gone on a pilgrimage
for the remainder of the period, leaving
the seals of office behind, so ‘that a
binding treaty ecah be fixed.

NAVAL STRENGTH.

An Interesting Statement by Lord Sel-
borne to the Lords.

°

London, Aug. 15.—Replying to criti-
cism of the naval expenditure in the
House of Lords to-day, Lord Selborne,
First Lord of the Admiralty, warmly
defended the outlay He said it as
more important now than ever before
{hat British battleships especially should
be of the largest and best iype.

Referring to submarine boats, Lord
Selborne said their value for defensive
purposes had been abundantly proval.
They were a_great addition to the na-
tional strength. Te did not believe
submarine boats had reached their limit
of improvement or usefulne:s.

The lessons from the war in the far
cast, he continued, were the importance
of the persmmel, the mecessity of hav-
ing a margin of strength, and the fact
that without battleships no power could
hold or win command of the sea.

Lord Selborne said the offer of Lord
Goschen, made when he was First Lord
of the Admiralty, that if other nations
would agree to diminish their rate of
shipbuilding, Great Britain would not be
slow to join the movement, had ret
been withdrawn, but the conditions now
were more complicated. A few vears
ago it would have sufficed if France and
and Great Britain and IFrance —must
Great Dritain had agrveed to dimi
their shipbuilding. but now there were
almost half a dozen great naval powers,
consider the expenditure of other pow-
crs. The two-power standard was con-
venient as regards battleships, but kad
never had its application to cruisers or
torpedo boats.

Continuing, Tord Selborne, referring
o the mnewspaper comparisons of the
&unnor\' and strength of the Germin
Vessels which recently had visitzd I'ng-
land, poiated out that the German sLips
carried eighteen six-inch guns, compnred
with twelve on the ships of the Dritish
Channel squadron. but the British shirs
carried 10-inch., 12-inch and 13 1anch
guns, while there was not a sinzle gun
on the German visiting fleet with a eali-
bre over 9.4 inch.

’ WEST AFRICAN CANNIBALS.

i e
They Cultivate Their Fields, But Plough
i Fully Armed.

| An interesting story is told by th2
commissicners, who have been engaged
for the last eighteen months in fixing
the Anglo-German frontiers in West
Afriea, between the town of Yolo and
Lake Tchad.

The region traversed is little known
owing to the hostility of thé tribes. The
Fulani villagers were found quite friend-
ly, but beyond Lau, a large town on the
Bernu, there lay a mountainous region
inhabited by pagans, who in many cases

_were cannibals.

‘They were found to be a most indus-
tricus people, who cultivated their
fields with a good deal of method. In
most cases, says Reuter, they were prac-
tically naked, but were always armed.
i _ven when at work in the fields plough-
"ing they carried a full kit of spears,
shields and poisoned arrows.

‘the arrows are much dreaded, for
{hey are tipped with a deadly poison ex-
tracted from vegetables and' from dead
bodies. This is carvied in small bottles,
and when fresh it proves fatal in a few
minutes.

These people are adeptis at game
stalking, and disguise themselves as
birds and animals in order to approach
their pre:.

They are smaller than the Fulani, be-
ing often quite dwarfish, and they live
in flimsv grass huts perched in indeces-
gible nooks among the mountains.

At Kuoka the sheikh of British Bornu
rode out to greet Col. Jackson at. the
head of 300 horsemen and a large unm-
ber of men on foot. He was accompanied
! by a Land and dancing girls.

His prople carried enormous spears,
and scme wore old armour, while the
horses were caparisoned with housings
like those of the crusaders.

ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY

Issues Message Regarding Coming Visit
to Canada and United States.

London, Aug. 15—The Mose Rev.
Dr. Randall Thomas Davidson, Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, lias issued a mes-
sage to the clery and laity anneunc-
ing his forthcoming visit to the United
States to attend the general conven-
tion of the Protestant Xpiscopal Church
of the United States and Canada,
which will be ueld in Boston on Oct.
20. The message says that for the last
two months information has been com-
ing in steadily concerning the gain which
competent men in the United States
and Great DBritain opine is likely to fol-
low the visit of the Archbishop to the
United States. The Arehbishop says he
will-dlse wisit a,few of the great Cam-
dian eentres, which ‘will entail his ab-
cence for two months. The journey. he
adds. is undertaken in the belief that
it wiu nromote closer amity in the com-
mon work of the Church in the two
countries, and will strengthen the Church
in combating the evils which are rife
both in Great Pritain and the United
States.

THE IMPERIAL NNAVY.

Some Views Regzarding Contributions of
Colonies Towards It.

London, Aug. 15.—The Rand  Daily Mall
of Johannesburg, says that in the matter of
Imperial defence the colonies have already
begun to realize that the annual contribu-~
tion of a few thousand sovereigns or tons of
coal is a paltry return for the blessings res
ceived. An all-powerful navy is the bulwark
of the empire and Imperial South  Africa
will never grudge its contribution to that
bulwark.

A member of the Royal Statistical Soclety,
writing to the News, after giving figures,
says if an equal proportion of expenditure
were contributed to the Imperial navy the
colonies and India would have to pay £20,~
000,000 o year’ to .the United Kingdom, but
it the contribution were made proportionate
to the trade the Imperial navy protects it
would be #£12,000,000 only. In return for
such contribution the colonies and India
would be entitled to take part in the govern-
ment of the empire.

MILL FEEDE

neading cofoals and By-~Pro-
ducts—Their Use and Value.

A leading Nova Scotia farmer points
out that the average man buys the dif-
ferent kinds of mill feeds without know-
ing the grade he is buying, the value of
ench, or the kind of the stock to which
it should be fed. Some brief motes on
the more common feeds are all that a
newspaper article will allow,

Wheat.—Wheat is a suitable feed for
ali of live stock, if fed with iudg-l
ment. ~Shrunken and damaged wheat can
; be fed to advantage, as it may be neulyl

or quite equal to the best grain for
this purpose. For fattening stock, wheat
is considered worth about 10 per ecent.
less thin corn. The by-products of
wl_!elt in common use are bran, shorts,
middlings and low grade flour. Bran is
recognized as one of the very best feeds
for dairy cows and sheep, and for horses
rit 8 hma work. On acount of its
coarse and fibrous nature, it is admira-
Lly adapted for mixing with corn, peas,
oud other Lighly concentrated feeds, but
for the same#eason it is not suited for
feeding in large quantities to hard-work-
ed horses or vourg pigs. The distinction
between sheris and middlings is not al-
ways clearly marked, although the for-
mer is supposed to be re-ground bran,
| and the latter the finer particles of bran
' with some flour included. The poorer
grades of shorts often contain the
sweepings and dirt of the mill, and are
| mot ‘satisfactory for feeding. Middlings
are especially useful for feeding pigs,
along with skim milk or corn. The
lowest grade of flour, frequently known'
as “red dog,” usually contains the germs
of the wheat, and on account of its high
protein and fat contents is a valuable
feed for cows, hard-worked horses and
growing pigs. The better sorts of low
grade flour are similar in composition
to the best grades and cannot be fed at
a profit. .

Corn.—Corn is the best of all the cer-
eals for fattening stock. It is used very
largely in the manufacture of starch,
glucose, beer, spirits, etc., and conse-
quently has a long list of by-products. In

TUNNELING THE HUDSON RIVER.

Subterranean Wonder Rivals the Mam-
moth Cave of Kentucky.

Residents of New York City who are

accustomed to believe that all the won-
ders of the world are inclyded within
the boundaries of Greater New York
will find in the huge new shaft leading
down to the Pennsylvania Railroad tun-
pel under the Hudson a subterranean
wonder rivalling the Mammoth cave or he
undergroznd mysteries of Luray avern ?
This shate, suak at the outer edge of
the “tenderloin,” at Eleventh avenue
and Thirty-second street, descends for
65 feet through solid rock, and at this
level forms the point of departure for
the twin tunnels under the Hudson.

To the visitor who peers nervously
over the mouth of this great opening, 60
feet long and 40 feet broad, and sees
faint lights flashing below or hears con-
fused murmurs of underground activity,
this pit seems to resemble an entrance to
Plutonian regions rather than the com-
monplace creation of engineers, planned
to furnish an entrance to the mew tun-
nel. To the more daring who tempt for-
tune by descending the narrow wooden
steps that,lead vaguely down into the
damp, darkness below the experience is
worth the semblance of danger incident
to making it. Half way down the stair-
way turns, and here is the boundary be-
tween the upper and lower world. At
this point the mouth of the great shaft
resembles strikingly the open dome of
the Pantheon at Rome; beyond and be-
neath the journey is made in ever-in-
creasing darknesa.

But at the foot of the shaft imagina-
tion and sentiment end. Here the visitor
meets the practical and sees the hand of
the engineer. Straight before him as ‘¢
reaches the bottom level are two ragged
arches, hewn in solid stone, and througn
them two narrow gauge tracks vanish
into darkness, carrying tiny cars laden
with rock blasted 200 feet beyond, for
the work has already marched this far
toward the Jersey shore. These rough
arches, smoothed and lined, will one day
make the passageway , for the great
tubes. Already the engineers are at work
preparing to equip the shaft with eleva-
tors, and within a short time material
and workmen alike will be lowered and
raised, and the wooden steps will lose
their usefulness.

Straight across the river, mot. more
than a mile away, is another shaft, iden-
tical in general character with that at
Eleventh avenue and  Thirty-second
street. On that side of the river also the
two tubes have been started, and for a
few feet the work has gone under the
solid rcck. These two shafts are the
lungs of the tunnels. Through these the
hundreds of workmen will breathe. Some
months hence the workmen descending
through these shafts, one in Manhattan,
one in Weehawken; will meet far under
the Hudson, and then the tunnels will be
completed.

is removed; and the remainder of the
grain is sold under the name of gluten
feed, which is wel suited for dairy cows
and fatening stock. Gluten meal is glut-
en feed without the hulls and germs of the
corn,and is very rich in protein and fat.
I: is a capital feed for dairy cows, but
on acount of its concentrated nature,
should be mixed with bran or oats. Corn
germ is very rich in protein and oil;
after the oil is pressed out the residue is
known as corn oil meal or corn oil cake,
also a valuable feed. Corn bran is rela
tively low in feeding value. There are
numerous other “corn feeds” on the mar-
ket, but they vary greatly in composition
and value, and should be bought only un-
der a guaranteed analysis.

Oots.—The feeding value of oats is well
known. Oat hulls, oat dust, and oat feed
or shorts are the chief by-products of
this grain. Oat hulls are of little value
for feed, but ae often mixed with ‘corn
meal, etc., and the mixture sold as
ground oats. Oat dust consists chiefly of
the minute hairs removed from the ker-
nel in the preparation of oatmeal.

It has a fair feeding value, especially if
broken kernels are present, and there is
not too much mill sweepings. 'Oat shorts
or oat food varies greatly in composi-
tion, although the better grades show a
feeding value similar to that of oatmeal.
/Barley—Barley is a first class feed for

igs and dairy cows. The by-products,

rewers’ grains and malt sprouts, are
largely fed in some sections. Brewers’
grains are simply barley from which thé
dextrin and sugar have been extracted.
The wet grains are not desirable.for gen-
eral use, but the dried grains are easily
kept and are rich in protein and fat;rank-
ing with bran and oil meal as a feed for
dairy cows. Malt sprouts are a cheap
and excellent feed for cows, but they are
not greatly relished, and orly two or
three pounds a day can be fed.

Peas—Peas are very rich in protein,
and are among the best feeds for grow-
ing animals, dairy cows and pigs.” Pea
meal is too concentrated to be fed alone.
There are no by-products in general use.

0il Cake—Oil cake or oil meal is a by-
product of the manufacture of linseed
oil.' It is a very rich and healthful feed,
particularly for fattening “Zattle =and
sheep. Its high protein contents makes
it valuable for feeding in moderate
quantities to dairy cows, along with
corn silage.

Oottonseed Meal—Cottonseed meal is
a by-product in making cottonseed oil.
It is richest of all the concentrates, but
varies greatly in quality. It is not suit-
ableé for pigs [r calves. Good cottonseed
meal, which is 2 bright lemon-yellow in
color and has a fresh, pleasant taste,
may be profitably fed in reasonable
quantity, if combined with other feeds.
Not more than three or four pounds
daily should be fed to dairy cows. Yours

FATTENING CHICKENS.

Feeding in Crates — The Best
Rations.

In order to have the chickens
plump and well fitted for market
when they are at the most profit-
able age, they should be placed in
the fattening crates when they are
three months old. It is not meant
by this that chickens cannot be fat-
ted profitably when they are more
than three months old Suitable
market chickens of any age will
show galus in the crates. In se-
leeting chickens for fattening, those
should be fatted that have a good
coustinution, denoted by short,
strorg beak, head wide between the
eyes, lively appearance and that
are of nredium size, and are of a broad
square shape, with' short, straight
legs set well apartc.

LEgupment for Fattening.—In fat-
tening chickens for market, it is ad-
visabie to use the fattening crates
recommended by the Poultry Divi-
sion, Ottawa. If only a small num-
ber of chickens are to be fatted,pack=
ing boxes of suitable dimensions can
bo adapted for' the purpose. The open
top of the box ghould become the
bottom of the crate, and one side
should be removed from the front.
Laths should be pailed up and down
the troat and also lengthwayse of the
erate to form the floor. The laths |
are placed the same distane apart ;
as recommended in the construction |

of ‘the fattening crate. A board'
should be loosened in the top of the
crate to remove the ghickens from,
° s
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and a feed trough arranged in fromt.
A sh:gl:g board and shipping boxes
are required. - :

8. Two parts ground oats, two
parts ground buckwheat, one part

{ground meal should be mixed to
a thin porridge with sour milk or
buttermilk. On the average, 10 pounis
of meal require from 15 to 17 pounds
of sour ekim milk. A’ small quantity
of salt should be added to the mash.

‘When sufficient skim milk or but-
termilk cannot be obtained for mix-
ing mashes, a quantity of animal and
raw, vegetable food should be added
to the fattening ration. i

The chickens should remain in the
fattening crates for a period of 24
days, more or less depending on the
condition of the bird. Before they are
are placed In the crates they should
be ‘well dusted with sulphur to kill
the lice. They should be again sul+
phured three days before they are
killed, Vv i
The First Week.—It is necessary to
feed the chickens lightly the first
week they are in the crates. A
smali quantity “of the fattening food
should be spread along the troughs,
and as this is eaten more food
added, but not as much as the chick-
ens would consume. The food should
be given three times a day, ahd af-
ter feeding the troughs should be
cleaned and turned over. The chick-
ens should receive fresh water twice
a day, and grit two or three times
a week while in the crates.

The second week.—The chickens
should b2 given twice a day as much
food ps they will eat. Hall an hour
after feeding the feed troughe
should be cleaned and turned over.

The Last Ten Days—At the come
mencement of this period one pound
of tallow a day. should be ndded to
the mashes for every seventy chicke
ens. The quantity of tallow should
be gradually ircreased, so that Ast
the latter part of the period One
pound of tallow is fed to 50 chick-
ens. ‘The chickens should receive
the fattening food twice a day.

It
is true, adventurous mariners who
had friends at eourt were enabled to
make voyugez to the Atlantic Coast
of this continent. From England
came Sebastian Cabot, John Cabot's
son. Several years later came Ver-
razzano from France. In 1584 Jac-
ques Cartier began his voyage from
St. Malo. Fishermen and fur trad-
ers kept up some connection with

. this side of the Atlantic, but the era |

of colonization did not begin till the |
opening of the 17th century. i

Chauvin had made three unsuccess- |
ful attempts to establish the fur |
trade at Tadousac, wWhere the Sag- |
uenay empties into the Lower St. |
Lawrence. The Winters proved too |
severe for him. When he died Aymar |
de Chastes, who had fought against '
the League and won the friendship of |
Henri IV., obtained from that King |
a monopoly of the North American
fur trade. He formed a company, to
which were admitted thé principal
merchants of the West ports, who
had been associated with Chauvin, or
had engaged in the fur trade on their
own account. Samuel de Champlain
had just returned from the West In- |
dies. A place on the expedition was
offered to him by his friend de Chas-
tes. To Pontgrave, who had been at |
Tadousac with Chauvin in 1600, was )
given the command. But de Chastes
was not destined to be more success- |
ful than his predecessor. Pontgrave
and Champlain went to the St. Law-
rence in 1603. The commercial re-
sults were disappointing, and whén
the first mews they
heard was that de Chastes was dead.

Pierre du Guast, Sieur de Monts,
Gentleman-in-Ordinary of the King's
Chamber, and Governor of Pons, suc- !
ceeded to the monopoly held by de !
Chastes. His patent gave him pow-
er to colonize Acadia, a region de- |
fined as extending from the 40th to
the 46th degree of north latitude. i
Over this vast extent of continent he |
had vice-regal powers. He preserved |
de Chestes’ old company. To obtain :
gettlers for his projected colony he
was authorized to impress idlers and !
tramps, and many & vagabond was
forced on onme or other of the two
vessels with which De Monts put to
sea in 1604. Catholic priests and
Huguenot ministers took passage
with them. Baron de Poutrincourt
and other noblemen accompanied De
Monts, Pontgrave and Champlain.
De Monts sailed from Havre de Grace
on April 7, 1604. Pontgrave, in com~
mand of the second vessel, followed a
few days later. Between the Oal-
vinist ministers and the Catholic
clergy on board there was much con-
troversy and some fighting. So, at
all events, we are told by Cham-
plain, who has left an account of this
voyage, and of the subsequent ex-
plorations and attempts at settle-
ment.

Like Pontgrave and Champlain, De
Monts had some experience of the
St. Lawrence. He had been with
Chauvin at Tadousac, and the hard-
ships suffered at that place warned
him away from it. He steered fur-
ther south, hoping to find there &
milder region. His first landing place
was what is now called Liverpool
harbor, on the south-east coast of
Nova Scotia. He was joined further
down the coast by Pontgrave, who
had seized four Basque fur traders
found trespassing. '1“:1 southern
shore of Nova Scotis rounded,
and the exploration of the y of
Fundy was begun.

STRIPPING OLD QUEBEC.
Ce———
Antique Household Utensils Are Fast Dls-
appearing From the Province.

Aatiquity is fast becoming one of
the chief gods of the ancient city of
Quebec, but it is a sad thing to ob-
serve that reverence for the rem-
nants of bygone days usually settles
on how much an article will repre-
sent in gold. An old copper kettle,
in which the hammer-beats and the
brazing of the early blacksmith can
be readily detected is , not
so much as a sample of a changing
art and oftentimes marvellous skill,
but as something worth more in the
curiosity shop than in the junk shop.
Happily, however, there is something
to induce a preservation of these
things, even'if eventually the Tarest
specimens find a way intg/ foreign

or the h / wealthy
tourists. Old brass, old per, old
pewter, old earthenw these are
the things that—are being gathered
in, and it is safe to say that within
a very few years the Dominion will
be stripped of the unappreciated
homely relics that Canadians . should
prize next, almost, to their nation-
ality. The day of the grease dip, the
candle pan, the old brass snuffers,
the huge brass knockers, the log fire-
place, the iron crane, the
kettle, is gone, but from musty gar-
rets and century-old kitchens the evi-
dences of an earlier civilization are
being brought to light. Now the
beaten metal that decorated the liv-
ing room a hundred years ago finds
an honored place in the best parlors.

The big search for curiosities in the
Province of Quebec began three eor
four years ago, encouraged purely as
a commercial undertaking by wealthy
tourists passing through the ancient
capital. Huge hand-made cauldrons
of brass or copper, that had been re-
garded as so. much scrap, splendidly

' modelled brass demijohns and kettles

slipped |

of all sizes and shapes,
through the fingers of the original
and unappreciative owners and pass-
ed over to those who really should
prize them least. An old metal ket-
tle, dented and covered with verdi-

ris and smut, is a very different |

thing from the old metal kettle, burn-
jshed and sparkling, showing the
marks of a rude yet artful craft, and
giving evidence of its years in the

apparent methods of its production. |
So articles picked up by the gather- .
placed |

ers for 25 cents are cleaned,
in a shop window and marked three
or five or ten dollars, as the case
may be. Very rare specimens, of
course, sell for more or less, accord-
ing to the knowledge of the persons
who handle them.

Being of itself an attraction for
tourists, the city of Quebec has be-
come a distributing point for curi-
osities. Numerous shops have been
established for the purpose, and dur-
ing the summer season places for the
sale of this ware appear with little
more accommodation than the ordi-

nary candy stand. Every shop of any

consequence: maintains a stafl of col-
lectors, Wwho scour the countryside
for their stock-in-trade. Jt ds becom-

ing more and more Tehit " all the
time to get the goods. because the
owners are awaliening to the fact
that they hold something to which a
gentimental valuc is attached. The
quest for brass and copper has given
way in a measure to a search for the
products of old English or ‘‘habit-
ant’’ potteries long out of existence.
Old delft is in good demand, and a
dealer will ask ten dollurs for an
odd platter or two dollars for a wil-
low-patterned plate with the same
grace as the baker asks five cents
for a small loaf. A connoisseur may
pay five or fifty dollars for a rare
piece, according to his taste and
means, and oftentimes accorgding to
the impression he makes on the sell-
er. The dealers in antiquities here es-
timate the style of _their patrons
with great skill, and their prices
fluctuate accordingly. As a rule -the
stuff does not cost them much, so the
price depends on the

and it is the boast of one dealer that
clocks having no claims of antiquity
or unigueness, and fit only for kindl-
ing wood, sell readily to American
visitors for five dollars each.

All nature seemed to blend its beauties
with the inspired and comforting words
of Holy Writ from the burial service,
which were read by the Rev. Mr.
Lindsay as the remains were borne
to and laid away in the grave, near
those of his loved ones gone before, in
the spot once occupied by the chancel
of the old church, u fit place for one
who worked so faithfully and effectual-
ly in the church of God, to await the
joys of the resurrection morning.

grounds, all of which received his per-
sonal attention in every detail.

He was in Cardioal but a  few

months when he was called upon to
mourn the loss of his eldest child, Lot-
tie, a bright little girl 14 years of age,
who died of cerebral spinal meningitis.
A few years later his son, Arthur, was
stricken with tuberculosis and died.
Shortly afterwards his oldest son, Wil-
liam, contracted the same disease and
passed away, to be followed a few
months later by the youngest and only
smviving son, Sydney.
Sorrow stricken and heart broken,
in 1900 he was removed to Westport,
where he did good work and was much
appreciasted. In 1902 he was appointed
to the parish of Leeds Rear, where be
was doing an excellent work. His
health failed last Easter, and he grad-
ually sank until the eveniug of Thurs-
day, July 14th, when the silver cord
was loosed, the golden bowl was brok-
en, and the spirit took its flight. On
the morning ot July 16th the funeral
service was conducted at Lyndhurst by
Rev. Rural Dean Dobbs, of St. Paul’s
Church, Brockville, assisted by & num-
ber of neighboring clergy, six of whom
acted as bearers. A memorial service
was held at Cardinal on the evening of
the same day, Rev. J. E Lindsay offic-
iating.

Minority Shareholders’ Rights.

To . the minority stockholders of the
Hamilton, Grimsby & Beamsville Elec-
tric Railway, who have objected to the
method of the transfer of that concern
to Grand Trunk control, a paragraph
from the Wall Street Journal will be of
interest. It deals with the rights of min-
ority shareholders. The paragraph in
question reads:

The decision by Justice Greenbaum,
of the Supreme Court in the suit of
Walter S. Johnston against the Norfolk
& Southern Railway contained the fol-
lowing clause:

“The courts will not enjoin the carry-
ing out of a business policy conceived
in good faith, even though it may be
probable that such policy will prove to
have been upwise, but, if it is apparenw
that the scheme of the majority of the
stockholders is founded upon a plan to
oppress the minority of the stockholders
or to operate as a fraud wupon their,
and not to further the interests of the
corporation, but to accomplish unfair
advantages and benefits to those in con-
trol, then the Court of Equity will
promptly use its power to restrain the
accomplishment of such iniquity.”

This decision was notable as-being an

. action by a court of law to prevent the

carrying out of a business policy adopt-
ed by men in control of a corporation,
but which was opposed by a minority
of the stockholders, * .* * The only ef-
fective protection for minority stock-
holders is in publicity. The majonity
must rule.

YAYING OFF 10,000 HANDS.
A Big Task Done Weekly in Twenty
Minutes,

In & town which contains the chief
plant of one of the biggest manufactur-
ing corporations of the counmtry, every
Friday at 8 a. m., a policeman emerges
from the door of a bank closely guard-
ing three men who cross the sidewalk
enter a carriage with bulky packages,
and are driven rapidly away. When
the office of the corporation is reached,
three or four workmen come forward
and help the men in the carriage to car-
ry the packages to the paymaster’s de-
partment. ‘There they dump bills, sil-
ver dollars, halves, quarters and cents
to the amount of $120,000 upon one of
the tables.

Then every one gets busy.

1t is 8.16 o’clocK by the big office clock,
and that great pile of mixed money muat
be counted and verified to the last cent,
and then be distributed into 10,000 en-
velopes in amouxts of wide variation;
and this goust be accomplished by tw>
o’clock.

Coats and waistcoats are thrown asd?
ghirt sleeves rolled up, and sixtean
clerks jump to their places knowing thut
the next six hours will demand a close-
nesss of attention and nimbleness of ac-
tion rarely called for in ordinary bus:-
ness.

There are four polished tables, each
accomodating four clerks. The pay-
master, who holds a memorandum of the
contents of each of the money packages,
throws a heavy bag of coin on the table.
Instantly it is untied and eight hands
pull piles of coin towards them, and
the counting begins.

At the other tables more coins or bills
of various denominations are being
counted. As each bag or package 13
completed, the paymasier heaves a sigi
of relief. ‘The first stretch is passed;
the amount is correct,and they can now
get to the real work of the day.

In front of the first man at each tablg
are placed a piis of bills, with sma.l
change, and a tray coniaining rows of
pay envelopes. The hands in this fac-
tory are all numbered, and the envel-
opes bear on the outside the printed
number and the amount due to that
man.

The computation of these amounts has
occupied a force of two dozen or more
clerks the whole preceding week. Muci
of the factory work is done by the
piece, which entails an immense amount
of work in collating and figuring.

Two days before pay day checks are
distributed to the hands, showing the
amounts due to each, and any error, if
promptly reported, is corrected the same
day.

To return to the tables. The first
man at each of these seizes an envelope,
rgpidly counts out the money it calls
for and passes both to his right-hand
neighbor, who in turn counts it and
passes it to the next man. He also
counts it and passes it on to the fourth
man, who packs it into the envelope.
Thus each amount is counted thrce
times, and the possibility of error al-
most eliminated.

Silently and swiftly the sixteen men
rush the work along with an occasion-
2l brief pause to test u coin or pass a
doubtful bill over to the chief for inspec-
tion, while now and then comes a sharp
call for “More fives!” or “Nickles here!”

Gradually the great piles of money di-
minish and the trays of fllled envelopes

nile up until at 2 or 2.30 a howl of re-
i lief, a stretching of tired arms, and the
'st::lmping of cramped feet proclaim the
+ end.

Quick work. this. Four men have
i counted out 10,000 pay amounts in five
hours. That means nearly ten each
{ minute, and the amounts vary from &2
jor $3 to $20 and $25, and call for all
kinds of change.

But the paymaster is mnot through
{ work yet. He has much yet to do, and
not a superfluous minute to do it in.

Hastily munching a sandwich, he
: counts over the. money left, and thus
verifies the correctness of the amounts
{ put up. If there’s an error, his trou-

bles have just begun; but it is a re-
: markable fact that in five years, during
: which the sum of more than $20,000,000
‘ has been paid out in wages, only once
has a recount been required.

Finding the account correct, he pro-
‘ cecds to make any reduction which may
be necessary—purchases made by work-
men, trustee writs and asignments, to
no-money-down concerns have to be tak-
en care of—and with much groaning of
‘ spirit he calls an assistant to take ouf
the required envelopes and help him to
mark the deductions on them, and again
make the proper change.

It is 4 o’clock by the time thiz is
straightened out, and preparations must
at once be made for the final distribn-
' tion of the pay. There are sixteen pay
stations at various points in this great
plant, and the pay envelopes must be
properly deposited in heavy tin boxes
for transportation to these stations. A
clerk is in charge of each box, and 1t
is now his duty to count the number c1
envelopes it contains, and give a ve-
ceipt to ti:e paymaster.

At a quarter of 6 when sharp and
clear rings the paymasters ~ voice,
“Ready, boys !” the voys scize their hats
and a heavy tramping is heard in the
corridor, a score of stalwart “lumpers”
troop in, and as the paymaster calls
out “Factory A,” “Factory B,” and so on,
the box for each station is picked un
and carried off by a “lumper,” followed
by the proper pay clerk and an assisi-
ant. As the last box leaves the office
the paymaster drops into a chair. He
can have a twenty minutes breathing
spell now, the first for ten solid hours
of interse care.

The pay stations are simply boxes
built at convenient points, large en-
ough for the clerk, and containing a
broad shelf for his money trays. A
{ wire grating surrounds him, with an op-
eninz through which e San pass out
the envelopes.

Unlocking his box. he arranges the
contents on the shelf and his assistant
stations himself just outside the open-
ing. Already the men have begun to
Jine up, and as the harsh screech of the

and the line has struck its gait tke work
progressés so rapidly that the men do
not halt in their progress. It becomes
a steady stream of men walking past the
station at a fair gait, and a steady
stream of money pasing into their hands
without error and without mischance. \

The largest number of hands paid at
any one station falls a little short of
eight hundred, and within twenty min-
utes from the time the first check s
taken up the last man is paid, and the
clerks are starting back to the office.
Here they count over the checks they
have received, add to thém the envelopes
they have not, for any cause, paid out,
get the paymaster’s initials to the last
count, and at 6.30 all are out of the
office, after a day of systematic expedi-
eion which would be a recorder breaker
if it was not of regular weekly occur-
rence.

There are many plunts of modern con-
struction, the writer having the refrig-
erating machinery of a large brewery in
mind, where the capacity has been dou-
bled by machinery which utilizes the
exhaust steam of the old-time refriger-
ating engines. The heating plant of the
new Savoy hotel, on the Strand, London,
is an example of what can be done in
this direction. The-steani exhaust of the
engines furnishing power for the electric
lighting and elevator service is made to
do all the heating of the building, this
being the usual practice nowadays in of-
fice %)uildings. The air circulated by the
power fans in winter time is also heated
by being made to pass over steam coils
containing the exhaust steam. Most of
the cooking is also” done by means of
exhaust steam, including grillers, hot
closets, coffee urns, hot milk urns and
like the paradoxical satyr of the first
reader, in addition to doing all the heat-
ing of the establishment, the waste
steam is also utilized in the refrigerat-
ing plant.

The country is extremely rugged, and
the Russians found it impossible to em-
plov their cavalry to advantage. They
suffered considerably in approaching the
Japanese position.

Under a murderous infantry fire it
was impossible at times to advance
retreat, and an attempt to dislodge the
enemy seemed hopeless. Finally the
Cossacks charged on foot with the sabre
and carried the position. The Japanese
fled towards Saimatsza. The Russians
remained in the position which had
been occupied by the Japanese.

NOT YET SATISFIED.

Russia’s Action Does Not Meet Great
Britain’s Views,

A London cable: Great Britain is
dissatisfied with Russia’s avtitude in the
case of the British steamer Knight Com-
mander, and continues to press the lat-
ter to maRe substantial modifications of
the list of articles regarded as contra-
band. Count Benckendorff, the Russian
Ambassador, called at the Foreign Office
yesterday afternoon and conferred for
an hour with Foreign Secretary Lans-
downe, the latter bringing up the ques-
tion of the changes which should be
made in the Russian regulations to make
them acceptable to the commercial na-
tions, besides pointing out the inadvis-
ability of declaing food, fuel and cloth-
ing contraband under all circumstances,
Lord Lansdowne dwelt on the sweeping
character of Russia’s proclamation, one
provision of which, after specifying var-
ious goods as contraband, closed witk
the word. “etcetera,” which, Lord Lans-
downe pointed out, can include' anything
and everything the Rus=an authorities
desire. As this is a serious restriction
on neutral shipping, Lord Lansdownpe ig-
sisted that the régulations should not
contain generalities of that kind. 1In
reply Lord Lansdowne was assured that
Russia had no desire to unnecessarily
hamper local shipping, but she cannot af-
ford to permit Japan to receive supplies
which would fucilitate her military op ¢-
ations. Russia was prepared to modity
her regulations, providing Great Britain
on her part would accept them and
bind herself to observe them in future
wars in which she is involved. Lord
Lansdowne is now considering how far
in this direction he can go 'without cre-
ating regulations embarrussing to Great
Britain. The latter does not wish to
take action which might possibly serious-
ly hamper the British navy.

HOW THEY VIEW IT.

Londen Papers Think the Sortie Indi-
cates tke Fall of Port Arthur.

A London ecable: The afternoon
papers here, while admitting that the
result of the engagement off Port Ar-
thur is not clear, generally interpret the
conflicting reports from Tokio and Che
Foo as meaning that the bulk of the Ru:-
sian. squadron at Port Arthur. made a
sortie in the hope of.'escaping, it that
only the torpedo-boat destroyer Ryeshi-
telny, which reached Che Foo, suceaeded]
in getting away, and that the captain of
the Ryeshitelny believed that the rest
of the squadron would be equally sue-
cessful.

CONTROL OF EGYPT. e

The Powers Consent to Supremacy of”
Britain in That Country.

London, Aug. 15.—Barl Percy, the Under
Foreign Secretary in the House of Commons
yesterday announced that Germany, Austria
and Italy, as well as Russia, had given as-
sent to the Egyptian clauses of the Anglo-
French agreement, and had undertaken not
to obstruct British action in Egypt by ask-
ing that a limit of time should be fixed for
the British occupation, or in any other man-
ner obstructing her action. =

Great Britain, in return, had given assur-
ances that they would receive the most-
favored-nation treatment for their comerce
for thirty years, had promised to respect
their treaty rights in Egypt, to give their
schools the same liberties as heretofore, and
to allow the oficials of those nationalities in
the Egyptian service the same advantages as
enjoyed by British subjects.

An interesting and bulky blue book was
issued by the Foreign Office this afternoon.
It contains the report of Sir Wiliam Garstin,
Under Secretary for Public Works in Egypt,
upon the basins of the Upper Nile, and a
despatch from Lord Cromer, the British Min-
ister and Consul-General in Egypt, which
says the irrigation and railroad schemes sug-
gested by Sir Willlam Garstin represent am
estimated expenditure of about $107,000,000,
of which about $65,000,000 will be used in the
development of the Soudan, and about $40,-
000,000 in the development of Egypt. The
whole irigation plan is based broadly on
utilizing the White Nile for the benefit of
Egypt and the Blue Nile for the benefit of
the Soudan.

Lord Cromer says that the carrying out
of the greater portion of the programme may
be postponed for the present, but about $27,-
000,000 should be utilized at an early date im
canals for Egypt, in raising the Assouan
dam, in the completion of the Saukim-Ber-
ber Railroad, and in other developments of
the country which will largely increase the
revenue from taxes. .

FIGHTING IN ARMENIA.

Revolutionists Kill Several Hundred
Turkish Soldiers.

London, Aug. 15,—The Tabriss, Persia, cor-
respondent of the London Daily News in a
despatch, dated Aug. 6, says: ““On July 13,
a band of Armenian revolutionists appeared
at OQutchkilissa. Turkish soldiers and Kurds,
finding an excuse attacked the villages of
Qutchkilissa, Koomlouboujak, Goughan, Kar-
abazar and Sayto, bytchering men and out-
raging wemen.

‘“Two large Armenian bands marching te
Sassoun to help the insurgent leader, Ant-
ranik, attacked the garrisons.at Mossunzry
and Gouichag fcr revenge on July 25. At
dawn bombs were thrown into these places
killing many, and severe fighting ensued. A
majority of the soldiers were killed and the
garrisons resembled graveyards. One band
forced a way through the Kurdish tribes to-
ward Arjess. The number of soldiers killed
amountcd to several hundreds.”

CLOTHING STRIKE ON.

The Open Shop QuestionCause
of Struggle in Chicago.

Chicago, Aug. 15.—Trimmers, cutters,
bushelmen and examiners employed by
fourteen clothing manufacturers, Chi-
cago, members of the National Clothiers’
Exchange, struck to-day. It was esti-
mated that 600 men quit work. An of-
ficial of a large clothing house said that
if the strike continues within a short
time 10,000 tailors will be out of employ-
ment because of the lack of supply with
which to work. »

ers intended to run on the “open shop”
