THE BRISTOL MARKET.

While Danish  butter had been sup-
olied in other eentres for a few years,
Bristol consumers were only beginning
to know wuch about it. During this
very season of 1888 it was being skilfully
“boomed” aud it was being sold very
largely The Daui'h  butter supplied a
somewhat exacting dewavd, the less
particular demand beivg supplied, of
course, by the indifferent qualities of
butter and by margarine. ItJs ncedl ss
to say that there was no “booming” of
Canadian batter! [t did not compete
for the more exacting dewand, but ran
its cha ces agaivst—margarine.! And
even then, a8 we are about to see, iu the
cffective phrascology of the day, it fre-
quently “'got ieft.”” What I learncd in
Bristol was through the means of inter
views with importeys, And here 1 desire
to say UL votwithstanding our repeated
fatlures to  satisly their  wveeds with our
butter supply, and sven the severe losses
to some of them, due to that failure, the
firms visited did oou show any unkindly
disposition tawards Cavada. On the
contrary, there was a friendly feeling
manifested , aud an evident wish that our
desire and hopes to improve - might be
realized. Doubtless onc ¢xplanation of
the fricndlivess is the continued profita-
ble connectior with Canada 1o the cheese
tradc—zo far-reaching and vainuble a-e
the ad antages of a  reputation for good
seryioe in any lipe !

Io some of these intrviews I was ac-
companied by a son of Mr. Dowos, the
lmmigration Agent at Bristol. When
we were returnivg from them, he re-
marked that I had been given some

“HARD PILLS TO SWALLOW.”

My Capadian readers will kindly al-
low me to offer sowe of these curatives,
without any sugar-coating. with the
hope that they may be swallowed for the
benefit a d health of our -dairy industry.
Mr. Price, of Messrs. Price & Parker,
referred to the incrcasing tendency of
the market, iu late years, to losses on
Cauadian butter.  Last years’ trade was
a severe culmination of that bad tendency.
The buying was uousually spceultive,
in view of expected shortage, and many
dropped money in their trausactions, As
a result nothing but *‘creameries’ and
fivest “‘Kastern Townstips’ Dairtes”
would he touched this year. Nothing
doubtful would tempt the buyer. To
make the culmination more severe, even
the best of last year's butter ;was und.r
its usual average. ‘“‘Creamecry butter,
as a rule,” said Mr. Price, had been
good, but last seaton evev it had been
faulty in being “blucy,” which was pro
bably a ‘“‘blue mould due to the wood of
the package.” They werc obliged to
“strip” (turn it out of the package,) and
sorape off the bluey portiou. The diffi-
ouity was not oaly the direct loss on the
bluey butter, but the indireet loss in
-having tv examine aii the butter becaunse
of some of 1t being bad. Messrs. J.
Luvell & Son siid that last year must
have been an exceptionally poor season
for butcer production, for the percentage
of “western” (Ontario) butter refused
was perhaps an average of 50 per cent.
whereas the average quantity refused the
previous year was not over 10 per ceat.
“Creamery"” ran up to from 104 to 110
shillings, but they bought the **Western”
at about 90 shillings, and subject 1o ap
proval at that! All of which gocs to
show thai rome of our Canadian butter
in the market, even at the heavy dis-
count of from 15tv 20 per ceut. is
bought subject to suspicious approval
and with the certainty of half of it.

BEING REFUSED ALTOGETHER |

STOP HOLDING BUTTER.

Said he, “We  cannot have bautter too
fresh. Holdiug it means loss in  every
way—by taxes, comnnssion. storage, de- |
preciation, speeulative  disturbanee of
market, ete., ete.”  Doubtless it is, as a
general rule, against their own intcrests |
that butter be stored, vither by farmers or !
by dealers in Canada or by dealers in
Kngland. The holding of any farm pro
duets tells in the long run against the io-
terest of the producer and even the
widdleman. This truth is mere cwm-
phatie in regard w butter than perhaps
anything else, and the pariieularly bad
¢ ndition of our butter indusdry demands
that it be hecded all'the more carcfully.

There are, indeed, possible cxecptions
to the genceral ruic, althoush wone were
discussed at these  interviews,  For
instance, ‘where butter 18 made  at one
season in cxcess of the demand it must
be held over by some  ne—either pro
ducer or dealer—till  wanted. In such
case, it must be wade and  packed with
the necessity of holdiug 1 view, and
provision made for priper sterage. This
would be legitimate holding. Wha s
objectionablz is speculative holding.  The
tarmer who speculatively  holds  butter
when he might dispose of it for a reason
able price, to satisfy an cxising de-
maud, is not aiive to the best interests of
himself and brother producers The
dealer who is not saticfied with legitimate
profits, but must necis gamble as a
speculator, deserves. the buruing which
comes sooner or later to these who play
with fire, better than he  deserves the
confidence of the” hardworking farmer
whose carnings he would tax to swell
his own unlawful gain..
