Then Government and Opposition 
alike could calmly discuss the question 
as affecting the finances of the prov­
ince: whether or not a neat brick 
structure similar to the Normal School 
would not do ns well as the massive 
stone building proposed.

There is yet another way the ques­
tion might be disposed of and that is 
by repairing the ruins.

They are truckling to 
the wild sentiment ot St. John; and I 
do not know that I can blame the poor 
beggars. They cannot lead public 
opinion—they are too poor—they must 
follow it like spaniels and bark after it. 
Little sly boots, Ritchie will certainly 
favor St. John. You have never seen 
a little lawyer, who lives on the crumbs, 
hut who never aspires to large dishes, 
that will not show upon such occasions 
as these.

School Boy and Archer'*
History.

(No. 3.)

“School Boy” has been playing tru­
ant for some time. He is,now to the 
front again.

As it would require a new history to 
correct all the errors in your book, Mr.

I will refrain from 
making any comment on the last 
for I am under the impression that the 
Dr. was probably asleep. * * * If 1 
thought it were necessary I could fur­
nish hundreds of such examples as have 
already been given, hut it would he 
needless, for anyone who has read the 
above can see for liimselt. I would sav 
however that a man who so repeatedly 
contradicts himself need not think it 
strange to be contradicted by others. 
You claim to give a general history of 
the Dominion, but instead we find you 
pouncing about from one Province" to 
the other in a manner not at all agree­
able to the reader.

It will be her pride, while in 
Canada, to devote herself to the inter­
ests of the people who have before 
them so great a future, and in whose 
hearts it will be her earnest wish to find 
an abiding place.
