eseat Liquor Licensee in Province
of Quebec Expires on Thursday - 

and a Tie-up May Result.Forgive You Kindly

Which Have Made
Montreal, April 28.—A situation 

without precedent has arisen In re­
gard to licenses in Montreal., Pres­
sent licenses expire for all liquor and 
beer purposes on May 1st. There Is 
no,proclamation yet from Quebec as 
to whether or not the referendum of 
April 10 was in favor of. beer and 
wines. Of course, the results are 
well known, and that the vote was In 
favor of beer and wine. but until Mr. 
Geoffrion, Clerk ofg the Crown In 
Chancery, has so proclaimed In the 
Quebec Official Gazete there is no 
official knowledge of the result

If it should happen that the pro­
clamation from Quebec does not come 
In time to allow of the Montreal li­
cense commission granting the beer 
and wine licenses by May 1st, there 
will be a tie-up in affairs here. If 
licenses are not to be granted by 
May 1st, it simply means that no beer 
and wine can be sold on May 1st and 
thereafter except on toleration.

In addition the question will natur­
ally arise whether after May 1st the 
system was to be toleration of the 
sale i of liquors or only of beers and 
wines. Being only a matter of toler­
ation , thire would be, of course, no 
more excuse for the sale of beers and 
wines, as provided for by the refer­
endum, than for the sale of liquors, 
as at present. The latter is forbid-

Surge.,ns reported after an examin­
ation that' two of Mr. Gompers’ ribs 
had been fractured, his right hip 
sprained and that he had suffered 
severe body contusions. Despite the 
advanced age of the labor leader, who 
clnrad that there was no likelihood 
of the injuries proving fatal,

Mr. Gompers has been busy virtual­
ly every minute since his return from 
the peace conference, where he served 
as chairman of the commission on in­
ternational labor legislttlon. He had 
just started out from his hotel for an 
hour’s relaxation when the accident 
occurred.

Papal Countess who wag Noted for her 
Philanthrophy was Much Beloved 

by Thousands pf . People— 
Title Conferred on her by 

Pope Leo XIII. in 1901.

A chimney on fire in the residence 
of Mr. Nicholson, the father of the 
triplets on Vine street, brought the 
firemen out for a run yesterday aft­
ernoon.

New York, April 2?t—Miss Annie 
Leary, Papal countess, widely known 
for her philanthropy among the 
Italians, is dead at her home on Fifth 
Avenue.

The pope conferred countess Leary’s 
title upon her because of her wide 
cahritics, which included donations of 
altars to many churches here and 
abroad. She also built several 
churches and brought to this country 
an order of priests and one of sisters 
to carry on her work.

Countess Leary brought from Can­
ada a chapter of the Order of the 
Fathers of the Blessed Sacrament" and 
the sisters of the Order of the Re­
paration. In honor of her brother, 
Arthur Leary, she erected in Bellevue 
hospital. the chapel fo the Blessed 
Sacrament, profiounced by architects 
as one of the most beautiful in the 
country, and at Blackwell’s Island 
maintained the Arthur Leary mission-

Countess Leary, whose death was 
due to heart disease, was 87 years 
old. She inherited a fortune from 
her father, James Leary, a merchant, 
and another fortune from her broth­
er, Arthur who wag prominent in the 
reorganization of Tammany follow­
ing the downfall of the Tweed ring. 
For many years, she maintained a 
sumptuous home at Newport, R I.

Her title was conferred on her by 
Pope Leo XIII. in 1901, and continued 
by his successors- With Countess Ida 
Ryan, wife of Thomas Fortune Ryan, 
she was the only other woman so sig­
nally honored by the Roman Catholic 
church.

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A NATION’S HERITAGE

Students who are able to compre­
hend and understand the sources of 
national strength and spriit in this 
and other countries rerjpgnize that 
up till 1914 Canada was not as rich 
in art, literature and historic inci­
dent as many of the older nations 
whose centuries of tradition, lore 
and accomplishment gave them a 
wealth of sentiment. Loyalty arid 
patriotism are not dependent upon 
ages of history but every generation 
does add something to the genius of 
a race.
Prior to the recent European strug­
gle the people of this country were 
almost entirely devoted to domestic 
pursuits.

Some- 1 
times where hydraulic ram or grav­
ity system is in use the storage tank 
is dispensed with, the water, in the j 
case of the former, running through 1 
the drinking basins or trough aft the 
time and escaping to a good outlet 
or drain, in the latter the water is 
piped directly to the regulating tank 
which in turn supplies the basins or 
trough automatically. Again the 
water is pumped directly to tank in 
the attic of the house, and the over­
flow from it supplies the stable with 
water. And since the advent of the 
compression water system we find a 
few cases where it is used to supply 
the stables as well as the house, the 
installation being proportionately 
larger than it would be for the house 
alone. Probably no one system, how­
ever, can be absolutely recommended 
as best for every case as the cir­
cumstances pertaining to - the source 
of supply, amount of water used, 
position and elevation of the farm 
buildings, etc., always have to be 
carefully considered in planning the 
ideal water system for the farm house

Express ha If the silo may be dug down with
a fork, but this leaves an irregular
edge which causes excessive spoiling
of the silage. Great care is needed 
in feeding summer silage, else there 
is danger of tainting the milk. The
strong advantage ol silage lor sup»
plementing poor pasture, is thé fact
that a man can get feed out of a
silo for a herd of cows in about one- 
half the time required to cut a soil­
ing crop in a field and haul this to
the stable for the cows to eat. Some
meal, or wheat bran, should be added
to the silage for best results.

If silage is not available for feed­
ing during the season of '19, then 
soiling crops like clover, oats, peas
and vetches, corn, etc., should be
provided, so that the cows may not
want for feed to make milk.—Prof. 
H. H. Dean, O. A. College, Guelph!

Raising Pork Is a Profitable Sideline 
on the Dairy Farm — Expert 
Advises One Brood Sow for Each 
Ten Cows on Avekagè Farm,

LACKLEG of potatoes is'a dis­
ease that has bepn causing 
heavy losses to potato rrow- 
•ers in many districts during 

th« past few years. As the name of 
F the disease implies, there is a black­

ening of the lower parts of stems of 
the potato plant affected. Accom­
panying the discoloration there is a 
soft rotting condition followed by 
shrinkage and death.

The disease is usually first noticed 
in the yodng growing crop when the 
plants are from four inches to a foot 
high. In looking over a field ii\ 
which the disease Is present, It will 
be seen that the tops of certain plants 
have lost their bright dark green 
appearance, having faded to a more 
or less dirty yellowish or brownish 
color. These tops will be somewhat 
limp and drooping, and in some cases 
where the disease is well advanced 
will have dropped right over. If a 
careful examination of the lower 
stems pf these affected plants is made 
It will be seen that they are black­
ened and soft rotting. This black­
ening and soft rotting is more 
noticeable below the soil than above 
it.. By carefully removing the soil 
from around an affected plant the 
blackening and soft-rotting can us­
ually be traced to the seed tuber. As 
a rule in such cases the seed tuber 
will be found to be in a soft-rotting,, 
slimy condition, the soil immediately 
beneath it being in a wet, puddled 
condition due to the wetness from the 
soft-rotted seed tuber. In such cases 
the disease in the plant has developed 
from an.affected seed tuber and pass­
ed up the young growing stems, caus­
ing them to discolor and rot and

How Many Pigs to a Cow?
Pigs and cows work very well to­

gether as the hog is one of the most 
economical meat producers on the 
farm, and does especially well on
dairy by-products—skimmilk, butter­
milk and whey.

The number of pigs per cow will 
depend on the kind of dairying the 
farmer is engaged in. If selling 
milk for direct consumption, for the 
milk condeûsory, or for the powder 
milk factory, there is no by-product, 
hence it is doubtful if hogs, under 
these conditions, will pay at all, espe­
cially with an uncertain market. 
Whey, from the cheese factory, will 
not support so many pigs per cow as 
will skimmilk and buttermilk from 
the farm da'iry, or creamery.

On the average, we recommend one 
brood sow for each ten cows supply­
ing milk to a cheese factory, and one 
sow for five or six cows where cream 
or butter is sold from the farm. If 
a sow reared 10 or 12 pigs each 
year, this would work out at from 
one to two pigs per cow on a dairying 
farm. There are times when a much 
greater number than this would be 
on the farm, as the pigs would be 
in various stages of maturity. The 
farmer and successful pig-raiser alms 
to keep up a regular procession of 
Digs from the sow to the bacon fac­
tory This plan tends to stabilize 
markets, prevents the gluts which 
frequently demoralize the bacon busi­
ness and causes farmers to stay in 
the hog game, instead of playing "in 
and out” which is not good for any 
business.—Pfof. H. H. Dean, O. A. 
College, Guelph.
