Timely Hints Useful to the Fanner and 
HI» Household.

As the time of winter feeding again 
draws near, it will be interesting and in­
structive to know how other authorities 
from another country view the manner of 
feeding in order to obtain results in butter 
production. How the different breeds 
are looked upon from an English stand­
point is also discussed in a pa1 phlet re­
cently issued for the benefit of English 
buttermakers. It says :

“ Shorthorns are good dairy cattle, giv­
ing a plentiful supply of milk, besides 
fattening well. They are, perhaps, the 
best dairy cows for the ordinary farmer, 
especially in the north of England, where 
swedes are grown. When their milk 
begins to fail they can be easily fattened 
and sold to the butcher.

“ The Jersey may be regarded as the 
type of a butter cow. Bulk for bulk, its 
(milk is the richest in butterfat, having a 
greater proportion of large fat globules 
than the milk of any other breed, and 
their large, uniform globules enhance the 
value of the milk for buttermaking in 
three ways : 1. By separating more
quickly and thoroughly with the cream.
2. Churning more readily and completely.
3. Producing more and a better quality of 
butter.

“ Guernseys are very similar to the last 
named breed, but are larger, longer in 
body, hardier, and not so graceful. They 
are better for beef, and almost as good for 
dairy purposes.

“ Ayrshires give a large amount of milk 
for their size. The milk is rich in casein, 
ancf the fat globules are of small size, con­
sequently the Ayrshires are much used in 
cheesemaking districts.

“ Red Polls are very line milk and beef 
producers, and may- be said to be a 
typical dairy breed. They retain their 
flow of milk longer than most other 
cattle.

“ Cattle should be brought in from 
pastures in October, and before this the 
stables should be well cleaned out and 
whitewashed. Cows may run out a little 
each day through the winter. Some of 
the back end cal vers will be coming to 
the pail now, and will get full rations. 
Others that are drying off will have the 
quality of their food somewhat reduced. 
Everything should be done to make them 
as comfortable as possible. The stables 
should be cleaned out daily and fresh 
litter added. The feeding must be done 
at regular hours. The rations for different 
cows will vary somewhat, but the follow­
ing are good examples : (1) Decorticated. 
cotton cake, 2 lb. ; bean meal, 3 lb. ; 
crushed oats, 1 j lb. ; hay chaff, 8 lb. ; oat 
straw (chaffed) 10 lb.; mangels, 40 lb. 
(2) Linseed cake, 1 lb. ; crushed Oats, 2 lb. > 
bean meal, 3 lb. ; bran, | lb. ; rice meal, 3 
lb.; clover hay, 10 lb.; straw, 6 lb.; 
swedes, 30 lb. (8) Cotton cake, 3 lb.; 
oatmeal, 2 lb. ; clover hay, 10 lb.; straw, 
10 lb. ; swedes, 33 lb. (4) Decorticated 
cotton cake, 1 lb. ; palm-nut meal, 1 lb. ; 
crushed oats, 2 lb. ; bran, 1 lb. ; meadow 
silage, 25 lb. ; brewer’s grains, 20 lb. ; oat 
straw, 4 lb. ; meadow hay, 7 lb.

“ Cows that are dry (previous to calving) 
may receive (1) Decorticated cotton cake, 

lb. ; straw, 15 lb. ; silage, 35 lb. (2) 
Linseed cake, 2b lb. ; bean meal, 1 lb. ; 
straw, 14 lb. ; hay, 5 lb. ; turnips, 40 lb.

“ The different roots are fed to cattle in 
the order in which they arrive at maturity, 
thus: (1) White turnips, used first in 
autumn; (2) yellow turnips; (3) swedes, 
used in winter ; (4) mangels ; (5) carrots, 
used last in spring.

“ About 6 a. m. give half the mixture 
of concentrated foods with a little straw. 
After milking, say at 8 o’clock, give cne- 
third of the roots. If these have been 
steamed they may be mixed up with some 
of the straw chaff. At 12 o’clock the 
cattle get another third of the roots and 
some hay, or silage or brewer’s grains may 
be given instead of the roots. At 4 p. m. 
the rest of the cake and meal ia put into 
the troughs. At 7.30 p. m. give the re­
maining roots and some straw nr hay.

“ Water should be provided. It is often 
advisable to let the animals out into a yard 
for this purpose. They then get a little 
exercise.

‘ A piece of rock salt should be placed 
in every manger for the cattle to lick. 
This is better than putting a certain 
quantity in the food, as the animals get as 
much as they want. Sodium chloride is 
contained in large amounts in the blood. 
Rock salt should only be sparingly used 
with cows approaching their period of 
parturition.

“ Milking will begin from 5 to 7 a. m. 
and 4.30 or 5.30 p. m. On some farms the 
cattle are milked at mid-day ; but the 
small increase in yield does not often re­
pay the extra labor.

“ All through winter the management 
is very much the same. No rapid change 
of food should ever be made, as the cattle 
may be thrown off their feed for a day or 
two, and do not let down their milk so 
well for the time being.—Farmer’s Ad­
vocate.

on their being transmitted to their off­
spring in a remarkable degree. Some of 
these characteristics are : Color (with 
the exception of the Aaggie family, the 
color is almost invariably black and white, 
both in pure-bred and grades), rapid 
growth, vigor, early development, shape, 
large size, heavy weighing either alive or 
slaughtered, and gentle disposition ; these 
qualities place them in the front rank as 
producers of veal and beef, and unequalled 
producers of milk for cheese and butter. 
I admit that the standing of the breed in 
our beef markets is not what its actual 
merits entitle it to, but do not be dis­
tracted by any clamor that the breed is 
wanting in beef quality ; there is no 
doubt that prejudice has contributed 
largely in this matter. Prejudice is very 
likely to be the child of ignorance.

It is the lack of a knowledge of the facts 
that very often leads to wrong impres­
sions and to false conclusions. There has 
been sucli a demand for pure-bred Hol- 
steins for breeding purposes that very few 
have found their way to the principal 
beef markets — hardly enough for dealers 
to grade them in value properly, yet 
without knowing how or why dealers 
class them unsatisfactory for the markets.

Forsairy purposes the Holstein-Friesian 
cow is preeminently above all others in 
turning the products of the fields into the 
best and largest amount of milk for the 
city dairyman, or for the cheese factory 
or creamery. Would it not be wise then, 
since dairying has become a necessity to 
the farmers of Canada on account of the 
“ McKinley bill,” “ national policies," 
monopolies and all other plagues, for the 
Canadian breeders of Holstein-Freisians 
to maintain and improve the dairy qual­
ities of the noble black-and-whites?

FARM TOPICS.
Do not waste the ashes, even if they 

are coal ashes.
The farmer that depends on his guess­

ing the weight of anything that he may 
have to dispose of is sure to be left.

Watering conveniences which do not 
require long distance trips of the stock on 
cold Idays, contribute, much to the score 
of economy.

Whenever a famer gets a labor-saving 
implement for himself, let him think if 
something to save his wife from kitchen 
labor cannot also be secured.

The Dutch dairymen are scrupulously 
neat, and the batter from that country 
is a favorite in the English market. It is 
also sent in large quantities to Dutch and 
Danish colonies.

Wheat, bran and skim-milk are each, 
chemically considered, quite close in 
resemblance to the white of the egg, 
which fact suggests their use in the food 
for laying hens.

Old potato vines are usually the harbor 
of the fnngus spores which produce the 
rot. If they were burned so soon as dry 
every fall the danger from rot will be 
greatly lessened. Perhaps this fungus 
may live through the winter in other sub­
stances than on the potato, but it hardly 
needs to do so. Winds in winter after the 
ground is frozen, blow the loose vines 
everywhere. We have often seen piles of 
dry potato vines lodged beside the fence 
on the lee sides of a potato vine. In this 
way the potato rot fungus is kept alive 
from year to year. Burning the vines is 
a remedy. If they are not dry enough to 
burn readily, throw them on a brush heap 
while it is burning. After all the loose 
vines are burned, the potato ground should 
be plowed or cultivated to cover particles 
of the fungus that lie on the surface. The 
soil in winter usually becomes saturated 
with water, and this destroys the fungus.

FOUL FOOT.
When a cow or other cloven-footed ani­

mal is seen to lift its foot, stretch it out 
and endeavor to lick it, the foot should be 
examined without delay. When the cow- 
stands at times in manure, this lodges 
between the hoof, or some other matter 
may get there ; and either acts as an irri­
tant to the tendered skin there. Vesicular 
eruption may then occur, with inflam­
mation, and the skin, peels off, with the 
result of suppuration and often ulceration. 
The disease is called “ foot or hoof-ail,” 
and is apt to cause trouble if neglected. 
In time the inflammation penetrates the 
foot, and the hoof may be loosened or 
drop off. The disease is more apt to oc­
cur with cattle that arq. out of condition 
and whose blood is thin and poor. At­
tention should be given at once. The feet 
should be washed and carefully cleaned 
between the hoofs. The sores should be 
dressed with some stimulating oleaginous 
mixture to excite healing and protect the 
raw surfaces from the air. A very good 
ointment, says the Agriculturist, is made 
of four parts of clean lard, one part of each 
Venice turpentine and spirits of turpen­
tine, and one-half part of acetate of cop­
per (verdigris). This may be spread upon 
a rag or lint, and put between the hoofs, 
which are then bound with a soft bandage 

seed between the hoofs and around 
them, and fastened above.

STABLING COWS EARLY.

[Read by T. W. Charlton before the an­
nual meeting of the Canadian Holstein 
breeders’ association.] I think it is great 
presumption on my part in attempting to 
give anything either interesting or profit­
able on this subject to those who have 
been long and successful breeders of Hols- 
teins. But as there are a good many peo­
ple who are not familiar with the char­
acteristics or merits of this breed, a brief 
sketch of their origin and home may be 
helpful, especially to those who may be 
searching for the most profitable kind of 
cattle ; and among all the various breeds 
known at present, there is none entitled 
to so much merit or c jming so near the 
requirements of a general purpose animal 
as the Holstein Friesian, being''the pro­
duct of the most favorable natural con­
ditions.

Their home and origin, as far as can be 
traced, was on the fertile flats of North 
Holland and Friesland, noted for their 
fertility from a very early period, every 
condition of soil and climate calculated to 
develop a large and hardy breed of cattle. 
And when we find that the industrious 
Hollanders were the pioneers in dairy 
husbandry, and that their products in 
amount and quality have never been 
equalled by any other people on the same 
area, we see the reason of their zeal and 
effort to perfect a breed of cattle suited to 
their special industry. To them the 
typical dairy cow has been the image of 
profit.

To develop in the Holstein offspring 
those qualities that should add to their 
value for this particular purpose has been 
their study, not for one, but many 
centuries. Thus strength of heredity has 
been acquired and intensified through 
successive generations.

The breed characteristics have become 
so firmly established that we can depend

ONE MAN’S LUCK
Vicissitudes Which Left Him with Noth­

ing hut a Spark of His Life.

Shot, buried, resurrected, and still 
alive. This is the remarkable story of 
Bob Nickens of Granger county, Tenn. 
Several years ago the moonshiners were 
allowed to pursue their illicit operations 
in the mountain fastnesses unmolested. 
Every man was involved, and no one 
dared to express an objection or to refuse 
assistance or cooperation. But some one 
became bold enough to inform the 
revenue olficers, and there was a series of 
raids, during which almost every still in 
the county was broken up and almost 
every citizen was taken to Knoxville 
either as defendant or as witness in one 
or more cases. Indignation meetings 
were held, and it was resolved to find the 
informer and put him where he could do 
no more injury. Suspicion rested upon 
Nickens, who had not been in the moun­
tains a great while, and who had as­
sociated but little with the people.

One night' a party of men went to his 
house, and securing him, took him to a 
“rock house,” or cave, where, by the 
light of pine torches, a trial was had, a 
doctor acting as principal prosecutor. 
Instances were shown where he acted 
unfriendly. Upon one occasion ha had 
even said that moonshining was a danger­
ous business. The proof was sufficient to 
satisfy the minds of the men who tried 
him, and he was sentenced to be shot.

As soon as this conclusion was reached 
he was taken out and fastened securely to 
a tree, a board was placed upon the top of 
his head, and upon this board was lighted 
a pile of pine twigs ; then the men drew 
lots as to who should act as executioner, 
the office falling to the doctor, who re­
treated twenty paces, rifle in hand. 
Nickens’s feelings cannot be described as 
lie stood awaiting the shot which was to 
deprive him of life. He heard a report, 
saw a flash of light, felt a burning sen­
sation in his head, and knew no more. 
A pine shoe box had been brought by 
the men to serve as a coffin, and in this 
he was placed and buried in a trench.

That night the doctor, with an eye to 
profit, stole the body and shipped it to a 
medical college in Cincinnati, during all 
of which time the victim was uncons­
cious. Arrived at the college, the body 
was taken to the dissecting room and laid 
upon a table, where, for the first time, 
consciousness returned. Nickens heard 
one of the students say :

“ That man is alive ; see the blood 
flow."

Restoratives were applied, and in a few 
hours the man was fully awake. The 
physicians at the college did everything 
in their power to nurse him back to 
health, and succeeded so far that after 
nine years he is as strong and active as at 
any time of his life.

He went to California, fearing to re­
turn to his old home, and is now on his 
way back for the first time, his wife, with 
whom he has kept np a constant corres­
pondence, and who cared for their little 
farm during his long absence, having 
written him that all of the men who had 
any part in his being shot have either 
died or left the country.

Nickens states that he will sell his farm 
as soon as possible and return to Cali­
fornia.

TOUCHING FOR KING’S EVIL

It is the custom with a good many 
farmers not to stable their cows till quite 
late in the fall. When the snow begins 
to cover the ground and the grass becomes 
withered and dead because of the frosts, 
then the cows are put in the stable for the 
night. If every dairyman would consider 
what effect the cold nights and damp, 
chilly weather of autumn have upon the 
cow in lessening her flow of milk, and 
making it necessary for her to consume 
more food in order to create the heat in 
her body which the want of shelter makes 
necessary for her to have, he would no 
doubt have his cows put in the stables on 
the first cool night of the autumn season.

Cows dry up very quickly in the fall of 
the year, when the pastures get short and 
the nights become cool. As soon as this 
season arrives, every cow that is giving 
milk should be put in the stable for the 
night and given some extra feed. This 
will enable her to keep up her flow of 
milk and prevent her from drying up 
before the winter sets in. She will then 
be in a condition to give milk"nearly all 
winter if she gets proper food. It pays to 
take care of a cow at all seasons of the 
year, and especially at the transition sea­
son between warm and cold weather.

Try it formers, this season, if you have 
never done so before, and get your cows 
stabled early, and see how much heavier 
your can of milk will be during the 
autumn months.

Having tried almost every available 
sort of grain food for milch cows, Joseph 
McLeod, one of the most successful dairy 
farmers in the vicinity of London, Ont., 
states that he gets the best results, quality 
of milk always considered, from a mixture, 
half-and-half, of ground oats and wheat 
bran, fed dry.

A hen only produces half as many eggs 
the second year of her laying as she does 
the first.

One of Charles the Second’s public acts 
was touching for the evil. July 6,1660, 
his Majesty first began to touch for the 
evil, according to custom, which is thus 
described in Evelyn’s Dairy : His Majesty, 
sitting under his state in the banquetting 
house, the chirurgeons cause the sick to 
be brought or lead up to the throne, 
where they, kneeling, the king strokes 
their faces or cheeks with both his hands 
at once, at which instant a chaplain, in 
his formalities, says, “ He put His hands 
upon them and He healed them.” This 
is said to every one in particular. When 
they have all been touched, they come up 
again in the same order, and the other 
chaplain kneeling, and having angel- 
gold strung on white ribbon on his arm, 
delivers them one by one to his majesty 
who puts them about the necks pf the 
touched as they pass, whilst the first 
chaplain repeats : “ That is the true light 
who came into the world ; ” then follows 
an epistle (or at first a gospel) with the 
lithurgy prayers for the sick, with some 
alterations ; lastly, the blessing ; then the 
lord chamberlain and comptroller of the 
household brings a basin ewer and towel 
for his majesty to wash. In this manner 
his majesty touched over six hundred and 
such was his princely patience and tender­
ness to the poor aificted creatures that, 
though it took up a very lone time, his 
majesty, without betraying weariness, was 
pleased to make enquiry whether there 
were any more that had not yet been 
touched.
QUICKER THAN ELECTROCUTION

Not long ago on the Chinese coast, says 
a correspondent of the London Daily 
Graphic, a foreign vessel, the Namoa, was 
boarded by a band of pirates. Having 
got on board in the darkness they mur­
dered the captain and threw him over­
board, then secured the other officers and 
passengers, completely looted the ship and 
managed to get safely away with their 
booty. The matter becoming known the 
Chinese authorities at once took steps to 
discover and arrest the marauders, and in 
due course the whole band of nineteen 
were captured and summarily condemned 
to be beheaded. The ghastly scene of the 
carrying out of the sentence took place at 
Kowloon, near Hong Kong. The doomed 
men were drawn up in a line on their 
knees, with their hands tied behind them, 
and at a distance of about five yards from 
each other. So they awaited the execu­
tioner’s sword. It was suggestive of the 
executioner’s skill, born, no doubt, of con­
stant practice, that the whole nineteen 
were beheaded within six minutes. A 
bold looking villain was the chief of the 
gang. He died, as nearly all the Chinese 
do under such circumstances, apparently 
without the least fear. In fact, just before 
his head rolled to the ground he declared 
aloud defiantly that if it were possible for 
him to commit another murder he would 
not hesitate to do it. It often happens 
when a Chinese criminal is sentenced 
to be decapitated that his friends supply 
him with a little opium, which possibly, 
mercifully produces a stupor and renders 
the doomed wretch partially insensible to 
his horrible position. The final scene is 
enacted thus : When everything is ready 
the executioner’s assistant seizes the long 
pigtail of the condemned man, and at 
one blow with his long, sharp sword his 
chief sweeps the head off.

“ Stranger, could you tell that I’d jest 
paid 50 cents to hev these whiskers 
dyed? Jest stand off and squint at ’em 
and gimme an honest answer.”

“ Yes, I s’pose they do, and the old 

chaps are gin rally to blame fur it. I left 
all the children cryin’ around, and the 
last thing my oldest gal said was that I’d 
be finanshuallv wrecked in three months. 
All of ’em Agger that the Widder is after 
my money and that she’ll make the dol­
lars fly like feathers.”

“ But you don’t think so ? ”
“ Not this evenin’, stranger. When a 

widder picks this old mossback up fur a 
flat she’s bound to git left. I had a farm, 
but I’ve put it outer my hands. I had a 
hired gal doin’ the work, but I’ve let her 
go. I had three cows 'to milk, and I’ve 
bought two more.”

“The widow will have plenty of work, 
eh?”

“More’n a hundred pounds of carpet 
rags waitin’ to be sewed,” whispered the 
old man as he drew down his eye.
“ Seven of us to cook, wash and mend fur, 
Cellar hain’t bin whitewashed fur three 
years, and all the house has got to be 
cleaned. I’ve throwed the well pump 
away and gone back to a rope and bucket 
and it’s cornin’ on time to dry pumpkins, 
smoke meat and pick the geese.”

A LAKE PUMPED OUT.
A Battle of 16 Months Waged With Water 

In Order to Get at Rich Iron.

A DOG WORTH HAVING.
An Irish Setter That Solved a Situation 

of Awful Peril to His Master.

C. L. McCloud, a shoe drummer of 
Portsmouth, Ohio, returned from Ken­
tucky the other evening and related to a 
St. Louis Republic man a thrilling story 
of adventure. For two days he was the 
guest of Harry Biggs, son of the pro­
prietor of the Biggs House, at his Ken­
tucky home, near Tygart creek. He took 
with him his gun and fine thoroughbred 
Irish setter Frank.

Glancing down — he 
was lying on his back — the sight whicli 
met his eyes well nigh petrified him. 
There, coiled on his breast, was a full- 
grown rattlesnake. It was sleeping 
peacefully, and for some time, which 
seemed ages to the horrified man, he was 
almost afraid to breathe lest lie should 
awaken it.

Presently Biggs returned, and his foot­
steps awakened the reptile, which was 
instantly head and tail erect awaiting the 
attack. Biggs at once saw the horror of * 
the situation, but he was at a loss what to 
do. He feared to fire lest he should 
shoot his companion, and lie also feared 
that if he didn’t kill the snake instantly 
it would dash its fangs into the prostrate 
man.

He at once saw his master's 
peril, and, crouching with his belly al­
most to the ground, he slowly crept to­
ward the snake. The latter watched 
every move of the dog, as if it knew the 
duel was to the death. On came the dog, 
creeping slowly as a snail, then, when 
within five feet, with one leap of almost 
lightning like rapidity, he was on the 
snake. The bound was so sudden that 
the snake had no time to strike, and be­
fore the two men could realize what had 
happened, the reptile was torn to shreds. 
The two men took the dog to the creek, 
and thoroughly washed his mouth, and 
to their joy, found no scratches. After 
the excitement had passed McCloud sank 
in a faint, and was just able to get home. 
The dog, in his eagerness to follow' his 
master, had broken his fastenings. It 
can be easily guessed that no money 
could buy the dog now.

A SEAT AT THE TABLE.
The Man Had to Pay, But the Carpet Bag 

Got Its Dinner.

NOT AFRAID OF THE WIDOW.
His back was humped up, his knees 

badly sprung, and there was a squeak in 
his voice as he fondly smoothed down his 
long goatee and inquired :

Few pieces of engineering work were 
ever undertaken that exceeded the pump­
ing out of lake Angeline, near Ishpeming, 
Mich., where pumps have been working 
for sixteen months. The water is all gone 
now, but apparently the hardest part of 
the work is still to be accomplished. The 
lake lies near the southern part of Ishpe­
ming, 160 acres, and was seventy feet deep 
in the middle.

It was a long time the source of that 
city’s water supply, until the growth of 
the town about its shores contaminated 
the water. Under the bed of the lake 
lies the largest iron ore deposit ever dis­
covered. The ore was discovered some 
ten years ago, when a diamond drill was 
set on the frozen surface of the lake one 
winter and a hole drilled 600 feet down 
below the bed of the pig iron. Large ore 
bodies were cut by the drill, and the 
three mining companies, owning the 
ground under the lake, began devising 
means to secure this valuable ore.

The greater part of the lake was owned 
by the Cleveland iron mining companies. 
The first and second named companies 
did more or less work under the surface 
of the lake, but the ever present danger 
of a rush of water from above rendered it 
imperative that the water be taken out. 
Work was begun last spring before the 
snow left the ground, when a rotary 
pump with a capacity of 20.000 gallons 
per minute was anchored in a barge in 
the center of the lake and began pumping 
water into a big flume elevated twenty 
feet above the surface of the water. The 
pump has been going day and night, al­
lowing for occasional breakdowns, and 
the water has only recently been drained 
all out.

Now, however, a serious question re­
mains to be settled. There is a bed of 
mud from two to four feet deep over the 
bed of the former lake. This mud is kept 
moist by underground springs from which 
water bubbles up. Big tubular stand­
pipes, pierced with myriads of small holes 
hardly larger than a needle’s point, are 
being forged into the mud, and into these 
the water filters and is pumped out. The 
surface of the bed of the lake is more 
treacherous than quicksand, for any 
heavy object thrown on it is quickly en­
gulfed. Several narrow escapes from 
drowning have taken place. It will take 
sixteen months longer to get rid of the
mud. '___________

AN INGENIOUS TOAD.

A scientific journal tells this story of a 
frog’s cunning : A brood of chickens was 
fed with moistened meal in saucers, and 
when the dough soured a little it at­
tracted a large number of flies. An ob­
servant toad had evidently noticed this 
and every day toward evening lie would 
make his appearance in the yard, hop to 
a saucer, climb in and roll over and over 
until he was covered with meal, having 
done which he awaited developments. 
The flies, enticed by the smell, soon 
swarmed around the scheming batrachian, 
and whenever one passed within two 
inches of his nose his tongue darted out 
and the fly disappeared.

A short time ago, between Zanesville 
and Columbus, the train stopped at a 
small village.

On the guard crying out : “ Fifteen 
minutes for dinner,” the passengers, of 
which there was a large number, rushed 
into the dining apartment, and took their 
seats at the table, one of them deposited 
his carpet bag on the chair next to him.

A LARIAT MADE OF HAIR.

This laria* is 
composed entirely of human hair if a 
beautiful glossy black, as fine as si < and 
strong as hempen rope. The whole is the 
work of his mother and his wife, both of 
whom contribute to its length for a period 
of several years, carefully braiding in 
their own locks from day to day. The 
laiiat measures something over seventeen 
feet in length, and is about an inch and a 
half thick by as much again wide. Botli 
of the women are noted in these parts 
for the beauty and abundance of their 
hair, the elder’s being eight feet from the 
crown of her head to where it falls on the 
ground, while the wife’s tresses, when 
she sits, sweep the floor for three feet. 
Gutierres has been offered his own price 
for the rope, as it is a superstition among 
the cowboys that a rope of human hair 
is a talisman against death in the saddle, 
besides bringing good luck with the cat­
tle.

A STRANGE WEDDING CUSTOM.

had nothing when she was married es­
caped responsibility for her debts. Women 
were then often married in a single 
garment to relieve themselves of indeb­
tedness. A young and noble German 
lady of the sixteenth century, to make as­
surance doubly sure, had the marriage 
ceremony performed while she was stand­
ing in a closet, entirely divested of 
clothing. She put her hand through the 
crack of the door and was thus married. 
As soon as the ceremony was performed 
the groom, clergyman and witnesses left 
the room, she came out, arrayed herself 
in clothes provided by her husband and 
took her place at the marriage feast.

FEATURES OF THE CONTEST.

One of the startling features of the 
mayoralty contest, is Mr. Jordan posing as 
the temperance candidate. If that gentle­
man will kindly explain to the public 
what great stand he has ever taken in 
the cause of temperance, The Herald, 
for one, will gladly give him whatever 
credit is due, but with our present know­
ledge, we must hesitate before accepting 
Mr. Jordan as the exponent of a move­
ment in which he has never been a con­
spicuous figure. The friends of the Scott 
act, too, whether temperate or intemper­
ate, are expected to rally around Mr. 
Jordan. Why? Has Mr. Jordan ever 
cast a vote in his life in favor of the act ? 
Has he not on every occasion voted with 
the opponents of the law ? A wonderful 
friend of the Scott act, to be sure, is Mr. 
Jordan.

A newspaper supporter of Mr. Jordan 
labors in a lengthy article to prove that 
the city's interests could not be prejudiced 
as against the county, if he should be 
elected, and endeavors to draw a parallel 
in J. D. Hazen’s case. When Mr. Hazen 
was mayor, his partner, John Black, was 
auditor and not secretary-treasurer of the 
municipality, a very different thing. The 
secretasy-treasurer is the legal advisor of 
the municipality as well, and it is on his 
view of the law that the county author­
ities act. Mr. Jordan is the real law 
giver of his firm, and would it not be a 
beautiful spectacle, some day, when a dis­
pute arises between city and county, as is 
frequently the case, to find Mr. Jordan, 
mayor of Fredericton, closeted with his 
partner, Mr. Black, and giving him advice 
for the municipality in the dispute? Mr. 
Jordan and his friends may assume to 
treat this matter very lightly; to ha ! ha ! 
and say there is nothing in it, but the 
electors have their own opinion on the 
subject, and fully understand the situ­
ation.

The point is well taken against Mr. 
Jordan, that he might very properly have 
sought election as an alderman before ap­
pealing to the people for the position of 
mayor. That was the course adopted by 
Mayor Beckwith ; it. was from an alder­
man’s seat that Mr. Hazen climbed to the 
mayor’s chair, and neither gentleman 
thought it beneath his dignity to sit as 
an alderman; to enter the civic arena 
as a learner and achieve promotion in 
that way. But it seems that Mr. Jordan 
is a superior person, who knows the en­
tire routine of civic business, just by 
glancing in the direction of the hall as he 
passes up and down street. He would 
scorn to occupy the position of alderman.

It is denied, on behalf of Mr. Jordan, 
that he is the candidate of a society, but 
the evidence is abundant that he was so 
brought into the field. The Herald does 
not deny the right of any society nomin­
ating a candidate for a public office, but in 
the present instance there does not seem 
to have been any particular demand for a 
course of that kind. It is infinitely more 
of a reproach, however, to accept a 
nomination at the suggestion of a body of 
electors, and then endeavor to create the 
impression that no such thing occurred. 
The Herald has information from a 
friend of Mr. Jordan’s, that the first public 
intimation of his candidature was given at 
a meeting of one of the Orange lodges of 
the city, at which he was present, and 
that the committee which subsequently 
formally waited on Mr. Jordan for his ac­
ceptance, was composed of delegates from 
both the Orangemen and the Star coun­
cil. The Herald repeats, that it does not 
urge this as a fatal objection to Mr. 
Jordan's candidature, but it simply states 
the facts to meet the denials that have 
been made on behalf of Mr. Jordan, and 
for the information of the electors.

Possibly The Herald may take a hand, 
from week to week, in the contest now 
fairly opened, but we hope to be able to 
discuss the issues fairly, and without 
giving needless offence to anybody. A 
city newspaper, however, which advo­
cates Mr. Jordan’s claims, has already 
descended to personalities, thus inviting 
an examination of its own candidate, but 
we trust none of Mayor Beckwith’s 
friends will resort to that style of war­
fare, even when the fight is the thickest 
and the excitement intense, as it is 
bound to be, with such a long campaign 
in prospect.

THE UNITED STATES TARIFF BILL

Canadians have a warm and practical 
interest in the new United States tariff 
bill which has just been completed, and 
in due course will become law. The pro­
posed measure strikes a death blow at 
McKinley’s high tariff bill, and quite re­
deems the promises made by the demo­
crats previous to and during the last 
presidental election. The enlargement of 
the free list is what attracts the largest 
share of Canadian attention, and our trade 
which dwindled under the McKinley bill, 
should be largely restored, provided the 
Canadian authorities show a disposition 
to riciprocate. Lumber from this coun­
try is to be admitted free, only on con­
dition that Canada imposed no export 
duty on logs, the raw material of the saw- 
miller. Fruits, vegetables and eggs are 
free. Breadstuff's are to be free if Canada 
makes them free. The duty on horses 
and cattle is also reduced, the present 
specific duty of $30 a head on horses and 
$10 a head on cattle being replaced by an 
ad valorem duty of twenty per cent. The 
same rate is provided for imports of bar­
ley, instead of the 30 cents a bushel of the 
McKinley tariff. Among other articles 
which will enter the United States free 
will be coal, fish, unmanufactured lumber, 
iron, copper and rrekel ores. Free fish 
will also be a great boon to the maritime 
provinces. Free lumber ought to give 
new life to a great industry, which has 
not for some years enjoyed marked pros­
perity. The statement that fresh vege­
tables, fruit, eggs, and like food products 
are untaxed will be the happiest message 
the Canadian farmer has had for many 
years. Altogether the new tariff should 
prove acceptable to Canadians, but the 
desideratum will not be reached until our 
own parliament meets the American tariff 
framers half way.

A CASE FOR EXECUTIVE CLEMENCY.

At Brandon, Manitoba, a boy named 
Phillip Hill, only fourteen years of age, 
lias been convicted cf murder, and sen­
tenced to be hanged January 15tb. People 
who have been looking into his case, 
however, are making a strong effort to 
have a reprieve granted the unfortunate 
lad, and under all the circumstances it 
would seem an instance where executive 
clemency might very properly intervene. 
The facts of the case are briefly stated as 
follows :

In the spring of 1891, Hill’s mother, 
then bearing the name of Mrs. Cox, went 
to live with a man name Frederick Irwin 
in the neighborhood of Virden, Manitoba. 
Afterwards Mrs. Cox brought three chil­
dren to live at Irwin’s and she herself has 
since passed as Mrs. Irwin in the locality. 
Philip, the eldest of the children, seems 
to have been constitionally addicted to 
lying, and when he came to Irwin’s bis 
moral effects appear to have been a matter 
Of small concern to his mother or to tire 
man who assumed the position of step­
father to him. The boy never went to 
school, and of course received no in­
struction in such a home as he knew. 
But he was an active fellow, fond of 
horses and agricultural work. In April 
last he went into the service of an En­
glishman named Greaves, a fairly well to 
do settler. On Friday, June 23, Greaves 
was found dead in his shanty. A few pieces 
of meat and porridge pot were near him, 
and the stomach of the dead man showed 
traces of strychnine poisoning. On the 
previous Wednesday morning young Hill 
had borrowed a package of mustard from 
the wife of Greaves’ nearest neighbor, 
Mrs. Storey. This he took to the shanty, 
for the greater part of it was afterwards 
found there. On Wednesday evening 
after working all day, as was his custom, 
he borrowed a team and drove to Irwin’s. 
While he never afterwards slept at 
Greaves, he took his little brother Aimee 
three or four times to the shanty, and 
alter cautioning this six-year-old not to 
say anything, as he (Philip) “ would be 
hung,” he opened the dead man’s box, 
stole his watch and chain worth $30 or 
$40, and these articles he subsequently 
“traded” with his mother. She asked 
him why he did not sleep at Greaves’ 
and he replied, “Mamma, I cannot.” 
When Greaves’ body was found an in­
vestigation was set on foot. Aimee told 
his story then for the first time, but the 
murderer Philip only related a conflicting 
and perplexing number of lies. Irwin 
and Mrs. Irwin—or Cox—were arrested 
for stealing the stolen watch and chain, 
but Hill had also lied to them about the 
manner in which he got possession of it, 
they were acquitted.

Philip was last week found guilty after 
a fair trial, and sentenced to be hanged on 
January 15. The verdict was perfectly 
justified by the evidence, although noth­
ing appeared to show how the boy learned 
anything of the mixing of poisons. A 
strong recommendation to mercy was 
made by the jury. The youthful murder­
er heard his sentence in stolid silice. 
No one can doubt, says a writer familiar 
with the facts, that the boy is unable 
either to see the enormity of his crime, or 
to appreciate the position in which he 
now stands. Since sentence has been 
passed further facts have come to light 
disclosing in connection with the boy’s 
training sufficient grounds for believing 
him incapable of distinguishing right and 
wrong. Public sentiment in the district 
is accordingly opposed to the execution of 
the death sentence, and even the brother- 
in-law of the murdered man will join in 
the executive appeal for clemency. The 
case is perhaps the saddest that hafe ever 
been investigated in the Canadian criminal 
courts.

RESCIND THE RESOLUTION.

The pressure of public opinion, so 
strongly expressed in so many forme, 
ought to induce the school trustees to at 
once recind their resolutions reducing the 
salaries of the high school teachers. The 
public will not stand any attack on that 
institution, likely to impair its efficiency. 
It has for many years been the pride and 
boast of Fredericton, and students from 
different parts of the province, have taken 
advantage of its privileges. How absurd 
indeed it is for the trustees to erect such 
an expensive building, and then proceed 
to reduce its educational facilities. It is 
like erecting a mammoth manufacturing 
establishment and furnishing it with infer­
ior machinery. The high school teachers 
are worth all, and more than they have 
been receiving, and the trustees will best 
show their regard for public opinion and 
the efficiency of the school, by immediate­
ly rescinding their alleged economical 
resolution.

Sir John Thompson was premier of 
Canada a year on Saturday last, and the 
Queen helped him to celebrate the oc­
casion by bestowing on him the rank of 
an imperial privy councillor. The fat 
little" man, who sits at the head of the 
Dominion executive, is now entitled to 
write his name, The Right Honorable Sir 
John Sparrow David Thompson, K. C. M. 
G., minister of justice and premier of 
Canada. The length of a title always 
tickles the tory fancy, and it must be 
more than delighted with the honors be­
stowed on the premier.

It is stated that finance minister Foster, 
during his recent visit to the Northwest, 
told a Winnipeg man, who complained of 
the tariff exactions and hard times, to “ go 
to Dakota." The ùian does not seem to 
have heeded the minister’s advice, but 
with his “sisters and his cousins, and his 
aunts” went to the polls and told Mr. 
Foster and his government to go the 
d-----. It was not a very dignified re­
sponse, to be sure, but it was quite in 
line with the advice the Winnipeg voter 
received in the first instance.

The Dominion bye election in Ottawa 
is to take place Dec. 13th, but as yet there 
is no indication of opposition to the gov­
ernment candidate, Sir James Grant. The 
capital vote is largely made up of civil 
servants who invariably vote with the 
“ powers that be," and perhaps the liberals 
feel that it would be useless to attempt 
the capture of that city at the present 
time. The example of Winnipeg, how­
ever, ought to be an incentive to them to 
make a fight, at least.

The business of the Winnipeg law firm, 
of which Hugh John Macdonald is the 
head, is said to yield each of its three 
members $10,000 a year. Macdonald’s 
partners insisted oh him either retiring 
from the firm, or abandoning his scat in 
parliament, and he chose the latter with 
its $10,000 in fees.

Mr. Temple has gone on another jaunt 
to the upper provinces, presumably in 
search of that senatorship. If tory prom­
ises are no better than those made to 
C. H. B. Fisher, our M. P. is still a long 
way off the coveted prize.

Miss Mary Robhixs, a bright young 
lady, is sole editor of the Springhill, N. 8., 
News. The irate subscriber will have to 
take off his hat and put on his best man­
ners when he enters the News’ sanctum.

Neal Dow, the father of prohibition in 
Maine, will be 90 years old the 20th of 
next March, and he is yet hale and hearty.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The News of the World In Brief—The 

Cream of Our Exchanges.

An Ottawa despatch says that the Dom­
inion parliament will meet January 25th.

The Quebec assembly has refused a 
plebiscite on the question of abolishing 
the legislative council.

Troop and Son of St. John have com­
promised with their creditors at twenty- 
five cents on the dollar.

A few days since the body of an infant 
was found in a stump heap at Sutherland 
farm, Salisbury, N. 'B. The authorittes 
are investigating.

Benjamin Parker, a Gagetown lad, was 
knocked down and had an arm and shoul­
der broken, Saturday, while leading a 
horse to.water.

A despatch from Teheran to the London 
Times, says 12,000 persons were killed in 
Kushan, Persia, by an earthquake last 
week. Fifty thousand cattle were killed.

A paper package containing half a dozen 
cartridges of dynamite and several yards 
of fuse was found in the new post office 
building hardly completed in Dartmouth, 
N. S. Who put it there is a mystery.

A considerable stir has been caused in 
society in London, Eng., by the conversion 
to Romanism of the niece of the Right 
Hon. John Morley, chief secretary for Ire­
land. She kept house for her uncle at 
their lodge, Dublin. She will enter a con­
vent within three months.

Quite an excitement has been caused by 
discovery of gold bearing quartz at differ­
ent points on the Dover road, about five 
miles from Moncton. A nugget of gold 
about the size of a pin head was picked 
out of apiece of white quartz, since found 
by one of the owners, and the indications 
are good. Some parties are taking up 
areas.

In the parliamentary debate at Athens, 
on tlie speech from the throne, Premier 
Tricoupis said Monday, that Greece was 
no longer in a position to fulfil her finan­
cial engagements with foreign powers. 
She was anxious to make an honorable 
compromise with her creditors,and would 
offer such terms as the state of the country 
would permit.

A special cable to the Star from London 
says the Council of the Imperial Federat­
ion League, London, has been dissolved, 
as it considered its work was done. The 
council was organized in 1884 and its dis­
integration has been caused by disputes 
over a proposition of an imperial defence 
fund in which the colonies should share 
and which was opposed strongly by Sir 
Charles Tapper.

Wm. Haines, a bricklayer, was burned 
to death in the electric works at Kingston, 
Ont., Tuesday, while working inside the 
super-heater. A candle which he used ig­
nited some oily material and sent a flame 
up the flue in such a volume that it be­
came impossible to rescue him, though as­
sistance was near at hand. There, in a 
confined space, the man burned to death 
before his helpless companions.

Herbert Little who has been employed 
making repairs on the Crawford House, 
Brundage Point, has been living in the 
house. When alone he was taken ill and 
was unable to call aid. He tied a piece of 
cotton to a stick and hung it out the win­
dow. Mr. Crawford chanced along short­
ly after and found Little, who was remov­
ed. Both of his feet were frozen. Little 
had been five days without nourishment.

Christopher Robinson, Q.C., the eminent 
Toronto lawyer, has declined the honor of 
knighthood conferred upon him by her 
majesty for services rendered in the 
Behring sea arbitration. He says he 
thinks the honor in his case would be an 
empty one. He was not consulted before 
it was offered him. He does not under­
rate titles, but thinks a lawyer in active 
practice is better without them. Mr. 
Robinson has a level head.

The home mission committee of the 
Presbyterian church in the maritime 
provinces met at Halifax on Wednesday 
and decided to make a grant of $600 to 
the presbytery of St. John towards the 
salary of a home mission superintendent 
for the presbytery. His salary is to be 
$1,000, the remaining $400 to be made up 
by St. John ladies. St. John presbytery 
has not yet made an appointment for the 
position, but it is understood Rev. James 
Ross, of Woodstock, will be selected.

The report of Col. Tucker, commanding 
the 62nd Fusiliers, St. John, in regard to 
the action of the band of his regiment 
taking part in the Ellis demonstration, 
has been received at the militia de­
partment, Ottawa. General Herbert, 
when asked to state the nature of the re­
port, said he was not at liberty to give 
any information. It is to be hoped that 
the General has given his attention to 
Hon. G. E. Foster’s insubordination in 
taking the Infantry school band to Mr. 
Wilmot’s political picnic at Belmont.

Richard Innés, carpenter, was arrested 
Sunday at Halifax, and remains in cus­
tody charged with having caused the 
death of Eliza Hughes, by administering 
drugs to procure an abortion. Eliza 
Hughes is a widow, aged twenty-six, and 
has been intimate with Innés for some 
time. She died Saturday, and on her 
death bed confided her shame to a woman 
with whom she boarded and to the doc­
tor. Innés is thirty-five, and has a wife, 
but they have not lived together for a 
couple of years.

President Lewin, of the Bank of New 
Brunswick, reports several newly forged 
bank notes in circulation. The public 
should be careful in handling scrip money 
or they may be taken in. Mr. Lewin 
says that he has had three of these forged 
notes—one of the bank of Nove Scotia, 
one of the bank oi New Brunswick and 
another of the Commercial Bank of Wind­
sor. The forgery consists of the changing 
of the $5 note into one of $10. The five 
in the corner of the note is replaced by a 
ten which looks as if it had been taken 
from some other note. The alteration is 
so well done that unless a person was on 
the lookout for it, the change would never 
be noticed.

J. G. A. Morrison, of Springfield, Ill., a 
piano tuner, was stoned to death by a mob 
near Winchester, Tuesday. He was ac­
cused of assaulting a young woman named 
Markrock, and was being taken to the 
court for a hearing when a mob of 100 men 
took him from the constable and hurried 
him to a field. There he was released and 
the mob sat upon him with clubs and 
stones. He was literally pounded to a 
pulp. His face and head were a bleeding 
mass, none of the features being recognize- 
able, while many of the bones of his body 
were broken. Friends of the dead man 
went out to the field and brought 
the body into the city. There is great 
indignation at the action of the mob and 
they will be vigorously prosecuted.

Sir John Thompson and Sir Hibbert 
Tupper spoke at Pictou, N. S., Thursday, 
to a large political gathering. Sir John 
among other thing said that his govern­
ment was for tariff reform. They pro­
posed a tariff as low as possible to provide 
the revenue necessary to carry on the 
public services, and that would at the 
same t^ne afford Canadian workmen, 
Canadian manufacturers and the Cana­
dian farmer preference over of the foreign. 
The coon is gradually coming down, but 
the Canadian taxpayers should not lower 
their rifles till the animal is crouching at 
their feet.

THE BROWNS FREE AGAIN.
Enquiry Into the Queens County 

Tragedy.

The shooting affair at Hibernia settle­
ment, Queens county, in which Abner 
Rathburn lost his life, and which has 
occasioned much excitement during the 
past week, is now settled. The result of 
the preliminary examination is that the 
shooting was purely accidental, and the 
prisoner, Judson Brown, and his two 
brothers, D’Arcy and David, who were 
with him at the time the fatal shot was 
fired, are now free, as there was not suffi­
cient evidence to commit them for trial.

The preliminary examination was held 
in consequence of an information made 
against Judson Brown by Robert Hamil­
ton. The information was made as a re­
sult of the evidence brought out at the 
coroner’s inquest, and of the dying state­
ment of a young Abner Rathburn. It 
charged Judson Brown with feloniously 
murdering and slaying Abner Rathburn. 
The examination was commenced on 
the 24th ult., in the little school house at 
Hibernia settlement, nearly ten miles 
from Hampstead village, by Benjamin 
Palmer, justice of the peace. Arthur 
Ebbett, clerk of the peace, looked after 
the interests of the crown, and J. DeVeber 
Neales appeared for Judson Brown.

wild boys.

The Brown boys do not bear a bad 
reputation, but they are wild and ig­
norant. Their father, James Brown, is 
a small farmer.

Young Abner Rathburn, who was 
seventeen years of age, lived with Mrs. 
Elizabeth Brown, near by. The lad has 
no parents. Mrs. Brown is a relative who 
adopted him. He was a smarter and a 
more active lad than the Browns, and, al­
though he only went to school for a very 
short time, he showed himself to be an 
apt pupil.

The evidence taken at the preliminary 
examination tells the story of the shoot­
ing, at least it gives the version of the 
Brown boys, D’Arcy and David, who, be­
sides the accused, were the only living 
witnesses of the tragic affair.

D’Arcy Brown, 16 years of age, said 
that on Sunday, 19th inst., he, in comp­
any with his brothers Judson and David 
and Abner Rathburn, went out into the 
woods at a place called Wilson’s field to 
shoot a rabbit they had seen there. He 
had a gun ; so had his brother Judson.

The others had none. After shooting a 
woodpecker, the witness, seeing some fine 
gum in a spruce tree, laid his gun down 
and climbed up to get some. While he 
was up the tree, Abner Rathburn and 
Judson were carrying on. The deceased 
was pushing Judson Brown. Witness 
called down from the tree, “ Quit that 
fooling. You know that gun (meaning 
the gun carried by Judson) is not safe.” 
The deceased replied, “ I am not scared
of the d-----d old gun.” A moment later,
the witness said, he heard the gun go off. 
He slid down from the tree and found 
that Abner had been shot, and that his 
clothes were on fire. Seeing that he was 
injured he sent his brother David for his 
father.

To justice Palmer, witness said: “I 
did not see the gun go off. At the time 
the gun went off the deceased was stand­
ing with one leg around the tree in the 
act of climbing. Judson Brown had hold 
of the gun when it went off. The stock 
was lowered towards the ground, with 
the barrel turned upwards. Jndson was 
standing directly opposite Abner. The 
tree was between them. I did not see 
Abner fall. I saw him lying bleeding on 
the ground and knew he was shot.”

HE CONTRADICTS HIMSELF.

The witness here began to contradict 
himself to some extent. He said in 
answer to questions of justice Palmer and 
the clerk of the peace: “I do not re­
member seeing any of the boys at the 
moment the gun went off. I don’t re­
member whether I slid down the tree or 
not. I saw the gun when it yent off. 
Judson was holding it in one hand. The 
hammer was drawn on the cap. Think­
ing David would not get help soon 
enough, I sent Judson and stayed with 
the deceased until father cagie. Judson 
and Abner were good friends. I heard 
Abner say in fun he would shoot David 
if he went up the tree. I did not hear 
Judson threaten to shoot Abner.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Neales, witness 
said : Abner was only joking when be 
said he would shoot David. We were all 
on good terms and were having a good 
time. We had no cross words that after­
noon. I am sure it was an accident. 
Judson felt very badlv about it, for he 
was a great friend of Abner’s.

To Mr. Abbett, witness said : Jndson 
and Abner were always together, and 
were the best of friends. I did not hear 
Abner say he was going to climb the tree. 
I did not hear Judson tell him not to.

DR. J. A. CASSWELL
was the next witness. He said he was 
a registered medical practitioner at Gage- 
town. On Sunday, 19tb, he was sum­
moned to attend Abner Rathburn, at 
Mrs. Elizabeth Brown’s house. When he 
arrived, the injured lad was suffering from 
a gunshot wound in his hip. He put him 
under ether, and making an incision, 
f jund a lot of shot lodged near the spinal 
column. He then dressed the wound 
and left. When he returned in the 
morning the lad was dead. It was the 
wound that caused death. The direction 
of the shot entering the wound was 
nearly horizontal. The shot used was 
small partridge shot. About thirty or 
forty of them were lying against the 
backbone. There were no other marks 
of violence.

DAVID E. BROWN,

a little fellow of ten years, who knows 
more about guns than he does about the 
alphabet, gave evidence to a great extent 
corroborative of his brother’s. He said 
when D’Arcy climbed the tree after gum 
Abner picked up the gtin D’Arcy had 
laid down and pointed it at him, saying, 
“I’ll give you a charge.” He then laid 
the gun down and gave Judson a pbsh. 
Judson told him to stop fooling or the 
gun would go off. Abner then started to 
climb the tree and had hold of a limb 
when Judson’sgun went off. The branch 
Abner had hold of broke, and he fell. He 
got up again, moved a few steps and lay 
down. Judson made no threats to shoot 
Abner. The butt of the gun was resting 
on the ground when it went off. Judson 
was in the act of turning the gun around 
at the time. The hammer was down on 
the cap.

To Mr. Neales, witness said : “ We had 
no cross words. Judson cried when he 
found Abner was shot.”

ISAAC BROWN,
father of the accused, testified to finding 
the deceased in the woods. When he ar­
rived on the scene, he asked how it hap­
pened, Abner told him that Judson’s 
gun had gone off and shot him. He 
could not tell exactly but thought Judson 
was fooling with the gun. He said 
nothing more. The boys were good 
friends. t

This being all the evidence Mr. Neales 
moved for the discharge of the prisoner 
and a dismissal of the case, claiming 
there was no evidence on which to hold 
Judson Brown, for the crime with which 
lie was accused.

Mr. Ebbett said he would leave the 
matter entirely with the justice to deal 
with.

Justice Palmer concluded there was no 
evidence to hold the prisoner, and he ac­
cordingly discharged him from custody.

The boys also describe the position of 
the gun at the time of the snooting as 
being with the stock on the ground. 
The doctor’s statement shows that the 
shot entered from a horizontal position 
and, from the position of the ground, 
could not have been done by a gun held 
in the position described as above. Both 
Brown boys say that the trigger of the 
gun was down on the cap. The gun must 
tiave required more than an ordinary jar 
to have discharged it in this way.

Attorney general Blair, interviewed at 
Fredericton, said he would look into the 
matter and ascertain if further steps are 
necessary.

That Tea Meeting Affair.
To the Editor of The Herald:

Dear Sir,— The following is a copy of a 
letter which I have sent to the editor of the 
Gleaner for publication. Will you do me 
the favor to publish the same in your issue 
of this week :

You will remember seeing published in 
daily Gleaner, of the 26th of September last, 
a letter from a correspondent at Bnrtt’s 
corner, signing himself “ subscriber," in 
which certain unwarrantable reflections 
were made concerning the character and 
honesty of myself and a member of the com­
mittee in charge (John Pueh) in connection 
with the teameeting held at Pugh's crossing 
a short time before. It was stated that the 
returns of receipts and expenses made by 
the committee (showing a balance on hand 
of thirty dollars) was unsatisfactory to the 
people at large, and led them to believe that 
we had not given a correct statement of the 
proceeds of that day. An estimated note of 
the proceedings of that day was also given, 
of which the following is an exact copy :
“ There were at least 250 took tea at 30

cents, making..,......................... $75 00
Fifty children at 15cents, making... 7 50 
We have Irom good authority that 

there was cleared at refresh­
ment table................................. 25 00

$2 by cannon ball, $2 by air gun...... 4 06

Total receipts for the afternoon... $111 50
The expenditure was stated to have been 

$26 at the outside, and it was claimed that 
there ought to have been a balance on hand 
of $85.50 outside of the proceeds of the ball 
held in the evening, which was placed at 
$20.”

I am asked, “ where was the $55.50 justly 
due the district? Without making any 
further comment on the attack, other than 
to say that it is absolutely untrue, and that 
I am surprised that your Gleaner has pub­
lished it without being assured of its truth, 
I proceed to make the following statement 
of receipts and expenditures of that day, the 
original of which is in my possession, signed 
by the members of the committee, Albin 
Burtt, John Pugh, and myself :

The object of publishing the article com­

plained of. was no doubt to injure my 
character with a view to bringing about my 
defeat in the councillors election. As far 
as the parties who wrote, and also who in­
spired it. are concerned, I have only to say 
that nothing better can be expected of 
them. They are willing, for considerations 
which would not move an honorable and 
truthful man, to revile and misrepresent 
any one, against whom they may have a

THE COAL STRIKE SETTLED.
As a result of the miners conference at 

London, Eng., under the presidency of 
Lord Roseberry, it was announced that it 
was settled by the conference that the 
miners should resume work at the old 
wages on Monday. They will work for 
these wages until Februaiy. The board 
of conciliation will hold its first meeting 
on Dec. 13. It will be constituted for one 
year. If at the first meeting the members 
fail to elect a chairman the speaker of the 
house of commons will nominate one. 
The board will be empowered to deter­
mine the rate of miners’ wages. The 
news that work would be resumed in the 
mines on Monday at the old wages was 
received with demonstration of great joy 
in all the mining centres of the Midlands. 
The leaders of the miners read the de­
spatches aloud in the streets and the 
waiting crowds of strikers cheered them­
selves hoarse. Church bells were rung in 
all the mining towns and Thanksgiving 
service held in the dissenters’ chapels.
