aisled the march of religions freedom 
longer than most European nations. 
Until within the present generation 
no religions denomination was toler­
ated except Lutheranism, which 
even unto this day is the acknowl­
edged religion of each state.

In Denmark Catholic service was 
allowed in the private chapels of 
the ambassadors of France, Spain, 
and Austria, who resided in the 
capital. ' Owing to the many Catho­
lic soldiers in the pay of the Gov­
ernment this privilege was extend­
ed in 1686 to the fortress Frederica. 
The law of 1849 granted freedom of 
worship to all dissenters from the 
tate religion, and it was from that 

date that any effort towards Oatho-, 
, -Ü9 üMÉwne eetild-be attempted. A' 

ew (jathUioe, mostly immigrants, 
were scattered hero and there, and 
when in 1860 the present vicar 
apostolic was sent as a newly or­
dained priest to Denmark, he found 
but five priest?, 675 Catholics, and 
two schools numbering 90 pupils. 
Tne kingdom was erected into a 
prefecture in 1869, and in 1892 into 
a vicariate apostolic, with Monseign­
eur John von Such as vicar apos­
tolic and titular bishop in partibos 
infidelinm. Monseigneur von Enoh 

a man of great talent and of 
most imposing and pleasing appear­
ance; be is universally esteemed by 
Catholics and non-Catholics alike. 
Thè Danes possess a firmer and 
more steady character tht.n their 
northern brethren, and conversions 
have been more frequent and are 
more reliable. The poor, of course 
have the Gospel preached to them, 
and heed the invitation; but many 
others, who by their social position 
or learning wield great influence, 
have entered the fold with them. 
The small number of Catholics, 675 
in 1860, has risen, principally 
through conversions, to the respect­
able number ot near 6,000 in 1894, 
with about 1,000 in the Catholic 
schools. Copenhagen is a beautiful 
city and most favorably situated on 
the Sand. Its population, as it is 
with all capital cities, has vastly in­
creased these last years. The Gov­
ernment is finishing very extensive 
works to make^the city a free har­
bor; this is attracting commerce and 
shipping, and will still add to its 
alfcady large population. The 
energetic bishop does not rèmain 
idle, but keeps pace with this pro­
gress, and two more churches have 
recently been built to give the city 
population a better and easier op­
portunity to attend to its religions 
duties. The so-called cathedral of 
the bishop is a very modest build­
ing without steeple—steeples on 
Catholic churches were prohibited 
until within the last years—and his 
episcopal palace so called, an apper- 
dix to the rear of the church, is of 
still more modest dimensions, and 
whilst fully in accordance with the 
poverty of his means, it is far from 
being in accordance with the dig 
oily of his offl)e. The bishop is as- 
aisled in his work by 36 priests, one 
half or whom are Jesuits, who, be­
sides parish work, attend to two 
colleges, one in Ordrup, the other in 
Copenhagen. The Sisters of St. 
Joseph from Obambery are already 
gome years in the country and God 
has greatly prospered their work. 
They possess a very large convent 
in the capital, which serves for 
mother house, novitiate, schools 
French and Danish, and hospital; 
they number one hundred sisters in

the mother house, and about sixty 
more in their other convent?.

Besides these Sisters of St, J >s- 
eph there are a few of another order 
and some brothers. For a good 
many yearsTMvtiSHÿ1 paper has de­
fended the interests of the church, 
The best proof that the Church is 
making itself felt in the hearts of 
the people is afforded by the fact 
that.of the 18 secular priests 12 are 
natives of the soil, as well as 4 ec­
clesiastical students, and the re­
ligious orders of women count 40 
sisters born in the country. Great 
hopes for conversions had been 
placed on the marriage ot the third 
son of the Danish King with the 
Catholic Princess Marie, of the 
House of Orleans but.the result has 
been-disappointing. It was stated 

yjtftne of this marriage that the 
conditions required by the c bn rob 
for mixed marriages had been com­
plied with, yet the three children of 
this union, all boys, have been bap­
tized by a Lutheran minister.

The great drawback and the most 
burdensome cross of the good bishop 

poverty in worldly goods. In 
the early days of Christianity 
poverty seemed not to hinder the 
progress of religion, and St Francis 
Xavier accomplished the conver­
sion of thousands and thousands 
without any money to bis credit; 
but some how or other it is the ex­
perience of modern missionaries, 
even of the most zealous, that 
money is a necessary adjunct to the 
grace of God. And so in Dvn 
mark the lack of this prec ions aid 
makes it difficult to keep up what 
is done, and still more difficult to ex­
tend the work that should be done. 
Yet the Lord has been good, con' 
versions are increasing, and the 
future of the Church in Denmark 
becomes daily brighter. The vicar 
apostolic has charge also of the is 
land of Iceland in Europe and ot 
Greenland in America, but so far ho 
has not been able to send a priest to 
those far-away and cold countries. 
—Archbishop Janssens, in February

Father Brown, S. J., recently be­
gan a course of three sermons at St. 
Francis Xavier's, Liverpool, in con­
travention of the Protestant Bishop 
of Liverpool’s injunction to his dio­
cesan conference to “shun the con­
fessional." Taking for his text the 
words, “Whose sins you shall for­
give, they are forgiven them, and 
whose sins you shall retain, they are 
retained,” St. John xxi., 23, he said 
any of them whose memory went 
back to fifty years ago, or if they 
would ask those who took part in 
events then, they would all agree 
with him that there had coma across 
England at- the present day a great 
change in religious feelings and ex­
pressions. Fifty years ago the name 
of Catholic was a name of appro- 
bium and contempt. To be a Catho­
lic priest was to be an object of and 
fair game for scorn. Nowadays 
they would meet countless members 
of the Protestant Church who scorn­
ed the name of Protestants and 
claimed to be Catholics, ministers 
of the Anglican establishment, who 
claimed imperiously and solemnly 
that they were Catholic priests. They 
adopted the drees the Catholic priest 
was the first to bring into England 
and spoke the language of Catholic 
priests.

But if there was one fact that 
showed a wondrous change it was 
this, that there are many ministers 
of the Chnroh of England who 
now, in spite of the protests of the
authorities of that Church, are hearJ 
ing confessions. This was a fact 
which showed too plainly the al­
most absolute want of authority ii^ 
the Anglican Church that individu­
als without authority, right or juris­
diction can take upon themselves to 
hear confessions. Now this wss 
done in spite of the fact that the 
greatest authority in that Church 
had denounced it from the begin­
ning. The homily on repentance 
which was issued with special an- 
ihoritive voice, was directed against 
it. Dr. Ryle stated in Liverpool 
not very long ago that nearly all 
the Protestant bishops of the estab­
lishment had denounced the prac­
tice in the Anglican Church.

ing them one by one and seeing for 
himself all there is to be seen.

shall retain, they are retained1’— 
could yet say that men had not 
the power of forgiving sins.
Whence came that cry: “Shun 
the confessional ?” Was it the 
dictate or voice of reason ? If so 
then it must be either that it is 
wrong in its origin or in its essen­
tial or evil in its effect. It could 
not be on account of its origin, be­
cause in its origin it was not and 
could not be human, it must be di­
vine; nor by reason of the fact which 
constituted the essential of confes­
sion, sorrow for sin and the resolu­
tion to avoid it and make reparation 
lot it, in which there was nothing 
but was good and just {and holy; 
nor|on aocoonnt of its effects, which 
both upon the individual, the family 
and society were beneficial. The 
very nature and surroundings of 
the confession >.l proved that it must 
be of divine origin. The very 
powers claimed by man aa a minis­
ter of God to forgive sin was abso­
lutely as clearly laid down in 
Scripture as any other doctrine 
drawn from it.

Having quoted the well-known 
texts bearing on the point (John xx.
21 23), he asked had not onr Lord 
in those solemn words declared 
that He appointed the apostles to 
share in, carrying on and perpetu-

and especially that work of mercy ot 
the greet High Priest, forgiving 
the sins of poor humanity 7 No 
unprejudiced mind could draw any 
other conclusion from those words. 
And yet Dr. Ryle says that for 
three hundred years the wisest, 
-oundeet and most learned divines 
of the Anglican Church had 
denied that that power was to be 
drawn from those words. Also 
for three hundred years the same 
wise, sound learned divines of the 
Anglican Church told us that the 
Church of Christ was not found­
ed or built on the rook, and that 
Peter had no special power or an- 
th irity, that when oui- Lord said, 
“This is My body, this is My 
blood." He did-not mean that 
His body and - blood were really 
there, yet for this time, aye, for 
six times three hundred years, had 
the whole Church bowed down in 
humble faith before these word^ 
re-echoing the words of St. Cyril 
M Jernsalem, who wrote in a oats 
chiam for the people of his time 
(lourth century), “Christ has said 
•This is My body,’ and who shal I 
dare say it is not ? •Christ has 
said, This is My blood,’ and who 
shall dare say it is not ?" And 
these words have been re-echoed 
all through the centuries, and the 
bishops and doctors of the Catholic 
Church assembled in the Council 
of Chalcedon in the fifth century, 
when the decree was passed with 
one voice, cried out, “Peter has 
spoken through Leo." From that 
time right down to the nineteenth 
century it was the same echo, and 
Peter still speaks to us this day 
through Leo.

In its teaching and practice all 
through the ages the Chnroh bad 
ever maintained that on the oc­
casion referred to in his text Christ 
tolemly gave to His apostles the 
power to forgive sio and establish­
ing the sacrament of penance, 
Could reason object to that against 
the Divine ordinance ? No, com­
mon sense told ns that reason 
could not. They said confession is 
too difficult, it is repugnant, it is 
humiliating, it is too much to ex­
pect from human nature. Was 
that the voice of reason or the 
voice of cowardice ? Granted it 
was diffioul’, but with it _there was 
a comfort, oootolation, and j >y that 
made up for all dffi ulty. Lit it 
be a hundred times m ire difficult; 
was that ground for reason to ob­
ject. Jo labo , to work wan most 
diffiouli; was t >at grouid for reason 
to obj ct to l ib >r. To practice 
virtue was ra wt diffiiult and cost 
many and many a hard struggle. 
Was that grounl to object to virtue 
In the world as it is at present, 
with all its allurements and temp­
tations for youth to keep them­
selves pure was most difficult. 
Was that ground for reason to ob- 
jsot to parity? Was there any­
thing ennobling to our nature,any­
thing that exalted it that was worth 
having or getting hut cost some 
thing and wàè difficult to be got ? 
Was that ground why reason should 

What all men ad 
1*gr their fellow-men was 

heroism, a man standing out above 
all others and showing that he bad 

soul and spirit and something 
grand about him, because he had 

something difficult. Could 
reason object to heroism ? There 
was a courage and nobleness of soul 
in acknowledging before God that you 
have done wroegto one who would 
rather go to priaou and dis than
betray the confidence given him 
in .confession. He was not exsg- 
gerating. He knew priests put into 
prison because they .would not re­
veal matter of confession. One 
whom they all knew well—dear 
old Father Joseph Johnson—had 
been threatened with imprisonment 
under similar circumstances. They 
had a saint of the Ohuroh canoniz­
ed because he bad suffered martyr­
dom rather than reveal things made 
known to him in confession.

Confession was humiliating—that 
was the point; but reason told us 
that to have committed a sin there 
was the shame, there was the wrong. 
Sin was a revolt of pride against 
God, and therefore the beat atone­
ment was humiliation, accompanied 
ly the acknowledgment of one' 
wrong doing. Therefore reason 
could not object to confession; the 
very objection raised was reason for 
it.

after Bismark bai brought about 
the expulsion of the Jesuits from 
GtermanYi ‘Bismark has done the 
best work of his life. He has 
driven the Jesuits out of Germany.” 
Ho remarked to his friend how was 
that? “Oh surely,” he said, 
“everybody knows the Jesuits, 
Their teaching is immoral, their 
dootrine is corrupt, and the very 
prononce of a Jesuit in the house is 
contamination.” He said to his 
friend, who was a lawyer, “You say 
their dootrine is immoral. There 
are plenty of works written by 
Jesuits; there is hardly a library in 
the world but contains books by 
. esuits on all manner &f subjects. 
Have you road any of these works?’’ 
Strange to say he had not “I. can 
only condemn you on your own 
ground,” replied the preacher. 
You are a lawyer, and a point of 
law is that the accused cannot be 
condemned unless the cause is 
known. Y-ou have not read a 
word of their books. You said their 
toaohing is immoral. Have you 
ever listened to Jesuit teaching ?” 
He said he would not go ne»r them, 
although there was a Jesuit -church 
in the town where he lived- ' “I can 
only condemn you out of your own 
mouth," pursued the preacher. “You 
said the very presence of a Jesuit in 
the house was contamination. Now 
I,as unworthy as I am of the honor, 
happen to be a Jesuit, and I appeal 
to my friends at this table, whether 
my presence is a contamination.” He 
apologized. From that day to this 
he is one of the preacher's firmest 
friends.

"AbT* they would say to people 
who had been listening to their 
preaching, “you don’t know the 
real Jesuit, tbe man with the dark 
bright eyes who wears a black cloak 
with villiany in his countenance and 
treason in his gait That’s the real 
Jesuit” That was all imagination. 
So they heard people talking against 
the confessional who had never been 
near a confessional in their lives, 
who did not know what confession 
meant, who had not the slightest 
idea of it, but said confession was 
bad and must be bad.

The preacher then proceeded to 
illustrate the beneficial effects of 
oonfeesion upon the individual, upon 
the family and upon society, show­
ing that it upheld the chief sup­
ports of society—right of property, 
authority and religion—without 
which society would quickly crum­
ble to ruin, and concluded by quot­
ing Luther, a witness whose testi­
mony was most valuable, as he was 
one of those who swept away the 
confessional and cried out against it, 
and yet who declared that one of 
the effects of the Reformation was 
that “decency and modesty were 
done away with and that everybody 
wished to be perfectly free to do 
whatever he liked;’, that “every
kind of vice was much greater than 
before." To such a state had things 
come that the inhabitants of one of 
the towns of Germany, seeing the 
awful havoc made amongst them, 
actually petitioned the Emperor 
Charles Y. that the confessional 
might be restored in their midst. It 
was, therefore, not the voice of rea­
son which condemned the confes­
sion aL What voice then, must it be? 
Cases1, a great French writer, said 
the heart has many reasons which 
reason knows not of. We should say 
that the voice which said “Shun the 
confessional!" was certainly not the 
voice of reason, bat the voice that 
came from A corrupt heart.

Perhaps it was felt that such a resolu- 
ti in would be somewhat out of place 
on the part of conventions called and 
presided over by Premier Peters aud 
Mr. A. B VVarburton to nominate the 
President of the Charlottetown Club 
and Mr. William Welsh.

The convention held at Vernon River 
Bridge, on Monday last, for the purpoee 
of nominating a Liberal-Conservative can­
didate, for the Eiat Riding of Queen's 
County, was a large and representative 
one, nearly three hundred delegatee being 
in attendanoe. The greatest enthusiasm 
and unanimity prevailed. Alexander 
Martin, Esq-, of Valleyfield, was chosen 
as the candidate ny a unanimous and 
standing vote, and the announcement was 
greeted with hearty cheers. Later in the 
day a public meeting took place, when 
able speeches were delivered by Mr. 
Martin, the candidate ; A. C. McDonald, 
Esq., M. P. ; Hon. James Nicholson and 
Hon. Senator Fergoaon. The Liberal- 
Conservatives of East Queen’s are to be 
congratulated on the excellent choice they 
have made of a candidate to contest the 
Riding. Mr. Martin is a first-class man, 
who thoroughly understands the political 
questions of the day, and is prepared at 
all times, to discuss them in an intelligent 
and convincing manner. He is a fighter 
and may be depended ÿsa to hold his 
own in oonfliot with any tasà the Vppoel 
tion may put before him. In anything 
like a fair fight, in which the great ques­
tions of the day would be discussed on 
their merits, it is difficult to conjecture 
how any considerable number of the in 
telligent electors of East Queen's could 
vote for Mr. Walsh in preference to Mr. 
Martin. We expect to see Mr. Martin 
triumphantly elected.

Mr. Gresham, Secretary of State 
of the United States, has express 
ed his regret to England, that Con­
gress has not thought it worth 
while to carry out the agreement 
of the nation concerning the 
Behring Sea damages. As the St. 
John Sun remarks, the Secretary 
of State need scarcely fret himself 
very much about the matter. The 
United States will likely pay the 
bill by and by, with a considerable 
amount of costs thrown in.

The fifty-third Congress of the 
United States, says the Montreal 
Gazette, went out of existence at 
noon oh the 4th. It was a tariff re­
form congress, with a Democratic 
majority. After it had been at 
work for twenty months the peo­
ple of the United States became 
afraid of it and relegated the great 
majority of its .members to private 
life, replacing tnKwhole with a 

“Republican and protective policy 
body. The people of Canada are 
invited to elect a free trade tariff 
Parliament. It they do it will 
last for five years. There will be 
no opportunity at the end of two 
years, as there is in the United 
States, to repent and change the 
verdict. The Canadian tariff tink­
ers had better be left at home 
the first place.

Referring to the action of the 
United States Congress, in refus­
ing to pay to Canada the sum of 
$425,000, in settlement of the 
award of the Behring Sea arbitra­
tion, the Canadian American rises 
to remark that such conduct is 
scarcely worthy a nation such as 
the United States. It affirms 
that the award has stirred up all 
the irrascibility in Brother Jona­
than’s nature, “and goes against 
the grain.” It acknowledges that 
no one in official or congressional 
circles imagined the United States 
would be beaten by the Canadians 
at Paris. It points out that before 
the arbitrators met, the expert 
work characterising the briefs of 
the United States contingent, was 
dwelt upon with pride by special 
correspondents at Washington. 
But the verdict of the Board of 
Arbitrators proved that the real 
experts in the business were the 
framers of Canada’s case. The 
manner in which Canad’s case was 
presented and argued by Chris­
topher Robinson, Charles Hibbert 
Tapper and Sir John Thompson, 
our contemporary thinks, deter­
mined the court’s decision. It 
very properly concludes that,' 
while grumbling,the United States 
“should also pay the shot.”

A few days ago, the Patriot con­
tained a leader setting forth the 
prospects that existed of obtaining 
reciprocity with the United States, 
if only Mr. Laurier and his friends 
were given power. We commend 
to the Patriot readers, the follow­
ing extract from an article} con­
tributed by Mr. Andrew Carnegie, 
to the current number of the 
Forum. It furnishes most positive 
testimony to the ease with which 
Mr., Laurier could obtain advan­
tageous reciprocity from our 
neighbors. Mr. Carnegie says 
“Although I am opposed to taxing 
the food and the necessaries of the 
people, I should make an exception 
in regard to products of Canada, 
and this without regard to the 
doctrines of either free trade or 
protection, but as a matter of high 
politics. I think we betray a lack 
of statesmanship in allowing com 
mercial advantages to a country 
which owes allegiance to a foreign 
power founded upon monarchical 
institutions which may always be 
trusted at heart to detest the Re­
publican idea. If Canada were 
free and independent and threw 
in her lot with this continent, it 
would be a different matter. So 
long as she remains upon our flank 
a possible foe, not upon her own 
account, but subject to the orders 
of a European Power, and ready 
to be called by that Power to ex­
ert her forces against us even upon 
issues that may not concern Can­
ada, I should let her distinctly un­
derstand that we view her as a 
menace to the peace and security 
ot our country, and I should treat 
her accordingly. She should not 
be in the Union and out of the 
Union at the same time if I could 
prevent it. Therefore, I should 
tax highly all her products enter- 

ln ing the United States ; and this I 
should do, not in dislike for Can­
ada but for love of her, in the 
hope that it would -cause her to 
realize that the nations upon this 
continent are expected to be 
American nations, and, I trust, 
finally one nation so far as the 
English-speaking portion is con­
cerned, I should use the rod, not 
in anger but in love; but I should 
use it. She would be either a mem­
ber of the Republic, or she should 
stand for her own self, responsible 
for her conduct in peace and in 
war, as other nations are respon­
sible, and she should not shield 
herself by calling to her aid a 
foreign power. This is,as I have 
said, neither free trade, nor pro­
tection, but it does hear upon the 
subject of the tariff. I would tax

her unite with us, either entirely 
or as to tariffs. Until she does 
so, it is our obvious policy to ex­
clude her from our markets and

f' ive her no- advantages of any 
ind. For what the Democratic 

party voluntarily gave to Canada 
in the tariff, Canada would will­
ingly have conceded to us many 
disputed points in other- matters. 
Yet the Democratic party gave 
this great advantage to Canada 
gratis, and by so doing entirely 
abandoned American interests. 
Of all the blunders of the tariff 
there is nothing, with the excep­
tion of the abrogation of the reci­
procity treaties, which is so deeply 
injurious to American interests as 
this throwing open our markets to 
the principal Canadian products, 
while Canada’s tariff, with all its 
discrimination against us, remains 
unchanged.” Of course the 
worthy Senator’s statements are 
false and misleading. Canada 
has done nothing but claim her 
own, and maintain her rights re­
specting the fisheries. She has 
pursued the only course consistent 
with self respect But, notwith- 
standingtheinaccuraciesof Senator 
Lodge’s statements, the tone of his 
article demonstrate the absurdity 
of Mr. Laurier’s pretentions re­
garding a favorable reciprocity 
treaty.

The following appeal from the 
Station Masters and Operators of 
the Prince Edward Island Railway 
reached us too late for last issue :

Sir:—At the general meeting of 
the Station Masters and Operators 
of Prince Eld ward Island Railway 
held on February 20th, 1895, the 
undersigned was appointed a Com­
mittee, to appeal to you for assist 
ance in bettering their condition. 
Encouraged by the success which 
has crowned the efforts of employ 
ees in other branches of the service 
on this Railway, who, by uniting 
under the several Brotherhoods or 
Organizations, have bettered their 
condition, we have decided to ap 
peal in a body, and try if united 
action would not secure for us the 
justice which repeated trials by 
individuals have failed to accom­
plish. »

We are the most poorly paid 
employees in any branch of the 
service, and the only ones who are 
not allowed extra pay for extra 
work,—this is surely unjust.

We are obliged from the nature 
and duties of our business to have 
a better education than is absolute­
ly necessary in almost any other 
branch of the Railway service ; it 
takes from one to two years to 
learn the business and advance far 
enough to receive the first dollar 
of remuneration, while in all other 
branches the employees receive 
salary from the first day they 
enter the service.

The system that obtains at pre­
sent with us is as follows ;

1st. We are compelled to work 
from 12 to 14 hours per day.

2nd. We are during the winter 
months called upon for Sunday 
duty.

3rd. During stormy weather, or 
when trains are delayed, we are, 
in addition to doing day duty, 
frequently required to work all 
night

4th. We are not allowed extra 
time for any of the above axtra 
work, and if through sickness or 
other causes we are off duty, every 
hour lost is "docked. ”

5th. Until three years ago, we 
were given two weeks holidays 
each year for the above extra 
work. This arrangement was in 
force from the starting of the rail­
way, the discontinuance of which 
we consider a great injustice.

At a meeting held on February 
25th, the following resolutions 
were adopted :

A. That, Twelve consecutive 
hours, including meal time, shall 
constitute a day’s work.

B. If required to remain on 
duty longer than the hours named, 
we shall be paid over-time pro 
rata.

C. In computing over-time, leas 
than thirty (30) minutes shall not 
be counted, over thirty (30) and 
under sixty (60) minutes, shall be

The 
decision of the imperial government 
to send a commissioner to alleviate 
the distress in Newfoundland will be 
welcomed as a humane measure, 
rendered desirable by exceptional 
circumstances. Referring to the 
commercial treaty between Canada 
and Cape Colony, the Times denies 
that her treaty with France compels 
Canada to give the same ttrms to 
France as- to Cape Colony. The 
French treaty only stipulated that no 
favorable terms should be extended 
to any third power that were extended 
to France. South Africa is part of 
the empire, and is in no sense a third 
power. Until the clauses cf the Bel­
gian and German treaties forbidding 
the British colonies to give better 
termi to Great Britain than t> Bel­
gium and France are abrogated, Can­
ada is obliged to enforce against 
Great Britain every duty she imposes 
upon American goods.

The eloquent member for West 
Assinaboia, N. F. Davin, E;q 
paid the following glowing and 
graceful tribute to th; memory of the 
late Sir John Thompson, at the press 
banquet in Toronto.

“But let us take what might well 
be described as an almost incredible 
career having everything in it of the 
true romance that of the late premier. 
Ten years ago to the Canadian peo­
ple he was unknown, to day he is 
among the most renowned of Can­
adian statesmen. Commencing life 
as a reporter he becomes Prime 
Minister of Canada and a member of 
the Privy Council of the Empire; 
born in a Haligonian cottage he dies

91 Year* Old.

DEATH OF MOST BEV. DB. KIRBY.

One who was probably the oldest 
Bishop in the Catholic Church, says 
the Liverpool Catholic Times, has 
just passed away. Gravis annis et 
honoribus, the Most Rev. Tobias 
Kirby, titular Archbishop of Ephesus, 
and for many yeais rector of the Irish 
College, Rome, who died on Sunday 
evening in the Eternal City, was one 
of the most venerable and venerated 
personages among the numerous dis­
tinguished ecclesiastics in the metro­
polis of Christendom. Held in 
soecial esteem by the Sovereign Pon­
tiff and by his Brother Bishopsi a 
patriarchal prelate, whose length of 
years far exceeded that of many of the 
aged churchmen among whom he 
lived and moved, he was well known 
in both hemispheres. A typical Irish­
man, in whom the-simple piety of the 
olden time was associated with a 
strong and deep affection for the land 
of his birth, with whom faith and 
patriotism were always inseparable, he 
was beloved by his countrymen, who 
regarded him as personifying their un­
dying attachment to faith and father- 
land and their traditional faith to the 
See of Peter. Born in Tallow, 
Couuty Waterford, on Jan. i, 1804, 
the son of pious parent--,whose fidelity 
to the faith of their fathers bad been

tried and tempered in the furnace 
heat ofc persecution, he himself grew 
up from > outh to early manhood at an 
epoch when the shadow of the pen^l 
laws still fell up9Jti ;tbe,courUj:y,tyhen 
Protestant ascepdency was rampant, 
and the adherents of the ancient 
creed were politically and swally 
ostracised. Little wonder then, t|al 
bis patriot ism, the jjirept. outgro*t>r af 
Catholicism, first asserted itself when 
O’Connell came upon the scene, and 
by means as pacific as they werf 
powertul, led to a triumphant issue 
the bloodless string|e. for Catholic 
emancipation, and, later on, whan -tbe 
repeal movement dkew into its- ranks 
men of all classes, who believed that 
in the restoration of the Irish Parlia-r 
ment lay the best guarantee for the 
prosperity of Ireland and the conso­
lidating of the home empire,he threw 
himself with characteristic whole­
heartedness into it. “Those who re­
member only-the grave, gentle old 
president of the Irish College, whose 
manners, we are told, where subtly 
suggestive of Cardinal Newman, wi 1 
find it hard,” says an Irish contem­
porary, ‘ to credit the suggestion that 
in O'Connell’s train of brilliant plat-» 
form orators there were none more 
spirited cr inspiring than young Kirby.

Very early in life be gave evidence 
of a vocation to the priesthood, but 
difficulties retarded tbe accomplish­
ment^ bis djesites. J#»*» Cathojics 
thee ,w>^ia4. POt muçlvieans, like 
his " parents, did not enjoy the same: 
educational facilities they -have, since 
acquired, and besides he *as con­
strained, to earn bis living -by engag­
ing in bnsiness It was not until be 
was thirty that he overcame these 
difficulties and had acquired sufficient 
education to commence ecclesiastical 
studies at the College of St. Apollin- 
aris in Rome. : WhtUt pursuing his 
course of studies in this college, be 
joined the society of St. Paul,, of 
which the chief (u te ei
courage and assist itymje|atâr| in §he 
development of literary culture, 
this society he soon reached a high 
position,. In-talenti and acquire 
meat* he had but une rival, a brilliant 
student solde ÿéaftyoudger than him­
self. A specially keen interest was 
felt in the competition for the prize of 
the society, which was tp be awarded 
lor the best original essay. By uni­
versal consent there, were only two 
competitors with a chance of success, 
When the award was made it was 
found .that the name , of, Thomas 
Kirby was tecond on the list. His 
successful rival was Gioaçhino Pecci, 
now Pope Leo XIII. The intiraacy 
that then sprang up between the two 
was broken only by the death ,of the 
Archbishop of Ephesue. r.,On, his ac­
cession the |Pope remembered the 
incident of the essay half a century 
before, and by bis çxpres» command 
Dr. Kirby was then induced to give 
his composition for the first..time to 
the public. Some time after thecom- 
pletion of bis sacerdotal studies, and 
shortly after hie otJination, he was 
appointed a professor in the Irish 
College, a position he filled for twelve 
years; am) many of the Irish clergy 
who bad been under his training 
gratefully remember their indebted­
ness to him. 'Barly in the forties he 
was appointed to the Vice-Rectorship.

For a long 
time he held the post of Papal Cham­
berlain, and was s great favorite at 
the Vatican, bis unostentatious piety 
and sound sense having won for him 
special recognition from the Curia. 
On May 13 1881, he was nominated 
Titular-Archbishop of Ephesus. His 
life work was the forming of the 
Irish Priests who made their itudies 
in the Irish College, and that work 
he did with thoroughness and zeal. 
He did not write much, but his b$ok 
of “Meditations” is still in the hands 
of the faithful, and is in special favor 
among eCclesiastjcs.—N. T. Free­
man's Journal.

Paullat Fathers’ Work.

For the last five weeks theJChurcb 
of the Paulist Fathers, at the corner 
of Fifty-ninth street and Ninth 
avenue, New York, has been the 
centre of a remarkable religious 
movement. Three times a day, at: 
five and eight o’clock in the morping, 
and at half-past seven in the evening, 
the great edifice, which is "Second in: 
size only to St. Patrick’s Cathedral in: 
Fifth avenue, has been crowded to the; 
very doors with worshippers. The 
streets in the vitinity of the church, 
both before and after the services, re-i 
semble the approaches to a great fair, 
except that the througa are made up 
entirely of womee of devout mein, 
who carry preyed books in their 
hands.- ' - 1 '

The occasion of this unusual dis­
play of religious interest is a Mission, 
which is beinj held in the church un­
der the direction of the Fathers at­
tached to the parish. The services 
are under the charge of Father Smith, 
assisted by Fathers Clerk," Cullen, 
Youman, Burke, Menton and Ryan, 
all of whom are by education and 
training specially fitted for this kind 
of work. Father Smith, as the ex­
ecutive head of the Misson, assigns 
the clergy to the several services, 
taking part himself whenever it is 
possible for him to do so, and plans 
the general campaign for the fight 
against the devil.

To call a Mission a “revival” is a 
misleading term. It entirely excludes 
everything bordering upon the excite­
ment of a revival. No effort is made 
by the clergy to work upon the emo­
tions to the extent of developing dis­
plays of intense feeling. A Mission 
is rather a series of services,conducted 
by earnest priests, for the purpose of 
arousing in the people a greater de­
sire for holy living, and bringing them 
into closer relatione with the Church 
itself. It preaches in a calm reason­
able, yet forcible way the great truths 
that lie at the basis of the religious in­
stinct . The services consist, in the 
present instance, of doctrinal instruc­
tion, a sermon, the repeating of the 
rosary and congregational singing.

with every day affairs of life. In them 
the Fathers discuss the temptations to 
which mankind is subject, the advan­
tage of a Christian life, the effect of 
evil..associates upon character, the 
importance oL obedience to the laws 
of Gpd and similar topics.—N. Y. 
World.

Illiteracy and Ignorance.
To be illiterate is to be unlettered, 

to be unable "to read and write—this, 
and nothing more. And yet, by an 
abuse of the word arising from a false 
idea pf what constitutes true worth in 
man, illiteracy has come to be re­
garded by many as a term of reproach. 
Agaio, a person who is simply illiter­
ate is. not infrequently spoken of as 
ignorant, though the term might in 
many cases be more properly applied 
to the one who so describes him. 
Ignorance denotes want of knowledge; 
illiteracy refers to sn ignorance of 
letters, or of knowledge acquired by: 
reading, which,!* but one of the ways 
in which knowledge may be acquired. 
“In the Middle Ages,” says Webster, 
illustrating the distinction between 
these words, /‘a great portion of the 
higher classes were illiterate, and yet 
were far from being ignorant."

One of the best chapters of Father 
Young's new book, which we hope 
shortly to review in these columns, is 
that which deals with.illiteracy and 
ignorance. “It should be evident, 
Father Young observes, “that mere 
reading and writing, considered as a 
means in themselves alone, in view of

protection for their property and 
handicraft.

“There may be, therefore,” he goes 
on to say, “in a given country or dis­
trict a large number of persons statis­
tically reported as ‘illiterate’—so many 
indeed that the percentage of illiter­
acy may be very high for such a re­
gion-—and yet the 411116:8168’ may 
have a fair and useful general know­
ledge of worldly affairs ; they may be 
able to think rightly, possess good 
practical judgment ; be skilled in 
some agricultural or mechanical art ; 
be distinguished for gentleness of dis­
position, refinement of manners, no­
bility of character, and even for a cul­
tivated taste for the fine arts—as has 
always been observed by travellers is 
possessed by the lower classes in Italy 
and Spain ; they may be hospitable, 
brave and generous ; lovers of liberty, 
heroically patriotic, law-abiding, in­
dustrious, socially contented and 
happy, thoroughly religious, well vers­
ed in the knowledge of the Holy.Gos- 
pel, in the doctrines of the Christian 
religion, and faithful to the duties it 
imposes upon them as parents, and 
children, and citizens. And every 
page of history bears witness that 
there have been many millions of 
such, who, despite their ‘illiteracy,’ 
have been able to manifest Human 
and divine virtue carried to a lofty 
summit—men and women worthy of 
being praised as great heroes before 
the world and as glorious saints be­
fore God.”

In another chapter Father Young 
shows that illiteracy is neither a cause 
of crime nor even a condition likely 
to result in an increased proportion of 
crime. A striking proof of this is 
furnished by the condition of Saxony. 
Tbit country has long enjoyed all the 
advantages that can result from a 
thoroughly organized system af popu­
lar education, and counts but few 
among its inhabitants. Yet here is 
what the Rev. Dr. Hayman, a Pro 
testant clergyman writing for the 
Fortnightly Review, October, 1886, 
says of it :

“ If a map of Europe were before 
us, shaded in proportion to the re­
turns of known vice and crime, the 
darkest shadow would seem to rest 
exactly where the boast of intellectual 
light is greatest—in Saxony, the very 
shrine of modern culture, the fortress 
of free ‘thought.’ Most portentous 
of all is the bad pre-eminence of Sax­
ony in suicide."

The following statement is quoted 
from the Registrar’s Report for Scot­
land,, 1862 :

“The counties which show the 
highest proportion of illegitimacy— 
double that of England and Wales, 
and thrice that of Ireland—are the 
counties which are in the highest con­
dition as to education."

A monograph on illegitimacy, by 
Albert Leffingwell, M. D., contains 
similar testimony :

” In Kirkcudbright, a southern 
ceunty in Scotland, the illiteracy was 
only. 1 per cent., a better showing 
than in any country in Europe ; yet 
the rate ot bastardy which annually 
prevails there is greater than in any 
one of the 89 departments of France 
except Paris."

And again :
“In the department of Finisterre, 

in France, the most illiterate of all 
parts of that country, the ratio of ille­
gitimacy was but 34 to 1,000 births, 
less thin prevailed during the same 
period (1879 88) in any county of 
England, Wales, or Scotland.

These are but specimeni culled 
from the mass of evidence which 
Father Youag brings forward to show 
that mere book-learning does not 
make meu virtuous, nor the lack of it 
render them vicious and immoral.— 
Casket.

A réporter bas interviewed the gal­
lant General now reposing on his 
laurels in New York. The warrior 
was fjv;e hours daily in the field of a 
pulpit, and he compares himself t.o a 
prize-fighter, carried from one place 
to another, set down bodily in a ring 
and told to go ahead. The General 
questions whether there is more re­
ligion here than in Europe. ‘Still, 
when one considers,’- says he, “the- 
vast importation of the foreign ele­
ment the moral condition of the coun­
try is very remarkable." He thinks 
that the sin of a Britisher is devotion 
to pleasure; that of the American, de- 
vo'ion to money.

The Salvation Army we have long 
placed in Dundreary’s list of things 
that no fellow can find out. Cardinal 
Manning was of opinion that the 
movement in London had an element 
of good in it. But America is not 
London,Iwhich Dr. Pusey pronounced 
to be the most heathen city in the 
world. There are thousands of peo­
ple in England who have never heard 
the name of Jesus Chris?. This has 
been repeatedly proved by Parliatnen- 
taty investigation. Th:re miy be 
such people in the United S-ates,and 
if the Salvation Army reaches them 
as avant couriers of the Gospe’, we 
may see in it the providence 01 God. 
Meanwhile we congratulate the im­
mortal commander-in-chief upon bis 
effectual banishment of Sitan Irrm 
our shores. There is, hnwever.no 
rest in this great warfare, and we fear 
that, driven from the United Statss, 
the devil will probab y make tracks 
for England, especially, as the General 
admits, if the Britishers are given to 
sins which it gives him very little 
trouble to suggest and abet.

Like a war worn commander, Satan 
in England can recruit bis strength 
and need not leave his tent to direct 
ihe war in what the General admits 
to beat best only a neutral country. 
If General Booth’s presence here is 
a menace and a terror to the demon, 
he (Booth, we mean,) should by all 
means be encouraged to remain.— 
Catholic Times.
