The
fact of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s mov-
ing the adjournment of the deb.te
till the following day, instead of
immediately answering Sir Charles
Tupper in the discussion on the ad-
dress, was a confession of weak-
ness of the Government’s case,
and the additional fact of Sir
Wilfrid, after taking a day to
cool joff, coming into the House in
a towering rage and devoting a
considerable portion of his speech
to personal abuse of Sir Charles
Tupper, is the very strongest
proof that the grand old - Leader
of the Opposition had punctured
the Government’s armour in its
wost vulnerable points. Nor was
the Leader of the Government
the only one who delivered a cho-
leric speech, Sir ‘Richard Cart-
wright also made a lamentable
splenetic exhibition for which hé
was promptly called to order by
Mr. Speaker. Such conduct on
the part of the Government is
just what might be expected.
Their whole record is one of bro-
ken pledges; betrayal of the most
sacred trusts, and generally gross
deception of the electorate. But
now their political sins are find-
ing them out ; the light of day is
let in on their arrant hypeerisy
and consummate duplicity - and
