I can never describe the impression 
her story made on me. Nor could I 
make your readers understand the 
wonderful look on her face. Her 
countenance seemed almost to shine 
with the light of faith. Truly hers 
was the faith that could move 
mountains. She was a sweet modest- 
looking girl, and 1 saw her two or 
three times during that day, but the 
look of holiness that was on her face 
that July morning at seven o’clock 
will never fade from my memory, 

As was natural, the miracle creat­
ed intense excitement. All day 
hundreds of people knelt round the 
statue of Ste Anne and examined 
the surgical boot that was left at its 
feet. I myself made a careful ex- 
aminationof it, I measured the thick­
ness of the sole, and noticed how 
the iron plate on it had been worn 
away by the dragging of the help 
less leg as it swung when she mov­
ed about. The iron bar was abdüt 
3-4 of an inch thick, and reached 
from the bool to the waist Here 
was evidence of tho entire useless­
ness of the limb.

A very large number of the pil 
grims who aooompauiei Miss Mur­
phy, confirmed her story in every 
particular. Her doctor was Dr. 
Dixon, who, by tho way, is a Pro 
testant. Daring that day the mir­
acle was mentioned in two sermons, 
that I heard, and Father Connolly, 
the parish priest of Brewer’s Mills, 
knows the truth of all that 
Murphy has told me.

The Manufactures’ Association 

at its meeting at Halifax, put its 
views on the tariff question on re­
cord in the following resolution :

“ Resolved, that in the opinion 
of this association the changed 
conditions which now obtain in 
Canada demand the immediate and 
thorough revision of the tariff 
upon lines which will more effec­
tually transfer to the workshops 
of the Dominion the manufacture 
of many of the goods which we 
now import from other countries.

“ That in any such revision the 
interests of all sections of the com­
munity, whether of mining, fishing 
or- manufacturing, should be fully 
constAerei-wW only
to the preservation, Tout to the 
further development of all these 
great national industries.

“ That while such tariff shall be 
primarily framed for Canadian 
interests it should, nevertheless, 
give a substantial preference to 
the Mother Country, and also to 
any other part of the British Em­
pire with which reciprocal prefer­
ential trade can be arranged to 
our mutual advantage, recognizing 
always that under any conditions 
the minimum tariff must afford 
adequate protection to all Cana­
dian producers.”

Put briefly, what the manufac 
turers ask is that the customs 
duties shall be fixed at so high a 
figure that the reductions under 
the preferential clauses shall not 
seriously affect the home market

be sought by making so great an 
increase in the general tariff as to 
make the reduction under the pre­
ferential clause non-effective of its 
presumed purpose, which would 
be adding hypocrisy to folly ; but 
by adopting a straight business 
tariff, applying not to countries 
but to imports, and designed to

ports. In other words, it is sought 
to nullify the preference by in­
direct means. This attitude 
mistaken one, as greatly so as was 
the action of Parliament, when it 
adopted the preferential principle. 
It was no part of the Canadian 
Paliament’s business in framing a 
tariff for Canada to specially care 
for the British manufacturer, by 
making it easy for him to compete 
in the Canadian market. The first 
and chiefest duty of the Canadian 
legislator is to guard the interests 
of Canadian industries, upon the 
prosperity of which Canadian pro­
gress depends. If it is deemed 
wise to work for this object on 
free trade "lines, the example of 
Great Britain itself, the chief free 
trade nation, points to the best 
results being attained by disre­
garding everything but the inter­
ests of the home consumer, and 
giving him unrestrained liberty to 
buy wherever he finds it advan­
tageous. The general tariff, as it 
stands to-day, is however, a free 
trader’s proclamation that free 
trade is not calculated to promote 
Canada’s general welfare. The 
Conservatives were and are mod­
erate protectionists. The tariff, 
before 1897, represented their 
ideas. It may have been defective 
in some sections ; but it had 
proved its general effectiveness for 
the purpose in view in times of 
practically world-wide depression. 
While some of its duties were 
lowered or abolished in 1897, oth­
ers were maintained or increased, 
and it is a question whether less 
wisdom was shown in the reduc­
tion of or the additions to the 
dutiea The chief disturbing fac­
tor, however, has been the pre­
ferential clause. The original 
purpose of this, as set forth in the 
law, was to secure reciprocal con­
cessions from other countries. In 
the Government reports of 1897- 
98 the goods entered for consump­
tion are divided into those admit­
ted under the, “ reciprocal tariff," 
and those under the “ general 
tariff" Tlpe only reciprocity se­
cured, however, was from Ger 
many, which cut Canada out of 
the “ favored nation" list, and put 
her exports among those paying 
the high or general rates of duty. 
Our green statesmen, with the 
market of five million people as a 
lever, failed to disturb the arrange­
ments of the fellows who managed 
the affairs of countries with forty 
and fifty million consumers. Then 
the Government abandoned the 
reciprocity idea and made the re 
ductions in duty under the pre­
ferential clause a simple matter of 
favor. They benefit the British 
manufacturers whose interests, as 
has been said before, are not under 
the care of the Canadian Parlia­
ment. The interests of the Can­
adian manufacturers are, an;; 
where the two conflict there is no 
question where the duty of Par­
liament lies. If nothing in the 
way of mutual preference comes 
from recent deliberations at Lon­
don, and at this moment it seems 
as if nothing will come in the ré­
vision of the tariff which ministers 
are talking about the case of the 
Canadian manufacturers should 
have the fullest consideration.

sumes our farm produce miles 
away from its source, comfortably 
settled in Canada and paying a 
comparitively better price for 
foodstuffs. There would be no 
ocean freight charges, no duties, 
no insurance, no forwarding 
charges for the agriculturalist to 
meet, and there would be no ad­
ditional advantage of a market al­
most at hand, where trade condi­
tions could be more readily ob­
served and taken advantage of. 
The falacious argument, that the 
farmer'* pays the piper” under 
protection, will not stand intelli­
gent analysis. The ” adequate 
protection, ’’advocated by Mr Bor­
den., is a broad and comprehensive 
system of encouragement to all class­
es of Canadian producers—of which 
perhaps the farmer is to be the most 
envied.

A POLICY FOR ALL CANADIANS., 

Mr. R L. Borden, leader of the 
Conservative party, speaking at 
the banquet of the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association, held 
at Halifax last week, spoke in 
unhesitating and certain terms in 
his advocacy of the building up 
of Canada. He expressed his 
confidence in the future national 
ife of this great country, and 

called for the adoption of a policy 
best suited to the attainment of 
the greatest good. Mr. Borden 
fails to see why Canada should 
continue to be the third best 
customer of the United States, 
when our patronage, which 
amounted to $120,000,000 during 
1902, is extended at the expense 
of our manufacturers. Neither 
can he see any reason for per­
mitting United States manu­
facturers to make a slaughter 
market of Canada, and his de­
claration, that our industries 
should have full and adequate 
protection, will commend itself to 
thoughtful Canadians.

Qn another great issue now 
before the Canadian public—pre­
ferential trade—Mr. Borden stood 
on strong ground. He urged 
that a factory in Canada contri­
buted quite as much to the wel­
fare of the empire, as a similiar 
institution in Yorkshire ; with 
the additional advantage to this 
country, that home industry 
guaranteed home prosperity. Mr. 
Borden, in striking this keynote 
of “ Cansda for Canadians,” has 
raised himself above the mere 
shallow feelings of a leader speak 
mg for effect, and has shown that 
his heart and the hearts of his 
followers are with the welfare of 
their native land, as well as the 
empire.

Underlying Mr. Borden’s dic- 
tums is the consciousness that 
Canada can furnish homes for the 
millions, who, living in the Unit 
ed States and other countries, 
produce the commodities

An Unpleasant Episode-

A regrettable incident took place in 
"Connection with the Maritime Board 
of Trade Session in Sydney on Thnrs 
day which gave rise to quite a lot of 
talk there. After the adjournment of 
the Maritime Board of Trade the dele­
gates sat on the steps of the county 
coart bnilding to be photographed. 
They packed the steps so that Mr 
Justice Meagher, accompanied by the 
sheriff and several barristers coming 
out of the room on the adjournment of 
the supreme coort, found ,it impossible 
to come down the steps, the way being 
blocked. The sheriff however, succeeded 
in making room for them to pass down. 
In going through, Mr. Justice Meagher 
remarked on the ill-manners of the 
crowd in daring to block the only en­
trance to the court house. These re­
marks were not taken Very kindly by 
some of the board of trade delegates, 
who did not recogniz) the judge or 
know who he was. It was after he 
reached the sidewalk and had proceed 
ed to walk away that there was s 
sound like hissing. The judge turned 
round and scored the board of trade 
works very severely, saying they were 
the most ill-mannered crowd of black­
guards he had ever met, and said that 
if the parties who hissed were pointed 
oat to him he wonld immediately have 
them arrested. Some of the delegates 
were indignent at the judge’s remarks, 
and in the af'oraoon John E. DeWolfe, 
a delegate from Halifax, met him, 
when the judge was coming down from 
the court room. DeWolfe compieined 
of the insult offered them by being 
called a crowd of blackguards and 
wanted an explanation. Judge Meag 
her said he waa not to be interrupted 
within the precincts of the court 
Mr. DeWoife followed him out to the 
sidewalk, stili insisting for an explan 
ation. The judge then directed the 
sheriff to arrest DsWolfe and place him 
behind the bars. The matter, when 
announced at the board of trade meet­
ing, caused a wave of indignation, and

second, when the trial wiil come off be 
forejudge Landry.

So far Frank Higgins ia the only one 
charged by the crown as being connect 
ed with the murder. Goodept-ed, while 
kept in equally safe keeping, ie only 
held as a witness. It ie not likely 
however, that he will altogether es 
cape punishment for hia share in the 
crime.

In spite of hia confession by which 
the crown ia enabled to fix the crime 
in hia case upon Higgin*, the fact re 
mains that he admits that he wae 
witness to the murder and concealed 
all knowledge of it for ten days, only 
confessing after he had been arrested

When Higgins makes his statement, 
if he ever does take the stand, his 
story may involve Goodspeed more 
dreply. Judging by his expressiou 
daring the examination Tuesday night, 
he will certainly deny part of Good 
epeed’e evidence, if not ttie whole-

Whether he does or not, it ie pro­
bable that Higgins wi',1 be indicated 
before the grand jury as an accessory 
after the fact. The matter rests entire 
ly with the attorney general, however, 
and he has not yet given any decision.

Should Goodspeed be so indicated he 
can still be called upon to testify 
against Higgins at the trial of the 
latter, Higgins in hia turn can go on 
the stand at Goodapeed’s examination, 
if he will, bnt cannot be compelled to 
do ao.

COAL UP IN NEW YORK.

The wholesale price of anthracite 
coal in New York has jumped to 810.00 
a ton for stove coal and 811.00 lor egg 
alongside. Attracted by the high prices 
in Manhattan, dealers iu towns np the 
atete have been making offers to the 
New York men to supply coal some 
of the offers coming Irum Troy end 
Utica.
