Portland, Maine, Sept. 24.—The
first effort to melt the ice of the
Peary-Cook North Pole controversy

» the warmer element of humor
made here today by John Ken-
rick Bangs who was called upon to
make an ‘“‘address” at' a dinner - f
welecome given Commander Peary by
the leading citizens of the explorer’s
home town. There were so many
other speakers that Mr. Bang’s turn
did not come until the clock struck
2 a.m. ‘Then he arose and said:

“Gentlemen, despite the lateness of
the hour, I wish to say a few words
that may soften the Arctic hardness
of this north pole dispute. I think
the real benefits of discovering the
pole have been overlooked, and that
when the people realize what good
things are in store for them as the
result of this exploration business,
they will stop fighting over the ques-
tion as to whether Peary or someonc
else got there first.

“Now let me tell you what I know
about the North Pole. I have found
that there is a place where walrus
tusks worth $150 each could be
bought for a couple of toothpicks,
where a complete fur suit could be
had for a tin cup, where one could
secure an ermine opera coat for a
gumdrop, where a man could pay the
expenses of his wife’s summer outing
for a jack-knife, buy his boy’s college
education with a shoestring and se-
cure a wife for a bottle of tobacco
sauce .and a hot water bottle. It
seems to be the land of great com-
mereial possibilities.

“I am glad to congratulate Com-
mander Peary upon the lesson he has
taught us, for it seems tnat the North
Pole is the place where the word «i
two Eskimos is worth nothing, and
the word of four Eskimos is worth
two times nothing. Commander
Peary, however, took along with him
his faithful friend, an American i
Color, and I for one am glad to know
that when we finally get the whole
story, if we ever do, we will at least
get it in black and white.

Reference to Roosevolt.

“Being called upon for a speech to-
night has been asg great a surprise %
me as it would be were I to. get this
minute n Weseass Trom the Fagiws e
of Africa saying: ‘I have the Pole.
Don’t bother about Peary. I have got
him sewed up. Will bring back the
pole for the Smithsonian Institution.

“I am glad the pole has been dis-
covered as well as you are,” contin-
ued Mr. Bangs. “The first time I
came in ‘contact with the North Pole
caused me no end of trouble in my
equatorial regions. A school teacher
said ‘Johnnie, where is the North
Pole?” 1 replied: ‘If you know ;
can make a fortune by goingout and
selling the i1nformation to the news-
papers f

“What I know about the North Poic
could be written between the initials
of the man whose name appears us
the designer on the Lincoln cent
But I am willing now to come down
upon Peary’s side in this matter.
long ago decided that I knew nothix
about this controversy, but that
should be loyal to the explorer witi
whom I first took a drink. Now
I have taken part in this celebration
I am for Peary.

Throughout Mr. gang’s speech,
Commander Peary shook with laugh-
ter. For the first time since his re-
turn and he has been besieged ‘n
every side to prove his charge that
Dr. Cook is a fakir, the pole hunter’s
face lost that tenseness of feature
which would seem to indicate 1a
great nervous strain under which ne
has been laboring.

78,000 PEOPLE MADE
HOMELESS BY FLOODS

Official Reports of Government of
Mexico Name These Figures—Far-
mers Will be Able to Reap Abund-
ant Crops During Next Three
Years by Reason of Flood’s De-
posit,

San Antonio, Texas, Sept. 24—Ac-
cording to official reports compiled by
the government of Mexico 78,000 peo-
ple were made homeless in the floods
which devastated a large section of
Northern Mexico. The greater part of
thiz immense damage, which will total
millions, was inflicted August 27th
and 28th,

While many of the rich farm and
ranch owners have suffered severe
reverses they can again recoup them-
the next year or two
as the flood everywhere deposited a
very rich silt over the soil assuring
abundant crops for three seasons at
.east.

The poor, however, are without
clothing and are living on scanty ra-
tions. The area still greatest in need
is between Monterey and Matamoras.
There are no official figures obtainable
on the exact number of deaths, but
in the city of Monterey alone more
than 2,000 bodies were recovered and
buried.

WHERE WAS CAPT. BERNIER.

When Dr. Cook Met Him—Authorities

Surprised at Thanks of Explorer.

Ottawa, Sept. 24—The cause of Dr.
Cook's telegram of thanks to the Gov-
ernor-General, for having sent Captain
Bernier north with supplies is not yet
officially known. The marine depart-
ment has had no notification except
Tuesday’s message that Cook and Ber-
nier ever came in contact. Records of
the department show, however, that in
July 1908, a letter was received by the
minister of marine, from Mrs. Cook,
asking that the opportunity should be
taken of Bernier's vovage ,to send sup-
plies to her husband, who was then
considered dead, but who, according to
his own story had by that time conquer-
ed the pole. There was some corres-
pondence and eventually Mrs. Cook de-
cided that she would send her supplies
by some other route.

Whether these were sent or not the
department does not know, but it pre-
sumes from Cock's message that he in
some way came in contact with Bernier,
or perhaps located one of Bernier's
caches, and thus found a means to en-
able him to continue his dash to the
pole

Dr. Cook may have had news of Ber-
nier since he left Chateau Harbor 'n
September a year ago, but the depart-
ment has none, and awaits with consid-
erable interest what Dr. Cook may have
to sav as to receiving supplies from
Bernier.

Acting deputy minister Desbaratts is
inclined to believe that in the course of
his voyaging, Cook came acrcss a cache
labelled ““Canada” or ‘“Bernier.” Can-
ada is more likely, and that he thus
takes occasion f thank Canada for
something which Bernier did.

MORE HIGHER CRITICISM.

Rev. Dr. Ellliot Says There Need be
no Fear of Investigation of Bible.

Toronto, Sept. 24— “We need not be
afraid of dny investigation of the
Bible. We  shoulg siudy the work
and trust,” said Rev. Dr. Elliot, of
Wesley college, Winnipeg, at the clos-
ing session of the teheological confer-
ence in Victoria college today -after
the reading by Rev. Dr. Rose, of Sher-
bourne Street Methodist church, of the
paper, “The Preacher’s Study of the
Bible in the Light of Modern Criti-
cism.” Rev. Dr. Rose advocated a
reverent and intélligent study of the
3ible. Many people read it in con;
stant repetition with the boast of hav-
ing read so much each day. In many
Bibles would be found ‘soiled and
worn pages while in others they were
clean and unopened. This was un-
onscious pragmatism and the worst
kind of ecriticism..

“For the most satisfactory study
and exposition of the Bible a preach-

coneclusions of higher criticism,” de-
clared Dr. Rose, who said polygamy
and the doctrine of a flat earth were
based upon a literal interpretation
of the Bible

“There were higher eritics before
present days of so-called higher criti-
cism. The armies of Paine and In-
gersoll were recruited from the un-
conscious employment of higher criti-
cal methods.”

RESPONSIBLE FOR MORMONISM.
Republican Party ‘Has This Charge
Laid at Its Door.

San Diego, California, Sept. 24.—
Rev. E. S. Wishard, D.D., a leader
in the Southern Episcopal conference
here, in an address today charged th=
Republican party with being. respon-
sible for the rapid spread of Mormon-
ism throughout the West.

“I charge” said Rev. Wishard,
“that the leaders are in coalition
with the Mormons of Utah and Idaho.
In return for the delivery "of those
states to the Republican party at the
national elections the Mormons there
are unmolested by the Federal author-
ities. That polygamy is tolerated is
directly attributable to the Republi-
can party which permits this great
evil and menace in the interests of
sordid politics.”

FOR 1910 SEEDING

Geo. Harcourt, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, Warns Farmers of
Imminent Danger.

In the hour of security, when the
farmers’ grain is being harvested auad
turned into cash or stored for be‘tor
prices later on, a timely note of wairn-
ing is gounded to Alberta farmers. by
George Harcourt, deputy minister of
agriculture.

“There is great danger,” says Mr
Harcourt, “of overlooking the -act
that one-tenth of the winter whea'
harvested in the province this .ia'l
will be required for sowing to winter
wheat next summer. With the high
prices that will be offered for wheat
[~immg the winter months, and the
great demand which is coming from
{ local millers and the foreign -*in
markets, the supplies of Alberta Red
{ will soon be exhausted and hun-:

"‘inmlj of farms will face the seed-
{ing time next July and August with-
out any seed wheat. The wise o1
mer is the one who takes steps now
to guard against such a situat’ n
when next year’s seeding time is at
hand.”
To Issue Formal Warning.

That some farmers realize the
danger iz shown by the. several re-
quests that have already come ‘n to
| Mr. Harcourt, urging ‘that the de-
{ partment take some steps to insure
! enough - seed grain for next year.
| Mr. Harcourt feels that this is not a
matter for the department to take
jup, but at the same time he realizes
ithat it is of very great importance
‘hy the farmers of the province. The
| department will issue a bulletin
shortly calling the attention of the
farmers to the situation and advising
{them to .avoid any such contingency.
Mr. Harcourt expects that there
will. be 160,000 acres of land avail-
able for seeding to winter wheat in
1910. The acreage in 1908 was 104,
956 acres and about 130,000 acres in
1909. At this rate of increase, which
is not at all improbable, the above
acreage for mext year will be clo:o
to the mark. The estimate of t'e
departmént for this year’s crop has
been increased sinee the July 1e-
port, due to the very favorable gr w-
ing weather of August and the uc-
cessful harvest secason. In place of
the 1,500,000 bushels, the expected
yield is now placed at 2,000,000 bush-
els. Ten per cent. of .this would
make 200,000 bush of wheat that
will require to be held in the hands
of farmers for next year’s seeding
oprations.

Great Demand for Alberta Red.
“The demand for Alberta Red this
vear in the world’s markets is great-
er than ever befores’ said Mr. Har-
court. ““Experiments . conducted by
Professor R. H. Hareourt, of the
Ontario Agricultural  College at
Guelph have shown that winter
wheat from Alberta has-taken its
place as a high quality of wheat to
blend with soft wheats and make a
high grade of flour. Baking tests
showed that flour from Alberta Red
only gave a loai of a certain capa-
city, and flour from soft Ontario
wheat gave a loaf of a certain capa-
city considerably less.. An experi-
ment with .a mixture of flour, half
from soft wheat and hali frecm Al-
berta Red, showed that instead of
giving a loaf which would be of a
mean capacity between the other two,
it was very much larger. I'he Bri-
tish miller has thus come to fully
realize the blending qualities of Al-
berta Red jn making a good-si ed
loaf, and consequently is in the mar-
ket for all the Aiberta Red he can
get. At present the world’s markets
are practically bare and the demand
is far greater than the supply with-
out considering the requirements of
seed wheat at all. Consequently
farmers will have to firmly look to
their own interests regarding seed
grain in the face of the unusual de-
mand and the high prices that will
prevail.”

Track on North Side.

The track will be located on the
north side of the grounds and will
stretch east and west instead of north
and south as did the old track.

The committee consider the locatioa
of the grounds to give Edmonton the
finest exhibition site in Western Can-
ada. The entire area of 147 acres un-
de rthe direction of a professional
landséape architect will be made into
a park which will be beautified by a
number of natural lakes.

Competitive Plans.

The race track being permanently
located, it was decided by the com-
mittee to call for competitive plans
for the laying out of the grounds and
the erection of buildings. The com-
petitors will have before them com-
plete plans of the grounds, showing
the location of the C.N.R. and G.T.P.
tracks and the street-car lines; lakes
sloughs, trees and race treck. Con-
tours will be given which will show
the elevation of different parts of the
grounds.

WESTERN WHEAT AT ATLANTIC.

First Cargoes Pass Through Montreal
On Way to Sea.

Montreal, Sept. 24—The first cargoes
of Canadian western wheat have reached
Montreal during the past twenty-four
hours and rove 100,000 bushels are now
on the way to the sea, having bheen
handled in record time. The first lake
steamer to arrive with a cargo of this
vear's erop was the Acadian from Fort
William, which brought 60,000 bushels
and several other large cargoes_followed.
The rush of wheat to the sea is now in
in earnest and thousands of bushels will
pour into Montreal daily now until the
close of navigation. To take care of the
wheat there are now sixteen ocean
steamers in port, more than at any one
time this season and several large tramps
are on the way.

Thirty Will be Awarded in Dominion

HAVE WON OUR NAVAL
AUTONOMY HE SAYS

Hon. L. P. Brodeur, Minister of Ma-
rine, in Speech on Arrival at Que-
bec Says His Department Will be
Called Upon to Commence Con-
struction of Men-of-War.

Quebec, Sept. 24—Hon. L. P. Bro-
deur, minister of marine and fisheries,
who was a passenger on board the Al-
lan line steamship Virginian, which
arrived in port this afternoon from
Liverpool, landed at the King’s wharf
on board the government steamer
Lady Grey and was met there by a
strong delegation of the Quebec board
of trade, who presented him with an
address of welcome,

In reply thereto the minister of ma-
rine and fisheries made a very lengthy
speech, saying that the country had
won -its military autonomy in 1860,
when the imperial government had
withdrawn its troops and when the
country had undertaken its own de-
fense. The country had this time won
its naval autonomy. He said that he
expected that his department would
be called upon to take charge of the
construction -of our future men of war.

In this case he would see that it
would not be a matter of patronage
and that the work would be thorough-
ly national.

ROUND PARIS BY AIRSHIP.

French Engineer Will Operate a
Flying Omnibus—Fares Will Be
Low.

Paris, Sept. 24.—The application
which has been gravely made to the
municipal council by Francis Laur,
a mining engineer, and formerly a
deputy, for a concession to operate
flying omnibuses, for both persons
and luggage, around the city of Paris,

following the line of fortifications,
shows the advance of the airship in
France. He states the <cost  JQer
passenger and per kilo will be mwrh
less than surface or undergromhd
transit, and greater speed will be
possible.

The proposition of Laur has not
vet awakened the ridicule which
might have been expected at the pre-
sent stage of the development of
aviation. The journal which first
published the statement takes it in
absolute - seriousness. The French
are optimists for the future of hu-
man flight. Indeed, it appears they
know no ultima thule.

RAILWAY PAYING ITS WAY.

Ontario’s Government-Owned Road
Shows a Surplus.

Toronto, Sept. 22—The Temiskaming
& Northern Ontario railway is now
paying its way. Hon. A. J. Matheson,
the provincial treasurer, announced
this afternoon that the net receipts
from operation for the seven months
ending July 31 were $375,598, while
the proportionate share of the interest
at four per cent..on the expenditure
of construction and operating the en-
tire system was $350,000.

WHOTHELARGEST
TAXPAYERS ARE

Hudson’s Bay Co’s Taxzes Are Al-
most One-Eighth of all Paid
in City.

Who are the largest tax payers in
the city, and what amounts do they
contribute to the exchequor? These
questions have frequently been asked
but no statement has ever been pub-
lished in past years, at least sin:e
civie incorporation, as to what
amounts are paid by the largest pro-
perty holders. Of course, it is gea-
erally known by those who take an in-
terest in municipal affairs that the
Hudson’s Bay <Company contribute
the largest amount of taxes, and Me-
Dougall and Secord are next in order,
but apart from that there has been
little information on this question.

The amount of the levy last year
was $374,842.39 and of this the Hud-
son's Bay Company paid nearly one-
eight upon their suh-divided and un-
sub-divided property, which makes
up an area more than one-fifth <f
the entire city. MeDougall and Se-
cord come next, paying a little over
one-quarter the amount of the Hud-
son’s Bay Company. Then follows a
list of over twenty business concerns
and private citizens®who last = year
paid in by way of taxes sums rang-
ing from three to one thousand dol-
lars. There are-more than 150 others
who contribute from one*thousand
dollars down to $300 each, as their
share towards the municipal receipts.
In sums of from $300 down there are
more than six thousand tax payers
upon real estate, the amount dwjnd-
ling down to seventy-three cents. The
distinction of being the smallest tax
payer of the city belongs to J. Malone.
of Vancouver, B. C.

The list of those who last year pail
in taxes amounts above $300 has been
compiled by the Bulletin by the cour-
tesy of the city assessc The work
of compiling involved the checking
«ver of every tax receipt received dur-
me the year, as in no other manner
cculd the total amounts be ascertain-
ed. The result of the laborious tasxs
is that valuable information in con-
nection with municipal finances has
been secured.

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Procrastination in the establishment
of a market may have saved us irom
something after all. Calgary started
a market some time ago, and accord-
ing to the Albertan, the market clerk
of that city thinks the project is not
working out to the advantage of the
consumer. According to this gentle-
man the farmers ‘“are asking much
“‘higher prices than you can buy for
“in shops. On Saturday they were
“holding fresh eggs at 40c per dozen,
“in spite of the fact that you could
“telephone any grocery store in town
“and get guaranteed fresh eggs for
“35c, with the additional privilege of
“having them delivered. Trade has
““been gradually falling ofi at the mar-
“ket, and instrad of seeing the rea-
““son ior this the farmers appear to
“be trying to get all they can from
*“the few people who still patronize
“them. They are keeping the prices
““up and spoiliing their own market.”
Edmonton consumers have at least
been saved the fate of being held up
in this particular manner. Instead,
w2 have kept the farmer out of com-
petition with the local merchant for
a large part of the year in many lines
of farm produce, and have thrown our
seives on the tender mercies of the lat-
ter individual to supply us at reason-
able prices. Whether we fared better at
his hands than we would have at the
hands of either the merchant or the
farmer under conditions oi competi-
tion may, of courze, be a matter of
opinion. Some people will likely find
it difficult to see how the Calgary
farmers could sell their produce for
higher prices than the stores demand-
ed, unless the produce were better
And from this they will argue that if
Edmonton had a market the consumer
would have a better chance of getting
produce. for what it is worth from
either the farmer or the merchant
than when, as now, he is compelled to
buy from a dealer to whom the farm-
er is compelled to sell,

It does not always happen that a
large crop is an unusually profitable
onre, ;nor that a medium ecrop yields
comparatively small returns. Low
prices have a provoking fashion of
happening along when the granary
full, and a season which fills the
granary sometimes produces an ab
normal growth of straw, thereby in-
creasing the expense of harvesting
Authorities are agreed that the present
will be found to be a very satisfactory
crop from the viewpoint of the net
returns to the farmer. Though th
yvield is gemerally good, prices are
generally higher than wusual. The
growing season was admirable, and
produced grain rather than straw.
Nor has it been followed by sever
storms, which sometimes knock down
the uncut grain and make the harvest
a season of worry, slavery and exces-
sive expemse The crop has been
taken ofi with no more than the usual
outlay. The proceeds remaining to
the farmer should therefore, be very
fair.

This
is the primary and essential purpose
of the work, and so long as that pur-
pose is attained the money, time and
thought put into it are well invested.
Anything in the mature of benefit the
country may get beside the settlers
is purely incidental and of the nature
)f a windfall. Yet one oi these inci-
dental ‘benefits is of tremendous mag
niture. How great was intimated by
the Commissioner of Immigration in
Winnipeg kb few days ago. He esti-
mated that the preceding day alone
not less than one million dollars was
carried through Winnipeg into the
farther West in the pockets of intend-
ing settlers, from across the line. The
money comprised the proceeds they
had derived from the sale of ‘their
holdings beyond the border and which
they intended to put into the equip-
ment of mew farms ‘in this country.
Supposing that the influx for the
whole season is equivialent to fiity
such days, not an extravagant esti-
mate surely, the total ready cash
brought in by former United farmers
during the present segson will reach

The prospects are that
we shall continue to draw similar sums
from ithe Republic for many years to
come, for land is nut getting any
cheaper in that country and we have
a very large area still unbroken whiich
can be recured at comparatively Tittle
cost. ‘When the movement ceases it!
would not be strange to find that we
had drawn all told as much wealth
rom the United States as Germany
took out of France. And we have the
advantage that we are getting the in-
demnity without the war. ,

Equally satisfactory is the disposi-
tion that is lbeing made of the money.
It is not being squandered, nor spec-
ulated with, but put into the develop-
ment of the industry on which our
national welfare rests and on which
its future hope depends. The money
goes to secure farms, to erect fences
about them and buildings on them,
to put seed in the soil, stock in the
pastures and implements in the sheds.
It is being turned to reproductive uses
in the line of business whose rapid
development means most for the coun-
try. Its immediate stimulus to the
trade of the localities in which the
new-comers settle is tremendous; but
more important still is the fact that
it is heing made a permanent source
of wealth production. From so
large a sowing in such fertile soil the:
harvest must be immense.

t is fortunate for the Londs that
they have to do only with a mad
Socialist like Lloyd-George, and not |
with- a conservative statesman like |

President Taft. The former proposes

to levy a moderate tax on wealth
which comes to them through no ef !
forts of their own. The latter would|
at their death break up the property
accumulated by their efforts and dis-
tribute it among the heirs, if not in
equal proportions, at least in such
manner as to destroy its power as an
entity. The expedient of bequeathing
immense fortunes in trust, to be op-
erated as a single body of capital he
would prohibit by law. Such was the
tenor of the advice given the State
legislatures by th'e Chief Executive of |
the Republic in his Denver speech.
How the proposal is accepted by the
public was indicated by the applause
of his audience; an audienc whicy
may be supposed to have contained a
representative sprinkling of the pluto-
crats ‘of that city and vicinity. It
is a sad commentary on the use too
commonly made of large fortunes in|
the United States that they are de-
clared by the head of the nation: tc
be a public menace. For such was the
ground on which the President’s pro-

posal was based. It was not as a
means of raising public revenues, nor
for any of the other ends cemmonly
regarded as within the legitimate duty
of the State that the proposal was ad- |
vanced. It waz made and made solely
on the ground that such accumula-
tions constitute a power for evil to
the public, a power too irequently ex-
erted as an evil, and that as an act
of self-defence the legislatures would |
be conserving the publid interest in!
interposing to. prevent a large fortune
being handed on to the second genera-
tion in:act and as an instrument for]
further accumulation.

The law-makers of. the Republic
have not been avrese to the amassi
of wealth.

WORK ON THE G.T.P. WEST.

The Canadian Bridge Co. Ltd., »f
Walkerville, Ont., who have the contract
for the superstructure of the G.T.P.
bridge over the Pembina River, expect
to have all the steel in position by the
end of November. A delay has been
caused by the non-arrival of several
pieces of the bridge steel, but this will
not seriously retard the work.

This information was given to the
Bulletin by J. G. Entwhistle, postmaster
at Entwistle, who has moved his family
into the city in order that several of his
children may attend the Edmonton
High School.

The bridge company will rush the
work, Mr. Entwistle says, for until it is
finished the rails cannot be laid to
Walf Creek.

The grading
between Pembina and the McLeod river
is practically all completed and ready
for the laying of steel. The ballasting
of the line between this city and the
Pembina river has been held up by the
inability of the railway company to
secure a sufficient number of men.

The May-Sharpe Construction Co.
Ltd., has got well started on the cement
work of the Wolf Creek bridge, and west
of the McLeod, a gang of men is at work
brushing the right of way preparatery
to the grading operations which will be
undertaken next year.

LIQUOR LICENSE CASE.

A case which will go before tie
S_uprwmu Court of Canada at rthe
sitting in Ottawa this month is thas
arising out of the cancellation of 1..e
llqupr license held by Alphonse &t.
Hiliare, of the Richelieu Hotel, Bru:-
seau.

The license was granted to Ni.
Hiliare by the district license cumn-
missioners on June 21, 1908. Short!'y
after J. D. Blayney, of Edmontcn
made a complaint against the gri'i.-
ing of the license on the ground that
the building contained only 16 rooms,
of which 13 only were for public use;
that no recommendation for a license
had been received by the comuus-
sions. On this ground Mr. Blaynev,
on behalf of the Temperance and
Moral Reform League, asked that the
license be declared void.

The case was argued before the
Supreme - Court judge and was won
by the complainant. An appeal
was made to the Supreme Court- en
banc and the March sitting of this
year and the decision was uph:id.
An appeal is now filed with the Su-
preme Court of Canada.

Mr. St. Hiliare had made appi:ca-
tion subsequént to ‘the decision of
the BSupreme QCourt en banc for a
continusition of the license pend:y
the hearing of the appeal at Ott.w=.
This application was heard by Mr.
Fustice Stuart, who gave out his
judgment this morning as follows:
“The license will be cancelled. I pro-
ceed upon the simple ground that the
material beiore me sh®dws that the
order of the court en banc cancelling
the former license was issued on the
20th of May, 1989. The security upon
the appeal to the Supreme Court of
Canada was not perfected until April
19th, 1809. The effect of the order
af the 28th of March was that the
Heense was cancelled. Upon the issue
of that order the license, in. my view,
ceased to exist because there was no
further act required to be ‘donme by

VALUABLE DISCOVERY

Munich Professor Gets to Seat of
Asiatic Cholera Germ.

Munish, Sept. 24.—Prof. Elmerich
asserts that he has confirmed by
chemical and speetroscopic analyiss
the accuracy of his theory, that the
fatal agent in Asiatic cholera is free
nitrous acid, the formation of which
is rendered possible by the action of
the bacilli,~the transforming of ni-
trates of food into nitrites. The pro-
fessor says that anybody can now
protect himself from fatal consequen-
ces even when actually infected. It
is only necessary to avoid eating ni-
trogencous vegetables and cured
meats containing saltpetre and drink-
ing nitrogenous water.
