acter, the eyeballs being tender on
pressure.

Sometimes there are vertigo and
sickness, with- dyspepsia, palpitation
and even - difficulty in breathing.
Sleeplessness i8 a very frequent
symptom, due in part to the excessive
flow ,of blood to the brain and in part
to the low tone of the whole nervous
gystem. -

The symptoms of eye strain ap-
pear sooner in those who lead a con-
fined and sedentary. life, who follow
occupations which need a consistant
use of the eyes in bad or unsuitable
light, and in those who are debilita-
téd from,any cause. The symptoms
appear latér in those of coarser fibre,
who pass much of their time in the
open -air or who follow occupations
which do not need a prolonged use of
the eyes for close work.—Lancet,

If we take from one
to four passengers to Signal Hill and
wait (which is very often the case)
from fifteen to thirty minutes, and
sometimes one hour, for them, it is
well worth $1.50, and we cabmen nev-
er get any more.

In regard to the $3.50 racket that
you have mentioned, we would like
you to point out that man to us so
that we could bring him to account
80 as not to injure ope cabman's
character no more than another.

More Oxygen High Up

Human Lungs Become Capable of Ab-
sorbing it at Altitudes. :

Colorado Springs, Colo., Aug. 17.—
Human lungs at an altitude equal tc
that of Pike's Peak, 14,147 feet, are
capable of absorbing forty to fifty per
cent. more oxygen than at sea level
and the red corpuscles of the blood
are increased from five million tc
seven and one-half million to the cu-
bic millimetre, according . to deduc-

derson, of Oxford University, Eng-
land.
