our Local
Hansard.

We have before us the first volume
of our local “Hansard.” It is publish-
ed in two parts: One is entitled “Pro-
ceedings of the House of Assembly of
Newfoundland—Session 1912,” and the

other has a similar title in regard to !

the work of the Legislative Council for
same session.

In reality, it is the publication in
book form of the reports of speeches
which have already been published in
the city and outport Government or-
gans.

The patronage for this work was
given to Robinson & Company, Limit-
ed. The paper is good and the print
clear. The binding is, however, too
much like the binding of the annual
Acts of our Parliament, and we would
suggest that a different binding should
be used in future, and that a title be
printed on the back in order to dis-
tinguish from the volumes of annual
Acts and from one another when
placed in the usual way on a book
shelf,

For purposes of references, the pub-,

lication of parliamentary speeches in

volume form is a great step in ad-.

vance. The old way of hunting
through a bound copy of newspaper
issues for six or twelve months was
vexatious, difficult, and wasteful in
time and energy. We have already

found the new system a great improve- |
ment. |

Now that the great improvement of |
publishing the speeches in a compen-
dious form has been made, we would |
suggest other improvements, not al- |
ready mentioned, which in our opin-:
jon would be of advantage in making |
a record of the proceeding of our Par- ‘
liament.

The first suggestion has no refer- |
ence to the book form of publication,
it relates to omissions from the pro-
ceedings of Parliament. We have no-
ticed it in the publication of these
matters in the newspapers. Parlia-
ment is the great Inquest of the Na-
tion. Omne of the main functions of
members is to ask questions. Curi-
ously enough the questions are re-
corded in these proceedings verbatim.
But the replies of the Minister who
answers are not recorded. In place of
the verbatim answer, a stereotyped
form is used, such as “I beg to table
the statement asked for.” This Iis
highly unsatisfactory, and in this re-
spect the Proceedings of l’arliamemf
contains no record at all. This should |
be seen to in future.

The other suggestion relates to the
Index of the Assembly Proceedings. |
Our suggestion has reference to the
unsatisfactory indexing under two
heads—Petitions and Questions. We
will give two instances of the little
assistance of the references under
these heads on the Index we have
mentioned, taking the first e.\:amplel
in each case.

Under the title Petitions, we find
first on the list, “Hon. Minister of Ag-

The Mexicana captain’s description of
thc steamer, which appeared to be
loaded, tallies fairly well with that of
the Morien.

Had Narrow
Escape.

The six men of a crew and a wo-
man passenger of the schr. Fannie
(., of 28 tons had a terrible time of it
according to the crew of the Ingraham.
The vessel was bound from St. John's
to Broad Cove, T. B. and left here
Thursday at midnight. She was in
Bacalieu Tickle all Friday until 3 p.
m., but strange to say though it was
terribly stormy here she had it quite
calm until 3 p.m. when a snow storm
burst upon her and an effort was made
to reach Carbonear. In doing so most
of her canvas was blown away and
the three anchors which were let go
broke away and she was driven in
over the shoals at Mosquito Point and
went ashore. The rudder was torn
away and soon she filled with water
which went over the cabin floor. She
was driven in under the cliff and death
stared all on board in the'face. They
took to their boat and were two hours
rowing and were drenched  with the
spray and snow and suffering terribly
from cold before they could get a
place to land. They-got ashore at a
beach near the entrance to Mosquito
\nd most o fthe pcople had to remain
in their wet clothing until they land-
ed in Harbor Grace yesterday. They
had a terrible time of it, and cannot
understand how the vessel after sirik-
ing did not go to pieces in the heavy
sea running. At daylight yesterday the
Ingraham towed the vessel off and
brought her to Harbor Grage. She
was submerged with only 10 .feet of
hey masts above water and iu%this con-
dition was towed along and beached
at Harbor Grace. Yesterday two of
her crew narrowly escaped drifting in

being drowned. Two staples in the
bow and stern of the boat gave out as

were thrown in the water by the
tug and seized by those in the boat
but for which the boat would have
been swept in on the cliff.

Hit With Stone.

At 11.30 Saturday night as Mr. Rob-
ert Clare was standing on New Gow-
er Street, near Haggerty Street, he
was hit with a stone over the left eye
an.d dropped to the ground uncon-
scious.
