Notes and Comments.

We do not_expect the Daily News to
dagree with us as to fthe best way to
insure the enforcement of the Bait
Act. Our suggestion was that the
best way was to tarn out the Morris
Government and put in a Government
which would enforee the Bait Act. The
Daily News of course is satisfied that
the Bait Act has been satisfactorily
enforced. We think our contempor-
ary will have some difficulty in con-
verting the Council of the Board of
Trade to this view. Any way, it is
clear that that body of mercantile men
are not satisfied with the way the
Morris Government has carried it out,

and we are not surprised after the ac-.

tion of the Government in taking the
Fiona off the work to give Governor
Willlams a picnic.

Last week we pointed out the irre-

gularities practised by the Government

since the House of Assembly closed of
pensioning a number of Civil servants

and giving their jobs to partisan heel-
ers. We issued the warning that if
the Liberal party form a Government,
as in all probability they will be call-
ed upon to do so after the General
Election, they will not pass an In-
demnity Bill to cure these irregulari-
ties and that the pensions will not be
continued to these new pension2rs
whose pensions have not been voted
by the Legislature and that the new
officials will not be continued in
their office.

Yesterday we ‘published in part an
article from The People which ar-
raigned the Government before the
people for other gross irregularities
committed previous to the last meet-
ing of the Assembly. The matter is
of such grave importance that we
draw attention to it again in the fol-
lowing paragraph.

“The unauthorized expenditure of
Public money, for which no valid ex-
cuse can be given, was never more
in evidence than when the report of
the Auditor General was laid on the
Table of the House last Session. It
showed, and the fact was’ strongly
commented upon by the Opposition
that i the Customs’ Departmont
alone increase in salary were given
without the sanction of the Legisla-
ture to a favored few to the extent of
$8.760. The increases were illegal
and unfair. Out of twenty persons
who were thus rewarded sixteen were
tidewaiters, two were lockers, one was
a boatman and one a clerk. Why the
rest of the officials in the Customs
and Post Office and other Departments

were ignored may not be hard to con-

jecture, Of one thing we may be sure

that whilst the present corrupt sys-
tem lasts, the Public will be robbed
both in efficiency and expenditure.”

Fine Courtliness in Letters.

“No one can read -the letters of
George Meredith without - being im-
pressed by the  fine .courtliness - in
which even' the 'most casual or-the
most troublesome correspondent was
addressed ;- and -without feeling that
the habit of mind which inspired that
style is sadly lacking to-day. In
particular, the manners of men to
women in the present day show a
regrettable .deterioration. The in-
stinctive deference to women which
used to be the mark of the well-bred
is no longer 8o evident. There is a
tendency to take women as a matter
of course, and to withhold what may
be called the .small-change of cour-
tesy.

Significance of Hat Touching.
