THE LOSS OF THE BATTLESHIP 
" BULWARK.

LONDON, Nov. 26.
The explosion, which destroyed the 

Bulwark, accurred at 7.50 a.m. A 
Vice-Admiral and Rear-Admiral who 
were at Sheerness, reported that they 
wère convinced the disaster was 
caused by a magazine explosion. 
When the' smoke cleared away the 
ship had disappeared. An enquiry- 
will be held to-morrow, and the Ad­
miralty believes it may throw light 
on the occurrence. Winston Church­
ill, speaking in the Commons concern­
ing the disaster, said: "The loss of 
the ship does mot sensibly affect our 
military position, but I regret the loss 
of life which was very heavy, only 12 
men being saved. All the officers and 
the rest of the crew which, I suppose 
amounted to between 700 and 800, 
perished.’’ The loss of the Bulwark, 
according to a Central News despatch, 
received this evening from Chatham, 
was due to «an accidental explosion 
while ammunition was being loaded 
on the warship. The .force of the ex­
plosion aboard the ship was so great 
that houses in Sheerness and even in 
Southend, seven miles away, were vio­
lently shaken.

The Bulwark Disaster.
The spirit of the community had on­

ly just risen yesterday with the high­
ly favorable news from the Eastern 
theatre of war, when it was suddenly 
dampened by the story of the Bulwark 
disaster. In a moment of time, while 
the men were passing ammunition in­
to the magazine, cheerily, and while 
the band on hoard was playing, an ex­
plosion in the magazine occurred, and 
in a flash what had been "a battleship 
with a company of 781, was scattered 
to splinters amidst thunder and 
smoke, and almost the whole company 
hurled into eternity. When the smoke 
disappeared only a few men were seen 
struggling in the water and but 
twelve were rescued. In its awful 
suddenness, it is the most stunning 
blow of the war. The loss of the bat­
tleship, the first one to go, if we dis­
card the story of the super-dread­
nought Audacious, was bad enough, 
but the hurling to eternity in a mo­
ment of time of 800 men who had no* 
thought of death at the time, is a 
shocking tragedy. The loss of the 
battleship itself is of comparatively 
small account She is but one of a 
fleet of dreadnoughts, battle cruisers, 
and battleships forming 111 capital 
units, and she is one of the battleships 
built in 1902 and carried four 12-inch 
guns, and was of à type that would 
not now be put in the first line of bat­
tle against German Dreadnoughts, 
like the Audacious with her- ten 13.5 
inch guns. The calamity is in the loss 
of the men who were aboard at a time 
when death was not expected and 
through causes that could as well oc­

cur in times of peace, just as a simil­
ar disaster occurred to a French war­
ship a few years back off Toulon. 
The loss of life is not as great as oc­
curred in the naval engagement off 
Chile, when the Good Hope and Mon­
mouth were lost, nor as occurred 
when the three cruisers Hogue, Abou­
kir and Cressy were torpedoed. In 
the first case, however, the men were 
engaged in battle and realized the 
fate that was before them, and in the 
second case, the disaster did not oc­
cur with such awful suddenness. The 
price of Admiralty is a high one, and 
we are paying it with the best of our 
blood. Such a set-back will only spur 
on the doggedness of our people to 
maintain our supremacy on the sea 
at all costs. It will spur on recruit­
ing for both services, for it is a curi­
ous feature of our dogged British 
character, that success slackens re­
cruiting and disaster spurs it on. The 
British are not craven. If they have to 
pay the price, they will pay, and sec 
the fight out to a successful finish.

The addresses arous­
ed much enthusiasm among those pre­
sent and will no doubt have great ef­
fect in helping on recruiting.

The second part of the programme 
was then disposed of and the meeting 
broke up ami* great enthusiasm. The 
Prime Minister and party then went 
on to Brennock'e where a largely at­
tended meeting was held at 10 o’clock. 
Addresses were made by the different 
members of the party and- were well 
received by the people. Both meet­
ings created considerable interest 
among the residents of the Goulds 
and Petty Harbor and Petty Harbour 
and good results may be looked for. 
We may mention that already a num­
ber of fine young men have gone from 
these places to swell the ranks of 
England’s defenders on land ana sea.

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Germany Began War 
to Obtain New Domains

London,' Nov. 20.—The London 
Daily Chronicle publishes a resume 
of an article written by Maximilian 
Harden, one of the most influential 
German journalists, who, it will be 
recalled, denounced conditions in the 
Kaiser’s entourage, and emerged tri­
umphant from the libel suits that en­
sued.

In his present article, Harden loud­
ly claims for Germany the honor of 
having willed and encompassed the
war.

“Let us drop,” he says, “our mis­
erable attempts to excuse Germany’s 
action. Not against our will and as a 
nation taken by surprise did we hurl 
ourselves into this gigantic venture. 
We willed ft." We had to will it. We 
do not stand before the judgment seat 
of Europe. We acknowledge no such 
jurisdiction. Our might shall create 
a new law in Europe. It is Germany 
that strikes. When she has conquer­
ed new domains for her gmius. then 
the priesthoods of all the gods will 
praise the God- of War.

“Germany is not,” he continued, 
“making this war to punish sinners 
or to free oppressed peoples, and then 
to rest in the consciousness of disin­
terested magnanimity. She set out 
from the immovable conviction that 
her achievements entitle her to de­
mand more elbow room on earth and 
wider outlets for her activities. '

THE HOUR OF GERMANY HAS 
STRUCK.

“Germany’s hour has struck,” he 
says, “and she must take her place 
as the leading Power. Any peace 
which does not secure her the first 
position will be no reward for her ef­
forts, however many shining mil­
liards be brought into her treasury.

“The fate of Europe would still de­
pend on the will of the United States. 
Germany is fighting for herself alone 
and yet she is sure that all men who 
desire the good-will of the world will 
rejoice in the result for there must be 

■ end of the policy which had frighten­
ed off all free-born people from fel­
lowship with the strongest Of contin­
ental powers.

“What Germany needs is free ac­
cess to the ocean and unquestioned 
validity for her spirit and speech, for 
her goods and her bills of exchange.

“We will remain in the Belgian Ne­
therlands,” Harden asserts, “to which 
we will add the narrow strip of coast 
as far as Calais. This done, wew will 
voluntarily close the war. from which 
we have nothing more to gain. After 
as far a-a Calias. This done, we will 
return to the joys of work and only 
take up the sword again if you try 
to force from our grasp what our 
blood has won for us.

“We demand no formal conclusion 
of peace in parchment and seals. Our 
prisoners will be set free. You can 
keep your fortresses if you think 
them of any value, and hold it worth 
while to rebuild them. To-morrow 
life assumes its ordinary course.”

Hons Murder in
Every Village.

London, Nov. 20.—The Belgian 
Commission of Inquiry into alleged 
German violation of the laws and 
customs of the war has issued an­
other lengthy report, which is pub­
lished to-day by- the British Official 
Bureau.

It covers what is described as the 
“Massacre at Tamines,” “The Sack 
of Dînant,” and the “Outrages in the 
Province of Belgian Luxemburg.”- 

The report says that over 650 per­
sons were shot by the Germans in 
the* village of Tamines. Referring in 
detail to this alleged massacre, the 
report describes how a group of 1)e- 
tween 400 and 450 men were collect­
ed in front of the village church. As 
shooting them down with rifles prov­
ed too slow, German officers ordered 
up a machine gun, and those not 
.killed by the bullets from this wea­
pon were finished with bayonet 
thrusts.

According to the commission’s re­
port more than 700 of the inhabit­
ants of Dinant were killed.

Eighty-four of these were .shot to 
death on Parade square and fifty 
others outside a church from which 
they had been driven by the Germans.

The report alleges that over 1,000 
similar executions occurred in the 
province of Luxemburg.

Princess Patricia’s 
Made Up Largely 

of English Born
Ottawa, Nov. 21.—Men of English * 

birth supplied not less than 64 pe 
cent, of the total membership of 1,101 
of the Princess Patricia Canadian ; 
light Infantry, which is now almost 
ready to leave for the front. Men of 
Scottish birth supplied 13 per cent, of 
Irish birth 6 per cent while 10 1-3 
per cent, of the force was supplied by 
Canadian born. The remaining seven 
per cent, were supplied by men claim­
ing various places of birth in the Em­
pire and elsewhere.

The above figures are gathered from 
the enrollment list of this crack regi­
ment which is now almost ready to 
print. Some indication of the compo­
site nature, of the regiment may be 
gained from the following figures, 
showing its composition from the 
standpoint of birth of the members: 
English birth, 715; Scottish, 148; Can­
adian, 118; Irish, 73; Welsh, 9; India, 
7; United States, 7; Australian, 6; 
South African, 4; Cape Colony, 2; 
France, 2; Jersey, 2. While there 
was one each from Barbados, Italy, 
Egypt, British Guiana, Gernsey, Den­
mark and Malta. When it is consider­
ed that the Princess Patricia’s were 
organized with a view of procuring 
as great a proportion as possible of 
men who had seen active service, and 
that the greater number are possessed 
of medals won in the Empire wars, 
the proportion supplied by Canada is 
by no means discouraging. The re­
giment was strictly hand picked in 
respect of former service qualifica­
tions. It was therefore to be expected 
that men of British birth would pre­
dominate in its ranks.

The proportions given above can­
not be said to apply to the Canadian 
Expeditionary Force, where larger 
proportion of Canadian born was to 
be found, owing to the fact that for­
mer active military service was not 
insisted upon as a qualification of en­
listment. The figures, however, for 
the expeditionary force are not yet 
available as the enrolment lists have 
not been received from England. It 
is interesting to note in connection 
with the Princess Patricia’s that a 
very large proportion of the next of 
kin of even those of British birth 
have their residence in Canada.

Boston, Nov. 20.—Bitter condemna­

tion of the administration’s course in 
the Tennessee incident was voiced by 
Senator Lodge, of Massachusetts, at 
the Middlesex Club dinner last night,

Senator Lodge was quoted as say­
ing that, “within three days after the 
Tampico incident, which was compar­
able to the Tennessee matter, there 
was shedding of blood.

“Think of the flurry and excite­
ment at Mexico’s insult and the meek­
ness with which the American Gov­
ernment is Considering the Turkish 
incident,” the Senator concluded.

CALM IX THE WEST.
PARIS, To-Day.

An official communication to-night 
reads: In Belgium to-day complete 
calm prevailed. At the centre there 
was cannonading, but there were no 
infantry attacks. There is nothing of 
importance to report from Argonne. 
There was a, small engagement east 
of Verdun.

GERMAN RETREAT FROM LODZ.
PETROGRAD, To-Day.

The following official statement from 
general headquarters was issued to­
night: In the battle of Lodz, which 
continues ’to develop, the advantage 
remains secured to our troops. The 

Germans are making strenuous efforts 
to facilitate the retreat of their corps 
which, having penetrated in the direc­
tion of Brzeziny, are now retiring to 
the region of Strykow under condi­
tions very unfavorable for them. On 
the Austrian front our action con­
tinues with success. In the fighting 
of November 25 we took as many as 
8,000 prisoners, including two regi­
ments with their commanders and 
other officers.

SERVIANS CLAIM VICTORY.
PARIS, To-Day.

A victory for the Servians in their 
fighting with Austrians in North­
western Servia is reported to-day 
in a despatch from Nish. The com­
bats occurred on Nov. 22nd, says the 
despatch, along positions to the east 
of Rogathitza, attacks bdlng made by 
us on the enemy’s forces on our left 
wing. Along the front from Lazar- 
estz to Mironitza we maintained all 
our positions. Attacks of the enemy 
southwest of Lazarestz were repulsed. 
Prom our point of view the day end­
ed favorably for us. After the fight­
ing of Nov. 23rd the enemy was con­
strained to retire and retreat disor­
derly. At some points we took a num­
ber of prisoners.

RUSSIAN MOVEMENTS EXPLAINED

LONDON, To-Day.
Professor Bernard Pares, the Brit­

ish Government’s correspondent at the 
Russian army headquarters, in a de­
spatch dated Nov. 25, dealing with the 
general Russian advance, says after 
the Russians had held the River San 
for nearly a month against the Aus­
trians, word came to go forward. The 
river was crossed, the enemy driven 
from the trenches and neighboring 
villages were forced further hack. The 
advance was triumphant at all points, 
says Professor Pares. The Austrians 
were driven southward and westward. 
Some were pressed against the Car­
pathians at a point where there are 
only two passes, the difficulty of 
which will hardly admit passage of 
field trains. Others were pressed back 
on Cracow, where the line of the Rus­
sian advance is now complete. The 
Russian impact on Cracow promises 

/the first settlement of the destiny of 
West Galicia, where the population is 
Polish and ready to respond to the ap­
peal of Grand Duke Nicholas, Com- 
mander-in-Chief of the Russian forces. 
The next gap is to be made between 
the Austrians and Germans, who are 
already retiring in mutual dissatisfac­
tion in different directions, where po­
litical interest "must cause more dif- 
ferentation. The further advance 
through this gap will be oh Slavonic 
territory, as Southern Silesia, up to the 
River Niesse, mainly Polish or Bo­
hemian Czoecks, in general largely 
friendly to Russia and quite hostile to 
Germany. The Germans are doing all 
possible to make diversions on other 
sides Stopped and driven back near 
Mlawa, seventy-five miles northwest of 
Warsaw, they have made a serious ef­
fort on both sides of the Vistula, near 
Plock, but have been decisively re­
pulsed, the inhabitants giving effec­
tive aid in bridging the river. They 
are now attempting to force a strong 
wedge into the Russian front between

the Vistula and Wartha Rivers, but so 
far the Russian line, which every­
where is continuous, is reinforced" 
wherever necessary. Strong reserves 
successfully outflanked every local 
German advance. Meanwhile a double 
Russian advance in East Prussia from 
east and south is overcoming numer­
ous obstacles and making rapid pro­
gress , and avoiding enveloping in the 
thickest fortified line on Mazurian 
Lakes. Here too the subject popula­
tion is chiefly Polish.

they illustrate. 
What do you 

think about such 
a regulation?
Don’t you think it 

would add to the satisfaction and hap­
piness of the reading public enough to 
make up for any painful sacrifices on 
the part of the illustrators?

I do.
Of course I realize that their time 

is very valuable, but I think they can 
afford to consider the pleasure pf 
the man who hires them and pays the 
bills rather more than they do. And 
that man, in the last analysis, is you 
and me, and we do cling to a sneak­
ing preference for having the pic­
tures in our story books conform to 
the texts, don’t we?

Not long ago I read a book in which 
the heroine loses all her money and 
becomes so poor that her next meal is 
a problem. Yet in the last chapter, 
just before the happy ending restores 
her to her former glory, she is re­
presented by the artist as beautifully 
gowned and wearing ermine.

That particular book, I really can­
not blame the artist for not reading. 
I’m not sure I should myself, if I 
hadn’t been lured on by a clever press 
agent. But last year in one of our 
most popular magazines there was 
published a clever and rather sensa­
tional story about the life of a young 
girl in New York, in which eveii an 
illustrator might have been interested. 
One of the characters in the story is 
the editor of a great Metropolitan 
daily. He was pictured by the artist

as the acme of virility and crude 
/force. You could almost feel your 
magazine shake when he pounded the 
table. He was sketched by the artist 
as an anaemic looking man whom any 
doctor would have sent to a sanitari­
um on sight I could not believe un­
til after repeated comparisons of the 
text and the picture that the draw­
ing was actually intended for H -----
B -----. If you read the story, which
you probably did, I am sure you will 
know whom I mean. »

I have an ambition. Some day I 
want to write a love story about a 
girl who isn’t pretty. I want to have 
her just an ordnary woman like most 
of us, and I mean her to have as won­
derful adventures as the most beauti­
ful heroine. I confided this inten­
tion to a clever woman and she re­
torted, “It won’t do you any good to 
say that your heroine is plain. The 
artist won’t permit her to be. If you 
say she is as non-de-script as an En­
glish sparrow, he’ll sketch her as 
a scarlet tanager.”

She was right I read a story in 
a magazine along these same lines 
•the othr day. The heroine is a uon- 
de-seript little person, sweet, but not 
at all pretty. She wins the magnifi­
cent .hero away from the prettiest 
girl of the summer resort, and there­
by thrills us ordinary folk with the 
pride of kinship and the feeling that 
we might have done likewise. And 
of course the artist has spoiled1 it all 
by making her an amazingly pretty 
girl with fluffy hair and the latest in 
figures. The artist who thus insulted 
the non-pretty (there’s a vast differ­
ence ’ between that and homely, you 
know) by believing'her impossible of 
winning the hero had the credit of 
starting me on this campaign. I trust 
all non-pretty women will join me in 
it. Or aren’t there any?

Mr. J. A. Clift, K.C., Grand Master 
of the Lodge, fulfilled the duties of 
Chairman end made a happy speech.. 
He. expressed the hope that the other 
forty-two branches, with an aggregate 
membership' of about 3,700 would take 
the cue and- have similar gatherings. 
No time should bo lost and every èf- 
fort made to enable our people to get 
a grasp of conditions as they really 
are, and what led up to this serious 
war, to encourage recruiting and to 
set forth the duties we, aa British 
subjects, owe to our King and Coun­
try. The true spirit of loyalty and 
patriotism should be bedded in 
every heart now and the speaker felt 
sure that if this was done Newfound­
land would not be lacking in proving 
a worthy member of the Empire. The 
Chairman then introduced Mr. A. B. 
Morine, who treated hi® audience to a 
most interesting discourse, expound­
ing the whole situation. Britain only 
acted in self-defence, began the lec­
turer. The assassination of the Aus­
trian heir was used by Germany as a 
pretext for war. The attitude of the 
Russian nation was not an aggressive 
one. They mobilized to protect them­
selves. The annexation of Bosnia by 
Austria was objectionable, yet the lat­
ter declared war, because Germany 
forced her on. In pursuance of her 
doctrine that “Might is Right” and in 
accordance with the motto “Dominion 
or Nightfall,” Germany made a most 
unjustifiable invasion of Belgium. A" 
review of the commercial advances of 
Germany was then given, her efforts 
to build up an Empire in: Africa and 
her gigantic effort» toward® the build­
ing of a navy to destroy England. But 
Great Britain’s navy was never better 
prepared to maintain her suprem­
acy on- the seas. Briton was most 
anxious for peace in all her negotia­
tions, prior to the declaration of war, 
and now she was in, Germany, was go­
ing to be the victim of tier oWn arro­
gance. Continuing, the speaker then 
reviewed some of Britain’s great- 
statesmen whose work will become 
historical, such as the diplomacy1 of 
Grey, the financing of Lloyd George, 
the conduct of naval matters by 
Churchill and the statesmanship of 
Asquith were all dwelt upon. He also 
spoke of kitchener and''1 Jelllcoe as 
worthy of special note and also of the 
deeds of some of the French and Rus­
sian Generals. The speaker graphi­
cally protrayed the work of the Brit­
ish Navy which was effectively pro­
tecting the seas and by her efforts was 
protecting her own as well as neutral 
shipping and enabling us to carry on 
our commercial and industrial activi­
ties. Victory for Britain, said Mr. 
Morine, will result in a more united 
Empire. He thought that some form 
of conscription would be adopted 
when, the war is over and emphasized 
that what we are doing for Britain in 
the shape of sending volunteers was 
only partial payment for the protec­
tion-Britain is giving us. We should 
do our best to help in the great strug­
gle so that when the history of the 

1 war is written, Newfoundland will be 
said to have done her part. In cunv 
elusion, the speaker advocated Store 
patriotic teaching in our schools.

Mr. W. J.,Higgins followed, and in a 
stirring address contrasted the spirit 
which animated the soldiers of Ger­
many and Britain. To the former

Dear Sir,

I suppose a few lines from one of 
your members with the 1st Nfld. Regi­
ment will be welcome, as I know you 
often think of us, and will be watch­
ing our career with interest. I am 
glad to say, (but I suppose from an 
ambulance point of view I should say 
sorry) that our troops are all in good 
health, and do not need our assistance 
very much at present, so we have lots 
of time to get up our drill.

We have fine camping grounds here, 
but it is raining nearly every day, and 
this makes it very unpleasant. We 
have our new uniforms now, and it 
gives the regiment a smart appear­
ance. They are second to none around 
here. We have had several route 
marches, and for endurance our boys 
are ahead of any; and I believe when 
the time comes that they will give a 
good account of themselves.

The weather is warm, and we are 
still living in tents; but on fine days, 
which are scarce, we are able to eat 
our meals outside, although in No­
vember. There are a big lot of troops 
camped around here, and it is worth 
the while of enlisting to see this big 
place, and the great life here every 
day; for the Canadians have nearly 
everything required for a force to go 
to the front immediately.

We’ve met, a big lot of Newfound­
landers amongst the Canadians and as 
far as we can hear, there are a large 
number amongst them, and they are 
all doing well.

I know, of course, that something 
in our own line would be more inter­
esting to relate, but as I said before 
our boys are too healthy, and are 
waiting for Germans before they will 
require us. I don’t know of anything 
else at present to write, so with best 
wishes to yourself and the boys,
