of Smokes.
Montreal, June 11.—To prepare for 

the general tariff revision promised 
by- Sir Thomas White in his budget 
speech last week, the Canadian to­
bacco industry was organized last 
night into the Dominion Cigar and 
Tobacco Association.

The organization meeting was held 
at the Windsor Hotel and the manu­
facturing, wholesale, jobbing and re­
tail interests of the country were well 
represented. The new association, it 
is stated, will work for tariff- revis­
ion which will bring down the pres­
ent prices of smokes to the smoker, 
present government imports, both in 
custom duties and excise, represent­
ing one of the heaviest costs of to­
bacco to the consumer.

All branches of the industry are re­
presented in the association.

Officers elected included Colonel J. 
Bruce Payne, of Granby, Quebec, as 
President, and J. Pickard, Quebec, 
Vice-President of the tobacco divis­
ion.

Had these men listened to the 
seductions and blandishments of 
the would-be dictator, their 
names would have been written 
in letters of gold as “saviors 
of the country,” but because 
they choose to go the other way, 
they are not worthy the name 
of citizen. It all depends there-' 
fore on which foot the shoe is.

The silliness of the argument 
yesterday referring to the Bow­
ring Coastal Contract is not 
worthy of notice. Whatever 
the Telegram has said concern­
ing the matter, since April 28th, 
is so well known that it needs 
no repetition to strengthen it. 
Whether in praise of the con­
tractors for the capable and 

- efficient service performed dur­
ing the contractual period of 
fifteen years, or in condemna­
tion of an attempt to hold up 
the country for an exorbitant 
increase in subsidies and freight 
and passenger rates, that which 
we have written, we have writ­
ten. The Government of which 
the President of the Fisher­
men’s Protective Union, was a 
strong member, and the F.P.U. 
member for Trinity, the Leader 
and Prime Minister, balked at 
a section of the original tender 
considering it too arbitrary, 
and while negotiations were 
proceeding the break came and 
the new contract was unagreed 
to and unsigned. This incom­
pleteness brought all the other 
trouble which has since en­
sued, and has been the means 
of the piling up of mountains 
of falsehood and mean insinua­
tions on the part of the Advo­
cate, in order to make a case 
against,—not the Government 
remember—but against the 
Colony. The Advocate, with 
all its parade of sentiment in 
favor of right and justice and 
the good of the people, has been 
false to any ideals of that na­
ture it might have possessed. 
Instead of advocating a reason­
able contract it has distinguish­
ed itself by much ingenuity and 
manufacturing talent in boost­
ing the President of the Union 
and endeavouring to prevent the 
people of the North and West 
Coasts from receiving a steam­
ship service essential to the 
trade and qommerce of the sec­
tions served by the steamers 
Portia and Prospère. Had 
these boats not been put on 
their usual routes this season,

to to,

solely and wholly responsible, 
and those behind that paper 
would have “laughed in their 
sleeves” over the confusion and 
loss to trade which would have 
occurred.

It is not the Coastal Con­
tract nor a keen interest in any 
of the other aff ^ ’ state, 
which the Advocajli so fond 
of putting forward, that ani­
mates the minds of those who 
control that paper. They hate 
those who beat them in their 
effort to .secure • the Govern­
ment, and make it into an au­
tocracy. For that reason no­
thing is too bad to urge against 
the administration. That Mr. 
Coaker plotted for control of 
the Government of this Do­
minion so far back as July, 
1917, will be proven by the 
words beneath, which are his 
own, and which will be readily 
recognized by himself. Speak­
ing of the newly-formed Coali­
tion Government of that month 
and year, he says:

“I want all to understand 
that this is not a Coalition 
Government, but a new Na­
tional Government, in which 
our (the Union) wishes will 
be carried out. Sir Edward 
Morris is the leader because 
we could not secure men to 
form it from his side, unless 
he led, besides he is USEFUL 
AS LEADER for a few 
months, until we (Union J 
members) get a grip of pub-, 
lie matters FROM THE IN­
SIDE......................................Un­
less Union men back me my 
usefulness will be of little 
value. I am strong now and 
can CONTROL THE GOV­
ERNMENT, because all be­
lieve I am backed by you all, 
but if any weakness is shown 
the men in the cabinet wHl 
soon show me that I am no 
stronger than anyone else.”
The above will be ample 

proof that the conspiracy to 
place the Government under 
Union Control, with President 
Coaker as Dictator was matured

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—As you may already 

know, the men demobilized from the 
Nfld. Royal Naval Reserve are at 
present In a somewhat puzzled state 
of mind. There is some absurd dis­
tinction drawn between soldiers and 
sailors, and the latter want to know 
why the soldier gets seventy dollars 
a month for six months, and the Bail­
ors do not One of them made an 
inquiry about it and wss told that the 
men of the Reserve did not come un­
der the Nfld. "Government Then in 
Heaven’s name what government do 
they belong to! Somehow or other 
everybody appears to be more or less 
Indifferent as to whether the sailor 
is treated fairly or not. What a con­
trast to the days when the war was 
on, when he listened to fine patriotic 
speeches and stood under showers of 
praise until he was almost buried 
beneath them. And when he return­
ed home for a short leave, how anx­
ious everybody was to welcome him 
back; how he was"fussed about here 
and there, and how the old ladies 
beamed upon him. Did he like the 
Navy, they asked him ; of course he 
did. Was it a fine life; couldn’t be 
better. He answered their silly ques­
tion;! and stood all this without a 
murmur.

But lo! the wind has changed, the 
war is over. Where are the fine 
speeches now, where is the old ladies' 
beaming smile, where is the person of

consequence who cares two straws 
whether the sailor gets what he 
thinks he is entitled to or not? Dur­
ing the war, Heaven knows—it no­
body else does—.that Jack was kept 
busy enough sweeping mines, behind 
the gun, or struggling in the water 
to save his life, if he was not unfor­
tunate enough to lose it. as so many 
of our lads were. Does he forget 
those dreary winter nights tossing 
about in the North Sea, the English 
Channel or off the Irish Coast with 
his fingers stiff with cold and his ears 
burning with frost, not knowing the 
minute he would be blown into that 
mysterious place, where his fingers 
would no longer freeze and where hik 
ear» would never burn with frost 
again? But his fighting days .are not 
over yet, for unless he fights for that 
seventy dollars a month for six 
months (which is not to he "sneezed 
at” these times), he will never get it.

Trousers First
Used for Military.

Some difficulty may be experienced 
in fixing the date when khaki 
breeches and puttees became part of 
the uniform of the British infantry­
man, but there is no doubt of the 
date upon which the British soldier 
of the line first made his appearance 
in trousers instead of knee breeches. 
It was on June 18, 1823, on which oc­
casion the reform, or change, was 
announced in a Horse Guard order 
by the Duke of York, the then Com- 
mander-in- Chief, as follows:—“His 
Majesty has been pleased to approve 
of the discontinuance of breeches, 
leggings and shoes, as part of the 
clothing of the Infantry soldiers, and 
of blue grey cloth trousers and half­
boots being substituted.” The chan­
ges in military uniform had been very 
gradual. In 1688 the 7th Foot (now 
Royal Fusiliers) and the 5th Foot 
(Northumberland Fusiliers) are shown 
V) have worn green breeches, white 
>ockings, and high shoes; id 1692 
Jts 1st Royals and 10th Foot (Lin­
colnshire Regiment) wore red bree­
ches and stockings ; and in 1742 many 
regiments wore uniform comprising 
purple, blue or red breeches, and 
white leggings or gaiters. This dress 
occurs frequently in the, pictures by 
Hogarth. In 1793 tight green panta­
loons and Hessian boots were worn 
by at least one corps. Incidentally 
the introduction of trousers brought 
about the abolition of the “clothing 
colonel,” although it was not until the 
Crimean War that the much-abused 
system, which provided this officer 
with an allowance for clothing his 
men, was brought to an end.

Brussels in October, 1915, will be 
placed on trial next month.

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Globe Steam Laundry 
Burned to the Ground.

MOST SPECTACULAR BLAZE EN 
NEW GLASGOW FOB MANY 

YEARS.
The Globe Steam Laundry was 

burned to the ground early Sunday 
morning.

About three o’clock yesterday 
morning one of the night operators 
at Central noticed a reflection on 
the sky and at once sent in an 
alarm. When the firemen arrived on 
the scene the whole building was in 
flames. While the hose was being 
adjusted eome of the firemen suc­
ceeded in rescuing three horses from 
the stable at the rear of the building. 
Soon three streams of water were 
playing on the building but it could 
plainly be seen the building and its 
contents were doomed.

Fortunately there was very little 
wind. Had there been a high wind 
the chances are the southern section 
of New Glasgow would have been 
badly wiped out. Even as it was the 
firemen had to fight hard to keep the 
flames from spreading to other build­
ings.

To-day the only thing that remains 
standing of the Globe Steam Laundry 
is the tall brick chimney which was 
only completed about a week ago.

The flames soared high and illum­
inated the whole town. It was the 
most spectacular fire New Glasgow 
has had since the Bent & Cohoon 
building was destroyed some years 
ago. ,

The firemen deserve great credit 
for the valiant way in which they 
worked for five hours in trying to 
combat the conflagration.

In conversation with Mr. M. B. 
Vail, the proprietor of the Globe 
Steam Laundry, we understand that 
the loss is a fairly heavy one, there 
being only five thousand dollars 
insurance while to replace the build­
ing and equipment to-day would re­
quire something in the vicinity of 
$25,000. At the present time Mr. 
Vail has not decided whether he will 
rebuild again or not. The origin of 
the fire is unknown. — New Glasgow 
Evening News.

Dropping From 
Airplanes in Parachute

Interesting demonstrations made 
at Atlantic City last week, of what 
can be done by and for aviators were 
those revealing the practicability of 
descending from airplanes by means 
of parachutes. To say that this was 
the disclosure of something new 
would be untrue. Such descents have 
been made several times before in 
this country and many times abroad, 
but it is a humiliating fact that only 
the Germans whose regard for the 
value of human life has not been 
what one would call particularly ten­
der, were the first of all nations sys­
tematically to give their military avia­
tors an added chance for life by equip­
ping many of them, in the later 
months of the war, with these simple 
and inexpensive devices.

The result was that on not a few 
occasions German airmen in condit­
ions that meant sure death if it ware 
not for their parachutes—when their 
machines, that, were falling in flames 
and uncontrollable—were able to 
leap out at great heights and yet 
reach the ground in safety. And in 
instances at least as numerous, the 
fliers serving the Allies perished quite 
miserably, needlessly as it seems, sim­
ple because of a mysterious reluc­
tance on the part of their Govern­
ments to learn a lesson from the 
enemy.

It is not at all difficult to find Amer­
ican aviators who, in their more confi­
dential moments, will mention the 
name of one or another squadron 
companion who was killed for lack of 
a parachute to break his fall. None 
of them claims that the big umbrellas 
will always save the man whose plane 
has collapsed or been set on fire; 
what they do claim, and very plau­
sibly, is that the parachute means 
survival from some aerial accidents 
that without it are inevitably fatal; 
and that is enough to make the wis­
dom of its use obvious.—N. Y. Times.
