WOIEN’S PILGRTMAGE LAST
- NIGHT,

It was just before Big Ben chimed
half-past ten that the great nave of
Westminster Abbey was lined by sol-
diers, sailors‘and airmen to the grave
of the Unknown Warrior. Here red
and’ white robed priests soundlessly
assembled and, with the gold Proces-
sional 'Cross, gleaming above and be-
fore" them;, passed slowly between the
blue and khaki ranks to where the
altar brightly shone.

The Silence fell. . » Then “O God,
our help in ages past. . ..” The hymn
waa sung loudly, thankfully. There-
after came the tranquil Blessing, the
fervent singing of the National An-
them, followed by the ringing call of

*} the Reveille—and, finally, the jubilant

pealing of the old Abbey’s bells.

And then the pilgrimage to the Un-
known Warrior’s grave began—led by
the black veiled widow of Major H. A.
Carter, V.C,, with a row:of medals
glinting on her breast, who kneeling
laid upon the grave a ‘wreath of laur-
el, to the memory of her husband.

The congregation included a large

moved by a sermon by the Rev. W. H.
Elliott, viéar-of Holy Trinity, Folke-
stone, who said that this country had
lost some beautiful things, which in-
cluded .our sense of the common hu-
manity of man and our dignity.

After the sermon, the choir, singing
1 “Abide with me,” passed to the Nave,
‘where they stood in a group at the Un-
known Warrior's grave. There they
sang Rudyard Kipling’s “Recessional”
hymn, ““God of our Fathers, Known

It. was typical of the spirit of the
service that the policemen on duty re-
gulating the ‘crowd joined as heartily
and reverently in the singing of the
hymns as anybody.

tive land by every opportunity and
entering ‘the Amerfean’ Ndv¥. They
were conspicuous: for their daring,
contempt; of GUNEES, agility, and capa*
bility, and rose to prominent posi-
tions. - Very few of them took to the
Army—they *were sailors—and were,
proud  of their noble avocation. They
sprung ffom five generations of hero-
es who ‘battled with the icefloes, and
who knew not what danger meant.
To give some idea of the number of
Newfoundlanders who left our shores
at that period in search of adventure,
it is relfably computed  that “there
were not less than two thousand in
the Federal Navy during the great
struggle ‘which occupied a: period of
three years. In the year 1866 the Uni-
ted States warships, Augusta, Mean-
tonomah, and Ashelot, arrived in St.
John’s, and in the year 1868 the Am-
erican frigate Congress arrived with
over fifty Newfoundlanders aboard.
The number of Newfoundlanders on
board these four warships was 163.
I know myself there were nine New-
foundlanders on beard the Cumber-
land frigate ,and there were seven-
teen on board the Kearsage, Capt.
Winsdow, which sank the famous
Confedeferate - privateer, ‘Alabama,
Commander Semmes, off Cherbourg,
on the coast of France. Amongst those
Newfoundland heroes,.who visited St.
John's in the above warships in the
sixties, were to be found the names
of Days, Clearys, and Desmonds, of
Nunnery Hill; the Donohoes, Walshes
and Byrnes, of Falvin’s and Delahun-
ty’s Lane; the Duggans, Walshes and
Donnelly’s, of the West End; the Per-
cys, Lymans, Barry's and Kerrys, of

Lime Kiln -Hill and Dammerill’s
Lane; Davy Barron, John Walsh, Pet-
er Carbery of Marsh Hill; Jim Fitz-
gerned and Mat Dalton, of Hoyles-
town. Wm. Reid (Uncle of John Ryan
shipwright, of Theatre Hill) was quar-
termaster of i{iic Congress. Pierce
Reid, brother of William, was Lieut.
with Admiral Farragut, at the storm-
ing of New Orleans, in Mobile Bay,
big Jim Sullivan fought through the
Civil War, as 'well as through' the ten
years’ Cuban War. I knew him inti-
mately, and one day he showed me
the wounds of his body, arms, and the
terrible gash across the side of his
neck, and yet he. spoke of his adven-
tures as cooly as if he were describ-
ing a fishing excursion to George's
Ledge, outside the Narrows. Another
Newfoundlander is at present, and has
been for many years, in Teceipt of a
good peusion from the Chilian Gov-
ernment, for having saved the flag
and the battle at a critical moment,
and was wounded in the leg. A few
years ago a Newfoundland sailor died
in St. John’s, who had fought under
six flags, a veritable Dugald Dalghet-
ty, the creation of the fertile mind
of Sir Walter Scott, in one of his Wav-
erly Works.
