Tue UNITED STATES AND SPAIN,
—-The United States has been the
first power to recognize the Spanish
Provisional Government. The fol-
lowing is the substance of what was
said on both sides at the interview
between the American Minister and
the Duke de la Torre. Mr. Hall, ad-
dressing the Duke in the name of the
United States, congratulated the
Provisional Junta and the people of
Spain on a success 80 mnrkegein a re-
volution of such grand proportions.—
He was happy to return the greeting
which Spain gave to the United States
on their entrance ioto the family of
free and sovereign peoples. The rela-
tions between Spain and the United
States had always been friendly. Un-
der the present eireumstances all his
efforts would be exerted to augment
the friendship between both peoples.
The Duke de la Torre, in the course
of his reply, said that that amid the
ruins of the old rule, a structure would
be formed which he believed would
merit the approval and sympathy of|
the United gmtes. Spain now desired
and needed the support of all free na-
tions, and that of the American gov-
ernment was highly esteemed.

UxiTED STATES ELECTIONS—The
four States of Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Indiana and Nebraska, to-day elect
local State Officers, Members of Con-
gress, and loeal Legislatures As this
18 the year of the Presidential elec-
tion, intense interest is felt in the
October State elections. It is felt
that the result of these preliminary
struggles will indicate pretty surely
the result of the grand contest three
weeks hence. The Republicans have
hitherto carried all before them, and
if the above States show Republican
majorities, Grant and Colfax’s elec-
tion may be regarded as certain be-

ordinarily spirited. The attendance of
spectators was large, the day favourable,
but the ground was rather rough, and the
play rather rough in consequence.
