Board of Trade Meeting.—A meet­
ing of the Council of the Board oi Trade 
was held last night to take into consider­
ation the propriety of parties taking stock 
in the Dominion Express Company. After 
the matter had been discussed for some 
time, it was moved by John McCrea, sec­
onded by Mr. Wilkie, That this Board of 
Trade having heard the statements sub­
mitted by Mr Rogerson, on behalf of the 
Merchants' Express Company, and believ­
ing that the business of the Dominion 
would be greatly benefitted by the estab­
lishment of such a Comyany, beg to com-

Congregational Union.
Montreal* June 12th.

The Union met, and after a prayer 
meeting, which lasted for an hour, resu­
med business.

Rev. Mr. Smith read the narrative of 
the state of religion in the Provinces of 
Ontario and Quebec during the past 
year. During no previous year had 
there been so many accessions to the va­
rious Congregational Churches through 
conversions, nor so many new ministers 
taken into the ranks. The progress of 
temperance was also noted in connection 
with the churches.

Rev. Dr. Robinson reported the work 
of the Indian Missionary Society. Satis­
factory progress was noted.

Rev. Dr. Wilkes spoke of the Labrador 
Mission. The laborers of this mission 
were Congregationalists, but much, of 
the funds by which it was supported, 
were given by Presbytei ians. A Miss 
McFarlane, from Maine, a real heroine, 
had raised about $500 in gold in the 
United States to give to this work," and 
had herself gone there with it. The 
people are mostly fishermen, arid a 
church is established among them under 
the charge of the Rev. Mr. Butler.

The Finance Committee’s report was 
read, showing a deficiency of $142. To 
meet this deficiency it was recommended 
that the sum of $2.25 be deducted from 
the travelling expenses of each delegate. 
The report was laid on the table.

Moved by Rev. Wi F. Clark and second­
ed by Rev. J. Rogers, that it be a special 
instruction from this Union to its dele­
gates to corresponding bodies in the 
United States, to convey, along with our 
most cordial assurances of national kind­
ness and ecclesiastical unity, our strong 
sense of the undesirableness and impro­
priety of all allusions to annexation, in 
the addresses and letters of representative 
brethren from the other side of the line. 
After some discussion the resolution was 
withdrawn, the mover saying that the 
principal object he had In view had 
been accomplished when an expression of 
opinion was obtained.

CREAT BRITAIN.

London, Jane 16. — The press gener­
ally censures Mr. Bright's letter to the 
Birmingham meeting.

An 
English officer, with permission- of the 
Brazilian Commander, passed" through 
the lines of allies with despatches for 
President Lopez, and returned with des­
patches from U. S. Minister McMahon.

Soda Water Fountain.—Mr. Berry 
has the only soda water fountain now in 
town. It is of Italian marble, shaped 
like an ordinary cijUnge, ai d was made 
in Boston by Mr. jTvV. Tuft who procur­
ed a patent for it a short time ago. Il 
is really a rich and beautiful fountain.
The soda water having ascended from 
the cylinder below- the counter traverses 
several windings of a pipe laid in ice.and 
is discharged when required from a large 
silver plated tube. Two other draught- 
tubes, one on each side of that mention­
ed, arc designed for the drawing off of 
mineral water. A number of taps, silver- 
plated also, are arranged in a row along 
the front of the fountain, and a touch of 
one of these suffices to gratify the choice 
of the drinker with the flavor of straw­
berry, raspberry, pineapple, ginger, &c.
Ladies are supplied with silver-plated 
glass-holders, and there are moustache 
cups for gentlemen. The fountain is a 
very fine one, and Mr. Berry deserves all 
the patronage which hot, dry weather 
would be sure to bring him.

Tiie Peace Jubilee.—The Coliseum 
was packed on Wednesday with fully 
fifty thousand people. Every seat was 
taken, and thousands were glad to find 
even standing room. President Grant’s 
reception on entering was most enthus­
iastic. The programme to-day was 
mainly of a classical character. The 
Star spangled Banner and the Anvil 
Chorus aroused tremendous enthusiasm, 
and were both repeated.

More Emigrants.—Thirteen car-loads 
of emigrants, sent out under the auspices 
of the Misses Logan and McPherson and 
F. Hobert, arrived on Wednesday morn­
ing in Toronto, by the Grand Trunk 
Railway. Mr. Donaldson is taking steps 
to find employment for them, and those 
that are wanting help should call at the 
Emigration Office as soon as possible.

An English Mall Steamer fired Int» 
by a Brazilian Fort.

Tli\Patuyna Mercantile Chronicle re­
lates an’se<murrence which took place in. 
ttio Janeiro,which it is feared will disturb» 
the friendly relations existing between/ 
Great Britain and Brazil. A certain Sonor ’ ' 
MagaManes having announced his inten­
tion of departing on the British mail 
packet, and having named a person to re­
present him in his absence, ho sold hi»; 
effects and purchased a ticket for the 
steamer La Plata. Just previous to hie 
departure a person having a lawsuit with. 
Magallanes obtained a judgment against 
him, and at once made an attempt to pre­
vent him from leaving in the steamer. 
The ship was ready to sail, awaiting on­
ly the signal from the captain of the port 
when the Chief of Police presented him­
self on board and demanded of the cap­
tain the delivery of Senor Magalleeee. 
The British Consul, who was present, re­
marked that by virtue of a convention 
between Brazil and Great Britain, the de­
tention of a passenger must be effected 1 
at least an hour previous to the sailing - 
of a steamer, and that Senor Magallemee 7 
having just come on board with a legal 
passport, the ship could not be detained - 
on this account. The officer of the port ' 
declared that he would not permit the 
steamer to pass the fort, but the Consul 
ordered the ship to leave, which she ac­
cordingly did, ordering tbe captain to pro­
ceed, and to return only in case the ship 
should be fired upon by the fort. On 
paesing^the fort of Santa Cruz a blank 
shot was at first fired, and followed by 
another carying a solid shot which pass­
ed through the rigging. The steamer 
returned to port and the Consul at once 
produced a copy of the convention to the 
authorities, who had all along denied its 
existence, tho ship was then allowed to 
proceed to sett;. There is no doubt Great 
Britain will demand satisfaction for this 
outrage. Her Majesty’s ships-of war 
Oberon and Chacke had sailed without 
delay from Buenos Ayres to the set ne to 
make an investigation into the affair.

Mr. Motley’s Instructions.
Mr Forney in a despatch which he. 

sent from Washington to the Philadel­
phia Prêta, a few days ago, gives the fol­
lowing as the instructions under which 
Mr. Motley is to act. If they could be 
credited as correct, the American Minister 
will be a terrible fellow to deal with if he 
Is not handled tenderly :

“ The Government is In dally expecta­
tion of news of the presentation of Minis­
ter Motley to the Queen. His time thus 
far since his arrival in Great Britain has 
been occupied in arranging matters of a 
personal character, and it is understood 
that he is now ready to make his formal 
appearance at Court. When presented it 
la well known that hie remarks will em­
brace a mere repetition of the stereot; 
speech regarding peace, gcod will, 
which custom renders conventional on 
such occasions. Subsequently, he is in 
structed to conclude the negotiations ot 
the consular and naturalization treaties, 
and, if a favorable opportunity affords it­
self, re-open the question of the Alabama 
claims. His first duty in respect to the 
latter subject will be an attempt to trans­
fer all future negotiations to this side of 
the Atlantic. With this object In view 
he will suggest to the English govern­
ment that America having attempted to 
negotiate the settlement by appeals to its 
Court, has made a significant advance 
towards the solution of the pending diffi­
culties, which should properly be met by 
a reciprocal attempt on the part of Great 
Britain. Pending this attempt to shift 
the scene of negotiations, he is instructed 
to sink the matters of dollars and cents, 
which was constantly uppermost in the 
mind of his predecessor, Reverdy "John­
son, and persistently insist that the main 
question involved is the alleged wrong 
inflicted on this government by the pro­
clamation issued by the Queen, granting 
belligerent rights to the rebels. At the 
same time he will explain that the rejec­
tion of the Johnson-Clarendon protocol by 
the United States Senate was not occa­
sioned by objections to what the protocol 
contained, but rather to what it did not 
contain, and that our government would 
willingly accept its terms of settlement 
of the money claims involved in the dif­
ferences between us if it also provided for 
a solution of the great and preponderating 
question regarding the right of Great 
Britain to grant belligerent privileges to 
the South. In this way it is proposed by 
the Administration to assert the dignity 
of our government in a matter which 
will not detract from the late prospects 
of continued peace between the two coun­
tries, and simultaneously demand a more 
comprehensive consideration of the case 
than has hitherto been accorded, or, for 
that matter, requested. Failing in his 
efforts to obtain a transfer of future at­
tempts at a settlementito Washington,Mr 
Motley will receive additional instruct! 
one. The character of these additional 
instructions have not yet been determin­
ed ; but the policy of the Administration 
is so far matured on the subject that I have 
no hesitation in predicting a bold declara­
tion of the wrongs suffered by us, which 
ensued through a prolongation of the 
rebellion consequent upon the course of 
Great Britain, and a stern demand for re­
paration in the form of a retraction of the 
principle asserted in the Queen's bellige­
rents proclamation.

Paying for being Sneered at,
The scene in the House of Commons 

last Sunday morning—for the adjourn­
ment did not take place until a quarter- 
past twelve—is said to have been one of 
the most uproarious and disgraceful that 
has ever been witnessed there, or at the 
deliberation of any other legislative body. 
And what was it all for"? Ministers pro­
longed the debate until sacred time was 
intruded upon, to fight a battle for men 
who give them no thanks for their ef­
forts. In bur remarks upon the question 
of increased subsidy to- Nova Scotia, a 
day or two ago, we expressed doubts as 
to whether Upper Canadians would be 
satisfied with being made much longer 
the prey of the Nova Scotians. We now 
learn from a reliable source that there is 
dissatisfaction even in Sir John’s wing of 
the Ministerialists, although Sir George's 
phalanx remains unbroken, and as wil­
ling as ever to obéy the dictum of their 
leader. At the same time we expressed 
a hope that, since what had been done 
could not be conveniently undone, the 
people of Nova Scotiay would thank Hea­
ven and the Dominion Government for 
the good fortune which made them a part 
of the Union, and be satisfied. But we 
are further informed that pacification is 
as far distant as qver, and that the Nova 
Scotian members have the impudence to 
ait in the House, and sneer openly at the 
Dominion and all its interests. Moreover, 
they openly avow their annexation views, 
and, with incomprehensible effrontery,as- 
eert their intention of taking all the 
money the Commons will vote them, and 
then doing their best to break up the 
Union. Certainly manhood, not to say 
morality, must be at a low ebb with the 
Ministerial party when they would 
condescend to load such^ingrates with 
benefits, and appropriate ’time which is 
not theirs in order to carry out the de­
meaning process
